SYMBOLOGY Perhaps you are not familiar with the fact that ancient peoples all

There can be no mistaking earth as referring to the physical part of our 
being. As to the other three, there is much confusion of understanding. Here is 
the correct interpretation. Air, or the ether, represents the invisible substance 
from which things are materialized.

Water represents the Mind. As a running stream seems to show intelligence in run­
ning around obstacles in its path or surmounting them, it seems a good symbol for 
Mind. From this symbol the serpent was adopted from the Maya, probably at first 
by the Hittites or the Egyptians, because it, by its manner of locomotion, resem­
bled the devious path of a running stream. The meaning is, then, "Whosoever will, 
let him take of Wisdom" ("the water of life"). The ancient symbol was :1 
In present day astrology and astronomy, this sign represents Aquarius, the Water­
bearer. 

The present day medical insignia, the caduceus, still uses the Egyptian

emblem of entwined serpents about a rod. The rod 
re resents ~; ~ circle ~ ~ top represents 
the Sun the emblem of God); ~the serpents, two 
schools of wisdom - one is the means of healing 
through the ~; the other~ healing through medi­
cine and surgery. The winged caduceus, or herald's 
staff, was in Greek Mythology, the wand of Mercury 
who was the messenger of the Gods. The name cadu­
ceus is derived from the Greek, kerykeion. In the 
Maya country and in Egypt, the spread wings repre­
sented the rays of the sun, the blessings of God 

descending upon the earth. In later lessons you will see how this meaning was 
lost for more than two thousand years in Egypt; yet, the emblem continued, although 
misinterpreted. It is not strange, however, when you consider how completely the 
real meaning of the Bible has been lost, even to thoae who profeaa to teach it, 
while its symbology remains and is also misinterpreted most of the time.

The important point to impress upon you in this Lesson is that the 
tremendous storehouse of knowledge and power in your Sub-conscious 
mind can be drawn on at will.

They create fear and offer salvation only by use of their product.

Your Sub-conscious mind is exceedingly powerful, but it is also 
exceedingly innocent. It knows many things that are unknown in 
colleges. Correctly used, its judgment is infallible. And, it 
never tires - it never sleeps - it is always, as long as you live, 

operating, working for you. 

It attends to your inner life as the Conscious mind attends to your 
outer life. Let the Conscious mind be rendered impotent by your falling asleep 
or taking an anesthetic, and your Sub-conscious goes right on about its work of 
keeping your heart beating, your lungs pumping and all the other activities of 
your physical body operating. There is no pain known to the Sub-conscious. It 
never experiences physical pain. It can overcome it completely in all your Being.

Do you suppose this old Earth of ours has an intelligence peculiar 
to itself?

Do you think that a rose growing in your garden knows 
anything about biology or chemistry? Can it figure out how to draw 

colors from the earth, air and water with which to paint its leaves and blossoms? 
Can it think out a formula to use in the manufacture of its perfume? How do you 
suppose it knows? "It -doesn't," you say. Well, probably not, yet it does all 
these things. It drinks the rain and draws up material into itself and builds it 
into cells, the cells into roots, branches, leaves and flowers, and forms seeds, 
which produce more color and perfume.
