H ere is a result getting plan, clear cut and concise,
w ith rules and suggestions for improving your con-

dition and enjoyment of life.

T he house you are now in, was once just
a w ish in som eone’s m ind . T h at person
w ished to have a house such as this. W ish
ing alone did not m aterialize the house, but
w ishing did bring about th e conception o f
it. A s th e w ish grew and W as intensified,
th at person caused m aterial to b e browught
and labor to b e expended, and s o0 brought
th e houwuse into being. E verything th at h as
being follow s th is form ulae. First— you
m u st know w h at y ou w ant. Second— you
m ust have faith th at it is possible. T hird

— you m ust w ant it intensely enough to be
w illing to ex pend effort, try , strive and if

necessary sacrifice to th at end.

There are three powers w ithin you that properly
understood and properly directed can, like the Genie
of Aladdin’s lamb, bring you anything that you wish

for. They are—
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T he Power of D esire w hich is of the body.
T he Power o f F aith w hich is o f the sowul.
T he Power o f W ill w hich is o f th e spirit.

A's you gaze upon the m arvelous resources
of all of nature, y ou m u st realize th at here

is overw helm ing evidence of a Suprem e B e -

ing. T he m ost skeptical person y ou know,
if he think s, m ust be convinced that all this
m aterial universe cam e into being som ehow

Even he m ust see the evidence of the C reator.

A Creator, m agnificent enough to create
all that we can know of C reation, m ust be
pow erful enough to fulfill our puny desires.

T he fact that creation continues to exist is

evidence of that, for this w hole life, on th e
physical plane is only — D esire.

T he w ild beast desires food. D oes he
W orry and doubt that he shall get it? D oes
he deny him self saying “1t is not for m e?"”
N o, he uses Power of W ill. H e thinks, ol
desire food— | w o ill get it." H e has faith
th at there is food to be had, and he hunts
for it and finds it. I f he had. no faith he
w owuld not have the w oill to hunt and his
desire w ould be useless to him . H e w ou ld

soon perish

W e are all fam iliar w ith w hat naturalists
term “protective coloring” in w ild life. T h at
w hich m an tried to im itate during th e late
w ar, and called “cam ouflage.”

It is sim ply a coloring w hich birds and

beasts develop that enables them to so blend
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w ith their habitual surroundings th at they
are practically invisible to their natural ene-
m ies. N aturalists point out th at all pro -
tective coloring is developed. T hat once the
specie did not possess this ability to become
alm ost invisible. O nce, th e anim al w as Vis-
ible to his enemies. It is easy to im agine an
anim al fleeing for his life, w ishing th at his
enem vy could not see him , w ishing th at he

could fade into his surroundings and become

invisible.

A s this experience W as com m on to m any

generations— “protective coloring?” gradual-
ly developed in accordance to this intensive
o ften repeated w ish . Science tells of a m ys-
terious substance w ithin our body called
‘G enes.’ T his substance is transm itted
to our off-spring, and governs th e nature
o f it. It is th e m eans by w hich a
child receives “inherited characteristics” from
its parents. It is the m eans by w hich a rose-
b ush produces roses o f a certain k ind and
distinguished from all other roses. It is the

m eans by w hich a m ouse produces mice and

not cats, or a dog produces puppies and not
som e other anim al. It is also th e m eans by
w hich protective coloring is repeated in th e
species. It is th e m eans o f evolution; th e
o ft repeated w ish — m ade through genera -
tions.

T h e giraffe found th at th e tender bran-
ches and shoots o f young trees pleased its
desire for food th e best. T he top-m ost
branches of young trees held th e m ost suc-

culent food. O ften they were out of reach.
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T hrouwugh th ousands o f generations th e g ir-
affe. stretched and strained and w ished th at
he could reach these higher branches. T h at
is h ow h e developed th e neck h e now h as,
longer than any other living specie. T he
elephant’s trunk, th e long legs of the stork,
all species of life developed their specialities
by this fundam ental ability to w ish . I f this
w ere not so, m an w ou ld still be th e prim i-

tive creature he was thousands of years ago.

