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The Planets
As Symbols of Psychological Functions

PART 2

Planets Referring to the Unconscious
T^DiWay *n wkich planets Neptune 

ana Pluto have been discovered serves as 
a symbolical illustration of the relationship 
between conscious and unconscious. It was 
found that certain anomalies in the be­
havior of Uranus could only be explained 
by postulating, the influence of another 
planet beyond its orbit. Such an influence 
was carefully measured and the place of 
Neptune determined approximately; after 
which astronomers were able to find said 
planet at. the analytically discovered place.

The existence of many psychological an­
omalies, neuroses and supernormal states, 
led likewise some psychologists to attempt 
to charter an unknown psychological realm 
the existence of which we have apprehend­
ed so far mostly by the way it upsets con­
scious behavior. It is apparent that our 
conscious ego is not always master of its 
house, that at times powers which seem to 
well up for nowhere or from some ances­
tral mist overwhelm our consciousness. 
Gone are our small categories and barriers; 
forgotten our sense of self-preservation and 
our social training—and we move bewil­
dered, swayed by deep commands which 
are voiced by unrecognized forces.

C. G. Jung was perhaps the first of modern 
psychologists to recognize that the realm of 
these unimown forces was really a two-fold 
one. In that he was merely following (un­
consciously perhaps) the ancient kabbalistic 
tradition which speaks of a “memory of Na­
ture”, an “astral light” which is also twofold, 
lower and higher, deceitful and ensnaring in its 
lower portions, celestial and pure in its high­
er. Jung’s interpretation of the personal and 
the collective unconscious is naturally very 
different outwardly from the occult teaching 
concerning the astral light; yet the latter may 
prove necessary some day to sustain and 
deepen the former. .

The personal unconscious is the sum-total 
of repressed or submerged contents of a 
man’s psyche. Freud began a study of this 
realm in which are hidden the seeds of neu­
roses and to which we relegate all the feel­
ings, thoughts, impressions which we refuse 
to admit to the shrine of our conscious being 
and from which we shrink in fear, disgust or 
tunnressed hatred. Life brought to us these 
psychic facts and filled them with vital en­

ergy; but instead of allowing this vital energy 
to spend itself in correlation with our ego 
within the sphere of our conscious thinking, 
feeling and behavior, we turn back as it 
were the flow of this energy and push the 
disturbing thoughts or feelings, impressions 
or intuitions back into some dark caves 
where memory can no longer call them to the 
light of the conscious.. There they may fester 
and decay, sending poisonous emanations into 
the conscious; or the subterranean pressure 
they exert may lead us unaware to deeds and 
thoughts bewildering to our conscious ego.

Astrology has probably no way of checking 
up these hidden and repressed contents of the 
personal unconscious, yet it contains in its 
symbolism certain factors which enable us to 
discern and analyze the action of the repres­
sive tendencies which twist and dam up the 
normal flow of psychological functions. In 
other words, it can detect the backwash of 
the psychic energy f rom, the conscious to the 
unconscious as it occurs in the psyche. It can 
determine the polarity of psychological func­
tions, some of which act in a repressive and 
inward direction, others which operate in the 
normal way from the center outward.

Here we come to the factor of planetary 
retrogression. Due to the fact that on the 
earth we see the solar system from a some­
what peripherical point and not from the 
center, the other planets of the system move 
in apparently irregular manner. At times 
they appear to stand still, at others to move 
backward in the direction opposed to that of 
their normal course around the sun. In the 
first case we speak of a stationary planet; in 
the second case, of a retrograde planet Oth­
erwise the planet’s motion is direct. These 
geocentric characteristics of the planets (Sun 
and Moon not included, for they are always 
direct) are of great importance psychologi­
cally. Direct, retrograde, stationary; this 
trinity of modes of planetary motion corre­
sponds to some very basic elements of what 

*We may call psychological dynamics. Back of 
these types of motion we find the still more 
general factor of planetary speed (apparent 
speed, in this case). From the point of view 
of the earthly observer the speed at which 
the planets move across the sky is constantly 
changing. These variations. of speed corre­
spond to variations in functional intensity of 
the psychological factors symbolized by the 
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planets. The functional intensity varies as a 
result of many causes; but the speed-varia­
tions are at least one of these causes, sym­
bolically speaking. This is especially demon­
strable when we consider the speed-variations 
of Mercury and the Moon, but applies to all 
planets.

The faster the speed the more rapid the 
flow of psychic energy in and through the 
function considered. When the planet be­
comes stationary, the speed of course equals 
zero. The function symbolized is shown to 
have extreme stability. A peculiar kind, of 
doggedness may well describe this condition. 
That particular factor in the conscious make­
up of the person will not let go. It will re­
sist changed It will offer a tremendous power 
of inertia. As it was in the beginning, so 
will it be ever after. Persons born with sta­
tionary planets will always present a char­
acteristic of this nature. This of course will 
be emphasized if the stationary planet is also 
the ruler of the chart, or strongly placed. 
The corresponding psychological factor will 
quietly, but stubbornly hold its own within 
the consciousness whatever may happen.

Many examples could be given, but the dif- 
ficulty is that usually the psychological char­
acteristics depicted by a stationary planet are 
not obvious except from the point of view of 
psychological analysis. The Saturn stationary 
in Richard Strauss’ chart is a good illustration 
of strong egocentricity and of an equally 
strong sense of form. Its being in Libra 
gives an added artistic significance.

A stationary planet is said to be “stationary 
direct” or “stationary retrograde” according 
•to the direction of its subsequent motion. In 
psycho-astrological analysis a planet can be 
considered stationary within a few minutes of 
the exact point at which it changes the di­
rection of its course. The speed factor here 
involved is purely relative, and practice all 
that is required or useful to consider is 
whether the planet’s speed is above average 
(in which case it is fast moving) or below 
average (slow moving).

Retrograde plants symbolize the turning 
back of the libido (psychic energy or life­
force) from the conscious into the uncon­
scious. If a planet is retrograde the function 
it represents is not activated for conscious 
operation.. The psychic contents related to 
this function, instead of emerging directly in 
the conscious and thus influencing directly our 
behavior, are thrown back temporarily into 
the unconscious. This does not mean neces­
sarily that they are divested of their energy, 
merge with other unconscious contents; then 
reappear later in the consciousness through 
the agency of one of these functions of the 
unconscious which we shall study presently. 
The latter correspond to the planets Uranus, 
Neptune and Pinto.

We may consider at first the planet Saturn, 
builder of the ego-complex. Through differ­
entiation and isolation. Saturn sets apart a 

certain amount of life-energy and binds it 
into a form. It builds walls to protect and 
differentiate the particular entity thus condi­
tioned and isolated from its surroundings. 
Saturn, in other words, sets up a system of 
defense against the outside world by empha­
sizing the separate characteristics of the ego. 
“I am this particular attribute, and no one 
else is, or can touch it.”

