The jockeying for the moon po-
sition is an inevitable, scom-
ingly immutable consequence of
causes laid long beforeIt would
ask for superhuman efforts to
call off this stampede in time.
Superhuman +efforts however, are
possible only ona basis of high-
est morals or, in different ter-
minology, of a consciousness
that there exists a higher au-
thority than Man himself has
created, that there, in short,
exists a God. From such con-
sciousness would flow the trust
in a higher order of nature and
of existence, the trust in God,
trust to the extent of our call-
ing on him, of praying to him &
of acting out the prayers!

DISCOURSES BY A CERTAIN DIANE

DANA HOWARD: Over the Threshold. Llewellyn Pub-
lications, Ltd., Los Angeles, 1957. (27/-, APP-
ROACH's Book Order Service.)

The publishers claims "It is the book of the
century™s Well, it is not. It is neither better
nor worse than many another product along same
lines. The author, it is true, is gifted with an
irresistable charme; her book is a very good do-
cument on how one more deeply sincere woman tries
to grapple with her subjective experiences. As
with other sensitives the subjectively caused or
draped occurrences are claimed to have objective
relevancy — which they have not.

Miss Howard has reported of the 'arrival' (in
"Diane, She came from Venus") of what to her mind
is a Venusian woman in a 'twin-body' and 'tele-
ported' here. In this book her 'discourses' are
ranging from: On Intuition, Disease & Youth, Re-
incarnation & Religion, to 'Sub-worlds', Finance,
Consciousness, Throughout, nothing fundamentally
new is revealed but much that other Western au-
thors have put better. Logics suffer, terminolo-
gy remains undefined despite high-sounding words
like patterns, plasma, threads, centers, etc. As
usual in this type of literature, promises, pro-
phecies and superlatives abound. Decisive 'in-
ventions' by Diane's 'Venusians' (as is the case
with other mediumistic informants) are made only
"now" in our dayss; remarkable, how psychics seem
to lack any historical sense! Remarkable, too,
how these on long stretches abstruse discoursecs
could have been remembered and repeated by the
author much later. Well, the solution is that
'Diane' is nothing but a psychic creation of the
writer herself, in its elocutions borrowing nat-
urally and mainly from the authoress' own mind,
All claims, therefore, are at best Miss Howard's

personal ideas, Perhaps it is significant too for
the atmosphere of a +typical American mentality
that one chapter is headed "On the Alchemy of Fi-
nance(!)" and ends with the sentence: "Diane had
gone .. but she had left with me the greatest(!!
inheritance ever(!) given to a being of ecarth,
the masterful techniques of creation(!)". Finance
tycoons, too, can rcad of these techniques but to
them as well as to others who would care to list-
en let us say that these 'techniques' are fraught
with danger for aspirants at self-development!
The writer makes a lot of her queer theory that
angel hair is a "creative substance" for UFOs. It
seems to have been too simple an explanation for
her that, on the contrary, this phenomenon is an
end product, the dissolving material of scanning
and other discs made to disintegrate. We are glad
to hear that Diane calls Ashtar, famous 'message’
giver in the psychic department of UFOlogy, 'one
of us". With this the author admits that Diane is
of the same phantasmagoric origin and quality. To
crown all her discourses, or to deal herself the
literary deathblow - as you prefer - Diane con-
cludes with the statement: "This is the first time
We ..... have been permitted to come to beings of
Earth..." - which in the face of historical evid-
ence and cosmic knowledge is plain bunk! Alas,
the 'discourses' themselves imply that they came
before and many a time! We read, too, that the
"lifestream on earth will one day inherit the Pla-
net Venus", Ancient doctrine, which is of cosmic
origin, is just careful to make no such statements.
Most clearly, the writer has not grown up in that
tradition and as Diane can be shown to be merely
Dana, we'ld rather not take either of them as an
authority on the above and many another point,
This book is of no value as contribution to the
UFO question. As an addition to our material for
studies in comparative psychism it is priceless.,
It should be diligently read by all who want to
learn ever more of the pitfalls in occult realms.
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
