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WHEN a man has fallen it presupposes that he had been in a dif- 
rent position before. At the same time the suggestion is that he 
raise himself again since there is no point in his creeping ar­
ound on the ground. This notwithstanding, though, he is perfectly 
free to stay down if he so chooses. He has a free will with which 
to decide at his convenience. One, however, who would stay on the 
ground is - in relation to all others who walk upright - a fail­
ure. Especially so if with all his free will he made no effort to 
get up. And most expressly so if, unable to get up without assis­
tance, he failed to humbly call for it and accept it.

Many are the allegories and traditions that talk of Man, the 
Fallen. Thare is no need here to trace them individually. From 
inner teachings right through to outer religious dogmas they all 
present, with greater or lesser authority, various aspects of a 
certain truth.

Again? in re­
lation to s ch higher states, Man of the Here and Now is a fail­
ure. But with a view to any state he is free to work himself back 
or forth, down or up as he chooses. Considering his principle po­
sition, however, that of being God's Own, there would be no point 
for him in not making efforts at all times to raise himselfl

That there should be failing, falling, erring or sinning at all 
is inherent in the Universal Design.

to be serious and worthwhile cases. With others, 
is obvious at a glance that they hold little or no 
all.

One of the most ridiculous 
claims last year, came f^ran a 
man in Chile, and was publi­
shed in Switzerland. The publi­
sher, like many another in the 
UFO field these past years fell 
for the mere words in the manu­
script, taking them at face va­
lue o The claim was that ''Venu­
sian Space Forces" would take 
over the governments of Earth, 
dealing heavily with any resis­
tance, zoning off trouble areas 
with 'be&m barriers', destroy­
ing all nuclear armament machi­
nery, regrouping all states and 
nations, 'freezing' monetary(!) 
capital, introducing their own 
constitution and establishing a 
world republic!

Nicely set out in paragraphs, 
with detailed sketches of re­
zoned continents, the whole plan 
and scheme was just too feeble 
for words both in concept and 
expression despite the merits 
it seemed, purely outwardly, to 
have. Its most decisive point 
declared that it was to be car­
ried out in 19581! Well, that 
year has come and gone and earth 
is still on its down-hill path!

It could not have been other­
wise. Such a plan could never 
have been realised by other than 

hostile men because it is plain­
ly against universal law, both 
in idea and execution; and we 
know that our Brothers are here 
as our friends.

Universal law says: no inter­
ference with the other's fate & 
karma. He has to work out his 
own solution and destiny. Where 
he suffers, true, there it is a 
first commandment to alleviate 
the suffering, as the good Sam­
aritan di(L Only when a distinct 
request for assistance has been 
received, the right moment has 
come to join in his affairs Un­
til then any help may consist 
in good thoughts, in spiritual 
care, guidance and influence - 
thus, in such a way as to leave 
untrammelled scope to the free 
and personal willa

The originator of the above 
scheme has not shown to possess 
the faintest idea of these uni­
versal considerations. Conse­
quently and notwithstanding his 
mirrl's intelligence, he has pro­
ved himself to occupy only ra­
ther a low level of spiritual 
enlightenmEnt. We shall present­
ly see that this his lack of un­
derstanding is in no way compen­
sated for by a natural tendency 
of a certain class within him.
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This tendency is widely called 
psychic. It is one which mani­
fests from behind or beyond 
man's customary psychological 
constitution. And so once again 
this tendency or "psychic tal­
ent" has 1ed a sincere man to 
make a fool of himself.

