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CERTAINTY 
is knowing you’ll get results

by L. Ron Hubbard
If you were to take a person you were train­

ing as an auditor, and a moment before they had 
put their hands on a single case, were to cross­
question this person as to how he felt, you 
would probably discover that he had a certain 
antipathy toward doing anything about 
another’s mind.

Another’s mind, after all, has been granted 
supernatural tendencies; it has a lot of super­
stition connected with it. This is something 
which you as an instructor would have to 
overcome.

The best way to get over this, I would say, 
would be to demonstrate to your student as 
an instructor the existence of a facsimile and a 
storage of pain. Remember you’re probably 
dealing with somebody who has no indoctrina­
tion in the mind at all, or if he does have any 
indoctrination it has been in some other 
direction.

Demonstrate to him the existence. of a 
facsimile and the extreme simplicity of this 
facsimile, the very very simple thing this fac­
simile is. The best way to do it is with an E-Meter.

Sit him down, put the cans in his hands, 
pinch him good and hard so he can feel the 
pinch. Show him the needle o f the machine 
and watch it dip the second he’s pinched. 
Then say, “All right, go back to the moment 
I was pinching you” . He can do this easily. 
“Now run through and feel again this pinch” . 
He does and 'the machine dips. He’ll watch the 
machine dip — dip — dip — dip. You’ll have to 
go through it a lot more times than with an 
actual incident. All of a sudden he says “That’s 
very strange. The pinch that went into my arm 
was stored or recorded somehow.”

Now get his emotion as he was pinched, and 
you’ll see that there’s a little emotional curve 
bob, particularly if you pinch him suddenly.

Just reach out suddenly and pinch him without 
telling him you’re going to pinch him, and 
you’ve got a nice emotional curve to show him 
on the meter. As simple as this might seem to 
you, it is quite revelatory to some people.

The next thing you could do, still showing 
him the meter, would be to show him that his 
thoughts had recording value. You say, “Do 
you remember your father?” The machine 
does a little bob. “Did your father ever punish 
you?” The machine does a bigger bob. “Recall 
a time when your father punished you.”  The 
machine does a big bob. Recall, recall, recall -- 
all of a sudden the machine isn’t bobbing and he 
is not bothered. He realizes suddenly that he 
isn’t quite as bothered about this.

Now that’s straight memory. That demon­

strates that he can be in present time without 
any close contact with this facsimile and pick 
things up out of i t

This demonstration will show him that this 
exists and that something happens. You demon­
strate phenomena to him, that’s the first thing 
your student has to know: the phenomena exist.

If you’re teaching him to audit, the next 
. thing is not to ask him to try his skill one 

hundred percent on a preclear the first time. 
He’d be scared to death. This is something he 
“mustn’t touch” . He’s superstitious about it. He 
has gained the idea that the phenomena exist 
but this still has not gotten him across this one 
bridge — he hasn’t touched a preclear’s mind 
yet. He expects the preclear to blow up, or 
something strange to happen if he does some­
thing to his mind.

So what you do is take your old copy of 
Self Analysis or Handbook for Preclears and you 
put it in his hands and you give him a preclear and 
ycfij make hirn read this to the predear, make 
the preclear recall these things, and his con­
fidence will come up the line.

“If you want the student to get a further 
reality on this subject, make Jiim be masoch­
istic to this extent: Have him take his right foot 
and stamp on his left toes, and then take his left 
foot and stamp on his right toes. Then run out 
the right foot only, and he will be able to see 
that his left foot keeps on hurting, but his right 
foot isn’t hurting now. That’s a very simple 
experiment, but it demonstrates to him that 
a facsimile was what kept his right foot hurting 
and it demonstrates to him that you can do 
something about it and that that’s what auditing 
does.

These are little proofs — easy ones.
Let him become accustomed to his tools, 

little by little, each time gaining reality on what

A historic celebration was held May 9, 1976, 26th 
anniversary of publication day for Dianetics, Modern 
Science o f Mental Health. On the very same stage 
where L. Ron Hubbard gave his first Los Angeles 
Dianetic Lectures in 19S0, the Spanish translation of 
Dianetics was unveiled 26 years later by the Com­
manding Officer of Ron’s Publications Organization 
for the U.S., Canada and Mexico.

Next Diana Hubbard Horwich, Ron’s beautiful 
daughter, was greeted by an enthusiastic audience that 
cheered and applauded for nearly two solid minutes. 
She told of the new frontiers of expansion for Dia­
netics and Scientology — into Mexico, Brazil, 
Colombia, Argentina, Peru, Paraguay, Ecuador and 
Cuba. From places as far away as Portugal, Greenland, 
Kenya, Ghana, Camaroon, Tokyo, Pakistan, the 
Phillipines and even Yugoslavia, people were celebrat­
ing May 9th, anniversary of Dianetics publication.

