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The Road

o
Perfection

In January of 1963, 1 had a “gamble
on time” going. The time gamble was:
could 1 complete the job before the roof
fell in? 1 Jenew | could complete the job
but could 1 do it before the roof fell in?

There were many factors involved in
this. First, exactly what did one have to
do to make an OT? Then, exactly what
did one have to do to get the materials in
a communicable form? And then, what
did one have to do to communicate the
materials so that they could be under-
stood and used? These were the immedi-
ate problems which we faced, and | think
you’ll agree that this was a hat-full of
problems!

At the same time, it was necessary to
form a bridge from the individual “on the
street” on through to reaching distance of
these materials. That had to be solved,
too, and oddly enough, that was the more
difficult problem.

A progress of wins

Exactly how does one get somebody
up to reaching-distance of these materials?
It’s a steep mountain; a steep, very exact-
ing Mont Blanc .

If you’ve ever noticed, walking in
foothills, every time you reach the crest
of one hill, you see a bigger hill. Well, in
this particular case, when a person scales

the last hill, he see Mont Blanc. Now he’s
got to scale that!

These little foot hills become pro-
gressively bigger as an individual walks
along. And unless he’s walked securely
up to the crest of the hill, he’ll be so
discouraged when he sees the next hill
that he’ll quit. So in other words, it’s a
progress o f wins.

You have to have materials which
cause the individual to walk forward
with wins.

What is a win? A win is, in essence,
when an individual accomplishes some-
thing that he wanted to accomplish. And
a lose is when he fails to accomplish
something that he wanted to accomplish.

You have to repair a man’s ability to
win. That’s a brand new thought isn’t
it? You may not realize that the preclear
you get in off the street may be unable to
win at anything. You’re trying to give
him a win, but he can't win at anything.
He could inherit a million dollars and he
still wouldn’t have a win, because he
“can’t win”.

Therefore, when we talk about mount-
ing these little foothills, one by one, until

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we get to the mountain, we are actually

dealing with a progress or gradient of

wins.
‘the early steps

Taking a preclear up the lower levels is
sort of like trying to walk up the easiest
slopes.

Actually, it is a much more difficult
job to get somebody from Level 0 to
Level V than it is to get him from Level
V all the way through.

Taking a preclear up the lower levels
is sort of like trying to walk up the
easiest slope with some girl, let us say,
who has French spike heels, made out of
the type of material than just rips to
pieces if you get a spot of water on it,
and she can’t walk very well anyway,
and she’s wearing one of those French
skirts that permits a stride of a sixteenth
of an inch, and she’s held together with
glue and sticky plaster (the makeup is
on), and if the slightest drift of wind
came by, it would mess up her- hair.
Trying to get this girl over a little bit of
rough terrain would be like your first
steps in auditing with a preclear.

Now, when you’re taking this person
from Grade V up through Grade VI,
you’re dealing with an experienced
mountaineer 'in spiked boots, who is
perfectly decent with a rope and alpen-,
stock . And-you’ll find, actually, that it’s
much saferto climb Mont Blanc with him
than it was to walk up this gentle slope
with this girl!

Those early wins, they are the problem.
How do we get people from the street,
over the foothills, at least to the base of
Mont Blanc?

Too much truth

True self-confidence depends on the
individuals ability to conceive the. truth
of any situation.

That is the true and complete answer
to self-confidence, serenity, poise, any of
these things, which add up, simply, to
peace of mind. Peace of mind doesn’t
mean an inactive frame of mind, -you
know. It just means -that you’re calm
about it. Knowing the truth of the exist-
ing situation is really the only thing
which supports self-confidence. Recogni-
tion of the truth in any existing situation
alone has the power to as-is that situation.

But very often, one is confronted,
without a gradient scale,,with so much
truth that one cannot assimilate it or
as-is it, and then one gets swamped with
it.

Take the fellow who has always had
an unhappy marriage, and who has often
wondered why. Only finding the truth
about the marriage could bring a calm
frame of mind about, right?

But let’s take this fellow, with all of
his normal aberrations and upsets and
frailties and weaknesses, and suddenly
unload on him, in one aind a half seconds,
the reason why his marriage has been
such a failure: his wife has been unfaith-
ful to him for ten years! Well, that’s more
truth then he can as-is, and he cracks up.
So this actually discourages a person from
the recogniation of truth.

So what is it, really, that brings an
individual away from recognizing Jruth
and makes him less clear-sighted? It’s
lack of gradient, that’s all. It isn’t done
on a gradient scale, one step at a time.

ARC

How do you protect an individual,
confronting truth and knowledge, from
this exact occurence?

Well, there is another factor which is
involved in truth. 1 know it sounds
strange that something else should be
involved in truth, but there is another
factor: Reality, we could define reality
as the ability to assimilate truth.

And when we talk about assimilation,
we come to another point: assimilation
is dependent upon cause-distance-effect,
or communication.

And then there’s such a thing as an
even balance of mind while one is
assimilating, and we call that affinity.

So you actually have the factors of
Affinity, Reality and Communication
bound wup in this thing called truth.
Truth is truth, but truth which has no
ARC hooked up to «it is denied the
individual and can Wrong him or harm
him.

