The Goal 
of Training
by L. Ron Hubbard

S cien to logy is a sc ience  o f life. It 
is the one th ing  sen ior to  life  
because it handleis all the factors of 
life. It contains the data necessary to 
live as a free being. A reality on 

Scientology is a reality on life.
The game of having a science of life 

around is something that has ordinarily 
been held down by those who have bent 
it to their own desires. If they d id know 
anything about life, they d idn 't let any­
body else in on it. In Scientology we're 
playing a different game because we are 
letting somebody else in on it. We’re not 
operating as a secret society trying to 
pull power out of the society by just let­
ting what we know remain unknown. That 
is a tine way for an individual or group 
to perish.

Wisdom Makes the Culture
My own philosophy is that one should 

share what wisdom one has and should 
help others to help themselves. I have 
never seen wisdom do any good kept to 
oneself: It you would care to investigate 
savage cultures, of which I have inves­
tigated a tew, you would discover that it 
is ignorance itself, it is lack of wisdom in 
that community, which brings about terror, 
injustice, maltreatment, decay and deter­
ioration. Wisdom afloat in a culture makes 
the culture. The very defin ition of culture 
cou ld  be summ ated— the am ount of 
technology, know ingness, w isdom  in 
existence in the society.

In our western culture, the humanities 
have been far out-stripped and over­
balanced by a technology appertaining 
only to the physical universe and leaving 
out of its computation— the mind, life, 
be ingness. M an's a b ility  to  hand le  
destructive physical universe forces is 
far, far greater than his ability to handle 
himself. He is in a precarious state of 
existence and needs a road to travel to a 
higher and far happier state of existence, 
with similar resultant improvements in 
his societies. He needs a road to carry 
him away from the inhumanity and bar­
barity with which he has been forced, 
through lack of enlightenment, to  han­
dle his affairs.

The S o le  G uard ians
As Scientologists, we find ourselves 

the sole guardians of the only road to the 
highest states of existence— Clear and 
beyond. (A Clear is a thetan, or being, 
who has no reactive, or stimulus-response 
mind, and who can be at cause knowingly 
and at will over mental matter, energy, 
space and tim e as regards the First 
Dynamic (survival for self).

The route to the highest states has 
been sought by Man in the fields of religion, 
mysticism, spiritualism, philosophy, men­
tal arts, metaphysics, science and allied 
studies. Vast libraries could be filled with 
the scraps of information gathered in the 
course of this search. The great achieve­

ment o f Scientology has been the cu ll­
ing of truth from this sea of data and 
find ing that the truth has a tiny group of 
data possessed of the overw helm ing 
power of changing all other facts in this 
universe and in livingness.

The opening o f the road depended 
on the success of codifying this informa­
tion so that it could be relayed to others.

Scientology research has resulted in 
a fu ll range of com ple te ly  successfu l 
techniques (or improving conditions in 
life. Now you cou ld  have techniques for 
improving the state of an individual and 
have them sit in a book fo r8  b illion years 
w ithout raising the ability  or improving 
the condition of a s ingle person in the 
entire human race. Techniques have to 
be administered. They are adm inistered 
by the most va luab le  be ings' on this 
p lane t—tra ined S c ien to logy  auditors. 
An auditor is a person trained and qual­
ified in applying Scientology processes 
to others for their betterment. (A process 
consists of a set of questions asked by 
an auditor to help a person find out things 
about himself or life.)

Tra in ing is a Bridge
Auditors are being trained at Saint 

Hill and in the Academies of Scientology 
Organizations throughout the world. They 
learn to perform flawlessly as auditors, to 
run certain exact processes, and to ob­
ta in  resu lts  w ith  these p rocesses  by 
auditing well and exactly. The auditing 
skill acquired is a d isc ip line  in living and 
a know-how of the parts of life. It is some­
thing new  in the universe. Training is the 
Bridge between the student's own learning 
and experience and livingness and the 
data which is offered to him in Scientology. 
It is a bridge from every human being to a 
science of life.

It will take a lot of auditors to have a 
civilization without insanity, without crim­
inals and w ithout war, where the able 
can prosper and honest beings can have 
rights, and where Man is free to rise to 
greater heights. There is a m ission for 
each auditor. The mission of Scientology is 
not conquest, it is civilization. Scientology 
works, not to harangue man toward im­
possib le  freedom s, but to make Man 
civilized enough to be worthy of his free­
dom. Scientology's goals are well within 
the grasp of its technology used by trained 
S cien to log ists . As S c ien to log is ts , we 
seek the evolution to higher states of being 
for the individual and tor society. By equip- 
p ing  m ore and m ore S c ien to log is ts - 
through training, with a brilliantly work­
able technology, we are achieving our 
aims.
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Expansion News!
H ere’s some o flhe  latest news about 

getting Ron's Tech out so it's known 
and used around the world!

In California some Scientologists were 
recently asked to run The Success Through 
Communication Course at a half-way house 
for boys ages 13-18. The boys themselves 
had asked for the course (with the approval 
of the home's administrative personnel). 
The course, as usual, produced some great 
changes, and the boys who had had trou­
ble sitting still tor a 30 second confronting 
drill at the start finished the course by 
demanding more drilling, and one boy 
even went on radio to tell of his wins.

