I f  you don’t get results, all the publicity and 
good opinion in the world will do nothing. Your 
standard is quality, not opinion. From quality 
opinion stems.

The more better people you turn out the 
better this world will be and that is the end o f it.
It goes no further than this.

You ’re dealing with living beings. When you 
make a living being that can really function ef­
fectively in the society you don’t have to show 
people what you can do. Things will get DONE. 
You put him out there in the society, and he’s 
happy as a clam about what you’ve done for him 
and he’s happy as a clam about what he’s doing. 
You ’re building a society—you’re not trying to 
“ show”  a society that you are doing something.

The final analysis o f  an auditor is not what a 
good press agent he is but how well he can audit. 
The final analysis o f  an organization is not what 
a good press department it has but how well it can 
train and process people. There is no further test.

Finance, the amount o f money a person makes, 
is some index o f  success. It always is in this 
society. I don’t care how many rabble rousers 
are going around saying people who make money 
are no good, it is always an index o f  a certain 
amount o f  service, the amount o f  money a person 
makes. But look, i f  it is NO T an index o f  service 
then it must be dishonest money.

So the basic mission is the delivery o f  quality 
in service. And that is the only mission we’ve got. 
Now i f  we do this, and i f  we ourselves in the 
process get the bonus o f  getting Clear, this gets 
to be pretty dam terrific.

You ’ve got the fundamental building blocks 
under a new civilization. You haven’ t got a bunch 
o f rickety props holding up a rickety civilization. 
How many wars have we had within our own 
memories? It ’s quite numerous, isn’t it. War is a 
symptom o f  insanity. Do you think you can bol­
ster this thing up? I ’m afraid not. But you CAN 
lay the fundamentals and foundations o f  a new 
civilization—not a new order, a brand new thing. 
Not by saying to people “ you must do so-and- 
so and you mustn’t do so-and-so or we are going 
to shoot you.”  That is the old pattern. But by 
actually having in their midst people who actual­
ly do know what they’re doing and who are not 
guided by their aberrations. Now if that thing 
all by itself could happen you’d get a new 
civilization.

It isn’ t up to us to tell people what kind o f a 
civilization they should have. It is more up to us 
to put it in their reach to have one. And that’s 
what Man has never been able to do before.

The whole mission o f  the Special Briefing 
Course at Saint Hill is making people able to get 
RESULTS. And if we don’t do that then we have 
failed utterly. That’s the whole mission.

How do you get to be a superb auditor? ft’s 
just by knowing all the little parts and just 
knowing them perfectly.

That’ s what it takes to become a master o f 
the craft. And don’ t think you’re going to get

results, real honest-to-god results, i f  you’re any­
thing less.

You have broadly, broadly workable techno­
logy. But at the same time we inherit along with 
it a precision o f  application which knows no 
second class. All o f  the various points which 
make precision in auditing must be actually 
precise.

When you sit down across from an auditor who 
does his E-Metering so well that he never worries 
about an E-Meter, he does his TRs so well that he 
never worries about his TRs, he knows what he 
is supposed to do with the processes he is given, 
and he does just these things—and honest, as a 
pc you just say “ Gosh. It ’s so easy. I am so com­
fortable sitting here being audited.”  How come? 
Is it because the auditor was bom the seventh 
son o f  the seventh son? Is it some fantastic pre­
sence o f  some kind?

It doesn’t happen to be either o f these things. 
It would be because the auditor knew the little 
points o f  auditing absolutely perfectly, did them 
as a whole with perfection so that he was under 
no tension by reason o f auditing, because he knew 
all the parts, and could then apply fundamentals 
to what he was doing.

And you yourselves, i f  you learn your business 
here, will go home and you’ll sit down and start 
to audit somebody—somebody that you used to 
audit—and they’ll say “ My god, what happened 
to you?”  And there really wasn’ t anything that 
happened to you except you were doing less. And 
You were doing it much less arduously that you 
used to do.

And the results just f ly . Nothing to it. You 
finish up two, three, four hour sessions, per­
fectly calm, you’d just as soon audit another two 
or three hours—you’re under no tension, you’re 
under no not-know.

First and foremost attaining any result re­
quires a technology. Well, we have those techno­
logies.

You also have to get a confidence that when 
you sit down and audit somebody by these tech­
nologies he is going to get a result. So that takes 
the last not-know out o f  it - is  the pc going to 
gain or win? And what you’re doing today, if 
you keep doing it right the pc keeps winning, the 
pc just wins, that’s all, the pc goes on winning 
and you all o f  a sudden get confident o f the fact 
that i f  you audit, the pc’s going to win. Bang. 
That’s all there is to it. You win, the pcs win, 
everybody wins. That’s the final tension that 
goes out o f  it.

And after that, the results you could get in 
auditing are just fantastic.

And frankly, that’s what I expect you to learn 
how to be able to do—to audit like a master 
before you get out o f  here.

