Mr. H all said ia  prelim inary tbat we arc 
gathered here ia  these bean til nl sarroandings 
w ith their- benign iaflaencea to celebrate an 
important event—to render a testim onial, not 
to men, bat to ideals—not to theories, b a t to 
demonstrable facts.and hoped that the memory 
born oat o f  these meetings would be o f  lastin g 
benefit to a ll participants in them—a benefit 
that won Id prove a harvest for a ll the fata  re.

The speaker's subject was "The L igh t o f  the 
W orld.’* In substance he called attention to 

. i v  fact that all great events o f  the world—as 
far as history antedates—had ever been held in 
reverence by commemorations, and Spiritual­
ists happened to be no exception to the ru le in 
th is respect. And why should they ? Ours is  a  
day o f  beatitude, for

" T is  jo y  to lire  in memory’s store—
Sweet memory’s hallowed sphere.**

Some come to contemplate th is anniversary, 
aad from it draw a harvest o f  fond recollec­
tions. V e  are here to commemorate some­
thing more than an individual's e xp erien ce- 
something loftier than statesm anship or gen­
eralship. Though as old as hntaan life, it  is  as 
aew as every  b ir th ; for it  is a day hallowed by 
the splendor o f  heaven. and reminds o f  that 
heritage to a ll mankind— im m ortality, which, 
to him who knows o f  it, is  recompensed for 
every tear that ever fell on a  coffin lid.

Spiritualism per se, however, is  not new, bat 
is  contemporary with the demands o f  men in 
every age. Only ia  our case it means freedom 
and progress for a ll, dealing with every princi­
ple that is destined to lead the world from 
cringing servility to true manhood and self­
hood. Its influence has made the pews th ink 
aad men dictate to k in gs. Its  phenomena h*« 
swept away the uncertainty o f  a  future life . 
Hydesville was the Bethlehem o f Spiritualism , 
since which time men have been analyzing tbe 
law s o f their own being, aad tbe d u ality  o f  
spirit aad matter has been recognized. I t  was 
once prophecied that truth would come forth 
from the months o f  babes. I t  has come to pass, 
aad  we are now reaping its  benefits. Tbe Phar­
isees o f  the day may reject these truths be­
cause they are not j e t  taught in the colleges, 
b u t there is more in a single spirit rap than in 
a l l  the schools o f human thought combined— 
aad  yet the fundamental lesson o f Spiritual ism 
has not yet been h a lf learned. B at we have 
been taught that man is  a  spirit and can never 
die, aad that which he sows he shall also reap.
A s a  philosophy or an org anizalion. therefore. 
Spiritualism is  tbe recognition o f  law—a com­
pact set o f  principles—not men. Those who try 
to settle it as anything else, thus only settle 
down to their own Ignorance ; and to ask  men 
to disbelieve what they know to be true through 
spirit-intercourse, is  to insult them. Spiritu­
alism  is  the lig h t o f  the world and bolds within 
its  grasp mortal destiny. It f iv e s  to man a 
power ngver before possessed. It destroys the 
grim  court o f death and erects a  tribunal o f 
love instead. It gives c m  solution that never 
withers, and proves that man is  ever surround­
ed by a host of living witnesses. It proves that 
the miracles o f the past were true and in con­
cordance with natural law. aad lik e  o f  old, it 
does not bow to tbe golden calf, b at opens its 
way among the humble and lowly—those who 
welcome it or who are receptive to spiritual 
revelations. Opposition to it is  sim ply a  dis­
ease which w ill be outgrown with the spread o f 
its  inflnence. Its only danger is  Indifference, 
the same that threatens tbe disruption o f  all 
liberty. But as long as the American people do 
not permit anarchy or popery to govern them. 
Spiritualism, too, is  safe, and w ill continue to 
celebrate Its natal day with added glory  -from 
year to year.

The evening session, as that o f  the m orning, 
found the house crowded from floor to gallery.
Mr. H all made a few prelim inary rem arks,and 
alluded to the orator o f the occasion as a “ war- 
horse in Israel,”  shortly after which Mrs. 
Lather gave voice to herself. She opened with 
“ a friendly greeting to all,”  and then dove in- 
to * subject, which. I f  permitted to name, 
m ight be entitled “ The Cods a  la Ingersoll.*'

|  And to have heard her on th is occasion one 
would have thought her the female Ingersoll o f 
Spiritualism . Eloquent, truthful, and prac­
tical, besides holding the audience to the high 
est pitch o f  interest throughout, is  saying bat 

' little  in  behalf o f  Mrs. Lather. She must be 
heard to be appreciated. Though paying trib­
ute to the anniversary, she recalled the many 
wonderful strides Spiritualism  has canted in 
the world’s progress, and tbe trium ph it  
exercised over the bigotry of the past. Tea, to 
an extent that the church ministers to-day 
quail before the weakest medium.

