verted, by bis followers. In order to j 
understand its content it is necessary ( 
that we should consider briefly, (for 
space precludes elaboration), the essen­
tial characteristics of the systems which 
existed before it. But, in attempting , 
such succinct resume, it is impossible to 
comprehend all, or the first beginnings 
of any of those systems. Conjecture 
must indicate what, and how much, of 
the world’s metaphysics preceded 
Plato. Arts, and to no incon-iderable 
extent sciences, began before records. 
Philosophy is a purely speculative sci­
ence, coeval with humanity, and essen­
tially one where the rational scientist Is 
his own pupil, and must needs be, to a 
great extent his own mentor.

This characteristic of the great sci­
ence is the one which the most clearly 
and most eminently defines and distin­
guishes It. We may add that it is the 
one which most strikingly portrays the 
grandeur and littleness, tbe inextri­
cably blended infallibility and error, of 
tbat being created a little lower than 
the angels, and called the rational ani­
mal man. An intelligent savage, with­
out book or manuscript, or a newly 
created intelligence of tbe genus homo, 
would be, without light save that shed 
upon him by the author of his being, 
in popular parlance a pretty good phil­
osopher on his own hook. Indeed the 
philosophical temperament and genius, 
as bas been often observed of the poeti­
cal, may be not infrequently crippled 
rather than strengthened by too much 
so-called learning. The author of the 
Deviatban, Thomae Hobbes, openly 
boasted that had he read less he would 
have been less ignorant. But let it be 
specially noted he was speaking thus of 
metaphysics; and his self-conceited re 
mark, (the deep meaning of which he 
was himself perhaps not fully aware), 
went to the very foundation of the dif­
ference between metaphysics and the 
physical sciences. Det us test its depth 
even though it be but for a moment. 
Could Mr. Hobbes ever have rationally

Again, and on this suggestive point, < 
we may note tbat Descartes began his i 
celebrated metaphysical system by I 
sponging out all that was metaphysical i 
which had ever been written before. < 
Would he have commenced bouse 1 
building, (we bave here no reference to 1 
aerial bouses and transcendental castles < 
in the air), by first sponging out every- ( 
thing ancient and modern, in the way t 
of book, design or model, from Vitru- < 
vius down to Bramante and Michael < 
Angelo? We think not. And herein ( 
is the true secret and revealing inward- ] 
ness of wbat has been often said, some- < 
times conceitedly and flippantly said, ; 
by men who make a boast of their own < 
ignorance of all pre-existing philosophy. | 
This mother and mistress of all the sci- ( 
ences is, in its very nature and essence, I 
dissimilar from them all.

Mathematics, which deals in concep- i 
tions applied to intuition, resembles 
purely speculative science inasmuch as < 
it can be, to some extent at least, culti- < 
vatfd without monitor or tutor. It is j 
narrated of the celebrated Pascal that, 
when a mere youth, and without ever i 
having heard of Euclid, he discovered 
many of the theorems and demonstra­
tions of geometry. If this whole science 
were swept away into oblivion it would 
doubtless ultimately be regained. And 
tbe great and comprehensive science of 
logic, more cognate to philosophy than 
mathematics, and often more unascer­
tained aud incomprehensible, for its 
very definition is as yet unknown, is 
one in which tbe veriest tyro is some 
times acuter than the oldest expert. 
Nay, have we not frequently found 
men of powerful logic, natural and 
clear-headed reasoners, who had never 
looked into a book on logic? D.fferent 
indeed is it when we come into the do­
main of the other physical sciences, 
and especially of art. Tbe ancient 
Egyptians had a method of making 
copper as hard as steel. It is, and has 
been for many centuries, a Jost art. All 
knowledge of it passed out of mind ages 
ago; and where is the mind that shall 
be able to rediscover it? Obliterate 
from existence all that we know of the 
telegraph, and centuries might elapse 
before men could communicate their 
thoughts to remote countries by instan­
taneous dispatches. Metaphysics,mathe­
matics, and logic, if destruction was 
ever made of all that was ever written 
of all three, would stand in the order of 
instant restitution, because, independ­
ent of all sensation and all schooling, 
the soul of man has within itself those 
intuitions which are creative of mental 
and the cognate sciences.

The fundamental concepts of knowl­
edge, in themselves nothing more nor 

’ nothing less tban common sense, lie at 
the foundations of all knowledge. Men 

> see without knowing by means of what 
I agency they see, feel without knowing 
' how they feel, and reflect without 

knowing why they reflect. They turn 
the eyes of reflection inward and con­
template self—tbat living, thinking, 
fearing, hoping, braving, enduring, 
feeling, aspiring entity within—and 
then begins philosophy. The full con­
tent and demonstration of what philos­
ophy is, will fill from title page to finis, 
the book of knowledge of what man is 
“There is no danger lo a man that knows 
What life and death Is; there's not any law 
Exceeds his knowledge; neither Is It lawful 
That be should stoop to any other law.”

We bave just in effect stated that the 
first ascent in philosophizing (as indeed 
are all subsequent ones provided pro 
cesses are correctly conducted), is based 
upon common sense. We are finite 
and fallible; and in such condition 

perfect, their definitions must partake < 
of their imperfections. The name ' 
philosophy, as is well known, was ; 
devised by the master mind of Pytba- I 
go/ae, and given it in consequence of 1 
errors and assumptions which had, i 
even thus early, perverted it. But its i 
definition, like that of life and organ- i 
izatlon, or even logic, seems almost be­
yond human ken and power of ana­
lysis. Dr. Albert Sohwegler, an epi- 
tomist of more than ordinary power, 
whose translated work bas been adopted 
as a text book in several of our Ameri­
can colleges, tells us that “to philoso­
phize is to reflect; to examine things 
in thought.” This conception of the 
science, which the author himeelf ad- 
mite is indefinite, is a disclosure of 
what philosophy does and not what 
it is As if we were to define man, 
by baying that to act manly is to 
love one’s family, cherish friends and 
country, and, when necessary, sacrifice 
self to duty. Very good counsel and 
advice this impliedly may be (and a 
hundred such homilies might be super- 
addàd) to any one directing him how, 
uuaer all circumstances and vicissi- 
tu(£s of this transitory life, he is to act 
the man, but not a definition of rhe 
tern man. Nor is Dr. Schwegler’s 
concept that to philosophize is to reflect, 
to famine things in thought, a defini­
tion of philosophy.

But it may be ra- < 
tionally asked wbat is here meant by < 
common sense? Vaguely, and in our < 
view very inadequately, has it been in- I 
terpreted and defined to mean the em­
pirical wisdom of a mind, more or less I 
acute, which discerns and judges with- ' 
out knowledge of science, or its vales, 
and consequently, as must needs be in­
ferred, without certainty of accuracy or 1 
error. It is but a lame and impotent 
conclusion which circumscribes com­
mon sense within metes and bounds 
like those. A broader definition must 
describe the subject or we leave it un­
defined. Common sense is in vital re­
spects like common Jaw—that rule of 
civil action, existing “from time where­
of the memory of man runneth not to 
the contrary,” for the benefit of every 
human being on the British isles, and 
observed by all peoples wherever the 
English language is spoken. Nay, even 
our broad analogy unduly hampers and 
restricts it. Common sense is wide­
spread as the human race, it is an attri­
bute of humanity. Derived from sense 
perception, from mental reflection, and 
from those immortal endowments 
which are implanted by the creator, it 
eminently is the sense of -eaoh an<l 
every individual actor, the sense of that 
almost infinite number of his fellow 
beings, male and female, who are in the 
same mighty boat of life, and acting 
with him. That peculiar sort of com­
mon sense, which in tbe view of some 
is all of common sense, (the idea which 
have just been reprobating), and which 
gives opinions and advice, (oftener an 
noying than beneficial), in sciences or 
arts whereof the adviser knows little or 
nothing, is in reality the slenderest and 
flimsiest part of it.

True it is tbat eminent men of tbe j 
Eleatlc school attained to some vague I 
belief in “The unknown God”—the I 
“One and All”—but such belief was 
choked in the weedy wilderness of sub­
sequent speculation. Fitly was it 
spoken of Hebraic wisdom that it made 
the word of God of none effect by its 
interpretations. Hellenic philosophy 
made God himself (or, rather, tbe many 
subjects of Its idolatory) a mythas and 
a delusion. Tbe Greek conception of 
the divine unity differed from that of 
even the aboriginal German or the 
North American Indians. Classic 
Greeks were behind those savages.

