In print or over the air and well in 
advance of the actual event Hoy pre­
dicted Jacqueline Kennedy's mar­
riage to Aristotle Onassis; Lyndon 
Johnson's decision not to seek re­

ropean universities and organizations.
"ESP is not a gift," he has re­

marked often," nor is it a power. It 
is an ability that can be developed in 
anyone."

Hoy does not believe that ESP 
need in any way be associated with 
occultism, although he has remarked 
that ESP must be believed in almost 
as a matter of faith, since the ortho­
dox scientific community does not 
accept it.

When Hoy speaks to a manage­
ment meeting or to a gathering of 
salesmen, he is sensitive to their spe­
cific needs. In this way, he makes 
certain that his listeners are offered 
the instructional material in the man­
ner in which they can best respond 
and receive the most gain. For the 
purpose of this article, however, 
David Hoy has provided the author 
with certain essential points of his 
talks, basic premises upon which he 
builds his case for the dollar-sign 
benefits that might accrue from a 
salesman's utilization of ESP.

"I begin by telling them," Hoy ex­
plained to me "that years ago, when 
I first began purchasing, I was 
amazed at the way some salesmen 
reacted to me. They seemed to know 
what I was thinking, and right away 
they got down to the basics of what 
I wanted to buy and why I wanted 
to buy it. It was almost as if they 
were using telepathy to pick my mind 
to find out exactly what I wanted. 
Then they met this need."

Hoy went on to relate that this 
phenomenon did not seem to be the 
express property of any one type of 
salesman, but belonged to sales per­
sonnel from all walks of life. The 
spectrum went all the way from a 
person in a dimestore who was very 
eager to sell, to someone who knock­
ed on the front door and was doing 
cold selling, without even first can­
vassing the area.

Hoy discovered that these people 
had a great deal of rapport and em­
pathy with those whom they encoun­
tered, and some even went further 
than this into the complex area of 
sympathy. This led the psychic to 
believe that a good salesman must 
use mental suggestive ability every 
day in his sales, even though he may 
be unaware that he is employing 
extrasensory perception.

Hoy also found that, many times, 
if he would open his mind to some­
one he was speaking to about sales, 
he could glean startling information 
about that person. These factors, and 
many more, convinced David that he 
should try to use this feeling of telep­
athy and rapport in every business 
venture in which he was engaged.

The reader will argue that Hoy 
could acquire "startling" facts about 
an individual in a business situation, 
because he is psychic. But what about 
Joe Salesman? Where does he come 
in?

Hoy contends that such a rapport 
can be achieved by any salesman, 
and utilized by him daily. The giant 
psychic offers several examples of 
how ESP can be used in sales, and 
how anyone might employ techniques 
that can be developed to a high de­
gree of proficiency.

Hoy begins by encouraging the 
men he is addressing to try ESP in 
its simplest form, telepathy.

"Everyone wants to know how he 
can learn to use telepathy," Hoy re­
marked. "This can be done by learn­
ing two fundamentals:

First, you must be willing to be­
lieve that telepathy is a possibility. 
Unless you believe that some kind 
of mind-to-mind communication 
takes place, you will be unable to 
get effective results.

Second, you must be gutsy enough 
to try to see if you have the ability. 
This means you must be willing to 

say to another person what you ac­
tually feel about them. Otherwise, 
you will have difficulty putting your 
telepathy into action.

"In addition, when you are trying 
telepathy on a client, you must be 
able to tell when mental contact has 
been made. This awareness is hard 
to describe, but when you are trying 
telepathically to communicate with 
another person and he is responding 
and sending back to you, you will re­
ceive a definite mental impression 
that contact has been made. You will 
know that this contact is on a much 
deeper level than just simply rap­
port, and that it even goes beyond 
empathy. In practicing telepathy, and 
in transmitting images and receiving 
them, you will learn to know when 
this mental contact has been made 
at the time you are trying to effect 
a sale."

Hoy advises, however, that the 
prospective telepathic salesman ini­
tially employ selectivity and limited 
time areas. These abilities cannot be 
developed to a proficient level all at 
once, and if begun on too grand a 
scale, discouragement may set in.

Instead, "select a single target for 
a sale and mentally send this target 
exactly what you want him to buy. 
Then wait for the reaction. It is al­
most as if you 'psyche out' your pros­
pect even before you meet him in 
person.

"In your mind you see what the 
person looks like, what he feels, what 
his habits are. You see in what area 
he really needs your product, how 
much of it he needs, and how much 
he can buy. This cuts through a lot 
of time that is spent in sales, and it 
also gives you an edge. Your client 
will think that you seem to know al­
ready what he needs."

Hoy has determined that a "ten­
sion-relaxation" state is most condu-

There is a psychic revolution in progress. The ancient 
religions of Witchcraft, Voudoun (Voodoo) as well as 
other practices of magic and the occult arts and sciences 
have re-emerged to claim their rightful place after hun­
dreds of years of suppression and ignorant manipulation.

In his book, The Greening of America, Charles Reich 
expounded on the new consciousness of the American 
youth. He neglected however to mention that there is a 
similar attitude contained in world youth as well. How­
ever, no matter how close Reich came, he failed to get 
to the guts of the world masses and spew forth its ulti­
mate interior. All evidence points to the fact that the new 
world, the Age of Aquarius or whatever you may wish 
to call it, will be a Psychic world filled with secrets pre­
viously known only to occult adepts.

One of the most important elements of the psychic is 
astral projection. Written about in hundreds of texts, 
few people have ever learned the methods for traveling 
outside of their body.

Entry into the astral plane can be put to profitable 
everyday use by anyone, but first let me explain how I 
discovered this facility in myself.

I grew up on the Island of Trinidad where, at an early 
age I had attended several Voodoo rituals. One night, in 
the heat of the drums and chants, at the zenith in this 
particular ceremony, I found myself swaying with a feel­
ing of attunement with the drumbeat. Suddenly (I was 
watching myself gyrate from somewhere outside my body 
in time with the pulsating beat of the drums. This was 
terrifying to me at first, as there had been an identity 
crisis, not knowing which me was real!

Soon this became my "pet thing/" and I had thought 
that I was the only person in the world with the ability 
to simply1 walk away from myself. It was just in the past 
five years that I realized what I was experiencing had 
been spontaneous astral travel. This ceased to be spon­
taneous after I learned to control it consciously. I have 
since successfully instructed several students in my 
method of this art.

Today virtually everyone is seeking. What are we look­
ing for? Many of us do not know until we have found it.

All these people have one thing in 
common: that tiny spark within their 
breast has been ignited. They seek wis­
dom. Note I did not say knowledge. 
For wisdom is not merely to know. Wis­
dom goes well beyond the ingesting of 
the contents of a text. Wisdom is to 
realize reality, and reality is the total 
unfoldment of being one. This one 
dwells in a finer, more subtle world. A 
world which is non-material. Not a sim­
ple psychic dimension but a whole new 
spiritual frontier.

There is a school whose numbers are 
phenomenally increasing, which indi­
cates that there is indeed another world. 
An intangible world, a world beyond 
our physical senses, a world which we 
quite often enter accidentally, but one 
which we can also consciously and 
freely enjoy the abundant beauty of.

It's been recorded that young Brig­
adier-General Napoleon Bonaparte was 
involved with a Palmist and Tarot card 
reader who, in 1 764, predicted that he 
would wed the widower Josephine 
Beauharnais of the island of Martinique 
in the Windward Islands; and that the 
young Brigadier would shortly become 
the Emperor of France. The predic­
tions, to the letter, all came true. From 
that time on the new Emperor of 
France worked at developing his psy­
chic powers. These powers were devel­
oped to the point where during his bat­
tles, Napoleon would remain within his 
tent and at the same time project his 
astral body or inner-self over the bat­
tlefield in order to survey the fight.

This facility, no doubt, tremendously 
influenced the successful outcome of 
his wars. The defeat of one of the great­
est warriors in the eighteenth century 
at Waterloo was the result of multiple 
factors which superseded even this sub­
tle mystical gift of astral projection.

The statesman wjth the most popular 
psychic and out-of-body experiences 
was our sixteenth President, Abraham 
Lincoln. As a matter of retrospection, 
and as unusual as it may seem, several 
of our early presidents based the build­
ing of our nation on the predictions of 
psychic and mystic intuition.

President Lincoln, beyond his com­
prehension, experienced multiple mys­
tic messages. After careful study, we 
have concluded that what Abe termed 
"dreams" were actually out-of-body 
journeying through the ether. At one 
time he traveled through the ether and 
into the astral plane, returning with the 
report to General Grant that the Con­

federate General Lee would surrender 
at Appomattox, Virginia on April 9th, 
1865. Lincoln had visited the Court­
house .several days before in his astral 
"dreams." From a very early age Lin­
coln also had been making astral visits 
to his own assassination and funeral.

During his term in office, Lincoln 
consulted with spiritualists. One of his 
favorite mediums was Netti Colburn, 
who gave the President several read­
ings in his private quarters in the White 
House. Occasionally members of the 
cabinet were present, and most of those 
in attendance at these gatherings had a 
strong belief in life after death and 
other occult matters.

Even before the Civil War was over, 
Lincoln knew he would not live long. 
He told his closest friends that he had 
a strong feeling that he would not out­
live the rebellion between the North 
and the South. "When it is over, my 
work will be done," the President said.

At his home in Springfield, Illinois, 
shortly after his nomination by the Re­
publican party, Lincoln was resting in 
a big armchair, when he happened to 
glance in the direction of a full-length 
mirror which was leaning up against 
the wall of his study. The reflection of 
his body seemed to be separated in two 
—one portion was of Mr. Lincoln in his 
usually jolly mood, the other a cold 
corpse. Thinking that his eyes were 
playing tricks on him he glanced away 
from the mirror, but when he turned 
back the image was still present.

Several years before his death Lin­
coln had several "dreams" in which he 
viewed himself in a coffin on display 
within the White House. Research has 
indicated that many dreams are actual 
out-of-the-body trips and since there is 
no such thing as past, present and fu­
ture in the astral, chances are Lincoln 
had projected himself into the future 
to see the time of his passing.

One of these trips occurred not more 
than a week before he was killed. This 
time he told a friend of his vision: "A 
few days ago I retired very late. I soon 
began to dream. There seemed to be a 
death-like stillness around my body. 
Then I heard subdued sobs, as if a num­
ber of people were crying. I thought I 
left my bed and wandered downstairs. 
I went from one room to another; no 
living person was in sight, but the same 
mournful sounds of distress filled the 
darkened corridors."

The feeling that he had left the bed 
is an outright indication of astral travel. 

Continuing his trip through the dark­
ened corridors he arrived at the East 
Room. In front of him rested a corpse 
wrapped in funeral vestments. Around 
the corpse were soldiers and there was 
a throng of people, some gazing mourn­
fully. upon the body whose face was 
covered.

