SOME ANSWERS ON PSYCHIC SURGERY

THE SUCCESS ofan instantaneous healing
depends on the patient's spiritual development,
karma and other attributes. What happens in
that respect in the case ofa surgical "opera-
tion™ such as performed by spiritual healers
in Brazil and in the Philippines?

All this is regulated by cause and effect,
which is the natural law in operation. When-
ever the soul of the individual is ready, then
that person is influenced so that he or she is
brought into the region where the healer is to
operate. If the soul is ready, then the operation
is a success.

Whatever occurs, however, even if a growth
has been removed and the body is now free, it
does not automatically follow that the patient
spiritually will come into his own. It only
means that spiritually he has arrived at the
stage where he is ready, and this is his great
chance for the spark now ignited to be fanned
into a flame.

So there are two factors in operation. The
patient is spiritually ready, and that means he
has been brought to the healer who can achieve
the result. The patient now has the opportunity
of spiritually coming into his own and living in
the light of a spiritual awareness. If this does
not happen, then there has been a physical
success but a spiritual failure.

Is that kind of spiritual surgical healing a
good way to heal?

By their fruits ye shall know them. All out-
breaks of spirit power are conditioned to the
place and the time when they occur. The whole
operation of mediumship and the outpouring
of the spirit are part of a planned, concerted
effort.

It is done primarily to meet the physical,
mental and spiritual needs of the people to
whom this applies. It is a question of tempera-
ment, education, environment, understanding,
so that always the phenomena must take the
form that will be most appropriate to those for
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whom they are intended.

Why are these spirit operations done in
Brazil and the Philippines and not in Britain
(or the USA)?

The spiritual climate is different: the mental
environment is different. The needs are for
more spectacularly striking results where minds
are not yet conditioned to the more subtle in-
fluences of spirit. It is somewhat similar to the
conditions prevalent in your world just over
one hundred years ago when it was necessary
to demonstrate the kind of physical medium-
ship which would make the spiritual under-
standable in Earthly terms.

It is not necessary to do this now in Britain
(and the USA), but it still obtains in those
countries where the standards of education,
culture and appreciation are vastly different
from those prevailing in this land. It must be
suited to the people who dwell there.

There are a great number ofpeople in this
country who would very much like to see this
type ofoperation and are unable to do so. Is it
mainly a climatic thing?

It is partly climatic because the atmosphere
is more conducive. It is also a spiritual condi-
tioning because it is not primarily suited for
the people dwelling in your land. It is not a
question of what people want to see, but what
is spiritually best for them. Too many prefer
to have the highest spiritual elements reduced
to the lowest physical level. This is not the way
for advancement or progress.

The purer the instrument the more healing
power can flow through him or her. Does that
apply also in psychic surgery?

This question is not correctly stated. It is not
true that the purer the instrument the more
power can flow through him. Power can flow
through an instrument that is not so pure.
The quality of the power is affected by the

THE POWER OF THE SUBCONSCIOUS MIND

THERE IS within you an impersonal cre-
ative mechanism that works automatically to
achieve every goal you have ever set for yourself
of success and happiness, or unhappiness and
failure . . . depending upon whatever the goal
was you chose for yourself.

The mental images, or mental pictures which
we create by the use of imagination are goals
our creative mechanism seeks to achieve for
us. Our own self-image prescribes the “area of
the possible” . . . the limits for the accomplish-
ment of the goal we set. It is this creative mech-
anism that makes use of memory, stored
information, and fresh inspiration to solve
problems and meet the challenges of each day.

As you learn, practice, and experience new
habits of thinking, imagining, remembering,
and acting you, first, develop an adequate and
realistic self-image, and, second, use your cre-
ative mechanism to bring success and happi-
ness to yourself in achieving any goal you set.

Dr. Maxwell Maltz, author of the book en-
titled, Psycho-Cybernetics  discovered the
importance of what a changed self-image can
do for people in the practice of his profession
as a plastic surgeon. He saw how, just as the
removal of outward scars or deformities from
the physical body produces a radical, crucial
inward change in the personality, it also works
startling changes and improvements in the per-
sonality by removing “emotional scars.” He
witnessed dramatic demonstrations of how
man can tap a mysterious source of secret
power that somehow usually seems to remain
hidden deep within. By his discoveries. Dr.
Maltz evolved what is how termed the science
of Cybernetics andfeome amazing innovations
which utilize your physical brain and nervous
system to make up a servo-mechanism which
“you” use operating very much like an elec-
tronic computer and mechanical goal-seeking
device. It operates automatically, Dr. Maltz
claims, very much as a self-aiming torpedo or
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missile seeks out its target and steers its way
to it.

