A SURGEON HAS SPIRITUAL SURGERY

South African born, a physician and surgeon and author ofmany medical papers, short stories
and articles which have appeared in Reader’s Digest, Saturday Evening Post and other promi-
nent publications in the United States and abroad, Mrs. Arthur T. (Anne) Harris presents to
Chimes readers what she describes as one ofthe most important events in the lives of herselfand
her husband.

Dr. Harris is best known for his pioneering work in the 1950's in the clinical investigation of
an important discovery in the chemotherapeutic treatment of cancer, the Laetrile Control for
Cancer. The reward for his work with this wonderful drug came in 1957 when he realized his
dream of returning to South Africa as a medical missionary among the Zulus. He passed to
Spirit five years later while delivering an African baby, rounding out a circle of his practice of
medicine and surgery—twenty years of it as an American citizen where he had begun it as a

young Edinburgh graduate, and completing it in the country of his birth.

Durban, Natal
October 28, 1958

Dear family:

When God can make a normally rough and
dangerous experience not only a thrilling and
safer one, there you can say—without doubt
of contradiction—that spiritual help was had
by you to the highest degree.

Such an experience it was my privilege to
have had last week. To start at the beginning:
On Saturday, October 18th, around lunch time,
| suffered my third coronary thrombosis, with
major pain, breathlessness, sweating and weak-
ness.

By evening | was assured of my diagnosis,
and Anne phoned Dr. F. who called around
and got a Dr. B. to come to see me. He was
grave, and, after the E. K. G. the next morning,
more so. Quite a change in the E. K. G. showed
up Monday—a right pulmonary embolism—
and stabbing pains at each breath (heart and
lung pain). Monday evening ! got to sleep with
the aid of sedatives and the right chest taped.

At 1 am. Tuesday | awakened. Mentally
somehow | was led to feel my abdomen. I could
put my right hand deep into my belly and chest
cavity andfeel a sticky mass. Anne was awake"
so | told her about it. Then | felt her abdomen,
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and my hand sank into hers also. | told her
about this too, and also one thing which ! don’t
remember; “There are a lot of people here!”
Then | felt my abdomen again, and it was com-
pletely normal. | felt Anne’s, and it was normal
too. | was, literally, amazed. ! tried taking
more than the short gasping breath . . . and no
pain! | ventured a full breath . . . and still no
pain! Then | -knew what had happened. | had
been blessed by a spiritual operation. Odic
(spiritual) material had been removed from
Anne’s heart to replace destroyed tissue which
had been destroyed in my heart.

In the morning | felt well enough to get up
and walk. Since then | have needed no drugs.
Instead of living on apples and tea, ! developed
a normal appetite. The second E. K. G. on
Wednesday showed—to the surprise of the two
doctors—that there were signs of vast im-
provement in the tracings. Dr. B. said, “If your
thrombosis had been as bad as | thought on
Sunday, by now you would be queuing up for
your wings.” Both doctors were skeptical—
as, indeed, even | would have been a short time
ago—when | related the incident to them.

Since then we have had a message (spiritually
received) about this operation which accompan-

David Hoy, a master of extrasensory percep-
tion, performed feats of mentalism, climaxed
by driving a big Case tractor through an obsta-
cle course while blindfolded at the Ohio State
Fair this past summer. Appearing daily, doing
seven shows a day, according to Paul Swinehart
in the Citizen-Journal of Columbus, Ohio,
Hoy’s performance was sponsored by the Co-
lumbus branch of the J. I. Case Co. whose
exhibit was part of the largest display of farm
and construction machinery at any Ohio fair.

Hoy currently is working with the Stanford
University School of Medicinel in research
aimed at developing performance tests for the
blind. He is the author of the book upon which
a series of Chimes articles was based entitled,
“Psychic and Other ESP Party Games.” *

Hoy lives with his wife and three children in
Evansville, Indiana. Interestingly, he was a
Baptist minister for twelve years, a radio news-
caster, and a Republican candidate for mayor
of Evansville.

WHICH WILL SURVIVE?

