TRANSMUTED ATOMIC ENERGY

The ancient sages have told us not only that
God is Love, but that this particular solar system
is founded upon the ‘cosmic ray of love,' there-
fore can only be fulfilled and understood by
means of that mysterious radiation which is
the root and fountain of all its being. . .Thus
we can see that the ultimate, highest expression
ofatomic energy is love.

Any given chemical element will be found
to be the crystallization of a radiation which, at
its successively higher rates of vibration,will be
recognizable as a sounded note, definite color,
certain perfume, electrical emanation or force,
quality or characteristic expressed by emotional
or mental activity, and finally a particular cos-
mic ray.

It is the successive,gentle crystallation from
cosmic ray to electrical radiation, to color, then
to sound which produces the ultimate molecule
of solid matter. . .Thus we see how the WORD,
or sound, created the physical world. Itissound,
therefore, writes Miss Alder, which is to be used
for the gentle and natural disintegration ofphysi-
cal matter and the release of atomic energy.
The atom. . .its ultimate expression of energy
being love. . .would enjoy what was happening
to it, would cooperate in its own painless libera-
tion, and none of the angry poisonous by-pro-
ducts of violence would be formed. The produc-
tion of atomic energy by such means will be
more widespread, less expensive, and gentler by
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far. By this same means—the radiations pro-
jected by our own mental apparatus—we will
release our own atomic energy and rebuild every
atom and cell in our bodies.

WHO'S ASKING WHO?

In her description of Education in the New
Age, Alice A. Bailey points out a major change
that will take place in the attitude ofthe educator:
". . .Whereas the parents and guardians of the
child spend much of their time in answering or
evading questions posed by the awakening con-
sciousness of the child today, in time to come the
situation will be reversed. Parents will meet
ceaselessly the demands of the emerging intel-
ligence of the child by always inquiring of the
child— Why? Why ask this? Why is it thus and
so?—throwing always the responsibility of an-
swering the questions upon the child, yet at the
same time dropping the solution ofthe question
subtly into the child's mind. This process will
begin in the fifth year of the child's life; the
seeking intelligence (which is the child itself) al-
ways will be forced by the teacher into the posi-
tion of inward search, not outer demand for a
reply which can be memorized and which rests
upon the authority of the older person."

SCIENCE WILL SUPPLY PROOF

" Before the end of this century,” predicts C.K.
Shaw in the English monthly, Two Worlds,
"scientists will have discovered the basic laws
of dematerialization and rematerialization, to
say nothing of those more intangible phenomena,
such as prediction, witchcraft, curses, demonol-
ogy, stigmata. . ." This will be accomplished,
he contends, because in their researches into
physical matter, scientists have discovered that
its basic principles run along the same lines
as those of thought—varying only in rates of
frequency or vibration.

In messages to his mother, an Air Force pilot
who died in Viet Nam tells of his experiences
and feelings at the time of his death,and what
he has learned since his transition. Portions
of the details he gave were later verified by
his Commanding Officer and his navigator.

* * *

MY SON, ROBERT (Bob to his friends, and
Robin to me), was a captain in the United States
Air Force, piloting a B-57 on a bombing mis-
sion in Viet Nam on December 14,1965, when
he was shot down by enemy gunfire. He had
been in the Air Force for seventeen years, and
was a jet pilot instructor at the time of assign
ment to Viet Nam.

He loved to fly. The day was lost to hinl
when he could not go up at least once, as the
freedom of the sky gave him a feeling of peace,
wonder and satisfaction. He always alerted
his students to the beauty and majesty of the
sky, the clouds and the Earth below. He had
a "way" with people, children and animals, and
his great love for all living things seemed to
act as a magnet to draw them to him.

Robert had been brought up in—what some
would term —an unorthodox home. His father,
Ray, who died when Bob was sixteen, was a
great advanced soul who delved into life's mys-
teries, yet he always found time to answer a
young boy's questions. Robert was always in-
terested in any subject that dealt with the spiri-
tual, the mystical or the unusual; he never closed
his mind to any possibility. He had learned
early in life that life is eternal, and that this
world and the spiritual world are one.

