A HIGHER CONSCIOUSNESS BECAUSE OF UFO’S

BECAUSE OF an ever-increasing number of 
UFO sightings, a heretofore complacent public 
—whether it likes it or not—finally is obliged 
to take a good look at this phenomenon.

Contained in the June, 1966 Parastudy Re­
view of the activities and news at its Center on 
Valleybrook Road in Chester Heights, Penn­
sylvania, is the report of a recent lecture given 
by Gordon Shandley relating his experiences in 
flying saucer research.

Many who were “newcomers” to this field 
of interest received what was described as the 
shock of their lives as they listened to this Army 
Air Corps pilot (Classification, 1941 Top Se­
cret) expound in a matter-of-fact manner on 
the various types of UFO craft as casually as 
though he were discussing the latest models 
put out by General Motors.

Most of Mr. Shandley’s research stressed the 
scientific and technical side of this subject; how­
ever, because of his association with George 
Adamski prior to his death, he was also ac­
quainted with the philosophical and religious 
aspect of this study. This caused him to adopt a 
view of the solar system that recognizes the 
existence of twelve planets—all of which are in­
habited by members of the human race in a 
considerably higher state of spiritual and scien­
tific evolvement than are the denizens of this 
“dark planet” with all its wars and bigotries.

Mr. Shandley’s elaboration upon the nature 
of space ships, the Review reports, revealed that 
the large mother ships to which they are at­
tached rarely come into the Earth’s atmosphere. 
The saucers themselves are discs operated by 
remote control from the main ship. A great deal 
of the mystery surrounding the appearance of 
the UFO is rooted in our, as yet, partial under­
standing of magnetic fields, ionization process­
es, and various force fields which play such an 
important part in maneuvering the space craft. 
It is the ionization force placed around the craft 
which is said to be the force that protects it. A 

magnetic screen ploughs a path ahead of the 
craft in its course through space, clearing the 
way of “dust.” According to Shandley, the 
space people have gained comprehension of an 
unbelievably complex arrangement of one-inch 
thick invisible lines of force, none of which 
touch one another. Should these lines ever 
cross, a death ray is produced destroying any­
thing in its path.

As has been known and recorded by many 
who have researched this field, the Earth has 
been visited by beings from other planets since 
the time higher forms of life first developed. 
The current attention now being given to Earth 
is said to be sparked by atomic and hydrogen 
explosions, and by the radar we bounced off 
the Moon, which—to them—constituted a dis­
tress signal.

According to Shandley, our Government is 
as infiltrated with space beings as it is supposed 
to be with Communists, except that they have 
much better intentions than the Communists. 
He spoke of having consulted personally with 
at least six individuals from other planets who, 
in an unobtrusive way, volunteered information 
that aided him in his research.

Scientific laboratories also are said to have 
received the benefit of such extra-terrestrial 
knowledge. Often these beings pose as second 
or third laboratory assistants, then—once their 
suggestions have been adopted—quietly van­
ish, then reappear at some other spot.

In discussing the planets, he mentioned that 
every planet has a radiation field around it. He 
told of a planet called Clarion—on the other 
side of the Sun from us—which orbits propor­
tionately so that we can never perceive it or 
know of its existence. Although many of us 
now are beginning to admit the existence of life 
on other planets, he feels it might come as quite 
a jolt to Earth’s people once they learn for sure

IF YOU WOULD see the dramatic demon­
stration of Truth in your life, the first thing you 
must be certain to do is stop regretting or think­
ing—even for an instant—about yesterday’s er­
rors or tomorrow’s problems.

WHAT ARE PREDICTIONS?

Commenting on how C. K. Shaw, columnist 
for Prediction, International Monthly, views 
predictions, he sees time as the cross on which 
all who make them are crucified. He contends, 
however, that "predictions are a statement of 
factual conditions, not necessarily of factual 
events," and that our reaction to those condi­
tions is for us to decide, for, as a part of God, 
each has his own freewill to alter his future. If 
more of us practiced this, we would, of course, 
be predicting our own destiny instead of turn­
ing to others for it.

SIGNS OF A GREAT CHANGE
It is said that the Earth is reaching the end of 

one cycle and the beginning of another. This is 
bound to bring with it turmoil in the affairs of 
men and a boiling over of the tempestuous 
forces of nature.

OUR PROTECTION FROM DANGER

THE POWER OF THE SUBCONSCIOUS MIND

IN CASE OF great danger, little do we real­
ize that it is the subconscious mind that makes 
us choose the right move. Yet everybody knows 
of people who, caught in a fire, have abandoned 
their most precious possessions while dragging 
out worthless pieces of furniture, or who have 
run the wrong way when the right way was 
open. How, then, can we account for this?

