EVER SINCE there commenced to be so much 
written about ESP, I have had my eyes and ears 
open to anything concerning the extraordinary. 
1 have had so many experiences of an extrasen- 
ory nature since the ripe age of seven that I have 
always wanted more information on the sub­
ject.

I have never attended a seance or been to a 
medium.

THE MASTERS AND THE PATH

Editor's Note: Over а period of time much 
reader interest has been evident in this subject, 
which has resulted in various articles appear­
ing in Chimes.

AS WE LOOK around us, we see men ob­

viously at all stages of evolution . . . however 
advanced our society may appear to be. Many 
are far below ourselves in development, while 
others are, in one way or another, distinctly 
in advance of us. Since that is so,, there may 
well be others who are very much further ad­
vanced.

The historical records of every nation are 
full of the doings of men of genius in all de­
partments of human activity who, in their spe­
cial lines of work and ability, have stood far 
above the rest. Indeed, so far ahead were they 
of the times in which they lived (probably more 
often than we know) their ideals were utterly 
beyond the comprehension of the people, so 
that not only was the work they performed lost 
to mankind, but their very names even were 
not preserved. It has been said that the history 
of every nation could be written in the bio­
graphy of a few individuals, for it is always 
the few . . . towering above the rest . . . who 
initiate the great forward steps in art, music, 
literature, science, philosophy, philanthropy, 
statecraft and religion. Looking at these men 
. . . realizing how high they stand among 
humanity, how far they have gone in human 
evolution ... is it not logical to say that we 
cannot see the bounds of human attainment, 
that there may well have been, even now may 
be, men far further developed even than they, 
men great in spirituality as well as knowledge 
or artistic power, men complete as regards 

6 human perfections . . . men such as the Adepts 

and Masters whom some have had the privilege 
to encounter?

This galaxy of human genius that enriches 
and beautifies the pages of history is at the 
same time the glory and the hope of all man­
kind. We know that these Greater Ones are the 
forerunners of others to follow, that they flash 
out to us as light-bearers to show us the path 
we must tread to reach that same glory.

The records of every great religion show the 
presence of men so full of the Divine Life that 
again and again they have been taken as the 
very representatives of God Himself...

All who belong to the Christian world know

It is sometimes objected that those who see 
these Great Ones, or fancy that they do. may 
have been dreaming or perhaps are deluded. 
The chief reason for the possibility of such a 
suggestion, according to Charles W. Lead- 
beater, prolific Theosophical occult author, is 
that rarely do we see Adepts at a time when 
They and we are both in our physical bodies.

Many of us habitually and constantly see 
these Great Ones during our sleep. We go out 
in our astral bodies (or mental bodies, accord-

JEANE DIXON PREDICTS

Ruth Montgomery's annual column appear­
ing on January 2nd in the Hearst newspapers 
contains Jeane Dixon's forecast for the coming 
year. Not only do these predictions make front­
page headlines, but those in her recent book, A 
Gift of Prophecy.*  continue to do so as, one by 
one, subsequent events continue to bear them 
out. As with many of her messages, they con­
tain both gloom and cheer. President Johnson, 
she says, will encounter greater difficulties than 
ever before in dealing with Congress . . . many 
Great Society projects will fare badly in 1966 
because of mismanagement and a “subversive 
foreign influence” ... our already explosive ra­
cial situation will become even worse ... Krem­
lin leaders will negotiate for the construction of 
fifty some oil derricks and drilling rights in 
Egypt which could pose a dire threat to Amer­
ica and jeopardize our economy ... yet she sees 
the U.S. economy continuing to boom and 
Lord putting His hand of blessing on America, 
divinely protecting us during a most difficult 
year.

An interesting sidelight on the spasmodic 
power blackouts, similar to the one in New 
York and New England in 1965 which she pre­
dicted, is that she sees them continuing to recur 
“as the enemy tests a new type of missile device 
that can knock out our communications and 
lighting systems.” Although no bombings will 
result from the testing, she sees a long line of 
cars automatically immobilized by this device 
on a busy highway ... an unusual way to stop 
traffic!

