CAN MAN ADAPT TO MARS LIFE?

IT’S NOT UNPLEASANT, by any means, 
living on Mars—as some might think —but it 
is different in many ways from what we know 
of life on Earth.

Based on information received from Master 
teachers, Theosophical writers are one group 
that have had a great deal to say in their 
works relating to where man came from origin­
ally, his role on Earth, where he is going 
next—as well as what life is like on other 
planets of creation. Take Mars, for instance. 
C. W. Leadbeater gives us some enlightening 
and thought-provoking ideas about that red 
planet in his book The Inner Life. In one 
section, “The Worlds and the Races of Men”, 
he describes Mars as being smaller than 
Earth, more advanced in age, and, being 
smaller, lives its life as a planet more 
quickly. In an earlier time cycle when hu­
manity occupied it, its appearance was much 
like Earth’s is at present—much more water 
than land on its surface. Since it has passed 
into what could be called comparative “old 
age,” the water surface is far less than that 
of the land; much of it, in fact, is a desert 
of bright orange sand —which gives it its 
peculiar identifying hue. The soil is fer­
tile and could be cultivated if irrigated. 
However, because the present population is a 
small one, it is primarily the equatorial re­
gion that is occupied. Here, though the tem­
perature is higher, there is no water short­
age because of the construction of a network 
of canals which catches the annual melting of 
enormous masses of ice at the outer fringe 
of the polar snow caps. Because the country 
is (on the whole) level, there is a dread of 
inundations, thus in some regions a second 
parallel canal constructed receives any pos­
sible overflow. It is actually a belt of 
green vegetation appearing along the sides 
of these canals—when the water pours in 
—that we see with our telescopes, not the 

canals themselves. Radiating from the canals 
at intervals into the surrounding countryside 
are thousands of tiny streamlets. Thus an 
area hundreds of miles wide is well irrigated 
and contains forests, cultivated fields, and 
a great variety and profusion of vegetation 
visible to us forty million miles away.

The climate at the equatorial inhabited por­
tion of Mars is usually about 70 degrees Fahr­
enheit, and there are not many nights of the 
year when there is not a touch of frost. How­
ever, to a large extent the country does 
not have the unpleasantness of rain or snow. 
Mars is much farther from the center of the 
solar system than Earth, thus the Sun seems 
about half the size it does to us. Their day 
is a few minutes longer than ours, and their 
year is nearly twice as long, but the variations 
of seasons are very slight.

What do its people look like? Are they any­
thing like what the science-fiction writers 
have described?

According to Leadbeater, they are much 
like ourselves, except considerably smaller. 
The tallest are about five feet high, and most 
are two or three inches shorter. They may 
seem somewhat broad to us, for they have a 
very great chest capacity due to the rarefied 
air and the necessity for deep breathing in 
order to oxygenate their blood.

The whole civilized population is one race, 
with practically no great difference in fea­
tures or complexion. Just as with ourselves, 
however, there are blondes and brunettes. 
Some have faintly yellow skin and black hair, 
but the majority have yellow hair and blue or 
violet eyes—being somewhat Norwegian 
in appearance.

Both sexes wear an almost shapeless gar­
ment of some soft material—usually bril­
liantly colored —which falls straight from

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RUSSIANS STUDY ESP IN SPACE
According to the San Diego Union, 

Mrs. Kay Sterner, founder-director of the 
California Parapsychology Foundation 
in San Diego—just back from a confer­
ence on scientific psychology in Mos­
cow—in an interview stated that Rus­
sian cosmonauts have experienced ESP 
in space, and Soviet scientists are inter­
ested in pursuing the effects outer space 
may have in developing the sixth sense.

Mrs. Sterner expressed amazement at 
the interest in psychic phenomena she 
found in that country, and learned that 
Russian scientists, like our own space 
scientists, are working with the possi­
bilities that space creates a better cli­
mate for conducting thought transmis­
sions. She also noted that the Russians 
were much interested in how the US is 
instrumenting study of the mind in all its 
facets. From their viewpoint, parapsy­
chology must be studied objectively, 
not from a superstitious or religious 
standpoint. A good idea!?

