Ever hear of 
PSYCHIC BAGPIPES?

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ANYONE AROUND Spring­
ville, Alabama, can direct you 
to the "lady with the bells in her 
throat." Even letters addressed 
in that manner have been de­
livered promptly to this lady ... 
Mrs. Milford (Margaret) Burt- 
tram . . . quite a unique person 
living unobtrusively in a quiet 
rural community about thirty- 
five miles southwest of Gadsden.

The reason Mrs. Burttram is 
so well known is that she has the 
strange gift of being able to 
hum and, at the same time, pro­
duce sounds from her throat 
that sound like a bagpipe play­
ing. People not familiar with the 
sound of bagpipes have likened 
what they have heard to chimes 
or bell tones.

In utter amazement 1 have lis­
tened to Mrs. Burttram run 
through her repertoire of six or 
seven songs—starting with Yan­
kee Doodle and ending with 
Chicken Reel, an old time fid­
dler’s tune. She can also run 
through parts of several other 
songs, but is able to play only 
a few in their entirety.

The limited range of her 
vocal bagpipes she feels might 
account for this small reper­
toire. Yet even if she played 
only one song “way back in her 
throat,” it would still be an in­
credible feat.

Oddly enough, Mrs. Burttram 
has never seen a bagpipe in her 
life except for pictures in books 
or in the movies.

When I heard and saw Mrs. Burttram give her demonstra­
tion. she sucked at the juices of a lemon to “clear" her throat, 
then—momentarily holding her breath —started making a hum­
ming sound, and presently the “bagpipe" started playing.

Concentrating on the tune she wants to play, Mrs. Burt­
tram has no idea how it is done. “All I know,” she says, “is 
that the back part of my tongue is very active and the sound 
comes out of my nose." '

So far as she knows, none of her ancestors come from Scot­
land, the land of the bagpipes. Most of her forebears were 
Irish. For the past forty years, however, she has been delight­
ing folks with her strange talent. Now forty-nine, she has had 
this unusual gift since the age of nine. Her late brother, Al 
Hodges, also played bagpipes with his voice, but no one else in 
the family could do it. Al tried to teach his nine year old sister 

■ when he was about thirteen, but was not able to do so. It was 
only when Margaret suddenly felt convinced herself one day 
that she could do it—tried —that she did, even playing the 
same tunes as her brother. “The only difference was that he 
could do it louder,” she adds. However, in later years by the 
use of microphones she was able to magnify the bagpipes to 
a tremendous volume.

Both she and her brother at one time toured the country 
with vaudeville, and Mrs. Burttram won a trip to New York 
in 1954 to appear on the Ted Mack Amateur Hour. She was 
also written up once in Ripley’s Believe It Or Not cartoon 
and received fan mail from all over the nation following its 
appearance.

Mrs. Burttram also has given countless performances for 
charity. Veterans' Hospitals, civic club conventions, on radio 
shows, and for relatives and friends.

Mostly this unusual lady is content to live a quiet rural life 
as the wife of an insurance executive, mother of three child­
ren, and grandmother of three. None of her offspring has in­
herited her unique gift, although her daughter, Sylvia, emerged 
as a musical prodigy at the age of seven.

Is it a psychic gift?
“I have often wondered, “she replied. “Sometimes I think 

it might be, because I can’t teach anyone else how to do it 
... and, I've had many psychic experiences—especially hunches 
that come true.”

REMOVING MOUNTAINS

Replying as to whether we should take lit­

They will be rolled up as the Book of Revel­
ations says . . but the word “mystery” should 
have been inserted in this passage, for it is 
the mystery of the Heavens that shall be rolled

DID YOU KNOW that without the aid of a 
teacher or an assistant of any kind you can 
bring into your conscious awareness all your 
past lives on this planet, your experiences 
before you came here ... in fact, see for 
yourself everything you have experienced 
since your spirit was released from the Creator?

