IS THERE EVER IMMUNITY FROM TRIALS AND TRIBULATIONS?

IT IS A mistake to think that the study and 
practice of Truth ever makes one immune to 
trials and tribulations.

Often a Truth student is disturbed when it is 
known that there is a need for healing in mind, 
body, or affairs. The challenges which come to 
a Truth student actually are presented by 
Divine Mind to allow the student to prove his 
merit ... to grow.

Recently a student asked an eminent teacher 
if Karma ... cause and effect... returned more 
quickly to a Truth student than to others. The 
answer was in the affirmative, not only more 
quickly, it seems, but in a more potent form. 
The teacher illustrated his reply in this way:

A Truth student is besieged by Karma. When 
a man is poor, the bill collector comes only on 
pay day . . . whenever that may be. But when 
a man is in Truth, the collectors camp at his 
door. Before Truth, a man is poor, but in Truth, 
he is rich ... and always he is besieged for ways 
to use his wealth. So it is that as an individual 
studies Truth he has in his possession knowl­
edge which is the source of all good, and he 
also finds many channels for the expression of 
his gift.

Jesus was besieged by persecutors because 
His goodness made Him unbearable to those 
who would have none of it. His enemies hated 
only His God-likeness. As the Christ conscious­
ness in each individual comes into expression, 
it too is met with persecution. Herod wants to 
destroy the God power. Human nature fears 
and persecutes the Christ, but all subtle perse­
cutions, as well as forthright condemnations, 
are blessings in reality.

Jesus knew that every man would face per­
secution when he said: "Blessed are ye, when 
men shall revile you, and persecute you, and say 
all manner of evil against you. falsely for my 
sake." (Matt. 5:11)

The most painful persecution, however, 
comes from our enemy within ... the human 

consciousness . . . which brings in doubt and 
fear and causes faith to falter. Persecution may 
come in the form of loss of friends or acquaint­
ances. Jesus said: ‘7 came not to bring peace 
but the sword" ... the sword that often sep­
arates families, severs friendships, and causes 
men to point fingers and criticize the Truth 
student's words and actions.

Persecution can show forth in illness which 
brings comments, questions, and raised eye­
brows. It can come in the form of loss of posi­
tion or loss of wealth and be accorded the 
verdict of “just dessert."

Outer circumstances may not change appre­
ciably, but the idea about the situation CAN 
and MUST CHANGE. Jesus did not suffer be­
cause He was evil and deserved nothing better. 
He suffered trial and tribulation because it was 
the way to a better life. To deny that a problem 
exists is foolish, of course. As the Indian Chief 
says: “Man does not say . . . beautiful dog 
never have flea when dog sit and scratch ear." 
As long as we inhabit physical bodies, we are 
sure to have challenges to overcome. To deny 
that a challenge is at hand is ridiculous, but it 
is also unwise to allow it to persist. Recognize 
it for what it is, then set about to remedy it.

We often hear of Truth students who have 
had serious challenges and suffered alone in 
silence. Have they become ashamed that they 
are growing into perfection and today still 
need help? Is the student so self-sufficient that 
he needs no help?

Recently a member of our congregation 
passed into the invisible following several 
weeks of illness and hospitalization. Her illness 
was not reported at her request. Was it shame 
or pride that prompted her to do this? Think of 
the blessing she denied herself in not being 
able to share the prayers of her minister and 
friends and the well wishes of all those who

OVER HERE... on what you call “the other 
side” ... we are exultant at the current public 
interest in extrasensory perception. We could 
be much more useful to you who seek evidence 
of individual spiritual survival of death, how­
ever, if you would cooperate with us more 
effectively. Some of us resent the charge that 
we transmit meaningless trivialities.

First of all. if you think communication is 
difficult for you as the receiver, please remem­
ber that tuning in on you is no dialing trick. 
Just because we have shed our physical en­
cumbrances. we do not all emerge as authori­
ties on spiritual laws, or as skilled guides, such 
as Arthur Ford’s "Fletcher.”

