like Jeane Dixon, the seeress of Washington, D. C. ?

IN THE MANY living examples of our time 
we see at least part of the price that must be 
paid by those who become rich, famous, de­
sirable, attractive, or endowed with some un­
usual talent that captures the public imagina­
tion. If qualification to membership in this 
somewhat unique group happens to be the un- 
foldment of a spiritual gift, the price often 
has been known to come quite high.

Misunderstood aspirations, persecution, 
martyrdom, poverty, loneliness, ill health, 
even death have been among those things de­
manded as the price by many who unselfishly 
shared a gift which had been endowed them 
by Spirit.

Jeane Dixon, known as the seeress of Wash­
ington, D.C., is one of those people describ­
ed by Ruth Montgomery in her new book, A 
Search for the Truth.* Her description of 
what has happened to Mrs. Dixon — know­
ledge gained from close personal observa­
tion — particularly since the publication 
of the book, A Gift of Prophecy*, the bio­
graphy she wrote about the seeress, makes 
one stop and think.. if in deliberately seeking 
to unfold gifts such as hers . . would we be 
willing to pay the price?

Although it is fairly well known that Mrs. 
Dixon refuses to accept payment for her God­
given talent, and Ruth Montgomery stresses 
this in her book, though she does not have the 
time or strength to “read” for strangers, she 
nevertheless has received more than 200,000 
letters and telephone calls, most of them beg­
ging for “readings.” So many telephoned late 
at night that she was forced to get an unlisted 
number, and she is so besieged wherever she 
travels that a police escort has become neces­
sary to control the crowds.

The victim of personal harassment, teen-ag­
ers — in quest of excitement — often have 
spread false rumors that she had predicted 

6 a disaster for their area. Since the publication 

of her biography, scarcely a week has elapsed 
that either she or Ruth Montgomery have not 
been inundated by hundreds of long-distance 
calls from newspaper editors, television and 
radio commentators, and frightened citizens 
who ask if it is true that she has foretold a de­
vastating hurricane, snowstorm, earthquake, 
or other catastrophe for their city. Instead of 
abating with time, rumors lately are even 
more ridiculous, with callers from Maryland 
to California jamming the switchboards asking 
if Mrs. Dixon had predicted that a spaceship 
would land and kidnap all children between 
the ages of ten and fifteen.

No longer able to enjoy her privacy, sight­
seeing buses grind to a halt in front of the 
Dixon home and office, while the tour con­
ductor announces through a loudspeaker that 
this is where Jeane Dixon lives and works. 
Tourists stand outside of St. Matthew’s Cathe­
dral, hoping to get her autograph as she leaves 
early morning Mass.

She cannot possibly answer her voluminous 
mail in person, and has been forced to hire 
several secretaries simply to slit envelopes, 
return unsolicited, unwanted money, and 
send form-letter replies . . all completely at 
her own expense.

Despite what the public image may be of 
what some like to call “fortune tellers,” most 
of those who write to Mrs. Dixon have an ur­
gent personal problem they hope she will 
solve for them, or will reassure them in some 
way will be taken care of in the future. What­
ever her ability may be to do this, “what they 
fail to realize,” Ruth Montgomery has said, “is 
that by asking another to find a solution, they 
are denying themselves the opportunity for 
personal growth by meeting this challenge 
head-on” . . and, of course, the opportunity 
to enhance the unfoldment of their own latent 
spiritual gifts. *Both Montgomery books may 
be ordered from Chimes back page flap.

WHO’S THE GIRL?

The English have their share of the usual 
annual predictions, like everyone else, but 
English prognosticator, Maurice Woodruff, 
claims his have “nothing to do with fortune­
telling, crystal gazing, telepathy, thought­
reading or Spiritualism.” Among those for the 
current year relating to personalities on the 
American scene, he predicts:

“A woman will be making a very big im­
pression in American political life . . .

“There is going to be a hell of a row in 
America over some attempts to restrict free­
dom of the press . . .

“One of the weddings of the year will be 
between a man with a British title and an 
American girl” . . the wedding to take place 
in Britain.”

PREDICTIONS PAY OFF

A local radio station in Los Angeles, Cali­
fornia has “seen the handwriting on the wall.” 
No matter how much people ridicule prophe­
cies, they still seem to give them a good deal 
of attention . . so, probably as a promotional 
gimmick for new listeners, offered $250 for 
every prediction registered with them by 
January 14, 1967 that subsequently came true 
during the ensuing year. Be interesting to 
check later on what percentage of accuracy 
was attained by the participants, and who 
those prognosticator winners were.

LASER EVIDENCE FROM ATLANTIS?

