WHAT DOES TO YOU?

PART I

HAVE YOU EVER wondered who you
are? Have you ever wondered why you are
a somebody and your neighbor is a nobody,
or vice versa? Or why you are a master and
he is a slave? . . Why he is happy and you
are not?

Your state of health, your wealth, your
environment, all the circumstances and prob-
lems in your life are the result of your
thoughts and actions over a period of time
much greater than just one earthly lifetime.
You are responsible for them (whether you
realize it or not) . . you. and only you. You
are your own witness, your own judge, your
own jury, and your own executioner. Are
you not, then, your own father whose
sins have been visited upon yourself, the
child?

Since your thoughts and actions in the
past have created the place in which you
find yourself today, it then follows that what
you are doing today is creating the circum-
stances for your tomorrow, as well as your
next incarnation.

Incarnation means embodiment in human
form . . to clothe with flesh. A single span
of life is one incarnation. Reincarnation is
reembodiment in a physical form . . being
bom in a new bodily form, the reembodiment
of Life throughout eternity. Eternity, mean-
ing forever, denotes existence before an
earthly life and after earthly death. If Life
is eternal, then, it must exist in a conscious
form.

Karma — a word often used in connection
with reincarnation — refers simply to the
law of cause and effect. Every cause pro-
duces an effect; every action a reaction.
Karma is the result of an action.

Your response to Karma, which is the re-
sult of your thoughts and actions, creates
another action. This in turn causes another
reaction. This is Universal Law.

When you begin to analyze your thoughts
and actions, and their results in your life,
you will find the reasons as to why your life
is like it is.

Suppose you desire to become a concert
violinist and play in a great orchestra. Your
thoughts are scattered over many things,
however, thus you fail to practice as you
should. When the day comes for the audi-
tion, you find you are not ready. Is this failure
your punishment, or is it the result of your
own lack of action?

You learn that you are not punished for
your sins of omission and commission.
Rather you reap the results of them. This
is Karma.

Throughout time man has been wonderful,
warm, loving, kind and considerate. He also
has been brutal, dishonest, and depraved.
Many of the cruelties he committed in
thought and deed were so great that the re-
sults of them extended over several lifetimes.
The atrocities of war and conquest, the emo-
tions of hate and greed, vengeance and lust,
set in motion a chain of reactions that might
take many lifetimes to dissolve.

Is it not possible that many people born in
deformed bodies, or in environments of filth,
poverty and oppression, are the same people
who, in another embodiment, created these
conditions for themselves by forcing the
same conditions on others? Often in a cycle
of life where a man earned a place of
authority, the temptations to abuse this
authority caused him to be unfair and unjust,
thereby creating conditions that he would
have to meet at a later time. One injustice
created another injustice, until finally he
learned that justice also begets justice.

A study of this law of sowing and reaping
shows us that deeds done are seeds sown in

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MUHAMMAD

the great Arabian medium

As it has been with every great religion,
its founder and guiding light has been a soul
inspired with the Holy Spirit, one whose
direct contact with the Heaven realms
brought forth new revelations of Truth to
his fellow men. These were some of the
greatest mediums who ever lived, yet his-
tory seldom records this as fact . . the fact
of their oneness with Spirit and indisputable
immortality.

MUHAMMAD, the prophet of the Arabs,
was a great medium. Bom in Mecca in 571
A.D., he was known for his good character
since boyhood, and was called The Honest.
At forty years of age his mediumship entered
a phase when he was called to be a messenger
of God and received a revelation. His people
then accused him of magic and lies, and tried
to assassinate him, as often happens with
mediums. His biography shows that he actual-
ly demonstrated many facets of mediumship,
of which it is possible to describe only a few
here.

Trance

Muhammad was inspired to sit alone for
spiritual development in a cave called “Hiraa"
some miles from Mecca, until one day he had
a strange experience. He found that he went
into trance and spoke with the angel Gab-
riel, who became his guide afterwards. Ac-
cording to the wording describing the oc-
currence, it is written: “An angel descended
... he caught me in a coma until | was ex-
hausted . . . and asked me to recite, saying.

