= Considering the new book out about Ted Serios,
thought you might like to know that spirit or psychic
pictures can be produced on material other than photo-
graphic film. In fact, a fluorescent picture can be
produced similar to that of a TV picture.

To achieve this, a flat panel about two feet square
is made either of, or coated with, a substance that or-
dinarily would fluoresce only under ultra violet light.
This panel then is put in a room that is almost com-
pletely darkened.

A deeply hypnotized subject (in a state of deep
trance) is told that on the panel he will see fluoresce
a spirit or psychic picture. He is also told that at first
the picture will be visible only to his supersensitized
eyes, but that as he practices watching it, the glowing
picture gradually will become visible to the eyes of others.

At first the picture seen appears to be just an hal-
lucination, but gradually the surface begins to glow,
faintly at first, until finally it is as visible as a TV
lube. Unlike a TV picture, however, this spirit pic-
ture. or psychic picture, can be viewed only in a room
where it is almost completely darkened. If the lights
are turned on, the picture abruptly vanishes.

After producing such a picture on a flat surface,
one can cause a three dimensional image to form in-
side a transparent plastic cube (one foot or more square.
made of a fluorescent transparent plastic).

Unlike the pictures of Ted Serios, these pictures are
all sharp, and with much detail. Sincerely.

minds

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I KNOW of a man who can tune in to other people's minds.
This strange gift causes him. at times, to become aware of
incidents and situations in the lives of people who are com-
plete strangers to him.

He makes no claims to clairvoyance, simply saying that
when he describes the pictures he sees in his mind's eye,
people tell him these are experiences they have had; or he
learns at a later date they have come about.

This ability to catch glimpses of happenings in the lives
of others is, he believes, due to an overlap of personalities.
He ponders sometimes on where our thoughts come from, and
goes on to elaborate a theory of cosmic or universal conscious-
ness in which we are all immersed, and that we all have very
much more in common with each other than we realize.

The metaphor of the visible part of an iceberg represent-
ing the conscious mind, and the submerged pan representing
the unconscious mind, is helpful. The idea can be carried
forward if we regard our conscious minds as islands, remem-
bering that all islands rising from the bed of the ocean on
which they rest are made of the same rocks, sand and soil.

This picture of our individual personalities being joined
or linked in the mysterious depths of the unconscious — like
the separate islands being joined in the darkness of the ocean
depths — makes more explicable the mysterious communica-
tions which can take place between mind and mind. There
are many more people than is generally imagined who have
a faculty for gathering impressions from others. This ability
could be called by a variety of names, such as thought trans-
ference, ESP, or clairvoyance, but such names do not ex-
plain the phenomenon.

Over the years | have had the opportunity of checking the
validity of this phenomenon, which, for want of a better word.
I will call transference. Often while talking with those who
come to me for aid or advice, | am aware of pictures in my
mind's eye. A typical example of this happened in Africa
when a man consulted me about an inexplicable fear which
had overshadowed his life. While with him, in my mind's eye
| say an open window, and over the windowsill was slither-
ing a large green snake which, with its head raised, glided
smoothly and menacingly across the floor.

NO MORE GUESSWORK
NOW WE SEE

IT IS A TRAGEDY that in this enlightened
and scientific age. the findings of ESP and
psychical research are so little known and
little understood. The possibility of life after
death either is questionably accepted, or to-
tally rejected by most people. The actual
truth, however, lies somewhere between
these two extreme views.

Man always has wondered where he came
from and where he is going. In the past, how-
ever. the only answers available to him were
those of religious tradition or ignorant super-
stition. Today we can turn to scientific evi-
dence that provides a strong case for personal
survival after death.

By survival. | mean a conscious and con-
tinuous life for personality and memory, not
just an impersonal survival in our deeds or in
our children. This type of survival would
apply to all men. and is not dependent upon
any particular religion. Although morality
has nothing to do with survival as such, if
the next life is an extension of this one, the
quality of our next life naturally would de-
pend upon our character here.

