PROOF . . . how much proof does it take
to convince one of something? | had never
really given it too much thought before, for
to me, proof — like beauty — was all things
to all people, and even then it changed from
one time to another. To some people proof is
totally unnecessary when an inner knowing
is present. . . and this is the way | felt about
all spiritual things, including healing.

| felt this way about a great many other
things too, of course, and never could seem
to explain to my friends or family why | felt
so certain about some things — which later
were borne out — when | had absolutely no-
thing — no proof — to go on.

to anything relating to healing.

While some members of my
family, myself included, have
been sincere believers in spiri-
tual healing, somehow it just
hadn't occurred to me that |
needed it for myself . . at least
not until that moment.

to Christian Yoga and Carl Jung. His finan-
cial means are extremely limited, but he
believes so keenly that psychic manifesta-
tions should be recognized in the pulpit to-
day — as they were in the early Christian
church — that he gives freely of his time
and energy to religious groups,” his travels
having taken him to all parts of the world
where he has freely given demonstrations of
his psychic ability. Among those groups of
America which have benefited from his dili-
gent efforts are the Spiritual Frontiers Fellow-
ship (of which he is a founder), and A. R. E.,
the Association for Research and Enlighten-
ment devoted to the study of Edgar Cayce'’s
work.

“The psychic stream is the common denom-
inator of all religions; every world religion
has been born out of it,” Ford has stated. Yet
though Ford himself is a medium, he warns
against “using a medium as a crutch.” He
believes that people should “develop their
own psychic talent, and learn to make the
contacts themselves.” Disagreeing that it is
dangerous to “open up one’s psychic,” Ford
says: “If you are God-centered, and your
motives are right, you are perfectly safe in
exploring any part of the universe.” As St.
Paul said in First Corinthians: Now concern-
ing spiritual gifts, brethren, 1 would not have
you ignorant . . . The manifestation of the
Spirit is given to every man to profit

NO MORE AIR POLLUTION?

It will be interesting to see what comes
of the 1967 World Trends given by Manly
P. Hall, Editor of the Philosophical Research
Journal involving Norway, considering what
happened to England when the big oil blob
saturated her coasts this spring.

Hall had foreseen that “Norway may be
involved in a mysterious problem bearing
upon public health, food, and atmospheric
conditions. Because of unexpected circum-
stances, the Scandinavian bloc may play an
important role in the correction of air pollu-
tion problems.

Helping
Yourself with ESP.* “Even scientific history
has a way of repeating itself — like the
spiral from crystal to vacuum tube to transi-
tor. Where is this scientific spiral of growth
leading us?” he asks . . and answers . .
“Eventually and inevitably back to God at
a wonderful new level of understanding.”

TASTING THE BITTER FRUITS

The lack of religious feeling, the indiffer-
ence toward mystical experience, the paral-
ysis of veneration for higher things and moral
laws which began a couple of centuries ago
could not show their bad consequences in
all their terrible fullness and visible shape
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until sufficient time had passed, writes Paul
Brunton in The Spiritual Crisis ofMan. * “Vio-
lence and war, greed and hate — these are
the bitter fruits of the loss of faith in a high-
er power and loss of belief in those who can
commune with it ... It is often asked why
the existing religions have been unable to
hinder the spread of materialism. This is part-
ly because they are so old, and consequently
to some extent devitalized and uninspired.
If the tragic apprehensions of our age are to
be negated,” he concludes, “it can be only
by the birth of a new spiritual impulse . . .
an impulse that shall be born in the hearts of
men . . . The smug satisfaction with a life
exempt from the knowledge of, and reckon-
ing with, life’s higher purpose cannot go on
indefinitely. It has to culminate. The hour
is not too far off, " he predicts, “when man-
kind must either wake to this purpose and be-
come aware of the first beginnings of spiritual
truth, or rue the neglect... Tremendous new
developments are lying like seeds embedded
in the Earth of this century. These belong in-
deed to its very nature. Their appearance
is assured. ”

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NO MATTER HOW YOU SLICE IT . ..

