As it turned out, I was 
right. He did want to “come 
through," although I had no 
notion whatever just what the 
message was all about.

Later, I learned from Le­
nora that it was a very tender, 
sweet message for her moth­
er, who had been brooding 
over the fact that if Chalmer, 
her husband, were still liv­
ing, they would be most 
happily celebrating their 
50th wedding anniversary.

Another time, when I was 
at Lenora’s home and we 
were sitting on her sofa gab­
bing, I said, “Chalmer is 
here. He sure hasn't been 
around for a long time. May­
be you should see what he 
wants.”

Lenora is always amazed 
that I can “sense” when 
someone wants to “come 
through”, and I am always 
amazed at her fantastic adept­
ness with automatic writing

and her ability to see auras. (1 have yet to see my first aura, 
but maybe someday . .)

You never saw two more “run-of-the-mill" 
people than Lenora and I are. Neither one of us will ever 
see forty again.

TV show has some ESP base for its plot (Twilight Zone, Out­
er Limits, and Bewitched, to mention only a few), names 
like Edgar Cayce, Peter Hurkos. Gerard Croiset and Jeane 
Dixon, all psychically gifted, are practically the latest Who's 
Who of current conversation.

Many people are having experiences that defy satisfying 
explanation.

My Fair Lady and Camelot fame are having incontro­
vertible evidence of extrasensory perception dumped rather 
unceremoniously in their laps (as was interestingly enough re­
ported in a recent, leading magazine article interview).

On one particular Saturday afternoon, Lenora got out her 
paper and pen and sat there . . poised and waiting to see 
what- would come through her automatic writing.

He explained that he could be with 
us only briefly because he is involved at this time in some 
very serious work. What he said he is doing fits in perfectly 
with the great interest of his life.

was it telepathy?

TELEPATHY is a fascinating subject at any 
time, and there seems to be plenty of reason­
able supporting evidence for it. For my part, 
I would go a little further than many people 
and say that 1 believe that it works not only 
between humans, but between humans and 
dogs.

Telepathy between my deerhound and my­
self seems to have developed because of my 
leaving her at a certain spot and then will­
ing her to come to me.

Several years earlier I had read about a man 
who had done this with an alsatian, and I tried 
it with two hounds I had owned before, but 
without success. Jura and I were exceptionally 
close to each other, however. . which may ex­
plain my being able to do it with her.

I began by telling her to stay, moving away 
about twelve to fifteen yards, then willing 
her to come. Nothing happened, but a slight 
nod of my head and a smile brought her 
bounding over. Of course, my telling her 
to stay, then giving her an unspoken message 
to come, may have been confusing and could 
have accounted for her being a bit slow at 
first. Over a period of time I dropped both 
the inclination of the head and the smile, 
and just looked at her. For some time she 
seemed to be a bit uncertain as to what was 
going on, and would stand up and then flop 
down again, looking questioningly at me. 
Finally it got so that I could leave her for 
periods up to three-quarters of an hour out 
of my sight, and she would come to me when 
I willed it.

At one time my caravan was situated in a 
sort of sand pit, the sides of which were 
about six feet high, but easily climbed. The 
first time I went over the top out of her sight, 
I decided to crawl back to the edge and see 
what she did when she got my message. Peer­
ing through the heather, I got a tremendous 

6 surprise when I found myself staring into a 

pair of brown eyes in a grey face level with 
my own. Poor Jura! If ever a dog showed 
embarrassment at being caught, it was her. 
She never—to my knowledge—did that 
again.

Occasionally I would go in a U or L- 
shaped course, trying when possible to 
get facing upwind to her in order that she 
did not get my scent. From the time I sent 
off my ‘message’ I would keep on repeating 
mentally, “Come to me, Jura,” over and 
over again . . concentrating on her like mad. 
Invariably she came straight to where I was, 
and not all round the U or L-shaped route. 
I would be watching her from the moment she 
topped the six foot bank as I lay flat in the 
heather. This proved it was not scent she 
went by in coming to me.

