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THROUGHOUT HISTORY 
there have been countless reports 
of people with strange powers. 
Orthodox science usually over­
looks them or else ridicules and 
skeptically dismisses them.

The efforts of those 
who investigate such unusual 
events fall within the scope of 
the science now known as 
parapsychology.

and body which presently are 
denied or at least unexplained 
by orthodox science . . things 
like telepathy, clairvoyance, 
precognition, and psychokine­
sis (PK). One of these little 
known powers is the phenomenon 
called tumo, the voluntary or 
involuntary production of ex­
traordinary body heat.

Tumo is a Tibetan word. The 
phenomenon got its name because 
Tibetan lamas have developed 
the ability to control body 
temperature at will. Photo­
graphs show lamas standing nak­
ed in the snows as an act of 
worship or endurance. Adept 
lamas have been known to stand 
that way for twelve to twenty- 
four hours. In fact, before 
the Chinese took over Tibet, 
there was a College of Magic 
Ritual that offered courses in 
tumo, telepathy, clairvoyance, 
etc. The final exam in the 
tumo course would make most 
American college students blink 
in amazement. To pass the 
course, all a student had to 
do was sit naked on a frozen 

Himalayan lake in midwinter 
with a pile of wet undershirts 
next to him, then put them on 
— one by one — until they 
were dry from the heat of his 
body. Sometimes sheets were 
used instead, but the basic sit­
uation always was the same. 
The student simply passed or 
failed that course.

This strange phenomenon of 
body heat is not limited to 
the mysterious orient. Here in 
the west one can find reports 
of saints and mystics who also 
have experienced this “fire of 
love” as they attempted to be­
come one with God. It was Rolle, 
a 14th century English mystic, 
who gave the title “fire of 
love" to the record of his ex­
periences. George Fox, the 
Quaker, walked barefoot through 
the streets of Litchfield, even 
though it was snowy midwinter, 
because he felt warmed by the 
love of God. A Dominican nun, 
Suor Maria Villani was described 
during her lifetime as “con­
tinually consumed by an unsup­
portable flame of love.” She 
drank over three gallons of water 
a day to relieve her feeling of 
intense heat. Whe she died at 
86, surgeons opened her chest 
and found smoke and heat issu­
ing from her heart, heat so in­
tense that they signed an affi­
davit describing her fantastic 
condition.

According to the Psychic News of England, despite persecution 
and arrest, psychic surgery healers in Brazil continue to en­
joy unprecedented popularity. This was pointed up recently 
when Dr. Andrija Puharich, noted psychic researcher and author, 
after receiving successful healing from Jose Arigo, tried to 
bring him to the United States for tests. Arigo's local towns­
people were incensed by the invitation, however, for Arigo is 
regarded almost as a saint. They even went so far as to per­
suade the local senate representative (who is a Spiritualist) 
to draft legislation designed to prevent Arigo from leaving 
the country. Another Brazilian healer, Lourival de Freitas, 
has about 3,000 patients, averaging about two psychic opera­
tions a day. As with his compatriot, Arigo, it is said that 
no infection ever has resulted from their type of healing.

• * *

"The recent suggestion to a Congressional committee by a Uni­
versity of Arizona physicist that the great electric power 
blackout of 1965 in northeastern United States might be linked 
somehow to unidentified flying objects created quite a stir 
throughout the land," states Carl W. Ritter, the San Diego 
Union Financial Editor. Corporations are also interested in 
such matters it seems, for Electro-Optical Systems, Inc., a 
Xerox Corp, subsidiary, carried an article in its newsletter 
circulated as a service to technical staffs of government, 
military and industrial organizations, translated from Russian 
sources concerning their recent interest in UFOs. One quote 
from the Russian technical press states: "Inasmuch as the body 
of the UFO is often darker than the surrounding medium, it may 
be concluded that it is capable, in a certain stage of evolu­
tion, of absorbing electromagnetic waves of various lengths 
which fall on its surface. " As a result, "under favorable 
conditions, the object can become practically invisible." 
Looks like tangible evidence is still hard for anyone to come 
by as yet.

