MANY THOUSANDS of Ameri-
cans who will have traveled to Mexi-
co this year to witness the Olympic
games for the first time will learn of
Guadalupe, the Patron Saint of mil-
lions, whose shrine lies just out-
side Mexico City.

There is hardly a Mexican home,
bus, taxi, or business firm without
its altar or its little shrine to
Guadalupe. For centuries Mexicans
have traveled from all parts of the
country to worship and seek mira-
culous cures at their national shrine
honoring this lovely Saint.

Walls of the church building are
covered with hundreds and thousands
of “testimonials." Each testimon-
ial tells how, after prayer, Guada-
lupe intervened to heal a body,
rescue a person from danger, or
otherwise perform a miraculous act.
Many of the testimonials are accom-
panied by crude drawings. Even
non-Catholics seem to be caught
under the spell of Guadalupe, for
she seems to perform good deeds
for everyone with a sincere heart
and fervent prayer — regardless
of their faith.

The story of Guadalupe's coming
goes back to when she first appear-
ed to a lowly, poverty-stricken In-
dian, Juan Diego. On December 9,
1531, before dawn, Juan — a con-
verted Catholic who lived in the
town of Tolpetlac — set out on
foot to attend Mass at a nearby
town. Just at sunrise he arrived
at the hill, Tepeyacac. As he
climbed up the hill, he heard from
the top of it a symphony of sweet
melodious music. He looked up . .
and, almost dazzling his eyes,
saw glimmering a pure white cloud,
circled with a rainbow of all hues,
illuminating the hill.

THE HIPPIE
MOVEMENT?

THE HIPPIE MOVEMENT-like many
other things man becomes involved in—
represents the extremes by those who have
embraced this kind of thinking and acting.
It is not anything which will have lasting
popularity or influence, but it does give
us an opportunity to examine another sign
of the time—or mark of the age—telling
us it is, indeed, the latter-day period re-
ferred to in the Bible.

On the one side, it has attracted those
who do not wish to accept any authority in
any aspect of their lives. This is absolute-
ly wrong, of course, for man does have
much responsibility . . not only to himself,
but to others, to the race, and, above all,
to God—man’s creator and benefactor.
When one learns the true meaning of spiri-
tual authority and of his responsibility
to others he does not find it a burden,
but rather a freedom he cannot even begin
to imagine in his unawakened state.

One day we all will learn that we cannot
advance spiritually when we refuse to ac-
cept not only authority but responsibility.
Each of us must come to recognize the au-
thority of the Christ Self within . . the
true spiritual individual created in the
image and likeness of God. The lack of
such recognition or of willingness to ac-
cept this spiritual truth is the root of
man's problems in relationship to all his
misfortunes. Each of us must come to ac-
cept the truth that it is the Christ Self
that is the real individuality, not the mor-
tal consciousness. With this recognition
must come the responsibility to fulfill that
for which the Christ Self has projected an
individual soul into incarnation . . to be
about the Father's business in manifest-
ing the soul mission for that one life-
time.

At the other extreme, we have those
new-age souls who are of a higher spiritual
evolution and who have incarnated here
expressly to help man of Earth achieve a
new level of spiritual awareness and life.
Many of these individuals have great diffi-
culty acclimatizing or adjusting to the pres-
ent gross errors and low level of mankind'’s
expression. Without proper guidance from
others who also have come to help in this
age-end event, and without stable involve-
ment in their individual environments, they
may have a temporary, or even a perma-
nent, period of frustration and confusion in
finding themselves, in relating to the world,
and in bringing forth their soul missions.
Such souls are not seeking to evade author-
ity and responsibility, but instead are
temporarily expressing their unwillingness
to accept hate in place of love, war in
place of peace, and error in place of truth.
Their theme truly is that LOVE is the only
power that is real and that can solve all
mankind’s problems. They are reacting to
their high level of spiritual understanding
and soul mission but have not yet been able
to find the method of directing that call-
ing in their present Earth lives. When
they do, they will be a great force for
good. These people are recognized by their
clean-cut, even if at times rather out-
landish, appearance, habits and manners.
They do not use their feeling of being
apart from the mainstream in any negative
manner, such as hatred, violence, destruc-
tive, bigotry, low morality or any other

ARE OUR IDEAS ABOUT ESP WRONG?

