| WOULD LIKE to share with you what has been
perhaps the greatest revelation of my entire life, and
this revelation came to me . . not in life physically
as you know it . . but actually in the experience of
death.

It was at this interesting time | discovered—as
| had always believed—that the grave was only the
threshold of something greater than man could as-
sume or suppose.

For a moment, | must, if | may, talk a little bit
about my passing. As we all approach the time when
we know we shall make that journey, there is a seem-
ing disturbance within even those who have the great-
est faith and knowledge. For, although we are as-
sured of life eternal, we certainly are not in a posi-
tion to have experienced this path before passing. It
is a new experience that stands before us, therefore it
looms large, and we look upon it with fear. We look
upon it with anxiety as we would, perhaps, even in
the most simple sense such as when we think about
taking an airplane trip for the first time. For me it
was an experience very similar to this. | approached
it much as | would approach boarding an airplane for
the first time . . and my experience seemed to be
just as thrilling as that experience proved to be.

I found almost to the instant that my flesh was
separated from the Spirit that | was set free. | was
set free in the sense that it was not explainable by
words. | was set free as | had never been set free
before, and, as ! turned and looked upon my fleshly
body, | suddenly realized that | was no longer bound
and captive to Earth, that | could, at will, appar-
ently, move. So | began moving.

I had always wondered just what Heaven was like.
Oh, | had read a great deal. | had heard a great deal,
and | had witnessed a great deal. Yes, | had even
seen the departed spirits of many of my friends dur-
ing my lifetime. | didn't say much about it then, be-
cause | am confident that the majority of people
could not have accepted or believed it. Therefore,
naturally, lavoided mentioning it to too many people.

However, | suddenly realized that | was no longer
limited to the flesh, and immediately | began to
search for a path | could find here that would lead
me to the realization of this Heaven | wanted to
know about. As | embarked upon this search, | found
myself surrounded by many friends . . almost as
though my thoughts had called them to my side.

One of the articles most frequently re-
quested for reprint—first appeared in the
June, 1963 Chimes.

These friends certainly were a welcome sight. | was
so delighted to see that they too had experienced —
as | had —the complete freedom of the flesh, and that
they could, apparently, just appear to me by my
thinking. Since | had arrived | truly did not expect
to meet anyone, and | could not know how anyone
knew | was coming. However . . there they were!

So together in a joysome group, we continued on
this great adventure, moving upward, as it were, and
yet | don't believe that it actually had anything to
do with distance. Rather, | am sure that it had
something to do with dimension, until—finally—
I discovered myself lying on a little cot. It was a
simple little thing, and. as | lay there, | contem-
plated. | could not understand why | should be tired,
since actually | had not expended any energy,
and, while | was no longer in the body, it seemed to
me that | should not be tired. | almost got up to
go on my way when | was cautioned by a friend that
| should rest for a moment, that it was a strain and
a new experience for me, that | should not take it
too quickly. Well, | rested—perhaps not as long
as they would have liked—and then we continued on
the way.

Upon arriving, | discovered (in the state of ex-
istence in which | was to abide for the present time)
that this was an unusual world . . unusual in that
it was not quite what | had expected. | was confi-
dent it was going to be considerably different than
| was able to see. As | looked about me, | noticed
there were buildings and trees, and people moving to
and fro. There were homes on the hillsides, trees
and flowers and bushes, grass everywhere, as beau-
tiful as on any golf course you have seen .. and even
water, a lovely stream of water. All of these things
were most inspiring. It made me feel very much
at home. Later on it was explained to me that they
were to have made me feel a bit more comfortable
in my new experience. | stayed there for some little
time and oriented myself to the new kingdom in
which | was living.

For a while | became very curious about how to
travel over here. | found that we travel by thought
. . to think yourself somewhere is to be there. |
wanted to know more about these functions. |
wanted to know all about what happened to all the
prayers. | wanted to know what occurred when these
prayers reached out, and just how it was that they



were answered. | wanted to know all of the intri-
cate designs between the great pattern of God's
Laws which | had tried to understand and follow.

Time passed rather quickly, but my interest just
as quickly waned as | became aware of these things
I wanted to know but became tired of just waiting
and doing nothing. | had never been one just to
wait. | have always been one to do. So | was look-
ing forward to doing all that | could do. Conse-
quently it was not too long before | had a little
advancement.

We went to a beautiful place called "Blue Island."
This is a very interesting place, and intriguing as
well. 1t was here | discovered that man has the op-
portunity to continue studying in any field or en-
deavor of his interest. Now perhaps you would feel
this is a little strange . . that the things of Earth
should continue on over here.

