rickenbacker ON ESP

American air ace and aviation execu­
tive, Eddie Rickenbacker has expressed 
his thoughts on the subject of his psy­
chic experiences in his autobiography 
published on the occasion of his T7th 
birthday. He believes it will soon be 
possible to tune into the thoughts of 
the past electronically, stating “all the 
words and thoughts of mankind since 
the dawn of the human race are still in 
existence somewhere in the ether.” 
His theory is that there will be a “major 
communications breakthrough in the 
field of extrasensory perception.”

Sydney, Australia's Sunday Tele­
graph quotes Rickenbacker as saying: 
“Someday, I believe we shall be able 
to receive and understand the mental 
impulses that have emanated from the 
minds of men over the past millennia. 
They are there: it is only a question 
of tuning in on them. Someday we shall 
penetrate this secret and fathom all 
the great mysteries of mankind, includ­
ing that of our very origins.”
THE ROYAL ROAD TO ESP

Dr. Gertrude R. Schmeidler of The 
City University of New York says in 
The Journal of the American Society for 
Psychical Research that laboratory work­
ers sometimes are tempted to conclude 
in judging statistical experiments that 
ESP is a faint ability that flickers on 
and off. Spontaneous cases, however, 
give an impression of ESP which occurs 
clearly and sometimes steadily, function­
ing like a powerful, accurate ability, 
a royal road to ESP . . while labora­
tory work is more like a narrow path 
chopped slowly through heavy underbrush.

YOU CAN RECEIVE - through medita­
tion — the answer to all your problems. 
Through the instructions of a Spirit Being, as 
they appeared in The Voice of Universarius, 
we shall see how this takes place.

Let us remember, in the first place, that 
our problems are composed of conflicting de­
sires. Ironic as it may seem, if you were 
to say to yourself: I will go into medita­
tion and ask my Higher Self, or the Father, 
or my Spiritual Guide for direction and re­
ceive an answer to this problem, you have in­
jected another desire . , the desire for 
an answer. As you meditate, you think about 
what you are going to do, and whether or 
not you are going to get an answer, and 
thereby multiply your desires and bring them 
into greater confusion.

You will, of course, exp^ience great dis­
appointment because you have not gone into 
meditation in the proper manner. In order to 
find the answers to any problem, or any de­
sire, you must look at them objectively. You 
will see that it is not a matter of suppressing 
any desire, nor are you to indulge it. It is 
a matter of regarding them objectively, pro­
jecting an attitude of neutrality so that you 
do not become ensnared in them. You will 
also fall into a trap if you try to analyze 
the desire and project it into the future as 
to what it might entail, for this only piles 
desire upon desire. So look at meditation in 
this light:

Meditation is the complete release, 
not only of all physical desires, 
but of spiritual desires as well.

There are, of course, many methods for 
doing this, but accomplishing the desired re­
sult is a somewhat complex process. Each in­
dividual may have a different method of medi­
tating.

First, you must have the desire to meditate.

DIVINE ART OF MEDITATION

Then when you meditate, you must release the desire 
immediately. If you have difficulty in doing this, here 
is a method you might find useful.

Say, for example, that you desire to contact the 
Higher Realms of the Etheric World and you desire 
to become ONE with Creation, ONE with God. You 
will find this to be the ultimate purpose of meditation. 
If this is accomplished, you will have fulfilled the 
highest degree of meditation.

Let us start with an elevator in a tall building. En­
vision that you are going up this elevator to the top 
floor. Then — with your eyes closed — visualize that 
you will not stop at the top floor, but will leave the 
elevator and proceed upwards, through the roof of the 
building, up into the vast expanses of, the Universes.

