WHAT CAUSED
the mysterious cloud
that appeared in the
Southwestern skies on
February 28, 1963? Was it a sign from Heaven?

Shortly before sunset that day a strange,
beautiful cloud moved northward across Ari-
zona. Some observers estimated it to be
thirty miles across and twenty-six miles
high, in the form of a pyramid. It reported-
ly remained bright twenty-eight minutes after
sunset. Many said they saw various colors
inside the vapor-like cloud. It was so unusual,
in fact, that it created a sensation in the
area where it was seen. More than two hund-
red reports poured into the University of
Arizona’s Institute of Atmospheric Physics.
The reports included eighty-five photographs
from sightings in Arizona, New Mexico,
Colorado and northern Mexico.

Most interesting to note was the descrip-
tion of the cloud by the Atmospheric Center’s
senior physicist. Dr. James McDonald: “Its
unusually great height and unusually low
latitude, plus its remarkable shape, suggest
that it was a cloud of previous unrecorded
type." Other scientists were equally baf-
fled. There was a wave of publicity car-
ried about the phenomenon, including Life,
many science magazines, and local papers.

It was no mystery to Rev. William M.
Branham, however, for he had predicted the
event months in advance. To Branham (a Pen-
tecostal type evangelist) and his followers
the strange cloud was a physical manifesta-
tion of seven angels appearing near Sunset
Mountain forty miles northeast of Tucson.

According to Branham the purpose of the
visitation was to tell him to return to In-
diana and start revealing the scriptural
secrets of the Book of Revelations. To the
followers of Brother Branham the Angelic
cloud was just another experience in the

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life of an extraordinary
man. They knew of his
strange dreams, visions,
talks with celestial be-
ings, miracles, powers of healing, and the
Biblical “gift of the Spirit" that followed this
devout, prayerful man.

It arrived in the late afternoon, on a warm,
clear day with not another cloud in the
sky. Many say it was heralded by a loud
blast, like a jet plane breaking the sound
barrier, only much louder, at first long and
thin, then circular, growing larger the high-
er it rose in the sky. It was at this time that
Branham received his instructions from the
seven angels and was told to return home.

Within a few days. Branham returned to
his tabernacle in Jeffersonville, Indiana
and there expounded for seven nights on the
meaning of the seals, giving his interpre-
tation of the great plagues and the judgments
of the last three seals, relating the reve-
lations to history and to modern times.

Branham also has predicted many things
that already have come to pass . . the earth-
quake in Alaska, the rise and fall of Hitler
and Mussolini, the three “isms" and how
Communism swallowed them up. In 1933 he
told his congregation: “Watch Russia . .
keep your eye on the King of the North.”
He foresaw the great technological advances
after World War 1l. Two of his visions con-
cerned the role of women in the moral decay
of America, and the rise of a ‘“beautiful
but cruel woman™ to power, either by reli-
gious means or by popular vote dominated by
women. The last vision concerned a terrible
explosion. “As | turned to look I saw noth-
ing but debris, craters and smoke over the
land of America.” Branham also predicted
that Jesus would return to Earth about 1977.

Branham died December 24, 1965 from in-
juries received in a Texas traffic accident.

ESP ANO GAMBLING

The view has been expressed many
times that gambling casinos may have
been the first parapsychology labora-
tories: their aim — to prove by their
profits that the mind cannot beat chance
in a fair field. The following news item
printed in The FRNM Bulletin from
Rouge et Noir News, Glen Head, N.Y.,
November, 1967 entitled “New World's
Record Set at Craps" states that on
Friday. October 13, at the Las Vegas
Dunes Club, a player from Connecticut
held the dice for two and one-half
hours with an estimated number of passes
between forty-seven and fifty. The
game, which brought the entire casino
to a halt, is declared a major record.
The shooter and his partner divided up
only $24,000 in winnings, but the News
estimates that the total pay-off for the
entire table was approximately $500,000.”
The editor, however, states that with
skilled playing the gamers should have
left the table with $250,000, and ends
the report as follows: "Strange things
have been happening in casinos of late.
We think that the application of ESP
and PK (psychokinesis) is beginning to
affect casino results.”

COLLEGE CREDIT FOR ESP PROJECTS
Gateway, Journal of the Spiritual
Frontiers Fellowship, reports that reg-
ular college credit is being given for
special group work on ESP and para-
psychology by The Defiance College,
Defiance, Ohio. The two ESP projects
are among twenty-seven in which student
groups will participate this year, on
and off campus, each choosing its own
topic for special study and taking part
in meditation and seance activities.