God so constructed all living things, that a wWish m ade

in faith and held unrem ittingly would be granted.

Y ou m ay say, “A L very w ell, b ut w h o

W ants to w ait thowusands of generations for

a w ish to com e true??"” L isten th en :—

"B ut w ilt th ou know . . . that faith apart from
works is barren? . . for as the body apart from
the spirit is dead, et'en so, faith apart from w orks is
dead

James 2:17, 20, 26.

W hen only D esire Power and th e P ow er
of F aith are used — results are obtained b ut
th ey som etim es com e slow ly . B ut there is
a means of speeding up the process. R em em
ber the third — the Power of W ill. W ith D e -

sire and F aith present, the speed w ith w hich

y our w ishes are fulfilled is largely deter-
m ined by th e intensity o f your W ill to
have. w il Pow er— does not m ean idly
sitting by and w illing a desire into being

T h at is not possible. w ill Pow er is th e

woill to do things to bring your desires
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about. T he w ill to w ork, to strive in p hy
sical labor, to sacrifice if necessary. T h a't is
th e only P ow er o f W ill. D o every prac -
tical thing, no m atter h ow little , to bring
about fufillm ent o f your desire. First, th e
D esire m u st b e strong, nex-t, th e F aith m u st
b e present, and third, the W ill m ust be in
tense. T hese three rules can bring y ou
anything w ith in th e reach o f m an. It is
th e form ulae o f Joan of A rc, o f N apoleon,
o f K ublai K han, of every self-m ade person
w h o h as accom plished great things.

T w o sm all boys talk ing — “W hat w ould
y ou rather have, B ill, a pony or an auto -
m obile??” asked th e first boy. “A W, gee,
1 'd rather have an aeroplane. I w ish I w as
a pilot,” say s B ill. A nd th e first boy re -
plies “1 w ish I had a dirigible. A nd I'm g o -
ing to get one w hen I'm grow n up.”

T illie th e T oiler expresses th e sam e

th ought w hen she sees the m ink coat in th e
furriers w indow . o Id T om pkins agrees he
w ou ld like to have the little place out in the

country his w ife keeps pointing out to h im

on their Sunday drives in their sm all, six -
year-old car. T hey sigh and agree that “It
w owuld be nice to have, but it is out of the
question . W e 'l just have to do w ithout,”
they say to them selves.

T h e farm er protests th at he does all th e
w o rk and gets the short end. H e tells him
self th at som e day he'll just up and quit

and get a so ft snap in th e city . A nd th e
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comm ission m erchant in th e city com plains
about his nerves going to pieces. "By G eorge,
| w ish | W ere in som e other business,” he

rem arks for perhaps th e th ousandth tim e.

T he law yer, the banker, the butcher, the
baker, th e housew ife, all classes pour forth
an endless stream of expressions lik e these.
M illions of people w ho give no th ought to
w hat they really w ant, and D O N T

W H AT T H E Y E X PECT

These wishes are like the w ind. A short
gust and it's gone to return in a m om ent
from an opposite direction. E ddying cur-
rents, w ithout depth. M illions of thought-
less w ishers. I f you are one o f these and

w ant to change your present circum stance or

condition, you can do it. I f you w ant to
achieve som e purpose, great or sm all, you
can do it. If there is som ething you w ant to
possess, you can get it. B ut first of all you
must K N O W W H AT Y O U W A N T . T hat

isn’t easy to discover.
For nearly tw enty years in m y w ork —

I have sent out questionaires asking people

to w rite and fill out a blank space follow
ing the statement "M y greatest desire in life
w hich I w ish you to help me accom plish is
M o st people never filled it out. T hey
couldn't decide. M any o f those w ho did
fill it out, ram bled so that it was apparent
that they had no great desire, in fact no real
desire at all. M any m ore filled in replies

th at only, a brief study show ed w ere not
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their real desires. A few . perhaps one per-
cent, filled it out purposefully. These, | be-
lieve w ith out exception, have been helped

m aterially .