If Saturn is retrograde at birth, the native 
will not naturally and spontaneously experi­
ence or feel this statement. He will not feel 
it to be true especially with regard to the 
outer world. His Saturnian defence-mecha­
nism will not be directed against the encroach­
ments of the outer world—-at least riot 
immediately and spontaneously so. He will 
not feel himself fortified against the outer 
world—because the pattern of his conscious 
being is not very rigid. He will yield easily 
to external influences which will constantly 
tend to blur this pattern of his consciousness. 
He will be somewhat defenceless with regard 
to external contacts, and will appear shy, in­
troverted, uneasy, unself-assertive—or else he 
will take an arrogant attitude to shield his 
weak stand. His manners may then be abrupt 
and explosive.

Saturn - retrograde will direct this pattern­
crystallizing and wall-making power inward. 
Self-assertion will be against inner influences. 
The person will yield outwardly, but show a 
great power of resistance against inner, un­
conscious suggestions. He will fortify him­
self spontaneously against impacts coming 
from the collective unconscious, from race 
tradition and collective standards. He will 
develop a sense of destiny, separating him in­
wardly from his fellow-men; while he will be 
unable often to resist the pressure of de­
mands made upon him by friends and foes 
alike. He will be obdurately self-centered in 
his innermost self, while he may be unable to 
resist anyone asking favors or gifts.

It may also be that a man with Saturn 
retrograde finds himself mostly preoccupied 
with building or strengthening his growing 
Individuality. The differentiating function 
works then inward, strengthening the mag­
netic field of the Self and crystallizing its 
contents into a form as yet unconscious. He 
will yield without only better to be able to 
endure within. Such an astrological factor is 
found in persons who have to guard their in­
dividuality' against psychic or religious or 
racial influences which are particularly strong 
in their immediate family environment. The 
enemy is in the unconscious, pressing in from 
within. The past is menacing the present. 
The first psychological task is therefore one 
of inner self-protection and self-assertion. 
Thus the Saturn function operates inward, 
and its effect will be felt in the consciousness 
and in the behavior only indirectly; usually, 
blended with other unconscious elements*. 
Nicholas II, the last czar of Russia, had 
Saturn retrograde. ~ Ramakrishna, the great
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Hindu mystic, and the seer, Swedenborg, fur­
nish other examples.

In such cases the Moon (polar opposite of 
baturn) finds herself, as it were, unprotected, 
lhe Moon can never be retrograde; but be­
cause of moving around the earth she is either 
zvithm or without the earth orbit. When within 
(nearer a solar conjunction.) she operates more 
in connection with the solar energy of the 
Self. When without (nearer a solar opposi­
tion) the feelings are more “extraverted” or 
dominated by the objective mind. It might be 
said also that outside of the earth’s orbit the 
Moon follows the centrifugal pull of Mars, the 
planet of all beginnings; when inside, she gives 
in to the centripetal attractions of Venus, the 
planet of consummation and fulfillment. If the 
Moon is inside the earth’s orbit and Saturn is 
retrograde, the feelings are directed inward; 
we have a clear case of introversion. Love goes 
to an inner image, rather than to actual and 
real persons. The feelings are in any case 
somewhat unprotected when Saturn is retro­
grade. They are not firmly anchored in, or 
may cause much trouble to the conscious ego.

When Jupiter is retrograde the function of 
soul-compensation is turned inward, affecting 
the consciousness almost exclusively through 
the unconscious, that is, by means of dreams 
and similar projections. If Uranus is strong at 
the same time, these projections from, the 
unconscious can become extraordinarily vivid. 
If Jupiter is weak by sign position this may 
mean that the compensation-function is en­
dowed with little energy ; but if at the same 
time it is strong by house position, tthe com­
pensation, though weak, is brought out con­
stantly to the consciousness by the power of 
circumstances. This remark applies more or 
less to all planets. Aspects to other planets 
may however introduce other and contrary fac­
tors. Jupiter in an angular house ( first, fourth, 
seventh, tenth) is typical of strength by house 
position. If direct, the native is consciously 
ruled by his Destiny, usually for a group- 
purpose. He may experience this inner power 
in the form of some great Personality leading 
him to appointed ends. This may be so espe­
cially if Jupiter is retrograde. If stationary, 
the native is almost wholly subject to this rul­
ing power. The emperor of Austria, Francis 
Joseph, whose rule seems to have been the 
very center of precipitation of the karma of 
Europe, had, according to Alan Leo, Jupiter 
retrograde in the fourth house, square Mars on 
the Descendant. His was altogether an ex­
traordinary chart. Bismarck also had Jupiter 
retrograde. Aristide Briand, famous French 
premier, had Jupiter and Saturn retrograde 
conjunct in his fourth house. ,

Mercury retrograde symbolizes a mind in­
wardly turned, either because of a mystical 
trend or because of a congenital, slowness of 
perception and an inability to project thoughts 
outward According to Marc Jones, tthe posi­
tion of Mercury before or after the Sun rep­
resents respectively mental eagerness or delib­

erateness. “Mental chemistry” can be shown 
by linking these positions of Mercury together 
vvith the speed of the Moon’s motion. Paul 
Clancy traced a parallelism between quickness 
of mind and the speed of Mercury’s motion. 
Outwardly a retrograde Mercury may give a 
slow mind; but by no means necessarily so. It 
may just as well be a mind preoccupied mostly 
with the collective unconscious, the mind of a 
seer. Abdul Baha, whom the Bahai consider 
as a divine Personage, had Mercury and Sa­
turn retrograde and in trine. Mercury is in 
Gemini six degrees ahead of the Sun. The 
Moon is in conjunction with the great star of 
Persia, Regulus, also trine Neptune in Aquar­
ius. In other cases, we have the basis for pe­
culiar mental complexes. An example of a 
vacillating mind is given by Louis XVI, the 
French king, executed by the revolutionists. 
He had Mercury retrograde in exact conjunc­
tion with the Sun; also Saturn and Uranus 
retrograde.

Mars retrograde indicates that impulses to 
action do not flow outward from the ego into 
spontaneous expression, but move back to the 
unconscious where they become united with 
some unconscious contents (often collective 
images). It is the power inherent in the latter 
which really impels the native to action. Action 
does not arise thus from spontaneous, clearly 
conscious impulses, but from a more or less 
unconscious motivation. Among the several 
retrograde planets in the chart of Annie Be- 
sant, ex-leader of the Theosophical Society, we 
find Mars. Her acts often arose from motives 
hidden in tthe unconscious, whether personal or 
collective.

Such a condition may affect the sexual 
forces. They may be thrown back into the un­
conscious, forming complexes and neuroses. 
On the other hand, we may deal with a definite 
attempt to sublimate the desire-nature, as in 
the various yoga discipline. In the case of 
Annie Besant, we note also that she became 
known .first as an apostle of birth control.

With Venus retrograde we get a condition 
in which the fruits of experience are not 
brought to Ithe conscious ego and normally as­
similated or released through various types of 
emotions. There is often a strong lack of ad­
justment to the conditions of outer living. The 
emotional life is unsatisfied and unconscious 
contents disturb the natural flow of conscious­
ness and love. At times a strong, emphasis on 
artistic creation is found, but which usually is 
colored by abnormal feelings. A desire for 
intoxicants may be connected with this. The 
romantic poet Alfred de Musset had Venus 
stationary retrograde.