We would not have taken up 
this sad story had it not been 
for the fact that we believe to 
be able to provide some inqui­
rers with the answer to it. The 
publication of the National In­
vestigations Committeem Aerial 
Phenomena (NICAP)<, Washington^ 
"The UFO Investigator", called 
this whole affair a hoax the mo­
tive of which though, was still 
"being undetermined". The bul­
letin's editor, Maj. Donald E. 
Keyhoe, says: "NICAP joins with 
other serious UFO research or­
ganisations in branding this as 
a crude though unexplained hoax. 
It is hoped that a full explan­
ation soon can be found and 
made publico"

There is no need to go out of 
one's way and "find" an explan­
ation, or to "brand" anything 
with the wrong stamp of some 
"crude hoax" or other. The ex­
planation is right there in the 
introduction to the Chilean's 
claim. Here the originator sets 
himself up as a "representative 
of the Venusian Forces", makes 
no effort to hide the fact 
that the whole scheme was a psy­
chically conceived and 'receiv­
ed' affair from A to Z. Like an- 
other'Venusian ambassador' who

happens to reside in London, of 
whose 'official position' the 
world also learned in 1958 and 
who likewise tries to impress 
"messages" on as many unsuspec­
ting people as he can possibly 
persuade to listen to him, the 
Chilean claimant betrays him­
self by the content and nature 
of his mind, by his incomplete 
knowledge and by several other 
characteristic features.

As NICAP, and with them many 
another UFO research organisa­
tion, have not entered upon a 
study of the psychic side of 
claims or of certain occult phe­
nomena in this modern world, 
thus knowing little of the wey’s, 
how's and whence's of such phe­
nomena, it is probably no use 
telling them that this Chilean 
interlude was no hoax at all.

It was originated, published 
and spread in good faith, in 
all seriousness and sincerety. 
The motive was the same as that 
of any other person who is con­
vinced to have come by new 
knowledge and now wants to give 
it out. The reasons are the 
same as with so many other re­
cipients of 'information', 'me­
ssages', 'communications' and 
'revelations' which were gained 
in a passive and uncontrolled 
or even trance-like state of 
a-consciousness, of nomrpresent- 
ness of mind. Thus the material 
is not received in objective 
face-to-face interviews^. Back in 
the waking stage, these people 
go & spread their material with

the best of intentions. The dif­
ference though between them and 
other classes of well-intention­
ed people is that they wrongly 
interpret their material and its 
objective value, usually for 
lack of appropriate knowledge.

They are unaware of the decep­
tiveness of the process by which 
they gained it, as can easily 
be provEd. They are unenlighten­
ed as to its true source. Their 
knowledge of the depths of Man 
Psychological or the reaches of 
the mind is inadequate. They are 
unknowing as to the illusiveness 
of the worlds of senses. Yet 
they may be honest and fully 
convinci despite the deception 
their intellect has undergone, 
of the correctness of what has 
come into their minds. They are 
also not always just uncritical 
individuals. For as soon as the 
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claim is subjected to assessment and critique 
they know how to defend it quite shrewdly.

This above "Venusian scheme" was put forth in 
all honesty and with true concern. There is, we 
feel, no doubt that this Chilean, as well as the 
London "ambassador" and their publishers, are 
quite convinced of the objective truthfulness in 
what they are mediating to the worJd. The idea of 
a hoax is as far from them as is Venus from Earth 
-■which does not take away anything from the fact 
that many credulous readers of such claims are 
left to wander around under a deception!

As can be noticed from UFO literature, it will 
be a long time hence until UFO organisations are 
in the position to differentiate knowledgeably 
between psychic claims in the UFO field and any 
others, including objectively genuine ones. It 
seems as if it will take even longer bevore cer­
tain messages and revelations which are claimed, 
in a peculiar superior air, to have a 'higher' 
origin still, are recognized to be only of the 
self-same stuff as the 'lower' psychic and medi- 
umistic utterances and events. It was simple to 
discover that in this instance, the pamphlet on 
Venusian interference and a world republic was 
not worth a second look. It takes quite some eso­
teric knowledge, however, plus analytical exper­
ience to can make short work of any of the so- 
called "higher class of revelations", be it in 
the UFO field or elsewhere.