Since last May 9, a quarter of a million copies of

the book have been printed. It is translated into 9 
languages, and 32 European countries are currently 
demanding distribution rights.

Diana brought words of appreciation from her 
father for the support of Scientologists over the last 
year. Ron is now writing a book which is to be 
released next year, along with two more for later 
release.

Quentin Hubbard, Class XII, brought news of 
Ron’s researches into nutrition and filmmaking, as 
well as new OT rundowns to add to the L series.

Quentin also brought word of Ron’s plan to 
release OT 8 as soon as there are 10,000 OT 7s!

he' is doing. He has to have subjective 
reality. An auditor who does not have 
subjective reality on this subject finds it 
very difficult to understand what is 
happening to the preclear. He can study it 
until he is the best-read person in Scien­
tology, and he still will not be a good 
auditor if he has never touched physical 
pain in himself, if he’s never experienced 
an emotion out of a facsimile. If he 

, doesn’t have any reality on this he is not 
a good auditor. *

So anytime you’re training auditors, 
you’d better encourage them by the 
process of taking it a little bit at a time 
and a little bit at a time and a little bit at 
a time to get their hands dirty. Get them 
to work on each other. Get your 
advanced students to work on the earlier 
students up to a point, with good audit­
ing, so that you wind up with students 
who are Clears. They’ve got all the tools, 
there aren’t any bugs left in it. You've 
got the tools, you learn the tools, you 
apply them with good reality, with good 
confidence — you get Clears.

Then you’ve really got auditors. 
If you could, for instance, clear a medical 
doctor, you would have somebody that 
could go around creating more miracles in 
less time.

There is one doctor in New York 
City whom I taught straightwire. He 
learned it crudely. He was unable to give 
more than about fifteen minutes at the 
outside to a patient. Patients came into 
the office in streams, one after the 
other. The doctor knew enough about 
straightwire to knock out some 
“maybe’s”. And by George, he was 
turning off psychosomatic disease three 
out of five, patient after patient. He 
called me up one day and he said 
“Someday I’m going to learn some more 
about your subject — it must be able to 
do better than this.”

I went over and talked to him for 
a little while in New York one day, 
and found out he was using the lowest 
possible order of straightwire and was 
getting results like this! Why? He was a 
doctor, people went there to get well. He

would knock out a “maybe” and it gave 
them an excuse to get well, so their 
psychosomatic disease would turn off. 
He’d never been able to get anybody 
turned off with regularity before, so he 
was quite interested.

The odd part of it was, he was taking 
it as routine. Nobody said to him “Well, 
there are times when this can’t be done 
and there are times when it can be done”. 
He just happened to come over one day 
and hear a talk by me and said, “That’s 
a very interesting idea” and went back to 
his office and got to work and never 
talked to anybody else about it.

By the time he was talked to and 
told “Really you should do all this 
with a globe of the world hanging as a 
pendant from the left chandelier” or 
something, he had so much reality on it 
that he just looked at these people and 
said “you're crazy. It works.”

If you give an auditor just the con­
viction on one tool, you have preclears 
who are really up the Tone Scale.

What I am telling you is that a broad, 
foggy, unreal knowledge of this subject 
is nowhere near as valuable as one scrap 
of real information which you have seen 
produce a result.

In other words, introduce the subject 
to him step by step with all the reality 
which you can give him on the subject. 
Not by telling him he has to believe, 
because he natively, inherently is himself 
belief. Not by telling him he has to have 
faith, because he natively is faith. But by 
telling him that here is data and phe­
nomena he can understand, which can be 
understood and which is real.

We are only asking you to find out for 
yourself that it is real and then apply 
what you know out of it that is real to 
others and get results.

A week of events culminated in the 

release of D ianetics in Mexico!
Interviews with Sylvia Pardo, very 

highly respected artist in Mexico who has 
just returned from Flag as an OT III, 
appeared in all major newspapers prior 
to the event week.

policy letter written and designed space 
for all posts on the org board, building 
each unit around a mind-body-product 
concept. Originally designed to serve the 
needs o f the city of Capetown for a 
Scientology Org, the first segment is to 
house 1200 students and expand one 
segment at a time to  full size of 10,000 
students. Larger than Rockefeller Center, 
the structure could be executed today 
exactly as laid out.