Truth must go hand in glove with
understanding.

All the truth in the world can sit in
the middle of a park for everybody to
gaze at and if there is no potential of
understanding of any kind whatsoever,
it will not be truth to anyone.

Attainable truths

The Transcendentalists said that
“there are things that transcend your
ability to understand — that you will
never understand — that nobody will
ever understand.” This was Kant’sunten-
able bailiwick : that certain things were
“knowable” and other things were
“unknowable” — they would never
possibly be known by anybody, anyplace.

Fortunately, there are no such things
as “unattainable truths”. AIll truths are

The Route to Truth

There have been many philosophers
in many ages concerned with the route to
truth. How does one approach truth?

That’s an interesting question, when
you don’t know what truth is. It’s like
saying, "How do you get to Memphis?”
without knowing that there is any town
called Memphis or even that there are
towns.

Studying the route to truth, then,
with nobody around .who has a final
concept of what the truth is, is an idiotic
activity.

Kant “solved” it by saying that you
could never know what truth is. That was
a good solution —it kept a lot of specula-
tion from occuring. It was a slave-master’s
operation to prevent anybody from ever
reaching anything.

We happen to be in an optimum
position with regard to this thing. We can
demonstrate that the individual is not a
body. We know that certain phenomena

. exist. So we know the truth we’re trying

to attain.
Everybody has, to a greater or lesser
degree, some sympathetic harmonic with

that truth. They know these things are
true at some level — even the level of
“feel”.

What is their reaction to that truth?
It all depends on how much truth they
can assimilate; how much reality they
have on this truth.

The journey back

So, what is truth? Well, we know that
it’s not a city in the sky nor a spot on a
road map. We know that it lives right
where the preclear is sitting. We know
we’re continuously in contact with it.
So (he route to truth is not really a
journey across space and time, but a
journey of undoing the lies by which the
individual has road-marked himself down.

Various things have marked this
fellow’s road downwards. We have to find
out what mile-marked the downhill road,
what put him down to the next lower
curve every time. And all we have to do
to recover the individual and his ability is
undo these mile-marked turns for the
worse.

So we are travelling a road that has
been travelled, but travelling it backwards.
The Road, the Way, the Tao, whatever
you want to call this thing, we know
what it is. Itis the road that the individual
has followed from a degree of perfection
and beingnesson down to a disintegration,
fofgettingness, bluntingnessfuntil he’s in
the state you find him in the preclear’s
chair.

He has travelled that road. All the
auditor has to do is walk him back that
road. |It’s already there. It’s all mile-
marked. The auditor just has to get him
to the point where he started to take that
road downward, in order to recover the
individual and his potential, which we
know existed to begin with.

So, what is truth? Seen from the view-
point of an auditor, it’s what actually
happened. It’s the situation which
actually exists at any given moment in
the state of beingness of an individual.
That’s truth.

The Road to Perfection

So don’t say that truth is an ultimate
that we are seeking to attain. Truth is
that which exists. Instead of talking
about the Road to Truth, we might better
call it the Road to perfection.

We know where we are going. We
know how to get there, what processes
we have to go through, what disciplines
we have to master.

But there is one more point to be
mastered, and that is an estimation of the
individual’s ability to conceive of truth.

Here sits the greengrocer. You tell
him something about Scientology. You
might be using the word Scientology, but
you are talking to him about the Road
to Perfection. You are talking to him
about the composition of himself: who
is he? What does he consist of? What
potentials could he have? What potentials
has he been robbed of —or robbed him-
self of? You may be using the word

Scientology,- but 'these are the things
which you have embarked upon to dis-
cuss.

And the wunanswered
“what can he recognize?”

Yes, you could throw all the truth
down his throat and he might, suddenly,
in starry-eyed startlement, go about half
off his hinges: “What do you know!!!!”

If you were to say to him, “Try not
to be three feet back of your head,”
and he was suddenly three feet back of
his head, looking at his body — there’s
an awful lot of truth! “I'm me, and it’s
it!”

But then, two hours later, “What
exteriorization? | wasn’t 'exteriorized.
Well, possibly something happened, but
1 don’t know . ” He could see it, but
he couldn’t have it. So you can show
people things they can’t have. And that’s
how you generate an unreality. You show
people truth which they are then unable
to achieve, attain or accept.

Provide the road

Our materials are very prone to lay
out a great deal of truth in front of
people. Well, there’s no reason not to do
so. By all means, lay out the truth. But
provide the road.

And the road is provided by having
levels of acceptable truths or realities
that an individual can attain. Attainable
realities.

In view of the fact that you can’t
start running him up the side of Mont
Blanc like a mountain goat, in the next
ten minutes, it requires that you estab-
lish and rehabilitate his ability to win in
some fashion, and then increase it to
eventually achieve the point where he can
have truth.

It does not matter what you tell
people. It does not matter what you show
people. It does not matter to what degree
you, momentarily or temporarily, over-
whelm a public. The final point is
whether or not you provide for them a
gradient scale of acceptable wins and
acceptable realities by which they can
progress to a higher state and a better
understanding.

And if you can do that, you’ll succeed.