The American Cultural Association in 
Los Angeles, a group of Scientologists 
who have been doing events to bring some 
LRH Tech and good cheer into various 
groups and institutions, has started deliver­
ing in-house training to staffs of convales­
cent homes on LRH locational tech (at the 
institutions' request). One home was so 
pleased that they recently gave a party in 
the Scientologists’ honor, and began their 
own reach out activity, where residents of 
the home will visit and help the children of 
neighboring institutions.

Com bined, The Am erican Cultural 
Association and Scientology Social Ser­
vices are delivering LRH data and group 
processing to over 2,500 people weekly 
across the Western US, and are -gaining 
recognition and good will from the com­
munity for LRH, his technology, and the 
SCIENTOLOGY Churches.

The Concerned Businessmens' Associ­
ation of America, founded by DIANETICS 
Auditor Barbara Ayash, has been working 
with gangs in LA to paint over graffitti in the 
streets. Members of the gang, and many 
Scientologists are now raising money by 
selling The Way to Happiness booklets to 
people who want to help. One of the gang 
members involved is now on services at 
Narconon and Applied Scholastics (a drug 
education and rehabilitation center using 
LRH Tech, and an organization dedicated 
to helping people overcome study barriers 
through LRH Study Tech), and more are on 
the way!

Here’s another Way lo Happiness win! 
In response to a mailing sent out recently in 
the northern California city of Eureka, rep­
resentatives of The Way to Happiness 
addressed the Mayor's conference on 
Crime and there is now a Happiness Rep­
resentative on the Mayor's Committee lor 
Crime Prevention!

The D IANETICS" cam paign in Los 
Angeles is roaring on! The number o( books 
sold to new individuals is over 2300 a week, 
and plans are in the works to have it over
10,000 a week within the month! Several 
programs are being aired on DIANETICS 
lech on local radio stations. One recent 
program featured Class VIII Auditor Peter 
Gillham. The host of that show was very 
interested in DIANETICS auditing, and is 
demanding Book Auditing!

Also in Los Angeles, Chris Davis, OT, 
Briefing Course student, who is the Execu­
tive Director of the Survival Center Mission, 
is putting together a 20 pari Anatomy of the 
Human Mind Course on tape, in hour long 
segments. These are being done right now 
in English and Hebrew, and a Spanish edi­
tion is in the planning stages. These tapes 
will be aired on radio lo really get the word 
out*

Another tape soon to be available for 
radio stations, as well as institutions, is a 
very professionally recorded The Way to 
Happiness. This tape will be available at 
the ASHO Day Bookstore soon and will be 
a great gift lor those who have difficulty 
reading, and can be used lor radio broad­
casting as well. The tapes were produced 
by Saint Hill Briefing Course student Robin 
Alkins and his wile, Carrie, who is Class IV. 
The reading was done by OT Jeff Pomerantz, 
who will be starling the Saint Hill Special 
Briefing Course soon.

With the launching of the largest book 
promotion campaign in publication hislory- 
ihe US nalionwide campaign for DIANE TICS:

As much of Ron's research and projects involved travelling, the organi­
zation used ships, hence the name Sea Organization. The name Sea 
Org has persisted, even though the Sea Org is now totally land based 
and no longer uses ships in any of its activities.

T he Sea Organization was o ffic ia lly  formed on August 12th, 
1967. Its orig inal function was to assist LRH in his research 
and to carryout special projects. The orig inal Sea Org mem­

bers numbered less than 20 dedicated Scientologists.

Since then the Sea Org has grown to over one hundred times 
that number and has expanded its activités and responsib ilities 
to include management of all Scientology Organizations, delivery of 
upper level training and processing inc lud ing  the Saint H ill Spe­
cial Briefing Course, Class VII through XII, Auditor and Case 
Supervisor training, Solo Auditors Course Part II. OT Pre-
parations auditing, Power Processing, a 
NOTs and Solo NOTs; as well as 
assuming the full responsib ility for 
the publishing and d istribution of 
all LRH books, tapes, bulletins, policy 
letters and many other functions.

Many are called and few are chosen", "the first 
few months are the hardest."

The Sea Org as the Sea Org exists to raise the 
ability to confront and handle Mest*. When one 
can, he can make it. When one can’t he’s rarely able 
to make anything else.

Let’s take somebody who wants to be PR [Public 
Relations]. All right, PR requires the ability to rapidly 
handle Mest and people. A PR has to be able to 
handle and confront SPs [Suppressive Persons] 
without caving in. A PR has to be able to control 
and direct or he will never be able to do real PR.

To handle a section, a division or an org one has 
to be able to confront Mest and people and motion 
and upsets.

To handle one’s life, one has to handle Mest, 
people and situations.

That takes processing, training and the living­
ness experience necessary to prove it to oneself 
that he can.

The Sea Org steps up the process.

The Sea Org people succeed and Sea Org orgs 
succeed way above other orgs and activities in the 
world. The balance sheets and expansion rate prove 
it. Things are getting better. Why?

Because Sea Org people who rise in the Sea 
Org have a higher level of confront and control.

It’s incredible... no org to seven 
orgs in three years? Half a dozen guys to several 
hundred. And in that time we have salvaged and 
expanded the whole Scientology network. And 
learned how to do it meanwhile.

But it is getting easier as we get better at it.