ARC: Affinity, Reality, Communication which 
together equate to understanding.
ASHO: American Saint Hill Organization, where 
Power Processing (Grade V and V A ) and all 
higher level auditor, C/S, and administrative 
training is delivered.
AUDITOR: A  Scientology Minister, a pastoral 
counselor who listens carefully to what people 
have to say. An auditor is a person trained and 
qualified in applying Scientology processes to 
others for their betterment.
CASE: The way a person responds to the world 
around him by reason o f his aberrations.
CASE SUPERVISOR: One who oversees the 
progress o f preclears in auditing. (C/S).
CLASS: A  gradient classification system for 
auditor levels. Classes so far released are num­
bered 0 to X.
CLEAR: A  person who can be at cause knowing­
ly and at will over mental matter, energy, space 
and time. Attained after Grades o f Release. 
COMM CYCLE: The communication cycle used 
in auditing.
CRAMMING: Corrective study under close per­
sonal supervision on some part o f Scientology 
Tech the student has been mis-applying despite 
having previously studied it. Cramming ensures 
the reason for the error is found and corrected. 
DIANETICS: Means through thought or mind. 
Pastoral counseling.
E-METER: An electronic device for measuring 
the mental state and change in mental state. 
The E-Meter is a confessional aid used by Scien­
tology ministers, and is not intended, effective 
or ever to be used to diagnose or treat physical 
illness.
EXPANDED DIANETICS: A  recent expansion 
o f the application o f Dianetics that is used 
individually for each preclear or pre-OT. 
FLAG: The Flagship o f the Sea Organization, 
the management arm o f Scientology. Home of 
L. Ron Hubbard.
F/N: Floating Needle, an idle, uninfluenced 
motion o f the needle on the E-Meter dial. In­
dicates the preclear has reached a state of release. 
GRADE: One o f the eight states o f Release for 
a preclear.
HAT: Slang for the title and work o f a post in a 
Scientology Organization, taken from the fact 
that in many professions, such as railroading, 
the type o f hat worn is the badge o f  the job. 
HCA: Hubbard Certified Auditor.
HDC: Hubbard Dianetic Counselor.
HGC: Hubbard Guidance Center, where auditing 
is delivered.
HPA: Hubbard Professional Auditor.
HSDC: Hubbard Standard Dianetics Course. 
INTERN: An advanced graduate or a recent 
graduate in a professional field who is getting 
practical experience under the Supervision ot 
an experienced worker.
O.T.: (Operating Thetan): A Clear who has 
been familiarized with his environment to a 
point o f total cause over matter, energy.space 
time and thought, and who is not in a body. 
PRECLEAR: (Pc): One who is finding out 
more about himself and life through Scientology

or Dianetic processing and who is not yet Clear. 
PRIMARY RUNDOWN: The first set o f steps 
which a student completes before any major 
course after the Hubbard Standard Dianetics 
Course. Consists o f Method One Word Clearing, 
and the new Student Hat Course. Produces a stu­
dent who can truly apply what he learns. (PRD). 
PROCESSING: The action, governed by the 
disciplines and codes o f Scientology, o f  admin­
istering to a preclear a process, which is a set o f 
auestions asked by an auditor to help a person 
And out things about himself or life.
REACTIVE MIND: That portion o f  a person's 
mind which works on a stimulus-response basis 
(given a certain stimulus, it gives a certain re­
sponse) which is not under his volitional control 
and wnich exerts force and power o f  command 
over his awareness, purposes, thoughts, body 
and actions.
RELEASE: A distinct and definite step toward 
neater levels o f awareness and ability. 
SCIENTOLOGY: An applied religious philoso­
phy, dealing with the study o f knowledge, which 
through the application o f its technology, can 
bring about desirable changes in the conditions 
o f life.
SHSBC: Saint Hill Special Briefing Course.

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An Interview with a Class XII Auditor
How Ron’s Remarkable Briefing Course Increases a Thetan’s Abilities

The following it an interview with a Oats XII 
Auditor about the emphasis on application in 
Briefing Course training, and about the gains of 
training for the individual across his dynamics.

But in terms o f 
giving him a full understanding o f the sub­
ject, no, they don’t do that-they're not 
intended for it. A Class IV  could become 
a professional by doing lots and lots o f 
auditing, and lots and lots o f cramming 
for an endless amount o f time, you know, 
with a lot o f study o f Briefing Course 
materials-and essentially he'd be covertly 
doing the Briefing Course! You’re not 
going to make a full professional out o f  a 
Class IV. Because a real pro has a command 
o f the subject that is a total command, 
and an understanding o f everything that’s 
occurring on a minute-to-minute, second- 
to-second basis in the session.

On the Briefing Course, you gain a 
total understanding o f what’s happening 
on both sides o f the meter.
Q. Asa person who's seen a lo t o f  pcs and 
students on the route to dear, what would 
you say are the benefits o f  the training 
route?

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area. An OT can't operate alone—it’s not 
possible in a world as insane as this one— 
he would end up having more around him.

A. First o f  all the demand for auditors 
far exceeds the supply. I could take 10 
auditors right now and introduce them to 
just the local area and they would be hired 
within a day. We need far more auditors, 
especially professional auditors.

A  person is not going to leave the 
Briefing Course until he IS-a professional, 
until he knows his material and can apply 
it, until he is worthy o f the title o f 
Hubbard Senior Scientologist, Briefing 
Course graduate. So he has a total as­
surance o f being trained.

Because o f the demand for auditors, 
he would have no difficulty at all earning 
a good living. An auditor is a very valuable 
person, a professional able to take his 
place in the community. There’s an un­
limited future and expansion in it-w e  still 
have a way to go to Gear the planet!
Q. How would you say that the satis­
faction  involved in being an auditor com ­
pares with other things you could be 
doing?

A. I ’ve been a professional auditor, or 
been supervising other auditors, for 7 
years.

I don’t see how a person who genuine­
ly wants to change conditions and help 
others could be satisfied doing anything 
else than being an auditor or a staff 
member who makes it possible for audit­
ing to occur. Because he’s constantly 
reaping the “ benefits”  o f  the civilization 
and these are none too pleasing. I f a per­
son doesn’t have the technology at his 
fingertips to change it then he will be 
frustrated in his attempts and will not be 
winning in life.

There is a winning way, and it’s by be­
coming a professional auditor. You know 
the mechanics o f  the human mind and the 
physical universe, and you have a total 
command fo the subject o f  Scientology so 
that you can change these conditions for 
the better.

It ’s also a matter o f personal survival—
I can’ t see anyone really fully surviving 
without the tech.