Immortality was aot bora o f gods, •aviors, 
charcbes or colleges, bat o f  tbe eaergies of 
time, aad everyoae that studies aatare coo 
eludes tbat me a him self is all the gods that the 
•aiverse pnaaaaaea oe requires. With the coa 
•let ion aad a k sow ledge o f im m ortality will 
arise better governments and better aociety. 
Let the individual therefore take th is into his 
tile : be ready to accept truth wherever pre­
seated : beckoa the invisible throng that is 
•round him. aad they w ill beautify b is life sad 
lead him higher. Spiritualism  is the gateway 
to light, aad la ready to unfold the beauties 
that w ill inspire a ll bow to bring the human 
fam ily into loving harmony.

The Monday evening session at G- A- k . Mall 
was characterised by the presence o f  Professor 
J^Clegg W right—a  welcome guest after a long 
absence— who only arrived shortly before tbe 
opening o f  tbe services, ana who received a 
hearty welcome by a ll who knew him and was 

I loudly applauded as be catered the hall to take 
his place on the rostrum.

After the usual prelim inaries o f  opening 
Mr. W right was introduced pro foim a, and 
M o n  had the audience ia  good humor by a 
pleasant little  introductory speech as an appe­
tizer for the feast that was to follow.

The subject for discourse was “ The soul now 
and hereafter ; or the changing phases o f  the 
persistent self.”

It is almost impossible to give a  synopsis o f 
this vast theme 'as tbe reader m ight infer from 
the very title. The ‘'son l’ ’ alone would require 
aa introductory that none bat the speaker 
could give, as Mr. W right is  a  philoaophe 
who thinks deep when be does th ink. He 
thinks with his soul.- and n realization o f  tbi 
one thought is the best definition we can give 
o f what he understands by the word—a lim i 
less som ething that ia conscious, and allied  to 
infinity, which is no-thing to man.from the fact 
that it is beyond bis power o f  comprehending.

Now. let man delve into infinity and see what 
he can reason onL N o th in g; for reason is a t  lot 
and he m ost exercise h is powers o f  intuition 
which is  a difficult "m ethod'' in *he ordinary 
mortal state. Mr. W right was not in theordin  
a ry  mortal b a t in a  trance state— a condi 
tion akin  to that ia  which the spirit or soul 
finds itse lf  when freed from the mortal tene­
ment, and in  which state be coaid exercise 

[ thought to advantage not possible to tbe scribe 
takin g notes in  m ortal lan guage. H e spoke 
o f  spiritual g ifts , as clairvoyance and psy- 
chomctry. introducing to tbe son! n conscious­
ness it  never had before. But in tu ition  he 
placed above a ll, and som ething that conveyed 
knowledge o f  sp iritual filets independent o f  
sensation. Reason then is  sensation, and, as 
be says, stands paralyzed before th is higher 
attribute, function or state o f  the sonl. (Jr is  
intuition perhaps the sonl itse lf  actin g  inde­
pendently? I f  so, we m ost understand Mr. 
W right in to itive ly  i f  we w ill understand him  at 
all, for it requires a  lik e  function to understand 
tbat which is  thus given, and words fa il to ex­
press h is m eaning. Snch lectures as these 
m ost therefore be beard direct, and listened to 
with tbe in tu itive sense— the sonl. He said we 
are p layin g  w ith a  great subject, when try­
in g  to express in  human language, the life  
in sp irit. B at he also adm its tbat the human 
mind ia grow ing, and that the efforts o f  phil­
osophic minds is  to b rin g  education in  har­
mony with nature. T h is g ives us hope, though 
we are yet far from tbe goal. And he also 
says.that science ia the regenerator o f  the in­
tellect ; and that the future Spiritualism  w ill 
be more educational than em otional. T h is  ia 
a  great thought—a deep thought—a practical 
one, and brings us righ t down to business prin­
ciples. Spiritualism  needs it. But for a ll that 
he does not exclude im agination. T he fabrics- 
cation o f  ideals and possibilities he considers 
the spice o f  life, which g ives zest to our exist­
ence: and crowns this by te llin g  us that “ the 
power which m akes tbe soul desire to live  is  
love."

I f  the' poverty o f  human language”  has pre­
vented ns from sa y in g  what Mr. W right really 
m ean t: L e., in to itively  m eant, tbe reader w ill 
pardon and Mr. W right also], and accept the 
w ill for the deed. For there is  much in* Spirit­
ualism  that m ust be in tu itively  learned: and 
we suppose as much tbat mn< t be in tu itively  
heard, we m ight aay, to be taken in  property in 
order to aid digestion. T h e  most o f  Mr. 
W right's lecture's are o f  th is nature, and only 
the ‘ ’sours”  presence therefore can avail the 
recipient. New Yorkers w ill enjoy th is treat 
for the month to follow.

Thursoay evening Mrs. Luther gave the clos- 
o g  address, and Mr. A. W illis  added to the de­

lig h t o f  the audience b y  g iv in g  phenomenal 
tests through slate-w riting.