A mighty dawn came with Socrates. 
He thought, and be taught all Greece 
to think. The empire of darkness was 
smitten by such familiar and colloquial, 
but lofty and original thinking. It 
must be conceded to him that he was a 
pioneer of great truths and a forerunner 
of their discovery. It is narrated of 
him by Plato, in the Charm ides, that 
he divined there must be a science of 

, the sciences, which evidently meant a 
comprehensive theory of human under­
standing. His piety, though deep and 

I fervent, partook of the imperfections of 
I his time. Though put to death as a 
, reviler of the gods, he was a polytheist 

of the straightest sect, and did not have 
! the temerity of disputing the proclaim- 
■ ed divinity of tlie ran, том and plan- 
l ets. Fraught with all the learning o^ 
: his day, he was neither author, inven* * 
I tor nor discoverer, adding to the glory 
• of science by improving its domain or 

enlarging its bounds. His single posi­
tive method, as he himself admitted, 
was one of intellectual obstetrics, a 
position rather of helping others to 
bring forth thoughts than to produce 
them himself. Plato was his pupil; 
and acknowledged him as his master; 
but that was like the modest acknowl­
edgement of Robert Burns, who de­
ferred to some supposed superiority of 
Ferguson and of Ramsay, men whose 
fame barely lived beyond their lives, 
and whose writings are forgotten, while 
those of Burns forever bloom as ama­
ranths of immortality.

Also there have been two weddings 
among the Spiritualists since my ad­
vent into this city, which were enjoy­
able. Whether the results will be as 
enjoyable as those of the funeral'is a 
question the answer of which depends 
largely on the conduct of the parties 
themselves.

As I said one of these ceremonies, 
and it was rather unique, or at least 
•out of the ordinary line of marriage 
«ceremonies, I was requested to write it

1 will briefly describe tbe general

I character of one of H. B. Allen’s se­
ances, of which I have witnessed many 
and received many spirit messages. A 
dulcimer is placed on chairs outside the 
circle, and bells, guitar, paper and pen­
cil arranged on a table within the circle. 
The room is darkened and all persons 
clasp hands and sometimes join in sing­
ing. Soon the spirits begin to manifest 
by a tune on the dulcimer: then the 
exhibition of beautiful lights of various 
forms, darting or gliding around, but 
sometimes stationary. Many tunes are 
played on the dulcimer, some softly, 
some loudly, in tones of wondrous 
power such as no mortal can produce. 
The guitar is floated in the air, as it is 
played upon in time to the whistling 
by the medium of lively airs, and the 
bells are moved about and sounded in 
time to the music. As the guitar is 
floated around it is made to touch the 
sitters, and -occasionally “bump” their 
heads in time to the music played upon 
it.

We hear the rappings soft and loud 
in intelligent answers to questions. We 
hear the writing of messages, the tear­
ing of the paper from off the tablet and 
the rustling of the paper as they are 
presented to members of the circle. We 
can plainly feel the caressing touch of 
spirit hands about us; hear their voices 
and the rubbing and slapping of hands. 
On one occasion the spirits took a pad 
from my trunk, carried it one half 
mile to lhe circle room and placed it in 
my hand there. In the light seances 
we see ponderable bodies, such as chairs 
and instruments, moved about vigor­
ously by the invisible power; we also 
see and handle the materialized spirit 
hand.

I am a Spiritualist by what I have 
.witnessed, experienced and demon­
strated, while my early religious notions 
have faded out. From self evident 
truths there is no backsliding. I know 
we are surrounded by spiritual beings, 
and it is the fault of mortals themselves 
if they are not in communion with] 
them. The phenomena given in this 
age show clearly that these demonstra­
tions are of individual spirits—not gods, 
not angels as of special creation, not 
demons; but men, women and chil­
dren, such spirits as have inhabited 
mortal bodies such as we inhabit now— 
spirits who have passed through like 
sorrows and have experienced like 
pleasures—spirits who have made the 
same mistakes, who have passed thro’ 
the same vale of time as we have; who

I
ence in regard to spiritual manifesta­
tions, and there is so much of it I 
scarcely know where to begin. I could 
devote several chapters to this theme, 
but what I shall say must be crowded 
into this chapter. That which I have 
witnessed is evidence to me but to no 
others; and I can state the facts as testi­
mony or matters of history for the ben­
efit of others who may be induced to 
investigate Spiritualism for themselves.

Within the first year of my expert 
ence as a Spiritualist I sat alone for 
manifestations. I sat to a table on 
which was placed a planchet on a large 
sheet of paper. At about the fourth 
sitting my hand ou the planchet was 
controled to move in a circle, about one 
foot in diameter, by a strong invisible 
agency which I could feel as manifestly 
as if another person was moving my 
hand. But I was alone and locked in 
my own room. This motion was kept 
up for nearly an hour and several 
hundred revelations were made. This 
was the most wonderful thing that ever 
happened to me. What power or 
agency did tbat? If I had a doubt or 
shadow of doubt about spirit presence 
or spirit power, it had vanished when I 
arose from that sitting.

At subsequent sittings my hand with 
pencil was often vigorously controled in 
motions across slate or paper in imita­
tion of writing, and though the writing 
was not developed, I had ample proof 
of spirit presence in this phenomenon. 
Ofttimes, while sitting alone in medita­
tion, my spirit friends have manifested 
their presence, have touched me so dis 
tinctly that I would look around to eee 
who or what did it, but would see no 
living thing.

Often now, when alone or with oth­
ers, the spirits will come and shake 
hands, and I can feel the pressure of the 
spirit hand in mine as plainly as if it 
were the hand of a mortal. My spirit 
friends have been described to me by j 
clairvoyants with such clear tests of 
identity that nothing can sweep avay 
this evidence of their real presence.

At a place in Kansas, where I spent 
the winter of ’87 and ’88, came Cora 
Carpenter, a medium, and ber mother 
also, to spend the winter.

Good skillful mechanics are necessary 
to the world’s progress.
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INDEPENDENT SLATE WRITING.
J. J. Morse, in the Banner of Light, 

thus explains the phenomenon of psychog- 
raphy, or Independent slate writing:

The special form of phenomena we are 
to consider is slate writing, and this we 
will endeavor to explain to you. In the 
first place, it is absolutely necessary that 
the slates that are used should be as clean 
as it is possible to get them. Now, by 
being clean, it is not necessary that they 
should be new; nor necessary that they 
should be washed either with pure water 
or soap and water. You may buy a new 
slate, never used by anybody, go to a 
slate writing medium and say: “I want a 
communication on this slate. It is quite 
new, it has never been handled.” And 
yet you may not get a communication. 
Why? Because the person who sold that 
slate to you may have left a psychological 
thumb mark upon it that interferes with 
its production. But if your slate has been 
in your keeping, and you are psychologi­
cally dean—morally, mentally and spirit- , 
ually clean—you can infuse, so to speak, I 
your personal cleanliness into that slate ' 
(a not very difficult matter) and then take 1 
ycur slate to a reputable slate writing me­
dium, and we will guarantee that you will 
be satisfied in every case. Cleanliness 
means something besides soap-and-water 
washing, and when spirits speak of clean­
liness they refer to mental, moral and 
spiritual purity, rather than to a washing 
of face and hands.

Take your slate to the spirits. To them 
that slate will appear as a surface of light. 
The character of the light depends upon 
the character of the persons handling it, 
and, strange, to say, the movements of the 
particles of that light will vibrate in pro­
portion to the intensity pertaining to the 
individual. Are you very anxious, nerv­
ously anxious, then the undulations of that 
surface of light will be like the chop-waves 
of an angry sea, and you will get no writ­
ing, because the necessary equilibrium can 
not be established. But perhaps it might 
happen, as it does sometimes, that there 
may be running through you a faint, fine 
vein of spirituality, which will be sufficient 
to soothe the troubled 
these waves of light to something like 
smoothness, and then the spirit gives the 
message. Does it take the piece of pencil 
and write with it? No; that would be too 
tedious. But you say your hear the pen 
cil—tiny ticks and tappings. Well, it is 
possible the spirit is taking the little nib of 
pencil, magnetizing it, and making it 
write. “Oh! but the slates are closed and 
the writing is on the inside.” Oh, yes. 
Your arm hangs dead and limp by your 
aide, but some one comes in and says, 
“Good morning! how are you?” And 
you forget about your arm and stretch it 
forth in greeting. And if it is possible for I 
your soul force to radiate through the ma­
terial envelope—as you know it is possible 
—that as substance is atomized matter 
combined m the form of molecules, these 
spirits, knowing the permeability of mat­
ter, can write through that matter, just as 
you write through a fog-cloud, and so by 
the power of magnetic force place the 
communication on the inside of the closed 
slate. This is one way.

Sometimes the communication is writ­
ten upon what, for convenience sake, we 
will call a sheet of magnetism. We know 
how ridiculous this must sound to you, 
but it is the best term we can use. Per­
haps we might call it more correctly a 
film of matter. The communication is 
written upon this film of matter, and that 
film of matter is then introduced through 
the closed slates, although you might not 
be able to get the point of your penknife 
between them. The spirit intelligence 
working upon them transfers the writing 
to the slate and then the film of matter is 
withdrawn. This is more a chemical and 
electrical manifestation than the mechani­
cal one we have referred to. These are 
the two processes that are generally used. 
There are others that are being perfected, 
but these we need not discuss, since these 
two are the usual ones used.
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PSYCHOMETRY.
BY A. N. ABBOTT.