"Who is dead in the White House?” 
Lincoln demanded. A voice from out 
of nowhere replied, "The President!"

With this the President returned tQ 
his bed and sat up in shock, his body 
perspiring from head to toe. Several 
nights later he awoke at 3 A.M. and 
began pacing the floor. When Mrs. Lin­
coln asked what the trouble was, Abe 
said, "I know my time is short." The 
next evening he met his death at the 
hands of John Wilkes Booth.

The late Kennedy brothers took the 
occult sciences very seriously as well. 
Robert Kennedy had expressed a spe­
cial interest in UFOs and shortly before 
his death wrote an article to Gray 
Barker, a publisher in West Virginia, 
that he believed in the visitation of our 
planet by interplanetary beings.

Martin Luther King was extremely 
mystical in a very spiritual way. ". . . 
I'm not afraid to die," Dr. King pas­
sionately emphasized at a rally nearing 
the end of his earth life. . . .‘‘I've been 
to the mountain top ... and I've looked 
over to the other side," the great man 
cried, "I've seen the promised land...."

Doctor King did not literally go 
mountain climbing, nor did he stand 
on the top of Pike's Peak and shield his 
eyes from the sun and look over, and 
down into the valleys below. Martin 
Luther King Jr. went to the mountain 
with the aid of his astral. His spirit left 
that frail, imperfect shell which we 
term the human body and lifted itself 
into the ether. His soul disseminated 
into the realms of heaven. There he met 
the father and saw the promised land.

In April of 1971, at the Third Con­
ference of Voluntary Control of Inter­
nal States held at Council Grove in 
Kansas, a Virginia businessman, Mr. 
Robert Monroe elaborated on his fas­
cinating accounts of astral flight in 
front of an audience consisting of both 
laymen and parapsychologists.

Mr. Monroe's first indication of this 
ability was made known to him about 
12 years ago. It came in the form of 
recurring epigastric type pains, in­
creases in body temperature and vibra­
tions of the body which Mr. Monroe 
estimated at 30 cycles per second. The 
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symptoms would appear whenever he 
would lie down.

One night while lying in bed con­
templating the previous day's activities, 
his right arm accidentally dangled over 
the side of the bed. He was uncon­
sciously feeling the texture of the rug, 
when he pushed a little harder, becom­
ing aware that he was now feeling a 
nail and board. Feeling about some 
more, Monroe felt the insulation and 
the celing of the hasement room. Mon­
roe pulled his arm back in sheer fright 
and, after a distressing time, fell asleep.

This led him to experiment on sub­
sequent nights until, to his surprise, he 
was hovering up near the ceiling and 
looking down to see his wife asleep on 
the bed. What was more amazing was 
the fact that Monroe also saw himself 
asleep beside his wife.

In desperation he struggled to get 
back into his body but the more he 
tried with his arms and legs flailing, the 
less he succeeded. However, the mo­
ment he stopped his frantic attempt 
and froze aghast at his predicament, 
he suddenly bolted back into his body, 
with a jolt.

With that Mr. Monroe had enough. 
The painful tremors he felt after get­
ting back into his body caused him to 
cease experimenting for a while.

With a wider knowledge of astral 
projection, Monroe's courage returned 
and he continued his experimenting in 
this uncharted area. He continued 
working steadfastly on the techniques 
of slipping in and out of the body until 
now he can do it with relative ease.

The maximum time spent out of his 
body is 20 minutes, after which he finds 
his vital functions slow to an extremely 
dangerous point. When he has stretched 
this time limit, he finds that upon re­
turning to his body, he is gasping for 
air and feeling distress.

At the conference Robert Monroe 
related many other instances of his 
out-of-body experiences. He told of his 
friend and co-worker in Florida. Mon­
roe decided to travel out of his body 
to try to validate his presence. He was 
aware of being transported rapidly over 
a vast distance, traveling at such great 
speed that he became frightened at the 
buildings and such, whizzing by and 
through him, that he closes his eyes, to 
this day, whenever he travels.

Arriving at his friend's home in Flor­
ida, Monroe proceeded to pinch him. 
The friend felt the pinch and a bruise 
immediately appeared on the spot. In 

the out-of-body state, Monroe sees the 
essence of people, good and bad, ra­
ther than the external facade as is nor­
mally seen.

There are times when'" he feels the 
need to be out of the body without his 
consent. When this happens Monroe is 
whisked off to a classroom in the astral 
plain with others, where they are in­
structed in further methods of being 
out-of-the-body and reaching higher 
realms. The purpose of this class is un­
known to him but the need to attend 
is so great that he cannot resist.

Dr. Charles Tart, a famous re­
searcher in parapsychology and altered 
states of consciousness, recorded Mr. 
Monroe's bodily functions while he was 
doing experiments under his direction 
and out-of-the-body.

The experiments were conducted in 
Tart's own laboratory. The lab was set 
up in such a way that Monroe was 
closed in a room by himself and hooked 
up with various electrodes. During the 
experiment the Virginia businessman 
astrally projected into the adjoining 
room and noted the conversation held 
between Dr. Tart and other doctors 
present in the laboratory. When the re­
cording session was over, Dr. Tart's 
findings on the electroencephalograph 
substantiated Mr. Monroe's vital signs. 
The heart rate and respiration had been 
drastically reduced along with a low 
body temperature and other changes 
recorded on the EEG. In addition to 
this, Monroe's account of what was 
said between the doctors in the outer 
section of the lab during his out-of­
body state was highly accurate.

In New Hampshire, researcher Lor­
ing Williams has been conducting simi­
lar experiments with persons who have 
been placed under hypnotic control and 
then sent out of their bodies. He finds 
that his subjects are able to travel into 
the "past" to see former incarnations 
(both their own and that of others) ; 
travel vast distances to other parts of 
the earth; and into the "future" to see 
events before they happen. Williams 
has concluded in his book co-authored 
with Brad Steiger, Minds Through 
Space and Time (Award) that there 
is no such thing as past, present and fu­
ture in the astral regions. Williams' 
findings have additional backing from 
hypnotist John Fernandes who, while 
teaching at the New York School of 
Occult Arts & Sciences, have sent peo­
ple out of their bodies in all directions 
of time without any trouble.

Another episode of spontaneous as­
tral flight is the case of my good friend 
and associate, Timothy Green Beckley. 
One night Mr. Beckley, on the staff of 
Beyond Reality, went to sleep only to 
find himself catapulted into the apart­
ment of someone he had seen only 
once before. Except for distortions aris­
ing out of his unaccustomed astral 
travel he described the apartment's in­
terior correctly.

Although he had his first astral trip 
at an early age he was unable to follow 
up until many years later. In recent 
months he has even projected into the 
future and seen events which happened 
the folowing day and made national 
headlines.

As I said earliefthe astral can be put 
to good lise in everyone's life. Mark 
Twain, the famed novelist and humor­
ist, did most of his creative writing 
from a semi-supine position in bed 
amidst multiple pillows. He preferred 
to write there primarily because he 
could stay relaxed enough to slip in 
and out of his body and into the astral 
plane.

Like Mark Twain, I also slip in and 
out of the astral to do my creative writ­
ing. I have found that in the astral one 
can tune in on ideas, thought formst 
one can literally "see" one's story be­
ing played out in front of one's very 
own "eyes."

The lower astral is that which we 
reach by using various techniques. In 
this altered state of consciousness one 
can heal a sick person or render help 
in case of distress. One can visit a friend 
in need or alter someone's dispositio •. 
As for one's self, being in the astral 
just a few minutes a day greatly reju­
venates one and gives one the mental 
energy to cope with daily difficulties.

Entering the astral plane is the bridg­
ing of the gap between one's earthly 
body and one's higher spiritual self. 
One's higher self in turn is connected 
with that supreme orieinator of ideas. 
Thus, there is a cosmic flow of subtle 
energy being filtered into the physical 
through the astral. This energy can then 
be translated into various uses, depend­
ing on one's degree of involvement, 
down here on the earth plane.

Great men of history such as Napo­
leon Bonaparte, Abe Lincoln and Mark 
Twain took advantage of out-of-the- 
body travel—and there is no reason 
why you can't! D

SUPERSTITION

Since the beginning (and probably before) of recorded 
history, there have been practitioners of psychic phe- 
nomena7"seers, prophets, sorcerers, astrologers and 
necromancers. Nevertheless, it was not until the latter 
part of the nineteenth century that psychic phenomena 
began to be taken seriously and to be investigated by 
scientists. And it was not until 1934, when Dr. Joseph 
Banks Rhine substituted the term extrasensory perception 
for clairvoyance and telepathy, and dubbed the entire 
field of research into psychic phenomena parapsychol­
ogy, i that this field began to be regarded as science rather 
than superstition.

Since 1940, more than 1,000 abstracts dealing with 
parapsychological research have appeared in the Amer­
ican Psychological Association publication, Psychologi­
cal Abstracts. This is certainly evidence that, at long last, 
parapsychology is being accepted as a bonafide science.

One of the reasons for this acceptance is that para­
. psychologists have finally found a way to take a great 
deal of the guesswork out of their research, a method 
by which they can scientifically document many of the 
physiological changes which occur during psychic expe­
rience. Their tool is electronic instrumentation and the 

name of this innovation 
is psychotronics.

According to the 
Czechoslovakian re­
searchers who coined 
the word a few years 
ago, "psychotronics is, 
in essence, the bionics 
[the study of biology us­
ing electronic instru­
mentation] of man. •Its 
main objective is to com­
plete the set of laws gov­
erning the animate and 
inanimate world with 
new psychic, ' physical 
and biological knqwl- 
edge derived from cer­
tain extraordinary man­
ifestations of the human 
psyche. Further, the ob­
jective is to seek the 
practical consequences 
of the problems involved

by using either man as an intermediate link or by elimi­
nating man and using an artificial synthesis-e.g., by 
devising a "generator" of the energy used by man in 
telepathic transfer, mice definite evidence has been pro­
posed that none of the familiar forms of energy-elec­
tromagnetic, gravitational, or other, is involved.’^

This tool, psychotronics, gave birth to the new scien­
tific branch of parapsychology, Psychoenergetics.. Psy- 
choenergetic research is divided into three categories:

1. Psychotronics which includes telepathy, telegnosis, 
psychokinesis, etc.;

2. Cosmic biology which deals with man as a biologi­
cal unit in relation to external cosmic influences and with 
the role of cosmic influences in the formation of ESP and 
psychokinesis capacities; and

3.. Biological radiation, which views man as a second­
ary source, as a transformer, accumulator and modulator 
of cosmic energy, etc/3

Because parapsychologists are attempting to minimize 
the chaos in their research and contribute to progress, 
they automatically have veered toward psychotronics in 
an attempt to render their work less difficult. It is this 
psychotronics and specifically psychokinesis with which 
we will deal.