Most of us have forgotten how we learned in
high school that the brain and nervous system
which react automatically to environment are
the same brain and nervous system that tell us
what the environment is. The nervous system
cannot tell the difference between an actual
experience and one that is vividly imagined. If
we picture ourselves performing in a certain
manner, it is nearly the same as the actual per-
formance. This is something.successful men
and women, since the beginning of time, have
done to achieve success. Conrad Hilton imag-
ined himself operating a hotel long before he
ever bought one. When a boy, he used to “play”
that he was a hotel operator. Henry Kaiser has
said that each of his business accomplishments
was realized in his imagination before it ap-
peared in actuality.

Attending it were Anglican par-
sons, Methodist ministers, a Buddhist, a
Quaker, a Roman Catholic priest, a distin-
guished surgeon, a doctor of medicine, a fam-
ous novelist, a T.V. personality, a member of
the British Parliament, Presidents of three
leading Spiritualist bodies, a distinguished
journalist, and many well-known healers.

It was a remarkable gathering not only for
the diversified representation of outlook on
healing represented, but because it dramatic-
ally demonstrated that for England "accept-
ance of spiritual healing is now a national
characteristic."

LET'S TAP THAT POOL

Writing of the many avenues of research to
be investigated in our present era of “exploding
knowledge,” in Horoscope magazine Dale
Richardson elucidates on our sad lack of
knowledge of the properties of man’s mentation
(what makes us “tick’), and how little we use
the knowledge that comes to us via those senses
beyond our ordinary five senses, that which we
now call extrasensory perception. ““I would say
that America is somewhat behind in its re-
search,” he contends, “since this is a rather lit-
eral, scientific nation, and ESP goes beyond
this; yet the great pool of talent lies in the com-
mon people. If we can figure out how it works
and what it is, then we could tap this pool of
talent, just as we did with Sputnik | when we
were caught unprepared and had to make a
‘crash space program’ of our own.”

The difficulty experienced so far in tapping
this great pool of talent for the rich harvest of
information it would yield is that to date the
guidelines as to what is acceptable have been
too narrow. Not only have multitudinous
spontaneous experiences common to just about
everyone either been ignored or ruled out, but
carefully avoided also has been the testimony
that the reputable, skilled sensitive can con-
tribute from his or her developed faculties. The
pool of talent is there alright, but it looks like
someone has yet to come forth with the courage
and imagination to figure out a new way to
tap it.

ESP IN ARGENTINA

While high interest in all matters pertain-
ing to the psychic is known of Brazil, not much
is known to the American public of the activ-
ities of our other southern neighbors.

Attorney Jose Feola’s report on how para-
psychology is faring in Argentina contained in
the Bulletin of The California Societyfor Psy-
chical Study, inc. mentions that as far back as
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the thirties demonstrations and classes dealing
with parapsychological phenomena were held
in Argentine universities. Later developments
included presentation of statistical methods
for studying clairvoyance by a professor of
physics, the application of electroencephalog-
raphy to metaphysical states, the formation of
various psychic research societies, as well the
creation of university Chairs in Parapsychol-
ogy, even the inclusion of a Laboratory of
Parapsychology in the Ministry of Public
Health in Buenos Aires.

Argentina, it seems, has been blessed with
many gifted subjects who have been able to
demonstrate very well under controlled condi-
tions at various universities in the presence of
professors and many qualified observers. One
famous medium, Fidanza, produced all kinds
of materializations while in a cage, tied to a

. chair, encased in a straitjacket. At what he an-

nounced would be his last seance because his
“power” would be gone, in a plainly lighted
room filled with about fifty people, rose petals
seemed to come right through the ceiling cover-
ing the entire area.

NEW AUTOMATIC ESP TESTING DEVICE

For only about $1600, writes Charles T.
Tart in The Journal of the American Society
for Psychical Research, an automatic test-
ing device that will fit into an enclosure about
the size of a suitcase now can be built for
parapsychological research. Claiming vir-
tually to eliminate testing errors, so elec-
tronically sophisticated that cheating is
next to impossible, so flexible that it can cor-
relate the physiological with ESP, it tests
for clairvoyance, precognition, psychokin-
esis (mind over matter), and telepathy.
Compared to how it can free researchers for
more productive experimentation instead
of clerical work, to them (if no one else) Mr.

purity of the instrument. Spirit power is infi-
nite, like the Creator, the Great Spirit. Because
it is infinite, it has an infinite number of grada-
tions, variations, and combinations.