In an excerpt from the Parastudy Review's
study of the parasensory faculties of animals
received through the Zoe Nickerson readings,
we learn that where man excels in one area of
the sensitivities of his nature, in others the ani-
mal excels, but that it is not impossible for
either to equal or extend sensory abilities under
given environmental circumstances, or under
concentrated training or development.

While physical limitations have provided
obstacles to both man and animal, we can now
see that the non-physical will bring them to-
gether, as will the non-physical aspects of being
necessarily unite science and religion. The ani-
mal kingdom may not ever need to develop
mental faculties of reason and technological

—brought his own senses into physical mani-
festation by way of physical duplication
through the machine. If it were not within
man's own potential or possibility to see the
same as is seen in the idea which originally
was the pre-physical manifestation, the inven-
tion would not have been created. In other
words, all that man sees mentally he cannot see
physically without the aid of the machine, but
with the machine he creates a crutch or tool
whereby all, or many, men without the mental
ability to magnify this universe can glimpse
truths of creation or reality. The animal does
away with this. He is not burdened by such
detour, but relies solely on the extension of his
own senses for his experiences on the physical
plane, his acceptance of nature and coopera-
tion with it, and his resistence to man and his
artificial forces.

The doctor
diagnosed it as spinal meningitis. My wife had
been asked to go over to their town to help out,
and—because of the extreme interest | had in
the child—kept me informed of her condition.

The spinal injections given to her did not
seem to have any effect, and then double pneu-
monia set in. Next, hér eyes became crossed,
and the effects of the high fever became alarm-
ing. Soon another doctor and a nurse were
called in on the case. My wife, of course,
phoned regularly to keep me posted. She said
that the pain must be tremendous, and that the
doctors gave little hope for the child’s recovery.
Even if she were to recover, there was the chance
that she might suffer the usual crippling side
effects the rest of her life.

MIND OVER "MATTER?”

ESP research in psychokinesis (mind over
matter)—contrary to popular impression—for
some time has departed considerably from the
use of just the dice. The experiments of W. E.
Cox and associates at the Duke University
Laboratory in recent years have involved a
considerable number of other systems, includ-
ing electrical, mechanical and hydromatic,
according to the Bulletin of The Foundation
for Research on the Nature of Man. There is
also promising research being done in other
centers—notably, that of Dr. Remy Chauvin
in France—which involves the attempt to in-
fluence emanations from radioactive sub-
stances such as uranium and strontium.

LITTLE GIRLS ARE DIFFERENT

A booklet for testing extrasensory reactions
of children prepared by Dr. John Freeman as
described in the Journal of Parapsychology
confirms the fact that sexes do react to differ-
ent types of material. In Dr. Freeman’s tests,
the results have revealed a consistent pattern of
reactions by boys and girls even when going
from one subject group to another. This same
effect also persisted when the use of pictures
was supplanted with symbols and tested on
older youngsters of the junior and senior high-
school ranks. Mother Nature will be what she
is, regardless of what man thinks she should be.

MORE SUCH DONORS NEEDED

After his death in February of this year at
the age of 90, it was revealed publicly for the
first time that Alfred P. Sloan, noted industri-
alist and philanthropist, was one of the sup-
porters of research in parapsychology who had
chosen to keep his interest anonymous during
his lifetime. Although he had set up a number
of formal channels for his varied philanthropic
and scientific interests, he preferred to make
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his donations to the Duke Parapsychology
Laboratory in the form of personal gifts. Al-
though it has been stated that his reasons for
giving financial support anonymously were not
due to personal reservations, but were because
of thoughtful concern for the public position of
his associates, it is possible that his open sup-
port of the work could have done far more to
encourage public confidence and elicit wider
financial support by others who might have
come forward to help following his lead. His
was a golden opportunity to participate in the
founding of a new science, and, undoubtedly
he did it in the way he thought best. It is certain
the Hierarchy knew, however, that it is the
personal participation of all men that shall
bring this new knowledge into full flower in its
own time.