When he was stationed in England, Robert
married a wonderful English girl, had five beau-
tiful daughters—now ranging in ages from one
to twelve years—and enjoyed a family associa-
tion that always had been aclose and very happy
one. Even now, Robert continues to enjoy this
relationship with his family —though he has gone
from our physical sight.

In June of 1965, at a family reunion in Rob-
ert's home in Texas, thirteen of us spent five
glorious days together before he was to report
for service in Viet Nam. In the light of subse-

quent events, this reunion no doubt was part
of the Divine Plan, one at which we received
many wonderful messages from our Teachers and
Masters in the invisible, as well as a message
from his father. Robert asked us then if we
would keep him informed of any future messages
we might receive, so | sent him copies of all |
thought would be of help and interest to him.

After Robert arrived in Viet Nam, he had
some time to read, so | sent him a copy of
Autobiography ofa Yogiby Paramahansa Yoga-
nanda.e This was the last book he read, and
in his last letter to me he mentioned chapter
43 as being of particular interest to him. This
was a chapter which dealt with materialization
and astral projection. It is not surprising, there-
fore, that Yogananda's name crops up many
times in various messages.

Robert, or Bob, arrived in the Philippines
for his combat training about the middle of
August, 1965. We began to get messages from
our Teachers (in Spirit) mentioning him soon
after his arrival. These we forwarded to him
as he had requested. Among them was this
quotation:

"The sight of a soldier surrounded by light
is great in God's sight. It is very unusual. . .
Robert moves in the light of a Master, quietly
placing himself in work needed. This is a nec-
essary plan for him to grow in a new home
where he can view life with a powerful yearning
for peace. Questions will be answered, and he
will find new reasons somewhere in this experi-
ence, strengthening and moulding him."

He was sent into combat in October. About
this time we had a lesson on angels and, since
Bob had always been interested in fairies, brown-
ies and angels, we asked for information about
his angel. To our surprise, this was the reply:

"Robert’s angel is Victor. He is an ideal
angel for a soldier as he battles in destructive
wars. .. It is very unusual to find a soldier
who recognizes his mighty, divine self and gives
of himself as Robert gives. He gives of love

THE MAJORITY of modern Metaphysical
writers declare that the subconscious mind is the
arbiter of the Soul, as well as custodian of the
body temple.

It is "the battle for men's minds and
hearts, to seek, to be, to fulfill the light in action
upon their planetary environment. . . It is never
written that the possibility of Armageddon will
be lost. But everywhere it is written that truth
shall prevail by those who will remain steadfast.

**_.. Men must begin to recognize what is the
Armageddon of Earth. It is—in their hearts
and their minds—the division of their will,
mortal or immortal. . . This battle must be won
by each one of us here on Earth—not by the
light bearers and workers of truth in another
dimension. Only those on Earth can bring the
whole mass consciousness from the valley of the
shadow of death unto the peak of the glorious
mountain (of higher dimensions), and be re-
leased into the spheres of higher evolvement.”

FROM ONE HOUSE TO ANOTHER
Discussing the fear of death, C. A. Honey, in
Science Publications Newsletter puts it this way:
"Dying is no more than moving from one'house’
into another'house'. After doing this afew times,
and gradually becoming aware of the realnature
of your true self, you can look forward to the

next adventure instead of being afraid of it—not
morbidly — but in anticipation of the new lessons
and Wonders to learn about. .. It is impossible
to cease 'existence' upon death. Itis a scientifi-
cally impossible event."

SPIRITUAL HEALING CENTENNIAL

February 1, 1866, Mary Baker Eddy fell on
an icy pavement in Lynn, Massachusetts and
was painfully injured. She was healed three
days later. According to her statement, this
spiritual healing resulted front reading Matthew
9:2 in the Bible. "As | read," she said, "the
Healing Truth dawned upon my sense; and the
result was that | rose, dressed myself, and ever
after was in better health than that | had before
enjoyed."”