Your subconscious will not “choose the right 
move” for you in an emergency, unless pre­
pared by right thinking to do so. If you have 
always been afraid of fire, for example, yet have 
not pictured what you would do in case of fire, 
you will be paralyzed by that fear when you find 
yourself caught in a fire, unable to receive any 
right direction from your subconscious. You 
must remember that what comes out of your 
mind is only that which has gone into it at some 
previous time . . . because you created your 
world by your own past reaction to it. In your 
desire to save something from the fire, because 
you have never pictured the things worth saving 
in the event of fire, you hysterically grab up any­
thing. Because you have never pictured what 
exits you would take in case of fire, you have 
only one frenzied thought—to get out—not 
the way to get out. Therefore you must start 
now to prepare your mind to meet any emer­
gency that could arise.

When traveling, for example, even if you have 
no fear of fire, as an intelligent precaution, take 
a look at the exits in your hotel room, train, 
plane, or bus, noticing the positions of fire es­
capes and stairways. Test them, if possible, to 
see if they happen to be jammed or locked. This 
checkup takes only a few minutes, then you 
can dismiss it from the conscious mind, know­
ing that if a fire should break out, instantly you 
would be made aware of the right moves to 
make. You might also decide just what articles 
you should take with you so there will be no 
confusion in trying to determine this during a 
fire when the mind needs to be free to meet the 

existing situation.
Your subconscious, “that something” with­

in, will never fail you if you properly instruct it 
and liberate your consciousness from fear.

Some might say that we should have faith 
that danger will never-^come near to us no 
matter what the situation. Blind faith is always 
dangerous, and is often worse than no faith at 
all. Real faith possesses an “inner knowing 
quality” about it. Such faith is based on an in­
telligent awareness of the factors upon which 
you are basing your faith. You are not using 
your intelligence when you proceed without 
caution into an area where ydu may encounter 
an enemy, or come upon a precipice in the 
dark. Faith was never intended as a substitute 
for intelligent action. It was and is designed to 
augment your intelligence, to activate the cre­
ative powers within to attract what you want 
and need to you, in association with your own 
efforts in that direction.

If you picture in your mind, with faith, that 
you can safely avoid an encounter with the en­
emy, or be guided without mishap along a road 
in the darkness, or that you will be fore-warned 
when you are about to do anything harmful, 
the creative power within follows your orders 
and gives you the “hunches,” the impulses, 
urges and premonitions that serve to protect 
you from danger.

Your subconscious is infallible in its follow­
ing of whatever instructions you give it with 
your conscious mind. So don’t depend on your 
subconscious to do your thinking for you. It 
can perceive for you, and bring you knowledge 
of things you need to know about, or put you 
in touch with sources for such knowledge . . . 
but it is subservient, at all times, to your desires, 
your decisions, your free-will choices.

ATTRACT "GOOD LUCK"

In an article interpreting the symbolism of 
various Tarot cards, Madeline Montalban 
states in Prediction magazine that because we 
are bound to our friends and loved ones in an 
occult way, when they enjoy good fortune we 
should also see our own improve. We should 
therefore always rejoice at good luck coming 
to people we know because, by knowing them, 
we are on the fringe of the circle around which 
this luck circulates. Good luck or ill luck, as 
she puts it, can be equally contagious. If we 
are closely connected with selfish, wanton or 
wicked people, we are on the fringe of this cir­
cle. We would not be connected with them 
unless there were something in our own char­
acters akin to them. We are affected by people 
we know—either because we admire them, or 
because we think that,if they can get away with 
something,so can we. This is actual participa­
tion in their weaknesses. If we can be ruthless in 
some things, let’s make it in keeping away from 
such people lest we ourselves become corrupted 
and fall along with them. In this same way we 
can be uplifted and enhanced by associations of 
a better kind, leading us into more pleasant, 
beneficial and lasting spheres of interests, and, 
in turn, help others we meet along the way.

HOW WE DRIFT
Retracing his arduous route to spiritual illu­

mination, Two Worlds, English Monthly, 
quotes psychic sage George Russell in recalling 
the task he had set for himself: “...

I would choose 
some mental object, an abstraction of form, and 
strive to hold my mind fixed on it in unwaver­
ing concentration, so that not for a moment, 
not for an instant, would the concentration 
slacken . . .