Through the mediumship of K. R. Edson of 

Carpinteria, California come these excerpts 
from the Wesak Message of Rogatar, Lord of 
our Solar Sun, given in the Valley of Wisdom of 
the Himalaya Mountains, May 4, 1966:

An Air Force Pilot who died in Viet Nam tells his mother of his experiences 
and feelings, and what he has learned, since leaving the Earth plane

Editor's Note: In previous installments of this 
series the author gives an insight into what her 
son. Robert, believed in. how he was raised, 
what life was like in his own home circle and 
in the Air Force before he passed from this 
plane, as well as how his spiritual teachers see 
him and the mission he now has undertaken to 
help his fellows at arms newly arrived on "the 
other side of life."

SHORTLY AFTER arriving home from 
the military funeral service held at Arlington 
National Cemetery for her son, in attempting 
to communicate with him, Mrs. Davis found he 
was already at her home waiting to greet her.

“Hi, Mama ...lam living!” she heard her 
son say. “God gives a life and makes a man, 
each to His own design, then He opens a new 
door with a new design and lets him be a great­
er Living Light. All you see is the man, but 
know that the greater life is in a free and 
boundless universe. I am free - free - free! Just 
call and I will be with you. My heart is always 
loving you. God bless you,” he concluded, and 
was quickly gone.

To Mrs. Davis, her spiritual teachers had 
these comments to make:

“Knowledge which your dear Bob has gained 
from you brings him to a new gateway, saving 
him from a lifetime of wandering in a vain 
search for Light. Bob comes under a strong 
light and paves the way for many others. He 
joins his father in the realm of pure white light 
of the Masters. Day by day he is overcoming 
concern for his family. Until he can do this, he 
will be near them, trying to quiet their worries 
with ideas of continued life ... a life of useful­
ness and peace.

By our subconscious acceptance . . .

WE DEMONSTRATE OUR POTENTIAL TO GROW

THE POWER OF THE SUBCONSCIOUS MIND

EVEN THE MOST rank materialist be­
lieves in a lot of things which he cannot demon­
strate. We have come to find out, however, 
that speculative thought and belief always pre­
cede progress . . . that all things are conceived 
in thought before they are demonstrated. 
Thus we see that if we are to grow any at all, we 
must go first with true sincerity into specula­
tive thought and belief. The demonstration will 
surely follow, but the demonstration is an effect 
. . . not a cause.

Look at any small three-year-old child and 
ask him or her if she can write. Most you will 
find cannot. Yet do you not believe that she 
will, in just a few years, be writing with ease? 
There is much talk today about a space ve­
hicle, with people manning it, going to the 
Moon. As yet no one of the human race ever 
has set foot on the surface of the Moon, but 
talk to some of the space scientists and see if 
they don’t, one and all, believe that it can be 
done .. . even though it is a fact that today no 
one can demonstrate it.

Columbus believed the Earth was round 
when the general populace believed it to be 
flat. Jesus of Nazareth believed that the King­
dom of God was within man, while all about 
Him believed God to be a man-like King in 
some far-away place called Heaven. It is ac­
cording to the dimensions of our speculative 
thought and belief that we find the room for 
our growth.

Each year if we were to take an average of all 
people, and an average of their growth poten­
tial, we would find (on the average now) that 
about ten per cent of the growth potential has 
been accepted by us to the point that we can 
demonstrate our new concept in our everyday 
life. If our growth potential is small, we will 
advance only ten per cent of that amount. If 
our growth potential is large, then our accept­
ance would profit by getting ten per cent of the 
larger amount. Here we also see a connection 

to the Bible story of giving our ten per cent to 
God (our tithe).