A NEW LANGUAGE?
According to a recent Associated 

Press report, studies at the Port Eliza­
beth Aquarium in South Africa indicate 
that communication in modified English 
can be established with dolphins. A vo­
cabulary of several hundred sounds has 
been set up by recording dolphin lan­
guage electronically, then English words 
are converted into electronic sounds 
that dolphins can hear and understand. 
The process is one of electronic transla­
tion of tone into intensity variation. The 
dolphin's brain reacts sixteen times faster 
than human’s, but their memory level 
is lower. Still, we do communicate!

WHEN A prisoner-of-war plans an escape, 
what does he do? He observes the condition 
he is in. He becomes acquainted with the 
fencing, the schedule of the guards, and so 
on. Upon that intelligent information, he 
plans a successful escape.

That is also our purpose here . . success­
ful escape from the prison of our own dark­
ness. We want to become self-aware human 
beings . . aware of the Kingdom of Heaven 
within.
Try this experiment right now:

Look up from this page. Shake your head 
to break your present mental state and look 
around. Simply notice where you are. Don’t 
just notice the room; see also that you are in 
that room. Think, "Well, I'm here. ” When 
done correctly, it gives you an entirely new 
sense of yourself. Do you see the difference 
in your thinking as you now look around 
the room and the state you were in a moment 
ago while absorbed in reading this page?

Notice this: While absorbed in your read­
ing you did not exist to yourself. There was 
reading, but no conscious awareness that you 
were reading. But now, upon detachment 
from your concentrated reading, you are con­
scious of your own existence in the room. 
What a tremendous secret you have here!

Impartial Self-Observation is the gate to 
a new sense of self. It breaks through into 
the dawn. Of course, as this technique is 
practiced, we are bound to be a bit disturbed 
at what we see. We find we are not who 
we thought we were. We notice the nega­
tives we were perfectly sure were not within 
us. But we should not mind the disturbance; 
we should not turn away. We can take it. 
The new insight does not make us worse, 
but better. We are, in fact, healthier than 
before for we have exposed to the light the 
very negatives that kept us unconscious pri­
soners. We come to see that nothing is more8

valuable to the prisoner who wants to escape 
that honest Self-Observation. It is this very 
impartial Self-Observation that leads to self­
awakening, which leads to self-liberty.

Self-Observation is not to be confused with 
self-centered mental absorption, however. 
Self-Observation is an act of watching every­
thing that goes on, both within yourself and 
outside. You do nothing but watch, just as 
if it were happening to someone else. You 
do not personalize. You do not react or form 
an opinion about anything you observe, 
whether it is a newspaper headline, or an 
inner feeling. You judge nothing as good or 
bad, pleasurable or painful, favorable or un­
favorable. You simply watch, just as if you 
have no personal connection with whatever 
you observe.

Self-Observation means passive detachment. 
You do not try to change the things you see 
in yourself; you interfere with nothing . . . 
you simply look.

It is a remarkable experience to stand 
aside and watch a fear, or a depression, or 
a passion pass through you without personal­
izing it. It enables us to see ourselves as we 
really are, not as we imagine ourselves to 
be.

As P. D. Ouspensky quotes his teacher, 
George Gurdjieff in his book. In Search of 
the Miraculous:*

Self-observation brings man to the realization of 
the necessity for self-change. And in observing him­
self a man notices that self-observation itself brings 
about certain changes in his inner processes. He begins 
to understand that self-observation is an instrument 
of self-change, a means of awakening. By observing 
himself he throws, as it were, a ray of light onto his 
inner processes which have hitherto worked in com­
plete darkness. And under the influence of this light 
the processes themselves begin to change.

Here are two basic methods by which one 

can grasp a practical self-knowledge given by 
Vernon Howard in The Mystic Path to Cos­
mic Power:*

1. Work with yourself
2. Listen to those on a higher level
In working with yourself, he tells us to ob­

serve why you do what you do. Demand 
strict honesty with yourself, for a pain or 
problem can be tracked back to its origin in 
a false viewpoint. Then, avail yourself of 
higher aid, remembering, however, that you 
might not hear what you prefer to hear, but 
what you need to receive. It is really igno­
rance of yourself that places you in danger 
from yourself.