There is a technique for doing this, of 
course, one that actually is the beginning 
of a unique mental-spiritual experience that 
enables you truly to KNOW YOURSELF. It 
is one so simple there is nothing you can add 
to it to make it work better or quicker for 
you . . . and it works for everyone.

Ready? ... then just try this:
In the beginning you will need a few hours 

“coaching," that is, the assistance of some­
one to help you run through a few exercises 
and to learn to ask yourself questions. As 
soon as you can do this, then you are ready 
to go it alone, and a whole lifetime—or more 
—of experiences can be lived in just a few 
minutes with all your senses in force. But 
PRACTICE is of the essence.

First— make yourself comfortable. Remove 
your shoes and lie down. Then, have the 
person who will be assisting you in the pre­
liminary exercises clasp your legs, one at 
a time, just above the knee, manipulating 
downwards toward the feet, stopping at each 
knee briefly to make certain it is relaxed. 
Then, rubbing on down to the ankle, rotate 
and bend the ankle; then massage the foot 
and toes briefly and vigorously. Next, have 
your assistant place the palm of their hand 
on your forehead, massaging the skin up and 
down and sideways for a few minutes.

Second— close your eyes, and, after a mo­
ment or two, have your assistant ask you to 
become a “few inches taller” by allowing 
you to stretch out through the bottom of 
your feet. As soon as you have done this, 
mention it. Then, go back to normal size,

mentioning when you have done this. Then be­
come a “foot taller,” mentioning it when ac­
complished, and returning to normal size, 
mentioning that. Repeat the “foot tall” rou­
tine again, mentioning when you have com­
pleted the exercise and returned to normal.

Now go to the other end of the body and 
become a “few inches taller” by extending 
yourself out through the top of your head, 
returning to normal; then become a “foot 
taller" through the head, and return to 
normal.

Next, extend yourself through the head, 
face, body, arms, legs and feet; in other 
words, blow up just like a balloon. As soon 
as you have done this, go back to normal. 
Then, again, blowing up like a balloon, only 
larger this time, have your assistant direct 
you to go to the front of the building where 
you live, or the building where you work, or 
some other familiar place. Mention it when 
you get there. Have your assistant ask you 
to describe what you see when you get there 
— the front door, the door knob, the win­
dows, walkways, trees, shrubs, or marks of 
any kind. Then, after seeing these objects, 
go quickly to the roof of the building and 
look down the road in front and describe 
what you see there ... the appearance of the 
road, trees, cars, etc. When this is com­
pleted, go up about five hundred feet in the 
air and look down. If you have any objec­
tion to this, your assistant can remind you 
that you are still safe in the room. As soon 
as you report that you are up there, then 
observe what you see below. Keep talking. 
Perhaps this might seem like you are imag­
ining things, but remember that this is an 
exercise in awareness.

Third— after describing things from this 
vantage point, you should be asked if it is 
daytime or nighttime. When you tell which 
it is, you should then be asked why.

If it is nighttime or twilight, then make 
it daytime—bright as sunlight, mentioning 
when you have done this. Then explain why 
you think it so. If it was daytime, then 
make it night, explaining why you think this 
to be true. Be sure your assistant keeps you 
talking ... talking all the time. Turn the days 
into nights, and back again, three times, fin­
ishing up with a bright sunny day.

When asked, “Who is making it night and 
day?” You will know and answer, “I am." If 
there is any hesitation, you will be told you 
are. It is very important you understand that 
YOU are causing this change.

Fourth—are you still high in the air? Then 
come back to Earth in another lifetime that 
you lived many years ago. Come down quick­
ly as you go back in time, putting your feet 
firmly but gently on the ground. Mention it 
as soon as you are there.

What are you wearing on your feet? On the 
lower part of your body? What are you seeing 
and hearing? Answer all the questions about 
your life at that time that are put to you. 
Then move forward in that life—a day, a 
week, a month or a year—or go to an earl­
ier lifetime. You can even go through “death” 
and answer the question of what happens 
next. You can go back in this lifetime and 
find your present parents—from the time 
you first saw them until after you were bom 
to them. The more questions you answer, 
the better. When asked, “Do you need to 
continue?” — you decide when to continue. 
If you should continue at a later time, 
just take up from where you left off.