Indeed, most of us feel lucky if we can make 
any kind of connection—even with someone 
else’s Earth cousin. Thus when we are drawn by 
prayer and love to a spiritual development 

circle where we are able to reveal ourselves to 
a mediumistic sitter, we are ecstatic. When that 
sensitive, however, tries to relay our exuberant 
imagery to a fellow sitter, what happens?

We tell one of 
you that you have the gift of healing or of 
trance mediumship. We offer our help, but do 
you really set yourself to disciplined prepara­
tion? Or do you become smug and material­
istic, and therefore out of tune with us?

Yes he is, writes the author, a professional 

geologist, of the A.R.E. Professional Study 
Series. Book 1, entitled Earth Changes * He 
predicts that “as geologic inferences from the 
logical world of facts are made to point up­
ward, to meet the higher knowledge, there may 
come to man the understanding—that is, the 
connection—that man is, indeed, a prime 
“geologic agent.”

Books on science, which deal in accumula­
tions of observed facts, abstain from presuming 
laws in advance.

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What are the tangible effects of meditation?

OUR MOST CREATIVE ENDEAVOR

MEDITATION is for the purpose of real­
izing God ... of realizing that He is the life of 
every individual being ... the embodiment of 
all good. Therefore when we seek Him, every 
satisfying relationship, all abundance of sup­
ply, every successful business activity, and all 
creative endeavor is the tangible effect of our 
achieving the experience of God ... what some 
call attaining Divine Grace.

We can never receive this inner experience if 
we seek it for the purpose of demonstration 
however, . . . that is, using it to possess some 
person or thing, or to achieve some place in 
life. In meditation, in achieving the experience 
of God. our good appears as whatever the 
need may be. Very often our human desires 
. . . our prayer for an improvement or some 
materiality ... if fulfilled would leave us un­
satisfied, because as human beings we do not 
possess the wisdom to know the things of which 
we have need. It is The Father within who is ail 
wisdom, all love.

Tc be effective, therefore, our prayer must 
be directed to God of the Spirit, and that for 
which we pray must be of a spiritual nature. 
Let us remember then that every time we turn 
to God in meditation we can measure the qual­
ity of our prayer by the degree of spiritual il­
lumination we are seeking. From that we may 
know whether or not we may expect fulfill­
ment.

In The Art of Meditation*  we learn that “it 
is not really we who pray or meditate at all; 
the Spirit meditates within us. We simply open 
our consciousness to let the Spirit reveal our 
need and its fulfillment. Therein is the secret.”

"The Father within me, Hedoeth the works." 
Why is it then that the works are not done? 
We do not have the conscious realization of 
the Presence of God, the Power of God, and 
His activity within us. We have built up a state 
of consciousness consisting of layers and lay­
ers of material sense and have not succeeded 

in breaking through these layers to reach the 
atmosphere and altitude of God within us. 
Until we do so, we shall fail in our meditation 
and miss the path to fulfillment.

Most of us come to search for God with a 
purely material outlook on life . . . concerned 
that our heart beats so many limes a minute, 
that our digestive and eliminative organs oper­
ate in a certain way, that our supply consist 
of so many dollars . . . always believing that 
satisfaction can be found in the external world. 
How often it is said: “If only this pain could 
be stopped, then I really could begin the search 
for God” ... or “If only my rent were taken 
care of, then I could be at peace and would be 
able to search for God.” There are countless 
people in perfect health, with millions of dol­
lars who have never found God ... nor have 
they found completeness, peace, or fulfillment. 
However, let us reverse the picture. Let us begin 
the search for God, and—in finding God— 
see the pain disappear, see the lack, limitation, 
sin ... the error of our thinking vanish.

We must begin our meditation with the rec­
ognition that neither health nor wealth is the 
object of our search for God. Any desire for 
things or persons will prevent or delay our 
entrance into the spiritual kingdom. It is in our 
steadfast remembrance that it is God-realiza­
tion we are seeking that we find all things are 
added unto us, that all things are included 
within us.