Of the research work Jess Stearn has done 
over the years on prophecies, his most recent 
culmination being a book entitled Edgar 
Cayce — The Sleeping Prophet, * speculation 

about the return of the lost continent of 
Atlantis from its watery grave has been among 
the most fascinating and awesome.

Cayce did many “readings” for geologists 
pertaining to the Earth’s little known history, 
and gave much information about its future 
configuration and the many great treasures of 
the past it would bring forth once more. Off 
Bimini in the Bahamas of the British West In­
dies, Cayce is said to have foreseen that in 
nearby depths under the slime of ages, por­
tions of an Atlantean temple will be discover­
ed. In it will be revealed records of how giant 
laser-like crystals were constructed once used 
to operate huge power plants.

Recently, in thirty-five-foot depths south­
east of Bimini, Steam writes, searching the 
area from the air as well as exploring it be­
neath the sea, a geologist did locate a sixteen 
foot round white pillar of purest marble.

More information is not available about it, 
however, until another expedition armed with 
heavy salvage equipment can raise the column 
and determine its origin. According to the 
Cayce timetable forXhe rising of Atlantis — 
anytime from 1968 on — Mother Nature just 
might save them all that effort and expense.

A MATTER OF REWARD

Commenting on what a rare ability fore­
knowledge seems to be, Ronald Bedford, 
science correspondent of the Sun, a London 
newspaper, accounts for it this way:

“Small wonder that the few who possess 
this great gift are reluctant to exercise it 
openly. Centuries ago those who did were 
burned at the stake. Today, ridicule is too 
often the only reward. This is one reason, for 
example, why our knowledge of extrasensory 
perception, psychokinesis, and telepathy is 
so scanty.”

MEDITATION AND CONTEMPLATION

SOME THINK that meditation means to sit 
still thinking beautiful thoughts. That in it­
self, however, will not get you very far. “It 
is rather like a donkey attached to a handle 
which turns the wheel, and the donkey goes 
round and round and round endlessly, not ac­
complishing anything,” so White Eagle writes, 
Spirit teacher for The White Eagle Lodge of 
London, England. Continuing, he adds: “Cor­
rect meditation brings knowledge. It releases 
the soul from the bondage of the physical 
body and enables it to rise through the vari­
ous planes of life right up to the peak at which 
illumihation comes. And when illumination 
does come it brings with it universal know­
ledge. The soul practiced in meditation learns 
to approach the temples of wisdom, and there 
— in the silence — receives from the teachers 
the knowledge and the understanding it seeks.

“Some are able to rise only to a limited 
height; they see writing on the walls, or they 
see symbols or characters in a language they 
do not understand. The symbols and char­
acters means nothing, however, until the soul 
has the key which will enable it to interpret 
the symbols. It is in the mystery schools where 
the student is taught that the key to under­
standing these symbols is in the golden 
chamber . . the golden chamber being the 
heart, the golden lotus . . and within this 
golden flower is the golden key which will 
unlock the door of the mysteries.

“You can read many books. You can ac­
cumulate many facts and descriptions. You 
can go through many ceremonies. You can 
witness or even take part in wonderful rituals 
which will stir your emotional body — even 
stimulate your higher mind to a degree — 
but none of these will give you the power 
to enter the temple and to understand the 
secrets.

“Entrance into the Great White Lodge of 
8 the Spirit,” White Eagle tells us, “lies with­

in the aspirant himself. No school on the out­
er plane can give you this knowledge. The 
only school where you will obtain the preci­
ous needed wisdom is in the school of life. 
God has put man on Earth — into the physi­
cal body — for this reason . . that he may 
uncover the secrets of the temple of heaven. 
He can uncover them only through human life 
and experience and human relationships on 
the outer plane, and meditation on the inner 
plane.”

Thus we learn that the secret in medita­
tion is to get beneath all thought. DO NOT 
think your way through meditation! Go 
underneath the surface of thought . . beneath 
thought, beneath emotion . . to get to a place 
of stillness where you touch the “dot within 
the circle” — the symbol of the Sun, and 
also the symbol of ancient masonry — the 
central point from which no master mason 
can err. This teaching must be carried into 
everyday life. The outer action and inward 
contemplation and meditation must go hand 
in hand if the aspirant is seeking the lost 
secret, the Divine magic.

In the mystery schools every candidate is 
led eventually to a chapel or a cell which has 
no furnishing but a mirror. This means that 
the soul must be ready to look into the mirror 
and see the true reflection of itself. A soul 
has so many thick and dark coverings, called 
by many names. These coverings are human 
weaknesses and self-deceptions, but they all 
have to be shed until the soul stands quite 
naked and sees its own reflection.