Recite in the name of the Lord'.. etc.”

The symptoms of trance can be traced
in some phrases of the Koran which show
how he suffered from the cold afterwards:
“O thou enveloped in thy cloak, Arise and

warn." When he was asked how the reve-
lation came to him, he said: “In my ears there
would be a noise like the ringing of a bell

7 or “l heard hissing like the buzzing of
bees ..."

Another description comes from one of his
friends: “"When the revelation descended
upon him he would be gripped by a feeling
of pain similar to that of severe fever, and
one could see great pearls of sweat . . .”

Trance mediumship, of course, has been
known for centuries. We find nowadays that
the symptoms of trance mediums do not really
differ from Muhammad's. For example, here
is a description given of Ursula Roberts,
well-known English medium: “Then the
medium would endeavor — with deep sighing
breaths and sometimes with groans of pain
— to reanimate the body, which was often
icy cold and exhausted."

It is known that the symptoms of trance
also resemble those of epilepsy. The wrong
opinion has been presented by some mate-
rialistic writers suggesting that Muhammad
had epilepsy. However, epilepsy is some-
thing that leads a person to degeneration,
either physically or mentally, and we do not
trace any signs of this in Muhammad's
life. On the contrary, he was in full posses-
sion of his faculties to the very end of his
departure from his earthly life. The same
accusation was directed to Socrates, who
used to go into deep meditation and speak
about an unseen personality. The messages
uttered by Muhammad during trance were
of an even higher standard than his, either
in language or meaning. Bear in mind also
that he was illiterate, and that the messages
even contained things that were against
himself . . proof that he was just an in-

strument, and that the messages were im-

SOMETHING IS UPI

In the February Newsletter sent to inter-
ested friends, Mrs. Dorothy W. Davis, au-
thor of "Robin’s Return,” an earlier Chimes
series of articles concerning life after death
for a Vietnam Air Force pilot, describes her
visit with Sir Anthony Brooke of the Uni-
versal Link, St. Annes, England when he was
here on a trip last spring.

“He reported to us about his investigations
during his world travels” . . telling us that
“everywhere he went there were reports of
important events in 1967 . . that there is to
be a tremendous manifestation of some kind
this year. Whether it is to be on the spiri-
tual level or physical level - or both - no one
seems to know. |, personally, feel that it isn't
so important what happens as our prepared-
ness for it! We all realize that the world is
in a most troubled and chaotic condition,"
writes Mrs. Davis, “and it behooves us in-
dividually to set our house in order, to be
prepared for whatever lies ahead."”

WHAT PRICE OUR DELIGHTS

Perhaps not at all far-fetched to us now is
a prophecy made by C. J. Van Vliet in his
book, The Coiled 8erpent detailing what
is bound to result from man’s determination
to live ever more closely to the sensual side
of his nature. "The very existence of civili-
zation and of the race is endangered by ad-
herence to the illusory senses and by a denial
of the sublimer elements of life. Man’s sal-
vation, even physically, depends upon an
emergence from the hypnotic spell of the
senses. Every one is free to choose between
the petty pastimes of the senses and the grad-
ual development of superhuman power. But
whatever choice is made by individual or
race, the laws of nature remain immutable.
The sensual side of human nature . . must be
brought into complete subordination to the
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spiritual.” Souls who refuse to follow this
decree, it is prophesied, are threatened with
removal from the evolutionary system. Per-
sisting, they are likely to perish as indi-
vidualized souls, even as nations and races
which have clashed with spiritual progress
by clinging to matter and to the senses have
perished in the past.