Extrasensory perception (ESP) is a term
coined by Dr. J. B. Rhine, formerly of Duke
University, that includes the reception of in-
formation without using the five physical sen-
ses. The four main types with which ESP
deals are: telepathy, clairvoyance, precog-
nition. and psychokinesis. Telepathy is the
transfer of a thought directly from one mind
to another, without any sensory aid. Clair-
voyance is the mental vision of objects or ob-
jective events without the use of the physi-
cal sight. Precognition is an awareness of
future events, and psychokinesis is the mind
directly influencing the movement of mate-
rial objects. These four types of ESP are
actually used by all of us to some degree, but
are developed to a greater degree in certain
talented people called psychics, sensitives.

or mediums.

Dr. Rhine states in his book. The Reach of
the ®Mind: *“No other phenomena in all the
history of science has had so little recognition
for so much experimental research as extra-
sensory perception. It surprises every one to
discover how much evidence there is for ESP."

That ESP actually exists proves two things.
One. that there is a spiritual factor in man
that disproves the totally materialistic view
of man. And two. that man's mind can func-
tion independent of time and space, that death
is the end of the body in time and space, but
NOT of the mind.

Psychical research is the study of all types
of psychical phenomena, but especially of
the mental and physical variety produced by
mediums. It is not the display of strange or
unknown phenomena that is evidence of sur-
vival. but it is the purposeful, spontaneous
display of personality that occurs. Such
research in parapsychology now is considered
a bona fide science, supported by university
research centers and psychical research so-
cieties in just about every civilized country
of the world, including Russia and the Iron
Curtain countries . . with new findings com-
ing forth every day.

Let me tell you about a few psychic occur-
rences of survival that have been reported.
Eric J. Dingwall, the writer, states:

“An American traveling salesman, while
making out his orders and smoking a cigar,
saw the apparition of his dead sister. She
looked perfectly natural, except for a red
scratch on her right cheek. When he told his
mother about it, she nearly fainted, and ex-
plained that when preparing the girl's body
for burial, she had accidently made a scratch
on it, had at once covered it with powder.

This mental picture was a re-presentation
of a terrifying experience my patient had
undergone in childhood, and with the recall
the fear disappeared. It is not only graphic
images that are transferred from one mind to
another. Sometimes . . | temporarily expe-
rience another's physical symptoms, like a
headache, and | have even had difficulty in
breathing when with a sufferer from asthma.

These interchanges of thoughts and emo-
tions are not so mysterious as they might ap-
pear. In situations when tension is generated
by hate, jealousy or passion, we sometimes
say, “You could cut the atmosphere with a
knife." More dramatic examples are the
highly charged atmospheres which emotional-
ly engulf people at, for instance, football
games or in riots.

THERE ARE some very simple techniques
for becoming aware of the highest in ourselves

. many of them. They may be simple, but
often they are not easy. The reason for this
is that they involve thought control — of
which there are fewer things harder in this
world to do.

Paul Brunton, prolific writer on occult-
spiritual teachings, has a method for attain-
ing self-knowledge which he calls the Art of
Interrogative Self-Reflection. He does not
claim that it is the only or best path, but that
it is perhaps a quicker and safer one than
most. It is one well suited to the busy per-
son of this day and age — one that may be
practiced by any who care to ascertain the
truth about their own nature.

When

When you have awakened in the morning
and bathed, your first duty — and usually
the most neglected one — should be to
“plug in” to your true self. Yet most people
make it their first duty to think of their pre-
sent troubles, the work at hand, or the per-
sons they are soon to meet.

Jesus used the words “this day” in the
Lord’s Prayer, a significant indication that
He advised His followers to pray or meditate
in the morning. There are actually deep
psychological reasons for this counsel, as we
can set the keynote for the entire day’s activ-
ities by the attitude adopted during the first
hour after waking from sleep.

If we seek the kingdom within first thing
every mom, our work will not suffer and
our problems will not be neglected. Whether
we give five minutes or five hours to this
life-inspiring practice, it never fails to pro-
duce remarkable rewards.

If you are unable to mark off a small frag-
ment of your daily life in the morning, the
next best time is sunset, for then the mind is
able to return to its interior quiet better than

during the active daytime hours. There is
a mysterious quality about twilight time which
links it to the great spiritual currents that
Nature releases in regular rhythm.

If early evening is out of the question, then
an alternative time would be just before re-
tiring. Whatever you do, some time you must
steal from your schedule to detach yourself
for this higher purpose. This is the time when
you let go of worldly matters and other per-
sons — when you put them aside as though
they never even existed — when ideally you
try to rule your thoughts and feelings with
an inner peace and calmness.