WHEN A MAN begins to ask himself what
he is, he has taken the first step upon a path
which will end only when he has found an
answer. For there is a permanent revelation
in his heart, but he heeds it not. But once a
man begins to face his sub-mental mind and
tries to strip the veil which covers it, even-
tually it will yield and display what has been
regarded as a divine mystery.

Well we know that the world is in a con-
tinual state of flux, and man himself seems
to be amass of changing emotionsand thoughts.
But if he will take the trouble to make a deep
analysis of himself, and to ponder calmly
over it, eventually he will discover that
there is a part of himself which receives the
flow of impressions from the external world,
.. which receives the feelings and thoughts
that arise therefrom. This deeper part is the
unseen witness, the silent spectator, the
Overself that Paul Brunton describes in his
books, particularly The Quest ofthe ®verself.
It is Brunton’s Art of Interrogative Self-Re-
flection we are going to take a look at here to
see what it has to offer to one who dares to start
on the path to self-knowledge . . searching
into one's essential spirit . . learning to evoke
one’s spiritual intelligence. It is his conten-
tion that once you understand what lies be-
hind the eyes which look at you every morn-
ing from the mirror, you will understand the
mystery of life itself.

If you're ready then, let’s begin your great
adventure of self-inquiry.

HOW

Here is how Paul Brunton describes it in
his book, The Secret Path

Seated comfortably in your chair — or
squatting tailor-fashion on a rug — breath-
ing quietly and evenly, close your eyes, and
let your thoughts run over the question of
what you really are.

One key to success in your practice is to



think very slowly. The wheel of the mind is
to be slowed down so that it can’t rush around
from one thing to another as it did formerly.
Next, formulate your words mentally with
great care and precision. Choose and select
each word accurately. Doing this will clari-
fy your thought, for you cannot find a clear
and definite phrase to fit it until you have
done so.

Watch your own intellect in its working.
Note how thoughts follow one another in
endless sequence. Then try to realize that
there is someone who thinks. Now ask: "Who
is this Thinker?”

Who is this “1” that sleeps and wakes up;
that thinks and feels; that works and speaks?
What is it in us that we call the “I”"?

Those who believe that matter is the only
thing existing will tell you that it is the body;
they will tell you that the sense of “I Am”
arises within the brain at birth and disappears
at the death or disintegration of the body.

There is one belief, however, to which
every man clings throughout the varied vicis-
situdes of life. That is his own self-existence.
He never stops for a moment to ask: “Do |
exist?” He accepts it unfailingly. That
consciousness is real. But, of its limitation
to the fleshly frame we cannot be so certain.

Let us, therefore, concentrate on the cer-
tainty of our self-existence. It forms a good
starting point for our inquiry. The body
changes; it gets feeble or strong, remains
sound or is injured. The mind changes; its
outlook alters with time, its ideas ever being
in a state of flux. But the “I” consciousness
persists from cradle to grave unchanged. Mid
all the changes of a lifetime, the ‘T, the
self, remains unchanged, the spectator of
the Passing Show of this world. Without it,
all would be a total blankness. The sense
of “I Am" cannot pass away. Therefore, to
know oneself is to find that point of con-
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sciousness from which observation of these
changing moods may take place.

It is a sad indication of how man has lost
his “center of gravity" that this point is usu-
ally, wholly unnoticed. The “I” becomes the
hapless victim of many different desires and
contrary thoughts until its spiritual integrity
is restored.

Where does this consciousness of the “I”
come from? Does it arise out of our body?

brain is mind, that the body is self ... yet
it is only an assumption. It is possible that
IF self-consciousness CAN exist separately,
popular thought is mistaken, and the appear-
ance is a deceiving one.