Naturally I had no means of knowing exact­
ly what she did on getting my message as she 
was below my line of vision, so I enlisted the 
help of a friend who was a bit skeptical about 
my claims. With her pooh-poohing and dis­
tracting Jura, I had a few uneasy moments. 
But she perforpied beautifully under every 
test condition . . like a homing pigeon . . and 
made straight for me.

Jura died when she was only four years 
old . . at a time when there didn't seem any 
reason why we shouldn’t have several years 
together. About three days before it happened 
she came and laid her head on my lap—look­
ing up at me with such an incredibly sad, 
wistful expression that immediately I had a 
cold presentiment. With tears starting to my 
eyes, I thought: “You and I are not long for 
the road together.”

I have never received a more certain im­
pression. Three nights later she was dead.

FATHER DIVINE PREDICTS FROM SPIRIT
Some startling revelations from Spirit were 

given to Bishop Mayruss Field while in a 
trance-like state, said to have been from one 
who was worshipped by millions as a God 
while on Earth . . the Reverend M. J. Divine 
.. Father Divine. Occurring while in a trance­
like state, the Bishop transmitted his im­
pressions to the publication It's Happening. 
Predictions for the years 1966, 1967 and 
1968 were given so that when proved to be 

correct, man should no longer fear death. 
As Father Divine put it, “One need not fear 
what mortal man knows as death for only in 
death can man reach his higher self and pur- ' 
pose. Only then can he really identify with 
the universe.” His predictions related to U. 
S. withdrawal from Asia, China’s invasion 
of Russia’s borders, American race riots, ■> 
economic failure, and lawlessness, death of 
the astronauts trying to reach the Moon, and 
— yet to come — on June 18, 1968, when 
the sun darkens and the earth trembles, tidal 
waves racing over the land with subsequent 
catastrophe of every nature. He accounted 
for the presence 61 flying saucers by saying 
that they hover just outside Earth’s atmos­
phere, coming in just for periodic checks 
on the Earth's condition due to nuclear test­
ings, and await the time to remove to safety 
the Biblical 144,000 that are supposed to be 
worthy to survive Earth’s trials.

Imprinted on some blank film left in the 
camera he had with him at the time of going 
into trance, Bishop Field found on three 
frames the picture of Father Divine’s face.

CHANGES IN THE MONEY MARKET
According to Manly P. Hall in the Philo­

sophical Research Society Journal, rumors 
and reports bearing on investments and the 
stock market, as well as banks and similar 
financial institutions, are likely to become 
subject to some form of censorship or control. 
It becomes increasingly evident, he states, 
that is possible to cause a panic in the invest­
ment market by circulating negative opinions 
or prophesying dire financial ills. However, 
he does see considerable protection for long- 
range investments and large business corpora­
tions run conservatively and honestly, with 
emphasis shifting from capital gain to imme­
diate income, and prices of securities becom­
ing more realistic to their true values.

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... on the
ESP'S POTENTIAL

A report in Missiles and Rockets and 
The Financial Post on the potential of 
ESP puts it this way: “The brain's capa­
city for sending and receiving signals 
through means other than the known 
senses has been indicated in a number of 
experiments. In one, totally deaf subjects 
experienced pure tone hearing, speech 
hearing and music hearing when low fre­
quency RF energy was beamed at them. 
Particularly gifted deaf subjects have 
even experienced thought transfer over 
distances of 200 miles, though the car­
rier system, its modulation and the brain 
channel used are unknown. In another 
experiment, a doctor successfully trans­
mitted Morse code by controlled brain 
waves alone. The phenomenon, capable 
of activating a computer, demonstrated 
the ‘sending’ ability of the brain. ESP, 
the subject of extensive research, is un­
likely to become a controlled science in 
this century, but its potential is remark­
able.”