* * *

“Hang onto your ouija boards, folks, the occult arts are ris­
ing again," declared a New York newspaper in 1967 . . and thus 
began an article in Awake I, a Watchtower giveaway tract of 
some 5,050,000 copies reporting on mounting interest in the 
little ol' ouija board. With sales of about 2,000,000 sets in 
the United States, it is said to have surpassed the game call­
ed 'Monopoly' for the first time in thirty-two years. So inte­
restingly written was the article, including many good book re­
ferences, one would be more tempted to try it than to avoid it. 
Like any other psychic activity, it should be undertaken only 
with advance spiritual preparation and requested protection.
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LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

PERSONAL PSYCHIC INFLUENCE

IN HIS DISCUSSION of this subject, 
Swami Panchadasi states that psychic in­
fluence may be divided into three gene­
ral classes: (1) Personal Influence (2) 
Distant Influence and (3) Indirect Influ­
ence.

The Personal Influence which we shall 
deal with first ranges from the cases of 
strongest control (generally known as 
hypnotism) to cases where merely a slight 
influence is exerted . . but the underly­
ing principle in all cases is the same. 
Alexander the Great, Napoleon Bonaparte 
and Julius Caesar manifested this power 
to a great degree and were able to sway 
men according to their will. All great 
leaders have this power strongly mani­
fested, else they would not be able to in­
fluence the minds of other men.

The principles upon which this type 
of influence depends are based on: Strong 
Desire, Clear Visualization, and Concen­
tration. You must begin by encouraging 
a strong desire to be a positive indivi­
dual, to exert a positive influence over all 
those whom you contact. You must “want” 
this as you want to breathe and to live. 
You will find that those who accomplish 
great things in life are those who have 
strong desire burning in their bosoms. 
There is a strong radiative and inductive 
power in strong desire . . what some gener­
ally call strong will-power.

Then you must form a clear, positive, 
distinct and dynamic mental picture of 
the idea or feeling you wish to induce 
in another person. In doing this you fur­
nish the pattern or design for the mental 
or emotional state you wish induced in the 
other person. Upon the clearness and 
strength of these mental patterns of the 
imagination depends the power of the im­
pression you are inducing.

Last, you must concentrate your mind 
upon the impression you wish to induce in 
the mind of another. You must learn to 
concentrate so forcibly and clearly that 
the idea will stand out as clearly in your 
mind as a single bright star on a dark 
night. By doing this you focus the entire 
force of your mental and psychic energies 
into one particular idea or thought, making 
it act like the focused rays in a sun-glass. 
Diffused thought has a weak effect, but a 
concentrated stream of thought vibrations 
will force its way through all manner of 
obstacles.

The greater the degree to which you mani­
fest these three basic principles, the greater 
will be your success in any form of psy­
chic influence. For further explanation 
at this point, do read Clairvoyance and 
Occult Powers by Panchadasi —from Chimes.

GLIMPSES OF THE MASTERS

HE WHO IS KNOWN as the Mahacho- 
han, the Lord of Civilization, gave this 
message to David Anrias in his book, 
Through the Eyes of the Masters:*

“We whose work it is to gauge correctly 
and counteract, if necessary, the conflict­
ing forces in Space, must know ahead which 
of the numerous astrological cycles and 
sub-cycles — all influencing and inter­
penetrating each other — is to predominate 
at a given time, and the approximate length 
of its duration. Just as a skillful mathe­
matician makes his intricate calculations 
and retains them all in his memory,” he ex­
plains, “so are we in our higher conscious­
ness aware of the essentials of planetary 
problems covering vast periods of time, 
and concentrate upon those which are the 
most pressing at the moment.”

Elaborating further, the Mahachohan 
tells us of how this has been working out. 
“Shortly before the war (World War I) a 
major and minor cycle combined to bring 
about great upheavals . . the vibrations of 
the outside planets being permitted to play 
upon the earth and act as destroying and 
regenerating influences on every plane."

Assuring us of the love and care of the 
overwatching Great Ones, the Master con­
tinues: “Not for one single step of the road, 
apparently so tortuous and steep, is man 
left to stumble alone. He is ever overshad­
owed by the blessing of those who watch, 
those who guide, those who unceasingly 
work for his ultimate happiness. Above all, 
he is overshadowed by the blessing of that 
Great One, the Teacher and Healer of man­
kind, whose Love eternally enfolds the 
world and whose presence upon earth will 
once again be felt and known by those whose 
hearts are attuned to Him.”