“Has the subculture of today’'s psy-
chical research groups generated ideas
about ESP activation which are entire-
ly wrong?” ask authors and psychic re-
searchers Karlis Osis and Malcolm E.
Turner, Jr., in a recent edition of Pro-
ceedings of the American Society for
Psychical Research. “We cannot give a
definite answer,” they reply . . “We feel
results challenge us to do a lot of re-
thinking and readjusting.” In their
research work it has been discovered
that “what seems to work for one per-
son seems to be irrelevant or hinder-
ing for another. For example, warm
baths, alcohol, music, and meditation
appeared to have done both—increas-
ed and depressed the ESP score. May-
be there is no such thing as a pure
subject,” they conclude, for they have
encountered plenty of individuals who
have their own personality traits, be-
lief systems, idiosyncrasies, stereo-
types and unique creativeness.

Another discovery research has un-
covered is that no single dimension
by itself can account for the working
of ESP. “Arousal,” *“alertness,” and
“relaxation,” often involve several
dimensions. “Arousal” by misfortune,
for example, is favorable to ESP for
some, but for others it seems to work
only if combined with something “re-
laxing" (a bath), or “creative” (piano
playing). With others, it can be stir-
ring up the personality resources in
situations such as surgery, illness,
danger, important decisions, etc. Psy-
chological variables might combine with
physical. ESP can be different for dif-
ferent people — even men and women!

WHAT IS your goal in life? For many it
is the achievement of happiness — very
often of an outward nature. Yet when life’s
various crises arrive, self-satisfied as we
might appear to be, we are empty inside
and have not developed the wisdom and the
strength to meet those crises.

Earthly existence’s actual purpose is
growth, not pleasure. “We are pilgrims
from Eternity on a temporary journey into
earth life,” writes Flower A. Newhouse in
Meditation: The Way to Attainment *“Our
best hope for fulfilling the purpose of this
earthly pilgrimage is to relate ourselves
as best we can to the Divine Cause which
projected us into human life. As we do
this, it gradually is clarified that our out-
ward mission is that of impressing upon
earth the reality of Eternity.”

Rev. Newhouse, as many other occult and
truth writers have expressed it, feels that
a strong relationship with Eternity can
only be laid through Conscious Remem-
brance . . another term for meditation . .
a means of establishing our spiritual iden-
tity in the realm of Unceasing Reality.

Most of us, it seems, make fitful con-
tacts with Reality only when some urgent
need brings us to God. Most of the time
we move from one desire and pleasure to
another, continuing to find only emptiness
and destitution in outward things. Even-
tually, however, we come to see the vital
necessity for consistent and regular turn-
ing to the inner way. In time each soul
comes to recognize that his only need is
God. This awareness enables him to move
beyond self-centeredness, then worldly-
centeredness, to God-centeredness. Once
we attain this state, there is unending
progress . . unceasing unfoldment.

Speaking up for the importance of regu-
lar attunement with the Divine by

means of meditation, it is Rev. Newhouse’s feeling that
we become empowered not only with strengthened self-
control and growth in spiritual-mindedness, but that
they put us in alignment with wholeness . . all the ele-
ments of being that constitute our completeness. An-
other of meditation’s abilities is that of extending and
expanding our active consciousness. Yet another of
its powers is to train us to exercise conscious control
over our submerged unconscious forces, and to

us access to the illimitable powers of our inherent sup-
raconsciousness. It can easily be seen, then, that per-
sistent training and regularity of our times of medita-
tion are small payment for such far-reaching magni-
tudes of unfoldment.

There are also other advantages in regularity: It
permits a gradual acquaintanceship with one’s own
spiritual identity, affording continuous soul strength-
ening, astral cleansings, and liberations. It provides
rhythmic contact with the Eternal when we are so be-
set with daily difficulties. It might be necessary, how-
ever, for the weak or fearful to learn through disillu-
sionments more lessons from worldliness. Rev. New-
house feels, before they can willingly give themselves
to a life program of Spiritual Discoveries. We all well
know that unconquered instincts such as excessive
self-indulgence in food, sensuality, indolence, extrava-
gance, or irritability do exert themselves when we
strive to align ourselves to the finer forces inherent in us.