BRAIN OPERATES ARTIFICIAL ARM

llustrating in a different way what
parapsychologists call PK (control of
mind over matter) is the operation of
a new prosthetic device described in the
San Diego Union called the “Boston
Arm,” said to be the first above-elbow
device an amputee can “will" into ac-
tion.

MATHEMATICAL MEASURE OF ESP

It often has been predicted that sci-
ence will prove what philosophy and re-
ligion contend to be true. In a recent
edition of Theta, bulletin for the Psy-
chical Research Foundation of Durham,
N.C., it was noted that under a grant
from the Parapsychological Foundation
of New York, Dr. John L. Artley of the
Department of Electrical Engineering
at Duke University would attend the
annual convention of the Parapsycho-
logical Association in Freiburg, Ger-
many to present a paper he had prepar-
ed on *“Mathematical Models for the
Attenuation Effect in Two RSPK
Cases.” Dr. Artley’s studies, based on
mathematical computations, show the
tendency of poltergeist effects to di-
minish with increased distance from
the agent or person affected.

WHAT IS MEDITATION? Many peo-
ple do not know what meditation is. Accord-
ing to T. Lobsang Rampa, author of Chap-
ters of Life,* meditation is a special form of
concentration or directed thinking which
disciplines the mind, and which forms a
special attitude of mind. It is that form
of directed thought which enables us to
perceive through the subconscious and
other systems, that which would not be pos-
sible for us to perceive in any other way.

Meditation is of extreme importance as
it awakens the mind to higher conscious-
ness and permits the mind to ‘tap in' more
freely to the subconscious, just as one
can consult a large library for special in-
formation. Unless one knows how to use
this library it is useless.

If anyone is to make any real progress
in spiritual attainment, the discipline of
meditation is essential. In many countries
worshippers clear their minds by a short
meditation period before entering their
temple. This in order that the mind would
be open to receive Divine Revelation and
Instruction. The process of praying should
always be commenced by a period of medi-
tation which clears the mind of the gar-
bage of thought and makes one ready to
receive inspiration from higher planes.

True meditation has four different parts:

1. That meditational practice which as-
sists in the development of the true per-
sonality of the meditator, which makes him
capable of a happier and more successful
personal and social adjustment to his life
and his work.

2. The bringing of the physical body in
rapport with the overself and with the
Manu of the nation.

3. The gaining of full
standing.

4. Mystical meditation which takes us

by way of the Silver Cord to the Overself, and by way
of the Golden Cord of our Overself into the presence
of that Great Entity which, for want of a better term
down here, we call ‘God.” The first two steps are the
essential ones, the ones upon which one should con-
centrate first.

A word of caution is in order. Just as one who is
weak and underdeveloped cannot be a weight-lifter at
once, one cannot overdo meditation. Meditation should
be regarded as exercises of the soul, and if rushed
into without a prior plan and with too little prepar-
ation, one will find he is stiff in the mind and that
his enthusiasm has considerably waned.

The following is a suggested order of meditation:

1. Have as your first meditation the meditation of
love, to think kind thoughts toward all creatures who
live.

2. After the first meditation of love, concentrate
on all those who are in distress. As you think of those
you will find yourself feeling their sorrows and mis-
eries, and out of your compassion you will send to
them thought rays of understanding and sympathy.

3. The third meditation is for the happiness of
others. You rejoice that at last they have attained
the prosperity and all that for which they long. You
project to the outside world thoughts of joy.

4. The fourth meditation is the meditation of evil.
In this you allow your mind to meditate upon sin and
illness. You think how narrow is the margin between
sanity and insanity, health and sickness. You think
how brief is the pleasure of the moment, and how all-
encompassing the evil of giving in to the pleasure of
the moment, and then you

think of the sorrow which Celebrating the birth of omniscient, omnipotent Christ con-
can be caused by pandering sciousness on the joyous Christmas festivity of your inner

to evil.

5. The fifth meditation is that
in which we attain serenity
and tranquillity. In the meditation of serenity you
rise above the mundane plane, you rise above feel-
ings of earthly love or hate, of oppression or of fear,
and regard the future with tranquillity.

LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

Distant Psychic Influence (continued)

IN GOING INTO some of the aspects of
Distant Psychic Influence mentioned in the
previous issue, we learned that fear plays
a role in this phenomenon.