Another way you may wish to do it is, if you are 
used to flying, go up in an imaginary airplane. Then, 
as you visualize the vast expanse of the Universe above 
you, even below you, extract yourself from the air­
plane, and — without further ado — go into the expanse 
of the Universe. You are not to visualize any particular 
spot to which you are going, however. Some people, 
in meditation, desire to go to another planet, another 
dimension, or something of this kind. Here again you 
have a desire, and this desire must be completely elim­
inated or transcended into the objective viewpoint 
from which you can view your desire with tranquillity 
and not have a desire of any kind, to do anything or 
go anywhere whatsoever. All desire must be transmuted 
into tranquillity. If you pursue this method of medi­
tation, it is quite possible you will receive an answer 
to your problem, but it will not be because you desired 
to get it. It will be because you have made direct con­
tact with the Eternal Expanse of Consciousness where­
in all things are revealed, and wherein the servants of 
the Most High can reach in and give you answers.

According to the Times, Mrs. Mansfield fig­
ures it may be the first White House invi­
tation in history received by mental telepathy.

THE BRITISH HAVE a new idea. How 
well it would work in the United States or 
elsewhere would depend on what attitude the 
people take toward ESP and its practical 
applications.

According to the London Evening Standard 
writer, Peter Fairley, and Dr. J. C. Barker, 
Consultant Psychiatrist, Shrewsbury, a ten­
tative plan is now in operation whereby the 
public is invited to report experiences that 
warn of public disaster.

An attempt is being made to develop a pre­
warning system based on processed reports of 
spontaneous precognitive experiences. It is a 
project that has grown out of the study of re­
ports of precognitive warnings collected from 
the Alberfan, Wales disaster in which a large 
number of Welch children lost their lives 
when a mound of mine debris slumped down 
onto their school building during school hours.

The aim of the leaders of the program is 
to develop methods of assessing these warn­
ings in the hope that an impressive number 
of repetitions or possible other earmarks of 
genuineness may supply criteria of eventual 
warning value.

It mat­
ters not his color of skin, or fatness of 
purse, or knowledge of big words! He owes 
his life to the Great Creator just as we do.

Perhaps not long ago we were not as bright 
or as knowledgeable as we profess to be now; 
our acts then may not have been of the high­
est caliber. What if others had looked down 
on us. What then? Don’t you see that each 
one has a right to his own type of living . . 
to his own place for better or worse? So 
let's leave sleeping dogs alone and not find 
fault with those who appear to be beneath us 
(according to our standards), whether it be 
wealth, ardor or spiritual knowledge. In­
stead, put what knowledge you now have to 
good use: don’t harass your neighbor or your 
friend. Let him solve his own problems in 
his or her own way.

We have a similar situation in the world 
of Spirit. Here too we have “floaters” . . 
those who are neither saved nor unsaved. They 
are laggards, drifting along, not knowing or 
caring where they may be. To tell them they 
are “dead" is an insult, a dig at their vanity. 
Some are on the Spirit side of life hundreds 
of years before they can be convinced they are 
dead . . dead to the Earth world, that is.

There are some arriving in Spirit who 
raise such a ruckus that we must, for the 

12 sake of others, put them in a short sleep. If 

they still refuse to listen or obey the laws 
in Spirit, we further induce sleep. This can 
go on until finally they are convinced only 
by taking them back to the Earth plane. By 
then usually they will not recognize anything 
. . their loved ones are no longer there . . 
and they can see the futility of fighting.

Then there are those who came to Spirit 
with the thought in mind that they would 
sleep until judgment day . . and they may do 
just that! They may sleep for aeons, then 
wake up to find an entirely different setup 
than their church affiliation had told them 
they would find.

Judgment day . . what a misnomer!
Yes, indeed, there is a judgment day, but 

it is not in some far off eternity. It is 
with you when your body leaves the real you 
at physical death. It is with you when you 
awaken in Spirit. It is then we see ourselves 
as we really are. We see the “boners” we 
have made, and immediately start making 
plans to erradicate them. It may take a long 
time, but at least we can make a start. Happy, 
indeed, is the man or woman who has set his 
or her house in order before setting foot on 
the shores of Spirit.

Have you ever been afraid in the dark? 
Who hasn’t been at one time or another? Have 
you been afraid of the-unseen, trusting the 
unknown? Fear of the dark, in the mun­
dane world, can correspond to fear of the un­
known in the spiritual world, the life after 
death, etc. We are afraid to take hold of 
the reins extended to us for clarification, 
for education concerning life after death. 
We are afraid some bug-a-boo might pop up 
to scare us. How absurd!