WITHIN EVERY SINGLE one of us lies
well upon well of spiritual peace untapped, of
spiritual intelligence untouched. From time
to time whispers come to us urging us to
practice self-control, to take the higher path,
and to transcend selfishness. If we heed
those whispers and exploit those rare mo-
ments, they give us glimpses of what we may
become. If these moments when this spiritu-
al perception flashes across us could be ex-
tended, happiness eternal would be ours.

There is something which occasionally
makes itself felt in this manner in the mys-
terious depth of the soul. What it is we hardly
know, but what it says we may know. “All
that is best in thee, THAT am I," is its silent
voice.

How may we begin to accomplish this task?
We may begin by self-observation in a de-
tached, impartial and impersonal spirit. Ask
yourself:

Who is doing this? Who is speaking these
words? Who is feeling this emotion? Who is
thinking these thoughts?

Put such questions to yourself as often as
you wish, but put them abruptly, suddenly,
and then wait expectantly, quietly, for some
intuitive inner response. In this manner
you will begin to break up the complacent
attitude which accepts the personal selfs
body-based outlook, and you will free your-
self from the illusion that the outer person
is the complete being of you.

Three practices — self-observation, daily
quiet and meditation, and placid breathing
exercises can help you to overcome the ten-
dency toward complete identification with
the body, the desires of the intellect which
today are regarded as normal and natural.
The human race has yielded to such tendencies
since time immemorial, thus the common
identification of self with body has arisen. The
cure lies in gradually erasing these ten-

dencies by repeated quest of the true self in times of
mental quiet, and by constant self-observation at odd
times during the day. No matter how deeply fixed in
oneself these tendencies are, by degrees they can be
smoothed away by means of these practices.

One inevitable result of these practices will be
that your attitude towards things, people and events
gradually will change. You will begin to express the
qualities which are natural to your highest or Divine
self . . the qualities of noble outlook, perfect justice,
and the treatment of your neighbor as yourself.

There is no moment of the day when you may not
profitably divert the current of thought and seek within
to ascertain the Divine self. You must begin to "ride
the horse of the mind" and drive it in an inward direc-
tion. You begin this quest in the ordinary state of
spiritual darkness, in the ordinary condition of self-
oblivion, the victim of your desires and repulsions;
but, if you continue with these practices, inevitably
you will feel your way inwards to greater freedom.

There is no happiness for the individual who is
not free. Whether a king imprisoned by his duties in
his palace, or a convict confined to a prison-cell, it is
a truism that the soul loves freedom. Here we have a
clue as to the nature of true happiness. Eternal and un-
changing liberty must be a part of its nature, and a
liberty of this rare kind can be found nowhere else ex-
cept in the Divine self . . the Overself, as Paul Brun-
ton describes it in his writings.

Fixing your attention upon the question, "Who am
17" and attempting to pursue its solution with all the ar-
dor you can command, a time will come one day during
your practice of mental quiet when you shall be so
deeply engrossed in this effort as to be largely un-
mindful of what is around you. This condition of in-
tense reverie provides you with the state wherein the
great event of self-revelation can take place.

To obtain access to one’s own soul is not such a
rare feat as it may seem. Many prepare the appropriate
condition unaware that they are doing so. The artist

PSYCHIC DIGEST

SERIOS CONTROVERSY RAGES

Following the publication of its own in-
vestigation of the psychic photography of
Ted Serios, Popular Photography magazine
concluded that the results he produced with
Polaroid cameras were unsatisfactory. Dr.
Jule Eisenbud, the psychiatrist whose three
year research on Serios produced astounding
evidence of his psychic ability, in reply to
the reporters’ allegations and theories now
throws down the gauntlet, according to the
Psychic News of England. Eisenbud invites
anyone, chosen by a competent jury of sci-
entific investigators, photographers and con-
jurors, to duplicate, under similar conditions,
the range of phenomena produced by Serios
and described by Eisenbud in his book. The
World of Ted Serios. If this is done, accord-
ing to the News. Eisenbud promises to cease
all work with the psychic photographer; buy
up and publicly burn all available copies of
his book (above mentioned); take a full page
advertisement in Popular Photography in
order to be depicted wearing a dunce cap,
spend the rest of his life selling door-to-door
subscriptions to the magazine, and set no
time limit on his challenge.