Y ou m ust first know w hat you desire, then
you m ust really desire it. N ot half-hearted,
or idle w ishing and forgetting all about it—
but continual, unrem itting— recurrent w ish-
ing for the same thing, in faith, that you are
getting it. T he Powers w ithin you do not
operate otherwise. Y ou m ust be in earnest.
Y ou m ust be sincerely desirous. Y ou m ust
be w illing to m ake sacrifices to receive. T he

desire m ust be intense, burning, and concen-
trated . Y ou m ust feel each time you thin k

about it, that you are drawing nearer to it.

M o st w ishes are only passing fancies.
T he tw o sm all boys gave n o real thought
to actually receiving an aeroplane. It w as
m erely an idle w ish— w ithout Faith th at
th ey w ould get it. Sim ilar idle fancies and
lack of F aith were in the consciousness of
T illie th e Toiler and o Id Tom pkins and
his dear w ife. T he desire W as still-born,

killed by lack of F aith and by self-denial.

"It w ould be nice to have, but it is out of
th e qguestion. W e Il just have to do w ith -
out." W hat they expect is w hat they get.

A sincere desire, held unrem ittingly, is
like a prayer. It is in fact, the very &essence

of prayer.

D on’'t reject any good

desires because it seem s unattainable.

D on’t bother your mind about how obtain

able it m ay be— the im portant thing is how

m uch do y ou w ant it. D on't be afraid of

w anting too m uch as long as w hat you w ant

is good for you.— R ewrite th e list every

few days— keep th e things you W ant m ost
at the toop of the list. A dd new ones to the
bottom — take off those that no longer seem
desirable. R ew rite the list often w hether

y ou change it or not. D on't leave out your

sm aller w ishes— they m ay be easiest to at-

tain . In fact, try for them first, to learn
how to use these Pow ers. R ead this b ook
often . I'n particular this page. W henever

y ou are in need, read this book again. R ead

it often . Follow these directions. T hey are

psychologically correct— here is th e revela-
tion m ethod— reduced to its essence.

1 /. R ead th e list w henever you thin k o f it, many
tim es each day. M ake a practice o f reading it
each m orning before the days activities and each
evening after the days affairs are over.

2nd. K eep in your m ind at all tim es, what you w ant.
K eep a m ental photograph o f th e list in your

to carrying out the first tzvo rules.

N o m atter w h at y our w ant m ay be, p ut
it on y our list. It m ay b e a new su it o f
clothes or a dress, an autom obile, or a home,
m oney, good health, or advancem ent. N o
m atter w hat it is— put it on your list. D on 't
dream about these things, b ut th in k about
th em w ith purpose and apply w il tow ard

getting them

W hen y ou begin to get results — w hen
some of your w ishes begin to b e fulfilled —
give credit to th e C reator w h o gives you
these Pow ers and to your efforts to use
them . D on 't b e ungrateful. D on 't dis-
credit. D on 't say “1t's ju st a coincidence.”
G ive credit and know the joy of further ac-

com plishm ent.
B e happy. K eep a song in y our heart.

D o not perm it any sense of drudgery to b e

present w hile you perform your daily round
of w ork. T his may be difficult if you have
been unhappy in your surroundings, but you
can do it. S top sighing and ex pecting th e
W orst. E xpect th e best. Y owu eventually
get w hat you expect. D o your w ork com
pletely, jovy fully and w illingly . S top self—

denial of the good desirable things that you

w ant. Y o u C AN get th em

as w e ll advanced in hygiene, in physics, in
architecture, in m edicine, in psychology, in
art, in w arfare, in economics, and in govern -
m ent. W e have wonderful Unniversities and
gigantic astronom ical observatories for
studying “other w orlds.” O ur new spapers
tell o f w eird scientific laboratories w here
death itself is being experim ented w ith —
w here dead m en are brought b ack to life.