Retrograde planets must not be asked to tell 
too much; for the i reason that they indicate 
only the direction in which some psychological 
functions operate—but not whaft happens as a 
result of this backward flowing motion. This 
is to be judged on the basis of the chant as a 
whole. A boy or girl instead of going to work 
at the factory, takes the train and goes to the 
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city. We may know they have gone to the 
city; but that will not tell us how they will be­
have and what they will encounter in this 
city. Likewise we know that when a planet is 
retrograde the function it symbolizes does not 
operate in the so-called normal way. The 
psychic energy used by this function goes in 
the direction of the unconscious. What will 
happen to it (there depends upon all the other 
factors of the chant.

We have considered so far only those 
planets which belong to the realm of the con­
scious. Even if retrograde they reach usually 
only the personal unconscious which is the 
negative result of individual experience. But 
there is, as Jung demonstrated, a vast psy­
chological realm, which can be called the col­
lective unconscious and which does not belong 
to the individual as such, but to that in each 
human being which is collectively valid. Just 
as animal instincts are valid for the whole 
species and not only for a particular member 
thereof, so great primordial images and ideas, 
archetypes of psychological functioning, are 
valid for all manland, or at least for large col­
lectivities, racial, political or religious.

All psychology which is sound has to be 
based primarily on the relationship between 
individual and collectivity. All manifestations 
of life involve a balance between individual 
and collective factors. Our physical body is a 
particular type of balance between the indi­
vidual behavior of cells or organs and the col­
lective demands of the whole organism. In the 
planets studied so far, we have found a means 
of analyzing the make-up and constitution of 
the individual human being as he goes to func­
tion in the midst of the collectivity of which 
he is a part. Family, nation, race, religious 
group, club, trade union and factory are va­
rious types of collectivity. The individual acts 
in their midst and may help to create or 
transform them. But they also act upon the 
individual. If he shrinks from contacts and 
experiences within the collectivity, he .becomes 
inhibited and acquires complexes or special at­
titudes, which retrograde planets together with 
other astrological elements help us to analyze.

If the individual faces normally his group 
and society in general, then society influences 
him.. The collective in him, that which is 
identical in all tthe men of his group, imposes 
upon the individual its ageless standards. So­
ciety gets hold of the individual through his 
instincts and traditions. Primordial images 
beat upon the inner walls of his consciousness 
asking admittance. These images may be di­
vine or they may be devilish. They are the 
voice of wholeness compelling the individual 
parts of the whole to take heed. The under­
tones of this collective voice are dark and 
possessive ,* its high overtones are vibrations of 
light, songs of liberated souls that draw up­
ward toward the final goal of Man.

Thi s voice of the collective insofar as it acts 
upon individuals is symbolized by the trinity 
of remote planets Uranus, Neptune and Pluto. 

It is significant that these have become pub­
licly known at a time when humanity is break­
ing through isolating barriers of creeds and 
dogmas, and, materially' if not yet spiritually, 
all men flow into the ocean of a common hu­
man hood. Uranus became known as the 
American and French Revolutions broke the 
weight of feudalism and medievalism; Neptune, 
as humanitarianism and a rebirth of the reli­
gious spirit (or of its opposite pole, mate­
rialism) swept the world; Pluto, as mankind 
(especially in America) is getting on the way 
toward a New Deal and new structure of so­
cial relationship.

In the life of the individual these planets act 
in various ways and in widely varying degrees 
of intensity. The more universal or “whole­
ward0 the consciousness, the more construc­
tive and effective the action of these planetary 
agents of wholeness. In the unregenerate they 
may either remain individually ineffective, or 
else become symbols of the destruction of the 
en-shelled ego. In any case they come to the 
individual ego as forces from the beyond of 
consciousness, bearing messages, striking blows 
or arousing in him whom the gods have con­
demned spiritual blindness and insanity. They 
may symbolize the spiritual apex of col­
lective humanity—whether it be called the 
church triumphant, the assembly of the 
Blessed, or the White Lodge of Initiated 
Adepts. They may also stand for what the 
newspapers call ‘^society”, or else for the 
power of ‘the mob. They may be the agents 
of those collective forces which men learn to 
know under the name of religion. They may 
even speak of cosmic events beyond our solar 
system, and bring to the initiated tidings from 
our galaxy and forebodings from the spaces 
beyond. In any case they are wholeness 
speaking to the individual particles.

If we limit ourselves to the psychological 
approach and the relationship of the collec­
tive unconscious to the particular ego, we 
say that Uranus is the projective power of the 
unconscious, . Neptune, its dissolving power, 
° nd Pluto, ito regenerating power. Uranus 
brings to the conscious symbolical represenr 
tations and. impulses. This may occur in 
dreams or in waking consciousness. Under 
Uranus come the inspirations of the poet the 
artist, the inventor, the scientist, the states­
man, -the religious reformer. Uranus lis char­
acterized by its image-forming power. It re­
generates the conscious by bringing -to it 
vistas of the whole, images and ideas of the 
universal Miind. Strictly speaking it does not 
“regenerate”. Instead, it projects images and 
ideas which have the power to transform 
which are seeds of the new consciousness*. 
Transformation and creation are key-words 
of this revolutionary planet which constantly 
pours new dynamic quanta into the heart of 
the ego-upsetting stimulating, stirring, dis­
rupting the soul of divine discontent, the mad­
ness of the anarchist and the lawless. Genius 
01 insanity; inspiration or perversion.
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Neptune acts in more subtle and mysterious 
up like a strong acid the crys­

tallizations of the ego, ever calling the par­
ticular, and 'the bound to the limitless state of 
the universal. It is the insistent, compassion­
ate, overflowing love oif the whole for the 
separate part, which may not even know it is 
a part”. A love which can be most tender, 
yet which usually is so filled with cosmic 
horizons and universal dispassion that our 
limited narrow feelings recoil before it in 
subtle awe. Neptune is the man transfigured 
by the Christ within; but he may be also the 
man lost in “artificial paradise”, asking of 
drugs that he be led beyond the jail of 
mal perception and daily routine into 
realm of dreams and visions.

Every force which denies limitations and 
tends to make us whole, which saps the 
strength of the particular viewoint and in­
jects into it the fluid of unearthly desires; 
everv agency which dissolves crystallizations 
and puts the lens of the ego out of focus, 
which stirs us with divine longings through 
days of second puberty and enraviishes us 
away from family and home into the snow 
white peace of convents or the living fer­
mentation of the jungle—all belong to the 
Neptune symbol.

Physiologically speaking, the bodily part 
ruled iljy the Zodiacal sign in which Neptune 
is posited lacks differentiation and focalized 
growth. It appears undeveloped. The liife- 
energy did not succeed to make itself con­
crete enough. On the contrary where Uranus 
is placed we find often abnormal growth, 
overfulness of a sort; not so much an abun­
dance of life-force as a peculiar tension of 
energy which creates genius or freaks. Nep­
tune is the symbol of the sea, of the undiffer­
entiated, of cosmic matter in the prenatal 
stage, or of nirvana and infinite compassion. 
It shows how society acts upon the individ­
ual; whereas Uranus indicates more the 
fecundating power of the individual, how he 
he acts upon society, constructively or de­
structively. Neptune’s keynotes are redemp­
tion, universalization^ or disfocalization.