Every man is free to say what he thinks. Any 
man though who thinks aloud in public must be 
prepared to expect his reply. If it dissects and 
ultimately rejects his ideas, this is no reflec­
tion on his character, sincerety, motives or even 
intelligence. It may mean, of course, that others 
hold that he did not quite know what he was talk­
ing about. Sometimes this does stop people from 
going on to think aloud in public, sometimes not.

It would certainly be helpful if henceforth 
at least the Venusian "ambassadors and represen­
tatives", as well as other "contactees" of the 
Above category can see a point here.

STUDY SO AS NOT TO BE AFRAID
CHARLES LATHRUP WARN, D.Litt.: Today as in the 

Days of Noah (Prophecies of Jesus). Pentagon Pub­
lishing Co., Los Angeles, 1948. (7/6, APPROACH's 
Book Order Service.)

This is one of the most exciting books we have 
lately been coming across. A small, a cheap and 
unassuming volume, but packed with knowledge and 
insight from cover to cover! To give you an im­
mediate example, at the same time showing up the 
decisive link between modern and the Bible's ^UFO 
knowledge, we quote the author on the basis of 
his translations of the old manuscripts, where 
Matthew is made to say: "Jesus told us that if 
such a calamity (i.e., of the Last Days) should 
come to pass, He would come immediately. Come 
through the steam and smoke of the burning atmo­
sphere and damp the conflagrate^ With Him would 
come the Great Teachers_ from Other Universes who 
would help restore the harmonious vibration of 
Earth." The learned author had a reason for ext en­
ding the "angel" term the way he did. There is 
no doubt either of a distinct picture in his 
mind of the angels coming by and using tangible 
means of conveyance and communication. When we 
remember that the modern Flying Saucer question 
- in that form - emerged in 1947 but that the 
author had worked on the material for this book 
before that time, we cannot fail to notioe his 
gifted view which penetrated the implications 
long ago.

Ancient languages, unlike the intellectualised 
ones of today, had been written in symbols and 
not in words composed of letters. As a conse­
quence, single symbols could contain many more 
meanings than one, indeed sometimes three or 
four or more "tongues", from everyday speech to 
a highly spiritual and esoteric language_ The 

Old Testament, written in Chaldee, likewise was 
"written in code or cypher ••• and in unbroken 
lines of Chaldee characters". Much later in time 
however, these were revised into groups and by 
the additional use of vowel signs, they became 
wo^th. But the true scientific teachings of these 
ancient scriptures were not known by the revisors 
and got lost in the process. Thus, in the words 
of the author: "I am not exaggerating when I say 
that fully 20% of the Old Testament has not been 
translated••• As far as I can learn I have made 
the first serious attempt to translate the orig­
inal unpainted text•••• It is in these unpainted 
texts," as the author discovered, "that the fall 
and rise of eight preceding periods of civiliza­
tion is recorded." He gives his translation of 
Genesis 6, 7, 8 and 9 and the congruency of these 
n^i versions with many of the most ancient 
teachings is remarkable indeed.

Much knowledge of the cyclic laws is revealed 
which is in close relationship to the prophecies 
concerning the end of this cycle. With these lat­
ter we are more familiar. Yet again, they emerge 
so much more elucidated by reason of the author’s 
use of the Codex Sinaiticus and the Chaldean 
root meanings. This picture of The End is baff­
ling! We must be grateful to him too, for point­
ing out so clearly Jesus' word of greatest im­
portance today: "See that you attain knowledge 
that you are not alarmed by sudden fear•••"

Let us see to it that we heed these words! Only 
if we thoroughly appropriate these new cosmic 
truths, comparing them with the old ones, if we 
go on studying, striving toward the higher life, 
then only shall we not be afraid of all the ter­
rible things yet to come. Then only shall we 
really understand the admonition: Be alert, re­
main awake, watch! Let us study and grow and so 
shed any fear! For sorrow and suffering, tribu­
lation and pestilences are bound to come - how