As an architectural student in South 
Africa in 1963, Peter had concluded 
sane architecture could not exist without 
a technology of the mind. “When I read 
Dianetict, I realized L. Ron Hubbard had 
evolved exactly what I was looking for,” 
he recalls. He immediately began studying 
at the local Scientology. Organization, and 
his work changed a great deal as a result. 
He went on to  become Chairman of the 
Architectural Student Society of South 
Africa, and disseminated Scientology at 
all universities there, personally contact­
ing hundreds o f students.

He later worked as an auditor and 
senior executive in the Scotland Church 
o f Scientology for 3 years.

He recently became a full time student 
to  complete his Class V and VI training 
at ASHO. “ My confront on life is 
greatly improved from 13 years ago, and 
by that I mean confront without compro­
mise. My results now are first class. 1 have 
no back o ff from any type of preclear. I 
know what auditing is and what it isn’t.”

Most artists, he points out, try to use 
their subject as a route to freedom. 
“Architecture is not a route to freedom 
for me now — it’s just architecture. I 
feel very clear about that and very down 
to earth about Scientology too,” he says.

ASHO Student Conquers M EST
Diann Caudill, an OT IV currently 

completing Method One Word Clearing in 
preparation for the Saint Hill Special 
Briefing Course at ASHO, has carved out 
a pottery studio from an empty shell of a 
garage in just 2 months.

Islands, LARRY GLUCK, is out- to 
rehabilitate artists and create a renais­
sance!

A master artist himself, Larry has 
started an art school with his wife Sheila, 
a Saint Hill Special Briefing Course 
student at ASHO. They now have more 
than 75 student artists.

Larry won’t stand for anyone not 
getting better — his Scientology training 
has taught him to get results. “This is 
probably the only art school in the 
country with no dilletantes,”  he says. 
“Every student, whether he has ever 
studied art before or not, is getting 
better.”

Non-Scientologist art students at the 
school soon become interested in what 
Larry knows. By June, there will be 
about 25 people in Scientology as a result 
of the Glucks’ dissemination through the

school.
Though both he and Sheila are OTs, 

they credit their Briefing Course training 
heavily for their recent success. “ I don’t 
see how a person can operate as an OT 
without knowing Scientology data,”  
says Larry, “whether he uses it as an 
auditor or whether he just knows it so 
he knows what’s in front o f him and how 
to deal with o ther people. Getting 
audited alone just doesn’t  show you how 
to use Scientology in life.”

The Glucks plan to  open similar art 
schools in other parts o f the country to  
get more artists into Scientology. “ If a 
Renaissance is going to  happen,” explains 
Larry, “I t ’s not going to  be because of 
one person’s paintings. I t ’s going to  be 
because a lot o f people who are getting 
saner are putting aesthetics back into art 
and taking reactivity out o f it.”

I did — I bought the book 
Dianetics: Modern Science o f Mental Health, took the 
Hubbard Apprentice Scientologist Course the next 
weekend, and then started the Dianetics Course. I 
experienced such an upsurge in self respect that I 
finished my master’s thesis in record time, for the first 
time in my life writing on a subject that interested me.

When I read Fundamentals o f  Thought I realized 
how far this subject could take me — and ripped up 
my application for a PhD program in psychology.

Wanting to  make Scientology my career, I came 
to Los Angeles and joined ASHO staff in 1970. Since 
then I have trained through the Saint Hill Special 
Briefing Course, the Class VII Internship, Class VIII and 
its internship, Expanded Dianetics and its internship, 
and now I am on the Class IX Course.

From internships at ASHO I have gained certainty 
and pride in my ability. It is very nice to  have the data 
from course for one’s own use, but for me, there is 
always a slight reluctance to  apply it right away. On 
the internships I overcame that little resistance, and 
applied the data to a point where I knew I could use 
the course data with good judgement — at that point I 
would feel like a real professional.

I have never had the slightest back-off from applying 
any area of tech that I have been interned on.

For example, my father had had chronic headaches 
for years. They incapacitated him when they turned on.

While I was on the Class VII Internship I went to visit 
him. I got him to tell me a little about them and show 
me where they were and ran a little locational assist. 
His headache blew. Then I got him to  do the Hubbard 
Qualified Scientologist Course! He is now a Life Repair 
Release, through his Method One Word Clearing and 
studying on his Student Hat Course.

Earlier this month my husband and I had gone out 
to dinner at a very beautiful place with my parents for 
my m other’s birthday. She was unable to  enjoy her 
meal because of a painful ulcer in the roof of her mouth. 
I just got her to  spot the recent shock that had intro­
verted her, and then she spotted her own postulates to 
get sick — she laughed for about S minutes and we 
resumed our celebration injjigh spirit.

My training, and my upper level training in particular, 
have given me the very real happiness of being able to 
create good effects on all my dynamics.