Psychometry is the science and art, of 
reading the history and condition of per­
sons, places and things, by contact with 
material substances. Prof. J. Rhodes 
Buchanan, who first called public atten­
tion to this faculty, calls it “soul-measur­
ing power.”

Bishop Polk in conversation with the 
Dr. nearly 50 years ago (1841) remarked 
that “if he should touch a piece of brass, 
evén in the night which he could not see, 
the influence would penetrate instantly 
through his system, and he could recog­
nize the offensive metallic 
mouth.”

To Dr. Buchanan ever on 
new research on scientific
particularly in mental and intellectual 
phenomena, this suggested the thought 
that others might possess the same power, 
and the possibility of so developing it that 
it should be available at will. He accord­
ingly instituted a series of critical experi­
mente, continuing several years, some of 
the results of which were published from 
time to time in the “Journal of Man,” and 
have since been embodied in a book treat­
ing fully on the subject, called “Psychom­
etry.”

He discovered that sensitives when 
brought in contact with material sub­
stances could read the conditions amid 
which they had previously existed. By 
holding in the hands or placing on the 
forehead a letter,for instance,the psychom­
eter could read the moral, mental and 
spiritual characteristics of the writer, his 
Physical condition, material surroundings 
and daily occupation, and even in some 
{instances the letter itself.

Not only handwriting but photographs, 
locks of hair, articles of clothing, jewelry, 
in fact any and every thing upon which 
human thought and volition are expended, 
is impressed by contact and becomes a 
register of that thought and life.

It has been repeatedly demonstrated 
that everything which surrounds a man, 
photographs not only his outward physi­
cal condition but his mental states, his 
habits of thought and motives of action, 
and his spiritual development. Philoso­
phers tell us that all m jvements even the 
slightest, produce results which are indeli­
bly stamped on surrounding objects. 
These are registered by magnetic influ 
ence, and are not effected by the lapse of 
time.

In like manner the influences that ema­
nate from every human being, leave their 
impress on all around, and these impres­
sions may be detected by the psychometer 
so clearly that scenes long since passed 
out of mind may be recalled to memory 
so vividly as by an eve-witness or a par­
ticipant. Obscure diseases may be cor­
rectly diagnosed, drugs tested, their action 
being exactly described, their reaction 
noted and their toxic qualities accurately 
foretold. In fact accuracy is an important 
quality of the psychometric family.

It has been recorded by Prof. Denton, 
the eminent geologist, ttyit experiments 
with fossils and specimens from ancient 
ruins, were equally successful with those 
of more modern specimens, even letters or 
articles of clothing belonging to living in­
dividuals. He was early interested in this 
science, and published the results of his I 
vast number of experiments, in a book t 
called “The Soul of Things,” which has ( 
passed through a number of editions.

The case of Bishop Polk »s not without 
parallel. Many are possessed of and ex­
ercise this faculty without knowing that 
it is capable of development, or that there 
have ever been scientific experiments to 
determine its laws aud possibilities. In 
future numbers of this magazine these 
laws and possibilities will be more 
fully explained and accounts given from 
time to time of well authenticated results 
attained by experiment with various sensi­
tives.—The Anthropologist, Boston.

Ligrht, Heat and Electricity.
It has been commonly supposed 

the sun is a fiery body or molten mass, 
and hence its light and heat: later on it is 
supposed to be a dark opaque body with 
an atmosphere of luminosity.

An English speaker says it is simply a 
planetary body like this earth, and its 
source- of light the following. We have 
all experienced, in a measure, the law of 
animal magnetism, and we know that all 
persons give off a certain quality thereof.

We know that there is an attractive 
power in the magnet—we know some­
what of the law of polarity—we know 
something of gravitation, ail of which 
teach us that there are currents of mag­
netism constantly in motion through va­
rious channels. Every atom of the uni­
verse is charged with magnetism, which 
attracts the weaker and is attracted by the 
stronger. We learn then that the im 
mense bodies revolving in aerial space are 
subjected to the same law, and every plan­
et or star is charged with magnetism, 
which is positive or negative according to 
the relative surroundings.

Our solar system is thus really a mag­
netic system, the sun being the most at­
tractive body—a central magnet—which 
draws from the lesser bodies a sympathetic 
current. The earth in turn is magnet to 
the moon—Saturn, to its circling rings of 
astral bodies—Jupiter, to its satellites, and 
so on through the whole.

The control said that these streams of 
magnetism drawn from the bodies in our 
solar system, travel at a rate so amazing 
that the velocity sets up friction and igni­
tion of the atmospheric particles, and thus- 
along channels of white light the magnetic 
currents traverse space until they meet in 
focus at the sun, and this focus of the 
magnetic generated light is the so-called 
luminous atmosphere of the sun. Here 
then we have a seeming paradox, that 
light and heat are actually traveling to the 
sun instead of proceeding from it.

Down the lines of magnetic currents the 
ravs glance, and the heat waves travel, 
but the source ie not the sun.

Each planet, within the field of that 
dazzling focus, ie lit up by its brilliancy, 
and thus while they may be truly said to 
reflect the sunlight, yet they only are re­
ceiving back what they lend: nature al­
ways repays a gift bountifully, for here we 
have a verification of the saying: “Ye 
shall receive a hundred-fold.”

He further said that this attractive 
power of the sun caused all the motions of 
the earth, for it is the “pull” upon it from 
the central magnet that gives it impulse, 
and if it were not for the counter attrac­
tion of other bodies, the earth would be 
drawn into the sun. The great Gulf 
Stream was an aqueous, and the “Jrade 
winds” an aerial, indication of the course 
of the currents; the tides were also ruled 
by the same law. The diversified charac­
ter of the earth’s surface (land and water) 
was the cause of inclination of the earth’s 
axis. Where the rays fell in rectilinear 
lines, and w here they fell in curvilinear 
lines, there would be diversity of tempera­
ture.—Medium and Daybreak.

The Color of Sound.
M. Pedrous, a young physician of Nan­

tes, has put forth some theories as to the 
color of sound. He accidently diecovered 
that one of his friends was endowed with 
the mysterious faculty of seeing the colors 
of sound. This friend, a professor of lit- 

. erature, for a long time had not supposed 
himself an exceptional case. He had 
thought that everybody had that faculty, 
and only discovered his mistake when he 
tried to explain his experiences in the 
matter to his friends.

Every time a sound strikes his ear, 
more especially the sound of a human 
voice, instantly, without a moment's re­
flection, the sound translates itself to his 
eyes into a color. For him voices are 
red, yellow, blue, green, etc., and the same 
voice always presents the same color, 
which is evidence that this is not mere 
hallucination. As there is a large variety 
of voices, although a certain number of 
them give the same shade of color, taken 
together they correspond to a palet hold­
ing an infinite variety of colors, and these 
colors mix and agitate themselves before 
his eyes as if under the brush of a painter.

Every sound produces a color, which 
varies according to the nature of the in­
strument or the cause of the sound; wheth­
er it be a whistle, a musical note, a spoken 
word; or any casual sound, the color ap­
pears always to be a result of the excita­
tion of the auditory nerve. In general, 
and it is especially the case with M. Pe-. 
drous, the stamp of the sound gives it its 
special color, while the height and inten­
sity of the sound only augments or dimin­
ishes the intensity of the color. The 
voice of any certain individual produces 
invariably the same colored impression, 
irrespective of the words he may say or 
the song*  he may sing.

On the contrary, the same piece of mu­
sic will produce different colors according 
to the character of the instrument w hich 
plays it. Thus the Breton melody known 
as L'Appel des Patres appears yellow if 
executed on a tenor saxophone or a har­
monium, red on a clarionet, and blue on a 
piano. As to the notes of the song, they 
can be distinguished by the incessant vari­
ations in the intensity of the yellow, red 
or blue coloring. It is necessary, how 
ever, that a sound muet have a certain 
degree of intensity to create the colored 
impression. There are sounds that the 
eyes cannot see; but the colored impres­
sion is seen before the sound is heard.

The eye locates the color in the place 
where the sound is heard the loudest. The 
subject unconsciously turns himself to­
wards the place and is suprieed not to see 
the objects there likewise colored. This 
shows that the color impression is purely 
subjective—that is to say takes place in 
his own being, just as one having had a 
limb amputated may feel sensations of 
pain in what would be, had it not been 
detached, the limb’s extremity.—Trans­
lated from “La Science Pour Tous’’ 
the World's Advance Thought.