Psychokinesis (PK) is the ability to influence at a dis­
tance static or dynamic mobility of animate or inanimate 
objects. It includes telekinesis, the effective horizontal 
movement of objects, and levitation, the ability to lift 
objects vertically by inexplicably overcoming gravity.

The best known of all individuals exhibiting PK abil­
ity is a Russian, Ms. Nina S. Kulagina, sometimes re­
ferred to as Nelya Mikhailova. It is reported that Ms. 
Kulagina has command of the entire PK spectrum.*’5 In 
other words, she is able to move, usually with a pulling 
force, metallic objects which are magnetic, and also non­
metallic materials which do not respond to magnetic 
attraction. Although filmed documentation [fig. 1] fo­
cuses on her ability to psychokinetically move appar­
ently nonmagnetic metallic objects, researchers report 
that she is also able to move other objects, such as those 
made from wood, plastic, paper and leather.

A different type of PK force has been discovered and 
recently developed by Dr. Julius Kremessky, of Brati­
slava, Czechoslovakia.  ®’7 Apparently emitted from the 
eye, this phenomenon causes objects •floating on water or 
balanced on the point of a needle to move. [fig. 2] The 
force, which is pushing in nature, and whose impulses, act­
ing on a mirror surface, obeys the law of reflection, has 
been measured to have a value of some 10-2 dynes/cm2^ 
Almost everyone has experienced this phenomena at one 
time or another, whether in a crowded subway, bus or 
room. The effect is simply the sensation that somebody 
is staring at the back of one's head. Immediately upon 
becoming aware of this force, one senses the direction

from which it is coming, and turns and looks into the 
eyes of the person who is doing the staring. Referred to 
by this author as the “Eyeball Phenomenon,” it is one 
which may be effected by any person under the proper 
circumstances. In this regard, it is unlike the phenomenon 
exhibited by Ms. Kulagina, the manifestation of which 
requires training, practice and experience.

Another Czechoslovakian researcher, Robert Pavlita, 
has developed a means by which these PK forces may 
actually be stored.4 He calls his inventions psychotronic 
generators; he has developed a number of these gener­
ators, each of which releases its force to perform a 
specific work-function, e.g., rotating an object by some­
how overcoming the effects of a bar magnet which would 
ordinarily prevent rotation, [fig. 3]

It would appear, however, that the term psychotronic 
generator is actually a misnomer, since the “machines” 
invented by Pavlita behave more like capacitors than 

generators. Not only must they be charged (either by 
touch or by gaze), but there appears to be the possibility 
that they are amplifiers of energy, simply because the 
inverse distance-square law does not seem to apply to 
them. They might more properly be called psychotronic 
transformers, accumulators, or modulators.

The basis of the PK phenomena discussed in the above­
cited cases is considered to be a form of energy, known 
as bio-energy, which is generated by human beings as 
well as by all other living organisms. This bio-energy is 
not only storable, but also recordable through noncon- 
ventional photographic methods. Two Russian scientists, 
Semyon Kirlian and his wife Valentina, were able to 
photograph these bio-energy fields through the applica­
tion of the Tesla Coil.4 This coil, invented by Nicola 
Tesla in the early 1900’s, generates thousands of volts 
of electricity at high frequencies and with infinitesimal 
amounts of amperage. This method, commonly referred 
to as Kirlian photography, is similar to the currently used 
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x-ray process routinely employed in hospitals all over 
the world. Both the x-ray process and Kirlian photogra­
phy use a contact exposure principle. The Kirlian method 
places the object to be photographed, whether biological 
in nature or not, on top of the emulsion side of a photo­
graphic film negative. This complex is then contained 
between two circular metallic plates across which the 
Tesla coil voltage is momentarily applied. In the result­
ing picture, biQ-energy can be seen flowing out of the 
object from distinct points on the surface. Scientists 
agree that the rays emanating from the photographed 
object are not, but may very well contribute to or even 
be the basic factor of, "auras" commonly photographed 
with conventional techniques.

The Kirlians have advanced their photographic 
method to the point where they are not only able to 
"photograph" areas of the human body for diagnostic 
or prognostic purposes, but are able to "photograph" 
acupuncture sites. [fig. 4]

The Kirlian photographic method has sparked this au­
thor's interest and that of several other researchers 
throughout the world. To differentiate his work from that 
of the Kirlians, each researcher has developed his own 
technically descriptive name for this high frequency, high 
voltage photographic process. For example, the Czecho­
slovakians labei their process electrography [fig. 5] ; the 
author calls his a photoelectrographic process. [fig. 6]

Interest in this method of photography in the United 
States has grown to the point where a conference, The 
First Western Hemisphere Conference on Kirlian Pho­
tography and Acupuncture, was held on May 25, 1972, 
at the United Engineering Building, 345 East 47th Street, 
New York City, N.Y. 10017.

While European researchers have been investigating 
bio-energy in the parapsychological vein, Americans 
have been researching it from a medical, or psychophysi­
ological standpoint. Psychophysiologists have long 
known that when an individual becomes hypo or hyper­
tense, certain organs will function at an increased rate, 
while others will function at a decreased rate. However, 
practitioners of the Eastern philosophies, e.g., yoga and 
zen meditation, are able to cause their organs to function 
at a changed rate at will without the stimulus of a stress 
factor. Researchers in two relatively new fields, bio­
Feedback and altered states of consciousness (ASC), are 
successfully teaching the man-in-the-street to control, 
under laboratory conditions, his physiological functions 
without having to undergo the rigorous training period 
required of practitioners of the Eastern philosophies. 8A10 
The individuals being trained in the laboratory setting 
can, for example, learn to elevate temperature in one 
arm and lower it simultaneously in the other arm after 
only a few hours of training. Researchers in these new 
fields are advancing their techniques to the point where 
the individual will be able to control his entire gamut of 
physiological functions. Although the physiologists don't 
state it in this manner, the bio-energy generated by hu­
man beings is controllable by the individual generating 

it. Ordinarily, when the individual is functioning in a 
normal manner, his bio-energy is approximately equally 
distributed throughout his body. However, when neces­
sary, the individual can redistribute his bio-energy from 
many areas of the body to one area which has maximum 
need of this energy.

Bio-feedback and ASC researchers have begun to 
notice a curious corollary to this laboratory research. 
More and more often, individuals who have undergone 
laboratory training claim that, after several lab sessions, 
they found themselves better attuned to their environ­
ment than they had been before the experiments started. 
The subjects state that they believe they are becoming 
more psychic; they can tell who is calling them on the 
phone before they pick up the receiver, who they will be 
meeting within a few hours, etc. These subjects assert 
that before the laboratory experiments they had been 
aware of little or no psychic abilities within themselves. 
The psychophysiologists are perplexed over this sudden 
claim of increased psychic prowess and hesitate to label it 
psychical without further investigation.

Individuals exhibiting abilities classified as parapsy­
chological seem to control their bio-energy automatically, 
without any training whatsoever. Therefore, it appears 
to this author that the two disciplines, parapsychology 
and psychophysiology, are converging upon a common 
point, but from different perspectives. It is obvious that 
the researchers of both disciplines soon will be "joining 
forces" for the purpose of scientific clarification, rather 
than perpetuating the opposition between their two fields.

"THEY ARE WATCHING ME '' 

SAYS MUHAMMAD All
Beyond Reality Staff Interviews World Famous 

Heavyweight Boxer in Cherry Hill, New Jersey Home

On December 2nd, Muhammad Ali (Cassius Clay) and his two personal 
trainers, Angelo Dundee and Drew Brown, along with UPI sports correspondent 
Bill Yerigan, reportedly observed two unusually brilliant lights over New York's 
Central Park during the "Champion's" 5 A.M. work-out.

Muhammad Ali consented to meet with the staff of BEYOND REALITY 
in his home in Cherry Hill, New Jersey. Upon arriving we found that he had 
invited his wife and several of his close friends to the private screening of sev­
eral motion pictures showing UFOs in flight, from our large files which we had 
consented to show.

After viewing the movies several times and obviously determining our sin­
cerity, be settled back and began talking about his own experiences. "Mind you 
these UFOs are nothing new to me," he said. "I've a good feeling they're 
watching over me, boys," he chatted before going into details.

Ali began by relating the experience which took place in Central Park. "We 
looked up and saw this big 'thing' in the sky, it looked like a 'beacon' of some 
sort. A minute or two later a second UFO came overhead. This one had a 
glowing trail behind it." Muhammad added, "This was no joke, fellows, all 
my friends saw it." His sighting was later verified by reports from Long Island 
and New Jersey where a civilian pilot taking off from Newark Airport re­
portedly came in close contact with a UFO.

Ali purports that these craft have been following him for several years. He 
told us: "Every morning when the sky is clear, between 4 and 5 A.M., you 
can see them. All you have to do is concentrate your vision on a particular 
portion of the heavens, and by looking long enough you can tell if there is 
anything unusual moving up there."

He added, "They have been around me for at least six or seven years. During 
this period I must have had close to sixteen or seventeen different sightings. 
On one occasion I was out driving in a car when this large ship—shaped like 
a cigar as I recall-came over and its shadow covered both lanes of the highway."

Muhammad Ali isof the opinion that the UFOs he has observed are not from 
any other planet, but represent some earthly culture of which we are not totally 
aware. The answer, Ali says, is given in detail in Elijah Muhammad's "A 
Message to the Black Man in America."

"This country could really be saved if people would just understand what 
UFOs mean," the famous boxer and controversial public figure contends. D

cive to success. One must not tense up 
too much, but neither should he be too 
relaxed about it.

"To insure the successful sales of 
your product, do not limit your mental 
projections to the man with whom you 
will be dealing," Hoy points out. "Ex­
tend your projections to other people 
in the firm, so that should your client 
need to check with a higher-up or make 
a second call, you will already have sur­
rounded yourself with images of others 
who will help you make the sale."

As stated earlier, these abilities do 
not appear all at once. But, similar to 
any field of endeavor, one's batting av­
erage will increase with practice. To 
sharpen one's telepathic talents, Hoy 
suggests a few simple psychic exercises. 
For example, when a man has put in a 

• long day either at the office or in mak­
ing calls, toward late afternoon he will . 
begin to think about the evening meal. 
If this particular man wished to de- • 
velop his psychic prowess, he should 
attempt to send to his wife an exact 
mental image of what he wants for din­
ner. It could be something unusual, and 
many times it is good in an experimen­
tal situation to deliberately make it un­
usual. Then when the meal is actually 
served, it is set apart from coincidence.

David Hoy divides ESP into three 
distinct categories, telepathy, precogni­
tion, and psychokinesis. Telepathy, or 
mind communication, has already been 
discussed in this article. Precognition, 
then, is the ability to foretell an event— 
large or small—in advance of its actual 
occurrence. Hoy believes this is done 
by something he calls "time projected 
empathy."

"What I do—wild as it sounds—is 
throw myself into the future, see some­
thing happen, and verbalize it," Hoy 
explains to his audiences. "That way it 
is a mental, emotional happening, hav­
ing nothing to do with crystal balls, as­
trology, ' or any of the other 'occult' 
sciences."