The individual tunes in to that stage for
which he is spiritually ready. He cannot get
any higher spiritually because he could not
receive it, and naturally he would not want to
go lower. No, it is the quality of the power

LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

INDUCING CLAIRVOYANCE

WHILE THE WORD clairvoyance often is
used quite loosely, with widely different mean-
ings, for our purposes of study here we shall
take it to mean a faculty of acquiring super-
normally, as though visually, knowledge of
facts such as we normally acquire by the use of
our senses. The principal forms of clairvoyant
phenomena, with some variations, are:

1. Simple Clairvoyance, in which the clair-
voyant person senses the auric emanations of
other persons, but does not see events or scenes
removed in space or time.

2. Clairvoyance in Space, in which the clair-
voyant person senses scenes and events re-
moved in space from him, often able to sense
such things even when concealed or obscured
by intervening material objects.

3. Clairvoyance in Time, in which the clair-
voyant person senses scenes and events which
have had their original place in past time "or
which will have their original place in the fu-
ture.

Of those methods used to induce clairvoy-
ant vision, these we shall describe:

1. Psychometry—the method of getting en
rapport with the astral plane by means of some
physical object connected with the person,
thing, or scene about which you desire to be
informed.

2. Crystal Gazing, etc.—the method of
getting en rapport with the astral plane by
means of gazing into a crystal, magic mirror,
etc.

3. Clairvoyant Reverie—the method of get-
ting en rapport with the astral plane by means
of psychic states in which the sights, sounds
and thoughts of the material and physical
plane are shut out of consciousness.

Psychometry—A form of clairvoyant phe-
nomena in which the clairvoyant gets in rap-
port with the astral plane by means of the
connecting link of some material object, usu-
ally some personal article belonging to or
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having some association with the person of
which clairvoyant vision is required or which
is related in some way to a thing or scene about
which information is sought. The virtue ofthese
articles consists entirely of their associative
value. They carry in them certain vibrations of
past experience which serve as a connecting
link, or associated filament, with the thing
sought to be brought into the field of clairvoy-
ant vision.

To reach a thing, scene, or person clairvoy-
antly one might say is like unwinding a ball of
yarn when you hold the loose end in your hand.
It could also be compared with giving a keen-
scented dog a sniff at a handkerchief once car-
ried by a person whom you wish him to nose
out for you.

One of the simplest and the most common
form of psychometry is that in which the psy-
chometrist is able to tell the physical condition
of a person by means of holding to the fore-
head, or even in the hand, some trinket or small
article recently worn by the person regarding
whom information is sought. In the case of
some who are extremely sensitive as psychics,
as psychometrists they “take on” the condition
of the other person whose article is being held
and often actually experience the physical pain
and distress of that person, and are able to in-
dicate the ailment from which the person is
suffering.

THE MASTERS AND THE PATH

Editor's Note: Commencing with the previ-
ous issue, a series ofarticles is presented here
based on the works of various authors concern-
ing those Perfected Men called Masters . . .
their work, what they are like, and how we can
find them. These are our Elder Brethren who
assure us that, just as they rose out of the or-
dinary ranks of humanity, in time to come, we
all shall be as they are now.

FROM THOSE who have achieved a rank of
spiritual attainment far above the order of the
present human being we learn that the whole
system of life is one of graded evolution extend-
ing up and up, further than we can follow it,
even unto the Godhead itself.

Just as there are definite stages in the earlier
evolution—the vegetable above the mineral,
the animal above the vegetable, and the human
above the animal—so in the same way does the
human kingdom have a definite end, a bound-
ary at which it passes into a kingdom distinctly
higher than itself ... the Supermen beyond
men.

In the study of this system of evolution, we
also learn that there are three great divisions:
body, soul and spirit—and that each of these is
capable of further subdivision. The Spirit is the
breath of God, the divine spark which is truly
the Man, which in its evolution, descends
into matter, and through its descent obtains
definiteness and accuracy in material detail.
So far as it can be discerned presently, this di-
vine spark cannot descend as far as our present
level, cannot directly reach this physical plane
in which we now think and work. This is prob-
ably because the rates of its vibration and those
of physical matter differ too widely, so there
must be intermediate states and conditions.