MORE "INTERNAL INPUT" NEEDED

The evidences of present-day living pretty
well attest to it, but Dr. Gardner Murphy,
President of the American Society for Psychi-
cal Research contends that “we all have high
internal thresholds” ... but that “we are exter-
nally oriented and need more ‘internal input,’
that is, greater internal awareness.” In an ad-
dress to one of the Society’s recent monthly
symposiums, Dr. Murphy saw the shift of our
awareness to the internal threshold as one of
the primary issues of our day. Even psycholo-
gists and other scientists are coming to see the
value of investigations of what is termed the

THE PSYCHIC ABILITY to travel clair-
voyantly, also known as astral projection or
out-of-the-body traveling, can easily be
achieved by the use of a newly developed hyp-
notic technique—self-administered.

1 learned about this method through a friend
of mine who knew of my interest in such mat-
ters, and, because of its value and simplicity,
would like to tell others about it who might
also be interested.

To do this, one must learn to practice the
hypnotic method mentioned on page 59 of
Leslie M. Le Cron’s book, Self-Hypnotism:
The Technique and its Use in Daily tiving
This method is one of using age regression and
out-of-the-body suggestion so that one may see
oneself reliving a past incident as if in the pres-
ent time one were an observer.

After practicing the above mentioned
method several times, | find that automatically
one achieves the ability to go into a present time
trance and—from outside one’s body—ob-
serve one's own body lying there in the state of
trance. In this state, one’s astral body can move
at will through walls into other rooms and
buildings, accurately observing what goes on.

It is interesting to learn that iftwo out-of-the-
body trances are taking place in separate rooms,
or areas, their astral bodies can meet in an-
other room, or elsewhere, and communicate
freely. If one is in an out-of-the-body state
among a group of non-hypnotized people, or
those in trance, his astral body will meet the
deceased friends and relatives of the group in
that room.

There are some who claim that this type of
meeting in the realms of Spirit is merely the
effect caused by the entranced or hypnotized
one telepathically contacting the memories of
the persons in that group. However this theory
does not explain how those in Spirit are able
to communicate with the entranced or hyp-

notized with warnings or helpful advice about
the future.

Only in present time dut-of-the-body can
one communicate with spirits of the deceased,
but if one is in a room where a crime tfo-
lence took place, by means of out-of-the-body
regression, one can go back to the time of the
crime and see it reenacted before one’s eyes.

In regressing back to before one’s birth, ap-
parently we are able to contact the memories
of our deceased ancestors. By the use of hyp-
notic time distortion, with not over a half hour’s
experience, one can experience up to ten years
of an ancestor’s life.

Only a well balanced person should attempt
this, however, as upon awakening, often the
person does not realize that THIS is his actual
life, and the other is just the re-experienced
memory of a deceased ancestor.

JUST EVERYDAY TELEPATHY

LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

INDUCING CLAIRVOYANCE

OF THOSE METHODS mentioned previ-
ously used to induce clairvoyance, we have
touched on psychometry and here will consider
the use of the crystal, sometimes referred to as a
magic mirror, to focus the psychic energy of
the person using it. This often is considered to
be a way in which the astral senses are induced
to function more readily than ordinarily.

While the crystal, or magic mirror, does not
in itself have any particular special powers, it
does serve as an instrument for astral vision,
just as the telescope or the microscope performs
similarly for physical vision. It is also well to
point out that—according to some authorities
on the subject—continued use of a particular
crystal has the effect of polarizing its molecules
S0 as to render it a far more efficient instrument
as time passes by. It is felt that the longer a
crystal is used by one person, the better it seems
to serve the uses of that person. It is for this
reason that it is recommended each person
should keep his crystal for his own personal use
and not allow it to be used indiscriminately by
strangers or persons not in sympathy with oc-
cult thought.

For psychic purposes, in earlier days of the
race, pieces of clear quartz or shining pebbles,
even polished metal, were used—in fact, nearly
every object capable of being polished has been
employed in this way at some time, by some
person. This would also include such items as
water, bright flame, sparks, glowing embers,
a blot of ink, even a drop of blood.