Christian Science, the religion that grew out
of this healing faith, is now commemorating
one hundred years of a healing ministry that
demonstrates the totality of God's power. After
decades of fierce controversy, according to the
Tulsa Daily World, it now enjoys an unprece-
dented degree of acceptance in the U.S., being
among the ten leading protestant bodies, and
recognized by most insurance companies and
Medicare for payment of its services. Also
quite active in the spiritual healing field is the
Unity School of Christianity, as well as segments
of many orthodox denominations such as the
Episcopalians, Methodists, and Pentecostal
churches now openly acclaiming it.

Although prayer generally is credited with
being the instrument of these healings, as yet
the public at large knows little or nothing of the
role Spirit plays. Many who work hand in
hand with Spirit, as well as those who receive
healings, are unaware of the help they are
receiving—or if they are, fail to let the world
know of it. One of these days television could
be the means Spirit will use to bring these heal-
ings more dramatically to world attention. In
the last analysis, however, that which is of our
own inner personal experience forges our faith
in a higher power to heal all conditions.

HEALING SAINTS

They are the. . .

ST. FRANCIS OF PAULA, ITALY By Major T. H. Patterson, Kent, England

SPIRITUAL HEALING often is regarded as
a therapy for dying and dreadfully diseased
persons only. This concept has no basis in fact,
for very often spiritual healers are called upon
to treat minor cases of physical ill-conditions.
Spiritual healing should be considered as both
a corrective force and a preventive influence.

A man named Charles Pyrrho was suffering
from a toothache. He approached a healer
who touched his cheek with his hand; instantly
he was cured of his affliction. Amongst healers
this is not uncommon, and there are many cases
on record where slight pains of very little con-
sequence have been removed by just the touch
of a healer's hand. Charles Pyrrho was an
ecclesiastic of the fifteenth centurey, and the healer
was St. Francis of Paula.

Francis was born at Paula, near Naples, Italy.
Like Francis of Rome, he came from a very poor
family. Francis' parents had been considered
to be infertile, and —having lived in a state of
matrimony for a number of years without chil-
dren being born to them —sought the intercession
of St. Francis of Assisium. In a short time,a
child was born. The new born baby was con-
sidered to be in consequence of their prayerful
intercession, and was thus named Francis as a
mark of thankfulness.

This particular form of healing is not so
fantastic as it may appear. It is merely the
correction of ill-conditions contained within
specific human organs. Its validity is no more
to be doubted than the restoration of the sight,
the removal of a goiter, or the unlocking of a
joint. I am In possession of a letter from a
Japanese friend which gives credit to an English
healer for having restored fertility by absent
healing . . .and this is over four hundred years
after the cannonization of St. Francis of Paula.

James Martatille was the father of Francis,
and, in order to provide an education for his
child suitable for his spiritual aspirations, con-
fined him in the Franciscan monastery at St.
Marks. The Iong story of the labors of Francis,
which culminated in him being the founder of
the Order of Minims, has been told quite ably
in several works of indisputable authority. This,
however, is not our immediate concern, and it
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is sufficient to say that St. Francis of Paula was
a healer of such high order that his healing
successes are recorded in all narratives of his
religious and spiritual career.

The cannonization of Francis was authorized
primarily because of the testimonies given on
oath by the many who had themselves received
successful healings from Francis, as well as by
others who had witnessed his powers to heal.
One such testimony came from a man who "was
healed in an instant of a painful lameness in his
thigh.” Exactly what his condition was, we do
not know, any more than we know the names
of many diseases common in those days. They
were probably the same diseases from which
human beings suffer today.

It is told that Louis XI, King of France, was a
man of many human failings, including the
abuse of authority, jealousy, and impatience. He
was taken ill with a "lingering decay," and called
upon this holy man to restore his health with a
promise to “"serve both him and his order."
Francis answered that he could not comply with
his request because of the "low and merely human
motives" behind the request for healing. He did
finally visit the King, and while in France cured
many a sick person of the plague, as well as
many other so-called incurable conditions.