10 rious day. It is then we realize how little of life 

has been our own, and how much a response 
to sensation, a drifting in the tide of desire.”

THE AWARENESS OF PABLO CASALS
To those who read with the eyes of spiritual 

discernment, eighty-nine year old Pablo Casals, 
world’s most celebrated cellist,revealed in the 
first interview of its kind he had ever granted, 
published in McCall's magazine, May, 1966, 
the essence of his greatness. He talked at length 
with Louis Biancolli, music critic and biogra­
pher, about music, peace, love, religion and 
personal happiness, but it was his deep love 
for his fellow man, of life, the Spirit of all life, 
and his oneness with all nature that singled him 
out as truly a universal soul. Crediting his moth­
er with having the most powerful moral and 
spiritual influence on his life, he openly admit­
ted he was acutely aware of her presence around 
him ever since her passing to Spirit, as well as 
the feeling that he knew intimately and felt the 
closeness of musical geniuses Beethoven, Schu­
bert, and Bach. When asked what he would do 
differently if starting his life over, he stated 
that with his music, nothing, but that he would 
try to be a better man. He saw everything that 
ever happened to him as serving some good. 
Theorizing on the reasons for longevity, he 
gave credit to the direction of one’s thoughts as 
having a great influence on the preservation of 
one’s health of body and mind. “If they are 
right,” he said, “the rest is right.” A man of 
peace, he became a self-exile from his native 
land, Spain, in protest of the Franco regime. 
His good friend, Albert Schweitzer, gave him 
—and the world—something to think about, 
perhaps among the many reasons why Schweit­
zer later became known as the conscience of the 
world.

HEALING SAINTS By Major T. H. Patterson, Kent, England

ST. JUDE
PATRON SAINT OF "HOPELESS CASES"

ST. JUDE has been described as the Patron 
Saint of “hopeless cases."

About three years ago I attended a healing 
demonstration where a patient who was a flow­
er seller was brought to the platform. He was 
suffering from a spinal disease which had re­
duced him to a physical wreck. As he ap­
proached the platform, a sigh of apprehension 
rose from several thousand people in the audi­
ence, for he was one of those “hopeless cases” 
... yet it was one of the most spectacular heal­
ings I have ever witnessed. This person—who 
had to be aided to the platform in a condition of 
helpless infirmity—discarded his sticks and 
walked freely back down the steps with ajaunti- 
ness and freedom that surpassed human com­
prehension. He had been healed by the power 
of Spirit which knows of no "hopeless cases.”

After the demonstration, I interviewed this 
patient and saw the confusion of his mind from 
the impact of this astonishing event, for it was 
difficult to get any kind of intelligent statement 
from him. All he could say was: “I can’t believe 
it... I can't believe it. I have been a cripple for 
years, and look at me now! I can walk again. I 
was a hopeless case, and yet this man (Harry 
Edwards) has done this for me. I just can’t be­
lieve it.”

Where spiritual healing is concerned, how­
ever, it is believable, for there is no such thing 
as a “hopeless case.” Every ill condition has a 
cure. Spirit therapy knows no restrictions. The 
greater knowledge, understanding and skill of 
our friends in Spirit is such that the most dis­
torted human body can be restored to normality.

St. Jude has been declared the Patron Saint 
of “hopeless cases,” but actually it would be 
more correct to say that he is the Patron Saint 
of those beyond human help. His many cures 
confounded the greatest medical and surgical 
men of his time. Nor has the help from Spirit 
which Jude has given been confined to physical 
infirmities, for he has aided all manner of diffi­

cult cases, including those of a financial,indus­
trial and domestic nature.

Amongst some of the oldest mews in London, 
I discovered a small tavern in the region of Bel­
grave Square, London, which contained some 
unusual ancient records, and, to my great sur­
prise, also contained a statue of St. Jude. 1 dis­
covered more, for there 1 also found men and 
women from all walks of life, of all religions, 
who gave me testimony of a great healing re­
sponse upon intercession to St. Jude. Since my 
first visit a few years ago, the tavern has come 
under new management, but the statue of St. 
Jude still remains there. So do the many who 
come there knowing that his power to heal is 
still with us . . . just as surely as it was during 
the mortal life of Jude in the first century. He 
was known then as the son of Mary Cleophas, 
a relative of Jesus (one of the three Marys at 
the foot of the cross), and brother of Joseph 
During his lifetime Jude was known to have 
healed many who had suffered from paralysis, 
blood and heart complaints, and many ill- 
conditions which correspond to ill-conditions 
symptoms of our day. Although very few facts 
actually are known of his life, since his passing 
to Spirit, intercession to him has proved the 
great healing power of Spirit.