The person who lives totally within his pres­
ent ability to demonstrate is like the man who 
took his talent (talent to think and believe) and 
hid it, and had even the small amount he had 
taken from him. The man who had a small 
growth potential—who continued to believe 
with the small amount—*4o  him was given his 
ten per cent of growth and ability. To him who 
has much faith, much speculative ability, much 
growth potential, shall be granted his ten per 
cent increase" so he shall grow the most because 
he believed the most. To all were given ten per 
cent, but the fact remains that ten per cent of 
nothing is nothing, and ten per cent of much 
is much.

Always, then, we see that our thoughts must 
precede our ability to demonstrate. This says 
that if we don't think, we will not demonstrate. 
If you hear of some new idea, look at it care­
fully, see what is really being said. If it is truth, 
then accept it into your thoughts and beliefs. 
With true attention, the demonstration must 
follow. Look at all your old thoughts and be­
liefs and see which ones are worth your atten­
tion, and hold fast to them regardless of what 
others may think ... and you will grow in truth. 
Yield unto God your tenth and you will be 
given more.

The Psalms of the Bible originally were writ­
ten to help people to open channels of percep­
tion that would develop their awareness so 
that they might see deeply within and under­
stand better the Divine elements so much a 
part of man. In the method of expression of our 
day, here is a Psalm rewritten that gives voice 
to the yearning of our thoughts Godward.

How long must I search to know the truth 
of the God which dwells within my inner con­
sciousness, О Lord? Forever? How long will

ONE THOUSAND YEARS after the death 
of St. Germanus, Bishop of Paris, there was 
born a child who became the Patron Saint of 
Poland. His name was Stanislas, son of a Po­
lish senator and mother related to royalty, born 
in a stately home October 28, 1550. That Stan­
islas was a virtuous youth in his early years was 
due entirely to his mother who, we are told, 
“engraved in his tender heart early and deep 
impressions of piety.”

From all indications, Stanislas had great 
faith in intercession to the world of Spirit. He 
made his intercessions to Saint Barbara, and 
—if records be true—his prayers were an­
swered by “visions” and “visitations” which 
told him that “the hour of his death was not 
yet come.” After much testing and trial, Stan­
islas became associated with a religious order, 
greatly to the indignation of his father and 
brothers.

Stanislas predicted his own death with ac­
curacy. However his prediction was not taken 
seriously for he was a youth in perfect health 
at the time. Somehow he seemed to cherish the 
hope of his youthful passing to Spirit. He be­
came ill on the feast of Saint Laurence, another 
Saint who was a healer, was taken to a place of 
rest, and avowed that he would never again 
rise from his bed. On the 14th day of August, 
1568, Stanislas solemnly declared that he would 
die within twenty-four hours. He died the fol­
lowing day. August 15, 1568, at the age of not 
quite eighteen years.

One may well ask what in the life of this Saint 
was so outstanding that it gave rise to his can­
nonization. That he was a pious youth, there is 
no doubt, but there seems to be no trace what­
ever of abnormal characteristics or the kiartyr- 
dom which usually accompany the cruel road 
to Sainthood.

Stanislas had the potentialities of a great 

healer, and himself believed wholeheartedly in 
intercession to the Saints. It is entirely possible 
that on his passing to Spirit, his great work as 
a healer began and is what made his name 
sacred to those who sought his intercession.

ST. AMBROSE
The relics of Saints often are accredited with 

healing powers. While we cannot conceive of 
them having such powers, it is true, neverthe­
less, that when the relics of St. Ambrose were 
removed to the Ambrosian Basilica, a butcher 
named Severus, who had been blind for many 
years, was cured, with perfect eyesight restored 
to him, merely by applying to his eyes a hand­
kerchief which had touched the bier. If we 
understand the basis of healing practice, we 
will have an explanation of how such an appar­
ently miraculous healing can occur.