It has been said that if we would put even 
one-tenth of the energy we used to defend 
ourselves into a program for finding ourselves, 
we would experience a miracle of self-change.

Self-knowing has little or nothing to do 
with college degrees, book-facts or public 
fame as a scholar. It is self-insight.

The progress we make through self-insight 
is like a great disappearing act. Picture a 
man caught in the middle of a rioting mob. 
He is struck by fists and stones, whirled 
about, and cursed. But he has a magical po­
tion for making himself invisible. Gradually 
he becomes less fleshy, the blows hurt less, 
and finally his physical self disappears com­
pletely, and he cannot be hurt at all. He is 
there as an observer, but the blows pass right 
through him.

So it is when our false notions disappear; 
nothing can hurt us. We see that we were 
hurt because of the ego-hardened self which 
takes everything as personal blows. Through 
self-insight, however, the hardness melts, 
and with it comes the quietness we always 
have yearned for.

drawbacks." Other reports describe the pro­
posed machine as one that can generate arti­
ficial brain waves “designed to have a direct 
influence on the mental activity of people."

It is not exactly clear what is meant by 
this—whether the artificial brain waves will 
merely stimulate various types of mental 
activity within the human brain, or whether 
the “thinking” machine is going to beam 
a telepathic “thought" from its own artifi­
cial brain to a real one. Perhaps someone 
simultaneously will invent a mind shield.

All this makes one wonder if man can make 
a machine that experiences heights of elation 
at .success or depths of depression at failure, 
one that will have an insatiable ambition to 
learn, or that will play truant from school.

Can he make one that will give birth to a 
baby robot? Already cyberneticians are 
working on machines they hope will imitate 
the whole process of evolution.

It is no wonder the Russians are depending 
on cybernetics to solve their telepathy prob­
lems for them. Interestingly enough, no­
where in all the literature on cybernetics is 
the word telepathy used. Apparently, no­
where but in Russia are cyberneticians con­
cerned with the mental phenomenon known 
as telepathy. In their cybernetical research 
on telepathy, it appears that the Soviet goal 
is to create a machine that can reproduce 
the mental phenomenon of telepathy.

It seems, however, that although cyber­
netics has successfully accomplished with 
machines many things the human mind can 
do, it still has not been able to duplicate tele­
pathic communication.

IN THE YEAR 1902 I was a restless girl, 
displeased with my environment and heart­
broken over the sudden death of my sweet­
heart. He had been killed instantly in a 
college football game. I had about three 
more months to go to graduate from college, 
but I imagined it was not important to me. I 
did not care for a diploma since I had ac­
quired what knowledge and help the institu­
tion had to give me.

I was rooming in the home of a teacher with 
whom I had become very friendly. She had 
formerly lived in California for several years 
and had set me on fire to go there. So I be­
gan to pinch pennies to accumulate enough 
dollars to buy a ticket to San Diego, for that 
was the spot where teacher had lived and 
about which I had heard the most.

Early in January 1903 I announced to my 
friends and to my mother and brother that on 
the following day I was going to entrain for 
California. I said I was going to seek my 
fortune in San Diego and stay there forever. 
My teacher friend, though somewhat shocked, 
still was pleased at my courage. She pictured 
San Diego to me in such detail, saying she 
thought I might do better there than in Los 
Angeles because that place was so big I would 
be lost in it. Besides, she could give me 
letters of introduction to people she had 
known in San Diego. So I set out alone with 
only ten dollars in my purse besides my one­
way ticket.

The night before I took the train I dreamed 
I was flying — flying, far, far, away — 
westward in the upper air. At last I came 
to a city spread out beneath me over an ex­
tensive area. It looked very pretty . . . build­
ings interspersed with flowering shrubs, 
palms and pepper trees. I came to a busi­
ness district; everywhere there were many 
white stucco structures. 

16 I settled atop a tall office building and

looked around with keen interest. Then, as 
I floated about a bit more, I saw a queer 
little car climbing up a steep hill. I was 
intrigued by it and studied it intently. I 
had never seen or imagined such a small street 
car. I thought it must be for children un­
til I saw some adults board it.