Soon a whole lifetime of experience—even 
eons of lifetimes—can be seen in a few min­
utes. Failure to succeed in this experiment 
often is no more than failure to follow di­
rections.

THE LAYING ON OF HANDS

In a survey of healing methods by Ber­
nard Grad in The Journal of the Ameri­
can Society for Psychical Research, and 
the comparative effects of psychotherapy, 
placeboes, and the laying on of hands, the 
results from this last method have dem­
onstrated it to be head and shoulders 
above the others. While faith and trust 
in the physician—even some elements 
of suggestion—play a definite role in 
healing, in the laying on of hands the 
patient actually feels a transfer or 
flowing of energy. It has been found 
in experiments on mice, barley seeds, 
on plant-growth studies and wound-heal­
ing that the stimulation of cell growth 
does take place when this transfer of 
energy takes place.

“As to the nature of the energy itself, 
little can be said from present studies 
beyond the fact that it stimulates cell 
growth," Grad concludes, adding that fur­
ther investigations should be made to 
shed greater light on the doctor-patient 
relationship and on the stimulating radia­
tion that flows in the living organism.

Like the animals that seek certain fields 
for healing herbs not knowing “why", 
human beings, too, will continue to seek 
those who do the laying on of hands for 
healing, also not knowing “why.” Perhaps 
knowing that mysterious quotient one 
day will help speed the healing process. 
We shall know once we can put it to 
the test. For so long, such intangibles 
as faith and trust, positive thinking, 
magnetic healing and laying on of hands 
have been ridiculed and scoffed at. How 
encouraging it is that men of science 
at least open their minds now to the 
potentialities of these factors.

DID YOU ever think of prayer as a form of 
meditation? It is . . . for in contemplative 
prayer most often this is when you feel God's 
presence most strongly.

If you will just take a few words that are 
meaningful for you and think upon them, they 
will grow in your mind as “expanded ideas" 
and they will move you to right action. Or per­
haps they will move you to the peaceful assur­
ance that all is well, and no action is needed. 
See how much can happen in just the few min­
utes you give to a little silent meditation. 
You give God the opening He is waiting for 
to reach you ... to work through you.

Just because nothing may seem to happen 
in meditation, know that the most important 
thing is that you have made your mind recep­
tive to God's good, and —at the right time 
— ideas and opportunities will be in evidence 
as a result of your spiritual exercise in medi­
tation. When you see this happen in your 
life not once, but many times, then no one 
needs to try to convince you that medita­
tion . . . silent prayer . . . CAN and DOES 
produce tangible, satisfying results in your 
practical work-a-day world.

The nice part about this kind of effort is 
it comes naturally and easily, for whatever 
you think about constantly is actually the 
subject of any meditation, so it is just a mat­
ter of putting your thoughts on those ideas 
that will help you, not hinder you.

You may have been told, or read, along 
various metaphysical or Truth teaching lines 
that you should not let your thoughts dwell 
upon any problem you may be facing, but on 
the SOLUTION of the problem. You do this 
by taking the term “divine solution," for in­
stance, then letting this thought grow in your 
mind. Let its implications unfold to you until 
you see what you must do or not do.

Another simple method is to close your 
eyes, clear your mind as best you can, and

turn your attention within your own being. 
Think of “God,” of “love,” that “God is love,” 
or of "peace” ... or any such idea that gives 
you a feeling of oneness with good, or of 
perfect relaxation.

YOUR GUIDING RAY PART V.

There is none more adaptable, flexible, or broadminded than the THIRD RA Y guided person

ONE WHO IS a third ray person is a natural 
philosopher, one who wants understanding 
or comprehension of things and feels that hap­
piness depends upon that. Understanding, of 
course, is a state of mind in which there is 
a grasp of the unity of things ... of one idea.