We have no demonstration to make but our 
spiritual Selfhood, but that we must demon­
strate. What is the best way of achieving this 
realization of our true Selfhood? Is there a 
short cut? Not only is there a way, but there 
is a short cut. That short cut—so simple, yet 
so difficult—is to perform a bit of mental 
surgery on ourselves and cut away all desire for

EDGAR CAYCE'S PROPHECIES . . .

THE PRODUCT OF SUBCONSCIOUS INFORMATION

THE POWER OF THE SUBCONSCIOUS MIND

ONE AMERICAN MYSTIC whose flair 
for prophecy—despite his passing some twenty 
years ago—adds to his fame with the passing 
of every year is the incredibly accurate and 
astounding seer, Edgar Cayce of Virginia 
Beach, often referred to as the “sleeping 
prophet" or the “sleeping wise man.’’

The “sleep" association with Cayce was 
drawn from his practice of bringing forth while 
lying prone in a condition that resembled 
sleep or trance some amazingly accurate and 
astounding predictions for individuals as well 
as nations, in addition to accurate diagnoses 
of ailing people and consequent cures yet to 
be equaled by medical science.

Besides the library of material that has been 
compiled at the foundation in Virginia Beach 
dedicated to research on the work he pro­
duced in his lifetime, many volumes have been 
written by others who knew him or became 
interested in what he was doing. Not entirely 
a newcomer to the scene is Jess Steam, prize­
winning newspaper reporter and author of 
several books in related fields, having discov­
ered Cayce five years before while writing his 
book, The Door to the Future.*  Stearn saw 
then the remarkable way in which Cayce trav­
eled in time and space to treat the ill, and how 
- through the clear channel of his subcon­
scious mind -“he peered down the corridors 
of time into the troubled international scene, 
describing the future of Russia, China, Japan, 
England, and the United States." For forty 
years, through Cayce had been streaming sub­
conscious information, apparently the product 
of a Universal Mind, which—rather incon­
gruously—became known as “readings." 
Cayce seemingly drew on a subconscious reg­
ister of everything that had ever happened or 
was going to happen. Somehow this enabled 
him to look inside of everything that fell into 
the realm of his unconscious—the human body 
and soul, the Earth, the Universe itself. He 

became known as the man with the X-ray eyes.
In his study on Cayce, Stearn perceived how 

this self-limiting world of ours finally is catch­
ing up with the visions he had brought forth 
from his subconscious mind. Flights to the 
moon, laser rays and television now are every 
day topics of conversation and current events.

How did he do it? Dr. Wesley K. Ketchum, 
an M.D. who used Cayce as an adjunct to his 
practice for several years . . . styling him as a 
Psychic Diagnostician . . . once described how 
Cayce functioned to an intrigued Boston 
medical audience:

“Edgar Cayce's mind is amenable to sugges­
tion, as are all other subconscious minds, but 
in addition it has the power to interpret what 
it acquires from the subconscious minds of 
other individuals. The subconscious mind for­
gets nothing. The conscious mind receives the 
impression from without and transfers all 
thoughts to the subconscious, where it re­
mains even though the conscious be de­
stroyed."

Long before Carl Jung had advanced his con­
cept of the collective unconscious, Stearn ob­
serves, Cayce already was practicing it.

“Cayce's subconscious," Ketchum elab­
orated, “is in direct communication with all 
other subconscious minds, and is capable of 
interpreting through his objective mind and 
imparting impressions received to other ob­
jective minds, gathering in this way all knowl­
edge possessed by millions of other subcon­
scious minds."