This is a wonderful experience. On the one 
hand it is not pleasant, but on the other hand 
— to the one who truly is searching — it is 
a moment of Divine ecstasy. It is a moment 
of Earth initiation, a time of crucifixion. 
Everything is shed and the soul rises and be-

So life has battered you about! Now what about removing your emotional scars?

GIVE YOURSELF AN EMOTIONAL FACE LIFT!

THE POWER OF THE SUBCONSCIOUS MIND

WHEN YOU RECEIVE a physical injury, 
such as a cut on the face, your body forms 
scar tissue which is both tougher and thicker 
than the original flesh. The purpose of the 
scar tissue is to form a protective cover or 
shell . . nature’s way of insuring against fur­
ther pain and another injury in the same place.

We are inclined to do very much the same 
thing whenever we receive an emotional in­
jury, when someone “hurts” us, or “rubs us 
the wrong way.” We form emotional or spiri­
tual “scars” for self-protection. We are apt 
then to become hardened of heart, callous 
toward the world, and to withdraw within a 
protective shell.

While it is nature’s intention to be helpful 
to us in the formation of scar tissue, in the 
society in which we live, when it forms on the 
face it can work against us. Here we are more 
vulnerable to social “cuts, injuries, and hurts” 
than to any physical pain or disability. While 
plastic surgery can go a long way to restore 
a person’s self-image of being an acceptable 
member of society, the real curative agent is 
the removal of emotional scars and healing 
emotional hurts and injuries.

Many people have inner emotional scars 
who never have suffered physical injuries. 
They are people who have been hurt or in­
jured by someone in the past, and to guard 
against any future injury, they form a spiri­
tual callus, an emotional scar to protect their 
ego. This scar tissue, however, not only 
“protects” them from the individual who 
originally hurt them .. it also “protects” them 
against all other human beings by building an 
emotional barrier through which neither 
friend nor foe can pass.

If you have them, emotional scars can pre­
vent you from creative living, or being a self­
fulfilled person . . a person of achievement. 
The person who bears emotional scars is one 
who has a self-image of being unwanted, un­

liked, incapable, and sees the world around 
him as a hostile place in which he is trying 
to survive by combating it and protecting 
himself from it. Such a person is incapable of 
being charitable towards others or himself, 
and frustration, aggression, and loneliness 
are the price that must be paid.

It is a well-known psychologic fact that the 
people who become offended the easiest have 
the lowest self-esteem and the ones who be­
come jealous at the drop of a hat feel the most 
undeserving and doubt their capabilities. Self- 
esteem is as necessary to the spirit as food is 
to the body. Thus you can see how the cure 
for self-centeredness, self-concern, “egotism,’ 
and all the ills that go with it, is the develop­
ment of a healthy strong ego by building up 
self-esteem. When a person has adequate self- 
esteem, little slights offer no threat at all, and 
the deeper emotional wounds are likely to 
heal faster and cleaner, with no festering sores 
to poison life and spoil happiness.

We can, of course, learn how to prevent 
and immunize ourselves against incurring new 
emotional scars, but right now what can we do 
about the old ones formed from past hurts, 
grudges, grievances and resentments against 
life? Once an emotional scar has formed, 
there is but one thing to do and that is to re­
move it by surgery . . the same as would be 
done for a physical scar.

In removing old emotional scars, however, 
YOU ALONE can do the operation. You must 
become your own plastic surgeon .. you must 
be the one to give yourself a spiritual face lift. 
They cannot be doctored or medicated, but 
must be “cut out,” given up entirely, and era­
dicated. Forgiveness, when it is real, genuine, 
complete, and forgotten, is the scalpel which 
can remove the pus from old emotional 
wounds, eliminate scar tissue and allow them

SPIRES ON THE MOON

Approximately six protuberances, appear­
ing to be about fifty feet wide and from forty 
to seventy-five feet high, showed up in photo­
graphs released from Cal Tech’s Jet Propul­
sion Laboratory in Pasadena, California 
snapped by lunar Orbiter 2. What looked like 
“tall, skinny pyramids” had never been seen 
before in previous photographs of the Moon. 
The Orbiter had photographed the area in 
which the spires were spotted from an altitude 
of about twenty-nine miles, directly overhead, 
as it circled the Moon searching for a safe and 
suitable landing site for astronauts. Some are 
described as resembling the George Washing­
ton monument, and others as looking like 
upside down ice cream cones, according to 
UPI news releases. So far, what psychics have 
seen to be present on the Moon is no more far­
fetched than what astronomers, astronauts, 
and space scientists are now discovering.