MIRACLES OF PRODUCTION

Not only will the genius of man's mind
create limitless employment because of new
inventions and services in the not too distant
future, predicts Gordon Collier in his book,
Will You Be Alive in ¥975? but starvation
will be no more because of the miracles of
production he will achieve with such things
as photo-electric cells and computers that
operate machinery - in fact, entire factories -
the use of trace minerals to grow plants
twenty times as rapidly - with greater food
value - than in the past, with heavy farm la-
bor virtually being eliminated to be sup-
planted by the creative production of new
values in foods and new kinds of materials.

One interesting development Collier en-
visions is the growing of meats in large vats.
Citing Dr. Alexis Carrel's experiment of keep-
ing a tiny bit of heart muscle in a continuous
state of growth for twenty-eight years, for
comparison purposes. Collier states that if
it were still kept growing (rather than dis-
continued with the experiment in 1933),
enough heart meat would have been grown to
cover 14,000 acres of land an inch thick . .
enough for inch-thick steaks for nearly nine
billion, eight hundred million people. It is
his contention that any kind of meat can be
grown in vats, any quality, any texture, any
flavor, for any taste desired .. probably much
cheaper than is now being done.

IT IS SOMEWHAT ironical that man's
very self — his true nature — has become
a secret in these days.

Man walks along the dusty roads of life
like that seeker of old who spent the years
wandering through foreign lands in quest
of a rare treasure of which he had heard,
whilst all the time he himself was being
sought for as the heir to a great fortune.

We of this century have little confidence
in abstract propositions. We are always
dubious about thoughts which carry us away
from the concrete world, and distrust theo-
retical systems which take their start out of
the air.

Is there, then, any practical specific
method for attaining that elusive self-knowl-
edge so highly prized?

Yes, there is a way of investigation
which, if carried to a successful issue, can
answer all the questions of a perplexed
mind and heart. It is called the practice
of mental quiet.

The sovereignty of nature has been allot-
ted to the silent forces. The moon makes
not the faintest echo of a noise, yet it
draws millions of tons of tidal waters to and
fro at its bidding. We do not hear the sun
rise nor the planets set. So, too, the dawn-
ing of the greatest moment in a man's life
comes quietly, with none to herald it to
the world. In that stillness alone is born
the knowledge of the High Self. Only in deep
silence may we hear the voice of the soul.
Life teaches us silently while men utter their
instruction in loud voices . . but the treasure-
trove of the real self is within us which
can be extracted only when the mind
is still.

Words hint at this Reality, but they do
not, cannot, explain it. Truth is a state
of being, not a set of words. The cleverest
argument is no substitute for personal

realization. We must experiment if we are
to experience. The word "God” is mean-
ingless to us unless we can contact the Ab-
solute ourselves.

A little practice goes a long way. A
score of lectures will not make plain to the
skeptical senses, a hundred books cannot
reveal to the inner sight what is discovered
by those who faithfully and resolutely at-
tempt to turn within to find it.

God is His own best interpreter. Find the
God in your own heart and you will under-
stand by direct intuition what all the great
teachers, real mystics, true philosophers and
inspired men have been trying to tell you by
the tortuous method of using words.

Take a little time out of your leisure to
shut out the tumultuous distractions of the
world and enter into a short seclusion; then
listen with patience and attention to the
reports of your own mind. Repeat this prac-
tice every day, and one day that proof
suddenly will visit your solitude. With it
will come a glorious freedom, when the bur-
dens of man-made theologies and man-made
skepticisms will go out of you. Learn to touch
your High Self and never again will you be
drawn into futile theological arguments
and intellectual debates. You will settle any
such questions for yourself independ-
ently of what any book may say about it
— no matter how sacred or authoritative
it may be.

Like most things that are worthwhile,
the results of the practice of mental quiet,
or meditation, are not arrived at except
with labor and difficulty, but to those who
do practice sincerely, they shall surely be
reached. We begin by fitful experiment, and
we end by divine experience.

Meditation is almost a lost art in the West.