The matter of practicing meditation ten
minutes to a half hour once or twice a day is
merely one of habit, which soon becomes an
integral part of one’s normal life. It will pro-
duce the most rewarding results by being
regular, rather than by fits and starts, because
it is something that gradually soaks in by re-
peated daily efforts. It must be done as regu-
larly as eating. You will find in time that it
becomes a looked-for joy, instead of a dis-
ciplinary duty, as it might seem, and you will
allow nothing to interfere with it.

What

Physical stillness is the first gateway to
mental stillness. A comfortable and conven-
ient body posture rests the mind and enables
one to begin the task of withdrawing within
oneself. Go to the same quiet spot or room
each day. occupy the same chair, or sit on
the same bed. Sit upright. Do not recline on
your back. Thus the body learns to respond
automatically until it becomes non-resistant
to the invading influence of the soul.

Choose a time when you will not be dis-
turbed. when the stomach and digestive or-
gans are at rest, when the body feels com-
fortable. and the weather is not stormy. If
possible, fill your chosen room with flowers,
or incense, if you like. Put only ennobling.
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inspiring pictures on the walls. Try to close
out as much noise as possible, making it a
place where telephones, animals, insects or
children are not likely to disturb your peace.

To get to know that truly wonderful Self
within you — the person you really are —
you must learn to retire into your mind as a
tortoise retires into his shell. Sounds simple,
doesn't it? All you have to do is practice
concentrating your thoughts on some subject
of your choice. Just try it!

Thought control is hard to attain. The brain
will rise in mutiny. Like the sea, the human
mind is ceaselessly active. It likes to rest
about as much as we like to hear the morning
alarm clock. Our thoughts haunt us, torment
us, and cling to us day and night. If we could
but learn the secret of their control and sup-
pression, we would then indeed know the
peace that passes understanding. Whenever
you think of going into mental rest, the senses
immediately begin to object, to cry out, to
try their utmost to keep you attached to the
material sphere: that is the true reason why
you might think you dislike meditation, or
at any rate shirk it when the time for it comes.
It is the senses that dislike it — not you.
Therefore, you must learn to rule them.

The mastery of mind is the mastery of self.
The power to hold on to a train of thought
with great tenacity and not let go is the power
to concentrate, and makes MEN. The masters
of thought are the true masters of men.

and had said nothing to anyone."”

Another interesting psychic occurrence is
the death bed vision, in which a dying per-
son claims to see dead relatives, and often
is given information unknown to anyone
else. These can be considered among the
strongest types of evidence for survival, since
they are first-hand personal experiences
of ordinary people who are not mediums,
and for them there is no motive for fraud in
the sobering experience of the death bed.

An example of a death bed vision — al-
though the patient later recovered — is taken
from the writings of Dr. Hornell Hart:

"George Kelley, M. D., had been pro-
nounced dead by his medical attendant. Sub-
sequently he recovered and related to his wife
the following experience: He went through a
momentary darkness, a void. Then he saw
his sister-in-law, who had preceded him
through the gates of death some years before.
Dr. Kelley then turned to his grieving wife
and tried to tell her that he was not dead.
but very much alive, more than he had ever
been during his Earth life. But she could not
hear him. He touched her, but she failed to
respond to his touch. He knew that she
thought he still occupied that inert body that
was lying on the bed.

"Then he felt a sudden swift movement
away from his physical body. He felt on the
verge of another existence — one entirely
different from that of Earth. He told his wife
later: ‘I was experiencing what is known as
death, but what in reality is a transition. |
realized that it is no longer a thing of fear.
The knowledge | gained at that time assured
me of the future life.” ”

< Are the people of this age more susceptible
to psychic influence than those of the pre-
ceding age?

What is considered among the most re-
markable psychic phenomena is the brief ma-
terialization — the walking and talking replica
— of someone who has passed to Spirit. It
seems to be somewhat rare, but it has been
demonstrated before groups of scientists un-
der fraud proof conditions. | have seen some
astounding demonstrations of this myself
where several of my relatives appeared for
brief visits. Scientists also have been able to
obtain perfect signatures and fingerprints of
so-called dead people through such materiali-
zations. As you know, courts of law require no
stronger proof of identity than an individual’s
signature or fingerprints. | often wonder if
what we call the dead walking and talking
among us does not convince us of a life after
death, what will?