Is it possible for a human being to divorce
his mind from his physical brain? Even to
ask such a question presupposes that there is
a likelihood the brain is not necessarily the
creator of thoughts, but might be the medium
for their expression. Hypnotism, Yoga, psy-
chology, and occult demonstrations all have
given ample evidence that the mind can
have an existence of its own apart from the
flesh.

It would be about as sensible to attribute
the power of thought to one’s body as it
would be to attribute it to the ink in a pen.
The body is inspired by one who acts, no less
than written words are inspired by the one
who thinks them. Yet people who are pro-
fessedly intelligent will not hesitate to be-
stow these qualities on the body, which — be-
ing matter — is simply ink in another form!

withal.

Some ministers, aware of the vast poten-
tial of psychic study — but fearful that their
congregations might disapprove — have se-
cretly traveled hundreds of miles to seminars
conducted by the Spiritual Frontiers Fellow-
ship, only to find their classmates to be some
members of their flock who had been afraid
to confide to their pastors their interest in
this absorbing subject.

Arthur Ford does caution, however, that
before one tries to contact “another world”,
one should first become integrated in this
one and learn how to settle our own personal
problems. Before trying to develop our psychic
gifts, he therefore advises us to join or to
organize a small group of interested people
in our own church, “because,” he points
out, “if you get together for meditation,
something will begin to happen.” He says
the meetings should be held weekly, and
that to prepare for them, each member should
set aside the same time each day for private
meditation. He stresses that only like-mind-
ed, serious students should be invited to the
group meetings, that as you arrive there
should be no gossip or chatter, that all should
immediately go into silent meditation to-
gether. After thirty minutes of such God-

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MOST OF US can see so little from where we happen to be
in both Space and Time that any conjecturing as to future
developments must necessarily be very incomplete and a mat-
ter of deduction.

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CAN ANIMALS BE HEALED . .

IF | WERE to be asked, "Can animals be
healed?" | would reply by asking, “Why
should they not be healed?"

Animals of practically every species have
received successful spiritual healing. | know
of one case where a goldfish was restored to
good health and continued to live for several
years more by the timely application of this
spiritual therapy.

I know this is not considered to be the nor-
mal and logical way of reasoning. Neverthe-
less, it brings us sharply up against the fact
that animals, including all forms of living
things, are basically of the same element
and composition as man. Until late in the
nineteenth century the great majority of natu-
ralists and biologists firmly believed that the
different species were immutable productions,
and that they had been created separately.
Few, if any, still accept this ill-conceived
fable. We now can trace the origin of all
living things.

It is true to say that the natural law of cause
and effect has been responsible for the muta-
tions which have produced each species of
life. Our concern, however, is not with the
cause of change, but rather with the factors
of similarity which show that animal—like
man—is subject to the same laws of cause
and effect. The basic difference between
man and all other living things is not to be
found in origin, but more in the standard
of intelligence and spiritual development
at a particular historical period.

If we search the records of spiritual heal-
ing, we will find that animals are as much,
if not more, receptive to healing than even
human beings. Domestic animals and those
in captivity are deprived of the use of natu-
ral therapy, such as minerals and herbs. Even
out pet birds must be man fed with grit to
supplement the normal intake of natural
feeding. It is to birds an aid to digestion.

—from cats and dogs to horses and cattle—
live in an atmosphere of semi-human environ-
ment. In consequence they often suffer from
incorrect living. Their captivity deprives
them of the opportunity to live in accordance
with the animal world requirements. It is for
this reason we must give them special care
and attention. Living things—regardless of
their species—will suffer through disharmony
and will respond healthfully to the restoration
of harmony.

LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

TIME CLAIRVOYANCE

THIS HIGHER form of clairvoyance must
be explained in a new concept of the nature
and meaning of time. Sir Oliver Lodge had
some thoughts along these lines:

“Events may be in some sense of existence
ALWAYS, both past and future, and it may
be we who are arriving at them, not they
which are happening.”