PSYCHOMETRY - A NEW KEY

An almost untouched area of parapsy­
chology which might have important im­
plications for understanding ESP is object 
association (psychometry), writes W. G. 
Roll in the Journal of the American So­
ciety for Psychical Research. Accord­
ing to developments in biochemistry and 
biophysics, it is turning out that “ideas 
are things.” It may also be true that 
things are like ideas in that they obey 
some of the laws that govern the relation­
ship between ideas. If true, this could 
affect any of man’s sciences, as well as 
future ESP research, adding also to our 
knowledge of memory and heredity.

OF THE MANY different types of medita­
tion described by Ernest Wood in his book. 
Concentration*  one that helps to eliminate 
many faults each of us possesses is to medi­
tate on their opposites to balance them — 
virtues.

One good way to do this is to make mental 
pictures in your mind in which you portray the 
opposite of certain faults. For example, our 
ideal life is active, loving and thoughtful — 
all three together — and the corresponding 
faults are laziness, selfishness and thought­
lessness. When something goes wrong, find 
out which of these faults has spoiled the work 
of the other two virtues . . then meditate on 
its opposite . . merge yourself in its action 
. . thinking and feeling it at the same time.

Of course we do not want to cultivate the 
habit of thinking about ourselves as being 
self-virtuous, but rather establishing in our 
minds and hearts — our subconscious — the 
value of these qualities, to the point that 
they become reflex or spontaneous action. 
Just as breathing, eating, sleeping, talking, 
standing, sitting and walking are habitual 
body functions, so do cultivated virtues of 
the mind become habitual and permit us to 
carry on our work with the skill and perfec­
tion that a good body and mind inevitably 
must achieve. To live the virtues we medi­
tate on — idealize — we must realize, then, 
that they are never really attained until 
they become deeply imbedded in our subcon­
scious.

Let us also give some thought to some of 
the laws that govern life and living on 
Earth . . those relating to the spiritual as 
well as to the material. We know — often 
from painful experience — that it is foolish 
to break certain laws of Nature. For example, 
when we jump downstairs instead of walking, 
when we attempt to walk across the water of 
a river, or even lose too much sleep or over-
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eat, we^ean pay a heavy price for such diso­
bedience when attempting to live outside the 
law.

Just as there are laws for the body, so are 
there laws for the soul. These are in no wise 
contrary to material ones, for — in truth — 
our physical life has a spiritual basis.

Here is what meditation on spiritual laws 
can do for you: It can make your most com­
mon daily contacts with others a spiritual 
voyage instead of a material battle. To live 
— not shrink from life, but bring to it all 
we are and all we have — with love and 
thought — is a fundamental spiritual law. 
The carpenter who makes a chair, consider­
ing the comfort, durability and beauty of it, 
happy in the thought that someone will en­
joy its use, is fulfilling the spiritual law.

Those who are devotional by nature may 
wish to meditate on what is considered the 
ideal human being, sometimes represented by 
a real historical person or perhaps a symbol­
ic figure or personage. At the back of all 
devotional meditation, of course, is the idea 
that men come to resemble what they dwell 
on in thought. Because of this, however, 
in our meditation we need to get to the mind 
behind the face, and the God behind the 
mind. We must be aware of the danger of 
just enumerating qualities and virtues attrib­
uted to such beings, repeating them as mere 
words. Without understanding them, feeling 
them deeply, they produce only a kind of 
mental and moral hypnotism. We must also 
avoid self-abasement in this type of medita­
tion, for in most religions the adoration and 
reverence we feel is meant to bring the gift 
of union, of spiritual oneness with the be­
loved one held in meditation. We must also 
remember that it is not the form of the be­
loved to which we should give our attention, 
but we should go inward from the form to 
the emotions, the outlook, the love, and the 

deep purpose that are inspired if we are 
to become one spiritually in mind and heart 
and beyond. Never should we let this type 
of devotion become a substitute for the life 
we ourselves should be living . . ignoring 
our failures and lack of achievement . . for 
it is meant to inspire us to rise to the Divine.