While the Hierarchy has functioned for 
18 aeons and countless cycles in silence on

the higher levels of the mental plane, ac­
cording to many disciples and instruments 
with whom they have communicated, it is 
part of the Divine plan that they shall ex­
ternalize again to guide the activities of 
man on Earth. Its Chohans and senior Di­
rectors, such as the Christ, the Manu, and 
the Lord of Civilization have known of this 
Plan and revealed it to other members of 
the Hierarchy so that they, too, could grasp 
and work out the emerging Plan. Alice A. 
Bailey deals with this great coming event 
in several of her books, particularly in The 
Extemalisation of the Hierarchy.*  In 
noting some of the preliminary effects 
we are to witness before this take place, 
Bailey states that some of the available 
inflowing God or Shamballa forces no long­
er need to be stepped-down, but are being 
absorbed by humanity directly, as well as 
by certain subhuman kingdoms, particular­
ly the mineral kingdom. “This latter ab­
sorption will lead eventually, when com­
plete, to those volcanic episodes and those

basic earthquakes which will change the 
face of the earth by the time the sixth 
rootrace comes into manifestion,” writes 
Bailey. Even the Hierarchy itself is be­
ing prepared for adjustment to its exter- 
nalization. Its Chohans, Masters, ini­
tiates, world disciples, disciples and as­
pirants all are passing through a cycle 
of great activity. This entails far more 
difficulty than any of us might imagine 
or anticipate because it entails develop­
ment of “resistance to the pull of the 
lower vibration”—a necessary aspect of 
our normal expression. There is nothing 
in the Masters or higher initiates which 
can respond to any vibration of this na­
ture. Though they cannot absorb it, re­
act to it, or re-develop it again, it can 
cause them the acutest discomfort and 
pain . . the reason why the Son of God in 
the Old Testament was called a “man of 
sorrows and acquainted with grief.” This 
did not refer to His sufferings for poor 
miserable humanity, but was due to the 
fact that He had to submit Himself to con­
tact with humanity, according to Bailey.

In preparing itself for physical mani­
festation, the Hierarchy also is endeav­
oring to “create” needed responsive appar­
atus so they may function with a minimum 
of difficulty, with the least measure of 
handicap, so they can give give full time 
and attention to the work to be done. 
Thus they are attempting to establish a 
closer telepathic rapport and more inti­
mate relationship with their disciples on 
all rays so there can be a free interplay 
of thought and better hierarchal integrity 
which cannot be disrupted or in any way 
lessened. All this is rapidly proceeding. 
The question is: Are the disciples ready?

had to dip her hands in water during her last 
illness because she too felt a tremendous 
inner warmth. When she died, her body re­
mained warm for more than a day afterward, 
and attending nuns could warm their hands 
by placing them near the saint’s heart. 
St. Phillip Neri walked about in winter 
with his clothes open from the girdle up, 
explaining that he had to because of the 
great internal heat felt.

How is it possible to alter and control 
what seems to be an involuntary bodily pro­
cess? The College of Magic Ritual isn’t 
giving away any secrets, but in recent years 
many westerners have been giving thought 
to these matters. The study of oriental 
religions has provided some of the 
clues.

In Hinduism, for example, one of the 
means used to concentrate one’s mind in 
search of union with God is the mantram, 
a short phrase repeated over and over. 
Benjamin Lee Whorf has offered the theory 
that as the mantram is repeated, differ­
ent biorhythms in the body and the cos­
mos are brought into harmony. Normally 
unobserved body vibrations are stepped up 
tremendously and synchronized as the man­
tram user tries to get tuned to the Divine 
frequency, so to speak. He quite literally 
becomes a sort of transmitting/receiving 
set, and, as any child knows, heat is a by­
product of energy transmission.

Another theory offered by D. H. Raw- 
cliffe is that candidates for the study of 
tumo are selected only if they have a nat­
urally high resistance to cold. Then fol­
lows a long period of gradual acclima-

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MAN’S FORCE CENTERS . . THE CHAKRAS

AS WE HAVE LEARNED previously, 
Nature takes precautions to guard man’s 
force centers, or chakras as we also know 
them, until he is able to handle them prop­
erly. She by no means, however, intends 
that they shall always be kept rigidly closed 
. . only that they be opened in the proper 
way.

As yet the ordinary man cannot use pure 
atomic matter either in the physical body 
or in the astral, therefore there is normal­
ly no possibility for him of conscious com­
munication at will between the two planes. 
The proper way to do this is to purify the 
physical and astral bodies until the atomic 
matter in both is fully vitalized. Then 
all communications between the two may 
be able to pass by that road. In that case 
the web (described in the last issue) re­
tains to the fullest degree its position and 
activity and is no longer a barrier to 
perfect communication . . yet it continues 
to fulfill its purpose of preventing close 
contact with the lower subplanes and its 
undesirable influences.