“Slowly instinctive forces and habits recede,” accord-
ing to Rev. Newhouse, “as their Master convinces them
they will be indulged no longer but shall instead be
brought to a constructive usefulness in his service.

If you are interested in any kind of communication, think about
this: "Continuous television viewing nightly is an obstacle to
the development of observation. The stimulus of television pro-
grams is an intense external impact. . The consciousness becomes
more and more receptive only to these intense impressions, aided
abetted by the emotional states they produce. As a result
the individual loses the forcefulness of self-motivated attention.
He comes to observe only that which literally pounds upon the
door of his consciousness. Consequently, his ABILITY TO COMMU-
NICATE IS RESTRICTED. He merely regurgitates principally what
he "saw and heard on television,’ " so says the Rosicruaian Digest.



DISTANT PSYCHIC INFLUENCE

THE SECOND of the three types of psy-
chic influence Swami Panchadasi discusses
in his book, Clairvoyance and Occult Pow-
ers, s Distant Psychic Influence.

This is a type of psychic induction mani-
fested when people are at a distance from
one another, not in each other’s presence.
Here we see the principle of telepathy in-
volved in the process of mental induc-
tion . . sometimes even the astral tele-
pathic sense. However, primarily the prin-
ciple involved here is the same as that
in direct Personal Influence, for it mat-
ters little whether the space to be covered
by the psychic vibratory waves is one foot
or a thousand miles . . the principle is
the same.

By using the imagination to bring into
the mind a strong clear picture of another
person, you may induce a condition of re-
port in which that person will be practi-
cally in the same psychic relation to you
as if he were actually before you. If the
person is knowledgeable in occult matters,
he may — if he wishes — shut you out by
drawing a psychic circle around himself
which you cannot penetrate, or by sur-
rounding himself with a psychic armor or
atmosphere which would preclude it. The
average person knows nothing of this, how-
ever, and is easily reached in this manner.

You may also establish an en rapport
condition by psychometric methods . . by
holding to your forehead an article which
has been in another's possession for some
time, an article worn by him, a piece of
his hair, etc. Or you may use the crystal
to bring up his astral vision before you.
You may also erect an “astral tube” to es-
tablish a strong condition of rapport.

Having brought a person into your pres-
ence, you would act precisely as if that
person were present before you, stat-

ing what it is you have in mind to accom-
plish. This is the keynote . . the rest is
simply an elaboration and stating of de-
tails of methods.

This phase of Distant Psychic Influence
is at the bottom of all the wonderful tales,
stories and legends of supernatural pow-
ers with which the pages of history are
filled. There is, of course, always much
exaggeration and much distortion in such
legends and tales, but they also illus-
trate a very important psychic principle.
By denying the power of any person over
you, you practically neutralize his psy-
chic power, and the stronger and more posi-
tive your belief in your immunity, and your
denial of his power over you, the more
you rob him of any such power. We shall al-
so see how this principle operates when fear
rules.

“Those, my son, who would have had me
appear in this Age as | appeared in Pales-
tine have failed even to visualize the pos-
sibility that I might be limited by Karma in
the choice of my medium. For | who hold
the office of World Teacher am only per-
mitted to use a physical body selected by
the Lords of Karma, and one which needs
must express the characteristics of the zodi-
acal sign of the future cycle, rather than
those of the sign through which I mani-
fested two thousand years ago.

“The essential difference between the
Age which is passing,” Lord Maitreya ex-
plains, “and the Age which is being bom
is that man is learning to leave the world
of emotions in order to enter the kingdom
of the mind . . | have endeavored to set
the future course whereby man might follow
me to those still higher regions where in-
tuition is enthroned.”

contact with other types of men and their
lines of development. “Thus although Krish-
namurti was right to emphasize the neces-
sity for independent thought,” Lord Mait-
reya explains, “he was wrong in assuming
that everyone else—regardless of past Kar-
ma and present limitations, could instant-
ly reach that point which he himself had
reached only through lives of effort, and
by the aid of those Cosmic Forces appor-
tioned to him solely for his office as Her-
ald of the New Age.”