When we deny the power of another per-
son over us, we neutralize his psychic pow-
er. Then, too, the stronger and more posi-
tive our belief in immunity from another’s
power, the more we rob him of that power.
The average person, however, Swami Pan-
chadasi tells us in his book. Clairvoyance
and Occult Powers does not know this and
is more or less passive to influences of other
persons. Tbe degree to which this is done
depends upon the psychic development of
the person seeking to influence him. Those
who are extremely sensitive to psychic in-
fluence are usually persons who believe
firmly that another person can and does
have power over them, and, as a conse-
quence, are more or less afraid of them. This
belief and fear in turn acts to make them
even more sensitive and impressionable and
easily affected by psychic induction. Once
a person accepts another person’s power
over him, it is inevitable that he would
come to fear that same power. The greater
the belief in, and fear of, the power of an-
other person, the greater the susceptibility
to his influence. Conversely, the greater
the belief in one’s own power to neutralize
the power of another over him, the greater
his immunity. This is the rule!

The scientific investigator of this phase
of psychic influence also will wish to be-
come acquainted with what the occultists
call “the astral tube.” In this phase of
the phenomena, you manifest upon the as-
tral plane, rather than upon the physical
plane, by means of imagination or visuali-
zation, a tube or small tunnel between your-
self and the person whom you wish to in-
fluence. You start by picturing in your
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mind a whirling vortex . . similar to the
whirling ring of smoke emitted from a
“coughing” engine, or a man smoking a
cigar . . about six inches to one foot in dia-
meter. You must will the vortex-ring to
move forward as if it were actually bor-
ing a tunnel through the atmosphere. Once
the knack of producing such an astral tube
is acquired, it will be found that the vi-
sualized tunnel seems to vibrate with a
peculiar intensity and will seem to be com-
posed of a substance far more subtle
than air. Then, at the other end of this
astral tube, the person whom you wish to
contact is pictured. The person will seem
as if viewed through the wrong end of an
opera-glass. When this condition is gained,
a high degree of rapport will exist between
you and that person, and you may then
begin your communications. (To'continue)

THE ASSERTION that “dead men tell no
tales” long has been proved untrue. Count-
less so-called dead men—women and chil-
dren too—persistently have shown them-
selves to be very much alive by returning
to Earth to say so. Monsignor Robert Hugh
Benson, son of a former Archbishop of Can-
terbury, is one of the many who have re-
turned to Earth to deny they are dead.
Benson has given his accounts in three vol-
umes to Anthony Borgia, all of them con-
taining important and interesting features
of Spirit life.

One account given describes the arrival
in Spirit of a young boy.

How can we help others to be liberated?

Concluded in this issue is the last of a three-part
series in which we take a closer look at the reasons

WHY there can be pitfalls for those attracted to oc-

cult studies. As can easily be seen, IGNORANCE of
spiritual laws on the part of the obsessor and the
obsessed can lead to dangers and abuses.

OF THOSE TYPES of obsessions in-
volving mediums considered thus far
we have learned what a simple obses-
sion is and something about how fas-
cination works. Let us now take a look
at the subjugation and possession of
a medium:

In subjugation (moral), the medium’s
will is paralyzed. He does things in spite
of himself, is driven by the tenacious
influence of the obsessing spirit which
forces upon him ideas and resolutions
which, in a general way, are nearly al-
ways extravagant, eccentric and usually
absurd.

In possession (a combination of moral
and physical subjugation) the spirit
acts on the physical organs and pro-
vokes in the medium involuntary move-
ments, leading him into the most incredi-
ble and absurd acts. With his moral sense
depressed, his mind perturbed, and his
character softened by the psychophys-
ical domination of the obsessor, the me-
dium loses his will completely and his
own freedom of choice.

Now let us see what some of the typ-
ical characteristics are that an obsessing
spirit displays:

1) Persistence in communicating, wheth-
er welcome or not, by writing, clair-
audience, etc, and preventing other spi-
rits from doing so.

2) Ilusion which, despite his intel-
ligence, prevents the medium from recog-
nizing the false and ridiculous nature

of the communications received.

3) Belief in the infallibility and ident-
ity claimed by the communicating ob-
sessing spirit, who, misusing respected
and venerated names, says false or ab-
surd things.

4) Confidence on the medium’s part
in the eulogies handed out to him by the
obsessing spirit.

5) The inclination to keep away from
persons who might express useful opin-
ions which might differ.

6) Criticism of communications received
is taken badly.

7) The incessant and inopportune urge
to speak and write.

8) Any kind of physical impediment
which dominates the medium’s will and
compels him to act and speak in a way
contrary to his real wishes.

9) Persistent noises and disorder in
the neighborhood of the medium, he be-
ing the cause of everything or the ob-
ject of it.