If our faith be as strong as mountains, 
how can anything hurt us . . in this life or 
the next? A wall of protection surrounds us

YOUR GUIDING RAY PART VIII.

The SIXTH RA Y of devotion, single-mindedness, love and loyalty

SKILL in thought and feeling directed to 
things is a marked characteristic of the per­
son attuned to the sixth ray.

Devotional by nature, the sixth ray person 
sees goodness pervading all the world, and 
surrenders himself in all obedience and de­
votion to that which most men mean by God. 
Undesirable and rather cunning persons some­
times try to exploit this tendency of the de­
votee, to encourage it and obtain much ser­
vice for their schemes. However, the devotion 
of such a person is intelligent, not blind, 
and he sees the value of all things.

In the modern world we see much of this 
devotion to unseen Masters. It is found in 
hundreds of movements. Many have yet to learn 
that these Masters are present — all around 
us — that we can share in their life, but 
that they are not genies to be called by rub­
bing a lamp and ordered to save us from 
trouble or fill us with their power. Rather 
we learn by devotion to them the growth 
of our own powers. As Emerson put it:

Around the man who seeks a noble end,
Not angels, but divinities, attend.

This type of person must always have a 
“personal God,” an incarnation of Deity to 
adore. The best type of this ray makes the 
saint, as well as the worst type . . the bigot 
or fanatic — the typical inquisitor. All re­
ligious wars or crusades have originated 
from the sixth ray fanaticism. While the per­
son on this ray often is of a gentle nature, 
he can always flame into fury and fiery 
wrath. He will lay down his life for the ob­
jects of his devotion or reverence, but he 
will not lift a finger to help those outside 
of his immediate sympathies. As a soldier, 
he hates fighting, but often when roused in 
battle fights like one possessed. He is never 
a great statesman or a good business man, 
but he may be a great preacher or orator.

The sixth ray person will be the poet of 

the emotions (such as Tennyson) and the writ­
er of religious books — either in poetry or 
in prose. He is devoted to beauty and color 
and all things lovely, but his productive 
skill is not great unless under the influ­
ence of one of the practically artistic rays 
— the fourth or the seventh. His music al­
ways will be of a melodious order, often 
oratories and sacred music.

One aspect of this ray that plays a big part 
in the reverence of the world is the appre­
ciation of prosperity. This is felt in great­
est measure by the people of America who 
love their cities and fruitful plains with a 
devotion that knows no stint. “God's own 
country,” it is called.

Among the animals that best personify this 
ray is the dog . . well known for devotion to 
his master who can do no wrong.

It is the^sixth ray that differentiates that 
aspect of the universal electrical energy 
which we know as modem electricity, pro­
duced to serve man’s material needs. Accord­
ing to Alice A. Bailey in A Treatise on the 
Seven Rays*  the sixth ray influence produced 
the emergence in men's minds of the follow­
ing knowledge:

1. Knowledge of physical plane light and 
electricity.

2. Among the esotericists and Spiritual­
ists, knowledge of the existence of 
the astral light.

3. An interest in illumination, both phys­
ical and mental.

4. Astro-physics and the newer astronom­
ical discoveries.

The sixth ray influence produced the ap­
pearance of the modern science of psychol­
ogy, and that science has been its consum­
ing glory. Belief in the soul also became 
widespread during the sixth ray period.

How can you know if

THE DEAD ARE THE LIVING?

THOSE WHO SORROW still are asking the 
question that Job asked more than three thou­
sand years ago:

‘‘If a man die, shall he live again?"
You may recall that he answered that ques­

tion himself when he added:
‘‘For there is hope of a tree, if it be cut 

down, that it will sprout again, that the ten­
der branch thereof will not cease. ”

“Is my loved one asleep in a grave await­
ing some future resurrection? . . Is there 
any means of communicating with him? Is 
there any tangible proof of immortality?”