Eisenbud, it seems, in replying publicly to
the Popular Photography article, refuted
many points and theories they proposed, and
reiterated many known facts the authors ap-
parently chose to ignore. According to Eis-
enbud, the authors do not know the difference
between “scientific accuracy” and “journal-
istic license.” There is one very good unscien-
tific reason why no one is likely to take up
Eisenbud's challenge, however, according to
the News. During his psychic filming sessions,
Serios is known to drink as much as eight
quarts of beer. To be able to duplicate his
psychic and drinking feats, and use sleight-of-
hand, optical devices and numerous trans-
parencies would be well-nigh impossible.

A HEALER S FUNCTION

Spiritual healing is not dependent on the
degree of knowledge a patient possesses, or
whether he is a Non-conformist, a Catholic,
or a Spiritualist, Harry Edwards says in The
Spiritual Healer, English monthly. “Whenever
there is a need — a person sick in mind or
body — so long as the application for heal-
ing is made and attunement with Spirit is
established, then healing can take place.
The healer's function is to act as the attuned
instrument of Spirit on behalf of the sick
one.” How differently we would look upon
our so-called scientific advances, our modern
medical miracles, if such an attitude were
the prevailing one of our time!

TAKE MORE TIME TO TALK TO GOD

Japanese metaphysician. Dr. Masaharu
Taniguchi, sees the necessity not only for the
oriental to meditate, but all peoples. As he
writes in Seicho-No-le:

OWING TO the widespread
interest being taken today by
the churches, the medical pro-
fession, health organizations,
and the general public in heal-
ing, there exists the need for
foundational agreement on the
basis upon which spiritual heal-
ing rests.

Because it is not the preroga-
tive of any sectarian interest,
the subject must be studied
from a viewpoint unbiased by
preheld notions or theologies.

It is a simple truth that every
change which takes place in
the universe is a result of law-
governed forces applied to the
subject. Nothing takes place by
chance; there must be a rea-
soned process behind it. There
is no exception to this law. Thus
our bodies are subject to defin-
ite laws that control our health
from birth to the passing. We
must respond to the law of
cause and effect. Therefore it
is logical to state that spiritual
healing must also be the product
oflaw-governedforces that have
brought about the beneficial
change. To purposefully bring
about a state change, intelli-
gent direction is needed pos-
sessing knowledge of how to
apply the law-governed forces
to overcome the cause of dis-
ease and master its symptoms.
For example, man must intelli-
gently direct the force of elec-
tricity in accordance with his
knowledge of potentials of that
force in order to provide illumi-

nation for electric light.

Consider for a moment the diversity of human ills which
can be healed through spiritual healing . . all the ailments
from sickness of the soul to cancer, from mental breakdown
to cataracts, from blue babies to arthritis. It is very clear
that when we see the healing of such diseases — some said
to be medically incurable — a wiser intelligence comes into
the picture, and if that intelligence is not human, then it can
only be from Spirit.

We come more to grips with the problem when we ask: “What
is this ‘intelligence’ and what are its capabilities?” The ortho-
dox church contends that healings take place through the
agency of prayer, establishing a personal contact with God,
Who then — as a direct answer to that prayer — over-rides the
laws in a favorable act of discrimination for a named person.

The implications of this theory are devasting, for it places
the responsibility of non-success, for the continuance of pain,
disease and the condition of death upon God, Who has refused
to answer the prayers. It is a cardinal belief of the church that
God hears the prayers of everyone, and especially those of or-

dained priests. It therefore follows that either God does not
hear the prayers or He ignores them. This is a denial of the
all-merciful and loving God.

If it is true that communication can be effected with those
who have passed on to the plane beyond this one, then the idea
is acceptable that good influences from Spirit intelligences
can soothe disharmonies from the minds of patients. Mental
stress and frustrations are responsible for the greater percent-
age of our physical afflictions. It is but an extension of this
premise to see that the Spirit doctors can transmit healing forces
to heal sick bodies. If, therefore, the healing directive comes
from a Spirit source, the corrective influence or remed-
ial force must also possess a non-physical origin. Things
that pertain to the physical realm are physical, and that which
pertains to the Spirit realm must be Spirit. It is true, how-

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GLIMPSES OF THE MASTERS . . .