H ow , then, can | tell you that all this has

been before. T he average A m erican h as

never even heard o f a group o f m en w ho

established an Em pire in A merica 10,000
years ago, w h o were called T he M aya. A
few of m vy readers, perhaps connected w ith
G eographic Societies, or th e m ore energetic
o f our U niversities, w ill have heard o f th e

m arvelous and dram atic discoveries recently
m ade. T h e rest may hazily recall stories of

M ontezum a and C ortez— stories o f houses
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built of gold and lined w ith precious em -
eralds and diam onds— stories o f “heathen?”
sun-w orshipers— and hum an sacrifices. T he

lies of the adventurers w ho murdered a non-

resistant nation in their lust for gold and
congquest, are today all that m ost A mericans
know , of a civilization in m any respects
superior to our ow n, and in alm ost every

respect m ore advanced th an any nation o f

their tim e.

Once upon a time, thousands of years ago,

in A merica there were m any trem endous
C ities, of countless w ealth . T hey W ere in
habited by an intelligent people, w ho as a

race were our superior at least hygienically

and m orally. T hey were possessed o f a
government w hich h ad solved th e social
problem to such a point th at none need

w ork m ore than three or four hours a week.

T heir rulers were scientists as w ell as
Princes; Priests as well as Law -M akers.
W hen I say Cities, | do not mean a mere

collection of wigwam s or straw hovels. T he

C ities of the tim e of w hich | speak, W ere
built of stone and cement, th e streets w ere
paved, the artistic unity of all the buildings
has never been equalled since in A merica,

although extremely ™M odern A rchitecture to
day is attem pting it. T he Cities of w hich
| speak contained sky-scrapers and were con -
nected w ith other cities by highly im proved,
paved, thirty -foot-w ide cement roads, some
of w hich still exist today. I have w alked

them
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T en th ousand years ago or more, a G reat
W all like that standing in C hina today, w ai
being built in the land of T he M aya. T en
thousand years ago, this civilization W as es-

tablishing a unity that reached it's peak be-
fore C hrist was born. T en thousand years

was not enough to erase this culture. T reas-

ure is still guarded by Priests in hidden
places, w aiting for “the T im e." K now ledge
is still preserved in sacred places, w aiting for

“the W ord

T here W as no social problem in A ncient

A m erica as we understand the phrase today.

G overnment and economics, then, were sup-
erior. G old, they did not value as m oney
but as a metal to be owned by all the people
and used for sacred purposes. It was called

the metal of the Sun and was shared by all

in their tem ples.

I'n m edicine they knew how to overcom e

the deadly poisons of serpents and insects
th at science today cannot counteract. T hey
knew how to “raise the dead?” as science now
is on the verge of learning. (T he discoveries
m ade by a young C alifornian, a pathological

experim enter in revival of the dead have re-

ceived m uch new spaper publicity recently.)

D entistry W as a definite science then, and
there are indications that blood transfusions
were performed. A nesthesia, rediscovered by
us less th an 100 years ago, W as practiced
then.

tmmmé&g
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in m athem atics the M ayas had reached a
rem arkable development. T hey were using
the principle underlying the decimal system

m any centuries before Europeans had given

up the clum sy R om an num erals. T heir
system W as developed before the H indu’s,
from w hom E urope got the idea through

the Arabs.

- O_
Space does not perm it a full exposition of
it here— but you can gain an idea of its ef-
ficiency w hen I tell you that in the M ayan

m ethod of notation, the lowest number in-
dicated by three digits W as not 100 as in
our present system , but 400 ; or tw enty -
tim es-tw enty instead of our ten-tim es-ten .
Com putation W as m any tim es m ore rapid
than our system , and through the use of
several ways of w riting numerals com bined,
a speed was attained com parable only to the
results on a slide rule or the w ork of an add -

ing machine.

E ven the hum blest classes placed m uch
em phasis upon personal cleanliness; this

greatly im pressed the Spanish bishop D iego

de Landa, w ho in the latter part of the six-
teenth century reported th at the M ayas
“"bathed continuously.” At least one bath

a day was the rule, which seemed exceedingly

excessive to the Spaniards. House furnish-
ings were simple, even am ong the w ealthy
and the sanitary structure of the room

w ould please a m odern hospital.
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T hey practiced commerce w hen Europe
W as a w ilderness. T hey knew th e w orld
w as round lik e the Sun w hen the rest of
m an-kind thought it to be flat. T hey were
experts in m etal w ork and plating, gem
cutting and design, weaving and cloth m ak-
ing. T heir pottery and sculpture and paint-
ing was at its golden age about 500 years

before C hrist was born and at that time far

surpassed Egypt and the O rient, and W as
m ore than equal to Greece.