Pluto is the planet of the second birth, 
ruler of the Mysteries—of every type of 
group-assembly, of parliamentary organization 
in which new policies are decided upon for 
the collectivity, or of ceremonial through 
which the individual and society are read­
justed according to the outworking of a new 
law of being. Jupiter deals also with gov­
erning bodies and religious ceremonies—‘but 
within the limits set by Saturn. In other 
words, Jupiter symbolizes race gods and re­
ligion based upon kinship and blood-relation­
ship. It stands for hierarchy and autocracy­
political or religious—this, ¡because Saturn has 
first of all set the ego, the One, as a ruler 
within certain boundaries. Jupiter acts within 
these boundaries. The rule of Zeus follows 
that of Chronos-Saiturn. Jupiter as the guru, 

the spiritual teacher or religious guide, in­
volves elements of personal relationship.

On the other hand Pluto is strictly imper­
sonal and recognizes no personal God or 
King; only an elected chairman, as it were. 
Its King is the Law. It is ruthless and abso­
lutely just—but just in terms of a Law which 
often transcends our limited understanding, 
and may seem cruel. Pluto relates the ego 
to a greater center of being, part conscious, 
part unconscious. It leads to what C. G. 
Jung calls Ithe Self, the totality of the being. 
It symbolizes ithe final stage of the process 
of individuation, the second birth, the “mak­
ing perfect”, initiation, the “birth of the Liv­
ing God”. For Pluto is God-in-the-depths, 
God made concrete and actual within and at 
the center of personality. Thus the person­
ality becomes transfigured into a Living Per­
son. In this sense Pluto is the symbol of 
the Incarnation of God of the Apostolic 
Brotherhood, reflection of the cosmic zodi­
acal order; of the White Lodge on earth.

Pluto represents the Law of the whole- 
Self in opposition to the law of the particular 
ego Saturn-Jupiter). His reign comes after 
this ego has been impregnated with Uranian 
seed-ideas and archetypes, and has lost all its 
resistance and its pride through the Neptunian 
baptism. Then Pluto having judged the ego 
in the scales in which conscious and uncon­
scious, concrete and abstract, particular and 
universal, are balanced, initiates it into the 
Company of the Perfect. His keynote is 
therefore rebirth; also the concretization of 
the All into the universal One.

Of all the astrological signs which have 
been suggested as symbols (or causes) of the 
Great War, only one seems valid. Pluto was 
in conjunction with the summer solstice in 
June, 1914, and had apparently come to his 
first conjunction for a brief time during Sep­
tember, 1912, at which time the Balkan war 
was on the map. The summer solstice is the 
point of cosmic fecundation. Life becomes 
concrete in the womb. The mystery of the 
“shedding of blood” may also accompany vast 
cosmic fecundations—or initiations.

Pluto was entering Aquarius around 1765. 
it was close to the time which Swedenborg 
mentioned as being that of the descent to 
earth of the “New Jerusalem”. From this 
time on the American Revolution was taking 
shape. In 1937-38 Pluto is entering Leo. This 
will mark definitely the beginning of the new 
era. According to the Pyramid number­
symbolism this era begins in 1936.

The fact ¡that the coming upon the astro­
logical scene of Neptune and Pluto corre­
sponded to the time when different aspects of 
the unconscious gained public recognition is 
interesting. Pluto was discovered exactly 84 
years (the cycle of Uranus) after Neptune 
(1846). In 1848 Europe witnessed a great 
revolutionary upheaval. It is the date of 
Marx’ Communist Manifesto. It marks the 
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beginning of the spread of Spiritualism. The 
great spiritual movement, Bahaism, was in­
itiated in 1844. In every way it was a time of 
religious enthusiasm and of humanitarian 
ideals—truly a Neptunian time. Likewise 
Uranus became known in the midst of the 
revolutionary era that aroused all the West­
ern world to a realization of new arche­
types of social relationship. Pluto was 
sighted January 21, 1900, as the Sun en­
tered the sign of Aquarius. The decade thus 
ushered in promises to vie jn importance 
religious enthusiasm and of humanitarian 
ideals—truly a Neptunian time. Likewise 
Uranus became known in the midst of the 
revolutionary era that aroused all the 
Western world to a realization of new 
archetypes of social relationship. Pluto was 
sighted January 21, 1930, as the Sun en­
tered the sign Aquarius. The decade thus 
ushered in promises to vie in importance 
with those which made Uranus and Nep­
tune known. The ideals of the New Deal 
are typically Plutonic, insofar as we have 
in this New Deal an attempt at including 
all social classes in an integral type of or­
ganization in which the two factors of in­
dividualism and collectivism will be har­
monized. Neptune makes whole, but it also 
leads to formlessness. Pluto brings the 
message of concrete form, of organization. 
If often we see it as disorganization it is 
because we can only discover the first stage 
of the process. The Great War meant dis­
organization; yet it tested the power of 
men to organize on a scale never dreamt of 
before. It taught efficiency and precision. 
It created the machinery which man may 
use constructively if he so desires.

Uranus, Neptune, Pluto symbolize proc­
esses which bring the unconscious and its 
subliminal powers to the threshold of the 
consciousness and the ego. They are thus 
intermediaries between the Solar system 
proper and the galaxy. Comets are also 
intermediaries, but of a more fleeting qual­
ity. We can conceive the unconscious in 
terms of an accumulation of personal and 
collective conscious contents; in fact we 
must do so, if we consider consciousness as 
bound to physical organisms. But the oc- 
culist will of course claim that the collec­
tive unconscious is the product as much of 
superhuman and superterrestrial Beings as 
of the past generations of men. Thus he 
will consider astrologically the fixed stars 
as symbols of such cosmic entities that the 
awakened intuition may dimly sense be­
yond the realms known to human minds. 
Uranus, Neptune, Pluto are thus links be­
tween the stars and the intra-Saturnian 
planets—between the “gods” and men.

There remains one more point to touch 
upon. What is the significance of the three 
remote planets when retrograde? I believe 
that what is indicated is a return-action of 

the collective element to the collectivity 
but with the added power of the individual 
to make it effective in a new way. To put 
it more clearly: Races and groups always 
degenerate sooner or later. The individuals 
composing these collectivities fail to act in 
accord with the deepest instincts and the 
archetypal truths which belong to man­
kind, biologically or spiritually. Out of all 
the sum-total of these particular failures 
comes a general perversion or decadence of 
the collectivity. A race or nation or reli­
gious group falls into evil ways, crystal­
lizes or disintegrates. What individuals 
caused, indivduals must readjust. Reform­
ers arise, who proclaim the ancient forgot­
ten truths, probably under a new garb. 
These men are led by the living spirit of 
collective humanity to reform the sick body 
of the collectivities of which they are parts. 
This reforming action of the collectivity by 
the collectivity through the individual is 
symbolized by the retrograde motions of 
Uranus, Neptune, Pluto.