To be] able to give force of expression 
to thought, whether through speaking or 
writing, a medium must not be enervated 
by material labor. Take a physical and 
mental rest before beginning and then let 
the spirit have full sway, without stopping 
'to think what kind of an impression your 
words are going to have on the hearer or 
reader. Merit will reap its own reward, 
while a hesitancy breaks the current of 
inspiration and dampens it, as it were, in 
comparison to our thought for self.

Subjugation is no defeat—intimidation 
no victory.

Thus the humble need 
not consider themselves abased because 
they have been awed by the cold or 
haughty bearing of an unloving or un­
sympathetic soul, in the flesh or out of it, 
Submission is like unconditional surren­
der; is neither a defeat for one, nor a vic­
tory for the other, and having the advant­
age in putting the latter to shame if dis­
posed to gloat over it as a victory. Be­
sides that, humility is spiritual and ele­
vates the possessor above the contemptu­
ous—the submiuiveness alone crowning 
him victor; for the greatest of victories 
gained is that over self.

Belief is nothing. Pactice is everything.

Christ-ian). Imitating or practicing what 
is said of the Nazarine is the only thing 
that will make a true Christian, 
many think or believe they are such 
ready because they love the principle, 
it is with Liberalism. They forget 
derivation of their creed or principle, or I 
upon what it is founded. Liberalism does j 
not mean intolerance, but liberality of 
thought for others as well as onesself. So 
Spiritualism does not mean material—ism, 
but a life of spirituality, which not only 
embraces both charity (love) and liberality 
(tolerance), but more. It means purity, 
chastity, freedom from ill-feeling, ill-hu­
mor, selfishness, etc. But because many 
love the principle does not make them 
Spiritualists.

THE CAUSE OF PHYSICAL SUFFERING.
Pain is an effect of physical or spiritual 

discords—sometimes of both. Overeating 
produces what is commonly, or erroneous­
ly called billiousness, because it is often 
followed by fever, headaches, languor or 
colics. Bile on the stomach does not al­
ways make “billious,” nor does bil­
liousness always arise from overeating, or 
partaking of something that disagrees 
with the stomach. Indigestion is often 
caused by the lack of bile, or the right 
proportion to digest the food eaten. Such 
persons should eat sparingly of meal or 
rich food. A surplus of bile, is not al­
ways that which is needed for digestion, 
but a secretion which has been discharged 
as impurities from the liver, kidiey, 
spleen, muscles, lungs and upper stomich. 
Many of these secretions come diretly 
from the spirit body, being impurties 
arising from the blood, brain, nerves,tis­
sues, and even the skin itself when fithy 
or diseased. A pure physical body un­
folds a pure spirit--:. e., the impuritiei of 
tbe physical body affect the spiritual b>dy 
to the extent that we indulge in impire 
thoughts, actions, emotions, etc., Anjer, 
for example, accompanied by hatred, гф1- 
ice, vindictiveness, etc., vitiates the blcpd 
and poisons the spirit as well—the latter 
being created from the essences of tie 

physical body, and when this is impuR, 
the spirit becomes tainted accordingly! 
But as spirit (or whatever the substance 
of which the spirit body is composed mayl simply the barest necessaries to keep us 
be called) cannot harbor impurities—the agoing. Our societies and newspapers are 
soul having a more direct action on the the wheels on which Spiritualism re­
spirit body than it has on the physical solves. The societies need money to pay 
body—they are returned to the physical 
body, and through the organs which have 
been most active in generating them. The Every Spiritualist desires to see the cause 
organs become diseased during the interval 
and we call it liver or kidney complaint, 
consumption, dyspepsia, nervous head­
aches, rheumatism, neuralgia and numer­
ous other things. Of course, it is correct 
to name them. Medicines also gives re­
lief, but do not cure them; for as long as 
there are impurities left in the spirit 
body, the discharge will continue and no 
absolute cure will be effected until the 
spirit has been purged—whether they got 
thereby inheritance or our own folly, vic­
iousness or an impure life.

In returning they cause pain, being the 
sweets of past indulgences returning in 
concentrated form. If we had the pleas­
ure of indulging the body beyond the dic­
tates of nature at one time, we must suffer 
for it at another. If we had the pleasure 
of seeing a fellow mortal suffer by our 
viciousness or hatred, we must suffer for it 
in the form of pain—all unnatural or un­
spiritual emotions sending impure mag­
netism or essences into the spirit 
body, and either produce misery in the 
next life, or physical suffering in this. 
Pain and disease are therefore blessings in 
a measure, though unwelcome guests. 
But as we sow we shall reap, and those 
who study self in connection with their 
troubles will always find that they are due 
to some discord, either physical or spiritu­
al (mental.)

GO DOWN INTO YOUR POCKETS I
Undoubtedly our readers think it is very- 

easy for us to say “put your hands into 
your pockets,” knowing it means money. 
But everyone knows that without money 
no enterprise or organization can be 
pushed forward or kept in existence on 
this mundane sphere—religion not excep­
ted.

Soul” is taught there, and is probably the 
only medical college that teaches of 1q. 
mortality or of the soul nature of тц. 
Fourteen graduates received a diploma lo 
practice the art of curing the sick by this 
peculiar method. The college is charter­
ed by the state, making the practices 
lawful one. The title gained by lhe grad­
uate is V. D. Dr. J. В Campbell is the 
professor in charge.

The Sunday services at G. A. R, Hall 
were as usual interesting and attended by 
fair audiences.

All the readings 
were acknowledged as correct, including 
the latter, and closed with a round of ap­
plause that showed appreciation on put 
of the entire audience.

Dr. Eldridge’s seance at the Spiritual­
ists Hall on the evening of the 14th inst. 
was very well attended, some fifty or sixty 
persons being present. The doctor, after 
Mrs. Ross’ overture on the organ, opened 
with a little speech on healing and then 
requested those who wished to be diag­
nosed to stand up. Qjiite a number 
were ready to be examined — pay*  
chometrically as it were.

To prove that it was not an 
effect of physiognomy, the doctor turned 
his back on the audience and requested 
anyone to stand up, give his or her name 
loud enough to be heard by him and he 
would “read” from the voice. He also 
succeeded in this—the person, it being a 
lady, acknowledging, as did the others, 
that the diagnosis was correct. In nearly 
every case the doctor was amply applaud­
ed. At the close Mrs. Kibby described1.' 
and gave names of spirits present.. These 
too were acknowledged as being correct; i. 
e.. recognized—one a remarkable case. A 
gentleman present recognized one as a co­
workman who in life had opposed him in 
Spiritualism, but said if it was possible to 
return as a spirit he would announce him­
self by name on the first occasion. Two 
weeks ago this man passed over. This 
being the first opportunity, he gave his 
name as promised—the circumstances be­
ing unknown to the medium. Both Dr. 
Eldridge and Mrs. Kibby are good medi­
ums and reliable as individuals in all № 
spects.

Cleveland, O.
With the first Sunday ln May Mr. Frank 

J. Baxter, of Boston, Mass., began his second 
series of engagements this season under tbe 
auspices of the Society for the Advance oi 
Scientific Spiritualism ln the oity of Cleve­
land. Mr. Baxter has given many lectures 
to large audiences in this city and in several 
of the outlying towns, and with great and 
general satisfaction. The announcement of 
his name is always sufficient,no matter what 
the weather or fee, or where or when the oo- 
oi*slon,  to call out tbe people in large num­
bers,and notably tbe thinking and good-judg­
ing people. Hall’s Hall, Welsgerber’s Hall, 
Memorial Hall, Ellis’ Music Hall and the 
Columbia Theater have all seen crowded 
audiences listening to nis words and music, 
and witnessing to his peculiar and striking 
manifestations ln mental mediumship. On 
one occasion, ln the theater named, many of 
the B)ard of Education of tbis olty were 
present, and occupying one of the boxes was 
the Mayor of the city and members of his 
family. The press has always freely reported 
him and accorded him honor as a scholar, a 
lecturer, a medium and a man. However 
much at times it manifestly was not ln sym­
pathy with hte views, It nas commended his 
earnestness and honesty.

Ou this visit to Cleveland Mr. Baxter is 
I lecturing ln Memorial Hall, in whioh large 
audiences convene, and are held as If by | 
a magnetoften till 10 o’clock, the Interest not' 
flagging, but increasing and Intense during i 
the seance with which Mr. Baxter doses his I 
exercises. These seances usually last one 
hour.

On Sunday evening, May 4th, Mr. Baxter’s I 
lecture considered the question, "Has Spirit­
ualism a plaoe in the off Hrs of a nation?**  
The speaker arguing it had, and a very im­
portant place. He plainly showed how often 
great reforms were lnstlgaUd and oarried 
forward through spirit interference and per­
severance-how men were often, some con­
sciously and others unoonsolously made to 
rise and espouse great movements by spirits, 
as illustrated by John Pierpoint ln the tem­
perance, Wm. Lloyd Garrison and Abraham 
Lincoln ln the anti-slavery and Uriah Ste­
vens in the labor reform—how orten, meu 
unacquainted even with Spiritualism had to 
acknowledge a pacific power moving them 
on beyond their repelling, which he happily 
Illustrated from the lives and recent an­
nouncements of the Hon. Mr. Gladstone and 
Henry M. Stanley. The lecture was fresh 
and crisp in thoughts and expressions, and 
elicited merited applause. The papers spoke 
of it as powerful and as lull of eloquence.