What Hoy is trying to teach here is 
empathy with the future. If one is in 
empathic communication with the fu­
ture, the act of foretelling it is actually 
more like remembering it.

Hoy is quite firm about the methods 
he uses to judge a prediction, and he 
urges others to adopt the same attitude.

"If you make a prediction," he tells 
his audiences, "there must be three cri­
teria for it. First, you must make it pub­
lic; second, it must be carried by some 
form of the news media; and third, you 
must give a time sequence in which the 

event should take place. In this way 
you can check yourself to see if you 
are really hitting."

Along with telepathy and precogni­
tion, Hoy believes psychokinesis to be 
a distinct category in extra-sensory per­
ception. Psychokinesis, or PK, as it is 
more commonly referred to, means 
mind-over-mind, or mind-over-matter.

The value of PK can be demon­
strated in one important example—get­
ting a raise.

"It is possible to get a raise from your 
boss through ESP," states Hoy. "You 
simply suggest mentally how much you 
need, repeating this suggestion for seY- 
eral days. Then walk into the boss' of­
fice one day without saying anything 
about it, and watch that raise materi­
alize."

It is also possible to use PK in the 
area of health.

"I often tell the salesmen that they 
need not have a cold if they do not want 
it," Hoy informed me. "Usually one of 
the reasons we get a cold in the first 
place is because we get sympathy from 
our wives and fellow workers, and it 
gives us an opportunity to take off work 
for a while without feeling guilty about 
it.

"I have a simple process I apply 
whenever I feel the sniffles coming on.
I. grab hold of my nose and say : 'I am 
calling upon aU my bodily resources 
to cause me not to have a cold. I do not 
want to have a cold.'

"This has worked now for me for 
several years, and I haven't had a cold 
for at least five years. I think it's possi­
ble for anyone to try this process. It is 
simply an example of mind over mat­
ter."

Telepathy, precognition, and psycho­
kinesis . are all valuable tools to man. 
They are not new to him, and they 
probably predate the flint, the wheel, 
and even the utilization of fire.

"I believe that before man used 
speech he was aware of people and 
events by a subliminal pattern of 
thought," Dr. Hoy once related in an 
interview.

This awareness is still with • us, 
although the trappings of rational 
thought arid logic have somewhat ob­
scured it. And, not only is this aware­
ness still within us, but it can be fully 
activated by anyone who desires to do 
so. These "magic" tools which primi­
tive man used to assist him in his daily 
affairs have now become psychic tools 
of the Seventies that any businessman 
might give practical application to.

A good salesman, to survive, must 
develop an intuition regarding his cli­
ents and their needs. The top men in 
the sales field undoubtedly have this 
ability, yet they seldom call this intui­
tion by its proper name, ESP. Extra­
sensory perception does not belong to 
these men, nor does it belong to career 
psychics. It is a faculty of all men which 
can be developed and applied toward 
whatever vocation a man may
This development simply takes time 
and practice.

Once again then, let us consult David 
Hoy and review the seven tips he offers 
to salesmen and executive personnel 
throughout the country:

1. Believe in ESP and actively 
practice it, especially in the form of 
telepathy.

2. Develop an awareness of when 
mental contact has been successfully 
made.

3. Use selectivity and limited time 
areas when just beginning.

4. For best results, practice telep­
athy in a tension-to-relaxation state.

5. Make extrasensory projections 
about your sales.

6. Find out what the other person 
wants by telepathy and then find out 
the best way to help him get what 
he wants.

7. Continually practice mental 
suggestion; exercise regularly your 
extrasensory abilities.
"One of the best sales gimmicks in 

the world is to find out what the cus­
tomer needs from your line," Hoy in­
sists, "and then you fulfill this need. 
You can do this mentally even before 
you enter his. office. Collect in your 
mind exactly what he needs, then walk 
in boldly and sell it to him."

The seriousness of Hoy's delivery 
and the quality personnel of the presti­
gious groups before which he has 
spoken make a lie of the image of the 
wild-eyed, fiery-tongued stereotype so 
often associated with career psychics. 
A responsible family man with three 
children, Hoy doos not believe that the 
practice of paranormal abilities should 
separate a man from his community in 
any way. The whole thrust of Hoy's 
message contends that ESP be put to 
practical usage so that the individual 
practitioner might reap the greatest re­
wards possible.

"Use ESP in your personal relation­
ships," Hoy urges. "Use ESP in your 
working relationships. Do not hesitate 
to apply ESP in your chosen field for 
maximum advancement." 0

Brought up in Honduras, with a 
Background of Voodoo, witchcraft 
and “Obeah”, Gay Darlene Bidart 

has strong mediumistic powers.

Tucson, Arizona high 
school teacher was 
dismissed recently by 
her principal. The 
charge: She told her 
students that she was 
a practicing witch. 
Accused and dis­
charged, she was im­
mediately rehired by 

the Board of Education on the 
grounds that witchcraft is seen 
today as a “practicing reli­
gion” and not as the ancients 
believed a sect devoted to Sa­
tan and devil worship.

What had started the full­
blown controversy, it was re­
ported, was the fact that one of 
her students reported to his par­
ents that the teacher, Ann Stew­
art, who had been teaching for 
about a dozen years, had ad­
mitted to her pupils that she 

was a witch. Her legal advisors told 
her to remain silent against the 
charges leveled against her.

In Chester, West Virginia, a pro­
fessional horse trainer, Frank Dam­
inger, sued several of the townspeo­
ple for a total of $155,000 after they 

accused him of being “a male witch 
who used occult powers to seduce 
young girls.”

Daminger was subjected to vari­
ous harassments including having 
hex signs placed above the entrance 
to his home; a huge white cross was 
erected on the property next to him; 
and attempts were also made to poi­
son several of the horses that the 34 
year old West Virginian was in the 
process of training.

New York witches have the com­
plete backing of the American Civil 
Liberties Union. The Union became 
involved after the New York City 
Parks Department refused to grant 
a permit io hold a “Witch-In” in 
Central Park to celebrate Hallowe’en 
which is the major holiday of all 
Witches.

Leo Louis Martello head of the 
“Witches Liberation Movement” and 
an organization known as “The 
Witches International Craft Associ­
ates”, took his case to the ACLU and 
together they confronted the City 
Parks attorney and its Deputy Com­
missioner. After a brief talk and a 
threat by Martello to sue the city, the

permit was granted and the earlier de­
cision was reversed.

Casting spells, calling up deities, 
burning candles and dancing around in 
the light of the moon—is only a small 
portion of what Witchcraft really is, 
states Raymond Buckland, director of 
The Museum of Witchcraft and Ma­
gick, on Long Island. Buckland, who 
received his Ph.D., from King's College 
in London is also the High Priest of a 
coven of witches who trace their foun­
dation back thousands of years.

Buckland's museum houses the arti­
facts of the craft including magick 
wands, ceremonial knives, a headdress 
of horns worn by the High Priest dur­
ing certain sabbaths, and even one of 
the "lock-ups" identical to those found 
in Salem and other communities where 
witches were put on open public exhi­
bition.

The author of several books on the 
subject he promotes witchcraft as "a 
religion which believes in the powers 
of nature." In witchcraft there are two 
important gods, Buckland continued. 
"There is the Mother Goddess who 
rules over the summer. She is the god 
of fertility, rebirth and magick. There 
is also the male deity who is the god 
of the hunt and death."

Some miles away in Manhattan's up­
per east side, Walli Elmlark explained 
that Witches do not sell their souls to 
the devil. "Satan is a purely Christian 
concept," Walli an attractive witch in 
her mid-twenties with long flowing 
black hair related. "Ours is a religion 
that goes back long before Christianity 
was even around. We believe in the 
power of the elements—fire, water, air 
and earth and believe that we can com­
municate with the gods who look down 
upon us and guide our lives."

Asked where the misconception of 
devil worshipping originated, Walli re­
plied: "The early Christians who were 
trying to lure followers of the 'Old 
Religion' away from their faith and to 
that of Christianity told the people that 
the devil had horns and since the male 
god of the witches was symbolically 
a horned goat he therefore was Satan 
and evil. Actually to us this horned 
god was good because he came into 
reign during the whiter season when the 
fields were barren and man had to live 
by fishing and hunting.”

Walli sees her place in today's Witch­
craft as one of modernizing the rituals 
and ceremonies. She has already gath­
ered around her a number of stu­

dents who possess a great amount of 
psychic powers. "One of my students 
by the name of Valeria is becoming 
adapt at gazing into the crystal ball. 
She recently saw a vision in which one 
of her friends was being attacked by a 
gang and going into the hospital for 
medical treatment. Later that night her 
prediction came true when a well- 
known motorcycle gang beat her friend 
and badly cut her at a rock concert."

Another of New York's vocal 
witches is "Witch Hazel" who despite 
the non-serious pictures her name. often 
brings up takes her Witchcraft quite

seriously. She has practiced moving 
objects with her mind ever since she 
was a child. On one occasion, Hazel be­
came enraged at another girl and sent 
a pile of books flying in her direction 
by her own telekinetic force.

According to Hazel one of the deep 
beliefs of all Witches is in reincarna­
tion. "In our religion we believe that 
every person alive on earth today has 
lived many times in the past. I am able 
to remember several of my previous 
lifetimes including one where I was 
burnt for being a witch," Hazel states. 
Going one step further yet the lovely 
witch whose friends jokingly refers to 
her sometimes as "Raquel Witch" 
claims that many of those she knew in 
previous incarnations are meeting her 
again in this lifetime.

Witchcraft may also have been re­
sponsible in saving her life. Several 
years ago Hazel was in a bad car acci­
dent in which she went through the 

windshield of the auto she was driving 
in. The doctors took her to the hospi­
tal immediately where she was still 
losing a lot of blood. And although 
they managed to save her life Hazel 
was told that her face, which had got­
ten badly cut, would be scarred for life. 
Deciding that she would not let this 
happen Hazel using a form of self­
hypnosis "which is really a part of 
witchcraft" willed her face to heal. 
When the doctors removed the band­
ages they were shocked to find her fea­
tures totally restored and not a scar 
on her face.

A background of Voodoo and 
"Obeah" as part of her upbringing in 
Honduras, Gay Darline Bidart, also of 
New York has strong mediumistic 
powers. Going into a deep trance, often 
under the complete control of the 
spirits, Darline has had seances in 
which entities who existed on earth in 
the days of the Roman empire talk 
freely.

She sees Witchcraft as more than 
religion, "After all Witchcraft is dif­
ferent according to the cultural back­
ground you were raised in. I do not 
worship the gods as such but the power 
that nature provides.”

During the ceremonies performed 
by her coven, Darline dresses in a pur­
ple and white two piece outfit bordered 
in black. Her navel is^exposed because 
"this is the center of all my psychic 
powers" and she is barefoot "as you 
get tremendous power when you are in 
contact with the earth."