We speak commonly of the seven planes of

existence, which are the subdivisions of the
lowest Cosmic Plane. Spiiit can descend to the
second of these subdivisions or subplanes, but
it does not seem to be able to penetrate lower
than this. In order to obtain the necessary con-
tact with still denser matter, it puts down part
of itself through whole planes, and that frag-
ment is what we call the ego or soul. The Divine
Spirit merely hovers far above us, while the soul
—which is a small and partial representation of
it—cannot descend below the higher part of the
mental plane (the fifth plane down), while the
physical plane represents the seventh or lowest
into which it puts a small portion of itself which
becomes the personality. Thus the personality,
which each person commonly thinks to be him-
self, is, in truth, but the fragment of a fragment.

The evolution of the soul, then, consists in
its gradual return to the higher level next below
Spirit, or what is also called the Monadic. In
this process of returning it carries with it the
result of its descent into physical matter in the
shape of experiences gained and qualities ac-
quired. The physical body in all of us is fully
developed, and —because that is so—we are
supposed to have conquered it; it should be
fully under the control of the soul.

Among the higher races of mankind this is
usually so, though it may break away and run
wild for a little at times. The astral body is also
fully developed, but it is not yet by any means
under perfect control. Even among the races to
which we belong, there are many people who
are the victims of their own emotions. Instead
of being able to govern them perfectly, too
often they allow themselves to be governed by
them, just as a wild horse may run away with its
rider and take him into many places he does
not wish to go. Present day man has a long way
to go before his three bodies—physical, astral
and mental—are entirely subordinate to the

EXPLORING THE FOURTH DIMENSION

WHILE ONE who is experimenting with
astral projection is merely projecting himself
into his own room—strolling about here and
there, walking down to the front door and out
into the street—there is no real difference be-
tween the acts performed in the astral and
those performed in the physical state. When it
comes to hurling oneself out into space, how-
ever, that is quite another matter.

The fear of empty space which is experienced
at the beginning is due to the formidable sense
of reality with which this conscious projection
strikes one. During a dream one would feel no
fear, and such a feat would seem quite natural.
Here, though, in full possession of the ordinary
consciousness which has been transferred from
the physical to the astral double, there is no
doubt some ground for hesitation. However,
it is not long before the ordinary conscious-
ness gains confidence through the use of its
new powers, and more they are exercised, the
more confidence in them grows. Generally
speaking, however, it is only after several years
of training in the different dimensions that our
consciousness manages to discern the reality
and value of the scenes it sees, the power of
thought and things which it can accomplish,
any gesture indicative of whatever movement
or act we wish to make, but the very thought of
movement, in the physical sense, disappears.

The ease with which one’s astral or etheric
double travels also follows a similar line of
progression. As the double that one manages
to project becomes finer, so do all the normal
faculties obtain a proportionate development.
Not only does it become unnecessary to make
any gesture indicative of whatever movement,
in the physical sense, disappears.

In telling of his experiments along these
lines, Yram writes in his book, Practical Astral
Projection of one occasion when he was com-
missioned to carry out a certain mission in a
particular region in space. ““I was going to ac-
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complish the work which had been entrusted
to me without thinking which way | should
go,” he states. “The atmosphere in which |
found myself, of a kind of light grey, seemed
to have no limits. | went hither and thither,
climbed up and down, laterally and obliquely,
in all directions, all without thinking about it.
In fact, | was traveling to the spot where my
work called me in the most natural manner.
These movements took place as instinctively as
when moving an arm or leg in the material
world. 1 felt myself definitely master of that
space which seems so unconguerable when we
are on Earth.” Then Yram describes the posi-
tion in which he normally holds himself when
traveling: “It seems as if | am standing up.
leaning slightly forward. In this way | float in
the ether, looking straight in front of me. Then,
when | change from one dimension to another,
1 maintain a certain slope, as though following
a tangent in a sphere.”

In astral projection by what is termed
“whirlwind,” the force of the current which
draws one along prevents any idea of making
a movement. It is irresistible and, the most that
can be done—even then, not always—is to
stand up, one arm straight in front, the index
and middle fingers being held up as if giving a
benediction. This is called the defense position.
one in which no fear should be felt.

As mentioned at another time, among those
positions to be avoided are those which drag
one along, feet up in the air, either in an up-
ward or downward direction. Yram also des-
cribes another quite novel method of traveling
where all notion or feeling of “time” com-
pletely disappears.