In the present-day revival of interest in the
use of the crystal among the wealthier groups
of Europe and America, some of the higher-
priced teachers have insisted upon their pupils
purchasing pure crystal globes, claiming that
these alone are capable of fully serving the pur-
pose. However, such advice is erroneous, as
these crystals are very expensive, and any globe
of clear quartz, even molded glass, will serve
the purpose—with proper instruction and care.
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PART II.

You might even obtain some very good results
from the use of a watch-crystal laid over a piece
of black velvet, or by using a large drop of black
ink poured into a small white plate. Some have
painted small white cups black on the inside into
which they poured water with excellent results.

Itis not the quality of the instrument so much
that is important in this case, but what is re-
flected from the person employing it that de-
termines good results.

There are a few general directions, however,
that would be helpful for these experimenta-
tions: The principal thing is to maintain quiet,
and to approach the experiment with an earnest,
serious, open state of mind. Always have the
light behind your back instead of facing you.
Gaze calmly at the crystal, but DO NOT strain
your eyes. Remember here that there is a dif-
ference between gazing and staring. Some au-
thorities suggest that it can be an aid to make a
funnel of the hands and use them to gaze at the
crystal as you would use a pair of opera glasses.

In many cases it is possible to get results on
the first trial, but for best results it usually takes
a number of trials. It is a good plan to try to
bring into your vision something you have seen
already with your physical eyes—some familiar
object. Usually the first sign of psychic-seeing
will be a cloudy appearance, a sort of “milky-
mist” in the crystal, with it gradually losing its
transparency. In this milky cloud gradually ap-
pear faces, symbols, or scenes, much in the
same way as when precipitating on a sensitive
photographic plate.

THE MASTERS AND THE PATH

Editor's Note: This series of articles pre-
sented here is based on the works of various
authors concerning those Perfected Men called
Masters . .. their work, what they are like, and
how we can find them. These are our Elder
Brethren who assure us that—just as they rose
out ofthe ordinary ranks ofstruggling human-
ity—in time to come, all of us are destined to
be as they are now.

ONCE MAN has finished with human life
in the process of his spiritual evolution, the
Perfected Man usually drops his various ma-
terial bodies, though he still retains the power
to take up any of them if ever he should again
need them in the course of his work. In the
majority of cases, one who gains that level of
consciousness no longer needs a physical body,
no longer retains an astral, mental, or even a
causal body; but lives permanently at his
highest level of being. Whenever he does take
a temporary body belonging to one of the
lower planes, it is only because it is the medium
through which he can contact best those who
live therein. If he wishes to talk to men in the
physical body, he mtist take a physical body, as
a rule. He must have at least partial materiali-
zation or he cannot speak to most men. In the
same way, if he wishes to impress our minds,
he must draw around himself a mental body.
Thus we see how these temporary manifesta-
tions of Perfected Men are for the purpose of
most effectively reaching those on other planes.

Now we come to a closer look at what is
called the Brotherhood of Adepts . . . those
who guide and direct our world to a large ex-
tent. All sorts of mistakes and misconceptions
abound about them. Often they are regarded
as a sort of monastic community, all living
together in some secret place. Some suppose
them to be Angels, while others have thought
they were all Indians who resided in the Hima-
laya Mountains.

None of these is true. There is a great
Brotherhood whose members are in constant
communication with one another. However,
their communication is on higher planes and
they do not necessarily live together. As apart
of their work, some of these great Brothers
are willing to take pupils and teach them, but
they comprise a very small part of the mighty
body of Perfected Men.

We are taught that there are seven types of
Perfected Men—seven lines of progress—each
belonging to one of the seven Rays into which
the great wave of evolving life is divided. One
Adept on each of the Rays is appointed to at-
tend to the training of beginners, and all those
coming along his particular Ray of evolution
pass through the hands of this Adept. No one
below the rank of Adept assumes full respon-
sibility for a novice, though many others do
have the privilege and responsibility of helping
and advising.

In order to increase its powers,
the consciousness must function in a more rare-
fied magnetic atmosphere. Thus we see how
each individual is given increased power in ac-
cordance with his evolution. Just as soon as
we succeed in penetrating consciously into the
different dimensions of the higher worlds, we
bring away with us a greater stability in the
lower worlds.