In 1506 Francis himself became ill with fever,
and on April 2nd, 1508, at the age of ninety-
one years, passed to Spirit. He was cannonized
in 1519. Nearly sixty years later, during some
of the denominational persecutions, the remains
of the Saint were desecrated, some of which were
later retrieved and distributed between the several
churches of his order.

There do not appear to be any authentic
records which indicate healings have taken place
since his death in consequence of intercession to
his departed spirit.  Undoubtedly his life of
usefulness has taken on a new form, and his
love and compassion are still healing our
troubled world.

* * *

shell of refusal to face any issue—withdraw
within ourselves—yet still hope for victory?

When we try to maintain a high spirituality
by never coming to grips with any issues, never
taking sides, never crossing anyone —we make
for ourselves a desert which we call "victory.”

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LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

HOW TO PREPARE FOR MIND READING

IT WAS POINTED OUT in the previous
article on this subject that despite all the books
and theories as to how telepathy or mind reading
is done, the real "how” is learned only through
actual experience. The best way the student
can gain the most from his experience is to play
the part of the recipient as often as possible.
Projection can be practiced most any time, but
the truly "fine work™ is accomplished by the
one who performs as the recipient.

In the beginning, be sure experiments of this
nature are with friends who are in sympathy
with you, and who also are interested in such
subjects. At all times avoid experimenting with
those who are antagonistic to you or the subject,
or who are of a doubtful and skeptical mind
along these lines. In order to be successful,
there must be a harmony and rapport between
those who are participating, because in the pro-
cess of "sensitizing” yourself to do these tests,
you find how susceptible you are to the mental
attitudes of those around you. Those thoughts
which are of a negative nature give you the
feeling of trying to penetrate or surmount a
high, thick wall. Those persons whom you test
out as projectors you will find vary as to their
raport with you, even though all may be equally
your good friends. When two persons are in
vibrational harmony with each other, they are
like two wireless telegraphic instruments perfectly
attuned to each other. It is in these cases where
the best results are obtained consistently. It
does not take too long for one to be able to
determine the degree of rapport between various
people; it becomes something you "feel” within
you very quickly.

Even when these en rapport conditions are
good, it is also well to establish a rhythmic
unison between the participants. This is done
by the two people breathing in rhythmic unison
for a few moments. Begin by counting, "one-
two—three—four," like the slow ticking of a
large clock, then have the other person join
with you in counting this way until your minds
both work in the same rhythmic time. You then
breathe in unison by both making a mental
count at the same time so that you breathe to-
gether. Count mentally, "one—two—three—

four,” as you inhale, then "one—two—three—
four," as you exhale. After you have done this
several times, you will find you have established
a rhythmic unison between yourselves. Should
the conditions with which you are working be-
come undesirable, it is possible to improve them
by re-establishing the proper rhythmic harmony
by this method of harmonious breathing.

Begin by having the projector select something
simple to identify... a prominent object in the
room, such as a chair, a table, or a lamp.
Have him take your left hand in his right hand.
Raise your left hand — held in his right hand —
to your forehead; close your eyes and remain
passive a few moments. Have him concentrate
his mind intently on the selected object, then
will that you should move toward it. With
all his power, have him think of nothing else
except that object, and willing you to move
toward it. Keep your eyes closed, quiet your
mind, and open your conscioushess to every
mental impression he may send you. Instruct
him to think not merely “chair,” for instance,
but rather the "chair there. . .go there!" The
main thought in the projector's mind must be one
of direction, to move you toward that chair.