It is a well known fact that nearly all the 
Saints possessed one or more of the gifts of 
Spirit, not the least of which was the power to 
heal. However, since the middle of the fourth 
century, the Christian church has suppressed 
and forbidden the practice of communication 
with Spirit. The contradiction of church doc­
trine and practice is made abundantly clear, 
however, by the recorded fact that many Saints 
had been cannonized only because they had 
been able to prove they were in communication 
with Spirit, yet by that very fact had violated 
the laws of the Christian church.

IN THE PREVIOUS six lessons we have 
learned many things about the science of the 
soul.

It expresses itself through the human body, 
the instrument through which the Soul is en­
riched with knowledge, therefore the body is 
not the true self, but merely a means of expres­
sion of the Soul. Death, then, and the fear of 
death, should be eliminated from one’s con­
sciousness, for it is but a transition—a gradua­
tion—to a higher state of consciousness. It is 
the Father’s method and means of forever ad­
vancing His children toward the heights. Once 
the fear of death has been overcome, man’s 
greatest enemy has been eliminated, and he can 
go forward to previously unattained spiritual 
unfoldment.

As we come to accept the fact that The Mas­
ters There and the People Here are ONE, there 
can be—whenever requested—constant com­
munion, communication, and cooperation from 
these Masters. From them we may gain basic 
wisdom, as well as guidance, counsel, protec­

tion and direction relating to our Eternal Life. 
From them we may obtain also information 
which we shall not have to correct or unlearn 
when we reach the Other Side of Life.

The sooner we accept LOVE as being the sum 
of all the wonderful qualities of God, the sooner 
does the ONE HEALING POWER in the uni­
verse bring us into wholeness and perfection. 
Without it, no healing is ever complete. This 
Love is expressed through man, and in propor­
tion to its expression are the sick healed and the 
sorrowing comforted. This Love is a Soul­
quality, radiated by the Soul just as the sun ra­
diates sunbeams, and, like the sunbeams, dis­
places the shadows of disease.

We have also learned how disease enters the 
human mind as a thought. If entertained, it de­
velops into symptoms commonly ascribed by 
materia medica, and, continuing its course with 
the successive stages, becomes a disease bearing 
some name. Fear accentuates the condition, 
for where there is feeling added to thought, 
there is activity, and where there is activity 
there is life. The antidote for admitting this 
thought to the mind is the expulsion of the idea, 
or refusal to admit it in the beginning. Simply 
stated, one may decree: "I refuse to permit you 
to enter my consciousness."... or “Divine Love 
removes you from me."

WHEN SUDDEN DEATH STRIKES

IF ONE WANTS to know about sudden and 
tragic death, all he has to do is to pick up one of 
the daily newspapers. An airplane engine fails, 
hotels, hospitals, homes and theaters burn, au­
tomobiles collide, rivers go on a rampage, wars 
and famines rage . . . and we say, “how terri­
ble!” But since we do not know the persons 
involved, and personally we face no visible evi­
dence, our emotion - though sincere - tends to 
be fleeting. Even when tragedy strikes our next 
door neighbor and our sympathies are more 
involved ... still we tend to feel that we are im­
mune. Such things may happen to others, but 
(we tell ourselves) sudden death has no place in 
the pattern of our lives.

Then—with the suddenness of an earthquake 
or an explosion—everything in our world 
comes to a stop. A dear friend or a relative un­
expectedly is snatched from us. This crushing 
blow disarranges our life, nullifies our plans, 
scatters our hopes, and shatters our faith. We 
cry out: “Why did this have to happen to me? 
What have I done that God should send such a 
terrible thing into my life?”

To those who have not cultivated the philoso­
phy or acquired the knowledge to prepare them­
selves for this change—however it may come— 
it is difficult to answer such questions to their 
comfort in the midst of suffering. As soon as 
possible, we need to learn the truth in the state­
ment: “In the midst of life, we are in death.” 
Those words were not written for the few who 
seem destined for violent or untimely death, but 
for all of us. They were written not to ease our 
sorrow, but to prepare us for the inevitable sep­
arations which are bound to come. The price 
we pay at such a time always is determined by 
the spiritual resources at our command. We 
rise or fall according to the scope of our faith, 
the depth of our poise, and the measure of our 
self-control.