Spiritual healing is the result of a thought 
being directed to Spirit. It is uninfluenced by 
inanimate objects and, in consequence, they 
of themselves can play no part in healing. The 
blind butcher, Severus, in applying the hand­
kerchief to the relics of St. Ambrose did, in 
fact, intercede to the Spirit of the Saint. By 
the emission of a thought of moral purpose, 
the healing response came promptly and effi­
ciently. It was through Ambrose—not the rel­
ics—that Severus was healed.

The birth place and birth date of this Saint 
are uncertain—probably at Arles, Lyons or 
Triers, somewhere near 340 A.D. Excelling as 
a Greek scholar, poet, orator and writer, he 
also became Governor of Liguria and finally 
Bishop of Milan. After serving as Bishop for 
twenty-three years, he died April 4, 397.

The practice of healing as a gift of Spirit is 
well established, and the source of spiritual 
healing has not altered with the passing of time. 
A spiritual healer is merely the instrument 
through which Spirit is able to administer the 
healing rays. 11

LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

HOW TO PREPARE FOR MIND READING PART III.

AFTER BECOMING PROFICIENT in 
the more simple experiments of learning mind 
reading, “long distance” feats become an in­
teresting challenge to the student. This type of 
experiment is performed where the projector 
is out of the physical presence of the recipient. 
It makes no difference whether the distance 
be merely that between two adjoining rooms or 
miles of space.

As the student gains greater confidence in 
performing these feats, the distance may be 
lengthened indefinitely without impairing the 
success of the experiments. These experiments 
may consist either of receiving single words, 
names, messages, symbols, or ideas. What 
comes easiest to the student is an individual 
matter, as some find it as easy to reproduce 
words or ideas as others do in reproducing ge­
ometrical designs, such as circles, squares, tri­
angles, etc.

In long distance experiments it is best for the 
projector to write down the word or thought 
or symbol he wishes to transmit, as well as for 
the recipient to write down the impressions he 
receives. These memoranda not only serve as a 
record of the student’s progress, but give a cer­
tain scientific value to the experiments for later 
evaluation.

Some have been quite successful with expe­
riments along the lines of automatic writing 
from living persons produced by means of long 
distance telepathy. In these experiments the re­
cipient sits passively at the hour agreed upon 
while the projector concentrates intently upon 
a sentence ... or several sentences... one word 
at a time, “willing” the recipient to write the 
words or sentences bèing sent.

While the best results usually are obtained 
when the parties to the experiments have pre­
viously agreed as to the time and duration of 
the experiments, there are also cases where mes­
sages have been received hours after sending 

16 them—thus showing that telepathy is, in a 

measure, independent of time as well as of 
space. As a rule, however, best results are ob­
tained by the experimentors “sitting” simul­
taneously as per prearranged conditions.

A most interesting account of how mind 
reading works over long distances, sustained 
for a period of several months, under what 
could be considered far from ideal conditions, 
is given by Harold Sherman in his book, 
Thoughts Through Space.*  These experiments 
were conducted between Sir Hubert Wilkins 
and Sherman during an expedition to the North 
Pole at a time when a vast search was on to lo­
cate several missing Russian flyers. Sherman 
found that on many occasions messages and 
impressions were received correctly, but often 
not at the time agreed upon and containing in­
formation the projector did not intend to send.

However, we learn from doing things our­
selves. Do not rest content with accepting re­
ports of what others do. Experiment for your­
self. .. after you have gained sufficient prepara­
tion to do so successfully. You will open up a 
wonderful world of new experiences for your­
self if you will just make a start. Be sure to re­
member always to take things step by step, 
perfecting yourself at each step before rushing 
on to something for which you might not yet 
be ready. This will give you confidence in per­
forming such experiments . . . and it is confi­
dence that breeds success.

GROWING IMPACT OF ESP

The March, 1966 issue of Corrective Psy­
chiatry and Journal of Social Therapy com­
prises a special issue devoted to the subject: 
ESP Today. In it are many hard to come by 
enlightening articles by well known present 
day researchers.