When I awoke and recalled my night flight 
I was joyous. “Oh, that must have been San 
Diego,” I said to myself. Yet I was puzzled. 
“How could it be?” I thought. “It was too 
big, and I wonder why I did not see any ocean 
or bay?” Indeed it was not San Diego, as I 
later discovered.

On the train I had many chats with the con­
ductor, who proved to be a pretty fine per­
son. Before the end of the trip I had trust­
ingly and naively told him my plans and a 
lot of things about myself. He hooted at 
the idea of my choosing San Diego as a place 
to seek my fortune. He said if I would leave 
the train at Los Angeles he would direct me 
to a cheap family hotel where I would be 
safe. I decided to follow his advice. The 
last hour of the last day I asked him to 
change my ten-dollar bill so I could have a 
dollar to tip the porter. In the process he 
managed to wiggle out of me the fact that 
this bill constituted my total monetary re­
sources. He was so concerned for me that he 
insisted on giving me ten dollars more be­
fore I left the train.

In Los Angeles I found the hotel to which 
I had been directed, and from that vantage 
point landed a temporary domestic job almost 
at once. This gave me a safe footing from 
which to look for work more suited to my sta­
tus as a college girl. My subsequent ex­
periences in that city were so good that I 
must conclude I was led by “unseen forces” 
to end my journey there.

LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

REACHING THE ASTRAL WORLD

ASTRAL REGIONS are not what we would 
ordinarily think of as definite places in space. 
They are nothing more, in fact, than vibra­
tional manifestations on the Astral Plane — 
one of the Planes of Being. These regions 
occupy the same space as the material re­
gions, neither interfering with the other.

The term "astral” is derived from the Greek 
word meaning “related to a star," originally 
describing the heavens of the Greeks, the 
abodes of their Gods. Usage widened it to 
include whajt the ancient people called 
"ghostland," believed to be inhabited by be­
ings of an ethereal nature —not only dis­
embodied spirits, but angelic beings.

The question often is asked: “How is it pos­
sible to visit the Astral Plane and perceive 
things taking place there, if it is on a higher 
vibratory scale than the physical senses, and 
not dematerialize the body to do so?"

The answer is that one does not have to 
disintegrate or dematerialize the physical 
body in order to visit or sense the Astral plane 
and its phenomena. Rather it can be ap­
proached by the„ employment of the "astral 
senses” and by visiting it in the “astral body.”

By “astral senses" we mean that second 
set of senses which correspond to the five 
physical senses by means of which man is able 
to receive impressions on the Astral Plane. 
Each of the physical senses of man has its 
astral counterpart which functions on the as­
tral plane, just as physical senses do upon the 
material plane. Advanced occultists tell us 
that man actually has seven physical senses 
instead of five . . though the other two are 
not yet sufficiently developed for use by 
the average person. Even these, however, 
have their astral counterpart . . . (More to 
come next issue . . or read up on more de­
tails yourself in Swami Panchadasi's The 
Astral World or Clairvoyance & Occult Pow­
ers.

THE MASTERS AND THE PATH *

by C. W. Leadbeater

SOMEWHERE along the way while pursu­
ing metaphysical teachings, the term Nirvana 
crops up. Sp often our idea of what we think 
it is, however, is a mistaken one.

Europeans often take it to mean annihila­
tion. While it is true that the word means 
“blown out," as the light of a candle is ex­
tinguished by a breath, such an interpreta­
tion could not be farthest from the truth . . 
except in the sense that Nirvana certainly is 
the annihilation of all that here on Earth we 
know as man. Rather it is a state in which 
he is no longer man, but God in man, a God 
among Gods, though less than they.

Try to imagine the whole universe filled 
with and consisting of an immense torrent of 
light, moving onward, without relativity, a 
vast sea of light with a purpose, tremendous­
ly concentrated, but absolutely without 
strain or effort. At first you feel nothing but 
the bliss of it, and see nothing but its inten­
sity; but gradually you begin to realize that 
even in its dazzling brightness there are 
brighter spots through which the light obtains 
a new quality that enables it to become per­
ceptible to those on lower planes. By de­
grees you are able to comprehend that these 
suns or lights are the Great Ones, Planetary 
Spirits, great Angels, Buddhas, Christs and 
Masters through whom light and life are 
flowing down to the lower planes.