An example of this would be the Earth ro­
tating on its axis and traveling around the 
Sun. In other words, it is the grasp of the 
relationship of things and involves the con­
cept that things are what they are because 
of their relationship. The third ray person 
sees the unity, where the second ray person 
has the feeling of it. This is a person—able 
to see many things together and compre­
hend their whole relationship—that makes 
a splendid organization or engineering head. 
Combined with the will of the first ray, it 
may give great genius. .

In describing the work encompassed by the 
Lords of Creation, Alice A. Bailey, in A Trea­
tise on the Seven Rays*  speaks of the third 
ray as being ruled by the Lord of Active In­
telligence. His work is more closely linked 
to matter and, through this medium, he pro­
vides humanity with a vast field of experi­
ment and experience. Each of the great rays, 
of course, has a form of teaching truth to 
humanity, and it develops man in a specific 
and unique way—each with its own higher 
and lower form of expression. On the third 
ray, for example, its higher expression would 
be by means of communication or interac­
tion. Radio, T.V., telephone, telegraph, and 
the power to travel would be the media here. 
Lower expressions of this ray would be the 
use and spread of money or gold.

Some of the names of the Lord of this ray 
indicate His use of force and His real na­
ture: The Keeper of the Records; the Lord of 
Memory; The Divine Separator; The Three- 
sided Triangle; The Lord of Space; The Fore­
runner of the Light; The Universal Mind; 

and the Great Architect of the Universe.
If these names are studied in connection 

with modern developments, modem culture 
or science, it will become apparent how po­
tent and influential in our day and time is this 
particular ray. We can see plainly how this 
Lord’s energies are turned to the manifesta­
tion of our modern civilization—with its 
material emphasis, its search as to the na­
ture of time and space and the mental unfold- 
ment which it is the glory of our particular 
race to demonstrate.

The power of this ray gives to people a 
very broad mind, and the opportunity to carve 
out a path in life along many different lines. 
Because of this very freedom and opportunity, 
however, a third ray person sometimes finds 
it difficult to narrow himself down in order 
to be a success in one particular line.

It was Emerson who said:
“To the poet, to the philosopher, to the 

saint, all things are friendly and sacred, all 
events profitable, all days holy, all men di­
vine; for the eye is fastened on the life, and 
slights the circumstance."

This is the way the third ray person sees 
things—that all things can be turned to great 
profit when accepted in the right spirit. He 
sees also the significance of insignificant 
things, and the wonder of the commonplace. 
A blade of grass will speak to him of infinity, 
where others need a mountain or a universe 
of stars. He always has a reason—often sev­
eral—for everything he does, and can dis­
cover the reason for things occurring out­
side himself.

sharp turn on the same spot, with al! the same 
conditions duplicated, we would find it too 
would turn over, and this would not be an 
accident. The car, like the tea-kettle, will 
do only what the conditions allow it to do. 
Just so, water will not freeze if the condi­
tions are above freezing temperatures. How, 
then, can one “see” a so-called accident be­
fore it occurs?

In the first place, one does not see it with 
the physical eye. The vision is picked up 
from the existing conditions one tunes-in on 
through the Sixth Sense. This is “seeing" 
without the eyes or “hearing” without the 
ears. This is precognition which by-passes 
the physical organs and is picked up through 
ESP, which is the Sixth Sense. When one 
tunes-in the mind on existing conditions, one 
may calculate the results to follow . . just 
as knowing that steam will come from the tea­
kettle of water when placed over a fire.

In another incident of precognition, I was 
talking to a neighbor in 
the yard when a truck 
passed us pulling an 
empty stock trailer. 
With this inner eye, or 
ESP, I saw the trailer 
cut loose from the truck 
and roll over in the ad­
joining yard.

Quickly I interrupted the conversation, say­
ing: “Keep your eye on that trailer. It’s 
going to cut loose and turn over." The truck 
had hardly gone half a block when this very 
thing happened. My neighbor, of course, 
was amazed, for he could not account for the 
reason I had said this. He believed I just 
made a wild guess and hit the jack-pot. To 
me, however, it was a completely different

story. I realized that the conditions had 
shaped up for just such an occurrence, and 
my ESP had evaluated the results.