What an infallible source of information he 
commanded! Yet with all his seemingly un­
limited powers of divination, Cayce personally 
never profited in any way materially. It had 
been stressed in his own readings, of course, 
that they were not to be used for material gain, 
and that any stress on materiality was a neg-

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PRESIDENTS BECOME MORE RELIGIOUS
From Jim Bishop's column in The Chroni­

cle-Telegram of Elyria, Ohio comes a com­
mentary on the religious habits of recent U.S. 
Presidents. Lyndon Johnson's habits are com­
pared with Eisenhower’s and Kennedy’s this 
way:

“Lyndon Johnson is a member of the Na­
tional Christian Church at Johnson City, 
Texas. He attends—not regularly—but as often 
as possible. Like Ike and Kennedy, he believes 
in prayer, but, whereas Ike and John Kennedy 
told me they said night prayers only, Lyndon 
Johnson utters a silent Thank you, God every 
time someone brings a bit of good news.’’

Bishop also went on to describe an interview 
with ex-President Herbert Hoover, then 85, 
when he was living at the Waldorf-Astoria 
Hotel. Cordially showing Bishop around his 
suite before lunch, he stopped twice before 
some pieces of rare china that had belonged to 
his deceased wife, Lou Henry. After her death, 
she wanted them to go to a daughter-in-law. 
He borrowed them, he said, because they re­
minded him of his wife. “Suppose you don’t 
send the dishes back?” Bishop asked. Hoover 
had never mentioned religion or his feeling of 
the hereafter, but he shook his head and said: 
“They must go back. Otherwise, after I die, 
how could I face Lou Henry?”

SOUL SEARCH BRINGS COURT FIGHT
It has fallen to Superior Court Judge Robert 

L. Myers of Phoenix, Arizona to try to solve 
the problem of the will of James Kidd, an Ari­
zona miner who died without heirs in 1951, as 
to who is qualified to investigate the soul of 
man. More than $200,000 will be awarded to 
the person or group than can convince Judge 
Myers of “some scientific proof of a soul of the 
human body which leaves at death." So far, 

10 eight religious or educational organizations 

have filed as claimants. If no one qualifies 
under the will, the estate is to go to the heirs. If 
none turns up. the state of Arizona receives 
the legacy. According to the journal. Gate 
Way. Judge Myers has set March 6 for the 
hearing to decide the winner.

ative force. Whenever he did "read” subcon­
sciously for gain, his own or somebody else’s, 
he suffered severe headaches, or in extreme 
cases, lapsed into aphonia (loss of voice).

In the early days of his work, Cayce did not 
himself believe ... or was not yet ready to ac­
cept . . . many of the ideas his subconscious 
brought forth with which he was not familiar. 
The theory of reincarnation ... or the soul’s 
return to Earth in a different body ... his dis­
courses on the rise and fall of Atlantis. In time, 
however, believing his own readings, he came 
to accept all he received from The Informa­
tion, as it came to be called. As a doubter, 
Stearn observed, it was rather intriguing at 
times to see how Cayce subconsciously applied 
the past experience of a subject to an under­
standing of very tangible problems in the pres­
ent life.

There was scarcely any activity, terrestrial 
or celestial, that Cayce’s universal conscious­
ness didn’t explore. Even now, as science re­
fines its methods of exploring the pre-historic 
past, new opportunities constantly present 
themselves to test Cayce’s unconscious.

NON-ACCEPTANCE OF ESP

In dealing with some of the “psychological" 
reasons as to why parapsychology is not being 
accepted as a science, Lawrence LeShan writes 
in The International Journal of Parapsychol­
ogy that it raises the fear that people might 
actually come to know themselves. New un­
charted paths to knowing, he speculates, might 
reveal about oneself that which one does not 
wish to know ... the repressed drives and feel­
ings, self-actualization not attained, and po­
tentialities not fulfilled. These, some feel, are 
better left in darkness. The idea that a new 
source of knowledge could bring them sud­
denly to light, he contends, may be quite 
enough to raise anxiety in the stoutest heart.
TELEPATHY STILL INTERESTS RUSSIA