THE BREATH OF ICARUS

The asteroid known as Icarus astronomers 
say will pass within four million miles of the 
Earth in June of 1968. They can’t be sure 
what its path will be, of course, and, between 
now and then, there will be a lot of specula­
tion about what COULD happen. Any micro­
scopic deviation in its orbit could put it on a 
collision course with Earth. Being a small 
planet about a mile wide, the colossal force 
of its impact on the Earth could cause im­
mense destruction.

Two of the world’s leading authorities on 
asteroids, Dr. Paul Herget of the University 
of Cincinnati and Dr. Gerold Clemence of 
Yale University, have said there isn’t “one 
chance in a billion” that Icarus will strike 
Earth. However, if needed, scientists in the 

10 U.S., Britain and Russia are investigating 

ways to land a rocket on Icarus in an effort to 
smash the asteroid to bits with nuclear power.

Many who are familiar with Ancient Writ­
ings, including those of the Bible, interpret 
the coming of Icarus as coinciding with the 
three days of darkness, concurrent Earth 
upheavals, widespread chaos and affliction 
said to presage the period known as the end 
of this age. Already many individuals and 
groups are heralding psychic impressions 
being received of what is to take place, and 
each has a different interpretation as to how 
and when this to occur.

At its closest point to the Earth in June of 
1968, the visit of Icarus could be no more 
eventful than that of any other bright star. 
What might happen on its return orbit nine­
teen years later, in 1987, could be another 
matter. One recent eight-page interpretation 
of this event spelling much gloom has been 
issued by the Universariun Foundation of 
Portland, Oregon. What we tend to overlook 
or forget while dwelling on all negative fore­
casts and speculations is that we are in the 
physical body in the first place to “learn” 
from the school of life so that by degrees we 
will grow in consciousness and graduate to 
ever higher planes.

THE HEALING EFFECTS OF FAITH

According to the New York Times, a lead­
ing Presbyterian, the Rev. Dr. John Suther­
land Bonnell, minister emeritus of the Fifth 
Avenue Presbyterian Church says, “It is quite 
evident that faith, legitimately exercised, 
can produce far-reaching effects in healing 
human ills.” Faith healing always has, of 
course, produced sharp differences of 
opinion, and medical science is hard put to 
explain it’s regenerating spiritual effect . . 
great asset and needed as it is.

That is the Way, the Teaching of all the Seers 
and Sages of the ages. They tell us not to lis­
ten credulously to the talk of others or to ac­
cept their say-so’s unless they appeal to one’s 
own conscience, to one’s own instinct that 
what is said is truth. Then hold to it until you 
come to know some nobler truth.
• What is intuition?

It is one of the spiritual faculties, direct vi­
sion, direct cognition, direct and immediate 
knowledge of the heart of things . . of truth. 
No one can help you to attain it except your­
self. It is the unfolding of the inner man into 
manifestation through the outer man. It is not 
something added to you from without, but is 
an unfolding, a flowing out of what you are at 
the core of your being, your spiritual self com­
ing into manifestation.
• However much one may wish to ignore the 
psychic plane, whether for good or otherwise, 
if it penetrates every cell and atom of matter, 
is this possible?

The forces of Nature of themselves possess 
no moral qualities. The use to which indivi­
duals possessing free will put them stamps 
them as workers for good or evil, light or dark­
ness. As the human race evolves and becomes 
more etherealized, it will come more closely 
in touch with these energies and learn to 
control them. They are intermingled and deli­
cately interlaced with other forces, a part of 
us and we of them, even if we try to ignore 
them . . dangerous because of our own ig­
norance, because they are more powerful 
than lower forces. — From Questions We All 
Ask, in four volumes, available from Chimes.

to heal. If the forgiveness is partial, half­
hearted, or pretended, it works no better than 
a partially completed surgical operation on 
the face. In facial surgery there can be no 
partial, tentative or half-way measures. The 
scar tissue is cut out, completely and entirely, 
the wound allowed to heal cleanly, and care 
taken to see that the face will be restored 
just as if the injury had never been.

You can forgive if you are willing . . will­
ing to give up and do without your sense of 
condemnation, willing to cancel out the debt 
with no mental reservations. You cancel the 
debt not because you are generous and supe­
rior, but because the debt itself was not valid, 
and you see that there was nothing to forgive 
for you should not have condemned or hated 
in the first place. You must do this for your­
self as well as for others, for it is, of course, 
futile and fatal to hate or condemn yourself 
for a mistake you made. Just remember that 
“you” may make mistakes, but mistakes don’t 
make “you” anything.