ITS ALL IN YOUR MIND

THE POWER OF THE SUBCONSCIOUS MIND

“ITS ALL IN YOUR MIND.” is literally
a true phrase. Everything in our outer cir-
cumstances can be traced to have had its
origin in our mind. We control ourselves and
our world by controlling our minds.

The key to this control is simple enough.
It is all a matter of what thoughts you admit
into your mind. You can make your mind a
cesspool or a cathedral. It all depends on
YOU. You .. and you alone . . must choose
what you think about at any given moment,
and you can think only one thought at
a time. It is your conscious mind that
selects these thoughts; it is your subcon-
scious mind, however, that responds to sug-
gestion.

We are making suggestions constantly to
the subconscious mind by our thoughts, feel-
ings. and actions, therefore we can expect
that whatever we feed it is just what it will
give back to us. If you make it a habit to
dwell on those things you know are of a con-
structive nature — having nothing to do with
the cheap, shoddy and sensational, or with
violence, gossip and criticism, it is very
easy to predetermine what your life's expe-
riences will be.

Think of your subconscious as a great
meat-grinder. When you feed good round
steak into it, good ground round steak comes
out. If you put in cheaper chuck and scraps,
you get back ordinary hamburger. If you put
in sawdust, sawdust comes out. There is no
escaping the mathematical certainty that we
only get out of our deeper mind what we
put into it. Just as we cannot expect ground
round from sawdust in the meat-grinder, we
cannot expect constructive experiences from
inferior mental and emotional ingredients.

Do not be discouraged if the old patterns
and experiences continue for a while though.
Stick to the constructive approach, how-
ever, and your life w<7/ change. What goes
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in must come out. Just be concerned about
what you admit into your mind, then every-
thing else will take care of itself.

All this so far has been about condition-
ing your mind to the constructive approach.
Considerable reconditioning may be neces-
sary before this can be fully accomplished,
however. This entails self-examination and
personal inventory to see what negative hab-
its, ideas, attitudes, responses and reactions
need to be changed. Not only does the
subconscious respond to suggestion, but it
never fails to obey any order given to it
clearly and emphatically, and it continues
to respond to a suggestion once given until
that suggestion is removed or replaced. This
means that we have considerable excavation
and repair work that must be cared for.
Without delay, then, it certainly behooves
us to get started on a program of self-repair
and self-discipline. Remember, YOU
ALONE are responsible for the contents of
your own mind — conscious or subconscious.

Here is an affirmation that can help you
to focus your attention on those things that
break the bondages of past limitations:

Everything unlike the nature of good is
removed from my inner mind. | cleanse my
consciousness of everything other than con-
structive thoughts, attitudes, ideas, habits
and feelings. | break up old patterns and
make way for new and affirmative thoughts
and ideas.

WHAT IS RESEARCH DIGGING UP?

Some interesting remarks and conclusions
can come out of conventions reporting on
ESP developments. Just to prove it, here
are a few translated from Proceedings of
the Parapsychological Association:

» One of the most misleading notions about
parapsychology is that, among other things,
it leads the critic to require a demonstra-
tion on demand before he takes the phenom-
ena seriously. — J. B. Rhine
* Where experimental subjects have been
asked to state the characteristics of “self
and “ideal self,” it was found that the low-
er the disparity, the higher the ESP.
— R. Stanford
e In a precognition experiment in which
the results of boys and girls were compared,
it was found that a teacher’s preference for
one sex over the other can bring about sig-
nificantly different results.
—Dr. J. Freeman
e Using psychokinetic treatment to affect
bottles of saline solution to be used to test
the germination results of seeds, where two
of three persons experimenting were patients
in a psychiatric institution, and the
third was a normal person, the taller seed-
ling was produced by the normal person.
—B. Grad
e In a survey of work with outstanding ESP
subjects, it was found that most of them had
been discovered when tested in their own
environment, rather than in that of the ex-
perimenter. —Dr. J. G. Pratt
e In ESP tests of performing musicians, re-
sults were considerably improved after a
good performance, and significantly nega-
tive after a poor concert.  —D. J. Sternbach
e Though the process of creativity and the
psychic remain largely unknown, expres-
sion is a common characteristic. The need
in ESP usually is the “need to communicate.”
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—Margaret Anderson