Once accepting the possibility of life after
death, it is only normal, of course, to wonder
what survival could be like. From what we have
learned so far, it appears that it is only our
personality and memory that survive. But then
we are already familiar with a purely mental
form of existence without our bodies because
of our experience of dreaming. A vivid dream
in which everything seems as real as life to
your sight and touch, in which your friends
appear completely natural, one from which
you will never wake up, and you have the
best picture of survival that psychical re-
search can give.

As biology relates to medicine, so does ESP
relate to true religion, proving that there IS
a spiritual factor in man.

LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

TIME CLAIRVOYANCE

HAVING TAKEN a look at one of the
divisions of that fascinating phenomenon,
clairvoyance, that of past clairvoyance,
future-time clairvoyance is equally thought
provoking for it deals with the perception
of facts, events and happenings that are in
the future, that have not yet occurred.

The more experience the observ-
er has had, of course, the keener his faculty
of perception and power of deductive reason-
ing. and wider the range of power to predict
future results from present happenings.

A clairvoyant, of course, has easier access
to his subconscious mentality than has the
average person. The subconscious mind per-
ceives and notes many little things that the
conscious mind overlooks. Moreover, as all
students of the subconscious know, the sub-
conscious mental faculties have a very highly
developed power of reasoning deductively
from a given premise or fact. In fact, the
subconscious faculties are almost perfect
reasoning machines, providing they are sup-
plied with correct data in the first place.

THE MEANS of communicating with the
Invisible Life are actually fairly numerous.
They vary from the most elementary Spiritual-
istic phenomena to communion of the con-
sciousness with the higher worlds.

In all cases, thought is the tool used to do
this. A knowledge of its mechanism, then,
is indispensable for all psychical study. Yet
it is a little sad that this mechanism is so mis-
understood.

The effects of thought are as positive as
any material object, and its importance con-
tinues to grow with the development of one's
consciousness. The fruit of a long series
of evolutions extending over immense periods
of time, it is astonishing that nature managed
to endow the human being with so perfect a
power for his use.

It should be remembered that every time
one thinks, an energy roughly comparable to
electricity is brought into play. Its action
is even more intense when having its aim for
the common good.

Its negative aspect is accentuated every
time it descends to ideas of disorder, disor-
ganization, egotism and all images connected
with the lower, animal instincts.

THE BODY TELLS THE STORY

WHENEVER YOU SUFFER from anything
whatsoever, remember that it could have
been avoided.

Our suffering and pains are caused by our
wrong viewpoints toward things. The false
self throws up an imaginary picture of how it
insists things should be. Every time this
should clashes with what actually happens,
we react painfully. This pain appears when-
ever a desire for a particular happening
clashes with what actually happens. We want
someone to appreciate us. When he doesn't,
we are sad. We hope for the office promo-
tion. Someone else gets it and we fall into
gloom. We hope to keep a friend. He goes
away, leaving us with heartache.

The pain may be major or minor, noticeable
or subconscious, but your body tells you
about it just the same, for it always swells up
whenever a desire smashes against the wall
of reality.

HOW DOES PAIN CEASE? Not by avoid-
ing involvement with life, for this merely sets
up a hard wall of resistance — which causes
fear. Not by building lots of friendships so
that if one fails we have another. Such an
attempt to find security by attachment to
others only creates more insecurity. Vernon
Howard's entire book. The Mystic Path to
Cosmic Power answers this, but we will ex-
plore just a few of these questions.

Suffering is caused by an illusion. By liv-
ing from the illusory false self, we encounter
pain. When awareness of truth dissolves the
false self, who is there left to suffer? Do not
identify with anguish and pain, for YOU
are someone entirely different. See all nega-
tive feelings as pointless pain. This will aid
you to understand and remove them.

We need to learn so much more about our-
selves. We need a greater sense of aware-
ness. Even awareness that we are not getting
anywhere is actual progress. It means seeing

through our “pretentions” of progress. Regard
your distress from making mistakes as just a
lack of conscious knowledge of your true self.
Suffering actually is not your enemy, but a
guide to correction, like a temperature in
a hot room. A crisis of pain or suffering should
be valued (not consciously self-induced, of
course) — seen as an opportunity. And suf-
fering — when properly used — is the very
end of suffering, with anguish eliminating
its own cause.