He gave as an illustration a person who
sees a motion picture for the first time, who
does not know how it is produced. To him it
looks like the events of the story pictured
actually are developing and happening in
time, whereas in reality the whole picture
already exists at one time. Its past, present
and future already are pictured and may be
seen by one who knows how to look for the
past or some future scene in the movie. To
the ordinary observer, however, the present
is followed by something else, which, at this
moment is “in the future," and therefore un-
knowable. To that person's senses, only the
present is in existence, while, in fact, the
“future" is equally in existence at the same
time, though not evident to his senses.

Time, as we all know, is quite relative.
It is a scientific fact that a person in the
dream state may cover years of time in a
dream that occupies only a few seconds of
time. A loud sound that awakens a sleeping
person may also set into effect a dream-state
—a story—which, after many events and
happenings terminates in the shot of a firing
squad and awakens him. Here, not only does
the dreamer experience events covering a
long period of time, all in the space of a sec-
ond of time, but the sound that terminat-
ed the dream also induced it from the very
beginning. In other words, the last thing
caused the first things to appear and proceed
in sequence to the last!

On the physical plane we also have some
analogies illustrating this. In every acorn
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... seeing into the future

exists in miniature the form of the future oak
tree. Some even say that the idea of the oak
caused the acorn to be at all. Similarly, the
idea of the man must be in the infant boy
from the moment of birth . . even from the
moment of conception.

Many metaphysicians dare to think that
there must exist some absolute consciousness
— some absolute mind - which must perceive
the past, present and future of the universe
as one happening . . simultaneously and
actively present at one moment of absolute
time. They reason that what may appear as
a year to some minute form of life and mind,
to some exalted Being or form of conscious-
ness on a higher plane may appear as the hap-
pening of a single moment.

The high occult teachings hold that there
is a plane of the higher astral world which
may be said to carry a reflection of the Uni-
versal Mind — just as a lake reflects a distant
mountain. Clairvoyant vision is able to pene-
trate to the realm of that astral medium and
see what is pictured there. As the future
may be discerned from this reflected picture,
by means of the clairvoyant mind we see
how future-seeing, prevision, and second-
sight may be explained scientifically and be
understood more reasonably.

tered the human kingdom: in a future which

EXPLORING THE FOURTH DIMENSION

BROADLY SPEAKING, we can go any-
where we “will” when traveling in the astral
dimensions of life, but we must allow for the
freewill of others too, as well as for the re-
sistances due to the psychic atmosphere
where we may be visiting.

While it is possible under these conditions
to pass through all the houses in a town as
if they were not there, we must not imagine
that one can go into any man’s place against
his will. If this were the case, it would be
a matter of perpetual intrusion, with all sorts
of trouble ahead. What family skeletons
would be exposed! Rest assured, in the in-
visible realms, liberty is sacred and the will
is inviolable.

Unless your feelings are in harmony with
those you draw around you, have no fear of
unwelcome visitors. Your dwelling is un-
breachable and no amateur detective can
use this means to make inquiries in your home.

In order to establish unbroken relationships
with persons living on Earth, we must have
very strong ties with such individuals who
must be parents, children, fiances, or friends
with whom we are spiritually united.

Considering that | was
used to projecting myself to a distance of
hundreds of miles into an unknown house in
a strange country, without having any other
guide than my own affection, this experiment
seemed mere child’s play.

“However, | encountered serious difficul-

ties. At the first attempt | was hemmed in
by unknown forces which made me cry out
with pain and spoiled the projection. The
second time | was luckier, and managed to
go to the room of the young man, but was
quickly driven away by the unfriendly atmos-
phere." Then Yram learns that this energy
was projected to him in the form of a soldier
whom he managed to disarm, bless and send
on his way. After that the experiment took
a normal course and he was able to cross to
his friend’s place in one leap. Arriving there
he did note, however, that a magnetic cur-
rent was present that tried to carry him
away. However, he was able to locate his
friend, touched him so he could feel his pres-
ence, told him of his dual state and that he
was aware of everything that was happening.