Another type of meditation which provokes 
deep thought is to pause and give thought to 
religious or philosophical sentences in litera­
ture you may be studying. You may ponder 
on every word of a sentence to find its full 
meaning and implication, even take the sen­
tence to pieces and put it together again, 
knowing that the whole is greater than the 
sum of its parts. This may take a while — 
even require much patience — but with the 
effort comes greater understanding and illum­
ination .. even the birth of a new idea.

cation of Lucis Publishing Company featur­
ing primarily the works of Alice A. Bailey, 
Francis Paelian sees the mineral kingdom as 
one of the most tantalizing keys to the Di­
vine Plan, for hidden in the geometry of the 
crystal — the very name of which suggests 
the Christ — is God's radiant beauty in the 
color of the precious stone.

a surprise to Jayne Mansfield (killed in a 
car crash in New Orleans in July),” accord­
ing to the Psychic News of London, for in 
“1957 she was awarded the title Miss Clair­
voyant' . . for her endorsement of Spiritual­
ism and her unusual psychic gift.”

The actress’ interest in the subject made 
national newspaper headlines a few years 
ago, it seems, when a feature article in 
The People by Leo Guild described her as

Jayne always in­
sisted she was sincere in her desire to know 
more about the hereafter.

YOUR GUIDING RAY PART III.

Characteristics of the FIRST RA Y person denote self-rule and self-dependence

"SELF-RULE or self-dependence is hap­
piness; rule by others is misery. ” This senti­
ment suits the man of the first ray, because it 
is the first of the three rays of independence 
and intuition.

People of the first three rays are described 
as independent because they do not look upon 
the world as a teacher, bounteous mother, or 
beautiful home so much as they regard it as 
a land of adventure for the valiant will, the 
sunny heart, or the aspiring mind. Such a 
person is full of initiative because he does 
not wait upon things and events for his im­
pulses to action, but is inclined to treat them 
all as pieces in a game he is playing, ma­
terials for a plan he is putting into execu­
tion.

He is called the man of intuition because 
he deliberately uses his own faculties of 
thought and feeling in his game of life, and 
they grow by that exercise. He feels instinc­
tively that every genuine act of his will, 
love or thought brings something new into the 
world, and is creative in that sense. He seeks 
happiness in those things of the inner con­
sciousness and is using life for that, while 
others wait upon the great world without 
and learn from the teaching of Nature.

In the man of will on the first ray, self- 
government is the dominate note. If you be­
long to this ray, your sense of self will be 
strong. It will give you a firmness amid 
things. There will be no “home" for you in 
all the wide world, but the dignity of self 
will be the center and balancing point of your 
being. This is not an outward dignity which 
insists upon recognition from others, but is 
a high sense of the true state of man, of 
one’s own being. This dignity is far removed 
from pride, is not a feeling of superiority, 
and involves no comparison with others and 

no measuring of strength. You are not so 
much interested in WHAT you are as in 
THAT you are. You are, above all, the per­
son without wishes, living from within.

A person of the first ray appreciates the 
value of the work to the worker, does not work 
to attain the satisfaction of material gain 
merely for some rest or comfort, so even 
destruction and failure do not depress him.

He generally has a plan afoot, 
and, when that is finished, another in its 
wake ... as regular as the waves of the sea.

A person of this ray feels that life is for 
action, and the need for decision in practi­
cal matters therefore presses upon him strong­
ly. He feels that he must make his move in 
the game of life, even when he does not see 
clearly ahead. He has decided, and will not 
reconsider and redecide unless he deliber­
ately decides to do so.

Since the will is the faculty of self-change, 
self-control, the practice of austerity is 
easy for one on this path. The first ray 
person rules himself with a rod of iron. Some­
times people think that the big. blustering, 
dominant person is the man of will, but that 
is not so. Such a person uses that method to 
make others obey him because he knows he 
can be moved by blustering things acting 
upon him from the outside. Not so the man 
of the first ray. He is a man of self-control 
to whom austerity is not an end in itself, but 
is his very being. It is often a silent path . .