This is why we are urged to wait for 
the unfolding of our psychic powers . . 
until they come in the natural course of 
events as a consequence of the develop­
ment of character . . as they surely will. 
That is natural evolution, really the only 
safe way, for by it the student obtains all 

the benefits and avoids all the dangers. 
That is the Path our Masters have trodden 
in the past and is the Path for us today. 
This is what the eminent occult writer, 
C. W. Leadbeater has advocated in his 
books The Masters and the Path*  and The 
Chakras*,  often referred to in this series. 
Those who attempt to awaken the powerful 
forces resident in these inner centers be­
fore they are ready spiritually often find 
they turn on them in bomerang fashion 
with terrible effect. An individual will 
know if he is ready for such an awaken­
ing, for the sign of this lies in the in­
tuitive knowledge of what to do and in the 
help of the Wise.

One interesting effect of this awaken­
ing, however, is the intensification of the 
sense of unity to which it gives rise . . a 
breaking down of barriers between the var­
ious layers and states of consciousness, 
as well as a breaking down of barriers be­
tween the individual himself and the larger 
Self without. It also intensifies the 
individual consciousness of unity with 
the great consciousness of the Spiritual 
Brotherhood, thus the individual loses his 
sense or illusion of separateness. An un­
usual account of this awakening experience 
is contained in G. S. Arundale’s book, 
Kundalini,*  indeed an eye-opener on this

“TO FIND ONESELF suddenly trans­
formed into a permanent inhabitant of the 
Spirit world is, at first, an overwhelming 
experience,” writes Monsignor Benson to 
Anthony Borgia from Spirit.

tization during which special breathing 
exercises and self-hypnosis are learned. 
While in trance, the student fixes his imag­
ination on an image of heat such as fire 
or the sun. Then the rest is merely a mat­
ter of self-induced anaesthesia.

Perhaps there is another explanation 
than these, but, in any case, the pheno­
menon has been reported too often by too 
many reputable people to ignore it. Skep­
tical scientists who dislike theological spec­
ulations find it hard to accept a cliche such 
as “the power of prayer.” Yet it is diffi­
cult to avoid because this particular phe­
nomenon seems always to arise from con­
ditions of intense meditation and religious 
devotion. Scientists will have to determine 
whether tumo is due to the power of an un­
aided human mind or whether it is due to a 
human mind getting in touch with a power 
greater than itself. For that, you will have 
to wait until later.

American parapsychology's most 
respected team of scholarly re­
searchers in extrasensory per­
ception.

“ESP in the laboratory is the same ESP 
as in spontaneous cases. But like the bare­
foot boy in boots, it does not look or feel 
the same. No longer free and unrestricted, 
now it is cramped and stylized.”

All this is for a reason, explains Dr. 
Louisa E. Rhine in her book, ESP in Life and 
Lab, * as she shows why the laboratory pro­
cess in this field of inquiry is necessary.

“Spontaneous occurrences, whether in­
volving ESP or any other of nature’s pro­
cesses, do not automatically prove and ex­
plain themselves. They must be studied and 
analyzed. They must be subjected to con­
trols, tested, checked, and rechecked accord­
ing to the requirements of scientific method. 
And in the last analysis,” Dr. Rhine reminds 
us, “the requirements of scientific method 
are simply those of making sure, not guess­
ing, at interpretations.”

ESP in the laboratory, however, we must 
remember looks quite different from the real- 
life situations. Of course it is a human one 
too, but in the laboratory it shows unexpect­
ed and puzzling angles. Real-life situations 
have occurred again and again in human ex­
perience, but laboratory test conditions are 
a new aspect and occur in an unfamiliar 
environment. Human reactions to these new 

conditions consequently are new too, and 
call for special study and analysis . . work 
the Rhines have been engaged in for many 
years. In the laboratory the Rhines have 
found that the ESP process may be the same 
essentially, but it acts quite differently 
in its new environment than before. The 
pieces of the picture one finds in the labo­
ratory do not so easily explain themselves. 
Here numerous puzzling “side effects” have 
been encountered over the years. Although 
the result of restricted conditions neces­
sary for controlled experimental methods, 
if interpreted correctly, Dr. Rhine feels, 
should give an added angle of observation 
on the nature of the psi (ESP) process. 
Each new answer yielded by research gives 
increased understanding even though ques­
tions continue to arise.

In life and in the laboratory each gives 
separate testimony about the “intuitive pro­
cess,” for each one reflects a separate and 
different segment of it. In each the ESP 
process is a delicate mental one which fluc­
tuates with every change, internal or exter­
nal. In each, it is filtered through the maze 
of personality structure, but in both it is 
a lawful phenomenon subject to scientific