Speaking of the conditions prevailing
in our time, Lord Maitreya continues:

“What may arise from the present wreck-
age of broken shibboleths, traditions and
beliefs, from doubt, chaos and soul-anguish,
is a new-found determination on the part
of the individual to school himself to ac-
quire those faculties which shall enable
him to attain by his own efforts a unique
and personal contact with the Masters and
with God.

“Henceforth 1 come not solely through
groups with recognized officials, through
organizations rendering me what is often
no more than lip-service in their assump-

tions of Brotherhood . . | come to each and
all who love me, no matter of what race,
class or creed. The greatness of their
need of me, the strength of their desire
to see me, shall be the measure of their
power to see me. The peasant in the
Swiss mountains; the scientist in the lab-
oratory, the artist dreaming of his crea-
tions, the mystic and the psychologist;
the spiritualist and the musician . . to
these, and many others, | come if their
intuition, their inner vision be true
enough to recognize me, if there be in their
hearts that which responds to the love which
eternally flows forth to them from mine.

“Verily it has been proclaimed through-
out the ages that God is Love—Love, the
very essence of the Absolute—so that even
those things which men look upon as eman-
ating from the Dark Forces are but one
aspect of that Love which ever seeks to
draw all unto fusion with Itself.

“Therefore by this Power which | hold—
Almighty Love—seek | to draw the hearts
of men into unity with that Good, that Hap-
piness, which is for all men the goal.”

And concluding his message to those who
are His own, he reminds us: “Through these
my own will | speak, will I walk amongst
men when the hour strikes, not confined to
one recognized medium or vehicle, but
wherever the light of aspiration is kindled
within a heart, there is my medium . . there
is my vehicle.”

roses fell to the floor and a life-size image of the
dusky Lady appeared on the coarse, hand-woven
material of the cloak.

The bishop was greatly impressed, and so were
thousands of others who had heard of the miracle.
Within a matter of weeks the Mexicans completed
the shrine.

Although some may dismiss all this as “just a
beautiful legend," there are some facts that cannot
be shrugged away.

The tilma was woven of cactus fibers, which, nor-
mally, would disintegrate in about 20 years. This
one shows no signs of disintegration after four cen-
turies! The beautiful colors on it are just as fresh
as the day Juan and the bishop first saw them. Ar-
tists say they know of no way the painting could
have been made on the tilma's coarse texture. One
cannot even see any visible brush strokes on the
painting. The painting also is said to be visible on
both sides of the tilma, and the color seems to be
within the fabric.

It has survived the touches and kisses of count-
less pilgrims, a bombing, and once nitric acid was
spilled on it accidentally . . yet it remains fresh,
bright, and unmarred by time in any way.

Mexican oculists are especially anxious to study
the eyes of the image, for within the irises seem to
appear tiny reflections of the face and upper body of
a man. Dr. Rafael Torija Lavagnet, who used an
ophthalmoscope for light and magnification, reported
that he found the image of a man in each eye. “The
shining reflections show effectively that the human
figure is an image reflected in the cornea . . not an
optical illusion caused by some accident of the paint-
ing’s texture,” according to Dr. Lavagnet.

The painting itself is a life-size image of a young
woman of about fifteen, hands clasped in adora-
tion, standing on a sliver of moon. She wears a rose-
covered, full-length tunic over which is a bluegreen
mantle. She is upheld by an angel and surrounded
by one hundred golden rays.

The Virgin of Guadalupe has rescued not only in-
dividuals but whole communities.

Continuing this second part of a three part series
(the first of which appeared in the July-August is-
sue), we take a closer look at the reasons why there
are pitfalls for those who are attracted to occult
studies. Usually it is ignorance of the spiritual law
which lead to dangers and abuses.)

THERE ARE many types of obsessions
(as we have seen in Part | of this series),
just as there are many characteristics
which make up the nature of the obsessors.
Irresponsibility, the desire to do evil, re-
venge, hate and envy of good already have
been mentioned, to which we can add a
couple of other characteristics that are
common to them:

The feeling of cowardice—This induces
spirits to take advantage of the moral
weakness of certain individuals whom they
know to be incapable of resisting them
They always feel the urge to torment some-
one and seek those who offer no resis-
tance to them. They are characterized by
impure ideas and abject sentiments.