Since we now have some idea of what
is involved in this condition, should we
or can we do anything to help eliminate
it? Both the obsessor and the obsessed
merit our understanding and com-
passion, for we should understand that
every obsession has its basis in reci-
procity, in that obsessor and obsessed
are two desperate hearts within the hell
created by themselves. Obsession is an
illness of the soul and must be treated
as such. Let us therefore, in the pres-
ence of Spiritual Protectors, show them
that they can destroy once and for
all time the dark bonds of hate and ran-
cor that are marring their peace and
happiness. Let us not accuse, torment,
condemn, or ridicule them, but—with
patience — let us meet all affronts



with a serene mind, keeping our silence, and serving in
such a way that always we may be able to receive them
in a spirit of peace and understanding. We must make
use of a good word and a good thought with firmness
and moral authority in order that a noble example can
raise and rebuild their hopes and their lives.

Obsessions always spring from some moral imperfec-
tion which allows another unevolved spirit to gain in-
fluence. One must fortify his soul by making use of the
different forms of spiritual nourishment, such as one
finds in inspiring books, lessons and lectures, in medi-
tation and prayer.

The obsessed person must come to understand that he
is one of the principal agents in the process of getting
rid of the obsession. He must understand that the re-
form of his inferior spiritual companion—the obsessor
—depends on his own reform in the direction of good.

It will not matter how many elevating discourses he
hears, how many lessons he has had based on spiritual
teachings, or how much good advice he has received,
unless he heeds this one admonition:

Help yourself, that Heaven may help you!

Finally, in order to make certain of the complete liber-
ation of the obsessed, it is essential that the obsessing
spirit should be led to renounce his designs to furth-
er influence, that he should feel repentence and the
desire to do good. This can be done by means of instruc-
tion skillfully administered with the object of giving
moral education, and by prayer. In ALL cases of obses-
sion prayer is the most powerful of all means at our dis-
posal for turning the obsessor from his harmful inten-
tions. Just driving off an obsessor at any price accom-
plishes nothing since the obsessor and the obsessed con-
tinue to be linked by a magnetic function, even at a dis-
tance. Enlightenment in a clear, precise and effective
manner and sending thoughts of love to each is the only
way to accomplish a permanent release. Helping others
that they may learn to help themselves, and, in turn,
help others is the highest form of help we can give.

Dion Fortune’s writings on obsession well illustrates
these points, particularly her book, Psychic Self-De-
fence, available from Chimes. (The foregoing series was
adapted from Yours Fraternally, 1.F.S. quarterly.)

KEEPING UP WITH
THE RHINES

American parapsychology's most

respected

team of scholarly re-

searchers in extrasensory per-
ception.

COMMENTING ON what he sees as the
present status and prospect of parapsy-
chology today, Dr. J. B. Rhine, Director of
the Foundation for Research on the Na-
ture of Man at Durham, North Carolina, is
of the opinion that research findings in this
field are now definitely and increasingly mak-
ing sense, that they fit together in a high-
ly satisfactory way and show the lawful
order one expects to find in a branch of
natural science. The fact that, like all
science, it began with strange observa-
tions which people could not explain, yet
now can be investigated by the same basic
approach used throughout the whole of
natural science, is truly a major point in
its favor. Even the difficulties that have
been encountered in research along these
lines reveal an orderly generality and to
a certain extent make sense, in fact, carry
with them the implied promise of eventual
solution.

As Dr. Rhine has pointed out many times
in his findings, ESP (or psi) communica-
tion is a real process in nature, and there
is no place for science to draw the line
and say this should not or cannot be ex-
plored further. Science merely adapts its
methods to the problem and just keeps
on. We do have one great task facing us,
however, Dr. Rhine points out . . that of
bridging the gap between the firmly estab-
lished results of decades of parapsycholog-
ical research and the existing professional

groups of scientists to whom these findings
should have significance. This section of
the advancement of our science Dr. Rhine
feels has become the limiting one, the
bottleneck. Fortunately, as the scientific
mind becomes acquainted with the work of
parapsychology, its misapprehensions are
dissipated and its resistance is lowered.

One of the things to which we must
turn our attention, says Dr. Rhine, is the
problem of energy exchange or conversion.
Certain operations of physical energies are
observable and measurable only indirectly
through conversion to another energetic
state, as is the case with psi. We need to
know HOW the conversion of energy occurs
which makes it possible for psi to be a dis-
coverable part of the universe. What is the
locus of this conversion, its conditions, or
the properties beyond those already known?
The physicists or other scientists may not
ever see this problem as their own. It is
time, according to the learned doctor, to
claim the problem for parapsychology and
find its solution. This is just one of the many
bold steps to be undertaken, as he sees it,
for the mood of today is to be daring, forth-
right and candid, to spell out what the
facts of parapsychology mean . . to let the
chips fall where they may!

Those who wish to become more familiar
with the work of the Rhines will find much
of interest in their books—four of which
are available from Chimes, in cloth and paper.