If we can answer these questions to our 
satisfaction, the sting of death will have 
been removed. We can have the same rela­
tion to our loved ones spiritually as we 
formerly had with them physically. When we 
think of them it will be in terms of a lov­
ed one who has changed his place of residence 
from New York, let us say, to San Francisco. 
Although his body is out of sight, we do not 
challenge the fact of his existence on this 
plane of life.

Man, made in the image and likeness of 
God, is co-existent with His Creator. Life 
did not begin when we were born into Earth 
existence, nor does it cease when we leave 
it. Life is eternal. Man lives, moves, and 
has his being in God. Where, then, do birth 
and death come in? Birth and death appear 
only on the relative or time plane. They are 
simply incidents in time.

Is that hard for you to accept? Then close 
your eyes and relax, and try to prove it to 
yourself.

Try to think of yourself in the pre-birth 
state before you were conceived. You can’t 
think of yourself as non-existent, can you? 
Why not? Because you are consciously think­
ing. What does this prove? It proves that 
you were before you were born.

Now do the same thing with death. Try to 

imagine yourself as having died and attend­
ing your own funeral service. You can’t do 
that, can you? Why not? Because you are 
thinking of yourself as consciously being 
there. What does this prove? That you did 
not die at all because you cannot be con­
scious and unconscious, present and absent, 
at the same time.

What is the human belief about death? It 
is a belief in unconsciousness, is it not? 
Then for man to experience death in his con­
sciousness (which is his life), he would have 
to be conscious and unconscious at the same 
time. In other words, he would have to know 
that he was dead, and if he knew anything at 
all, he would know that he was not dead.

Where, then, do the so-called dead go? 
They don’t go anywhere. Heaven is all around 
us and we are just as much in it now as we 
ever shall be. Life and death are not two 
worlds, but are two aspects of one world. 
In other words, there are only people who 
live in two states of consciousness, who 
live on two planes, and God rules them both.

The sole responsibility for death and for 
resurrection is squarely upon the shoulders 
of man, for if death is a man-made belief, 
only man can overcome it. He can overcome 
it by the recognition of himself and others 
as spiritual beings living in a spiritual world 
NOW. Until we know this truth . . that there 
is something within us that was never born, 
never gets sick, and never dies . . we shall 
continue to experience “burying the dead." 
We see what is meant by Jesus saying, ‘‘Let 
the dead (deluded in consciousness) bury 
their dead." The ones who believe they 
bury their loved ones are the dead' ones, 
for they experience the belief in death.

Believing in death can affect one's busi­
ness and supply, as well as the body, for it

A FORETASTE OF MY TRANSITION TO BE AND

MY SOUL’S RETURN

IT IS STILL with hesitation that I write 
about this occurrence. Though I am used to 
odd things happening to me, I do not want be­
ing termed ‘queer' or worse titles! However, 
the unexplainable is not now quite so taboo 
as it has been. Mental research is discover­
ing many important things and reasons for 
some of the odd incidents happening in our 
world today. Too many have scoffed because 
they were afraid to learn the truth, others 
because they are consistent non-believers in 
anything the least bit unusual to them.

I would not dare doubt anything I was 
told had happened . . if told as being true. 
I would not dare go against “an inner feel­
ing or warning” — as we unthinkingly call 
it — or a strong urge that seems to have al­
most no foundation.

Once . . during the ‘just-dawn’ time of a 
hot summer day . . I went into what I now 
feel is a foretaste of my to-be transition 
period. A living death time — a state of 
suspended animation — a roving spirit — 
any one of these might be a title or descrip­
tion for it. I prefer to call my experience 
my soul's return, and firmly believe it was 
just that . . for that time anyway. It could 
not have been suspended animation, for I was 
far from being un-animated. I was very ani­
mated instead.

I had awakened as usual at the first sleepy 
sounds of bird-chirping in a big oak tree 
near my bedroom window. I remember want­
ing, mentally, to get up, fix my early cup of 
coffee, and do some planned desk work. I also 

16 wanted to go into my young orchard and gar­

dens in the far corner of my big country 
place and work there awhile. But I felt lazy 
and heavy, instead of the usual alertness. 
I remember wondering about that, and just 
lay there thinking about it.