ACCORDING TO many writers who have
described the Elder Brethren, Masters of
Attainment who carry on the work of the
Great White Brotherhood, there are said to be
about sixty at present who are living on Earth
in bodies of various nationalities. While they
have unfolded powers far beyond what men of
Earth now know, they also have retained their
physical bodies in a youthful and healthful
condition far beyond the usual span of three
score years and ten . . in some cases, several
hundred years . . all for the purpose of guid-
ing others to the Path that they, too, should
come to enjoy and participate in that greater
Power which they experience.

In this series we shall present informal
portraits of only a few of these Masters . .
in most cases those who inhabit inacces-
sible fastnesses of the countries in which
they reside. Were it to be known publicly
who they are and where they reside, the
inroads on their valuable time — selflessly
used in the service of humanity — would
prevent them from pursuing their work. Many
therefore, do not want to be recognized.

As many students know, the thoughts and
teachings can be transmitted without the
clumsy medium of words . . which often dis-
tort ideas . . and they can be conveyed ac-
curately from mind to mind without the limi-
tations of time and space. It is in this
manner that Masters communicate through
space with one another, and also with those
of their pupils who are advanced enough to
respond to their particular vibrations.

According to the writings of Flower A.
Newhouse in Rediscovering the Angels, there
are seven major phases and gradations of ini-
tiation for individual unfoldment, the first
five of which usually are taken while in the
physical body, and the last two usually occurr-
ing in the higher dimensions of being. The
term “initiate” applies to one who has achieved

direct knowledge and consciousness of the
Spirit of God. A “Master" has received
the fifth initiation; a “Lord” has taken the
sixth, while a “God” has concluded the seven
great unfoldments of Godhood. Learned and
spiritual men, such as Pythagoras and Lao-
Tse, were Masters. The Christ Jesus and
Gautama Buddha were Lords. The Bible re-
fers to Jehovah, who, though exceedingly ad-
vanced, is not the Spirit of God to whom we
pray. The Masters teach that Gods must take
many initiations before their spirits are
united wholly with the Eternal Source.

Masters are supervised by Lords, and they
in turn are overshadowed by the God of a
particular way of unfoldment. Through the
long ages the most highly evolved of the
races have been the custodians of God's in-
tentions. Because these Adepts are essential
to the purpose of the Creator, we should de-
sire to know as much as possible about them.

The Earth is supervised by the Anointed
Ones who either attained mastery here, or
who are responsible for the progress of this
planet. The work of administration is shared
by the» Masters who serve in those fields
best adapted to their abilities. The Adepts
frequently do not reveal themselves or their
services, and only a few of them and their
ministries are known.

MOHE STRANGE
ASTRAL PHENOMENA

INDIA, being a land which long has had
many highly developed occultists, for thou-
sands of years has had a certain psychic at-
mosphere surrounding it. Thus by reason of
its many years of deep interest in things
psychic and spiritual, psychic phenomena are
more common than in other lands. In addi-
tion to thought-form projection mentioned in
the previous issue, thought-form pictures—
plainly visible to one or more persons —
is a psychic phenomenon known to India
which is the basis of many wonder tales West-
ern travelers bring back from that ancient land.

The wondrous cases of magical appearance
of living creatures and plants, and other ob-
jects, out of the clear air are the result of
this type of phenomenon.

With this type of manifestation, creatures
and objects are not really produced, but are
astral appearances resulting from the pro-
jection of powerful thought-forms from the
mind of the magician or wonder-worker, of
whom India has a plentiful supply. The fact
is that the trained occultists of India seem
to perform feats that overturn every theory
and principle of materialistic philosophy
and science, but in nearly every case the
explanation is the same — the projection of
a strong and clear thought-form on a large
scale. There are few counterparts for this
in the Western world, however, for their
trained occultists would not consent to per-
form feats of this kind for the amusement
of persons seeking merely sensations. The
trained wills of the West are given rather
to materializing objectively on the physi-
cal plane . . creating great railroads, build-
ings, bridges, etc., from mental pictures,
rather than devoting the same time, ener-
gy and will to the production of astral
thought-forms and pictures. There, is a great

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"SEEING" is not what we might think it
is once we realize that the extension of all
our faculties can change completely our inter-
pretation of it. Man’s force centers — the
chakras — which are points of connection
at which energy flows from one of man’s se-
veral invisible bodies to another, make pos-
sible the extension of our faculties beyond
mere third dimension.