O f the earlier races in A merica— the Incas,
the A ztecs, and the T oltecs— the M ayan

system of picture w riting was the most ad-

vanced. E xam ples of this are shown in the
border design of this book. T hey are au -
thentic.

A n extensive M ayan literature in prose

and verse existed but that which w ould be

available today was destroyed by the Span-

ish Conquistadores, because they could not
understand it. T hese recordings W ere in
books of paper m ade from m aguey leaves,
or on sheets of deerskin. O ther recordings

on stones, w alls and buildings are found to -
day m ostly in fragm ents.

T he A ncient M ayans were very religious
and did not make hum an sacrifice. They
gave great attention to the spiritual powers
and forces of m an. T hey practiced baptism
and the hearing of confessions. T hey ori-

inally were not Sun-w orshippers in the

«
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sense of considering the Sun a god, but rather
as a m anifestation of G od and th e bringer
of health and 1light. W ith the aim of secur-

ing prosperity and happiness they studied

the Powers th at G od (T he G reat S pirit)
placed in m an. W ith the decline of the race
and the com ing o f savage tribes from th e
N orth, evil practises appeared and grew . A's
a consequence, higher enlightenm ent W as
m ore and m ore w ithdrawn until in the pass-
ing of some three thousand years, th e lig h't
was greatly dim m ed. L ittle of it was shed
on the outer w orld. Indeed, it is the gen -

eral belief today that the M ayan R ace is ex -

tinct. Far from that. T hey still live in

Y ucatan and Central A merica. T here are

secret places w here great stores o f golden

m etal as well as golden know ledge is kept.

A nother illustration in this book that w ill
interest you to learn about is th e circular
central design in T H E M A Y AN Em blem
on the cover. T hat is a reproduction o f
the M ayan Calendar Stone, used by perm is-
sion of the N ational M useum at M exico
C ity .

A lIthough A ncient M ayans had no teles-
copes to w atch heavenly phenomena w ith —
yet their scientists did have lenses of natural
crystal or precious stone, w hich were used to
project im ages of the sun to tem ple floors.
T hrowugh careful observation o f celestial
phenomena, joined w ith accurate com puting

and recording, they w ere able to invent a
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calendar w hich is considered their greatest
know n intellectual achievement. A Ithough
there is som e dispute, it is believed th at a

date corresponding to the year 613 B efore

C hrist, is th e zero o f th e M ayan calendar.
T he calendar itself w as instituted 33 years
later in 580 B .C . It provides a m ore exact
day count of the solar year than existed in
E urope until the adoption of the G regorian
C alendar over tw o th ousand years later. I'n

other w ords th e calendar w hich the Span -

iards found in use in Y ucatan, and destroy -
ed, w as m ore accurate th an their ow n,
th ough it w as then m ore than* 2,000 years
old . (E uropean scholars place the date earl-

ier than this by nearly three hundred years.)
O ur present calendar divides the year into
52 weeks but leaves one day left over. T he

M ayan calendar is based on the divisor five

w hich leaves no rem ainder in 365 days. T he
claim is som etimes made that it is therefore
still superior to our calendar today.

T he M ayan year was divided into eight-
een periods of tw enty days each, w ith five
days left over, known as days w ithout nam e.

T he M ayan year began July 16 of the Jull-

ian calendar. T he M ayan w ord for day is
“kin?” w hich m eant sun . T he year W as
called “tun .” T w enty years form ed a “ka-
tun ,” w hich in turn , m ultiplied by tw enty,
m ade a period w hich we call a cycle. H indu
and E uropean A strologers m ade the sam e

cyclic discovery — later.
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T he five left-over days w ere devoted to
penance and fasting, to contem plating the
past years, the telling of the folk-lore of the
race and laying plans for the future. T hey

were devoted to study of the spirit and soul

— to contem plating the powers of the m ind