Uranus “direct” reforms or rather trans­
forms the conscious ego; when “retro­
grade”, what is symbolized is the reform 
of the unconscious, of the hidden depths 
from which the ego emerges. In some 
cases, it may mean that all the dark closets 
are being aired and family skeletons are 
thrown out; in others, it means that the 
man is actually the agent for some sort of 
reforming impulse which is to change the 
mind of his race or group. The Uranian 
Images he projects are Impregnated first of 
all with an iconoclastic energy. They will 
challenge not only the conscious of the 
race, but generate storms in the uncon­
scious. Neptune retrograde is found often 
where religious shams are unearthed and 
denounced; where inner subconscious pride 
is subtly annihilated. Mystics often have 
such a factor prominent in their charts; 
especially if they stand positively against 
beliefs of their day. A good illustration of 
this is Bo Yin Ra, the great living German 
mystic-occulist, who has only one retro­
grade planet, Neptune. As for Pluto retro­
grade, one can only surmise that it would 
tend to let loose organized destruction— 
this, in an individual chart, might be con­
nected with a peculiar protest against the 
established order of society.

These last remarks are more theoretical 
than based on actual statistical knowledge. 
A tremendous amount of work is needed to 
focalize and check up the new astrological 
ideas; workers are needed and we hope that 
now that astrology is emerging from the 
realm of fortune-telling and medieval 
“queerness” it will be possible to reach 
most illuminating results and isolate the 
significance of astrological factors on the 
basis of the deep insight into human nature 
offered by analytical psychology.

Dear Doctor:
Many thanks for your letter which I have 

read with very great interest.
I do not think our aims in the matter of 

astrology are very much different A great 
deal of my work has already followed lines 
similar to those outlined by you, as will short­
ly be shown. Your own methods, presum­
ably, are in the main statistical. And while 
I am in full agreement with the principles 
involved as stated by you, their application 
presents formidable difficulties.

Our aims are complimentary.. in this way : 
that while you go to the infinite number with 
a view to deducing and proving certain pos­
sible laws (respecting which you have pre­
viously conceived a plausible and possible 
theory) by the aid of statistics, I for my part 
conceive a theory which I believe will account 
for certain facts which I have observed, and 
then seek to apply it to the infinite number 
with a view to finding out whether the theory 
will hold good or not.

These are really converse of securing the 
same object: namely the inductive and de­
ductive methods.

Take the case you cite, namely, the statisti­
cal method which might be used to determine 
whether or not there is a connection between 
.the Sun being in Aries and soldiership. That 
is a good example of your priori method of 
working, namely the deductive method of 
tracing from cause to effect.

Now I will give you an example of my a 
posteriori method of working, namely the in­
ductive method of tracing from effect to

C I observe, shall we say, the obvious facts 
that some people are dark-haired, others fair­
haired, and others red-haired.

I next observe certain possible facts in the 
process of studying a large number of horo- 
tones-a type of deductive reasoning-which 
fncHnis. me^o believe, that a ^^connec­
tion exists between fair-haired p Anuar;us 
say, and the signs of Leo, be
In the same way that there 11 f AtLs a„d 
a connection between the sign .. . ..
Sagittarius and red-haired persons.

By the a priori method one would infer 
from the above that everyone iborn with the 
Sun in Aries should be red-haired. But direct 
test proves this theory wrong. We next test 
the theory held by orthodox, astrologers con­
cerning the influence of the rising sign upon 
the hair, and again, direct test proves their 
theory must be considered the primary influ­
ence? No—as direct' test will prove.

At this point—having regard to the facts 
which I wish to compare I frame an hypo­
theses.

This hypothesis of mine is that the color 
of the hair is an effect caused by a synthesis 
of the three principal influencing-signs at 
birth, namely the sign containing the Sun, the 
sign containing the Moon and the rising sign.

Now, according to my hypothesis, if a child 
were born at the beginning of April at the 
time of new moon and approximately at sun­
rise, that child would be the possessor of 
flaming red hair.

If, however, ‘(though born at the beginning 
of April) the Moon was in Scorpion and 
Capricorn, was rising, the hair would not be 
red. At least, such is my inference, because 
I have previously noted certain possible facts 
which incline me to believe that there is some 
connection between the sign Scorpio and dark­
haired people, and between the sig)n Capricorn 
and black-haired people.

Therefore my hypothesis insists that the 
color of hair of the above mentioned child is 
a blend of red, dark brown, and black—which 
should produce as a result a rich glossy black.

Working in, this way a table can be con­
structed and put into the test.

The question of height can be tackled in 
the same way. There are short, medium, and 
tall persons. For example, there would seem 
to be a connection between tall people, and 
Sagittarius, betWeen short pople and Pisces, 
and between persons of medium height and 
Virgo. ’But here again the actual height is 
going to be found to be a synthesis of the 
influence of the three principal signs. A con­
junction of the sun and moon in Pisces,with 
Pisces rising would, according to the hy­
pothesis, produce a very short person. But 
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the same conjection in Pisces with Sagittarius 
rising would produce a height bordering on 
medium. Three Sagittarius impulses would 
produce a heigfht bordering on a very tall per­
son, while two Sagittarian impulses would 
produce and one of Virgo would still pro­
duce a six-foot man or a 5 ft. 9 ins. woman.

The question of build (thickest, average, or 
slim) can, be tested by this self-same hy­
pothesis.

I will now indicate another discovery I have 
made—one that produces very positive, objec­
tive results. The discovery is that each sign 
of the zodiac produces its own color-reaction, 
in other, words it will be found that any 
selected individual is particularly attracted sby 
colors corresponding to the three principal 
signs governing him.

That is to say, that given an individual 
born at sunrise on the day of new moon at 
the beginning of April such person will be 
most strongly attracted by the color red and 
will unhesitatingly declare red to be his favor­
ite color.

Ask a person born the beginning of April 
with the Moon in Taurus and Leo rising for 
his favourite colors and he will reply that 
these are red, pink, and orange.

The signs of the zodiac follow the spec­
trum wave-band as to colour: Aries, red; 
Taurus, pink; Gemini, yellow; Cancer, white; 
(this sign, with Capricorn—black—-, alone in­
terrupt the normal order of the spectrum) ; 
Leo, orangje; Virgo, green; etc. There are, 
however two signs with an affinity for blue: 
Sagittarius and Aquarius. This, and one other 
special reason, account for blue being the 
favourite color of a large percentage of 
people.

The second part of the same discovery con­
cerns the fact that sound reactions correspond 
to the reactions to light. That is to say, those 
people (such as Arians and Geminians) who 
are attracted to bright primary colors (bright 
red, bright yellow, bright blue) will likewise 
be attracted by light muisc with a bright and 
breezy tune; while others (such as the Capri- 
cornians and Pisceans) will dislike anything 
approaching jazz but will delight in heavy, sad, 
or emotional music (operatic or chamber 
music, etc.)