On Sunday evening, May 11th, another, 
success was recorded. From the Cleveland 
Leader of Monday morning is taken the fol­
lowing:

••Memorial Hall was fl'led last evening by 
an audience whioh assembled to hear Mr. 
J. Frank Baxter, of Boston, Mass., who lec­
tured again under the auspices of tbe socie­
ty for the Advance of Scientific Spiritual­
ism. Mr. R. Carleton, the Vice-president, 
called the meeting to order, and announced

that the society at lie annual meeting a 
week since, had elected the following trus­
tees for tbe ensuing year: J. W. Воре, T. A. 
Black, B. A. Jewett, H. S. Powell and R. 
Carleton, of whom Mr. Pope had been se­
lected President. In a few appropriate words 
he introduced Mr. Pope, who spoke interest­
ingly and briefly, then Introduced Mr. Bax­
ter, who proceeded with his lecture, lhe sub­
ject of which was ‘Bplrltualisni as a de­
stroyer and builder.”' The paper then pro­
ceeded and gave a whole column and a 
quarter more, the same being remarkably 
clear synoptical report of the li-cture. It also 
stat'd that “a seAnce was held by Mr. Baxter 
after, in which many spirits were described 
and communications given, and gave tbe 
names ln full of many, adding, “these tests 
were recogniz’d in the audience."

The Cleveland Plain Dealer of Monday also 
contained as long, if not longer, synopsis, 
spoke of Mr. Baxter as an orator and as a 
matter of news, and so without comment 
gave the names of the spirits described and 
a fair idea of the seance. The article said: 
“At the close of tlie leoture Mr. Baxter was 
greeted with prolonged applause," and called 
attention th«l be would lecture again and 
E*ve  another seance next Bunday evening at 
lhe вате plaoe.”

One Rev. Mr. Spreoher, ot Cleveland, has 
been atl'ioE Ing Spiritualism of late, calling 
out articles of defense from several, notably 
that staunch advocate and defender, Thomas 
Lees and the writer, W. W. Whitworth. 
These articles brought tbe reverend gentle­
man to reply, which, ln turn, brought a 
broad side of facts and arguments from spir 
itualistic pens and lips from private study 
and public platform. Wa ter Howell, par­
ticularly from the latter, showing the rever­
end to be very weak in argument, and what 
was worse, apparently dishonest, and fal'ly 
drove him Into his lnlrenohments, the pul­
pit, and later, Judging, to silence. Prof. Hud- 
sod Tuttle, of Berlin Heights, openly chal­
lenges the Rev. Mr. Bprecher to discussion 
on the subject, aud as yet no reply has been 
received Mr. Lees bas personally written 
him, calling attention, but Sir Oiergytnsn 
up to date has Been fit to Ignore. What the 
outcome will be remains to be known. One 
thing, the public mind, tlie church mind, is 
aroused, aud a revival of Interest In Spirit­
ualism is the result, particularly ln the phe­
nomenal field.

Mr. Baxter's coming, Just now, is therefore 
opportune. This is the last month of the 
season's leotures ln Cleveland, aud the colors 
fly цч11у, emblazoned with the word “Suc­
cess!'’ Among others Mr. Baxter is secured 
for a month in 1891. ♦ ♦ •

Mr J. Clegg Wright discoursed for the First 

Society of Spiritualists last Sunday morning 
at Adelphi Hall. "Emigration, as it effects 
the country,” w?s the first question an­
swered by Mr. Wright. ,Thls, he said, is one 
of the greatest questions for American 
statesmen to settle. It is, ln short, the adop­
tion and assimilation of the race blood of 
the world. Nature always is true to one 
principle, the survival of the fittest. Emi­
gration to this nation means everything—the 
fusion of the races. The dark ages were 
necessary—they were themselves fusione, 
which are not yet completed, but we shall 
never retrograde. So long as this country's 
resources are undeveloped there is no danger 
from emigration. "War or peace in Europe” is 
a problem that is always on hand. Where you 
bave hereditary monarchy you have peace 
endangered. To-day Europe is ln a pitiable 
state. Monarchy and aristocracy are on their 
lastplns—soon they will be non est. “What 
objection is there ln calling this great posi­
tive, intelligent power goverlng all, God?" 
Because the word has been used by all relig­
ions, and stands for the ideal ln each mind. 1 
prefer to call It power. It Is not complicated 
with such a mystery with so many meanings 
and vicissitudes. “Involution is creation— 
involves design, or plan—It Is deism.”

Mrs. M. E Williams opened the afternoon 
with a tbrief address, after which Mr. W. J. 
Colville spoke on the subject of “Progress of 
Spiritualism," which was suggested by the 
president. Among other things on this sub- 

*jeci*he  said “Spiritualists are not Iconoclasts, 
but sympathize with the spirit of national­
ism, which is the embodiment of true Spirit­
ualism and theosophy. Spiritualists and 
Theosophlsts do not want lo have anything 
to do with each other, and Christians and 
Spiritualists do not want anything to do 
with each other, and Nationalists speak as If 
their Idea have all to do with politics. They 
are all making to one end; all are animated 
by one purpose,moved by one spirit, but like 
people traveling to some great center, and 
proceeding to their terminus from different 
pointe of the compass.

I Spiritualism Is not confined to spiritual 
istlc propaganda, either by tho platform or 
the press. If it means anything worthy it 
means spiritualization as well as the enlight­
enment of human thought. When we have 
Intellect,tbe power leading to profound Spir­
itualism, It Includes all reforms tor the bet­
terment of the condition of the world. The 
true significance of Spiritualism is’world­
wide ln its all-embracing reach.

If Spiritualism means that which it should 
mean, It means a great deal more than mere 
external phenomena. It means tbat a new 
science that Is as old as humanity, a theoso­
phy that has been taught by all the sages of 
the world; and a new religion so old that It 
Is tbe one rellgon of humanity; and when 
asked for the definition of religion, we say It 
Is the science of Humanity.

In connection with the ‘‘progress of Spir­
itualism” the speaker referred to that reali­
zation of the Spiritualists’ Ideal—Summer­
land. He said: ‘‘No word of praise has been 
extravagant, and the possibilities of tbe soli 
are rich beyond description, and the parties 
most Instrumental ln Its protection and oai- 
rylng on are honorable and lovable people, 
and devoting themselves earnestly and en­
tirely to the highest inspiration whloh comes 
to them."

If Spiritualists wish to see the movement 
progress triumphantly, they will cease all 
Jarring and clamoring among themselves, 
fault-finding and bickerings; they will cease 
from dissensions over mooted questions, and 
unite, hand ln hand, mind and mind, 
thought and thought, and push forward the 
glorious oause of spiritualistic progress tri­
umphantly to final victory over every form 
of supeistltlon, poverty, crime, and whatever 
aiilicts and holds down mankind.

Spiritualism to us is a wide and all-includ­
ing movement. Its unseen form is Infinitely 
larger than Its visible form, and when we 
turn our thoughts lo its ocult or esoteric side, 
It will be our own fault if Spiritualism does 
not realize our best ideas.

At the evening service Prof. Wright, ln his 
preliminary remarks, said the human soul 
craves tor something more than meie educa­
tion—It craves after the facts of nature. Re­
ligion is an Illusion—the means to an end. 
Spiritualism and its mediumsnip have es­
tablished themselves stronger lu a given 
time than did Christianity; and yet they вау 
the rapid progress of Christianity was due to 
special divine Providence. It can be truly 
said that modern Spiritualism has made its 
way amid persecution and storm. Intellects 
for Spiritualism have to be grown and be 
given by circumstances and be heredlted. 
Prenatal states have to be impressed upon 
the offspring. Praying and morals do not 
necessarily go together. If the speaker could 
he would erase the word “gift" from tbe 
vooabulary. Never run away with the idea 
that mediumship Is a “gift." Mediumship 
Is not a gift. Mediumship is an attribute. 
You are born a medium. It Is the necessity 
of your organization to be suoh, and being a 
medium, your soul Instinct comes into rela­
tion with the spiritual world, and you be­
come acquainted with such experiences as 
the mediumship is capable of expressing.

Mr. Wright will speak next Sunday morn­
ing, afternoon and evening, and this closes 
hte present engagement with this society.

Next Bunday afternoon at the meeting for 
manifestations, Miss Maggie Gaul, of Balti­
more, win occupy the platform in giving de­
scriptions and tests.