Whatever Witchcraft may be, it is 
being used extensively for good. The 
power and energy created by a group 
of people all thinking along the same 
line of thought is fantastic. "If you 
could harness it and use it you could 
supply the necessary power to run a 
city the size of Detroit," Witch Hazel 
has often remarked to me.

It is also a sociological and religious 
movement that is springing up all 
across the United States. According to 
a recent poll there are approximately 
a half million practicing witches in 
America today and the number is grow­
ing rapidly.

What are Witches asking for? In gen­
eral Walli Elmlark sums it up the best. 
"We only want the religious freedoms 
that are guaranteed us in the constitu­
tion. We no longer wish to be perse­
cuted for our beliefs and for our actions 
but to be accepted by society." D

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With tape recorder, camera and a “sensitive" on hand, science 
probed deep to determine the source of the disturbances.

Like all investigators of psychic phenomena, we some­
times receive strange and provocative telephone calls. 
Often, the remarks of the person over the telephone are 
enough to make us realize we are dealing with psycho­
pathology, not psychic phenomena. Those of us who have 
experience in psychical research become adept at sep­
arating the genuine psychic sensitive from the much more 
numerous psi kooks. In the investigation of haunted 
houses, emotional disturbances might be expected to oc­
cur with greater frequency than with other types of psy­
chic phenomena, although such investigations have been 
productive.

For example, about three years ago we explored in 
depth a supposedly haunted house occupied by a well- 
known writer and his actress wife. The house had been 
the scene of much activity with the appearance and dis­
appearance of an apparition which had been seen at 
different times by several people who did not know one 
another. The descriptions of this ephemeral person seen 
by these independent observers were remarkably similar. 

The apparition was about 5'10" tall, rather heavy set, 
in his late 40's or early 50's, invariably wearing a white 
shirt, no tie, and black trousers. In our investigations we 
asked several sensitives to go through the house inde­
pendently of each other and to write a description of what 
sort of "ghost" they thought might be inhabiting the 
house. We also asked another group of people who 
claimed no psychic faculties to write their descriptions 
of what a ghost in this house might læk like. We found 
that the sensitives' descriptions corresponded to a very 
significant degree with the descriptions of the "ghost" 
reported by those who had actually seen it. The non­
sensitive control group showed no agreement at all in 
their descriptions. Another interesting point in the inves­
tigation was the fact that one of the sensitives predicted 
a fire would break out in the house, but that the fire 
would not endanger the lives of the two people living in 
the house. Eight months later the fire did occur as pre­
dicted. This investigation was noteworthy because, in 
spite of the various haunting activities of the "ghost"-

which included doors opening unexpectedly by them­
selves, lights going on in the middle of the night, sounds 
of a dinner party in the dining room, all of which were 
reported in vivid detail by the owners of the house during 
a period of several months-the rather astounding and 
frustrating fact is that in all of the times our people vis­
ited the house, none of them ever saw or heard anything 
unusual.

About a year after this most puzzling investigation, 
one of the present authors received an intriguing tele­
phone call. The person who called, Mr. R., said he had 
been referred to us by neighbors who had heard of our 
previous investigations of haunted houses. After Mr. R. 
had discussed his particular problem with the parish 
priest, he decided to ask for our assistance. The problem, 
as we heard about it over the telephone, was the house 
in which Mr. R. and his family had lived for more than 
15 years. No one in the family, which consisted of Mr. 
and Mrs. R. and their five children, three of whom were 
still living in the family home, had noticed anything 
unusual in all the years of living there until approxi­
mately two years before the telephone call. At that time, 
apparently Mr. R. had suffered a serious heart attack 
and had been taken to the Veterans' Administration Hos­
pital, where he had remained for several weeks and had 
undergone open heart surgery. It was while Mr. R. was 
in the hospital that the family began to experience many 
peculiar episodes at home. These included footsteps 
walking up and down the hall at night, objects such as 
a shoe being suddenly propelled across the room, foot­
steps walking outside, up and down the driveway, and a 
voice moaning softly the name of one of the sons, "Peter, 
Peter ..." In addition, a ghostly figure had appeared at 
different times to one or another member of the family. 
At first, while still in the hospital, Mr. R. thought his 
family were imagining these occurrences, but on his re­
turn home he himself became a witness to the strange 
sights and sounds. In fact, he spoke of one night when 
his bed shook so violently, apparently of itself, that he 
was afraid it would collapse with him in it. The list of 
events he gave over the telephone was specific and vivid, 
His assurance that the parish priest had also observed 
some of these things and would welcome our visit made 
us quickly set an appointment for the following Monday 
evening. We chose Monday because, according to Mr. 
R., the ghost seemed to be most active on that particular 
night.

On this first investigatory trip we took with us one 
of our most reliable sensitives and a tape recorder. At 
that first meeting, Mr. and Mrs. R. were both present, 
as well as the three sons, ages 17, 15 and 14, who lived 
in the house with them.

The 17-year-old, Peter, seemed to be the one with 
closest contact with one of the "ghosts." This "ghost" 

he described as a monk dressed in a brown habit, who 
always appeared in a position turned away from Peter 
so that his face was not visible. Peter said that for a period 
of two years now he had seen the monk's slight figure 
at various times during the day and at night. Apparently 
the monk did not occupy any particular room, but had 
appeared and disappeared in the bedrooms, in the living 
room and in the hall. On one occasion Peter had reached 
out his hand to touch the monk and felt his hand go 
through the brown habit which seemed to dissolve, but 
which felt cold and damp to the touch. On several occa­
sions Peter, who looks like a solidly-built football tackle 
with little apparent fear about anything, addressed the 
monk, asking what he wanted and what he was doing 
there. At no time did the monk answer him or even seem 
to notice Peter's presence.

The middle son, abed 15, had never seen the monk 
dressed in brown. One time in the family automobile, 
however, he turned around to the back seat and saw the 
figure of a man clothed in a long black cape sitting there. 
In his surprise he reached out toward the man and the 
man disappeared. The 14-year-old son thought all of 
these things very funny and preferred not to talk of them 
at all. He said he had never seen anything strange and 
only once during the night awakened from sleep by 
the feeling of a hand on his head as if it were stroking his 
hair. This one admission came very grudgingly from him 
because he was clearly embarrassed.

Mrs. R., an attractive looking woman in her middle 
40's, very lively and voluble, reported that she too had 
seen a monk. This monk was not dressed in a brown 
habit, but in pure white. He was facing her, so that she 
could look into his face, which was not a face at all but 
a brilliant blue flame. One day as she was going unex­
pectedly into her bedroom, she saw the monk standing 
at the bureau where she kept her religious statues. This 
monk disappeared too, but she said he disappeared very 
gradually, almost imperceptibly. Together Mr. and Mrs. 
R. described another incident which occurred early one 
morning, about 2 o'clock. Mrs. R. had gotten up to go 
to the bathroom, heard a strange sound in the living 
room, looked inside, and was shocked to see a very solid 
figure of a man dressed like a cowboy rocking in the 
rocking chair. She was so startled she uttered a small 
scream and almost immediately was joined by her hus­
band, Mr. R., who apparently saw the same man sitting 
in the rocking chair. Oddly enough, Mr. and Mrs. R. 
did not discuss this experience that night. Instead, Mr. R. 
led Mrs. R. back to bed and they both went back to sleep 
without talking. It was not until the next morning at 
breakfast that they discussed the episode and agreed 
that they had both seen the same figure. On further ques­
tioning, Mrs. R. reported another manifestation-or were 
they hallucinations? One was an old man with a limp, 
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seen by her 3-year-old granddaughter; another, seen only 
by her visiting daughter, was a very tall man, dressed in 
cowboy clothes but whose head and neck consisted only 
of a coiled rope. Finally, the figure of a tall man dressed 
in black pants, high boots and a T-shirt was seen walking 
around the side of the house and, seemingly, right through 
the wall into the cellar. This last figure was not seen by 
anyone in the family, but by the next-door neighbors 
who reported they had seen the figure disappear into 
the cellar through the closed cellar door. In order to in­
vestigate Mrs. R. went into the cellar and found no trace 
of any person, but did find a note written on a piece of 
notebook paper which said, "Don't bring strangers. It 
is not for you. It is for. the boys."

At that point during the interview we felt for the first 
time in these many bizarre stories that there was a pos­
sibility of tangible evidence and we asked if we might see 
the note. Alas, according to Mrs. R., she had put the note 
away that day and the next morning took it over to show 
to her neighbor.^When she unfolded the paper, she found 
that the writing had disintegrated badly and even as she 
talked to her neighbors the ink, just like evaporating ink, 
totally vanished before their eyes.

At about this point in the interview, the parish priest, 
Father Thomas, arrived. He was a short, thin man with 
a heavy accent. He had arrived in this country not too 
long ago from the Basque area in Spain. It was clear that 
he was in a state of conflict between his religious beliefs 
and the mystery of the phenomena he had experienced. 
He was quick to say that he personally had never seen 
any strange figure of a "ghost" at any time during his 
many overnight visits at the home. Several times he had 
noticed during the night "some kind of noise in the air." 
He described it as "somebody walking, but just in the 
air, not like walking in a solid place." Even though he 
would get out of bed quickly to trace those "walking in 
the air" steps, he never succeeded in seeing any figure 
or hearing any noise other than the one he described. 
Father Thomas felt that whatever was happening in the 
house was causing the family a lot of anxiety and he was 
very interested in getting rid of the disturbances. He told 
us that he himself had known one or two other houses 
like this one. He had visited one just a year before and 
had blessed the house. After that blessing, the people 
never reported any more trouble. Unfortunately, his 
blessing of the R's house was not at all effective. Father 
Thomas made a statement that was to become very 
meaningful to us. He said he had been at this home many, 
many nights with nothing more unusual occurring than 
the noise of footsteps in the air. Whatever was agitating 
the house, however, would always reappear with much 
greater intensity the day after one of Father Thomas' 
visits.

After this discussion, our small group, which included 

our sensitive, went on a tour of the house and grounds. 
The house was an extremely well-kept, attractive, lower 
middle class home. Its only remarkable feature was the 
cellar. Inside the cellar a very deep hole had been dug 
with dirt piled high all around it. The family explained 
to us, and only with great difficulty did we understand, 
that the written message, "Don't bring strangers. It is not 
for you. It is for the boys," which was found in the cellar, 
combined with the numerous visions of the tall man in 
boots disappearing through the wall into the cellar, had 
led gradually to the conviction on the part of the family 
that there was buried treasure in the cellar. Mr. R. had 
given permission to one of his friends to dig in the cellar 
for the treasure with the agreement that they would split 
whatever booty was found. Nothing had yet been dis­
covered and nothing, to our knowledge, has since been 
uncovered.