EXPANDING YOUR SOUL HORIZONS

IN REVIEWING what has been covered in
these lessons up to this point, we have learned
that all manifestation is Spirit at varying rates
of vibration. Matter is thus a lowered rate of
Spirit vibration suitable for man’s use in his
present state of evolution. Man may use this
One Force constructively or otherwise by vir-
tue of his free will given to him by God. If he
uses it destructively, or for ulterior purposes,
he suffers the consequences of his wrong use of
it. If he uses it constructively, for purposes of
good, he reaps corresponding benefits.

The sooner we accept LOVE as being the sum
of all the wonderful qualities of God-.-the sooner
does the ONE HEALING POWER in the uni-
verse bring us into wholeness and perfection.
Without it, no healing is ever complete. This
Love is expressed through man, and in propor-
tion to its expression are the sick healed and the
sorrowing comforted. This Love is a Soul-
quality, radiated by the Soul just as the sun ra-
diates sunbeams, and, like the sunbeams, dis-
places the shadows of disease.

We have also learned how disease enters the
human mind as a thought. If entertained, it de-
velops into symptoms commonly ascribed by
materia medica, and, continuing its course with
the successive stages, becomes a disease bearing
some name. Fear accentuates the condition,
for where there is feeling added to thought,
there is activity, and where there is activity
there is life. The antidote for admitting this
thought to the mind is the expulsion of the idea,
or refusal to admit it in the beginning. Simply
stated, one may decree: "I refuse to permityou
to enter my consciousness. ”’... or "Divine Love
removes you from me."

We have also observed in the previous les-
sons that entities who have passed over without
developing spiritually are adversely influencing
mankind. Added to this are people who are not
thinking correctly, thereby expanding the er-
roneous currents in the Ocean of Thought. En-

tities who have passed on from a fatal disease
frequently come innocently to their loved ones
with their disease vibrations, and, if their vi-
brations are accepted, spread disease and su-
perinduce suffering in those impregnated. It
becomes quite obvious then that a tremendous
change needs to be wrought in people’s think-
ing. In no department is this more noticeable
than in liberating the deceased from their dark-
ness, lack of light and spirituality.

The Masters in The Heaven Realms, of
course, constantly are pouring forth the love of
God into the universe. Light passed through a
vacuum, however, does not register. Therefore
those who are not attuned to, or inclined to-
ward the Light do not register the vibration,
any more than an old fashioned crystal set
could record the short wave vibrations of a
modern high powered station. As these Masters
come to you, they try constantly to turn your
thoughts Godward. Usually they begin with a
blessing upon you and yours. Their language is
very simple and easily understood, and comes
to you something like this:

We embrace you and everyone that is close to you,
and we direct that all those on whom your thoughts
rest may be liberated by you, and be inspired to
greater heights of understanding and expression.
LOVE is about you and fills you; it fills every cell of
your physical being —every bone, every tissue, every
muscle, every organ and where there may have
been constriction of any nature, LOVE DISSOLVES
THE CONDITION, causes perfect inflow of life
... perfect movement that harmony may be constantly
demonstrated in and through your body. Wherever
there is pain, let this mighty wave of LOVE dissolve
it and eliminate its cause so that you may enjoy the
perfection of The Father that has been yours from
the beginning.

What a wonderful treatment this is for your-
self or anyone whom you may wish to help.

cloudy, even to Capt. . . . due to the speed with
which these events occur.”

Then from the Captain who was his navi-
gator came a detailed account of the mission,
and a description of the action and subsequent
crash of Robert’s plane. Toward the conclusion
he wrote: “! think they must have hit us with
machine gun fire as we pulled off target from
our first pass. Usually one doesn’t see ground
fire or even know he has been hit until the air-
craft starts acting up. | believed this happened
to us.

Part of this is
to give the navigator time to eject first. | think
also that pilots feel more responsible for bring-
ing the aircraft back home and may cut their
chances a little slimmer. | am very proud to
have flown with Mo. He was a brave man.”

At a later time when Mrs. Davis was talking
with her son, he told her about being at the
funeral held for him at Arlington National
Cemetery, how beautiful a spot it was, and how
proud he was to have his “temple” there, add-
ing: ”7... Itis but dust however, for life is living.
It is a very simple thing to die, and it is most
interesting to be in a position to watch all the
relatives’ reactions. It gives a clear picture of
their knowledge of life.”

In a later conversation, Robert brought forth
this information about his new life; “Your boy
is entering a new experience, Mother. Love and
light have made a way for me to be closer to
you. From a novice, it moved me to a new
place, a land of great peace. Any love can be
placed oxer a thought and sent to us.