We must remember that every thought is, in
itself, a vibrationary world, and the further one
penetrates into the pure “Energy” aspect of
matter, the more careful our selection must be.
Images and ideas sent forth in thought must al-
ways express some quality, never a fault. All
ideas relating to money or fortune must dis-
appear. All thoughts of vanity and egotism
must be avoided. All pictures which have any
idea of evil or hatred, all malevolent thoughts
must be forgotten.

In his book, Practical Astral Projection
Yram cites two instances of what happened to
him in the astral state when he did not observe
these indispensable conditions. One was when
he was in a fairly high plane of consciousness,
carrying on a pleasant conversation with some
friends, and another occurred during an experi-
ment to find out the effect of prayer.

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BOOK REVIEWS

FROM INDIA TO THE PLANET MARS
By Theodore Flournoy
$10.35 postpaid, plus 40c sales tax in Calif.

This is a story of one of the most famous
mediums who ever lived, Helene Smith. The
story is told, and critically studied as well, by
Theodore Flournoy who was Prof, of Psycho-
logy at the University of Geneva. Although the
author demolishes a good many of the claims
made by the medium, he also testifies to her
complete integrity and high-mindedness, and
that she was and remained above suspicion.

In a state of trance—in many seances—she
seemed to be able to relive many episodes in the
life of a Queen named Simandini in 15th cen-
tury South India. Prof. Flournoy studied this
“reincarnation” for a number of years and
found it the most convincing of all. Even more
bizarre, but less convincing and, in any event,
beyond prooflwas Helene Smith’s incarnation
on the planet Mars, whose flora, fauna, intelli-
gent beings, and 'Martian language' she de-
scribed at great length over a period of years.
In trance, she drew pictures of Martian land-
scapes and objects. It is these lives in India and
on Mars for which she is famous. However,
some of her most completely unexplainable
feats—by normal means, that is—are incidents
in which she “recalled” facts and even repro-
duced exactly signatures of long-dead persons,
none of which she could possibly have known
anything about.

This book, originally published sixty years
ago, includes in the present edition an impor-
tant introduction by Prof. C. T. K. Chari, a
prominent philosopher and parapsychologist
of India. Dr. Chari also adds his own new criti-
cal studies of the medium’s story of her life in
15th century India as a final chapter.

“Among the many cases of trance-medium
types, one stands out preeminent by reason of

morning, “If you’re not going to do anything
about that knee, | am.”

“l wish you would,” | replied, “I’m getting
sick of it.” ‘here is nothing more frustrating
than a condition which fails to respond to
treatment . . . one’s own, or that of a series of
doctors. But then the problem was not in the
leg, you see ... it was in MY mind. The condi-
tion in my body was merely the projection of
my inner attitudes of struggle, effort and re-
sistance. At the same time | was forcing my
legs to move forward, | was setting up innume-
rable psychological obstacles for them to over-
come. This is all too common a human situa-
tion. Our efforts to drive ahead are blocked
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fear. When we insist upon going two ways at
once, something has to give. In this case it was
my knee. In other cases of conflict and resist-
ance, it could be any number of foot, joint,
back and muscular difficulties.

Physical difficulties are actually a blessing
in that they are the means by which our atten-
tion is called to the need for inner change. When
this inner change is made, the condition is auto-
matically healed. We need to understand the
principle involved rather than resist it. We
must learn to cooperate with the condition so
that we can learn the lesson it is trying to teach
us.

I knew the principle, but | was failing to
apply it in this situation with my knee. | was
fighting the problem rather than learning how
to solve it. Problems are outer; answers are
from within. Never try to solve a problem on
the level of the problem. Problems, of course,
cease to exist when we find the solution to them.

| saw clearly that my knee was a direct pro-
jection of resistance, pressure and wrong di-
rection in my approach to my work. A sensible
analysis of mental and emotional factors for
the purpose of reaching understanding, fol-
lowed by prayer treatment, is the only way this
can be done. Just one or the other is insuffi-
cient, for they must be combined in scientific
prayer therapy which is based on psychologi-
cal and spiritual understanding.

A few hours later, another phone call came.