As you feel a vague impulse to move your
feet, obey that impulse. Take a few slow steps in
any direction that seems easy for you. Even
though you may at first be taken in the opposite
direction, it will "get you going;" soon you will
feel the direction is wrong and mentally be pulled
in the right direction. After a little practice, you
will feel the mental direction of the projector
quite distinctly. You will be able to distinguish
when you should stop and go and turn as you
make yourself passive, receptive and obedient
to the thought and will impulses of the projector.
Soon you will have attained proficiency in re-
ceiving mental impressions, and, like steel to a
magnet, will be drawn to the selected object.

SCIENCE AND REVELATIONS

Seeing Glamour: A World Problem through
the eyes of her teacher, "The Tibetan,” Alice
A. Bailey writes that "much of the true revelation
since the time of Christ has come to the world
along the line of science." Scientific proof, for
instance, that material substance is essentially
a form of energy is seen to be as great a reve-
lation as any given by the Christ or Buddha.

Before the advent
of modern day psychical research and its reve-
lations, how differently we might have regarded
such a question.

HELP FOR THE PSYCHIATRISTS

Commenting on the value of ESP experiences
occurring with the patients of psychotherapists,
lan Stevenson, M.D., author and reincarnation
researcher, writes in the International Journal
of Parapsychology that in addition to the useful
observations these experiences yield about psy-
chological factors, a "pattern" analysis is needed
of all ESP experiences reported by therapists,
those happening to themselves or to their patients
in relation to each other. He feels that such
analyses are bound to produce valuable new
information for observation and experiment.

So far, psychoanalytic interpretations of psy-
chical phenomena far from suffice. Dr. Stevenson
contends, and psychoanalytic theories themselves
have not had the rigorous testing that would
put them in a strong enough position to clarify
ESP experimentation. It is altogether possible,
suggests Dr.Stevenson, thatparapsychology will,

in the end, contribute more to psychiatry than
current knowledge ofpsychiatry can contribute
to parapsychology.

WHO SETS THE STANDARDS?

Frequently one reads that until parapsychol-
ogy can produce "repeatable experiments,” it
will not be accepted by the public as a science or
a valid field of research. On the other hand, as
suggested by prominent New York professor and
researcher, Dr. Gertrude R. Schmeidler, para-
psychology may be accomplishing more by deep-
ening its knowledge of the field than by attempting
to meet the demand of its critics for a "repeatable
experiment”. .. a statement that indicates much
growth and maturity is taking place within the
ranks of workers in this new field. It has been
pointed out that actually there is a wide variety
of definitions of what a "repeatable experiment"
is for a particular branch of science. There
are many situations within astronomy, geology,
or physics, for example, which make the primary
structure of that science observational, not ex-
perimental.  As other branches of science have
done, parapsychology too must be courageous
enough to set up its own definitions. As Gardner
Murphy puts it in his foreword of Phantasms of
the tiving by Eleanor M. Sidgwick:" Ultimately
our job is to build a science, internally consistent
and capable of cross-checking and objective test-
ing, and ultimately reconcilable with other ways
of knowing the world."

OF WHAT USE IS PARAPSYCHOLOGY?

What was written in 1953 by prominent re-
searcher, Robert Amadou, answering this ques-
tion still applies. . .that parapsychology's con-
tribution to our culture "is recognizable, after all,
in the better knowledge it enables us to acquire
of man's psychological and physiological nat-
ure—of the human personality.” We have also
come to know it as a new way to reveal the
irrational and unconscious mativations under-
lying many events, many opinions, and much
human evidence.

THE MEDICS ARE WAKING UP!

IN A RECENT radio quiz, Dr. James Z.
Appel, President of the American Medical As-
sociation, was asked if materia medica could
anticipate ten or fifteen years in advance the
development of a specific disease. His reply was
most revealing concerning the awakening of
medical men to the mental nature of all disease,
for he said that in cases where there was a
pattern of emotional habits, unless something
happened to change it, manifestation in the body
definitely is predictable.

The findings of psychiatry concerning the sub-
conscious mind, which now goes by the desig-
nation of unconsciousness, have helped gready
in the development of medical thought as to the
mental cause of certain diseases. It is to be
hoped that eventually mental etiology will be
recognized with respect to all disease. One reason
for the present reluctance to go all out is the
assumption of psychiatrists that only the mentality
of the patient is involved. When their medical
friends cannot find causation in the mind of
the patient, they are likely to follow their earlier
convictions that the cause must be looked for in
the body.