Unless we still think of God as an arbitrary 
14 and vindictive power who sends destruction and 

misery upon some and happiness and peace 
upon others, we cannot blame Him when trag­
edy strikes. Physical health is governed by phys­
ical laws. When these laws are broken, man 
becomes sick. Financial collapse is the result of 
failure to cooperate with economic laws. In 
other words, there is no punishment for the 
breaking of a law, but there is an inevitable 
consequence.

Many people regard sudden death with re­
vulsion and dread. To the departed, however, it 
may be a relief and blessing. The way in which 
we go, or the time at which we go, is not the im­
portant thing. The supremely important thing 
is our readiness to make the change . . . and 
over this we do have control. Readiness is a 
matter of being reconciled and prepared, of 
living each day as though it were our last, of 
being prepared for the sudden termination of 
Earthly ties. Death is lamentable only when 
there are unfinished tasks, unquenched anger, 
poisonous grudges, unreconciled enmities, and 
unhealed wounds. We should square our ac­
counts every day.

Deathbed repentance probably is better than 
no repentance at all, of course; repentance, 
however, means a change of mind and heart. 
Change takes time, for it is a matter of behavior, 
character, discipline, and consciousness.

No one in his right mind is going to choose 
sudden death over natural death, but it does 
have many compensations. Think of the many 
sorrows, heartaches, and perplexities the de­
parted loved one has been spared. Think of the 
difference between the clean, quick dispatch of 
sudden death as compared with the painful slow 
disintegration of the body. But our thoughts 
about death, as a rule, like many of our funeral 
customs, are pagan. After nearly two thousand 
years of Christian teaching and faith, we still 
cannot accept the fact that death is not the end

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LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

HOW TO PREPARE FOR MIND READING Part II

LEARNING MIND READING is like 
learning to skate, run an automobile, operate a 
typewriter or anything else ... it is all a matter 
of practice. It is astonishing how rapidly one 
may learn to do this; at times one seems to prog­
ress by leaps and bounds.

Here are some simple steps to follow as exer­
cises in progressing from the simple to the more 
complex feats. Be sure, however, to master thor­
oughly the simple ones first before passing on to 
the more complex. Be honest with yourself, and 
strict. Make yourself “pass examinations” be­
fore promotions to higher steps.

1. Locations—Begin by finding particular 
locations in a room: corners, alcoves, doors, etc.

2. Large Objects—Next, find large objects, 
such as tables, chairs, book-cases, etc.

3. Small Objects—Then proceed to find 
small objects, such as books on a table, sofa­
cushions, ornaments, paper-knives, etc. Grad­
ually work down to smaller and smaller objects.

4. Concealed Objects -Now proceed to find 
small objects that have been concealed under 
other objects, such as a pocket-book beneath 
a sofa cushion, or a key in a book or under a 
rug, etc.

5. Minute Objects—Here you can proceed 
to locate very small objects, either concealed or 
placed in an inconspicuous place, such as a pin 
stuck in the wall, or a small bean under a vase.

The student who understands the principles 
involved in performing these experiments can 
vary the above by ingenious combinations that 
produce dramatic demonstrations. Power to 
find even the smallest, well concealed article, 
can be simply the result of the fine development 
of thought direction. The impression of “direc­
tion” once obtained makes all else a matter of 
detail.

Of course some who function as “recipients” 
are far more proficient than others, but—pro­
vided that patience and practice are employed 

16 —any person of average intelligence can be­

come proficient in performing these experi­
ments. There is no such thing as an absolute 
failure if one will proceed intelligently and prac­
tice diligently. Sometimes, after many discour­
aging attempts, the whole thing will flash into 
one’s mind all at once, and after that there will 
be little or no trouble.

Interestingly, you will find that experiments 
of this nature tend to develop or unfold more 
rapidly your psychic receptivity in the direc­
tion of the higher phases of psychic phenomena. 
Suddenly you will be surprised to find yourself 
catching flashes or glimpses of higher telepathy, 
even clairvoyance. This is why it is advisable 
for those wishing to cultivate the higher psychic 
faculties to begin by perfecting the simpler 
forms of mind reading. In addition to the bene­
fits to be obtained from doing so, it is a very in­
teresting practice, and opens many doors of 
friendship.

Having perfected himself along the lines of 
these experiments, the student now can em­
bark on perfecting the step in mind reading 
wherein there is no actual physical contact be­
tween the “projector” and “recipient,” but 
where there is a close relation in space between 
the two. In this case, one might ask: Why the 
nearness of the two participants? While in true 
telepathy there is no distinction of space, in 
some experiments the physical nearness of the 
“projector” enables the “recipient” to concen­
trate more forcibly, and, to the beginner, gives 
a feeling of confidence in receiving mind­
currents. Actually, the benefit is solely that of a 
psychological effect upon the minds of the two 
participants, having nothing to do with the 
actual power or operation of the telepathic 
waves. It is much easier to concentrate one’s 
thought and will on a person in actual close 
physical sight than it is on one out of sight. 
Once familiarity has been acquired with pro­
jecting and receiving, even this obstacle, how­
ever, is overcome, and there is no terror of

“educational” program for the public with re­
gard to UFO information. The idea is to break 

20 everybody in gradually ... by emphasis on out­

er space education, exploration, and rocket de­
velopments via the various news media, which 
will—in time—lead to an admission of the true 
nature of these objects which for so long have 
graced our skies. Until this period of time has 
elapsed, according to Shandley, the Air Force 
officially will continue to manifest a state of 
amnesia on UFO topics.

Considering the accelerated interest of an in­
creasing number of large national publications, 
as well as ever widening and more frequent TV 
and radio coverage, an aroused public could 
demand more UFO information and force the 
Government to update its twenty-year “educa­
tional” program to fit present day needs. To­
day’s youngsters certainly are not waiting until 
tomorrow to receive the answers to questions 
that are firing their imagination. Neither may 
the parents who attended the Shandley lecture 
be willing to put up for very long with being 
likened to a group of kindergartners who are 
told by the teacher that “when they get a little 
older certain things can be explained to them.”

It now looks as if all of us are in the position 
of having to grow up a lot in a hurry. The soon­
er the better ... for whether we can, or will, 
could determine if anyone will be around to 
enjoy it.

•
With so much on this subject being a matter 

of speculation, it behooves each of us to be as 
well informed as we are able that we might 
draw our own conclusions and not rely on 
many of the wild opinions of others. While 
many books that have appeared on UFO topics 
in the USA are now out of print, some imported 
English language editions are still available.

YOUR EMOTIONS, attitudes, and beliefs 
are like a deck of cards. Individually, they can 
be counted and catalogued. In combinations, 
they can be multiplied by the thousands. Only 
a few, however, are responsible for the major 
changes affecting your health, and it is these 
dangerous few that are so common, we tend 
to underestimate them.

“I just can’t take it any longer.”
“I’ve just got too much to do.”
Such attitudes and beliefs are brought on by 

deadlines, constant pressure for more and bet­
ter work, no let-up on the volume of work you 
want or are expected to do, a job condition in 
which you can’t seem to catch up, one in which 
—no matter how hard you try—you are always 
behind. In short, goals too difficult to reach, 
coupled with a feeling that you can’t “just quit.”

Among the illnesses, difficulties, and diseases 
that may be traced to overload are these:

Paralysis, nervous breakdown, dizziness, var­
icose veins, swollen ankles, neurosis, alcohol­
ism, voice defects, stroke, rupture, tuberculosis, 
palpitation of the heart, and muscular troubles.

When Roger Maris was making his spectacu­
lar try at breaking Babe Ruth’s home run rec­
ord of 60, he was under such pressure from both 
himself and the fans that his hair began to fall 
out.

the sides of his head dropped off. A Baltimore 
doctor assured Maris that it was only “a case of 
nerves,” not some strange disease as he had 
feared. The doctor told him that the strain had 
been building and increasing for some time, and 
that when the big test was over, and he could 
relax, the hair would grow back again. When 
the season closed, Maris’ hair did grow back.

Let us now look at the healing truth of these 
beliefs about overload:

1. So person is truly indispensable. Nothing 
needs you so much that you can afford to make 
yourself ill, or kill yourself, in an effort to prac­
tice or support it.

2. One of your great freedoms is to choose 
how much you want to do in this world. The 
pressures you suffer are the pressures you 
accept.

3. Anything and everything that comes to 
you is attracted to you because of what you are. 
It is yours by right of your oidn consciousness. 
You are prepared in consciousness to handle 
it, or it wouldn’t have come to you.

4. You draw upon an inner strength far 
greater than you suppose ... a spiritual strength 
. . . that fails you only when you believe it will 
fail or are afraid that it will fail. You are part of 
an Infinite strength—sustained by that strength 
from Spirit—which will translate itself into 
your own mental, emotional, or physical 
strength when you call upon it with quietness 
and faith.

If your work and responsibilities are becom­
ing greater every day, remember that this may 
indicate growth—growth of a business, and/or 
growth of your own consciousness.