In giving the reasons for the Journal's de­
parture from its usual editorial content, Editor 
Ralph S. Banay, M.D. elaborates on the grow­
ing impact of psychic reception and the imme­
diate need to increase and expand the scope of 
authoritative research in this field. “The pro­
gress of psychiatry and psychology has not kept 
in step with other advancement in science and 
some branches of medicine,” he contends. And, 
as everyone knows who has gone through ex­
periences unexplainable under our present 
terms of knowledge, entirely new directions of 
understanding are needed, as well as a new 
impetus to research from an entirely different 
direction.

As Dr. Banay forthrightly puts it: “It is time 
that the pages of a psychiatric journal were 
opened to a comprehensive and succinct pre­
sentation of topics and authors of outstanding 
merit in the field of extrasensory perception 
to give impetus to further research and a closer 
and better integrated relationship between this 
field and the rather stagnant realm of scholarly 
mental sciences.”

NEW ASPECTS OF TELEPATHY

Writing in this issue of the Journal. Berthold 
E. Schwarz, M.D. of Montclair, New Jersey, 
observes from his own experience as a practi­
tioner of psychotherapeutics that there is not 
only a conscious but an unconscious resistence 
of patients to ESP. Quite often, he states, it is 
not the disbelief of what is true emotionally or 

18 what is revealed telepathically that causes re­

sistence, but the fear of recognizing in an un­
masked form the most genuine, deepest human 
relationships, and evidences of sentiment, 
warmth and affection as well as hostilities. Dr. 
Schwarz also has found that many telepathic 
aspects never are recognized as such by people 
having these experiences frequently.

Considering the many crimes of violence re­
ported in the daily newspapers. Dr. Schwarz 
may not be so far off when he speculates that 
“one might wonder how the telepathic hypo­
thesis would be applicable to an instance where 
a crazed assassin is telepathically triggered in 
his fiendish mission by some sick person know­
ingly or unconsciously in rapport with him.”

It has been the doctor’s experience with 
spontaneous telepathic events that they can 
recur in an almost predictable manner. He cites 
as one of many illustrations a patient in psycho­
therapy who telepathically perceived an appa­
rition, or its equivalent, projected on five dif­
ferent occasions. Another interesting case cited 
was that of a patient with a chronic brain 
syndrome, of advanced physical and mental 
decrepitude, who, when subjected to a volley 
of telepathic communications, participated in 
the successful conscious sending of a telepathic 
thought. Dr. Schwarz sees such an occurrence 
as providing a clinical example of how telepathy 
is favored in the minus states, such as in sleep, 
trance, and many others . . . something occult 
students long have known.

EXPLORING THE FOURTH DIMENSION

WHATEVER THE DENSITY may be of 
the substance we use to penetrate into other di­
mensions of consciousness, the connection be­
tween the physical body and its etheric double is 
maintained by means of a kind of cord. It seems 
to resemble the trail of a rocket as it soars into 
space, and the extent to which it can stretch 
seems nearly limitless. In trying to describe it, 
one might say thousands of very fine, elastic­
like threads join the etheric double, seeming to 
suck the double into them.

Of great importance in practicing this won­
drous art of projection of the astral body is to 
remember to re-enter the body very slowly. The 
nearer we come to our physical body, the more 
we feel those ties which draw us back, and it 
seems ofttimes as if we are irresistibly melting 
into our body. The stronger this feeling be­
comes, the more we feel the material sensation 
of the physical being. At first these sensations 
feel far away, then they become stronger and 
stronger until we are reabsorbed completely 
into the physical body.

The author Yram gives an axiom that relates 
to the relationship between one's physical and 
etheric bodies: The "Rapport" existing between 
the physical body of a human being and the 
matter oj his other bodies is in an inverse ratio 
to the electro-magnetic po wer of the said matter.

In other words, one’s etheric double is more 
tied to the physical body the more crude, or 
material, is its composition.

As we penetrate into the upper realms, the 
easier it becomes to separate consciousness 
from the physical form; projection of the spirit­
ual essence of man, therefore, is an act demand­
ing a minimum of effort. On the other hand, it 
calls for very special training in order to free the 
Higher Consciousness from its ties with lower 
forms of matter.

In describing his own experiments alqng 
these lines, in his book Practical Astral Projec­
tion*  Yram mentions that many times the diffi­

culties he encountered were caused by using a 
double of too material a quality. Under these 
conditions everything bothers one, for all the 
vibrations which affect the body touch the 
etheric double with magnified intensity. The 
sensory reactions of the projected form are all 
of a material order. The fluidic cord which ties 
the two bodies together follows the same law 
and is also very highly sensitized. The intimacy 
of the relationship between a body of dense 
matter and its next refinement makes this 
possible.

Yram tells of one occasion when he projected 
and found himself passing over a magnificent 
countryside. In the brilliant sunshine present at 
the time he was able to distinguish every detail. 
Having arrived by sea, he could clearly discern 
the waves beating against the shore, the smell of 
the salt air, the caress of a fresh wind on his 
face, and sat down on some cement steps near 
which some children were playing. During this 
time also someone was walking in the room, 
and each step on the floor produced reverba­
tions in his astral body which each time drew 
him back nearer to his physical form. Fully 
conscious of these simultaneous states while 
still tasting of the pleasure of projection, his 
will strove vigorously against the pull of thou­
sands of invisible ties to his physical body. 
Finally he succumbed and was forced to return 
to the room where his physical body rested. He 
was fully aware of the fact that he could prolong 
or end his projection at any time, while still 
being fully alive to the attractions trying to 
draw him back, and was even looking for a 
means of minimizing them. His will conquered 
for a time, but, in the end he was forced to give 
in. Thus it is all a matter of training to neutralize 
this sensitivity of the astral cord and achieving 
the freedom to travel limitlessly.

DESPITE the long, even ancient history of 
man's realization of the psychosomatic factors 
in his illnesses, public education and acceptance 
is just now beginning to acknowledge the reality 
that illnesses begin in the mind.

Other­
wise, as far as the mind is concerned, it does not 
exist, or it exists only as an occurrence without 
power or significance.

When you hear someone say: “I’ve got to be 
realistic!” or, “I’ve got to face reality!”—usu­
ally he means, “I’ve got to face the facts!” He 
has not discovered that facts are different for 
everyone, while for everyone reality is exactly 
the same.

Each one of us lives in the midst of a different 
combination of facts. Among them may be a

22 operation, or an infection of some kind. But 

there is only one thing with which to face these 
facts: reality!

It is reality by which, through which, and 
under which we reach an awareness of an In­
finite power within ourselves which may be 
directed into all our experiences. It is the facts 
in our lives, however, by which, through which, 
and under which we surrender ourselves to the 
errors, untruths, and penalties of our problems.

We are being truly realistic only when we do 
not give our problems the power that, of them­
selves, they do not possess.

We cannot distort reality.- We can distort 
only our image of reality so that life seems 
hard, God seems cruel, and suffering seems 
inevitable. But life is not hard, God is not cruel, 
and suffering is not inevitable. They only ap­
pear to be so when we are too willing to accept 
them as so.

It has been said that somewhere in this world 
every known illness has been healed. Often 
these healings are called "miracles” or super­
natural happenings, but the so-called “miracle” 
is reality, while the illness was only a temporal 
fact.

Let us say that George Jamison is ill. He faces 
this fact fortified with reality, the knowledge 
that this illness has been healed. Others may 
tell him that his illness dooms him. But George 
knows that this illness has been healed, and 
that the evidence does not support the claim of 
its unavoidably fatal reputation. With this 
knowledge, George actually possesses one of 
the secrets of INSTANTANEOUS HEAL­
ING. What George faced was the fact of the 
moment, a condition that had no power of 
itself. George is reality, eternal, that which 
gives the only power there is to a temporal fact.