We begin to perceive that we are one 
with Them, though far below the summit 
of Their splendor, that we are part of the 
One that dwells in all, and in every point 
of space in between. We realize that even 
at our much lower level, the light and life 
are much further away from others who have 
no comprehension and experience of it.

Having its center everywhere and its cir­
cumference nowhere, far indeed from anni­
hilation is such consciousness. The Initiate 

18 who reaches it has not in the least lost the 

sense that he is himself. His memory is per­
fect. He is the same man, yet can say “I am 
I,” knowing what "I" really means.

Not lifeless in the sense of being dead, 
such a one is the very exemplification and 
expression of the most vivid life imaginable. 
If lifeless he seems, it is because he is far 
beyond both death and life alike.

Hell has been defined as time without 
God, and Heaven as God without time. 
This latter description is still more applicable 
to Nirvana.

The ineffable splendor of Nirvana surpasses 
all physical comprehension; even the most 
poetical attempts to depict it are doomed to 
failure. The man who has realized its mar­
velous unity can never forget it—can 
never be quite as he was before. However 
deeply he may descend to help and save 
others, however closely he may be bound to 
the cross of matter—cribbed, cabined and 
confined—he can never forget that his 
eyes have beheld the land which is very far 
off, yet very near, within us all the time if 
we could only see it . . because to reach 
Nirvana we need not go away to some dis­
tant Heaven, but only open our conscious­
ness to its glory.

Entering into the blissful omniscience and 
omnipotence of Nirvana, with activities far 
beyond our knowledge, to become in some 
future world an Avatara, or divine incarna­
tion, is one of the seven great paths from 
which an Adept may choose that Leadbeater 
describes in his book, Man: Whence. How 
and Whither*  Of those who attain Adept­
ship, comparatively few remain on Earth as 
members of the Occult Hierarchy, the Great 
White Brotherhood. When they do, their 
presence and work is of vital importance in 
promoting evolution on this planet in accor­
dance with God’s plan. (*A11  books avail­
able from Chimes.

KEEPING UP WITH THE RHINES

American parapsychology’s most respected team of 
scholarly researchers in extrasensory perception, now 
head of the Foundation for Research on the Nature of 
Man at Durham, North Carolina

WHEN parapsychology first began at Duke 
University in the fall of 1927 with the De­
partment of Psychology, it was the special 
mission of the Rhines to evaluate, under the 
guidance of Dr. William McDougall from 
Harvard, a large collection of records they 
had acquired having to do with claims of med- 
iumistic communications by discarnate per­
sonalities and the question of spirt survival. 
This material belonged to the Assistant Sup­
erintendent of Schools of the city of Detroit, 
Mr. John F. Thomas, and it was with his fi­
nancial support that the Rhines’ visit to Duke 
was made. Thomas himself was granted a Ph. 
D. from Duke in 1932 for a thesis based upon 
the studies made at Duke of his records, the 
first doctorate granted at an American uni­
versity in parapsychology.

It deserves special mention that such a be­
ginning was possible at that university, and 

that the primary emphasis of the research was 
the question of spirit survival after death. 
The founding President, Dr. William Preston 
Few, was himself interested in the subject, 
and, it being a somewhat new university then, 
the influence of convention on the intellec­
tual life of the university had not yet taken 
hold. Duke was in the 1920's the one place, 
at the one time, where implantation of a 
healthy research program could have been 
brought about. It should also be noted that 
most of the financial support for work in 
psychical research up to that time (and for 
long after) came from persons primarily in­
terested in the ‘survival’ problem.

The work begun at Duke was designed to 
pursue this question with all the facilities 
the psychology laboratory offered, and to 
bring to it all the advantages of university 
scholarship—as we shall see how next issue.

mentally, physically—outwardly. Tempta­
tions, daydreams, dislikes, fears, desires, and 
false beliefs, constantly batter our mental de­
fenses.

“CALL THE WORLD to listen to this mes­
sage, for many live as though this is all and the 
end is complete. Know that life is continual 
and that each gain made is a battlement and 
a fortress from which to take a new stand for 
growth. Each gain is yours and cannot be 
taken away. Life on Earth is a part of the 
whole, and it must be lived well.”

Then we thought it would be pertinent to 
ask him why he is involved in this particular 
kind of work. He obliged with:

“I am in this work now because of my love 
of the military aspect of my country while in 
the flesh. It was my pride and joy to see our 
flag march bravely into other countries and 
spread our protective wing over their heads. 
Frenchmen were good people and kind to all 
who came in the name of our country: at 
least those I had dealings with were of this 
attitude.

“I had a great feeling of pride in my coun­
try, knowing that they were protectors of 
other nations and helpers of all who called.

feel when their men go off to war. But there 
was little comfort from Chalmer on this score 
as he told us, “There is no help for the an­
guish that parents feel, for this is an inborn 
protective love which is being invaded.

WHERE IS the boundary between the Earth 
world and the Spirit world?

“Upon the instant of my passing ... 1 was 
fully conscious when I arose from my bed in 
response to a very definite urge, and at that 
moment I was in the Spirit world, " writes 
Monsignor Robert Benson of his passing in 
Anthony Borgia's book about the Spirit 
world.*  He describes being moved to his new 
realm with the able support and guidance of 
his friend, Edwin, in Spirit, and that they 
passed through all the lower realms fully pro­
tected from any unpleasant influences, invis­
ible to the sight of all but higher realms.

However, the transition from one realm 
to another is a gradual one, as far as out­
ward appearance is concerned, so to assign 
a boundary to any particular locality is 
quite difficult to do. These boundaries al­
most melt imperceptibly into one another. 
Just so do the two worlds of Earth and Spirit 
interpenetrate and blend into one another.

It is possible to sense or feel in many ways 
the approach of lower or higher realms, how­
ever, for there are differences in vibration 
that noticeably manifest. When approaching 
the lower realms, from the experience of our 
narrator in Spirit, Monsignor Benson, a no­
ticeable fall in temperature occurred, there 
was a lack of life forms, and a feeling of cold­
ness, dampness, depression and oppression 
filled the air. Going toward the higher realms, 
however, there is a glow of life and warmth, 
an intensification of color, a profusion of 
perfume and music, with a feeling of health­
giving power filling the air. There is almost 
a sense of elation, of spiritual exhileration 
that fills one when approaching the higher 
realms. There are no visible barriers pre­
venting anyone from traveling on the higher 
spheres, but the atmosphere becomes so 
rarefied that it soon becomes necessary to 

26 return to one’s most comfortable level.

To visit the lower realms, it is necessary 
to have—for one's own protection—certain 
powers and symbols, of which spirit guide, 
Edwin, was in full possession. Such places 
are not for curiosity seekers, and no one 
would be foolish enough to go there for any 
purpose other than a legitimate one. Those 
who wander in that direction alone, without 
authority, are soon turned back by kindly 
souls whose work it is to save others from the 
perils that lie beyond. Many souls are con­
tinuously passing backwards and forwards 
across that sad border in the performance of 
their work. It is true that we saw no signs of 
anyone near us when we were there, but like 
ourselves, when we made our journey there, 
they moved quickly to their destination.

At the border to the higher realms there is 
no need for such sentinels to keep others 
from crossing, because the natural law pre­
vents it. When those of a lower realm travel 
to a higher, it is always by authority, either 
vested in the traveller, or in some other per­
son of a higher sphere, who will act as an 
escort. In the former case, such authority 
takes the form of symbols or signs that are 
given to the holder, who will always and upon 
every occasion receive—even unasked — 
every assistance he may need. Many of these 
symbols have the power in themselves of pre­
serving the traveller from the overwhelming 
effects of the higher spiritual atmosphere. 
This latter would not damage the soul, of 
course, but a soul unprepared would find 
itself in much the same situation as upon 
Earth when one emerges into brilliant sun­
light after a prolonged stay in complete 
darkness. As with sunshine on Earth, how­
ever, after a while one can again become 
perfectly at ease in normal bright light. This 
is not so in the higher realms, however, and 
we will soon see why. (to be continued)