I find that precognition is simply the re­
flection from existing conditions of an event 
that has not yet occurred in reality.

If the reader can accept my theory of pre­
cognition, then it should be easy to under­
stand why some of the prophecies by the so- 
called “seers" do not always come true as 
predictions. It could well be that the con­
ditions changed enough in the delay of the 
results to affect the outcome or even entirely 
avoid it. It is like seeing the tea-kettle placed 
over the fire. You predict steam will come 
from it, but if it is removed in time, the 
conditions are changed and your prediction 
does not hold true.

Another example of how a prophet often 
misses his prophecy is when a peach tree is 
full of blooms, so a good crop of peaches is 
predicted for the tree. A freeze can come 
along, the conditions change, and the whole 
crop is wiped out. The only difference be­
tween the peach tree example and precogni­

tion is that the peach 
tree is viewed and eval­
uated by way of physi­
cal vision, one of the 
five senses. Whereas 
precognition takes 
place by way of extra­
sensory perception 

(ESP), or spiritual 
vision, if you will . . what we now know as 
the Sixth Sense.

MAN ADAPTING TO MARS LIFE

MAYBE you won’t believe it, but—accord­
ing to Occult and Theosophical writer, C. W. 
Leadbeater—life on other planets is just 
as pleasant and interesting as it is on Earth 
... maybe more so.

As we have learned earlier, the inhabitants 
of Mars aren't too different from ourselves. 
Like anywhere else, however, adaptation to 
their environment does bring about the de­
velopment of particular aspects of living.

However, they love the beauties of nature, 
just as we do, and go to great lengths to en­
hance and preserve them. They are very fond 
of flowers, of which there is an immense va­
riety. For this reason their towns are built 
on the general plan of a garden-city. Their 
houses are usually one-storied, built around 
inner courtyards, covering a great deal of 
ground. They look as though they were built 
of a transparent colored glass, but the sub­
stance used is somehow so constructed that 
those inside have an almost unimpeded view 
of their gardens, while no one on the outside 
can see in.

The material used to make their houses is 
one that is melted and poured into molds. 
According to Leadbeater, a double mold is 
first made in metal faced with cement, then 
the curious glass-like substance is melted 
and poured into this mold. When it is cold 
and hardened, the molds are taken away, and 
the house is finished except for a certain 
amount of polishing on the surface. Neither 
are their doors like ours, for there are no 
hinges or bolts on them. They are opened and 
closed by treading on certain spots on the 
floor or ground, either within or without, the 
doors themselves running back into the wall 
on either side. All doors, furniture, and fittings 
seem to be of metal, and wood is scarcely 
used at all.

On Mars, unlike here, but one language 
16 is used on the whole planet. It was constructed 

to save time and trouble, simplified to the 
greatest extent, and has no irregularities. 
They have two methods of recording their 
thoughts. One is to speak into a small box 
— something like a telephone—where the 
message is impressed on a small metal 
plate which falls out marked in crimson, 
characters, easily read by those familiar 
with the language. The other system is to 
write by hand a kind of script printed on 
a very thin flexible metal, rolled on a scroll, 
which is unwound before a magnifier at any 
desired rate.

All sorts of labor-saving devices are in 
use, as Mars, being a much older civiliza­
tion than ours, has had time to utilize its many 
discoveries. Electricity, however, seems to 
be the sole motive power.

It is interesting to learn that in the per­
formance of labors, on Mars they have been 
able to train and domesticize animals to a 
higher degree than on Earth for more intel­
ligent cooperation so that a great deal of 
servant's and gardener's work is done by 
these creatures with little direction.

The government and social fabric of Mars 
could give us something to think about. While 
they have but one ruler for the whole planet, 
the office is not hereditary. Polygamy is 
practiced, and it is the custom for the child­
ren to be reared and educated by the State 
commencing at a very early age. There is 
no family tradition whatever, and it is con­
sidered selfishly injurious for parents 
to educate their children at home, gratifying 
what is considered mere animal affection. 
The aptitudes of every child are care­
fully tested and considered, and those who 
show great intellect and wide general ca­
pacity and wisdom are set apart for train­
ing to become members of the ruling class.

HOW REAL IS THE ASTRAL WORLD?

ONCE YOU HAVE accomplished the feat of passing out of 
the physical body into the finer substance of the astral body, 
you can turn and see your physical form lying on a bed or 
slumped in a chair. Looking a little closer, you will see that 
your astral form is connected with its physical counterpart 
by a tiny, thin, tenuous filament of ethereal substance, re­
sembling a rope of shining spider-web silk.

Early in your travels you will pass through what is called 
the Plane of Forces. Here you will see vibrations . . . waves 
of force—perceived as strange flashes and streaks of phos­
phorescent light of different hues and tints. The vivid, bluish 
streak is the passage of some electric current—probably a 
wireless message passing through space.

From your vantage point in the astral, as you view the phys­
ical plane you can see a faint vibratory glow around every 
physical object ... a glow not visible on the material plane. 
You also note a peculiar radiance permeating the entire at­
mosphere . . . the outward sign of the force of gravitation. 
All this is so interesting that, if you were a scientist on Earth, 
you could scarcely be dragged from this plane because of 
the fascination of the study of force made visible.

In this new atmosphere you feel your life force vibrating 
at a higher rate and the sense of weight seems to drop from 
you, for you feel as light as a feather ... as though you could 
move without any effort.

AS WE HAVE SEEN, very few of those 
who attain Adeptship remain on Earth to do 
their work as members of the Great White 
Brotherhood. At present there are some fifty 
or sixty who are here.

“MUSIC BEING such a vital element in the 
world of Spirit, it is not surprising that a grand 
building should be devoted to the practice, 
teaching, and the fostering of every descrip­
tion of music. The next hall that our friend 
took us into was entirely dedicated to this 
important subject,” so Monsignor Robert 
Benson tells us of his sojourn in the Spirit 
realms.

“When I was on Earth I never considered 
myself a musician, in an active sense, but I 
appreciated the art without very much under­
standing it. 1 had heard some splendid vocal 
music during my brief sojourns at different 
times in one of our metropolitan cathedrals, 
and I had had some very scanty experience 
of listening to orchestral music. Most of what 
I saw in this hall of music was new to me, and 
a great deal of it very technical. I have since 
added appreciably to my small knowledge, 
because I found that the greater the knowl­
edge of music the more it helped one to 
understand so many things of the life here, 
where music plays so important a part. I do 
not suggest, however, that all Spirit people 
should become musicians in order to compre­
hend their own existence.”

The hall of music he then described follows 
the same broad system as other halls of the 
arts. The library contained books dealing 
with music as well as the scores of vast quan­
tities of music that had been written on Earth 
by composers who had now passed into Spirit, 
or by those still on Earth. There was hardly 
a work that had not since been altered— 
improved upon—by the composer himself 
since arriving in Spirit. The library provided 
a complete history of music from the very 
earliest times, and those who were able to 
read music, not necessarily instrumentally, 
were enabled to see before them the great 
strides that the art had made throughout time. 

26 Also contained in the library were so many 

of those books and musical works that have 
long since disappeared from earthly sight, 
or else are very scarce and so beyond the 
reach of many folk. The musical antiquary 
will find all those things that he has sighed 
for on Earth, but which have been denied 
him, and here he can consult, freely, works 
that, because of their preciousness, would 
never be allowed in his hands on Earth.

Many apartments were set aside for stu­
dents who can learn of music in every branch, 
from theory to practice, under teachers whose 
names are known the Earth-world over. Some 
people might think possibly that such famous 
people would not give their time to the teach­
ing of simple forms of music to simple lovers 
of music. But it must be remembered, as with 
painters, that composers have a different 
appraisement of the fruits of their brains 
after passing into Spirit. They find that the 
music of the Spirit world is very different 
in outward results from music performed on 
Earth. Hence they discover that their musical 
knowledge must undergo sweeping changes in 
many cases before they can begin to express 
themselves musically. In music, it can be said 
that the Spirit world starts where the Earth 
world leaves off. There are laws of music here 
which have no application to the Earth what­
ever, because the Earth is neither sufficiently 
progressed on the one hand, and on the other 
because the Spirit world is of Spirit, while 
the Earth world is of matter. It is doubtful 
if the Earth-plane will ever become ethereal 
enough to hear many of the forms of Spirit 
music in the higher realms.

WHAT ABOUT INSURANCE AGAINST SORROW?

LIKE SO MANY misfortunes 
of life, sorrow and grief seem to 
come upon us when we are the 
least prepared for them. We buy 
life and all kinds of other insur­
ance, and we make wills, but for 
some reason we seldom see the 
need to be prepared ahead of 
time for the shock of the grief 
that comes when losing a loved 
one. We are like the farmer 
who puts lightning rods on his 
bam after the lightning strikes.

When life moves along se­
renely and smoothly, the neces­
sity of preparing for bereave­
ment does not occur to us. Yet 
there is nothing more certain 
in human life. Sorrow is inevit­
able, and we should prepare for 
it just as we prepare for college 
or old age. We should prepare 
for it by building within our­
selves a deep faith in the unity 
and continuity of all life.

You can be sure that those 
who prepare for sorrow suffer 
infinitely less than those who do 
not. A certain minister, on the 
day after the funeral of his only 
son, filled the speaking engage­
ments which were a part of his 
duties. His friends said to him. 
“How can you carry on so soon 
after the death of your son?” To 
which he replied: “Years ago, 
my wife and I talked these 
things over. We reasoned that 
life would not always be so 
sweet, that life would not always 
be so pleasant. We knew there 
would be dark and bleak days 

28 of no light. Therefore we

decided that in the days of our freedom from sorrow we would 
build into our lives enough faith, hope, confidence and trust 
in God to give us something on which to stand when sorrow 
came upon us.” It was the power resulting from that deci­
sion which upheld him in the loss of his child.

Uncontrolled grief is one of the most injurious emotions 
in human life. It will not only destroy health and impair ef­
ficiency, but will also bring poverty. Socrates said: “He that 
grieves much is a magnet to attract waste of property.” 
Those who give way to grief often suffer not only the loss 
of material possessions and health but open the door to nega­
tive influences and negative ills as well. Does that sound like 
an exaggeration? Then ask those who have become confirmed 
invalids through grief. Ask the arthritic and rheumatic 
patients. They are often the people who were unprepared 
for sorrow. When death came, they were overwhelmed by 
it. They had nothing to stand on - nothing to bear them up. 
If you cannot rise above sorrow when it comes, you lay your­
self open to the waste and disintegration which it brings.

Have you ever analyzed grief? Then do so right now. Grief 
is a negative emotion, and like other emotions, it demands 
expression. It cannot be suppressed, destroyed, denied, or 
delayed. The person who stoically refuses to express his 
grief only complicates it. He pushes it down into the sub­
conscious mind where it gathers power like steam confined in 
a boiler. Unexpressed grief results in shattered nerves. Dis­
posing of all the personal effects of a loved one does not 
solve the problem of sorrow any more than refusing to think 
about him does.

Emotion not only demands expression; it demands action. 
It must be dealt with scientifically and spiritually. It is a force 
with which we must do something; fortunately, it can be 
turned to a constructive purpose. We can use it to deepen 
faith, expand vision, and to recreate and enrich life. We can 
use it to make the lives of others happier and more com­
plete. There is no other way. You must overcome your grief, 
or else you must pay the penalty.

Why not face this matter squarely? Why not stop right now 
and ask yourself what you are really grieving about? Does a 
mother grieve over the graduation of a son or daughter? Does 
a man grieve over a promotion? Then why should we grieve over