The parapsychology conference held in Mos­
cow last summer, in which many prominent 
foreign investigators participated, brought out 
the fact of their continuing interest in the field 
of psychic research even after the passing of 
famed Soviet scientist, Leonid Vasiliev, foun­
der of Russia’s first telepathic laboratory at 
Leningrad University. While Soviet research­
ers are concentrating on the psi phenomenon, 
telepathy, they are also interested in psycho­
kinesis and precognition. The Society which 
sponsored the conference ... the Bio-Informa­
tion Section of the Scientific Technical Society 
for Radio Technology and Electrical Informa­
tion Technique ... has about 300 members, 
many of them psychiatrists, psychologists, and 
engineers. One recent successful telepathy 
experiment described, with a Russian sensitive, 
was carried out over a distance of 3,200 kilo­
meters (roughly 2,000 miles). Perhaps they 
were inspired by Harold Sherman and Sir 
Hubert Wilkins’ experiments between the 
U.S.A, and the North Pole described in 
Thoughts Through Space*

THE CLINCHER—PERSONAL PROOFS

Speaking before the second international 
conference sponsored by The Parapsychology 
Foundation at Saint Paul-de-Vence, A.M., 
France. Dr. Clarence W. Weiant, referring to 
the conference theme, survival, cited several 
cases of apparent reincarnation noting “they 
are, to me, a most promising field for future 
research, because the only physical manifesta­
tions that can convince us are those which 
provide personal clues to personal identity.”

PRE-SLEEP TALK AND DREAMS

What you talk about—think about—in the 
last half hour before going to sleep can influ­
ence your dreams ... so Dr. Frederick Baeke­
land. New York psychiatry instructor, reports 
in a Science Digest article. Citing one of his 
many experiments as an example, using spon­
taneous pre-sleep tape-recorded conversations 
and electrical as well as rapid-eye movement 
tests, he notes: ”... One subject mentioned 
several times that he missed his customary bed­
time snack and wished for a cup of coffee. Later 
he dreamed that he was in a luncheonette drink­
ing coffee." There is no doubt the mayhem on 
TV is having its influence on all viewers, as we 
can readily observe from present day social 
and moral disintegration.

Dr. Arthur Shapiro, professor of psychiatry 
at New York University, in reporting on Dr. 
Baekeland's experiments in a later issue of 
Science Digest observes that dreams may serve 
a useful mental purpose and that the dream 
mechanism may determine personality devel­
opment.

“It is quite possible that during sleep we 
select and process life's experiences in terms of 
their significance to us," he concludes.

WHAT SENT THE ROBBER NEXT DOOR?

The mass slayings in Chicago of the nurses, 
followed by the University of Texas shootings, 
and—even more recently—the incident that 
occurred in a Southwestern beauty school 
where five women were slain cannot but un­
settle one's mind to some degree. These were 
no gangland slayings to be written ofT and for­
gotten in a few days.

Reading about these incidents caused me to 
be far more observing than I had been before, 
as. being a woman, it is easy to identify with 
those who were the victims.

Recently an incident took place in my office 
which had more to do with ESP than observa­
tion. Even though we are located on the fourth 
floor, because we are a service organization we 
are open to the public. It is not unusual to see 
someone come out of the stairwell instead of 
riding up on the elevator. A man came into our 
office from the stairwell, stood before the el­
evator, and, after ringing the bell, left down the 
stairwell again. Before he left, however, "some­
thing" told me that the man in question had a 
gun on him. I kept my eyes on him—taking in 
his appearance quite pointedly, as my co­
workers ignored his presence. Al the first sign 
of his flashing a gun, I would have dashed out 
the back way for help. So while the others were 
completely unaware of the situation, already I 
had a plan of action ... but nothing happened.

An hour later we learned that this same man 
had been in the building next door, robbed a 
woman at gunpoint, then threw the gun away 
in the stairwell. The police checked every floor 
of that building and ours, and the description 
I gave of the man I had seen tallied with that 
given by the woman who had been robbed.

The man in question must not have had all 
his marbles as he was dressed in a Mod fashion 

16 that, in the financial district, made him stand 

out like a sore thumb. Then he hung around 
the neighborhood so that several other women 
besides myself could identify him. He was the 
type of person who easily could have lost his 
control while robbing us had anyone stood in 
his way or been able to identify him.

PSYCHIC DRIVING

Anyone who drives a car in this country has 
an overworked guardian angel.

LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

ASTRAL RAPPORT VIA "CLAIRVOYANT REVERIE"

AN INTERESTING FORM of clairvoyant 
phenomena is one in which the clairvoyant is 
en rapport with the astral plane by means of 
psychic states wherein the sights, sounds, and 
thoughts of the material and physical plane are 
shut out of consciousness. This is known as 
clairvoyant reverie.

Induction of this psychic state does not al­
ways require a loss of consciousness, such as 
trance or sleep. Instead, the clairvoyant merely 
“shuts out" the world of sights, sounds and 
thoughts, and, by an effort of trained will, 
steadily concentrates on the phenomena of the 
astral plane. One who is a skilled or advanced 
occultist is able to function on the astral plane 
simply by shifting his consciousness from one 
plane to another, just as a typist shifts up and 
down on the keyboard of a typewriter, you 
might say.

Here we see an illustration of how one 
method of psychic induction can be learned 
that will enable the student to retain his or her 
own self-control and mastery. Some of the best 
occult authorities instruct their pupils that by 
the practice of mental concentration alone, this 
state of clairvoyant reverie is safely and effec­
tively induced. All that is needed is to focus the 
consciousness to a point—to become "one- 
pointed," as they say.

If you will stop for a moment and realize how 
already you easily concentrate your attention 
when you witness some interesting play, listen 
to the beautiful rendition of a musical master­
piece, read an absorbing book, or gaze at some 
miracle of art, you will understand what is 
meant here. For while you are doing these 
things, your attention is completely occupied 
with the interesting thing before you. You 
have completely shut off the outer world that 
does not pertain to your object of interest, yet 
are wide awake and alert in your consciousness.

This, then, gives you ao idea of the state oc­
cultists teach may be induced in order to enter 

into the state of en rapport with the astral 
plane in which clairvoyant reverie is possible. 
Actually it is a perfectly natural state, as you 
can gather. This is also one which does not 
induce abnormal sensitiveness to the thoughts, 
feelings, and will of others—something it is 
best to avoid. Those who are tempted to de­
velop or unfold latent psychic power by means 
of anything that produces an abnormal and 
unhealthful physical and psychical condition, 
DON'T DO IT!

The scientific, rational way to develop the 
astral senses is first to acquire the art of con­
centrating. True concentration renders one 
positive, while other methods may render one 
negative.

As explained in earlier articles in this series 
relating to experiments with telepathy . . . 
contact mind-reading . .. good progress can be 
made that will pave the way for clairvoyant 
unfoldment. The student will be aided much by 
practicing concentration upon any physical 
object, keeping that object well before his mind 
and attention, not allowing the attention to 
tire by practicing for too long a time. Once you 
start to practice the development of concen­
tration, keep in mind some guidelines that can 
help you. These are just a few:

1. Select interesting things to study and 
analyze by concentrated thought, as the atten­
tion attaches more readily and easily to them.

2. Vary the stimulus to your attention by 
changing the object you observe, or noting 
qualities or attributes that will help you to 
maintain the strength of your attention.

3. To shut some unwanted thing out of your 
consciousness, concentrate on something else, 
but dwell on only one thing at a time in doing 
so if you would be successful.

4. Apply your attention—steady and un­
dissipated—to a single object to assist in

THE MASTERS AND THE PATH PART VI.

WHENEVER a person is attracted to par­
ticipate in the activities of a spiritual society, or 
an occult organization, you can be sure its 
guiding spirits—its Great Ones—Masters of 
Attainment—have scrutinized well such an 
individual. In many cases such a soul has been 
guided to a particular group activity out of 
some past experience. So it would seem the 
Spiritual Hierarchy knows a great deal about 
us (before and after our birth into this life, in 
fact) long before we come to be aware of their 
existence or learn anything about them.

As. in time, the individual more diligently 
dedicates himself to the work and teachings of 
the order, by degrees the lines of communica­
tion strengthen with those who are guiding it, 
as well as with each of its members. Because of 
the amazingly close unity between the Great 
Ones on higher levels—even though they may 
live far apart physically on the Earth plane— 
to be in touch with one of them really is to be 
linked to all. In this way a Master can be in 
touch with a student in any number of ways 
. . . and therefore none is overlooked. When 
this is understood, a student will no longer ask: 
“What can I do to attract the Master's atten­
tion?” Neither will he question why someone 
so deserving and well-qualified for spiritual 
service seemingly goes unrecognized and un­
appreciated. Their worth is well known in the 
spiritual realms, and quite often that soul is 
working out some unfinished business— 
Karma some would call it—and at another 
time will be given additional opportunities to 
serve.

Once a person comes into close relation with 
a Master, he has much more power than he had 
before . . . power to do much good, as well as 
much harm if he lets his force go in the wrong 
direction. The man in the street may think 
something foolish or untrue without producing 
any serious effect—because he does not know 

18 how to think strongly, but if the student of a 

highly evolved soul, such as a Master, should 
misunderstand another person or think evil of 
him. his strong thought-current would act 
prejudicially upon that person, perhaps se­
riously affect his whole future career. How 
careful then we must be to see that enhanced 
thought-power be used always to strengthen 
and never to weaken those towards whom it 
is directed.

A quality most essential for an aspirant is 
open-mindedness and freedom from bigotry of 
any sort, for erroneous beliefs often create 
great obstacles in the way of a Master reaching 
us or penetrating our auras. Such thoughts 
draw to them undesirable elementals—most 
unpleasant influences—which react upon them 
and intensify the misconceptions. We are told 
that one of the most serious hindrances any 
one can suffer is a wrong conception of God. 
Any thought of God which induces fear of Him 
is disastrous and precludes all hope of real 
progress or of help reaching one. Therefore, to 
teach anyone such a false doctrine, particularly 
a child, is one of the worst crimes anyone can 
commit.

There are, of course, many common hin­
drances as to why we do not readily come into 
the presence of one of the Masters of Attain­
ment. Not infrequently pride, conceit of one's 
self, makes a person not amenable to teaching: 
it may be the fault of irritability, or sometimes 
curiosity of the wrong nature. Another com­
mon hindrance is readiness to be offended, or 
the selfcenteredness so prominent in this pres­
ent day. Lack of faith and good will, deter­
mination that one day we will succeed in find­
ing our way along the Path also can hold us 
back. There can be no half-measures once we 
enter onto the Path of following the Master 
we choose to serve. We must not make condi­
tions. but we must be prepared to yield any-

WHATEVER the school or type of study, 
for the growth of the student there must be an 
understanding of the unavoidable obstacles 
and tests that are bound to arise. Learning to 
discern the quality of living beings in the other 
worlds is something every student of occultism 
must face sooner or later ... particularly when 
it comes to the act of projecting the astral body 
into those worlds.

To learn in the very beginning that the best 
and most powerful protection or means of 
identifying another's intentions is the aura of 
love they radiate can be an invaluable safe­
guard and guideline to the student exploring 
the fourth or any other dimension. Beyond any 
consideration of conversations, deeds, form, 
color, etc., is the sublime love of those Beings 
who are truly of a high order. The radiance of 
their aura inspires a feeling of such intense 
love, attracts us by a power so confident and 
devoted, that there are no words on Earth 
capable of giving any idea of the power and 
quality of the energy which emanates from
them. When there is any doubt whatever, this.
then, can be our means of resolving it.

The main aim of any antagonistic force 
seems to be to hinder the seeker. It may come 
in the form of barriers, very narrow tubes, 
boxes, cages, and prisons ... all aiming at the 
same result. Picture creations of insulating 
agents, such as grease and glass, also are used 
by these forces. Pointed objects or mirages of 
rain often are used to drain the student's 
strength and force him to turn his attention 
elsewhere, to give up his search or his experi­
mentations. With constant and sustained moral 
energy, however, it is possible—given some 
experience with such obstacles—to overcome 
any of them.

How can we be sure of distinguishing be­
tween what comes to us as a dream or a vision, 
and a true projection of our astral body, is a 
question most likely to arise. We do this the 

same way as on Earth when we differentiate 
between conscious and unconscious action. 
Whether the dream be caused by one of many 
physical sensations, by memory of past ex­
periences, by symbolic visions, or by a simul­
taneous glance into many dimensions, it is 
impossible to mistake it for projection.

On waking, people often feel as if they had 
been flying over landscapes, or carried through 
space by some means or another. These cases 
are too uncertain to warrant confidence.

In order to become free of the stupidity of 
the teachings which shackle us to our material 
being, we must have something more than 
“nearly." In order to unmask those who ex­
ploit the idea of survival in .one form or an­
other. we must have definite facts, not semi- 
lucid experiences. We must work in absolute 
control of our psychological faculties, being 
fully aware of the conditions under which we 
are experimenting, and with a vivid and full 
understanding of the dual state in which we 
find ourselves.

Yram tells from his experience of crossing a 
large room in which several people were gath­
ered. when he saw a pure white dove fly down 
obliquely and alight on his forehead. Imme­
diately he found himself in a state of conscious 
projection, so he profited from the occasion to 
go and visit some friends. As soon as the dove 
touched him. as if under a magic spell, he be­
came as clear-headed as in the best moments 
of his physical life. He describes such an awak­
ening of the conscious personality as happen­
ing in a clear, lucid manner, with immediate 
memory of all the facts ... past, present, and to 
come ... in which we are interested. While 
this was happening to him, he was fully con­
scious of all the work he had done with regard 
to astral projection, of the presence of his sleep­
ing body, and of the exteriorization of his

Despite all the controversy raging over the 
psychic surgery being performed by Philippine 
healers—perhaps even because of it—anyone 
interested in developments in the field of heal­
ing .. . however or wherever they occur . . . 
owes it to themselves to read this account of 
Harold Sherman’s personal investigations and 
evaluations.

Not in the interest of proof or disproof, 
either for or against, but in the interest of self­
education and of maintaining an open mind 
with regard to many such unusual types of 
phenomena now coming forth, we can all 
benefit from exposure to anything so highly 
controversial, for out of it something good al­
ways comes forth.

In all of his books—close to a dozen—Mr. 
Sherman writes on his studies of the higher 
powers of the mind with a ring of authority.

Among the greatest healers of all time were 
the Kahunas of Hawaii, who—through the use 
of mind power, clairvoyance and secret tech­
niques developed over the centuries—knew 
how to perform such feats as fire walking, look­
ing into and changing the future, controlling 
the weather and elementals, performing in­
stantaneous healing, curing the mentally ob­
sessed, and raising the dead.

Max Freedom Long, well known to Chimes 
readers for his writings which began with The 
Secret Science Behind Miracles * discovered in 
his studies while in the islands that the Kahunas 
knew that cleansing the mind of guilt com­
plexes was one of the first laws of healing.

double, at the same time that he was working 
out how best to use his momentary powers. 
“No expression can define the feeling of joy, 
of being free in space, all the time knowing 
that we are fully alive on Earth," Yram con­
tends.

In most instances, you need make no outer 
contact with those involved in your forgiveness 
act . . . unless an occasion arises that demands 
it. If that happens, then forgiveness under 
those circumstances is part of the healing proc­
ess. It is your change of attitude that is your 
act of forgiveness, and—just as sure as you do 
—others unconsciously will respond by chang­
ing their attitudes toward you.

There is also another simple way you can 
practice forgiveness. Daily meditate upon and 
speak forth these words:

All that has offended me. I forgive.
Whatever has made me hitter, resentful, un­

happy. I forgive.
Within and without, / forgive.
Things past, things present, things future. I 

forgive.
Your first act of forgiveness may not bring 

the changed attitude and peace you seek, but 
it will bring an improvement if you persist. It 
will even reach to subconscious levels, of which 
you had not been aware, to do its cleansing 
work.