Dr. Maxwell Maltz, M. D., who writes ex­
tensively on his post-operative investigations 
relating to patients who had undergone plastic 
surgery, has stated: “Many times I have seen a 
man or woman apparently grow five or ten 
years younger in appearance after removing 
old emotional scars.” So why not give your­
self a face lift? The do-it-yourself kit which 
is used on the subconscious mind consists of 
relaxation of negative tensions to prevent 
scars, forgiveness to remove old scars, and 
the application of a cheerful, optimistic, 
youthful attitude and spirit which anticipates 
only the good life has to bestow on you.

GOLD IS WHERE YOU FIND IT

“The most promising opportunities for pro­
gress in parapsychology lie within the broad­
er context of the psychology of personality. ” 
Not said by a socioligist or psychologist, but 
by a research physicist on the staff of the 
National Center for Atmospheric Reasearch 
in Boulder, Colorado, Dr. Joseph H. Rush.

As we know, man’s greatest, most chal­
lenging study is the study of man himself. 
Now, as many research directors and students 
of parapsychology have to admit, for con­
sistency and achieving a high level of per­
formance while conducting studies of man’s 
latent powers, more sophisticated techniques 
are needed for selecting “gifted” subjects 
and for training and conditioning other sub­
jects to improve their abilities.

Dr. Rush also states that any future advan­
ces along extrasensory lines will be more de­
pendent upon a broader base of investigations 
than has been true in the past, those which 
will include findings of psychology, psycho­
physiology, biology, and physics.

CAN ESP BE TAUGHT?

“Yes,” demonstrates Milan Ryzl, Czecho­
slovakian professor of physics and biology. 
From tests applied to more than five hundred 
subjects using his procedures relating to the 
induction of hypnosis, he claims that at least 
ten percent resulted in some form of extra­
sensory perception. His most outstanding sub­
ject, Pavel Stepanek, produced some astound­
ing results which have been reported frequent­
ly in recent years. While the procedure he 
uses is a somewhat lengthy process during 
which the subject learns to use his extrasen­
sory ability as a “sixth sense,” it has been 
found to be effective in stimulating manifesta­
tions of ESP for conscious use in cooperation 

other normal senses, and in bringing it under 
“voluntary” control. This has been one of the 
most serious stumbling blocks to ESP research 
. . . bringing it under “voluntary” control 
so that it can be studied properly and consis­
tently. To acquire mastery of the “voluntary” 
control of extrasensory abilities, one must ac­
hieve the appropriate state of mind. Writ­
ing in the International Journal of Parapsy­
chology, Milan Ryzl suggests that in learn­
ing to do this it might also enable one to learn 
the exercise of other important controls in 
daily life . . equally essential, as well as dif­
ficult to do.

It has been because of the need for better 
communications between Earth and its man­
ned space vehicles, however, that the use of 
man’s latent spiritual powers — particularly 
telepathy — has become the subject of much 
recent international interest and research.

THE POET-PROPHET FOR OUR TIME
While many creative people are known to 

live close to “other worlds” from whence 
come their inspirations and creations, “Wil­
liam Blake, the English artist and poet, is of 
particular interest to modern parapsychology,” 
writes Sherman Yellen for the Parapsychology 
Foundation, for Blake, among many poets 
who have dealt with the psychic experience 
in the past, speaks most directly to the mo­
dern. According to Yellen, from relative ob­
scurity in his own lifetime (1757-1827), Blake 
has moved into a position enjoyed by few 
poets — past or present: he is actually read 
and enjoyed, and, in doing so, one is con­
fronted by a wealth of psychic material. A 
bom psychic and prophet, his poems, letters, 
prophecies for mankind, and events following 
his death confirm that the paranormal domi­
nated his long life and perhaps mark him as 
the last complete prophet of visionary ex­
perience.

I do believe there is a God who governs our 
lives, and that He comes to us from the world 
of Spirit. I believe also that it is possible to 
talk to this God just as one talks to a person 
here on Earth. I also think that it is not really 
necessary always to put one’s thoughts into 
words and direct them to God, or to implore 
the Divine Spirit to carry a message or request 
to God.

However, I did find that if I kept on talking 
and talking to God, I became tense and ner­
vous. So, I just said: “God, you know all my 
wants and needs, so I trust you that they will 
be taken care of. I just live from day to day, 
trying to do the thing I think is right for me. ” 
This way I am peaceful within myself, and I 
am not tense and nervous. It took me a good 
many years, however, to accept this method.

I married in the Greek Orthodox Church, 
but for over a period of ten years was so men­
tally disturbed from hearing voices and seeing 
visitations from Spirit that I finally had to be 
placed in a mental hospital for treatment.

I was not afraid when it happened, as I felt 
there must be something I was supposed to 
do, that that was why I was so disturbed. 
So I prayed for guidance, and, with the help 
of many doctors and nurses, along with rabbis 
and priests, I finally overcame the problem 
that had been bothering me.

One of the greatest problems I had was try­
ing to write all that the Spirit world wanted 
me to do. I tried to be cooperative, but found 
that it took a lot of money to have things pub­
lished. Since I am Catholic, I got the idea of 
sending some of my writings to the Pope, 
since he had the authority to judge for the 
Catholic what is right and wrong for us to 
read and practice, and the church has the 

16 money to publish such things. I did this, and 

the writing stopped.
My practice of verbal prayers I have not 

given up entirely, however, for each morning 
I think of the things I want to do, the people 
who asked me to pray for them, the things I 
desire in my life . . then I just say: “God, I 
know you understand, and everything that 
happens will be okay. ” Then I live the day 
through doing what comes naturally to me as 
a necessity of life for that day.

I have found this method of spiritual con­
tact good for me, even though I did find it 
necessary to seek the guidance of the church 
of my early religion. I know that the prophets 
of all religions left records of their teach­
ings that coming generations used as a guide 
to make their lives useful as mediums of God 
here on Earth. No one can prove who was 
entirely right. Only God knows.

HIDDEN CHANNELS OF THE MIND
When knowledge from the deeper uncon­

scious levels of the mind — many times in a 
form of extrasensory perception — comes 
through to the conscious mind, sometimes it 
is in a somewhat restricted or limited way.

The phone rang a 
long time before her friend answered, and 
when she did, her voice was thick, sort of 
choked and far away.

Hoarsely, she said she thought so, that 
she had been very tired and, having lain down 
to rest, must have fallen asleep. Although

TIME CL AIR VO YA NCE

ANOTHER interesting type of clairvoy­
ant phenomena known as time clairvoyance is 
more or less divided into past and future time, 
each with its own particular characteristics.

Past time clairvoyance is concerned with 
the perception of facts, events and happen­
ings of past time. Whether five minutes ago, 
or five thousand years ago, the principles in­
volved are the same, and one is no more won­
derful than the other.

It is somewhat perplexing to many students 
new to this subject as to how one can “see” 
a thing no longer in existence which might 
have disappeared from physical sight 
thousands of years ago.

It would, undoubtedly, be impossible to per­
ceive a thing — even by astral vision — if it 
had entirely disappeared at some time in the 
past. This would be beyond all natural pow­
ers, astral as well as physical, however, for 
things of the past have not entirely disappear­
ed. On the contrary, while having disappear­
ed on the physical plane, they still exist on 
the astral or etheric plane.

In occult teachings we find many references 
to what are termed “Akashic Records” or “the 
Records of the Astral Light.” What this means 
is that in the Universal Ether there is recorded 

all happenings of the entire World Cycle . . 
of which the present time is a part. All that has 
happened from the very beginning of this 
World Cycle .. millions of years ago .. is pre­
served on these astral records and may be 
read by the advanced clairvoyant or other 
person possessing occult powers of this kind. 
These records perish only with the termina­
tion of a World Cycle .. which is not destined 
to happen for millions of years to come.

In astronomy we see examples of this mani­
festation in that a star may be blotted out 
of existence, yet its light persists long after­
wards, finally reaching the Earth at the rate 
of 186,000 miles per second. Thus we see the 
light which left a distant star many years 
ago, and which may no longer be in actual 
existence. Another example found in the 
natural world is where the heat from a stove 
remains in a room long after the stove has 
been removed.

But if 
you wish to become fully conscious of your 
latent powers, the best training you could 
have is to practice mental healing. Do not let 
the factor of distance disturb you, for the 
results are exactly the same if you are sep­
arated by one mile or by several thousand 
miles. Preferably treat your patient when he 
is in bed or asleep. No illness can resist this 
treatment—the most powerful known up to 
the present day — unless it be what is known 
as a Karmic condition. The treatment should 
never be stopped abruptly, but diminished 
gradually.

It is equally possible, of course, to treat 
oneself successfully. We can recover our 
strength almost instantaneously, or inhibit 
the evil effects due to other persons or events, 
and, in fact, change the conditions of life. 
Neutralization of the vibrations produced by 
our general way of living is the only limiting 
factor to these powers.

As the same mechanism controls the con­
scious transmission of thought, so may we also 
establish contact with every degree of the 
universal substance.. from its aspect of crude 
matter up to that of pure energy.

The response does vary in nature. It may 
come in the form of a dream, usually a sym­
bolic picture, or it may take place by vision 
or by intuition.

Vision may manifest in an inanimate fash­
ion, such as a landscape projected as by a 
magic lantern; or a scene may be enacted, as 
in a motion picture film in which you may 

even be taking a more or less active part.
If it comes in the form of intuition, it does 

not permit reasoning . . however instantan­
eous. It is the formless reception of vibra­
tions, an idea — or series of ideas — coming 
and going sometimes with the speed of light­
ning.

If we consider intuition as the beginning of 
a mental correspondence between ourselves 
and the other dimensions of space, it is then 
possible to say that inspiration represents its 
stabilization and completion. In intuition you 
listen, and catch vibrations as they pass. In 
inspiration, it is not necessary to listen be­
cause all the intellectual faculties are at a 
maximum of activity and you draw deductions 
with incomparable ease. Inspiration, there­
fore, is an excellent working method which be­
comes more and more stabilized by training, 
and becomes a regular method of mental 
intercourse with the Invisible. The periods of 
work carried out under the influence of inspi­
ration are marked by a feeling of peace, of 
joy, and of confidence which stays with us the 
whole day. The “atmosphere” which sur­
rounds us at such times varies with the subject 
we are studying. If it deals with subjects relat­
ing to Cosmic Truths, the Absolute, tears will 
spring unbeckoned to our eyes, and it is with 
indescribable joy that we arrive at deeper un­
derstandings.

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EXPANDING YOUR SOUL HORIZONS

PART XIV.

INTELLECTUAL institutions have made 
millions of dollars by offering the public 
methods whereby people could develop 
powerful wills so as to be able to dominate 
others. If used for such a purpose, it is in vio­
lation of spiritual law, to be sure.

What is a dictator but one who rules others 
by force? What is a strong-willed individual 
who attempts to dominate others by his own 
will but a dictator on a small scale !

It is not wrong to develop the will, however, 
rather it is the wrong use of that will the 
student should avoid. Some metaphysical 
schools even contribute to weakening the 
will — though perhaps not knowingly — in 
their declarations: “I have no will of my own. 
There is only One Will — that is the Will of 
The Father.” Actually this tends to destroy a 
quality that is God-given and that should be 
properly used if man is to exercise more of 
the qualities of his Maker. An outstanding 
quality of The Father is will . . but will that 
is utterly and wholly LOVE.

An outstanding example of mastership in 
His use of will is that of Jesus as related in 
the Bible that “with a mighty will He calmed 
the waves, stilled the winds, and quenched 
the flames.” Elaborating on this in The 
Aquarian Gospel of Jesus Christ* by Levi we 
are told:

When man comes to himself, and compre­
hends the fact that he is son of God, and 
knows that in himself lie all the powers of 
God, he is a master mind and all the ele­
ments will hear his voice and gladly do 
his will.
To which Jesus adds His conclusion as to 

why men do not exercise will as they should 
and could:

Two sturdy asses bind the will of man; their 
names are Fear and Unbelief When these 
are caught and turned aside, the will of man 

20 will know no bounds; then man has but to

speak and it is done.
The aim and purpose of man, then, is to 

develop a God-like will. How is this to be 
done?

Dr. William James, in his writings, tells 
us: “Will is the result of THOUGHT put into 
ACTION. You think that you will do a cer­
tain thing; then you do it; the result is an ad­
dition to your will-power. For example: You 
see a certain picture on the wall you want to 
straighten out. You say to yourself that you 
should straighten that picture and will do it 
now. Then if you do just that, you will have 
strengthened your will. If you neglect to do 
it, or decide to put it off until another time, 
you will have weakened your will.” But, he 
adds, “Every night you should lay that in­
creased will you have developed on the altar 
of God.” In this way you can see how your 
increasing will is kept in check from exer­
cising the qualities of dictatorship.

Just as electricity is a force capable of 
constructive or destructive use, so is will. 
Both are manifestations of the Power which is 
God. Man has free will and choice as to 
whether he will use the force positively or 
negatively. For this reason, therefore, it is 
no more right to say that All exercise of 
human will is wrong than it is to say that All 
use of electricity is evil.

If we seek sincerely to have the will we 
develop attuned to and in line with the Will 
of God, we are fulfilling the spiritual law 
which calls for man to manifest the attributes 
of The Father. For it is said that Spirit is sub­
ject to the will of the individual mind, just as 
to the Divine Mind we call God. The sooner 
we accept this truth, the sooner we will see 
the demonstration of it!

Will is a quality of The Father, and can al­
ways be manifested by man whenever he wills 
to exert IT.

THE BODY TELLS THE STORY

THOUGHT HEALS. The mere repetition 
of words is useless, however, unless one in­
vests those words with the proper thought.

In giving mental and spiritual treatments, 
words of many different kinds may be used, 
but those words would be powerful only 
because the thought that gave rise to them 
was clear and powerful.

I speak my 
word for the complete removal of all sense 
of irritation concerning anything, anywhere 
in my world. I send forth my peace to sur­
round all that I contact.

My body is spiritual substance and cannot 
be limited by anything that irritates, for it is 
the dwelling place of Spirit and knows only 
harmony, peace, smoothness and fineness. I 
now direct the Law of Mind to manifest in 
my mental state, in my body, the eternal 
perfection of Spirit.

LIFE IN THE WORLD UNSEEN

INTRODUCTION

It may be true that the first step of the soul’s 
long journey of self-unfoldment . . self-ful­
fillment . . self-realization . . return to the 
Source, the God-head, is taken by many only 
because of the need for reassurance and com­
fort when losing a loved one; it may also be 
done out of the desperate need to communi­
cate with a Higher Power for strength and 
guidance when the trials of Earth life seem 

26 more than they can understand or bear. What­

ever the reason for that first step, one more 
soul is started back on the Path . . gets “back 
on the beam” of walking in the Light.

Once we can accept the truth that we are 
eternal beings, that our eternal life manifests 
in different planes or states of consciousness
— whether it be on Earth or in other realms
— be it in many forms, whether a physical, 
astral, mental, emotional, causal, or spiritual 
body — we are free from the deception of 
appearances and from the bondages and 
attachments of life, wherever we are in con­
sciousness.

He learned also that it was his spiritual worth 
that really counted and the spiritual service he 
rendered to his fellow man. He himself had 
been a “sensitive” during his Earth life, and 
was well aware of the interpenetration of the 
two worlds. He knew also that his occult ex­
periences were but the extension of natural 
laws. However, the teachings of the church 
had too great a hold on him, and he felt that 
the intrusion of psychic faculties into his 
priestly life had no value for him. He there­
fore went along with the church’s unrelenting, 
unequivocal, narrow view that ‘such things 
have their origin in the devil.’ He even went 
so far as to incorporate many of his psychic 
experiences in books, giving them a twisted, 
distorted orthodox religious flavor. He had 



no intention of writing about what he knew 
to be the truth. To have done so would have 
meant a complete upheaval in his life, a re­
nunciation of orthodoxy, much material 
sacrifice, his previous work branded as worth­
less, and he would have been regarded as a 
madman and a heretic. Upon arriving in the 
world of Spirit, however, Monsignor Benson 
realized he had let the greatest opportunity 
of his earthly life pass him by.

Five years before his passing he had known
Anthony Borgia, also a sensitive. He there­
fore determined that he would try — through 
communications with him — to set things 
right by describing important and interesting 
facts and facets of Spirit life that others might 
benefit from the knowledge he had withheld 
of it during his Earth life.

In issues to come we shall learn what befell 
this soul when he ceased to be an inhabitant 
of the Earth and passed into the great world 
of Spirit. The details of this account — based 
on communications to Anthony Borgia — re­
sulted in the book, Life in the World Unseen* 
Having been out of print for the past several 
years, its present reprinting gives the reader 
a vivid and picturesque picture of life in the 
spiritual spheres by one who delights in being 
able to return to Earth and express himself in 
a natural, normal and pleasant manner, as 
one who ‘being dead (as many would regard 
him), yet speaketh.’

but always reverently to comprehend, to be 
compassionate, and to help.”

“It is not easy for you to forget yourself en­
tirely, to yield yourself without reservation to 
the service of the world; yet that is what is 
required of us — that we should live only to 
be a blessing to others, and to do the work 
which is given us to do. Whatever good begin­
ning you have made in the process of self­
development, much yet remains to be done. 
Repress even the slightest shade of irritability, 
and be ready always to receive advice and in­
struction; cultivate humility and self-sacrifice, 
and fill yourself with a fervid enthusiasm for 
service. So shall you be a fitting instrument 
in the Hand of the Great Master, a soldier in 
the army of those who save the world.”

Each student is urged to lay aside the com­
plexities of modem civilization and come into 
a world of thought in which life is simple and 
one-pointed, where right and wrong are once 
more clearly defined, the issues straight and 
intelligible, and where that very simplicity of 
living makes higher progress attainable to 
him. We have made our life an entanglement 
and an uncertainty, a mass of confusion, a 
storm of cross-currents in which the weak 
fail and sink. As pupils of the Great Master, 
we must be strong and sane, and taking our 
life in our own hands, remold it to one of 
divine simplicity. If we can cultivate the habit 
of taking the right point of view, acting for the 
right reasons, being in the right attitude, 
steadily we will draw nearer and nearer to 
the ideals of the Masters who would help us 
reach perfection.