PSYCHIC RESEARCH AND FRAUD

“These controversies will inevitably con-
tinue unless research into ESP reaches a
stage at which the conditions for success
are better understood and reproducible. So-
called fraud-proof demonstrations have
hardly any place in scientific method or in
the advancement of knowledge by fresh dis-
covery. They scarcely repay the effort put
into them, for the human ingenuity that de-
vises the precautions can also think of ways
to circumvent them. The dnly real check on
fraudulent investigators is the progress which
follows a genuine discovery,” according to
D. J. West in Psychical Research Today.

LSD FOR RESEARCH

Asked what his feeling was about the use
of LSD for research purposes. Prof. Gard-
ner Murphy, President of the American So-
ciety for Psychical Research, writing in its
Journal states if administered under very
strict medical supervision — watching the
person for a whole month before taking the
drug, then a year or more afterwards — its
value can be compared with other heroic
measures. The gain from this is likely to be
great enough, he feels, to warrant the risk,
IF risks are very carefully assessed and proper
supervision is maintained.

Because parapsychologists have a difficult
time finding good subjects for experimental
work in the first place, it is understandable
why Dr. J. G. Pratt of the University of
Virginia states he is hopeful new findings
will throw some light on "the baffling and
embarrassing question of why star ESP sub-
jects seem to ‘lose’ their ability.”

SINCE the publication of my book A Gift
of Prophecy, many have asked me why Jeane
Dixon should have a highly developed gift
for foreseeing the future, when others do not.
Some have doubted that Arthur Ford and
other mediums are able to make contact with
those on the "other side,” since they them-
selves have not done so.

To ask this is as logical as to ask why all
of us cannot compose classical music like
Beethoven and Mozart, paint masterpieces
like Michaelangelo and Da Vinci, or probe
the fourth dimension like an Einstein.

It is well to ex-
perience same, but in those manners, in those
ways that are in keeping with Him who is
thy ideal. Not, then by the communion only
with discamate entities, or souls, but rather
with that direction which comes from within
... Thy body is indeed the temple of the
living God. There He has promised to meet
thee, to commune with thee. There is the
psychic development, the psychic phenom-
ena that ye seek! The Book of Books is
the greater source of psychic experiences
of individuals, and as to what they did about
such, even from Adam to John, or from
Genesis to Revelation. These are the living

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DONALD CAMPBELL S PSYCHIC STORY

PSYCHIC EXPERIENCES

IT IS TYPICAL of the general run of
American and English publications that at
the time of the sudden violent passing of
famed land and water racing champion,
Donald Campbell, only his superficial in-
terest in the unseen worlds - the psychic - was
ever mentioned, and even that was presented
as a superstition.

On many occasions, Donald Campbell’s
long and sincere interest in the life beyond
death was described in the English Psychic
News, as well as that of his father and mother,
Sir Malcolm and Lady Campbell, including
details of numerous seances and the names
of the mediums. His wife, Tonia Bern, Bel-
gian-bom singer, a Roman Catholic, was
deeply intuitive and did not find Spirit com-
munication at all strange, having spoken
at the time of their marriage in 1959 of re-
ceiving guidance from her “dead” brother.
Both Tonia and Donald had received strong
premonitions that his try to break the speed
record with a new jet engine on Lake Con-
iston in January would be his last, ending
in disaster.

On other occasions, however, Donald
stated many times before and after his
runs he KNEW he would come through
safely because of Spirit Guidance and
protection. Publicly he credited the mani-
festation of his father’s spirit with saving
his life in more than one emergency while
racing the “Bluebird" in speed attempts,
when he had seen, heard and felt the presence
of his “dead father.”

nal existence clings to our minds as a leech
clings to human flesh. Dozens of good ex-
cuses come to mind against starting this
practice or against continuing it after it
has been started. The “personality” of us
finds it dull, empty, or too much of a strain.
The initial battle of overcoming the brain's
unwillingness to come to rest is perhaps the
hardest, but it must be fought.

Ironic, isn’t it, that however much we may
resist this divine call during the day,
we are unable to resist returning to the in-
ner self during deep dreamless sleep. Then
we are captured by the soul; then we enjoy
rest in our own nature . . even if uncon-
sciously. Yet most of us give no thought to
our inner life, or we try to persuade our-
selves either that we do not have a half-
hour to spend sitting by the well of Truth,
or that a moment of mental quiet is looked
upon as a moment wasted.

along that ray seeing happenings in reverse
order, just as in a moving picture running
backward. While light records are not the
same as Akashic Records, here one can see
the exemplification of that old occult axi-
om . . “as above, so below; as below, so
above."”

THE MASTERS AND THE PATH

WHAT IS IT like to be accepted as a pupil
of a Master once the probationary period
has been passed?

Observing the actual ceremony - or phy-
sical process - C. W. Leadbeater describes
one such occasion he witnessed in The Mas-
ters and the Path. *

“If one observes this ceremony with the
sight of the causal body, one sees the Mas-
ter as a glorious globe of living fire, con-
taining a number of concentric shells of color.
His physical body and its counter-parts on
other planes being in the center of the glow-
ing mass, which extends to a radius of many
hundreds of yards.

“In approaching the physical body of the
Master, the pupil advances into that glow-
ing globe of finer material, and when he
finally reaches the feet of his Master he is
already in the heart of that splendid sphere;
then when the Master embraces the neo-
phyte, as described above, and expands Him-
self to include the aura of the pupil,
it is really the central heart of fire which
so expands and includes him, for all through
the ceremony of acceptance he is already
far within the outer ring of that mighty aura.
Thus for a few moments the two are one,
and not only does the Master's aura affect
that of the pupil, but any special charac-
teristics attained by the latter act upon the
corresponding centers of the Master's aura,
and that flashes out in response.

“The inexpressible union of the pupil with
the Master which begins during the cere-
mony of acceptance is a permanent thing,
and after that — though the pupil may be

far distant from the Master on the physical
plane — his higher vehicles are vibrating in
common with those of his teacher. He is
all the time being tuned up, and thus grow-
ing gradually more and more like his Mas-
ter . . however remote the resemblance may
have been in the beginning; thus he becomes
of great service in the world as an open chan-
nel by means of which the Master's force may
be distributed on the lower planes.”

This tuning-up, according to Leadbeater,
continues throughout the pupil's period of
discipleship, gradually becoming raised.
Throughout the process, however, the Mas-
ter is not giving His full attention to each
individual pupil, but is working upon thou-
sands of people simultaneously — all the
time doing much higher work as well — play-
ing, as it were, a great game of chess with
the nations of the world, with all the
different kinds of powers, of angels and men,
as pieces on the board. Yet the effect is as
though He were watching the one pupil and
no one else, for the attention He can
give to one among hundreds is greater than
ours when we concentrate it entirely
on one. Older pupils often assist Him in at-
tuning the lower vehicles, though He con-
stantly allows a flow between His vehicles
and those of His pupils. The accepted
pupil thus becomes an outpost of the Mas-
ter's consciousness, an extension of Him,
as it were. The Adept sees, hears and feels
through him, so that whatever is done in
his presence is done in the Master's
presence.

AN INTELLECTUAL person — whether
here or *“over there” — is not necessarily
conscious in the full meaning of the word.
Consciousness expands like the horizon of
the observer as he mounts further and fur-
ther from the ground. It works by stages

. each new stage synthesizing the others
into a superior state — which is the key to
the one that preceded it — until we attain
the First Cause.

It would be foolhardy, then, to expect
one and the same instruction to be given
to everybody.

with the higher worlds occurs without any
special preparation. The mere sending of
our thoughts in this direction places the con-
sciousness within the magnetic aura of the
corresponding dimension.

The answers or instructions we receive
from this source are not dogmatic revela-
tions, and there is nothing supernatural or
sensational about them. As in any other study,
however, surprises and unexpected view-
points do crop up, and new ideas often seem
to destroy those that had gone before.

"THIS QUESTION can be answered either
in the negative or in the affirmative,” re-
plies Dr. Frederick W. Bailes.

one period of time which may not ripen for
harvest until a much later time. Although
memory of the original deed is gone, the
results of it are still to be reckoned with.

To remember all past experiences or exis-
tences, of course, would be more than mor-
tal mind could bear. It is hard enough to
be confronted with misdeeds of this life-
time, let alone have to confront those of
past existences. Man tends to erase errors
from his conscious mind rather than to face
them. Usually he tries to find a whipping
boy by blaming his parents, his friends, the
government, etc., but in the final analysis
he must face them all by himself.

The Law, according to the Old Testament,
was ‘an eye for an eye . . * The Christian era.
however, taught people to change the format
to ‘love for love, happiness for happiness,
brotherhood for brotherhood," and that the
Law is impartial.

KEEPING UP WITH THE RHINES

American parapsychology's most respected team of
scholarly researchers in extrasensory perception

PARAPSYCHOLOGY, extrasensory per-
ception (ESP), “psi” (for psychical) phe-
nomena are all terms used to describe that
group of unexplainable happenings ranging
all the way from hunches and premonitions to
contact with the world of Spirit, and much
more.

For over forty years, Dr. Joseph Banks
Rhine and his wife and long-time co-work-
er, Dr. Louisa E. Rhine, have been work-
ing diligently to bring scientific order and
standing to the study of this new science.
Because of their long fight to make ESP a
respected and respectable subject for discus-
sion within the academic community, more
than anyone of our day, the Rhines can be
credited with accomplishing this amazing
feat.

Prior to their establishment of the Para-
psychology Laboratory at Duke University,
then their move to formulate and direct the
new Foundation for Research on the Nature
of Man, to most orthodox scientists anything
relating to subjects in this field was consid-
ered “crackpot stuff” not to be touched
with a ten-foot pole. In just a few years, how-
ever, the entire picture has changed to the
point where major universities in most of the
civilized world have departments devoted to
the study of parapsychology, in addition to
which certain of its phases have become
the object of much experimentation and

posed on him from another mind. It should
be mentioned also that these messages were
recorded in his memory and that after
awaking he could recite them to his followers,
who then learned them by heart. Later on a
scribe was with him prepared for writing the
messages down on the spot.

In succeeding issues we shall learn how
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study by the governments of several major
world powers. Most of the experiments by
Rhine and his staff have been conducted
in four areas: Telepathy - the ability to be
aware of another's thoughts. Clairvoyance -
the ability to “see" mentally an event or thing
without being near to it physically. Precogni-
tion.- the ability to be aware of an event that
has not yet happened. Psychokinesis (PK) -
the ability to influence physical objects with
thought.

Dr. Louisa E. Rhine has been particular-
ly interested in turning up authenticated ac-
counts of extrasensory experiences with im-
portant characteristics ¢ and in the words of
the people to whom they happened - analyz-
ing their various aspects. In her book, Hid-
den Channels of the Mind. * she makes a ma-
jor contribution to the study of ESP with her
thought provoking, easily read treatment of
just about every subject one could discuss.

While some ESP researchers object to the
statistical approach used by the Rhines, feel-
ing that it stifles some of the best results,
it did lead to the controlled studies needed.
Although much of this information is too
dry and technical for the average person to
understand, in two-syllable words here we
shall try to keep abreast of Rhine’s world of
ESP.

THE SUBSTITUTION of all-at-onceness
for one-thing-at-a-timeness brought on by
this electronic age with its dramatic social
changes has even stimulated new methods
of artistic creation, according to a feature
in the graphic design magazine, Print. As a
recent Life magazine article also pointed
out, though it may not yet be widely recog-
nized, psychedelic or LSD art may prove to
be the most important art movement since
abstract expressionism.

Exploring the mind — exploding it — with
mind-expanding drugs like LSD is now in-
fluencing all forms of entertainment, adver-
tising, printing, music and art. People from
all strata of society — particularly the young
— strongly feel the need to revitalize creative
thinking, to expand the mind, in order to keep
up with present day scientific advances and,
in order to find the answers that outmoded
theories and systems of previous generations
fail to provide.

It may well be that Timothy Leary and his
League for Spiritual Discovery are not pro-
viding all the answers this confused and de-
spairing generation seeks. However, one thing
his new, forbidden religion does teach: THE
KINGDOM OF HEAVEN IS WITHIN YOU.
Changing the sacrament from psychedelic
wine to the psychedelic drug, LSD, it has
grown faster than Early Christianity.. accord-
ing to Life magazine, millions within the
last year.

According to Leary, the gospel he preach-
es is not one of drugs, but of self-awareness.
He describes LSD as the key to opening up
the realities, of . . TURNING ON to the
ancient wisdom of divinity within . . TUN-
ING IN to a revelation of beauty and har-
mony .. and of DROPPING OUT from mean-
ingless, egocentric or anxiety-motivated
behavior. He foresees terror and confusion
if one is unprepared for his sacrament.

THE PSYCHEDELIC INVASION

He therefore recommends a contemplative
state, a state of grace, and a confessional
experience prior to the use of LSD in order
to review all “selfish hang-ups.” “The first
time | turned on,” he states, "I knew it was
inevitable. | knew it was the beginning of a
new religion.”

“The doorway to consciousness expansion
is through the senses,” he maintains, add-
ing that “it is a discipline to learn how to
use the nervous system.” His 65 room retreat
in Millbrook, New Jersey, surrounded by
rolling hills, trees, brooks, and fresh air, is
in an atmosphere he feels conducive to train-
ing needed to develop a spiritual life.

Whatever you call it . . whatever its at-
traction .. wherever you find it. . the “heady
wine of LSD” certainly is gaining in popular
use, regardless of legal prohibitions .
particularly with the younger generation,
America’s future leaders. Leary claims: “LSD
is experiencing its greatest growth in the
finest universities. In twenty years, half the
Supreme Court will be using psychedelic
chemicals.”

Out of all its tortuous seeking, however,
we know that the new spiritual insights de-
manded by this generation can lead only to
greater good - awareness of God.

The Virginian-Pilot, Norfolk. Va.
April 26, 1966 - Washington

“Most people get a charge out of their
bathrooms. It is a negative charge. The very
fact that it is negative is a positive thing.

“And so it went, as British-born E. T. Pierce
discussed ‘atmospheric electricity in a typical
American bathroom.’

Running,
splashing, tumbling, flowing water produces
a negative charge, more so from cold water
than hot; even more so with water flowing
into a bathtub than a washbasin; and most
so when the shower is used.

“ “There is much evidence,” said Pierce,
‘that a negative space charge in an atmo-
sphere promotes a feeling of well-being. It
would be amusing if the bracing effect of a
shower bore more relation to its charge-
generating capacity than to its body-cleans-
ing function.”

BEFORE PASSING to Spirit, Monsignor
Robert Hugh Benson had been a highly re-
vered leader in the Church of England, as
well as son of the Archbishop of Canterbury.

nor did they try to hinder me. Turning, |
beheld what had taken place. / saw my
physical body lying lifeless upon its bed.
but here was I, the real 1, alive and well."