AS A RESULT of mathematically irrefut-
able and painstakingly thorough research orig-
inating at the Parapsychology Laboratory at
Duke University by Drs. Joseph B. and Louisa
E. Rhine, not only do we have proof of the oc-
currence of what are called psychical or ex-
trasensory phenomena, but we now have
sound scientific groundwork for a concept
of a "new world of the mind.”

beings that forms the core of the interest
people have shown,” Dr. Rhine states . . .
the motivating interest being the same, he
feels, as that which activates the workers
themselves. It is in man's deepest or most
vital relations that the importance of know-
ing his own makeup is best realized, Dr. Rhine
has found to be true.

In The Reach ofthe ®ind Dr. Rhine sug-
gests that parapsychology is actually to reli-
gion what biology is to medicine, or physics is
to engineering. He warns, however, that it is
not to be expected that the established reli-
giousorganizationswill initiate such research.
It is a noteworthy fact, he points out. that
great religious advances have come as here-
sies. reformations, or schisms under the stress
of great need and of glaring inadequacy in
the existing situation. The experience para-
psychology has had — in seventy-five years
of research activity — is that no notice has
been taken of it by the official religious world.
As long as it seems to be successful in its
mission of saving the world, no change of
attitude or action can be expected. Only
if there should be a strong sense of the inade-
quacy of existing religious truth and the exis-
tence of a really critical state of affairs does
Dr. Rhine see any serious consideration being
given to investigating man's latent spiritual
powers. ®rder from the back page flap.

Muhammad — like Moses and Jesus — was
a soul inspired with the Holy Spirit, one whose
direct contact with the Heaven realms en-
abled him to bring forth new revelations of
Truth. He, too, was one of the greatest me-
diums who ever lived . . yet history seldom
records this as fact.

WE KNOW from the biography of Muham-
mad that he demonstrated many facets of me-
diumship. Trance mediumship was only one
of his many gifts . . one of Muhammad’s ear-
liest . . enabling him to bring forth messages
which later were written down forming the
basis of what was to become the Moslem re-
ligion.

Clairvoyance

Like Swedenborg who saw a fire roaring in
Stockholm. 325 miles from Gotenborg, Mu-
hammad also saw clairvoyantly the death of
the king of Ethiopia at a distance of 700
miles. At that very moment, he said to his
followers: "Pray for our brother,” knowing
that the king had been kind to Moslem refu-
gees. Yet it was many months later that they
received word verifying the king had died
on the same day as Muhammad's vision.

Clairaudience

Muhammad spent about three years hearing
the voice of Gabriel without seeing him.
Finally one day he introduced himself to Mu-
hammad. saying: “Muhammad, you are the
messenger of God. and | am Gabriel." From
then on their relationship became stronger,
and Muhammad heard him as he gave the
teachings of the Koran and answered his ques-
tions. He also heard many things clairaud-
iently relating to those who were his ene-
mies, surprising them and affording him much
protection.

Muhammad was used to healing by the lay-

always reported the coolness and natural per-
fume of his touch. He gave healing to many
of his people and often to his wife Aisha.

He was a great lover
of animals and birds, so he gave them spiri-
tual healing also. He himself reported that
he was once healed by two spirits (angels!

When the people of Muhammad sought
water and could not find it. he would often
bring forth a vessel, put his hand in it. utter
some words, and water would soon spout forth
from between his fingers .. enough to quench
the thirst of several hundred. He also blessed
food with a few words and soon there was
enough to feed a multitude. On the day of
his flight from Mecca, he and a friend hid in
a cave, and when the scouts of his enemies
came to its entrance they found there a nest
with two wild pigeons, some eggs and a spi-
der's web. So they left thinking the place
was deserted.

Spirit Communication

Muhammad believed in the after-life, as
can be seen from some of his sayings:

"Spirits are like ranked soldiers: those who
are similar get together, and those who are
different repel."

"When a person dies he is resurrected."”

"People are now sleeping; when they die
they awake."

When his baby died, Muhammad said to
his people that the baby would have a nurse
in Heaven. He said also that when a man dies
his spirit could see his corpse, accompany the
funeral, see and hear the consolatory. He
was also accustomed to call to the dead when
passing the tombs, saying: “Peace be upon you."