He learned the next day that a soldier had
visited his friend some days before, but that
so far as his neighbor was concerned he was#
not aware of his friend’s visit.

Describing the influence of the will in the
Invisible, Yram concludes from the experi-
ments he has made that it exercises power
proportionate to the accuracy of our knowl-
edge and to the disinterestedness of our mo-
tives ... that the separation of these two es-
sential factors induces a lack of balance which
becomes the more dangerous as the personal
egotism is accentuated. Exercised for the use
of individual perfection, there are, of course,
no limits to its powers. Will grows, with full
development, up to absolute freedom. It is
that which enables every person to aspire
to escape from the evolutionary wheel of
life as he joins his consciousness with the
principles of cosmic harmony.

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THE TIME in which we now live is one that,
because of the changing nature of man’s
thoughts, the demand for healing is being
vastly amplified . . . and this true physical-
ly, mentally and spiritually.

As with all things, the many forms in which
healing is coming to man now allows for great-
er manifestations of energy and power than as
yet has been known. But to heal or be healed
— on any level — man now finds he must
develop a new skill, the ability to know him-
self better, his relationship to the universe,
and to God . . . what is referred to as the
“medicine of the whole man.” He must, then,
enter another realm to do this . . the spiri-
tual . . for this is where such knowledge is
to be found.

If people still wish to be treated by physi-
cians, well and good. But after they have
seen demonstrated what can be done by the
power of Spirit, many will turn to IT and be
blessed by the demonstration — illuminating
the mind as well as healing the body.

One thing seldom realized — but of utmost
importance — is that those who are illumined
by contact with Spirit, once they reach The
Other Side of Life, are in the Light. This
means that many who might otherwise know
only the abysmal feeling of utter or partial
darkness — a vacuum terrifying to contem-
plate — are saved from such a fate by the
blessing of spiritual healing . . . some-
thing mere healing of the physical body never
can accomplish. Actually the purpose for
demonstrating such healing — in this or any
other time or place — is to serve as an im-
petus to humanity to increase their under-
standing and closeness to God. This is why
those who are ready for it accept it, and
those who are not will continue in their
former ways ... depending on someone or
something else not only for healing, but for
help in living. They are, in other words,

not yet ready for THE LIGHT.

One might say that medicine as used by a
physician is comparable to a religion. The
religion he espouses utilizes the healing quali-
ties in the universe, but it does so according
to a lower plane of vibration. There are
those of all religions, of course, who will
not leave them no matter how attractive an-
other seems to them for they are not ready to
do so.

And what is the charge to be for this type
of healing, many ask. While it is true the
physician has set fees for his work, we must
remember that with spiritual healing we are
operating in a different realm than that of
the physical. In the realm of the Spirit,
there is only one acceptable coin: apprecia-
tion. The spirit within each person knows
exactly what this is. The price each pays
— and what is in turn received — is strictly
between that individual and the Father,
and is determined entirely by the soul growth
of each individual.

As St. Anthony so appropriately voiced it:

Man proposes: God disposes.
Man visualizes: God fulfills.
Man asks: God grants unto him.

THE WORLD OF TED SERIOS
By Jule Eisenbud, M.D.

“whats in this book is true, evry word of
it. 1 want the story exackly as is."

Ted Serios, the bleary-eyed former eleva-
tor operator from Chicago who wrote those
words, takes pictures with Polaroid cameras.
Just give him any Polaroid camera. He aims it
at his eyes. He clicks the shutter — and he
gets a picture of Queen Elizabeth, or St.
Peter’s Square, or an ocean liner in the fog,
or a Russian space ship in orbit.

This is not science fiction. It is The World
of Ted Serios which gives an account of some
extraordinary psychic phenomena ... for
this is a man who can produce pictures of his
mind’s eye on film. The Polaroid people
have tried to explain this phenomenon, but
so far can't. Neither can Mr. Serios or the
author, Dr. Jule Eisenbud, the psychoanalyst
who set out to prove that Ted Serios’ strange
world didn't exist, and came up with some-
thing entirely different. After two years of
sustained, controlled experimentation with
Serios at the University of Colorado medical
school, however, a startlingly impressive
body of evidence had been built up attesting
not only to Serios’ amazing faculty of mind,
but that it is one latent within all of us.

THE BODY TELLS THE STORY

LET ME TELL YOU a true story ... a
love story, yes, one of a different sort, per-
haps. but one that well illustrates love’s power.

A number of years ago after one of my lec-
tures, a slight sensitive man introduced him-
self and asked for help through spiritual mind
treatment. Paul Ardley, we will call him,
came from a well-to-do family that lived in
the fashionable suburbs of a great eastern
metropolis, well-known for their business and
professional accomplishments, political in-
fluence, and social standing.

Paul loved all his family, but he was par-
ticularly close to the feminine side. When
his brothers grew up and left home, and his
father died, Paul didn't marry and continued
to live at the family home with his mother
and sister. Being of a sensitive and artis-
tic nature, he ventured out into the world
to some extent to find expression in the field
of interior decorating . . at which he became
quite successful. The other brothers were
quite relieved that there was another male
member of the family on hand to look after
the mother. Paul's life was not complete in
the usual sense of the word, but he was con-
tent and wished for nothing more.

When his mother passed on suddenly he
just couldn't adjust to living without her,
and he grieved deeply, far beyond any reason-
able period. His sister sought to comfort him,
so they both withdrew from a world that all
but forgot their existence. Although only in
his forties, he aged rapidly, became wizened
and dried up, and soon his frail body be-
came wracked t>y a persistent cough.

A few years later his sister passed on, and
Paul was left alone in the old house — vir-
tually burying himself from the world. He
ceased working, seldom ate, and spent his
days in numb grief, dwelling on reminis-
cences of the past in darkened rooms.

The brothers tried to get him to sell the old

house — partly for his own sake and to de-
rive their inheritance — but he stoutly re-
fused, continued to alienate himself from
the family and withdraw from life.

He finally wound up in the hospital with
heart trouble and spent many long months
there undergoing treatment. Reflecting upon
his life when he was released, he concluded
that he must re-enter life and start to live
again .. but he found he no longer knew how.
It was then he found his way to my lecture
and asked for spiritual treatment work. Dur-
ing the first prayer session he had what appear-
ed to be a heart attack and began to cough
violently. He had to leave the room, but a half
hour later when he returned the pain had gone
and he appeared to be a completely different
person. He said he felt a great peace within
which he described as a “warm internal bath,”
and at that moment we both realized he had
received instantaneous healing.

A consultation the next day with his physi-
cian confirmed this, for it showed the cause
of the pain not to be with the heart but from
a lung abscess pressing on the heart region.
The abscess had broken during the prayer pe-
riod, he coughed up the poison, and saved his
life by preventing it from being released into
his bloodstream all at once and doing more
extensive damage to his body. Thus we see
that once our friend took steps within his own
mind to move in the direction of the will to
live rather than withdraw from life, he was
healed physically. He came to see how his
intense grieving had caused a congestion in
his consciousness, which lodged in his chest
forming an abscess. He saw also how his per-
version of love had nearly destroyed him.
Paul today, however, is in the driver's seat,
healthy, adjusted and happy in all ways.

“THE ANSWER as to who has ESP still
eludes us,” writes Dr. Louisa E. Rhine in Hid-
den Channels of the Mind “After all, it does
not occur to everyone either as a spontaneous
experience or in experimental tests," and, she
adds, “and even those who give clear evi-
dence of it may not do so consistently.”

Dr. Rhine has found that what research has
been done in parapsychology so far has given
strong indications that the ESP process is a
most delicate one. Like a fragile seed, it does
not germinate except under just the right
conditions. It is so easily interfered with,
they now know, that it may be here today and
gone tomorrow . . for causes so obscure that
even the so-called experts cannot always find
out what they are.

centered concentration, quietly sharing your

Ford sees prayer healing, which played such
a dominant role in the early Christian church,
as an integral part of psychic study. And,
we are now witnessing a resurgence of spiri-
tual healing springing up in churches across
America. In explaining the results received
which seem almost miraculous, Ford says:

don't believe there are any accidents in this
universe.

Clairvoyance, clairaudience,  spiritual
healing, apports, materialization, spiritual
communion, astral projection . . . these

were among the many spiritual gifts which
Muhammad demonstrated in his lifetime. He
— like Moses and Jesus — was one of the
greatest mediums who ever lived, something
well known to his biographers, yet seldom
recorded by history as truefact.

HERE IS just one of the accounts concern-
ing Muhammad describing how he was tele-
transported — or astrally projected — from his
home in Mecca to Jerusalem, 500 miles away.

It seems that one night after the last pray-
ers, Muhammad went to sleep, and, when
he awoke his family for the dawn prayers,
told them that Gabriel had brought him a ve-
hicle in the form of a winged horse called
“Burak.” He was to use it when accompany-
ing Gabriel on a trip to Jerusalem. This he
did where he met the preceding prophets,
and listened to their advice. After that he
went in an ascent to the Heavens and saw its
mysteries, leaving Gabriel behind when he
went to the utmost boundary. He then de-
scended after having seen angels, devils and
human spirits on many different planes.

On his way back from Jerusalem to Mecca,
he saw in the desert a caravan belonging to
his tribe, the Qoraish. He noticed a camel
carrying two sacks, one black and one white.
When Muhammad came near the camels, they
were frightened, and some fell down. He
also passed another caravan where a camel
went astray. So he spoke to the caravan men
and guided them, helping to find it. He also
greeted other men along the way who recog-
nized his voice. He returned to Mecca in
the dawn to tell this strange story.

One explanation of this trip is contalned
in his mention of the winged animal that took
him . . "Burak,” it was called. This is an

Arabic word drawn from the word “Bark” that
means “lightning,” which might signify that
the trip was made with the speed of light.
That the vehicle took the shape of a horse or
a bird does not mean anything. It just proves
that Muhammad's spiritual state that night
had the power to permit him to walk on the
Earth or fly in the Heavens. Often the medi-
um finds trouble in reaching unbelievers,
so he must speak to them in suitable language,
especially if they are backwards and unedu-
cated like the Arabs of thirteen centuries ago.
The horse or the bird vehicle is justly fitting
for the desert people. If this night journey
were to happen now, Muhammad would have
to use another word, such as car or jet air-
plane, for example, to describe his spiritual
trip. However, the possibility of teletrans-
portation, or transferring the physical body, is
known nowadays to many. In this case it is
one that moves with a speed greater than
light (186,000 miles per second).

In our own time, Mirabelli, the Brazilian
medium, flew from the station of Wallows to
Vicenty, fifty-five miles away, in two min-
utes. In Egypt, Sheik Seleem Altahtawy,
who died some years ago, could travel from
Tahta in Upper Egypt to Cairo (200 miles
away) in a glance. He held sittings in the
presence of ministers and Lord Kitchener
himself when he was in Egypt, and apported a
book to him from his house in London.

In astral projection it may be that the per-
son is not even seen. This is what happened to
Muhammad. The caravan did not observe
him, although witnesses heard his voice. The
camels, being more clairvoyant than humans,
did see him and were terrified.

When the story of his night journey reached
the Qoraish the next day they disbelieved
him, and asked for proof, a description of
the caravans, and of his arrival back in Mec-
ca. The answers Muhammad gave were exactly