EVERY BUSINESSMAN who employs 
labor will agree that loss of production 
through inefficiency, strife, debauchery and 
illness is a tremendous factor in keeping the 
country from the highest accomplishment of 
which it is capable.

If statistics were available, the man-hours 
lost through illness alone would prove stagger­
ing to the mind. Suppose this element were 
largely eliminated . . production and efficien­
cy would leap forward.

One outstanding example comes to mind 
of a firm composed largely of metaphysicians. 
In the office which was called upon to per­
form a herculean amount of labor were fifty 
stenographers, some investigators, and other 
employees. In charge of these workers was 
a metaphysician, and the heads of the firm 
also were spiritual workers.

In five years of high pressure, not one day 
was lost by any of the employees through 
illness, nor was there jealousy or bickering 
among them. The atmosphere of the office 
was peaceful, and the work progressed ac­
cordingly.

Let any executive compare such conditions 
with his own establishment and he will be 
inclined to say: / wish they existed in my 
own office or plant.

It is possible for any business to obtain 
them. The principles are simple. They in­
terfere with no religion or sect. They are 
the simple application of The Golden Rule 
. . of God's Laws . . of Spiritual Healing.

Suppose a class were to be held on the 
job wherein every employee was taught how 
to be free from care, worry, anxiety and 
illness. The teacher in charge would say:

This class is for the purpose of freeing you 
from sickness, easing your mind from wor­
ries, harmonizing conditions in your home 
as well as the plant, and setting you free 
from the usual cares of life. At the same 

time, it will increase your pay through in­
creased production. This will benefit you, 
the firm, and the country.

Then, let him point out to the employees 
that much of the present-day illness is due 
to talking about disease, visualizing it with 
the mind, fearing it, then manifesting it. Let 
him explain to the workers how to correct 
their thoughts. Let him emphasize what 
wrong thinking and wrong talking does in the 
way of bringing on sickness. Let him accent­
uate the necessity for clean thoughts and 
words from the lips. Let him offer a prize, 
if he will, for the ones who have kept their 
thoughts and words right during the week, 
who have not backbitten their fellow workers, 
who have not criticized another, and who 
have cooperated with management.

Let him lead them on, by practical illus­
tration, to the possibility — when one is 
sick — of calling on LIFE (which is God) to 
flow through them and heal them. Let him 
explain that WHERE LIFE FLOWS, HEAL­
ING TAKES PLACE. Let him bring the close­
ness and availability of the Divine Power 
home to these people, that they may realize 
that help and health is attainable.

By introducing these principles into the 
minds of the workers, contemplate for a mo­
ment what such activities could do for busi­
ness, as well as the workers themselves. It 
would turn business into an active agent for 
God; it would turn God into an active co­
operator with business.

We have a very present help in time of 
trouble in The Almighty Father. The Bible 
tells us this, but we have not always put it 
into practice. We have felt: I can run the 
business with my will power. All I need is 
super-will, and I can force the business to 
be prosperous.

Man is learning that every bit of will power 
he creates within himself should be laid 
daily on the altar of God, with the remark: 
Not my will be done, Father, but Thine.

Some metaphysical systems decry the use 
of any will whatsoever. They say: “I have 
no will of my own. There is only one Will, 
and that is God’s.” Such systems cause their 
believers’ wills to grow flabby and weak, 
leading to all kinds of difficulties.

Dr. William James says: Develop, specif­
ically, some WILL daily. But every night, 
lay it on the altar of God.

If office and inter-office problems should 
arise, teach the workers about the “I AM." 
Let them realize that each one of them is an 
“1 AM,” the child of Spirit, an expression 
of The Almighty. Take their thoughts away 
from the exclusive belief that their outer 
bodies are all there is to them.

IT SEEMS to be a universal experience that 
when a student leaves one line of study and 
takes up another, there is a chemicalization. 
and . . frequently . . a seeming failure in 
demonstration — at least for the time being.

The vibrations of the new line of thought 
seem, in whole or in part, to conflict with 
the ideas, teachings and practices of the old 
line of thought. Hence the condition which 
is known as chemicalization.

Such a condition confronted a very sin­
cere student of truth who was fussing because 
nothing seemed to go right; nothing seemed 
to happen; finances were at a low ebb (as 
they often are when we change from one 
line of thought to another). When this hap­
pens, let the student know there is a great, 
steadying force concentrated on him. This 
force (of concentrated good) completely em­
braces him, and fills him. The student 
should be not moved by whatever condition 
is moving about and around his feet — be­
cause any condition that would swerve him 
(such as giving reality to poverty or lack or 
disease), or cause him to change his mind, 
is of a LOW ORDER, and has no right to as­
sume a rightful place in his mental home.

BE THOU KINDRED WITH THE SPIRIT. 
one of the Masters of Attainment counsels 
us. Let the truth of the Father abide in thy 
mental home. Allow nothing that is strug­
gling about you. way down in the depths of 
the material, to come any closer to you than 
it has already. Know that all is well! There 
is only Peace. There is perfect control of 
every situation that confronts you. All is 
taking place as it has been ordained, and is 
manifesting from the higher spiritual planes.

Remember . . every Master had to EARN 
his development, the prime element of which 
is faith. If you had the faith of a Master, you 
would see things as he sees them, and a dem­
onstration would come that much sooner.

KEEPING UP WITH THE RHINES

American parapsychology's most respected team of 
scholarly researchers in extrasensory perception, now 
head of the Foundation for Research on the Nature of 
Man at Durham, North Carolina

HOWEVER MUCH the name Rhine has 
come to be identified with research in the 
field of extrasensory perception (ESP) in the 
United States, what Dr. Joseph B. Rhine 
has done to further the ongoing of this work 
on an international scale is equally important, 
yet is scarcely known to the American public. 
As in any scope of endeavor, there is always 
a great need for communication between 
those connected with it. This helps greatly 
to overcome the feeling of isolation that is 
apt to overtake many dedicated workers, and 
is of much encouragement in accelerating 
their progress.

In the summer of 1957 a ‘‘Workshop in Para­
psychology" was held at the Parapsychology 
Laboratory of Duke University, which Dr. 
Rhine then headed. In addition to Labora­
tory members and students, the group in­
cluded many visiting parapsychologists. U$ing 
the occasion afforded by this wide represen­
tation of the field. Dr. Rhine at that time 
proposed that the group form itself into the 
nucleus of an international professional so­
ciety in parapsychology. Formal steps were 
taken to do so, and the Parapsychological 
Association came into being.

From the start, emphasis was placed on its 
international and professional character, en­
abling it to attract well-trained and quali­
fied scientists from every part of the world. 

Its aim was to “advance parapsychology as a 
science, to disseminate knowledge of the field, 
and to integrate the findings with those of 
other branches of science” . . quite an under­
taking! Its Constitution specified that there 
should be collaboration with other societies 
in the field which serve a wider member­
ship . . organizations which have been the 
advance guard of scientific work along these 
lines and continue to contribute to it sig­
nificantly by sponsoring research and pro­
fessional publications.

The group grew, but became not much larger 
than a physics department at a medium-sized 
university, including - however - most of 
the active parapyschologists in the world. 
This was primarily the direct result of con­
stant traveling, lecturing, conferring and 
writing on the part of its guiding genius. Dr. 
Rhine. Communication lines between mem­
bers of the Association and with the scientific 
community at large expanded, wider public 
interest resulted, and the name Rhine became 
as famous as the initials ESP and what it 
stands for.

Since leaving Duke University to head the 
new Foundation for Research on the Nature 
of Man, with the help of his wife, Dr. Louisa. 
Dr. Rhine now finds himself involved in an 
even wider scope of activities challenging 
his talents, including those of raising funds 
for the ESP research so dear to his heart.

ing the matter in my meditation . . simply 
asking to be guided to them through Divine 
Mind and Spirit that controls all things.