The pride of false knowledge—This is
false virtue of certain spirits whose in-
telligence is allied to evil and malice. They
try to ensure that their ideas shall al-
ways prevail . . however absurd and dis-
sipated they may be. They seek to dazzle
by pompous words, by their manner, by
boastfully attempting to impose their
opinions and systems of science, social
economy, religion and philosophy. Morality
means nothing to them. These are the most
dangerous, as their sophisms cost them
nothing, since they can arouse belief in
the most ridiculous Utopias. They care-
fully avoid giving any bad advice, so that
those who are deceived by them are the
first to defend them.

Obsession and Mediums:

1) Simple obsession — In this case,

the medium is fully aware that he is the
prey of a lying spirit which does not dis-
guise the fact or in any way dissimulate
he has bad intentions and aims to vex. The
medium easily recognizes this false situ-
ation and, as he remains on his guard, is
rarely deceived. Danger does not really
exist for the medium who fully appreciates
that he has to deal with such spirits which
would attach themselves tenaciously to
him and place obstacles in the way of com-
munications he would like to receive from
serious and friendly spirits.

2) Fascination — This is a different
case, and so is the character responsible
for it. Such a spirit has a knack of inspir-
ing blind confidence in the medium and
of preventing him from seeing the deceit
in which he has become entangled, or from
realizing the absurd nature of what he says
or writes. The fascinated medium does not
understand that he is being deceived, and
the illusion produced by the direct action
of the spirit on the medium's thought can
lead him into ridiculous and dangerous sit-
uations. What the persecutor-obsessor fears
most are people who can see clearly. Thus
his tactics are to impress on the medium
to steer clear of anyone who might open his
eyes. The fascinated medium delights in
the errors into which he has been led and
repulses any help. The task of one who
wants to help him becomes easier when the
obsessed person can understand his sad
plight and is receptive to goodwill and
to prayer.

We shall continue this analysis with
our look at the subjugated medium (from a
moral and a physical standpoint) next issue.

THE RHINES

EVEN THE people who are pretty well
aware of what ESP is are not often too sure
of the extent of their own faculties.

Dr. J. B. Rhine has made it quite easy
for anyone to test himself for ESP ability.
The easiest type of ESP for self-testing is
clairvoyance, or the ESP of objects, such
as cards — playing cards.

Any cards that come in pack for games
would do, but the standard playing card
pack would be the handiest probably. Begin
by taking out the four aces and laying them
on the table in a row, face-upward.

Then take the other 48 cards, shuffle
them, with only the backs visible; keeping
them face down, ask yourself which ace the
top card will match for suit. Do not look
closely at the backs of the cards, but fo-
cus, rather, on the four aces. One may seem
a little different to you, indicating the
one that the card in your hand matches.
Lay it down, still keeping it face-down. Do
the same thing with the next card, and
keep on until you have placed all 48 cards.
Pay no attention to the order and avoid
falling into any kind of rhythm or pat-
tern. Simply take each card by itself
and ask: “What is the suit of this card?”
Use any hunches or intuitive feelings
you may have. Follow the impulse that
comes first to mind or seems to draw your
hand with the card in it. Each one should
work out his own method, for it is largely
an individual matter as to how one will do
his or her best. Avoid having people near-
by who will distract your attention. Take

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the test seriously, if you are serious about
testing your ESP ability.

When all the cards have been laid down,
turn them over, one pile at a time, and
see how many hits you have made. Make a
record of each such run through the pack,
then keep a record of all your scores.

You should get 12 hits out of the 48
cards, on the average. If you do only one
run through the pack, you had better not
conclude you have demonstrated ESP abil-
ity unless you get 20 or more cards right
in the run. If you do 10 such runs through
the pack, you need only average 15 hits
per run. This would give you a total of
30 hits above the average expected for 10
runs, or 120, in order to show rather de-
finitely that you have this type of ability.

In a laboratory test you would not be
allowed to see the backs of the cards be-
cause there might possibly be some sensory
cue that would identify the card for you.
For your own self-testing, however, you
would naturally avoid using such cues and
would not concentrate on the backs of the
cards anyhow.