I am positive I did not go back to sleep, 
as some insist on thinking. I was not even 
half asleep; in fact, I was not at all sleepy. 
I just lay still, entirely at peace, not 
bothering about a thing, simply too lazy to 
make a decision between several things I 
could be doing while 1 listened to the birds 
call for their crumbs that I put out each 
morning. I remember wondering what they 
were saying to each other as to the crumbs 
not being in their place.

Suddenly — much to my surprise — I found 
myself rising from my bed and my body . . 
which I had left on the bed . . and floating 
straight up over the bed, then out of the 
room through some space at the top of the 
nearest window partly open for ventilation.

"This is odd,” I thought, “but I like it 
though I have not done it before." Nothing 
seemed uncanny about it. I just accepted it 
as a new experience among others. I had al­
ways liked new ways of doing things, as well 
as new things to do. Then, without any plan 
or thought on my part to do so, I floated on 
over a large open space and over to the new 
orchard and garden where I had put in rows of 
new plants. Slowly I floated over my beloved 
plants, and looked down at them with no 
thought of working there. I just loved the looks 
of it all from my new vantage point, but then 
began to wonder if I shouldn't hurry back to 
the usual me back on my bed before it was ‘too 
late.'

It is all clear and quite real to me how 
I floated back through the early morning air

window. I had no feeling of my body, night 
clothes, or chill at any time. Once inside 
my room I could see clearly my appearing-to- 
be-asleep body under the light cover . . just 
as I had left it. I hesitated, a bit reluctant 
to settle down into it, though I remember 
no thought of why I hesitated.

I do remember suddenly thinking of my 
three small children in their rooms, and how 
much my husband depended on me to decide 
matters for them. That settled the matter at 
once. Slowly I descended from straight above 
down into my body. Immediately 1 lost con­
sciousness in sleep.

When 1 awakened — which seemed shortly 
afterwards from the sounds outside — I felt 
no different from my usual wakings . . better, 
if anything. Quietly I slipped downstairs, 
fixed my cup of coffee, and fed the birds. 
I drank the coffee, hurried through the 
morning headlines, and soon laid the paper 
aside as I just sat there thinking about my 
spirit journey.

ALTHOUGH SOME manifestations of 
astral phenomena are comparatively rare, 
there are several phases which it would be good 
for a student to become acquainted with to 
round out his knowledge on the subject.

One of these is called Thought-Form Pro­
jection. This manifestation comes somewhere 
in between clairvoyance and astral-body pro­
jection and has some of the characteristics 
of each. To understand it one must realize 
that thought frequently takes on an astral 
form, thus is known as a thought-form. The 
ordinary thought-form as a rule does not 
bear any particular resemblance to the send­
er, but in some cases a person may — con­
sciously or unconsciously — strongly and 
clearly think of himself as present at some 
other place and thus actually create a 
thought-form of himself at that place. This 
may be clearly discerned by those having 
clairvoyant vision. Moreover, this thought­
form of himself is connected psychically 
with himself and affords a channel of psy­
chic information for him. As a rule these 
thought-forms are only projected by persons 
who have trained their minds and wills along 
occult lines. Occasionally, however, under 
the stress of strong emotion or desire an 
ordinary person may focus his psychic power 
to such an extent that this phenomenon is 
dramatically manifested.

The reason this particular method is fre­
quently employed by advanced occultists is 
for a two-fold advantage. (We shall learn more 
of this and other phenomena in the next issue.)

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MAN'S FORCE CENTERS . . THE CHAKRAS

AS WE HAVE learned from introductory 
remarks in the previous issue, understanding 
the role of the chakras, invisible force cen­
ters within man, helps him to unfold his dor­
mant faculties and “see" a great deal more 
than normally would be possible.

According to C. W. Leadbeater, the chak­
ras naturally divide into three groups: the 
lower, the middle and the higher; these cor­
respond respectively to the physiological, 
the personal and the spiritual. All these 
chakras, or force centers, seem to feed cer­
tain ganglia in the body. Two connected 
with the pituitary body and the pineal gland 
çome into action, however, only when a cer­
tain amount of spiritual development has 
taken place within the individual.

Each force center takes on certain shades 
of color, indicating a form of the force 
which is helpful to the growth of some moral 
quality. When that quality is strengthened, 
its corresponding vibration — or color — 
is more pronounced, deepened in color.

THE ROOT CHAKRA
The first of these centers is at the base 

of the spine. It has a primary force which 
radiates out in four spokes. It seems as though 
it is marked with the sign of the cross, and 
for that reason the cross often is used to 
symbolize this center. Sometimes a flam­
ing cross is taken to indicate the serpent­
fire which resides in it. When acting with 
vigor, it is fiery orange-red in color.

THE SPLEEN CHAKRA
The second center is located at the spleen, 

and is devoted to the dispersion of the vi­
tality which comes to us from the sun. That 
vitality is poured out again from it in six 
horizontal streams, the seventh being drawn 
into the hub of the wheel. Its six divisions 

18 show predominantly the color of one of the 

forms of the vital force — red, orange, yel­
low, green, blue and violet.

THE NAVEL CHAKRA
The third center, the umbilical, is at the 

navel or solar plexus and receives a pri­
mary force with ten radiations, so it vibrates 
in such a manner as to divide itself into 
ten undulations. It is very closely asso­
ciated with feelings and emotions of various 
kinds. Its predominant color is a blending 
of several shades of red, though there is 
also a great deal of green in it.

THE HEART CHAKRA
The fourth center, the cardiac, is at the 

heart, is of a glowing golden color, and 
each of its quadrants is divided into three 
parts, giving off twelve undulations.

THE THROAT CHAKRA
The fifth center, the laryngeal, is at the 

throat, has sixteen spokes and divisions. 
There is a good deal of blue in this one, 
but it has the general effect of being sil­
very and gleaming, like moonlight rippling 
upon water. Blue and green alternately pre­
dominate.

THE BROW CHAKRA
The sixth center, the frontal, between 

the eyebrows, has the appearance of being di­
vided into halves, the one rose-colored — 
with some yellow about it — and the other 
purplish-blue. While there is the appear­
ance of only two halves to this center, if 
we were to count the undulations, we should 
find that each half is subdivided into forty­
eight, making ninety-six in all. This start­
ling jump in the spokes of a chakra shows us 
that we are dealing with something of a dif­
ferent order than the previous chakras. Al-

state of meditation with neutrality of thought 
and extract for you the answer from the Cos­
mic Encyclopedia.

Another method of meditation is to sit or 
lie quietly and let your mind wander; let 
your mind be infiltrated with all the things 
which might confuse you for the time being, 
until you are able to throw them all aside 
and then go into a state of meditation.

These methods given here are not the same 
as astral travel. In fact, in traveling to the 
astral realms it is almost the opposite. Then 
you MUST have a desire for this travel, 
even some specific goal in mind. In your 
sleep state, of course, you do not have a 
specific goal . . except sometimes before 
you go to sleep you may desire to go to a 
specific place and perhaps will go there. 
However this is different than when you are 
in conscious meditation. Meditation is not 
a sleep state; it is a state of consciousness 
. . the sea of consciousness . . from which 
you can awake with full knowledge that 
you have in your present state that you 
have been in direct contact with the God 
consciousness. •

WRITING IN the Bulletin of The Founda­
tion for Research on the Nature of Man, Dr. 
J. B. Rhine speaks out on a problem relating 
to public interest in parapsychology.

“Parapsychology owes its existence large­
ly to the support of public interest, but re­
sponsible guidance is needed to keep this 
interest from running wild. A reminder of 
this fact turned up recently when a writer 
for a national magazine toured psi (ESP) re­
search centers in the U.S. The man sent on 
this mission was not even qualified to under­
stand the scientific work being done; rather, 
his assignment seemed to be to scrounge for 
unsavory aspects of the research that would 
make news, warn the public, and sell magazines.

“It seems fairly obvious that his editor 
would not have sent him on such a mission if 
the public image of parapsychology had been 
an accurate one representing the true find­
ings of the research laboratories, objective­
ly presented, and interpreted with restraint. 
But unfortunately, a greatly distorted pic­
ture has been given the public, and it is 
being blown up at a still increasing rate so 
that the exaggerated sensationalism associated

With the adequate support of 
a responsible group, it should be possible 
to establish and maintain an acceptable popu­
lar outlet to handle the facts and findings 
about psi (ESP) in ways that not only re­
search workers can approve, but which the 
public too will welcome.” Dr. Rhine, conclud­
ing, suggests that psi workers themselves 
assume the responsibility of presenting a fair 
and accurate public image of their field.

DOES SHE LISTEN TO LISZT?

A HOUSEWIFE claimed in a recent BBC radio interview that she has been 
inspired by no less than eight world-famous “dead" composers, according to 
an article appearing in the English weekly, the Psychic News.

"Rosemary Brown believes she is taught to compose by the spirits of such 
musicians as Liszt, Chopin and Beethoven," was the Radio Times note on this 
item. Mrs. Brown told her interviewer that, though she had only a few piano 
lessons twenty years ago. she now receives musical dictation from Schubert. 
Schumann, Bach, Brahms and Debussy, as well as the three composers already 
mentioned. “Each one has given me music more or less in the style in which 
they wrote when they were on Earth," she said. “At first it was Liszt who ap­
peared to be trying to train me to play and receive compositions. Then he 
began to bring others and explained there is a group of twelve musicians try­
ing to make a breakthrough. So there are still four to come."

A widow with two children. Mrs. Brown began practicing the piano again 
after her husband's death. Suddenly she found “this wonderful music flow­
ing through my mind, and I could follow it and play it on the piano."

Sometimes she awakes at night "hearing” 
complete compositions being played to her. 
Having no knowledge of writing music, she 
at first found it difficult to transcribe to paper. 
But she has been trained by her Spirit teachers, 
she said.

During daily meditations she receives her 
best musical inspiration. She told the inter­
viewer she had a vision of Liszt when she was 
seven. An old white-haired man “appeared" 
and told her he had been a famous composer­
pianist and would make her a composer when 
she grew up. She had no idea who her visitor
was until, in her teens, she found a Liszt photograph in a schoolbook and im­
mediately recognized him.

The Spirit musicians chose her. she said, “because I was more or less a blank 
canvas to work upon.” Mrs. Brown has no doubts whatever of her inspirers’ 
identities.

She has written a forty-page “Schubert sonata" and eight thirty-six page 
ones by “Beethoven.” Sometimes mentally she “hears" the compositions as 
if a full orchestra is in the room. On other occasions . . when she sits at the piano 
. . "it's almost as if someone puts my hands on like a pair of gloves and plays 
the music through them."

Listeners to the broadcast heard a recording of Mrs. Brown playing two pieces 
in Beethoven and Liszt styles, which she claimed were inspired by these eminent 
composers out of the past.

well-kept lawns to walk on, so closely did 
the grains hold together. We took some 
handsful of the sand, and allowed it to run 
through our fingers, and great was our sur­
prise to find that it lacked every trace of 
grittiness, but seemed to the touch more 
akin to some smooth, soft powder. Yet ex­
amined closely it was undeniably solid. It 
was one of the strangest phenomena we had 
met so far. Edwin said that that was be­
cause we had, in this particular instance, 
carried out a more minute examination of 
what we were beholding than we had done 
hitherto in other things. He added that if 
we chose to make a close scrutiny of all that 
we saw .. whether it be the ground we walked 
on, the substance of which our houses 
were made, or the thousand and one other 
objects that go to make up the world of 
Spirit . . we should be living in a state of 

continual surprise, and there would be re­
vealed to us some small idea — but only a 
very small idea — of the magnitude of the 
Great Mind, the Greatest Mind in the Uni­
verse that upholds this and every other 
world.