As we have learned in two previous is-
sues, each force center is a form of force
helpful to the growth of some moral quality
in the individual. The root, spleen, navel,
heart, throat, and brow chakras we have al-
ready touched upon, leaving the crown chak-
ra to which we can now turn our attention.

THE CROWN CHAKRA

The seventh center, the coronal, at the
top of the head, when stirred to full activ-
ity, is the most resplendent of all . . radi-
ating indescribable color effects and vibrat-
ing with inconceivable rapidity. It is described
in Indian books as thousand-petalled . . real-
ly not very far from the truth, the number
of radiations of its primary force in the out-
er circle being nine hundred and sixty.

This chakra is usually the last to be awak-
ened. In the beginning it is the same size
as the others, but as man progresses on the
Path of spiritual advancement it increases
steadily until it covers almost the whole top
of the head.

Another peculiarity attends its develop-
ment. It is at first a depression in the
etheric (invisible) body — as are all the
others — because through it, as through
them, the Divine force flows in from with-
out. When man realizes his position as a king
of the Divine light this chakra reverses itself,
turning, as it were, inside out . . no longer a
channel of reception, but of radiation . . no

.. THE CHAKRAS

longer a depression but a prominence, stand-
ing out from the head as a dome, a veritable
crown of glory . . the crown chakra.

Not only is there much interesting infor-
mation available on these force centers from
Hindu sources, it also appears certain that
European mystics were acquainted with the
chakras and incorporated it in their teach-
ings, such as is true of the Rosicrucians and
the Masons.

Among those forces which enter the chakras
are those which may be described as psychic
and spiritual. The navel chakra and those
higher in the body are ports of entry for forces
which affect human consciousness. As C. W.
Leadbeater tells us in his book, The Chakras:
"Masses of thought are very definite things,
occupying a place in space. Thoughts on the
same subject and of the same character
tend to aggregate; therefore for many sub-
jects there is a thought-center, a definite
place in the atmosphere, and other thoughts
about the same matter are attracted to
such a center, and go to increase its size
and influence. A thinker may in this way
contribute to a center, but he in turn may
be influenced by it; this is one of the rea-
sons why people think in droves, like sheep."”
Thought flies like lightning through the
subtle matter of the mental plane, so the
thought of the whole world on a certain sub-
ject may easily gather together in one spot,
and yet be accessible and attractive to every
thinker on that subject. The great “emotion-
forms" generated in the astral world by strong
feelings do not all fly to one world-center,
however, but coalesce into powerful floating
“blocks” of feeling which one may readily
contact and thereby be influenced.

abstracting his mind from external surround-
ings in the rapt absorption of his art, does
it. The writer lost in reverie over his theme
fails to recognize things, persons or events
about him. The painter so profoundly ab-
sorbed in contemplating the picture he is
making is oblivious to the passage of time.
The musician, most of all, rapt in the ardor
of musical composition — as all artists are
— unconsciously is practicing meditation!
You, however, who follow the path of self-
inquiry are able to do it consciously.

As concentration deepens, the external
world is slowly forgotten. The mental cham-
bers become empty of every thought save the
dominant expectancy of a response from the
inner Self. It is a type of self-hypnotism,
you might say, but it “works," and its value
is to be judged by its results. Thoughts no
longer leap through the mind, but die down
into a slow procession as the meditative
mood deepens.

“Silence is God,” says a French writer

. and this silence becomes the silence of
body, of thoughts, of desires — not merely
aural silence. In this sublime moment God
is beginning to take possession of your soul.
All you have to do is to PRACTICE this state
of mental quiet with the utmost self-surrender.
Those who spend the years soliciting some
intimation or revelation from within will —
with time — receive a rich reward.

difference in temperament, as well as a dif-
ference in the general psychic atmosphere,
between East and West, which serves to ex-
plain matters of this kind.

Swami Panchadasi tells of the Hindu Mango
Trick, as an example of this phenomenon in
India, where a magician takes a mango seed,
plants it in the ground, waves his hands
over it, and then causes first a tiny shoot
to appear from the surface of the ground,
followed by a small trunk and leaves, which
grow and grow, until at last it reaches
what appears to be a full sized mango tree.
In a few moments he seems to have produced
what it requires Nature years to do. What
he really does, however, is produce a wonder-
ful thought-form in the astral, from seed to
tree to fruit stage . . the astral picture pro-
ducing perfectly the picture in his own
mind. It is as if he were creating a moving
picture film-roll in his mind, then project-
ing this upon the screen of the air. There
iS no mango tree — never was — outside of
the mind of the magician and the minds of his
receptive audience. This is why photographs
Western visitors attempt to take of this
feat . . and the rope trick, for example . .
invariably show nothing whatever except the
magician sitting there with a peculiar ex-
pression in his eyes. (More to come)

THE MIRROR OF LIFE AND DEATH

The questing minds of a Depth Psycholo-
gist and Theosophy student who is a Psychia-
trist and his clairvoyant wife look at birth and
death from a viewpoint that can be more satis-
fying to many people than pure religion or
pure science.

The doctor and his wife see such matters
from a combination of approaches .. as would
be logical, considering their backgrounds . .
but they particularly look at the inner feel-
ings we have about things of this nature, as
well as from the standpoint of the intellect,
the arts, the sciences, and metaphysics.

Among his conclusions. Dr. Bendit says:
“ .. The idea of man surviving the death of
the body and, more being at a deeper level
still, immortal is no longer to be taken as
ridiculous superstition.  Scientific  proof
of this there is none: and indeed there prob-
ably never will be. We shall have to dis-
cover the truth for ourselves, by our personal
efforts. No outer teaching can take the place
of this. And when we truly know, it is prob-
able that the time will not be far off when
we shall find ourselves free of the wheel of
rebirth."

As the Bendits see it, the best way of pre-
paring to die is where no preparation is
needed. This involves living in such a way
that the idea of death is always with us,
together with life.

HIS CAREER threatened because he suffers from rheumatoid arthritis which
is steadily crippling his fingers. Dr. Christian Barnard, the South African card-
iac surgeon who has become famous for the transplantation of human hearts,
may not be able to continue performing such transplants.

Although only 43, Dr. Barnard's affliction is steadily crippling his fingers.
“On long operations." he reports. “I experience pain in my hands and fingers.
Unfortunately there is no cure for rheumatoid arthritis as yet. and my knuck-
les and wrists are beginning to thicken. | intend, however, to keep operating
just as long as | can. Then I'll have to find something else to do." A heart
transplant takes anywhere from four to eight hours to perform. Many who
know of the efficacy of spiritual healing, however, do not accept such a gloomy
outlook for the famous doctor, having witnessed what freedom it can bring to
the fingers of an arthritis sufferer.

Harry Edwards. English spiritual healer, seeing the tragedy of losing such
ability to the world, has stated in the Psychic News of England that he and
other spiritual healers of his acquaintance feel there is a special appeal to
help Dr. Barnard that his hands may be freed to carry on the good work em-
powered to them.

"Dr. Barnard's operations are milestones in surgical history." Harry Edwards
states . . . "How still more wonderful would it be if. through Divine power,
we see a manifestation of Spirit healing, and for him to acknowledge this.
This would establish that there are compassionate, wiser minds who can suc-
ceed when human ingenuity and wit can do no more.

HAVING ENJOYED so much the beauti-
ful panorama of the sea near his country
home (similar to the one he had in England
while on Earth), Monsignor Robert Benson
and his wife, Ruth, sighted a beautiful island
offshore and felt the desire to visit it in one
of the fine boats anchored nearby. No more
did they think of it when their Spirit friend,
Edwin, sent a message to the owner of one
those elegant boats, a friend of his, and they
received a friendly invitation to go aboard.
The fundamental rule of hospitality in the
case of boats of the sea was also true in the
Spirit world.

ever, there must come a time in the healing
of an organic condition when the Spirit force
is translated into a physical effect, to pro-
mote the beneficial change in human tissue.
This conversion into a material change may
be more understandable when we remember
that all the elements are forms of character-
ized energy . . that the atom element is an
ordered form of energy. Therefore, if Spirit
intelligence can manipulate energies and di-
rect them to provide the corrective healing
force which reaches the Spirit body of the
patient where it is transformed into a phys-
ical state, this provides the modus oper-
andi through which organic healings take
place.

There also exists reason for suggesting
that if the Spirit doctors are able to ef-
fect chemical changes within the human body,
they also may have the ability to change the
physical structure of the elements which
comprise diseased cells, such as with cancer,
and thus are able to disperse physical mat-
ter or change its nature.