These color-reactions seem to be very pro­
nounced and direct. So much so, that most 
of my clients state which, are their favourite 
colors almost without hesitation. Those who 
do hesitate seriously will invariably name a 
color which afterwards proves to be a com­
posite of the three controling signs. Dark­
green, for example is sometimes named as a 
result of hazy impressions of yellow, blue, 
and black: which are, in turn, traceable to 
Gemini, Sagittarius, and Capricorn. Since 
color and sound produce their greatest effects 
upon the temperament, it follows that the ris­
ing sign (according to my hypothesis concern­
ing the temperament) will determine the na­
tive’s chief reactions towards color and sound.

Thus, with Aries rising, bright-red and jazz 
will appeal—in youth at all events.

Ideas such as this can be put to the direct 
test by the application of the rules to all and 
sundry.

The type of table which may be drawn up 
is shown on the following page.

With a complete table such as this in one’s 
possession (and I have compiled such a table 
covering every conceivable combination) one 
can indeed effect direct proofs.

There is one snag to the table, however. 
This snag lies in the fact that the table is 
compiled for pure types only. That is to say, 
I regard as pure types those born with the 
sun and moon somewhere between the fifth 
and twqnty-fifth degree of any sign, and with 
the rising degree also between the fifth and 
twenty-fifth. With a strong Aries control and 
Leo 15 degrees rising, the person will be tall. 
But if Leo 28 be rising (or the sun be in the 
29th degree of Aries) the result will not be 
so certain because of the as yet unascertain- 
able borderline of the signs where the influ­
ence switches from the tall to the medium or 
short. No doubt you will understand what I 
mean by this.

You will therefore perceive that my par­
ticular methods are inductive or a posteriori 
instead of deductive or a priori.

You state that the smoothness of the ex­
pectation-© f-li.fe chart is simply due to the 
large number of cases and the continuity of 
the cause acting, and go on to say that you 
cannot see how it can be related to the zodiac.

It is true that the death statistics are taken 
at random without reference to the dates 
throughout the year. But let us test the 
value of my theory which asserts that the 
natural span of life is determined by the sign 
occupied by the sun at birth. (The word “na­
tural” excludes cases such as death, suicide, 
violence, or accident.)

Let us extract cases coming from the En­
cyclopedia at tandom of persons known to 
have died natural deaths.

Under Aries we select two examples:

I will continue this discussion in a subse­
quent letter as I purpose demonstrating the 
whys and wherefores of the significant shape 
of the curve. But this present letter is already 
over-long.

In my next letter I will deal with the ques­
tion of radiation in full. But with regard to 
what you say as to heat received from the 
sun being a question of theory at all but 
a plain obvious fact, might I remind you that 
many “plain obvious facts” are merely illusory 
appearances cloaking the reality behind them? 
For instance, it was a plain obvious fact to 
Ptolemy that the sun and stars moved round 
the earth. But since Ptolemy’s day men have 
learned that the reality is that the earth turns 
on its own axis and travels around the sun. 
My reasoning about the fire is perfectly valid. 
It is not, as you say, the impossible compari­
son of a subject with an object. On the 
contrary, both heat and pain were in the ob­
jective case in my sentences, because I (the 
subject) was describing my experienced sen­
sations, viz: heat and pain.

I need only hint that my scientific objective 
is to seek for what Kant called the noumenal: 
i.e. the reality behind the appearances. That 
is why I examine obvious truths very search- 
ingly. They are often, indeed, so very obvious 
that there is the strongest of temptations to 
accept them uncritically; and my theory is 
that the falsity of certain principles hitherto 
accepted as basic and incontrovertible is likely 
to be contained within the compass of 
premises of this type.

FORECAST
GENERAL

The beginning of the Hindu month of 
Asar on Thursday, June 14th, will produce 
a vacillating influence on the grain market 
in general.

MIRROR OF THE SKY
There will be many cyclones and strong 

winds will play havoc in the different sec­
tions of the country. There will be a pau­
city of rain, less than expected at any rate. 
There will be clouds on the 1st of June; 
thunderstorms are indicated on the 3rd and 
4th; electric storms on the 6th and 7th and 
clouds on the 12th and 13th. Strong winds 
will flow on the 14th and 15th. It will be 
cloudy on the 17th, 18th and 19th. Some 
rain is indicated on the 22nd and 23rd, al­
though the weather conditions are likely 
to be uncertain on the 25th and 29th, not 
much rain is expected on those days.

We give herewith an analysis showing the 
effect of the conjunction of planets in the 
horoscope of an individual.

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Uranus In Taurus
THE NEW FINANCIAL ERA

On the night of March 13, 1781, a young 
musician whose hobby was mathematics 
and astronomy, was exploring methodically 
the wonders of the heavens, and noticed 
in the constellation “Gemini” a new body 
that differed from all the other luminous 
points beside it. This was the discovery by 
William Herschel of the planet now known 
as “Uranus.”

This physical discovery of the planet was 
really its material recognition, but it had 
manifested itself previously to humanity.

During the years that Uranus transited 
the sign of Taurus (economics), it mann 
fested itself in the psychological reaction 
to these problems and played an import­
ant part in bringing about the Revolution­
ary War for the Freedom and Independ­
ence of the thirteen colonies. The cry of 
“No Taxation Without Representation” in 
1773 being typical of its effect.

When Uranus transited the sign of ex­
pression and the mind—“Gemini,”—“The 
Declaration of Independence” was signed, 
and “The Articles of Confederation and 
Perpetual Union” adopted by the Conti­
nental Congress, and a New Nation was 
born “conceived in liberty.”

A thorough study of the astrological 
chart calculated for the Declaration of In­
dependence, July 4, 1776 at 2:17 A. M., 
Philadelphia, Pa. (*see note) will reward 
the student of astrology with a volume of 
information concerning the nature and ef­
fects of “Uranus.”

This planet rising in the “ascendent” of 
the U. S. A. chart and ruling the midheaven 
clearly indicates the freedom (Uranus) 
from the oppressive rulership (midheaven) 
that the American colonies desired and their 
willingness to fight (Mars in asc., for a 
voice in that government.

Uranus is the planet symbolic of the free­
dom and independence possible through the 
solution of the problem by breaking up or 
separating from the old order of things, and Xptinggan entirely new 
method, (in contrast to the strictly selfish 
and conservative method of Satur ).

the following of the course of new, com­
plex, and uncharted ways, is dangerous and 
not the way of the weak nor the fearful, 
but for all the problems and perplexities 
that it holds, it is . the way of “Change” 
(Uranus). Change is essential to life and 
progress. Change is wise because wisdom 
realizes that all things are governed by the 
law of change. It is either change, or— 
stagnation, decomposition and death.

Changes in individuals as well as in 
groups, societies and nations, take place 
continually. From the multitude of stars 
that are continually changing their relative 
positions, down through the scheme of 
things to mere infinitesimal man, changes 
take place for good or otherwise.

Much depends upon our understanding 
of, and ability to adjust ourselves to these 
new conditions. Just as there are chemical 
changes going on continuously inside of 
our body that help keep us alive, so do we 
individually and collectively in groups, un­
dergo changes mentally, emotionally and 
spiritually as well as in physical and ma­
terial matter.

It is these changes that ultimately bring 
us freedom from restrictions.

It appears that the effect of this planet 
operates suddenly and spasmodically. In 
reality this is not so. I might compare this 
to the electrical current (also ruled by 
Uranus) that is continually being built up 
to a certain voltage, when—as can be de­
monstrated with artificial lightning, a sud­
den roar, crash and flash and lightning re­
sults as the current completes its circuit. 
The crash and flash are sudden and un­
expected only to those who have no way of 
measuring (knowledge and instruments) 
the accumulating voltage, but to the elec­
trical technician who is observing the 
meters, it is not unexpected, he can predict 
to the second, exactly when the flash will 
take place. He has studied and learned to 
understand and control electricity.

So with the effect of Uranus in the lives 
of men.

During the last transit of Uranus in 
Taurus (1850-1858) we again find the 
“building up” of conditions, the Fugitive 
Slave Law, and Henry Clay’s other “com­
promise" resolutions passed by Congress;

Gemini, 1858-1865 (the sign of expression 
and mind) again a great declaration—Lin­
coln’s Proclamation of Emancipation and 
his “Gettysburg Address”—“That this na­
tion, under God, shall have a new birth of 
freedom—and that government of the peo­
ple, by the people and for the people shall 
not perish from the earth.”

I call to your attention the fact that, in 
the great wars, Revolutionary, and Civil 
fought for Liberty and Freedom of indi­
viduals (Uranus) as well as principles, that 
the basic cause was the selfish desire for 
gain, by depriving a group of fellow-men, 
of a full and free existence—the birthright 
of all men.

Uranus—the humanitarian planet sym­
bolizing Freedom for all, has given us the 
genius to discover new laws of Nature 
and the ability to use these to invent new 
servants (mechanical and electrical devices) 
to help humanity to a greater freedom 
through mass production arid the machine 
age. Its purpose is to reduce the amount 
of labor necessary to supply the material 
needs of all mankind, so that man may 
have more time to study and understand 
the Cosmic causes underlying the physical 
manifestation; the higher (Astral) laws and 
the true reason for life in our physical 
bodies on this earth.

To the thousands in this world who decry 
the “Machine Age” as the cause of all our 
current problems.

I say, you might as well blame the sun, 
and rain and the crops for growing and 
supplying the necessities of mankind. The 
“machine age” is a boon to man and IS 
HERE TO STAY.

The changes that it brought were meant 
for the benefit of all, but it is the fault 
of man that he has perverted its use for 
selfish profit at the expense of the Free­
dom of his fellow-men. It has built large 
corporations and organizations in which 
we find extremely high salaries on the one 
hand, and bare existence wages and unem­
ployment on the other.

Large corporations and organizations 
would be all right if they would operate 
on a plan giving the benefit of their mass 
production and labor saving devices to the 
masses, that is, shorter hours of labor and 
sufficient remuneration to live comfortably. 
This in turn would produce a good market 
(the means to buy) for the products manu­
factured.

If large private organizations cannot or 
will not do so, then the government must, 

if we are to avoid the crisis before the end 
of this decade—the third great war for in­
dividual freedom, and other great declara­
tions of Liberty and Justice for all to go 
down in history.

The entry of Uranus into Taurus this 
month is with favorable aspects, and I in­
terpret this as indicating that a change in 
our financial policy will be inaugurated by 
our government. Conditions will respond 
favorably for a period with a wave of 
speculation or financial activity before the 
summer is over.

On October 10, 1934, Jupiter opposes 
Uranus and about this date I would expect 
to find a crisis involving our Chief Execu­
tive and danger of an unexpected disrup­
tion of the plan to spread employment and 
supply the necessities of life to the unem­
ployed. At least, legal attempts to obstruct 
the government’s efforts should be antici­
pated.

The early part of 1935 again finds the 
government influential in improving finan­
cial conditions of the country and enacting 
beneficial financial legislature.

Briefly, it marks a 
day of reckoning and what happens, good 
or ill, will depend entirely upon your re­
actions to this Neptunian influence, prior 
to that time. If you have manifested the 
highest qualities of Neptune and reacted 
only to its higher phases, then the burden 
which Saturn may place upon you at that 
time, will not be a burden, but a privilege 
and may well manifest as the completion of 
a structure of achievement.

Considering the Neptunian influence 
alone, generally speaking, one may deter­
mine the year of the maximum power of 
Neptune in his life, by adding one year to 
1928 for each four days that his birthday 
is later than May the 21st.

This particular transit of Uranus, may like 
all other planetary influence, operate in a 
great variety of ways, according to the 
spiritual status and consciousness of the 
individual. It is quite probable, for in­
stance, that during this period the majority 
of our Gemini friends may find themselves 
utterly lacking in any opportunity for emo­
tional expression.

The above will, however, only apply, to 
those, who seek freedom upon the physical 
plane and place their hopes in or allow 
their happiness to be dependent upon the 
personalities and forms of . this material 
world. If you are familiar with occult sci­
ence, you may find consolation in the as­
surance that, however much you may be 
limited physically there is an avenue of 
escape—WITHIN.

SATURN IN AQUARIUS
1933 to 1934.

Saturn in transit through your ninth 
house (solar) in the department of your 
life which governs public life, religion, 
philosophy, long journeys, etc., above all 
demandsa well-defined practical philosophy 
in life. This configuration also indicates a 
possibility of a long journey or other de­
cisive change in your form of relationships 
and probably for reasons of necessity.

The fact that Saturn so often brings 
great success followed by ultimate down­
fall and ruin, may be due to this fact that 
he is not self-sustaining, but is dependent 
upon a higher power. A conscious or un­
conscious realization of this fact coupled 
with selfishness, breeds fear—a fear that 
he may be displaced by someone more 
worthy, he then proceeds to destroy every 
form in his environment, which might con­
ceivably constitute a menace to his power 
and incidently, thereby, manages to destroy 
the very forms which were most directly 
responsible for his success and upon whose 
continued support his safety depends.

The testing period for our Gemini friends 
is likely to come, when Saturn opposes 
Neptune, 1936, at which time it will be 
necessary to keep ever in mind a clear 
realization of the implication of those two 
planets and thereby avoid falling a victim 
to their negative phases.

Mars in Gemini—June 3rd to July 31st.

Dear Mr. Clancy:

I wish to thank you for replying to my 
Question which accompanied my subscrip­
tion, and to acknowledge myself m your 
debt It is of some comfort tQ-be tola that 
in a transiting opposition of 
natal Sun, the sextile Uranus-Neptune may 
stimulate a radical *rln® . R subtle 
Neptune, I am sure has often,had a subtle 
band in my affairs to aid **** ,
matter, and it is difficult for me even to un 

derstand his malefic qualities. To me he 
seems personified as one of those wonder­
ful Pisces in effective service, and whose 
faces have a transparent parchment-quality, 
lighted by a subtle, pale interior glow or 
luminescence that in itself gives a gentle 
attractiveness.

However, the benefits which Neptune and 
Uranus have given me have generally car­
ried something exasperating with them, 
since they can hardly ever be sighted far 
ahead by ordinary plan or foresight, an ir­
ritating matter to a “cross-all-your-bridges- 
before-you-come-to-them” Scorpio native. 
And there are other matters to worry about; 
the disruptive quality of Uranus, while it 
may possibly end by giving me more free­
dom in certain directions, yet tends to fore­
shadow (possibly) terrible afflictions. Thus, 
in a former letter, I remarked that when 
Uranus transited and approached a square 
to my progressed Sun, I had lost an elder 
brother through spinal meningitis—Uranus, 
oddly enough, was approaching, and at 
about the same distance from a square to 
his progressed Sun. The present transit is 
from House X to IV. Now, perhaps the 
most obvious afflictions in my horoscope 
are those of the square of Saturn to Sun 
and of Venus to Mars-Uranus conjoined. 
Saturn actually is in the sign, and near the 
Sun-place of my father; the same is true 
of Venus for my mother. If you consider 
the Sun to equal “self-confidence” and Mars- 
Uranus to equal “initiative” and “action,” 
you can see the meaning to be derived from 
a part of a dominant complex, other 
aspects of which, of course, both amplify 
this and give additional meanings. At the 
time of the transit in opposition to my Sun, 
Uranus leaves a square of my Saturn to 
proceed to a square of my father’s radical 
Sun. Moreover, during the time in which 
this aspect is effective, the progressed Sun 
of my mother conjoins her natal Saturn in 
her VUIth House, meeting at the same time 
some other very adverse directions. I ap­
preciate freedom, but I don’t care for it at 
too great a price. One can always break 
bonds if he wishes, either by becoming a 
saint—and having all things that he longs 
for added unto him—or else by just break­
ing them, in which case, I imagine, he learns 
some of the bitterness which Stevenson 



speaks of in the fable about the boy who 
would slay the sorcerer—clearly, Tradition 
—who set him and the world in gyves, and 
only found that he had pierced in his 
sion his parents’ hearts. Of course, there 
are other words of Christ on the same sub­
ject, but while I consider all the world my 
brethren, I can’t muster the egotism to think 
that I have developed anything precious or 
helpful that these same brethren need 
•uniquely.

In this last regard, don’t apply this to 
yourself, since I believe myself justified in 
thinking, that after the usual conventional 
education, you must have been forced to 
make a break with tradition to pursue the 
royal science. You are fortunate if you have 
not needed to do so; but if you have, I, 
an outsider, declare that it was every whit 
worth it. There is no bread that the whole 
world needs more today than Astrology.. It 
is the only aid that I know of which enables 
men to see definitely that there is something 
outside of matters, and pure behaviorism 
and all that rot, which affects men subjec­
tively, and which, while not limited by mat­
ter, traces its supernal design in matter as 
its control and Lord, so that men may make 
objective studies of its working. And be­
sides finding God, Astrology should teach 
men tolerance, since it teaches one of the 
good qualities, potential or manifest, of 
others, and the faults of one’s self. So, 
while I know you realize this vourself, 
please remember, if your difficult work piles 
up and if you are out of sorts some day 
when you attack it, that there are others 
who know this, that all who read it must 
appreciate the pleasant humanity of your 
work, and that we all, in whatever category, 
sit in your particular cheering section yell­
ing our heads off. I earnestly hope, think­
ing that I know a little the intrinsic worth 
of your enterprise, that all your dreams 
with regard to the development of your 
magazine shall come true.

Thus, I might say that 
there is (inexpressible in terms of ordinary 
science, and not explainable by means of 
known concepts) an observable correlation 
between certain planets, with their relative 
positions on the celestial globe, and the 
character and relationship of events 
(whether objective or subjective) which af­
fect consciousness. This connection is so 
transcendental in its nature that the only 
explanation for the association between the 
order of celestial and the order of terres­
trial phenomena must b.e that it discloses 
the signature of divinity, or supernormal, 
intelligent power, in a design only partly 
understandable, the knowledge of which in 
all probability is founded on true revelation, 
even though such knowledge is capable of 
being amplified by pragmatic testings and 
observation. That is a more scientific way 
of puting it.

If the sceptic wishes to test the truth 
of Astrology, let him read some good book 
showing character from the Sun’s position 
in the signs of the Zodiac, and let him try 
it on his friends. Practically all will exhibit 
some of the unique characteristics of them 
into ordered groups.

PERSONAL FORECASTS

Question: Would you say that the tran­
sits of the planets over the houses of one’s 
natal chart are more important than the 
transits through the houses of the solar 
chart? For instance a conjunction, which 
might fall in the seventh house of the Tau­
rus general forecast, might fall in the ninth 
house of the natal chart. I have been com­
bining these influences in my interpretation 
of the forecasts in the magazine; is that ad­
visable?

Answer: Of course, when time of birth 
and the ascendant is definitely known, it is 
advisable to consider the natal positions as 
taking precedence over the solar conjunc­
tions. However, it must not be inferred 
therefrom that these natal positions neces­
sarily contradict or in any way invalidate 
the effect of the transits in the solar chart, 
each may be considered an amplification of 

the other.

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¿Market Forecast
For June, 1934.
General Indications.

The general trend of the Market, during 
the month of June, should be in marked 
contrast to that of May. .

Saturn, in square aspect to the -Lunatic , 
May the 13th, accounted for the decided de­
pression of the Market, during the pas 
month. As stated on Page 16, of the May 
1934 issue of American Astrology first para­
graph. , .

We did not expect the influence of this 
Lunation to operate quite so far in advance 
of the Lunation as was actually the case, 
however, it is worthy of note to Astrologi­
cal students that the influence of this Luna­
tion did commence to operate practically 
with the Full Moon, of April the 29th, 
which is sufficient to account for the con­
sistent decline throughout the first two 
weeks of May. Again we are forced there­
by, to realize that aspects severally con­
sidered are in themselves, of relatively 
minor importance as determinants in the 
trend of events, but that it is all-important 
which planet involved in any aspect or 
series of aspects may be accentuated 
through occupying a key position in the 
horoscope of the month. In other words, 
accidental dignity (by house) is a factor of 
vast significance in a problem of this kind.

In the cyclic chart for the month of May, 
we found Saturn powerfully placed on the 
ascendant, a fact which was stressed in con­
siderable detail with regard to other phases 
of National Life on page 37 of the May, 
1934, issue of American Astrology. By rea­
son of this position of Saturn, the aspects 
received by Saturn, during this month, be­
came factors of major importance and from 
that point of view we were justified in as­
signing to Saturn the role of General Ruler 
of the month of May and since Saturn was 
consistently squared by other planets 
throughout this month, the general depres­
sion that developed was quite in order.

We find this Saturnine influence consid­
erably weakened during the latter part of 
May and still more so during the month of 
June. In consideration of this fact and also 
in view of the general planetary pattern 
late in May and earlv in June, we feel 
justified in concluding that the general 
trend of the Market, during June, will be 
upward.

The first week of June should be partic­
ularly favorable to advancing prices and 
may bring a new high for the year, within 
the near future.