Bismar ok’s Wife.
If little is known in England of Prince 

Bismarck’s private life, still less, says Mrs. 
Pereira, ie known of this lady who for more 
than forty-two years has shared his home. 
The Princess Bismarck is described as the 
very model of a practical, methodical Ger­
man matron, with an eye for every detail of 
household arrangement and economy, and a 
heart for the comfort and well being of each 
housemate, from the highest to the lowliest 
Weddings, it has been observed, not seldom 
give rise to other weddings.

It was at a wedding of a friend that Be­
rnards first met Fraulein Johanna von Putt- 
kamer. She was one of the bridesmaids, and 
the stately lady made then and there an im­
pression on lhe young Baron which culmi­
nated in an offer of marriage three years 
later. The key to the Princess’ character 
is to be found, says the same biographer, in 
her words: ‘‘That my husband is a public 
character is a fact which I often find it 
painful enough to resign myself. But as 
for me, his wif<*,  what have I to do with 
publicity? I do not exist for publicity, but 
wholly and solely for him.”

The perfect union of souls, however, Mrs. 
Pereira confesses, has not prevented the 
Princess’ husband from posing occasionally 
as a victim to family claims. In one letter 
he say8, referring to a projected excursion 
to the seaside: “I have held out against it 
for a long time, but as all the mothers and 
aunts are unanimous in declaring that 
nothing but sea water and sea air can do 
poor Mariechen any good, I know that if I 
still refuse every cold in the head which 
may befall her to the seventieth year of her 
age will be set down to my avarice and 
paternal barbarity.”

“Yesterday I was reduced to such a state of 
despair by all these plannings that I was 
positively determined to give up the whole 
journey, and I went to bed with the firm 
resolution at all events to travel straight 
through without stopping anywhere on the 
way. But Johanna attacked me in the 
night with the youngster in h₽r arms, and, 
by dint of all the arts that drove man out 
of Paradise, she, of course, gained her point, , 
and the original scheme had to be carried I 
out.”

If you could only be 
carried hither through the air, I would go 
with you this very moment back to Sin 
Sebastian.”—London Daily News.

Mind Reading*.
The most remarkable of mind reading 

exploits, known as the wire test, wae given 
by J. Randolph Brown to-night in the 
presence of a large party of Congressmen 
and others. An insulated copper wire was 
used. One end of it was held by Brown 
across his forehead. The other end was 
taken possession of by a gentleman selected 
from the party and a stranger to Brown, 
At a signal this gentleman placed the end 
of the wire against his forehead. He opened 
hie watch and looked at the number en­
graved upon it. Brown, at the other end of 
the wire, and with his eyes blindfolded, 
wrote the number, figure by figure, upon a 
blackboard. The test was performed under 
such conditions as to make fraud or trickery 
impossible. The gentleman who opened 
hie wa'ch frankly admitted that he did 
not know what the number was until then. 
The figures were small. He made a mis­
take in one figure, thinking a six a five. 
The mental telegraph was true to the 
blunder. The figures which Brown had 
traced upon the blackboard were exactly 
as the gentleman thought he saw them on 
his watch. There was absolutely no pos­
sibility of communication between the two 
men except by the wire. It was a olear 
case of mind telegraphing to mind. Brown 
has been experimenting on distances. Ex­
Governor James Pollock of Pennsylvania 
who died recently, held lhe wire at Wil­
mington not long ago, while Brown, at the 
Philadelphia end, twenty-eight miles away, 
successfully wrote numbers Pollock fixed 
upon his mind. This wire feat of Brown’s 
is far in advance of anything which has 
hitherto been performed in the way of 
mind reading.—St, Louis Globe-Democrat.

SUBSTANCE -SPIBIГ—SOUL.

The question of the correlation of soul, 
spirit and matter has presented many 
sides to the students of spiritual science, 
and according as they have viewed the 
question have been their theories.

On the one hand we have the theory 
that all we behold in the vast round of the 
universe is matter; on the other hand 
stands the theory that all is soul or spirit, 
confounding soul and spirit as synony­
mous terms.

The materialistic reasoner declares to 
the world that all is matter, and that there 
can be no existence without matter. That 
life is the result of organization and that 
thought is but a mode of motion chemi­
cally expressed. Sounds very learned, 
does it not?

The spiritualistic reasoner, or extremist, 
takes the opposite ground that all is soul 
or spirit, mixing his terms regardless of 
their proper signification. In the course 
of our experience in the spirit life apart 
from the physical body, we have come to 
the conclusion that both sides of this ques­
tion, as commonly presented to the world, 
are misrepresentations of the actual state 
of affairs.

Neither soul, nor spirit, nor matter 
alone of themselves compose the entirety 
of nature and nature’s being. The three ( 
must exist in combination in order to pro-1
duce the phenomena known as physical 
life, «nd that each is but a form of sub­
stance. Substance is all of existence—all 
that can be subjected to the analysis of 
physical sensation, and all that can be 

I conjured up in the realm of thought as 
existing outside of and beyond the bounds 
of physical contact.

The various gasses that cannot be seen 
by the eye, whose presence is only known 
by chemical analysis and by their effects, 
are substance as truly as the lump of coal, 
ur the nugget of gold. The finer spirit 
that permeates and binds these particles 
together, is as much substance as the mas­
sive iron pillar that supports the roof of a 
temple,- or the fine cam brie needle used by 
a lady in se wing.

We are asked now to define soul, spirit 
and matter by some critic who doubts, as 
is his privilege, our statements. To us as 
we view life and its varied forms from the 
standard of actual spiritual existence, i1; 
seems almost childish to be seeking a defi­
nition of the undefinable, the unlimited 
and unexplored realms of deific (so-called) 
intelligence.

But as nearly as you can define them 
we find that soul is that form of substance 
which contains the active life principle; in 
fact. it is not what life is made of—-it is life 
itself.

Spirit is that form of substance that. | 
acted upon bv the sou 1, gathers and at­
tracts unto itself the necessarj- elements of 
material substance to Tender itself visible 
to the material naked eye. Tne visibility 
of substance depends upon the rapidity of 
its wave vibrations and the sensation*  of 
light. heat, cold, color and form are all de­
pendent unon the greater or less rapidity 
and also direction of these vibratory waves 
of motion.

And material substance or matter is

The question of the correlation of soul, 
spirit and matter has presented many 
sides to the students of spiritual science, 
and according as they have viewed the 
question have been their theories.

Ол the one hand we have the theory 
that all we behold in the vast round of the 
universe is matter; on the other hand 
stands the theory that all is soul or spirit, 
confounding soul and spirit as synony­
mous terms.

The materialistic reaeoner declares to 
the world that all is matter, and that there 
can be no existence without matter. That 
life is the result of organization and that 
thought is but a mode of motion chemi­
cally expressed. Sounds very learned, 
does it not?

The spiritualistic reasoner, or extremist, 
takes the opposite ground that all is soul 
or spirit, mixing his terms regardless of 
their proper signification. In the course 
of our experience in the spirit life apart 
from the physical body, we have come to 
the conclusion that both sides of this ques­
tion, as commonly presented to the world, 
are misrepresentations of the actual state 
of affairs.

Neither soul, nor spirit, nor matter 
alone of themselves compose the entirety 
of nature and nature’s being. The three 
must exist in combination in order to pro­
duce the phenomena known as physical 
life, and that each is but a form of sub­
stance. Substance is all of existence—all 
that can be subjected to the analysis of 
physical sensation, and all that can be 
conjured up in the realm of thought as 
existing outside of and beyond the bounds 
of physical contact.

The various gasses that cannot be seen 
by the eye, whose presence is only known 
by chemical analysis and by their effects, 
are substance as truly as the lump of coal, 
or the nugget of gold. The finer spirit 
that permeates and binds these particles 
together, is as much substance as the mas- 
sive iron pillar that supports the roof of a 
temple,- or the fine cambric needle used by

friend—not when presented to the clair­
voyant or spiritual sight—-but of course, 
when necessary to present itself to the 
physical sight, the spirit draws from the 
physical substance around it the necessary 
elements to render it visible and material 
hence it is called a materialization.

Life is the result of organization, save 
the material scientist. That is, matter in 
an organized form produces the phenom 
enon of life. On the other hand organi­
zation is а sequence of life or soul exist­
ence, and individuality is the sequence of 
organized life. Thus to us soul, spirit, 
matter, are but gradations of one universal 
entity which mny be denominated sub 
stance for want of a better name, as sub­
stance will contain both the visible nnd 
invisible, and the finer spiritual qualities 
which matter alone cannot reach or com­

that on moonlight nights during the mid­
night their dead warriors and noted ball 
players meet and dance the hi-yoch-ah- 
chee, which is a dance of defiance, and
play ball, says a writer in the New York 
Times. Should a living person come 
within the spirit circle death soon over­
takes him. In 1840 the writer was com­
missary of subsistence for the Chickasaws 
and had three depots for issuing rations. 
The principal one was at Fort Coffee on 
the Arkansas river; there was one on the 
Canadian, 45 miles west of Coffee, and 
another at Pickens, 30 miles south of Cof 
fee. About five miles from the fort was

is his privilege, our statements. To us as 
we view life and its varied forms from the 
standard of actual spiritual existence, i*  
seems almost childish to be seeking a defi­
nition of the undefinable, the unlimited
and unexplored realms of deific (so-called) 
intelligence.

But as nearly as you can define them 
we find that soul is that form of substance 
which contains the active life principle; in 
fact, it is not what life is made of—it is life 
itself.

Spirit is that form of substance that, 
acted upon by the soul, gathers and at­
tracts unto itself the necessary elements of 
material substance to render itself visible

the Choctaw agency and superintendency 
-of the West. Between there and ChadieV, 
tne depot on the Canadian, there was only 
one settlement, Creek Billy’s, named after 
a Creek Indian who had a Chickasaw 
wife. Half of the distance was prairie. 
During the day in midsummer the flies on 
the prairie were so troublesome that it 
was almost impossible to ride, consequent­
ly travel was mostly at night.

On a moonlight night in August, in 
-company with two beef contractors, the 
writer left Fort Coffee and made the ride 
to the Canadian, issued rations and rested 
■for a day. On the evening following he 
left there alone on the return trip. It was 
a very dry season. Creek Billy had a 
good well, and travelers usually stopped 
there to water their horses. It must have 
•been near midnight when the writer 
reached there, refreshed his horse and 
himself with a cooling drink, and left. In 
a vast wilderness, in the stillness of the 
night, one’s senses of sight and hearing 
become extremely acute.

About half an hour after leaving Billy’s 
I heard the sound oi a horse’s hoofs, and 
soon discovered an Indian on horseback 
■coming at full speed toward me. He rec­
ognized me and drew up. Fear was de­
picted on his face. It may well be said 
that the hair of his head stood on end. He 
•aid: "Go back! go back to Billy’s! I 
hear the spirits hi-yoch-ah-chee in that 
little prairie (which I had to pass through) 
'and they will kill you if you go on.’’ He 
was a little under the influence of liquor. 
I asked him for his bottle, which he hand 
ed to me, and I took a good drink from it 
and rode on.

to the material naked eye. Tne visibility 
of substance depends upon the rapidity of 
its wave vibrations and the sensations of 
light, heat, cold, color and form are all de­
pendent upon the greater or less rapidity 
and also direction of these vibratory waves 
of motion.

Sim­
ply because it is the spiritual man who 
feels, who thinks and has sensation. The 
spiritual arm or leg cannot be and has not 
been severed from the body because the 
physical member has been, because you 
cannot affect the spiritual man by the sur­
geon’s knife. The fact of the man com­
plaining of these things mentioned above, 
is one of the strongest proofs of the exist­
ence of a spiritual body.

The spirit in its relation to man is but 
the finer and invisible counterpart of the 
physical, which affords the physical a 
chance for visible expression, and through 
which the soul or life principle finds its 
expression.

These three forms of substance have al­
ways existed side by side in nature, en­
folded one within the other, and thus find­
ing expression in a unity of manifestation. 
There is no place in nature where this 
trinity ie not present, but not always in 
combination. There is no material body

I mention 
this beoause my family are well known to 
many whoso faces I see here beforo mo and 
who I know will bo glad to hear of them. 
Wbat do wo have In tho line of spiritual 
roodlng? Wo .have New Thought, tho pro­
gressivo Tblnkor, Mediumship, by Professor 
Lovnland; Rays of Light, by,Mrs. Lillie; John 
Brown, tho Medium of lhe Rockies, tho 
Scientific basis or Spiritualism; by Sargent; 
the Clock Struck One by Watson; Life of tbe 
Lone One, by our beloved brother, Warren 
Chase, aud two or three pamphlets by Dr. 
Jullqt H. Severenoe. Besidos these, I have, 
on the other side of the question, Children 
In Heaven, Tbe Beautiful Story, The Road to 
Heaven and an old family Bible; also numer­
ous biographies of great men, poems by the 
most eminent authors, encyclopedias, 
World’s Wonders, Panorama of Nations, 
Codes of different States. So, you see, I am 
not In a position to be very lonesome In my 
far off northern home, nor could 1 have been 
during the long and frigid winter tbat has 
Just passed,with my reportorlalwork In South 
Do kola’s first legislative assembly, my real 
estate business and the satisfactory knowl­
edge that I entertain of the constant pres­
ence of my spirit friends. With all these to 
keep me company, who could feel that life 
was all for naughtf Who could feel that- the 
stars were not as bright in Dakota as In 
other climes? But my restless soul must find 
Its work of works; must find Its boom of 
toll, Its share of the future work for kindred 
souls who, unconsciously linger In the dark; 
who have not the strength of mind to lift the 
veil of superstition; whose eyes are sealed 
with the adhesive wax of priestcraft and 
aristocratic bigotry; whose purse and pulse 
must throb alike to the wants of a superior 
or live outcast from God, eternally doomed 
and damned.

1 have listened, within the seven months 
last passed, to but few orthodox sermons, 
not through any prejudice for their dootrlne, 
for now-a-days we hear some very liberal ser­
mons from their pulpits; but from weariness 
born of the monotony or unchunge and 
stagnation In their Ideas In general. Now 
and then a progressive, restless spirit gets in 
their ranks and builds a cob fire under their 
mildewed principles and renovates them a 
little, but If he makes It two warm, when he 
Is gone they rake up the smouldering em­
bers and shed a few tears of repentance over 
the charred mass, and with a close commun­
ion service drop back Into the old rut. But I 
did listen to forty-eight prayers in as many 
days during the session of the legislature of 
our State, by the Episcopal, the Methodist, 
the Baptist and the Congregational min­
isters, and such prayers, It would seem to 
me, tend to humiliate than Inspire an intel­
ligent body. I watched them pull down the 
blinds of their eyes and pray to God tbat 
heeds them no farther than those who never 
Eray; who, if he were half the God they say

e Is, would long before South Dakota was 
born have inspired other legislators to favor 
equal rights for woman with her life com 
panion. Had he been the G >d they make him 
out, he would not have starved his children 
In one part of that great Commonwealth and 
furnished plenty to those in another; he 
would have been Impartial to his children 
as you or I, or other loving parents would.

How is this for a prayer before a body of 
honorable legislators, who would be, and 
were In part, independent thinkers:

“Ob. God, Divine Master, help us, this 
morning, to feel our unworthiness In thy 
sight; help us to feel the need of thy presence 
while we mingle our thoughts and our voices 
In making society laws for our little part of 
thy footstool, whlob thou, In tny compassion 
for us in our helplessness hast seen fit to give 
unto us. Bless these, thy servants, the 
speaker of the House and reporters and al) 
our families, and in heaven save us lor 
Christ's sake, amer 1"

Isn’t that a posei? How much more boy- 
ant It might have been to some poor wretoh 
who had been down upon tne avenue all 
night, and whose hair was pulling him 
bald Just then, to have said worthiness for 
unworthinese. left out—thy compassion for 
ns In our helplessness—aDd substitui ed there­
for, In merit for our strength and grit. That 
about the reporters was greatly in place and 
highly appreciated. "But that Is about the 
usual prayer that went up to a mute god 
from the uumerous orthodox chaplains of 
House, and about all ihe Important work 
done by tbat body whs the passage of an aot 
submitting to a vote of the people tho >iues- 
llon of female suffrage and a dog tax law. 
They did manage to puss a bill limiting the 
State indebtedness to a half million dollars 
and a bill appropriating about that much for 
running expenseH of the State for the ensu­
ing year. So I lull to see any special work of 
the hand of Providence In tue proceedings ot 
that body aside from the gratuitous prayers 
aud tne lault-flnding points of lhe reporters. 
So much tor the matter.

Now, my good friends, as to our meeting; 
It looks as though we had met here partly 
because we could not stand it to be absent 
from eaoh other for a whole year, from one 
cainp time to another; but 1 am impressed 
that this meeting, aside from the 11 >w of soul 
and feast of reason, 1b Intended to formulate 
planH for the coming season of soulful com­
munion and Intellectual unfoldment.

If there Is anything that sboulu Inspire us 
to meet at least twice a year, and especially 
to maintain tbe permanent organization 
and permanent camp, It is the Inspiring 
truth, tbe uplifting principles embodied in 
the cause we espouse, the facts demonstrated 
through and only through Spiritualism of 
immortality and our piotound pride In its 
advocacy; also that we may have permanent 
headqtiaiturs—a foundation for ourstruoturo; 
an axis around whten lo rotate; a home for 
our ever flowing stream of spiritual phlloso 
pby and phenomena.

1 am greatly pleased to great so many 
brothers and sisters here; atso to groot the 
Inquisitive seeker after truth aud any and all 
who have но far brushed away the prejndloe 
that we know that Is laid against ua, as to 
permit them to attend our mootings, and I 
extend to one and ail a cordial welcome. 
Come and listen lo what we nave lo say; no 
harm will come to you If good does not, in 
consequence of your mingling with us, and 
I feel sure that our enjoyment will be su- 
freme throughout tho time of the mooting.

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“SPIRIT POSTMASTERS.”
To tho Editor of Tho Better Way.

Dr. Walter E. Reid, a "spirit Dost 
matter” recently convicted in Grand 
Rapids, Mich., of using tbe United 
States mails for purposes of fraud, oame 
before Judge Jackson of tbat oity last 
Tuesday morning aud asked for a new 
trial.

Dr. Reed says tbat he is olairvoyant 
and “psychometric” to an extent tbat 
he is able to read a sealed letter with­
out opening it, and to describe tbe oon« 
dition and surroundings of the sender. 
He offered then and tbere In open court 
to read any letter tbe judge might ta4e 
from bis pocket without opening it and 
to describe the sender.

Judge Jacksou turned upon him 
rudely and said his court was no plaoe 
for exhibitions of mountebanks and 
jugglers, whose tricks he would not be­
lieve if sworn to on a pile of Bibles, and 
he therefore confirmed the judgment of 
the trial court.

We believe there are few judges in 
these parts who would not accept, on 
the spot, suoh a oballange as Dr Reid's. 
Such conduct as that of Judge Jackson 
savors plainly of bigotry and unfair­
ness. The Spiritualists, like all others, 
have the right to a fair show in oourt, 
whatever may happen to be the judge’s 
private opinion of their honesty.—Bos­
ton Globe.

What a bigoted ignoramus tbat Judge 
Jackson must be, to refuse to let a man 
on trial prove his honesty and ability 
if he could as proposed, and in this age 
of reason, this nineteenth oentury. 
What can have detained him in tbe 
dark ages that even tbe law of evolu­
tion has not added any progress? Even 
this Globe newspaper, wbiob does not 
believe in Spiritualism, fees tbe injus­
tice in not accepting Dr. Reid's offer. 
Here is a medium arrested for "using 
tbe U. S. mails for fraudulent purposes.” 
His fraud is claiming to get answers 
from departed spirits and there are 
millions of people in this country as in­
telligent as this judge, and a great many 
more so who know this is not only a 
possibility but an actuality. Tbe intel­
ligence that answers these sealed letters 
says they are from departed spirits. 
This is tbe universal affirmation every 
time and everywhere. The medium, 
knowing himself tbat he is honest, 
takes as he should the intelligence's 
word. It would seem to have been 
only fair play to have let him tried on 
the spot before telling bim be would 
not believe his tricks if be swore to 
them on a stack of Bibles, and olassing 
him with mountebanks and jugglers. 
Seems to me this judge was blindly 
stupid; does he not know that A. F. 
Wallace, one of the leading scientists 
of England, says: "Tbe phenomena of 
Spiritualism, in tbeir entirety, do not 
require any further confirmation?'' and 
many million people in this country 
say the same thing. How different are 
the words of Judge Briggs of Pnllxdel- 
phis, when tbe Blisses case was in 
court, in what he said to the jury. He 
was not a Spiritualist, but he was a 
man of the nineteenth century; the 
judge of Grand Rapids was a man of 
the sixteenth century in his ideas. 
Here are some of the expressions the 
former used in his charge: "The Spir­
itualistic belief is just as precious to the 
believers in it as yours is to you. . . . . 
Believing that there was a medium 
who possessed the power to bring back 
the spirit of a dead relative, would you 
not give the world to get information? 
I would, though I do not by any means 
say that is my belief. If I did I wou'd 
investigate it to the furthermost extent; 
ridicule should not stop me. . . . Judge 
Edmunds, with manly independence, 
declined a renomination as judge rather 
than sacrifice bis Spiritualistic belief. 
. . . . Hence I say I have no more 
right to denounce the sincere Spiritual 
ist than I have to denounce the sincere 
Catholic, Protestant or Jew. . . . . It is 
claimed that tbere are 5.000,000 Spirit­
ualists in the United States. If this is 
so, that very number makes them re­
spectable.” 1 might quote a good deal 
more of this judge’s charge, but I have 
quoted enough to show the difference 
between a fair-minded skeptic of to day 
and a bigoted one of yesterday.

MANIFESTATIONS.
To tho Editor of Tho Better Way.
I will endeavor to give a brief de 

scription of spiritual manifestations tbat 
occurred before I became a Spiritualist.

March 15,1855,1 was residing on my 
plantation in Beaufort, 8. C. My father 
resided in Savannah, Ga., a distance of 
twenty-two miles from my place. On 
the night of the 15th of March, 1855,1 
retired at a usual hour. At twelve 
midnight a distinct voice commanded 
me to go to Savannah, Ga. I paid 
no attention to it, thinking it was a 
dream. At one a. m. I felt a heavy 
shake, which aroused me and com­
manded me to go; I then mentioned it 
to my wife. At two a. m. the same 
voice commanded me that I should go 
immediately, for I was needed. I im­
mediately prepared for the trip; I start­
ed in my own conveyance and arrived 
at the ferry opposite Savannah. When 
I arrived I met a relative of mine com­
ing from a boat that he о «me across 
the river Id; as he advanced towards 
me I saw distress pictured in his coun- 
tenace. He informed me that my father 
was ill. I proceeded across the river; 
when I arrived at my father's house 1 
learned that he had passed over sud 
deniy at four a. m. Had I obeyed the 
first command I would have been with j 
him at his transition.

August, 1887,1 was residing at Bluff 
ton, S. C. My brother-in-law was liv­
ing in Florida. One evening about 
eight o’clock there was quite a storm of 
wind and rain; during the storm I saw 
my brother-in-law standing on the 
steps in the rain. I went to the door 
and he disappeared; three times he 
came and disappeared again. A week 
from that time I received a letter from 
my sister stating that he had departed 
at the very hour that he made himself 
visible to me.. He was materialized in 
full form.

October, 1873, while walking the 
streets of Charleston, S. C., at one a. m , 
returning home from my business, I 
8iwa female walking in anopen lot 
parallel to me. There was a house 
standing in the open lot; the female 
arrived at the house and disappear*  d; 
I passed the house; the figure was 
on the opposite side, where ir had 
stopned; I proceeded on, still pir 1 el to 
the figure. When I arrived at Bigard 
street I walked up to the figure; to my 
surprise and astonishment the figure 
disappeared under my band. Toe next 
morning I received a letter from Bluff 
t jd, S. C., statiog that mother was i 1. 
1 proceeded by steimboat to Blufftoü; I 
arrived at nine p. m.; my sisters and 
others had just returned from laying 
my mother’s body in the old family 
cemetry.

These manifestaticns happened before 
I became a Spiritualist; 1 became a 
Spiritualist December, 1883. I can now 
see tbe meaning of the manifestations. 
Had I then had the spiritual knowledge 
I should have obeyed the spirit com­
mand and I would have known that I 
saw tbe other two spirits with my 
spiritual eyes. phi.

Mind Wreckers.
The telegraph informs us that a lot of 

"cranks,” in the town of Oakland, Cal., 
have worked up a terrible religious ex­
citement by preaching that Oakland 
and adjoining towns are to be destroyed 
by an earthquake April 14tb. The re 
port states that Mrs. Woodworth, a re 
vivalist, is responsible for the condition 
of affairs. She came to Oakland last 
summer with a large tent, in which she 
held religious meetings until about 
Christmas, and with remarkable power 
she worked upon the feelings of her 
hearers until the brains of many were 
turned. They would fall unconscious 
to the floor, or rave like maniacs, with 
the result, as the court records show, 
that ten or a dozen people were driven 
to tbe insane asylum, and many thrown 
into severe nervous prostration. .These 
people the papers call “cranks,” but 
why are they any more cranks than 
Talmage and ail other religious fanatics 
who, from Sunday to Sunday, are try­
ing to frighten the people with lies, iu 
vented by themselves, as to what will 
befall those whom they call "sinners” 
after death? These last cranks have 

lone advantageover the Oaklaud ones, 
there is no way of demonstrating to 
their ignorant dupes that these stories 
are mere fabrications, made for the pur­
pose of filling their own pockets with 
cash from the pockets of the converted; 
while by waiting a few days everyone 
can learn that there is no truth in Mad 
am Woodworth’s and her associate’s 
predictions about the earthquake. If 
tbere is any class of people that should 
be confined in our prisons at "hard la 
bor” it is these "revivalists.” They 
are more criminal than "train wreck­
ers,” for they are mind wreckers.—