Returning to the living room we asked our sensitive 
if he had received any impressions. He gave some about 
the area in which the house was situated but none of his 
impressions seemed to relate to the disturbances which 
have been described. Having been "ictims of over-enthu­
siasm before, our small group, in later discussing the 
data collected, agreed that this could be, (a) either one 
of the most interesting haunted houses on record or, (b) 
a magnificent example of folie a famille or mass hysteria. 
Either way it seemed that we would have a profitable 
investigation, either into psychic or psychological phe­
nomena.

About a week after the initial interview, Mrs. R. tele­
phoned to say that activities had become much more 
numerous. On one night it sounded as if someone were 
beating a heavy stick on the pavement in the drive where 
the tall man had been walking. On another night one of 
Mrs. R.'s shoes had been thrown from under her bed out 
into the hall, while the whole family was in the living 
room. Father Thomas had come and spent two nights, 
without sleeping, but had seen nothing. It was then agreed 
that our sensitive would go out on October 31st (which 
incidentally happened to be Halloween) to spend the 
night and to tape-record anything that might occur. Our 
sensitive spent the night in the basement room, but saw 
and heard nothing. His opinion was that whatever dis­
turbance might be in the house could be explained in 
terms of family emotions. He felt Mr. R. was a cruel, 
domineering man.

On the basis of this report, it was decided to have 
Mrs. R. keep a daily record of all the events that might 
happen during the week. Since it seemed that nothing 
appeared when people deliberately arrived, as in the case 
of Father Thomas or ourselves, we obtained permission 
to come unannounced, when no one would be aware we 
were there, to see if anything unusual could be observed 
that way. One of our group, (Continued on page 56)

or centuries, the Tarot has 
been a source of inspiration 
and wisdom for seekers of oc­
cult knowledge. It's origin has 
never been absolutely deter­
mined, although many theo­

ries exist, tracing it back to Egypt, India, 
Palestine, Italy and even China.

It is certain they have appeared in one 
form or another in every period in history, 
and in nearly every country. A case could 
be made by linking the symbolism on the 
cards to any of the major occult/spiritual 

systems of teaching, and in each case be 
Г correct, as all of these schools are simply 
different methods of approaching the One. 

There is an obvious connection with the Cabalah, partic­
ularly in relation to the numbers, and with astrology; 
although it is not limited to these interpretations.

The Tarot consists of 78 cards, depicting a wide range 
of situations and states of consciousness. A wise observer 
will find the whole of the universe contained in its sym-

bois. They have often been regarded with superstition 
and fear because negative as well as positive aspects of 
creation are included. However, all states are necessary; 
and those who fear the Tarot fear the conditions of 
existence themselves.

With the current tide of interest in the Occult, many 
decks of Tarot cards have appeared on the market. Most 
of these are of relatively modern design-less than a cen- 
tury-and give the artists' personal concept of the mean­
ing and essence of the "original" cards.

Among the most popular are the Waite deck, designed 
by the English mystic, A. E. Waite; the Swiss and French 
decks, the Aleister Crowley deck, and the Church of 
Light deck, which is Egyptian in emphasis. The Etteilla 
deck, designed in the last century by a French fortune­
teller with a flair for the demonic, is generally credited 
with being the most spectacular and bizarre of them all.

Whatever the interpretation, it is generally believed 
that the "true" meaning of the Tarot cards has been lost 
over the centuries; due mostly to attacks of Enlighten­
ment which are prone to sweep the earth from time to 
time. The Tarot fell into disrepute at the hands of the

Enlightened, who either did not understand them or did 
not like what they understood, were suppressed, and for 
the most part disappeared, except within certain "secret" 
societies and among those who would not follow the dic­
tates of the new religions.

However, to assume that the original teachings were 
lost forever is to assume that the wisdom contained in 
the cards can be found nowhere else. This is perhaps a 
mistake, except in the sense that wisdom is always lost 
to a fool; although certainly the original interpretations 
are rarely found.

The Tarot is most commonly referred to in relation 
to fortune-telling. Although it may be used to foretell 
future events, this was never its primary function, and 
the use of the cards for this purpose has been regarded 
with suspicion by some of its most faithful adherents.

Many books of interpretations are now available, and 
can be very helpful to the student, but in all cases it must 
be remembered that a symbol stands for many things 
which cannot be interpreted in words, and a rigid ad­
herence to definitions can obscure understanding, rather 
than develop it. The Tarot has traditionally been used as 
a focal point in meditation, and a silent contemplation 
of each card in this manner may be very rewarding to 
those who wish to gain a deep understanding of them.

Keeping this in mind, the following are brief sugges­
tions for the study of some of the cards:

The deck is divided into two parts, called the Major 
and Minor Arcana, respectively. Of these, the Major 
Arcana are considered the "trumps," and describe the 
progress of the soul toward spiritual evolvement. There 
is some controversy as to the order of cards in the Major 
Arcana. In this case, I have followed the numerical order 
found in the Waite deck.

I. The Magician. This is the Will. One hand points to­
ward heaven, the other toward earth; he has the proper 
relationship to both. The symbol of eternal life crowns 
him, and the two parts of his belt are positivity and nega­
tivity. The staff in his right hand again symbolizes the 
will. Before him, on the table, are the symbols of the four 
elements: the wand (fire), chalice (water), pentacle 
(earth), and sword (air). These four elements also com­
prise the suits of the Minor Arcana.

II. The High Priestess. She is the companion of the 
Magician, both complementing and critically analyzing 
the Will. She stands guard between the pillars of the 
temple, the entrance to the Divine Mysteries. They may 
not be entered except by her consent. In her lap she 
holds a scroll, which is the Akashic record of the soul. It 
is only partly unrolled, showing that we only remember 

a small part of our existence. The Priestess also portrays 
the emotions: at her feet are the moon and a boat, some­
times called the Bark of Isis. This signifies that the emo­
tions, which are vital and necessary, must maintain their 
proper proportion. She represents that faculty which crit­
ically assesses the actions of the Will.

III. The Empress. She is surrounded by green trees and 
a thriving field; a shield with the symbol of Venus is at 
her side, and she is crowned with stars. She is fertility in 
all of its aspects. Three is the number of Form, and the 
Empress is surrounded by all of the creative forms of 
Nature. In a greater sense, she is Creative Activity on 
the plane of the earth, in the realm of matter.

IV. The Emperor. He is the companion of the Empress, 
and is the faculty of Reason, as expressed on the plane of 
earth, which must accompany the fruitfulness of the 
Creator. He stands for the dominance of invested author­
ity of the mind, although if separated from the Empress 
this dominance would be too severe, and an imbalance 
would occur; just as Creation would run rampant with­
out the guidance of Intelligence.

V. The Hierophant (Sometimes caUed the Pope). He 
represents the authority of external religion, as opposed 
to the High Priestess, who governs the esoteric, or con­
cealed doctrine. He wears gloves, showing that he takes 
no bribes, and his^ hand is raised in a sign which depicts 
the distinction between what is manifest and what is con­
cealed. He represents the head of the earthly hierarchy, 
and is himself the symbol of a greater, divine hierarchy. 
This card also represents the rigidity which can occur 
if adherence to external religion exceeds its proper meas­
ure. In another aspect, he is the voice of intuition, and 
educator of the masses.

VI. The Lovers. This represents human love, and the 
part it plays in attaining the divine. The lovers are facing 
each other unclothed-that is, without concealment; the 
tree of life is behind the man, and behind the woman, 
the tree of the knowledge of good and evil. In this state, 
they are one with the angel above them. In the 18th

this card was called "marriage"; however, that 
particular definition has a tendency to limit it to a more 
temporal interpretation than is intended.

VII. The Chariot. This card completes the First Initia­
tion. It means triumph and conquest in every sense, on 
the external and physical level. It is sometimes implied 
that the charioteer has successfully passed the trials of 
the First Initiation, and has gained the mastery of the
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STRENGTH.

manifest world. In this way, "triumph over obstacles" 
has also been attributed to it.

УШ. Strength (Sometimes called Fortitude). Here a 
woman is shown closing the mouth of a lion, which rep­
resents the "roar of the world." She is exerting no great 
force, and uses no weapon. Therefore, she symbolizes 
the strength which is gained in contemplation and gentle­
ness, and is becoming one with the godhead. Above her 
head is the same symbol which crowns the magician.

. The Hermit (or Sage). He has attained the moun­
taintop, or spiritual heights, and in this way he is soli­
tary. In earlier decks, the hermit is portrayed as conceal­
ing his lantern beneath his cloak, thereby emphasizing 
the "hiding of the light," the necessary separation of the 
holy man from the masses. However, in the Waite deck 
he is shown holding his lantern out over the edge of the 
peak, allowing those below to find their way up as well. 
This implies a faith that the light or wisdom, no longer 
needs to be hidden.

X. e Wheel of Fortune. This card represents "the 
flow"; the alternation of increase and decrease in human 
life. The name of power within the wheel indicates that 
the divine principle functions through it all. In a broader 
sense, it implies that there is purpose, or fate, operating 
at all times-the unchanging amidst change. This card 
reveals that there is no chance, or accident, in the 
universe.

XI. J . This card is pretty self-explanatory, al­
though it might be well to consider the cosmic laws of 
retribution in relation to it-those universal laws which 
operate above and beyond human law, and may at times 
exclude it. Implied herein is the concept that man, by his 
actions, invokes his own retribution.

. The Hanged Man, or Martyr. One of the mean­
ings often attributed to this card is "the masses," which 
may give a clue to some of its symbols. Those who find 
this card horrifying should note that the expression on 
the martyr's face is tranquil, and the tree from which he 
is suspended is living. The aura above his head shows 
divinity. One leg is crossed behind the other, making a 
five-pointed star, or pentacle. This is one of the most 
misunderstood cards of the Tarot, usually taken to mean 
martyrdom or duty. In any case, he is bound and turned 
upside down by the world. By esoteric definition, he is 
the Higher Self, tied upon the cross. There is no reason 
to believe that the hanged man is not doing this by his 
own volition.

XIII. Death. Probably the most misunderstood card 
in the pack. It does in one sense indicate physical death, 
but it also stands for transformation. In the Waite deck 
a horseman is portrayed, carrying a banner with the 
mystic rose-symbol of life and rebirth upon it. In other 
decks the Grim Reaper is shown, scything skulls off a 
field. In either instance, it stands for the clearing away 
of what is dead, decayed or useless, in order to make 
room for the new. Each "death" carries with it the neces­
sity of rebirth. This card is often associated with the as­
trological sign of Scorpio.

XIV. Temperance (or ‘‘The Angel of Time"). A winged 
angel is shown pouring liquid from one chalice into an­
other. In some decks, one of these chalices is gold, and 
the other silver, and in some the angel has one foot upon 
the earth and the other upon the water. In one sense, this 
card represents union-of male and female, spirit and 
matter, past and present. The liquid which the angel 
pours may be seen as the divine substance of which all 
creation is made. The pouring of this principle from one 
vessel into another shows that it may be transferred into 
a different form, although the substance is essentially the 
same. Other interpretations suggest that it is the trans­
formation necessary for purification, on the descent of 
the divine spirit into matter.

XV. The Devil, or Black Magician. Here a demonic 
figure is portrayed, perched upon a cube, with a man and 
woman chained to it. The fact that the devil is often 
drawn to look like the Horned God of pagan religions 
reveals the artist's misconception of that particular deity, 
and the confusion between Cernunos and the Satan of 
the Christians perpetrated in the middle ages. Neverthe­
less, the meaning remains unchanged. This card repre­
sents the negative forces, and the evil which arises from 
using knowledge for perverse purposes. It also stands 
for the enslavement of man to material passions and illu­
sion, and to his own lower nature. The man and woman 
are the obverse of the pair shown in "The Lovers"- 
they are now victimized by their own predispositions. 
To assume that this card represents an external devil, 
and the chains as involuntary, is naive.

XVI. The Lightning-Strack Tower (or "The House of 
God"). Here is shown a tower, with a crown on top, 
being struck by lightning from the sky. On one hand, it 
can be seen as the divine spirit striking the fortress of 
materiality, or of purely intellectual achievement, which 
thinks itself secure. On the other, it may be related to 
the hexagram of "Shock" in the I Ching-i.e., a sudden 
illumination of insight which (Continued on page 42 )

In my own column, STRANGE 
AND UNKNOWN I will endeavor to 
take you on a bi-monthly trip into 
areas of the Occult which are currently 
in the news. I invite you, the reader, 
to submit newsclippings or notifications 
of strange events in all fields from your 
area to supplement my own research. 
This month let’s talk about a few 
ghosts I’ve known!

THE MACO GHOST LIGHT
It is said that on dewy, moonless 

nights the ghost of railroad conductor 
Joe Baldwin can still be seen on a 
stretch of Atlantic Coast Line track 
twelve miles northwest of Wilmington, 
North Carolina.

Legend has it that 01' Joe was killed 
in 1868 when the rear car of his train 
became uncoupled, and in an attempt 
to flag down an oncoming express train 
that was barrelling in his direction, he 
was decapitated. A lantern he was car­
rying flew out of his hands and into 
the nearby swamp, where it remained 
lit for several hours until it was picked 
up and moved.

Shortly after the wreck a mysterious 
yellow light began to appear nightly at 
exactly the same spot where Joe had 
met his death, and the light has been 
observed hundreds of times since. Some 
people claim that they actually have 
got close enough to determine that the 
light is really a lantern, complete with 
guards around the lantern shades. They 
are convinced that it is the body of Joe 
Baldwin attempting to find his missing 
head.

Traveling to this area I found that 
the town in which this incident is said 
to have happened is called Maco. Actu­
ally Maco is not really a town as only 
20 families make their home there on 
the railroad junction. But, the people 
are friendly and anxious to talk about 
their ghost light to outsiders. I was told 
that the best time to view Joe’s lantern 
was on a foggy and rainy night. The 
reason for this is that lights from traf­
fic on a highway that travels parallel 
to the railroad tracks cause a brilliant 
glare on the tracks which has often 
been mistaken for the ghost light.

The true phenomena, I was informed, 
begins with a small flicker over the left 
rail some distance down the track, per­
haps as much as a mile away. Then it 
continues to grow larger and larger, as 
it moves up the rail toward you. As it 
grows larger it seems to pick up mo­
mentum. Finally it dashes forward at 
a high velocity, while swinging from 
right to left. When it gets within 50 
feet it seems to stop and stand still. If 
you try to get closer, it will retrace its 
movements and disappear back down 
the track toward the trestle where Joe 
was killed.

I stayed in Wilmington for three days 
traveling the short distance by car every 
night just after sunset. I parked on the 
side of the tracks halfway between 
Maco and the spet where the light is 
said to appear. For the first two eve­
nings I watched as dozens of local teen­
agers and a few out-of-town travelers 
(from as far away as Arizona) gath­
ered by the rail to see if Joe would put 
in an appearance. They would scream 
when car lights from the nearby su^r 

highway would "play" upon the rails 
and as the traffic moved in their direc­
tion it did indeed look like a mysterious 
ghost light.

I thought at first this might be the 
answer to the phenomena, but was told 
that the road had been cut off several 
times over the years and the true ghost 
lantern would still remain. It has also 
gained credence in recent years when 
investigators from Washington failed 
to find an explanation after closing the 
highway. Also, a machine gun detach­
ment from Fort Bragg visited Maco, 
attempting to shoot at the light. The 
lantern-carrying ghost of Joe Baldwin 
got to within sixty feet of them but 
continually bobbed and weaved, mak­
ing the light impossible to hit.

On the third night I hit pay dirt! All 
day long the sky had been overcast and 
it looked like it would pour any minute. 
As I headed for the site the heavens 
opened slightly and a drizzle began to 
fall. Sometime between midnight and 
one a.m. I glanced from my hunched 
position in the front seat out into the 
night and saw the moon begin to show 
itself through the low-hanging clouds. 
From out of the darkness along the 
right-hand side of the railroad track 
came a flicker of yellow light. At first 
I thought I was watching a firefly when 
suddenly the glow began to increase in 
size until it was the diameter of a soft­
ball.

The "object" moved around'in mid­
air as if an invisible baseball player 
were tossing his softball and catching 
it again. I can't say whether or not the 
object actually grew in size or whether 
it simply got closer to our vantage 
point. In any respect I pulled out the 
camera I was carrying with me for just 
such an emergency and snapped the 
shutter. When the film was developed 
I found myself the proud owner of a 
fantastic color slide of what I believe 
represents a true manifestation.

THE GHOST OF CHRIST CHURCH
Actually this is not the first time such 

an image has apThared on film.
Christ Church is an historical land­

mark situated on the island of St. Si­
mons off the coast of Georgia.

The island has a legend of death and 
struggle. In an area known as "Bloody 
Marsh," long-time residents state that 
they have actually seen the ghost of 
headless slave children on moonlit 
nights and the spirit of a murdered 
plantation owner. Still others say they 
have heard a weird wailing noise com­
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ing from the vicinity.
The specter of a young girl can also 

be seen, we are told, riding through 
the marsh on horseback. The area is al­
ways checked later for hoof prints, but 
none can ever be found.

Another mysterious area is known as 
Ebo Landing, where membeYS of the 
Ebo tribe were brought from Nigeria 
and sold into slavery.

However, instead of becoming slaves, 
it is said that linked together by a chain, 
many of them walked into the water 
and drowned. To this day the sounds 
of chains and moans can be heard in 
the still of night on Ebo Landing.

The cemetery surrounding Christ 
Church itself is said to be haunted. 
Diane Steep of the Atlanta Constitu­
tion, reported that she had seen weird 
ghostly forms appearing above the old 
tombstones, along with another re­
porter and two Baptist ministers.

Only recently this same site was vis­
ited by another Atlanta resident, Allen 
Greenfield: "We entered the graveyard 
not turning on our car lights as at least 
one version of the story requires, if you 
are to se the ghost. According to my 
impression, the mood of the place was 
eerie enough with moss hanging down 
the tombstones, the moonlight . . ."

However, other than this, nothing 
sensational appeared to happen. In fact, 
ghost-wise the trip appeared to "be 
something of a bomb."

It was not until he returned home 
and had developed several photos he 
had taken of the area itself that any­
thing weird showed up. When the film 
was returned, Allen noticed that the 
processer had failed to make a print 
of one particular negative, "probably 
because he felt its quality was too poor 
to reproduce." Upon holding it up to 
the light, Allen noticed a vague form 
on it. He immediately had a blow-up 
of this negative made and was startled 
to see to the right of Christ Church 
what appeared to be the head of a body 
almost entirely decomposed.

Whether Allen's camera somehow 
was able to capture the ghost of Christ 
Church, we may not be able to prove 
one way or another. But as Mr. Green­
field states, "As I look at the photo 
again, there comes back to me a nag­
ging memory of being pulled around 
at the time, and the realization that I 
acted quite foolishly, in trying to take 
a picture in the dark. As I try to recall 
my feelings, I seem to half remember 
an irresponsible urge to snap the cam­
era toward'the church."

Did the "ghost" order Allen Green­
field to take its picture? This is but 
another mystery for parapsychologists 
to decide.

IN TOUCH WITH THE
SPIRIT WORLD

Of course some people are more at­
tuned to viewing ghostly apparitions 
than others. Shawn Robbins is an at­
tractive young lady in her mid-twenties 
who has been a practicing medium for 
several years.

About two years ago she held a tele­
vised seance from the home of world- 
famous puppeteer Frank Parris. "I had 
gone upstairs where I began to get a 
cold feeling. I felt a heaviness in the air 
as if something was going to happen," 
Shawn relates. "Suddenly, I saw peo­
ple fighting; I could see a struggle going 
on but I couldn't quite make out what 
it was all about." She also saw a piece 
of jewelry hidden in a vase that no one 
knew anything about. A week or so 
later the current owners of the house 
found the item buried away among 
some of the belongings of the previous 
owners. Shawn also discovered that the 
building had once belonged to Mayor 
Jimmy Walker's closest friend and 
even earlier had been a hideaway for 
runaway slaves from the south. Quite 
possibly she was picking up on this 
when she saw a vision of struggling and 
fighting.

In other homes Shawn, who takes 

her powers for granted and is hesitant 
to relate some of her weirder experi­
ences, has heard knocks on the walls, 
rattling of windows and "spirits" walk­
ing across the floor. She believes that 
there are several types of "ghosts" in­
cluding true spirits who could be rela­
tives or friends who have passed over. 
"In many instances these spirits have 
been responsible for saving a person's 
life. One case I know of concerned a 
friend of mine who had fallen asleep 
with the gas stove burning. Her mother 
appeared to her in a vision and told her 
to wake up before it was too late. In 
another few minutes my friend would 
have died if it had not been for her 
'dead' mother." Other "ghostly" visions 
are caused by energy produced by a 
person who is emotionally unbalanced. 
This type of ghost often takes the form 
of poltergeist phenomena. "Also, when 
a person has died violently and sud­
denly, this event is recorded in the at­
mosphere and a person who is psychic 
can pick up on it as if they were seeing 
a movie over and over."

During one of her seance's Shawn's 
assistant Barbara Seiler took several 
photographs of the medium while in a 
light trance. When the negatives were 
developed later they were both amazed 
to see that queer "light" streaks had 
appeared on several of the frames. On 
close examination what appears to be 
faces can be seen within the maze of 
streaks. 0

The object appeared as 
a multi-colored "glowing ob­
ject" which hovered about two 
feet above the ground. Ronald 
lost his vision as the craft as­
cended, emitting a high pitched 
whistling sound. A 3 inch tree 
limb was broken as the craft 
rose.

Evidence found at the land­
ing site indicated that the ob­
ject was approximately 10 feet 
in diameter. For four days after 
the incident the 8 foot circle on 
the ground glowed, along with 
the nearby trees and limb that 
was broken. Photos of the 
glowing landing site were-ob- 
tained by Dr. J. A. Hynek of 
Northwestern University.

destroys all former constructs. Either 
way, it need not be interpreted nega­
tively, as it can also be seen as the nec­
essary destruction of what is false or 
unworthy.

XVII. The Star. The Cosmic Mother, 
young and beautiful, is pouring the wa­
ters of life upon both the earth and the 
waters, impartially. In the sky is a large 
star, surrounded by seven smaller ones. 
These are related to the seven princi­
ples within man, or the seven "planes'' 
in Theosophist terminology, or the 
seven Bodies of Alchemy.

The figure 
is that of a child, indicating that the 
purity and innocence of a child are 
necessary to attain this state.

XX. Judgment (or the Last Judgment). 
The angel Gabriel is blowing his trum­
pet, and people are arising from their 
coffins. This is usually interpreted as 
the resurrection of the body after death, 
as understood in traditonal Christian 
dogma. In a greater sense, it represents 
that "mystic death," in which men and 
women die to the world, in order to 
become alive in the spirit. The trum­
peter is the divine force which calls him 
to undergo this death. Also implied is 
that state after death, wherein a man's 
deeds during his lifetime are assessed, 
in the karmic sense, and further incar­
nations determined.

XXI. The World. This card represents 
the final attainment of the soul; the 
state of oneness with the godhead, cos­
mic consciousness, or Nirvana, that 
which is found at the end of desire. A 
woman is depicted dancing, and she is 
surrounded by a garland of flowers. 
The four creatures of the Apocalypse 
are shown, guarding the circle.

0. The Fool. A young man is pictured, 
his face full of intelligence, looking at 
the sky; while neath his feet lies a preci­
pice, and at his heels a dog barks to 
warn him of the danger. This depicts 
the spirit of man, in its pure state, be­
fore it descends the precipice into ma­
terial incarnation. In the precipice the 
soul will gain experience, but at this 
point his eyes are still on heaven—he 
has not yet lost sight of his origin. The 
wallet which he carries contains the 
sum of the soul's previous experiences.

a psychiatrist, spent from Saturday 
night at 10 p.m. until 2 o’clock Sunday 
morning watching the home from the 
outside. He observed Mrs. R. and her 
son Peter sitting up in the Jiving room 
watching a late, late movie until 2 a.m., 
after the rest of the family had gone to 
bed. Like many psychiatrists, he felt 
that this intimacy between mother and 
son might be part of the emotional dis­
turbance reported by our sensitive.

For three weeks Mrs. R. kept a diary 
faithfully, but it contained no untoward 
or inexplicable events. Two other eve­
nings with two other sensitives attempt­
ing seances proved equally fruitless.

On another occasion our group went 
out and talked with the'R.’s next door 
neighbors. Their statements corrobo­
rated much of what Mr. and Mrs. R. 
had told us. Mr. L., the neighbor, re­
ported having frequently heard loud 
hangings on the wall of the R.’s home 
during the previous year. Both Mr. L. 
and his wife had read the mysterious 
note found in the cellar and supported 
Mrs. R.'s statement that the ink dis­
appeared as they examined the note. 
Mrs. L. also reported that while she 
and Mrs. R. were talking in the garden 
one day a rock had appeared out of 
nowhere and landed at their feet. Search 
of.the garden failed to reveal any per­
son who could have thrown the rock. 
Both Mrs. L. arid her daughter had 
upon several occasions heard slushing 
and mumbling noises seeming to orig­
inate in the walkway between the 
houses. John, the neighbor’s 16-year- 
old son, reported that several strange 
things had occurred while he and Peter 
were digging in the basement. The cel­
lar door had appeared to open and 
close by itself a number of times. Once 
the lights went out under the house.

Êarly in December, unexpectedly 
Dr. Jule Eisenbud arrived in Los An­
geles. When told about our frustrated 
haunted house, he became so intrigued 
that he decided to visit the home and 
bring along a camera to see if by any 
chance what had not been visible to 
our eyes might appear in a osvchic pho­
tograph. That night Dr. Eisenbud in­
terviewed members of the family indi­
vidually. He learned from Mrs. R. that 
she was a very sensuous, outgoing 
woman whose sexual life with Mr. R. 
had never been satisfactory and, fur­
thermore, since his heart attack there 
had been. no sexual life at all. She also 
confided that her husband had a vio­
lent temper, that he had had a life-long 
history of abusive attacks against all of 
his sons, who openly expressed their 

violent dislike of their 'father. Dr. Eisen­
bud felt, whether or not the psychic 
phenomena existed in their own right, 
the family dynamics were sufficiently 
disturbed to account for the nature of 
the manifestations as described. For 
example, the situation of the three re­
bellious young men in the house, fight­
ing against their massive, domineering 
father, is^ very similar to that described 
by Freud in Totem and Taboo. The 
appearance of the monk-like figure 
could be interpreted as a symbolic rep­
resentation of the male sex organ, rep­
resenting sexual activity which was for­
bidden to the sons and denied to the 
father. This interpretation, as Dr. Ei­
senbud pointed out, while very inter­
esting, did nothing to explain the figures 
seen by the next-door neighbors, who 
presumably did not have the same fam­
ily dynamics.

Pictures taken during Dr. Eisenbud’s 
visit were uninteresting for the most 
part, simply showing the various mem­
bers of the family looking very much 
like themselves. He did produce a pic­
ture of what might be constituted as 
faces. This was taken in the cellar and 
could be a phenomenon resulting from 
the angle of the camera or the bright 
light of the flashbulb.

A picture taken of Dr. Eisenbud and 
Peter in the R.'s living room is, accord­
ing to our photographic consultants, 
more interesting. In the photo, Dr. 
Eisenbud appears clearly defined, but 
Peter’s face and arms, and only his face 
and arms, seem to be blotted out by 
light.

As the weeks went by, Mrs. R. be­
came more and more upset. Her note­
book showed that it was she who was 
hearing most of the strange noises. In 
particular she complained of a tapping 
just above her head on the headboard 
which kept her awake on two separate 
nights. One night Mr. R. and the fam­
ily became disturbed when there was 
a violent knocking at the front door. 
When Peter opened it, revealing no 
one at all, they immediately telephoned 
our sensitive, who hurried to the home. 
By the time he arrived, everything had 
quieted down and, although he spent 
the night on the living room couch, he 
saw and heard absolutely nothing un­
usual. Mrs. R. became .so nervous that 
she went to her family doctor, who gave 
her a strong tranquilizer, which seemed 
to help her. However, she became so 
insistent that something be done to re­
lieve her, we decided to make one final 
visit in which our psychiatrist would 
offer psychotherapy. When we went on 

this last visit, the first thing Mrs. R. 
said as she met us was that the "pres­
ence" had been in her bedroom again 
last night and that it seemed to get on 
top of her and in her own words "to 
touch me where I shouldn’t be touched." 
It must be added that she was looking 
gaunt and haggard and was dressed in 
a houserobe with curlers in her hair— 
a far cry from the well-dressed, immac­
ulate woman who had usually enter­
tained us. The psychiatrist took Mrs. 
R. alone into a room where they had 
a two-hour therapy session. The rest of 
us remained with Mr. R. who became 
more and more insistent that the ghosts 
were real and that we were necessary 
to maintain some sanity in the family. 
The more he talked the more it seemed 
clear that our weekly visits were ex­
tremely important to him .

With the emergence of the psycho­
logical components and the absence of 
any verifiable psychic phenomena, it 
seemed that there was very little that 
we could do except to ask the family 
to let us know if there were any more 
disturbances and that we would always 
be available for further consultation. 
We told them that night that we felt 
compelled to consider the case closed.

There were two more footnotes to 
this history. About three months later 
Mrs. R. telephoned to say that she was 
feeling absolutely desperate. It was 
clear from her conversation that her 
desperation was due to the feeling that 
she could no longer hang on to her 
defenses or her control. We referred 
her to a psychiatric clinic where we 
believe that a therapeutic relationship 
plus some psychiatric drugs would help 
her to regain her balance. This seemed 
to be the case. Six months later we re­
ceived a final phone call from Mrs. R. 
Her voice sounded calm and her mood 
seemed cheerful. She told us that two 
months previously, Mr. R. had suf­
fered another heart attack and suc­
cumbed. However, despite his death 
the strange noises and apparitions con­
tinued to make their appearances. But 
no one in the family •was badly dis­
turbed by them.

To sum up: was this a house haunted 
by incestuous longings, unfulfilled de­

' sires and Oedipal rivalry? Was it a 
house haunted by many figures appear­
ing to many people independently or 
(as it seems most likely to us) , was it 
the interaction of psychological and 
psychic phenomena that rose to perse­
cute this attractive, contemporary 
American family? We shall probably 
never know. 0

There are few established indus­
try standards or trade member 
associations. The American Fed­
eration of Astrologers, Washing­
ton, D.C. offers some guide lines 
for professional astrologers. The 
Occult Trade Journal, Danbury, 
Conn., of which I am publisher, is 
trying to establish industry com­
munication so that more defined 
areas of study and schools may 
develop. Thus, these areas listed 
below have much overlap, and 
most people involved are sincere 
and honest. One must use com­
mon sense in any areas no matter 
what the subject today. These 
areas are metaphysical centers, 
ashrams, and bookstores; individ­
ual teachers, astrologers and psy­
chics; research organizations 
and foundations. For the general 
public, the first and second 
groups are ofthe most immediate 
value. Ashrams teach yoga and 
Eastern philosophies as well as 
general subjects for personal de­
velopment. All offer some lectures 
or public programs. Many of these 

centers are over forty years old, 
and they are not hard to find. 
Many are listed in Spiritual Com­
munity Guide or The Psychic 
Register International. Other 
names and addresses can be 
found in The Occult Commentary, 
Psychic Observer, and this maga­
zine. As this column continues, I 
will list places of interest and 
teaching organizations.

Parapsychology Forum, 
lectures^and classes
Across the country, there are 

hundreds of stores and centers 
specializing in the search for un­
derstanding through occult sub­
jects and metaphysical teaching. 
Most can be of value in your per­
sonal development. Two points 
should be made, however.

First, no legitimate center or 
teacher is going to charge you 
exorbitant rates. Astrological 
charts take anywhere from three 
to five hours to prepare, and cost 
from $20 to $100 depending upon 
the qualifications of the astrol­
oger. The average price in the 
United States is $25-$30. This in­
cludes intrepretation. Specialized 
charts cost considerably more 
due to the work involved. Next, 
no one in this industry can hon­
estly offer you great financial 
benefits in short times or "over­
night wisdom". The entire indus­
try stresses personal develop­
ment, which takes time and ef­
fort. And is worth every moment 
towards better understandlng 
yourself and others. n