That one can suffer from the thoughts ofothers
is an assumption which apparently puts too
great a strain on the medical mind; hence the
field of mental causation is covered only par-
tially. The reason why the common cold has
not been traced to its source is because it denotes
cold thoughts from outside, even though it finds
its way into expression through exposure to the
weather, to a virus, improper diet, or other
avenues blamed by the medics. "Taking cold"
by a sensitive person is the acceptance ofthe cold
disdain or criticism of others. This has been
proved in the practice of metaphysics far beyond
any reasonable degree of doubt.

In the writer's own recent experience, thevalue
was brought home of realizing the significance
of pain in the form of painful attacks from
outside one's own consciousness. | was sitting
in meditation very quietly one afternoon when,
like the proverbial "bolt from the blue,” I was
seized by a violent toothache, one so vicious
as to bring tears tothe eyes and leave me stunned
with only the name of God to which I could

cling. After fifteen minutes of this struggle, the
pain ceased as quickly as it had come. It had
been only a few months since making a visit to
my dentist. At that time he could find no cavities
in my teeth. However, from many decades of
experience, | was not concerned with the physical
cause of the pain, but only with its mental sig-
nificance.  Casting about in my mind for it
| quickly came upon one person from whom
this attack could emanate. | got busy meta-
physically to counteract it.

This person was a patient whom | had never
seen, living in another state. He had a most
unusual difficulty, one stemming from pre-natal-
ism on the part of his mother who bitterly hated
the thought of his arrival on this plane. Her
mental coldbloodness marked the child with a
sense of physical coldness which all of his life
required him to pile on as much extra clothing
as he could manage—even in the summertime —
in order to keep warm. At the time | accepted
him as a patient, he was about middle-aged,
having suffered many years of frustration and
bitterness over this situation. On the particular
afternoon when | experienced the terrific tooth-
ache, | discovered later that he had focused all
his bitterness upon me because improvement had
seemed so slight to him.

Without the insight developed in my practice
as a metaphysician, on the afternoon in question
my first thought would have been to make an
emergency call to my dentist. Even when there
were several minor repetitions of the pain over
a period of many weeks, | worked mentally to
dissolve the bitterness of this patient's thought
as a protection for him as well as for myself.
Finally, when convinced that this had been ac-
complished, and no pain whatever remained, |
did visit the dentist's office where he found a tiny
cavity not apparent in his previous examination.

The double-barreled treatment | gave for this
condition — partially for the patient and partially
for myself—was along this line:

and light as he fights in Viet Nam for a cause
that locks the U.S.A, in a terrible war. Angels
are at Robert's side keeping him from harm.
It is a life of service as he lives in the light."

At the time this message was received, we
felt we were being assured of his physical safety,
so it came as a shock when later we received
notice of his death. However, after we received
Bob's messages from the invisible realm, it was
all explained, and then we understood the mean-
ing of" keeping him from harm."

Bob was beginning to mention in his letters
some startling experiences he was having with
his wife. . .that she had been there with him
several times, and that he also had been at home.

Then one night—from Spirit—Bob's father
gave an explanation of the things Bob was ex-
periencing:

he said to me, "it is for you to cover him with
the mighty light in the bond of motherhood.

God bless the valiant son of Dorothy, and keep
him and his family in the light."

Perhaps this was meant to be a warning, or a
preparation for what was to come, but we failed
to recognize it as such at the time.

We received a telegram on Tuesday, Decem-
ber 14, 1965, stating that Bob's plane had
crashed in enemy -territory, and that he was
listed as missing. We had been praying for his
safety and protection, and needed strength and
faith in our time of waiting. We asked our be-
loved Yogananda for help to sustain us until we
had further information. He answered, saying
to us:
