A BEST-SELLER FROM SPIRIT

DID YOU KNOW that a con­
siderable portion of a recent 
best-selling book was dictated 
from the Spirit world .. and the 
author admits it publicly?

The book, A Search for the 
Truth, was written by Ruth 
Montgomery, famous newspaper 
columnist and author of the run­
away best-seller, A Gift of 
Prophecy, about the Washing­
ton. D. C. clairvoyant, Jeane 
Dixon.

Mrs. Montgomery describes 
in her book how she took up 
automatic writing after contact­
ing her deceased father. The 
first time she tried, she re­
ceived nothing, but trying again 
later she said: “Almost immed­
iately the pencil began to race 
around the page, drawing cir­
cles and figure-eights with wild 
abandon. I could scarcely have 
stopped the nonsensical motions 
if I had tried.” When she 
showed the results of her ef­
forts to a psychic friend, she was 
surprised to learn ui«t auto­
matic writing nearly always 
starts that way. “The circles and 
figure-eights are their way of ex­
pressingjoy that they are, at last, 
able to establish communication 
with you," she was told.

After that Mrs. Montgomery 
tried again, and words began 
to form, then sentences, and 
soon a page was filled with 
messages from deceased rela­
tives. “I had the pencil,” she 
recalls, “yet it seemed to 
write without me.”

It was not long before one of her unseen correspondents 
introduced himself as a spiritual guide. He drew a lily — by 
which symbol she would know him each time he was present. 
He was a somewhat stem fellow, according to Mrs. Mont­
gomery, and refused to tell her anything about himself, except 
that he had been a writer of great note while on the Earth plane. 
It wasn’t long before he gave her orders to stop smoking and 
to forego cocktails, apparently to expedite her spiritual prog­
ress. He felt she was frittering away too much time with these 
activities, and they weren't good for her anyway.

Her contact with Spirit through automatic writing was re­
sponsible for finding Mrs. Montgomery and her husband just 
the right house in Georgetown. Before she had ever seen 
it, her “unseen" friends described the house they had found 
for her in detail, gave its exact address, and what day the 
classified “for sale” ad would appear in the Washington 
Post. She was even told what sum to offer for the house, 
and that her old home would be sold for a suitable price. 
Everything turned out just as they had predicted.

Soon after the Montgomerys were settled in their new 
home, a new guide appeared on the scene, identifying himself 
by drawing a donkey in one continuous line. This remained 
his symbol for each message he brought. By this time Mrs. 
Montgomery was devoting about fifteen minutes each morning 
to automatic writing, but it began to flow so rapidly that 
the suggestion came from her guides that she switch from 
handwriting to the typewriter for greater speed and so that 
it could be deciphered more easily.

“Each morning thereafter I seated myself at the typewriter 
and closed my eyes. Then — after silently praying for pro­
tection from evil forces — I sought to lift my mind to a 
higher plateau," Mrs. Montgomery recalls. “Since I have al­
ways used the touch system, the typing presented no problem. 
But I never knew what word was coming next until it began 
forming itself on the paper . . The unseen writers ignored 
man-made rules of punctuation, but their grammar was flawless.”

At that time Mrs. Montgomery had just finished a book on 
the life of Mary McCarran, a Catholic nun for thirty-two 
years before renouncing her vows to care for her widowed 
mother and invalid sister. Her guide, Lily, suggested the 
title, “Once There Was a Nun.” Her publishers liked it, and

THE RUSSIANS ARE “MOVING"
An AP dispatch recently quoted an 

account from the Soviet newspaper, 
Moscow Pravda, describing some experi­
ments of “mind over matter.”

When Nelya Mikhailova wants some­
thing she just stares at it and it starts 
creeping towards her. Nelya, married 
and in her 40’s, has astounded scien­
tists with her ability to make such 
things as match sticks or wine glasses 
move without touching them, to make a 
one-pound water pitcher slide across a 
table, or to stop and then restart a pen­
dulum swinging. In one experiment, 
under scientific supervision, she appar­
ently caused a small aluminum tube to 
shift positions under a glass cover. In 
anothertest, matches and an apple jumped 
off a table at her “command."

Soviet scientists were quoted as say­
ing they do not know how Nelya does it, 
but they are sure there is a logical ex­
planation (which is more latitude than 
many investigators in the USA might 
give to the credibility of the demon­
stration of such a phenomenon).

“It’s nothing supernatural," said Y. 
Sitkovsky. “When a person thinks, he 
radiates energy. The character of phys­
ical-chemical reactions is stronger in 
some people."

IF THEY UNDERSTOOD how to do so, 
many more people would practice meditation 
than do. The need to know God—to obtain a 
stronger foothold on reality — becomes a 
necessity in order to retain one's sanity 
in a world that sometimes seems to have gone 
mad . . that has lost all worthwhile values.

“Meditation is a safe and proven means for 
lifting the level of our consciousness,” 
Flower A. Newhouse tells us, and, as our pro­
ficiency in the art of meditation grows, en­
ables us to live consistently at ever higher 
levels of awareness each day.

Citing how a somewhat materialistic per­
son relaxes. Rev. Newhouse points out that 
such a person is apt to drift into the in­
stinctive level of consciousness. The mental 
type of individual, after a day’s work, fre­
quently falls back to the ordinary level of 
consciousness. Even a spiritual person, 
when unoccupied with more urgent tasks, 
may descend to the reasoning level. In all 
these cases, when freed from their routine 
work or the inspiration of interesting 
events, idling the consciousness means a 
lowering of the state of consciousness.

In entering into higher mental and spiri­
tual frequencies during meditation, however, 
Rev. Newhouse counsels, we slowly develop 
more conscious control over our conscious­
ness — our thoughts — and our "descents” 
into the lower states are checked.

To begin a meditation, here is what the 
well-known Indian teacher, Yogananda, 
suggests in his little book. Metaphysical 
Meditations:

Sit still with a straight spine. Cover up 
your fidgety eyeballs with the sheets of 
your eyelids. Hold them still. Then loosen 
your mind from the consciousness of 
body-weight. Relax the nerve-strings that 
are attached to the heavy muscles and 
bones of your body. Forget the con­
sciousness of carrying a heavy bundle of

bones tied in the thick cloth of flesh. Rest. Free your 
mind from the consciousness of a beast of burden. Do 
not think of your body-load, but feel your soul untied 
from the constant material quality of heaviness. Men­
tally race in your fancy's airplane above, beneath, left, 
right, in infinity, or wherever you want to go. Feel and 
meditate on this, your mental freedom from your body. 
Dream, dwell, and feel this body-aboveness when sitting 
still; the consciousness of freedom will constantly increase.

Then keep these “preliminaries" in mind. Flower New­
house suggests:

1. Be prepared for a battle to ensue when you ready 
yourself for meditation. The usually subconscious forces 
exert their dragging tendencies. Until you have learned 
to subdue and control them, they are apt to make every 
effort to defeat you and prevent you from tuning 
in to the Eternal. They try to prevent your attune- 
ment by persuading you to be lazy . . to procrasti­
nate because of not being “in the mood’ for such inner 
exercises. At other times, material distractions will 
intrude, or anxieties over annoying problems will de­
mand attention.

Silence the$e subterranean energies at the very out­
set. Tell yourself: "For too long have instinctive forces 
held me captive. I ask the Spirit of God Indwelling 
to empower me to meet all their enticements in such 
a manner that I become their master . . I require 
peace, alertness of mind, and receptivity of spirit 
throughout the total period of this time of attunement. 
Through Christ's encouraging Spirit, so let it be.”

2. To be infilled with fresh, vital energies, it is need­
ful to empty ourselves of any remnants of tension, 
nervousness, weariness, fretfulness, or boredom. We 
might express our wishes like this: “Through Thy stir­
ring in me, Indwelling God, I seek to be emptied, re­
leased and cleansed from all which obstructs Thy Pres­
ence. I let go of the old; I invite the new and strength­
ened frequencies of Light and Life. Through Christ

♦ I Indwelling, so it is."
3. Whenever you remember to turn to God Indwelling,

PSYCHIC DIGEST

HOW LITTLE WE KNOW)
“There can be no doubt whatever that our 

growing knowledge of ESP has brought us to 
the threshold of a revolution of thought of 
vast dimensions,” writes C. K. Shaw in the 
English journal, Prediction. Continuing, he 
writes: “The more we learn about it the more 
we realize how little we know. To some, it 
may even appear that we are approaching an 
age of miracles, because so many things can 
be seen to happen which appear to be against 
all known laws of orthodox science.”

THE WORTH OF VICARIOUS KNOWLEDGE
There is much truth in a statement of James 

E. Kinnear in Gateway, SFF Journal: “If 
it be true that one picture is worth a thou­
sand words, it is equally true that one dem­
onstration in the realm of ESP and psychism 
is worth .. a good many books and lectures.” 
However, it is also true that even if such a 
demonstration were to take place, so few 
understand what happened or what it should 
mean to them. Here is where acquiring addi­
tional knowledge can bring much enlighten­
ment and pave the way to deeper experiences 
and greater understanding.

such research results could bring giant steps 
forward in man's progression.

A NEW SCIENCE
The recognition of psychic phenomena is 

only a beginning of the vast future develop­
ment of psychic science .. just as the jumping 
of pith balls or the dancing of frogs by elec­
trical force was the beginning of modem 
electrical technology.

Pure psychic science may soon develop into 
an applied science or spiritual technology. 
Thereby communication between the worlds 
— physical and psychic — may be ren­
dered much easier and more reliable than it 
is actually at present . . just as modem 
methods of communication are as compared 
with the primitive ones . . so says Indian 
writer, L. J. Yadav in The Astrological Maga­
zine on “Psychic Science and the Problem 
of Survival.”

DO ANIMALS HAVE SOULS TOO?

TO A GOOD MANY people the 
idea that animals — like humans — 
have a goal in life, a way of growth, 
and undergo soul evolution is just too 
far-fetched even to consider.

All the kingdoms of Nature, how­
ever. do have their goal and their 
way of growth, in fact follow the same 
Law of Unfoldment as takes place in 
the life of a child. The first thing a 
baby evidences is intense activity; so 
do puppies and kittens. Unseen by 
mortal eyes, even the mineral kingdom, 
in which Life is most closely “cribbed, 
cabined and confined," is yet incredi­
bly “alive." In all the universe there is 
no such thing as “dead matter." After 
a millennial of ages in the mineral 
kingdom, the Life-Wave passes on into 
the vegetable kingdom, and here it be­
gins to feel. It does not know that it 
feels . . that is a different thing.

Think of how flowers tum and open 
to the sun, and sensitive leaves curl up 
when touched. I once heard Sir Jagadis 
Chandra Bose, the great Indian scien­
tist, lecture on the “Nervous System 
in Plants," and describe a machine he 
had invented which registered a plant's 
response to the surrounding forces of 
Nature. He found that a sheltered 
plant did not produce such an orga­
nized nervous system as one exposed 
to the winds and storms of life — 
quite a lesson for all of us!

In the animal kingdom, life not only 
grows and feels, but begins to think. 
Indeed, some animals in their little 
way think very clearly and keenly, as 
all who love and watch animals have 
observed.

There is a fundamental difference 
between man and the lower kingdoms, 
and between man and the animal king­
dom. All the lower kingdoms below 
man are hardly se//-conscious. They are 
conscious after their fashion, but are 
not se//-conscious. They are moved by

a hidden corporate intelligence which we may designate as a group psyche 
or group soul. This is the origin of the animal instinct . . as the herd in­
stinct, which, when one sheep jumps through a hedge, causes all the others 
to follow him. The higher animal species seem to possess more individual 
memory, however. The hidden truth behind this is that all share group 
souls. After death an animal's individual consciousness and experiences 
are absorbed by the group soul, tending to add to the instinctive knowledge 
of the group. Notice, for example, the way the group soul of horses has 
become accustomed to automobiles, and how certain wild animals are now 
wary of a gun.

Haven't you wondered what happens to an animal dear to you?

The lower small animals, such as bees and butterflies and ants, share a 
common group soul in enormous numbers. They are also in contact with the 
lower orders of Devic intelligences who help them to bring about "protec­
tive variation," but the greater the growth and intelligence of the species, 
the fewer the numbers sharing one group soul, until, among the higher mam­
mals, quite a small number share life together. These group souls are the 
origin of species, and when a new sub-species arises, it means a cleavage 
in the group soul brought about by very differing experiences. Thus, life 
ascends the scale until it reaches what we call the “domestic animals" . . 
those brought into contact with man. Why are they brought into contact 
with man? Here we return to the fundamental difference between the higher 
animals and man: Man is a trinity, possessing a body, a soul, and an im­
mortal. undying Spirit. The animals possess bodies and souls, or psychic 
counterparts, which — in the case of the higher animals — live for some 
time a separate, individual life after death, but are not yet vehicles 
for the incoming of a Divine Spark of Deity, hereafter to be gradually 
shaped and redeemed by Him.

So animals do have souls, and some of them live individual lives for 
quite some time after death. This is even more the case with an animal 
that has been made a friehd by man. It is to be noticed in the rapid growth 
of intelligence and emotional response in an animal well cared for. loved, 
and befriended.

Certain animals head the long growth of their species. Horses have be­
hind them a long anterior evolution from the little creature of the prehis­
toric ages; the domestic dog is at the head of the canine tribe; the cat 
leads the feline species. These animals are now in constant contact with 
man for their own sakes, not ours. This can happen only with particularly 
favored specimens of four animal species: the horse, the dog. the cat. and 
the monkey. These lead the animal evolutionary life. Contact with man 
sharpens their individual intelligence. When they are loved and be­
friended. their emotional response increases. This is more easily observed 
in the case of a horse or a dog, the particular “friends of man.” The 
continual companionship of the greater and higher life with the smaller.

remember to stir up and develop your enthu­
siasm and reverent anticipation for that of 
God which you touch. As you do this, jt en­
ables you to sense more and to tune in more 
readily than you would have without it.

4. That we might become aligned complete­
ly with our Inmost God Center, let us use an 
alignment technique such as one like this:

My physical body, unitedly with its in­
visible etheric body of energy, is the Ser­
vant of the Lord God Indwelling.

Try to realize the body and its energies 
as being obedient and responsive to the Cen­
tral Will within.

My outer body is attuned to the astral 
body of emotions which is the Disciple of 
the Lord God Indwelling.

In so dedicating the emotional body in 
this way, we can depend upon it to remain 
constructively motivated and controlled.

My astral body is attuned to the mental 
body which is the Pupil of the Indwelling 
Lord.

In this way we try to prepare our mind 
for the purity, integrity, range, and respon­
siveness necessary for its use as a channel 
for the reception of Reality.

Af_y mind is attuned to my causal body, the 
soul, which is my “Angel Seif.”

Now we try to lift our thoughts and aspi­
rations to the soul consciousness level — 

ordinarily the highest consciousness we can 
achieve, appreciating the beauty, holiness, 
and pure nature of our soul-being, viewing 
life from its lofty God-awareness.

Through my soul being, 1 am aligned with 
the 1-AM-OF-GOD SELF, Holy God In­
dwelling.

Not through straining, but through reve­
rent and attuned thought, we aspire to know 
at-one-ment with this perfect and immortal 
God Spirit. And concluding this preparation 
for meditation, let us affirm:

The Lord is in His holy temple: let all the 
Earth keep silence before Him. Glorify thou 
me with thine own self, О Father, with the 
glory which I had with thee before the world 
was.

Thus we enter the silence — that state of 
inward awareness — to achieve active God­
attention, and as our consciousness is oc­
cupied with it, all the members of our Being 
(Spirit, soul, mind, emotions, energies and 
body) are rested and harmonized by the wave 
lengths of Divinity.

business, industry, and in many other areas 
of leadership, surprised and astounded me.

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GLIMPSES OF THE MASTERS . .

SPEAKING ON THE ART of healing com­
bined with teaching as He did while on Earth, 
the Master Jesus discusses this in David Anri­
as’ book, Through the Eyes of the Masters*,  
as the author tunes in to the different thought­
currents emanating from Jesus and some of 
the other great Adept minds.

Speaking on the upsurge of many diseases 
which presently afflict mankind and are be­
coming less susceptible to treatment by ac­
cepted methods, the Master gave this ex­
planation:

This is due to the fact that many egos in 
the effort to become free to tread the path 
have undertaken to absorb and transmute un­
desirable elementals or thought-forms creat­
ed by themselves in past lives, and which, 
in the present life, return to attack them 
in one or other of their subtler bodies be­
fore manifesting as strange and baffling ail­
ments in the physical. When the hour of their 
deliverance is at hand these brave souls 
will be brought into contact with healers 
and physicians able to counteract their 
maladies with the appropriate treatment. 
Clairvoyant sight, of course, will be in­
dispensable to determine the origin of the 
trouble, and the vibrations of color and 
sound will be utilized increasingly to pro­
duce healing effects and to rebuild and 
strengthen not only the higher bodies but 
the physical itself.

The battle within man’s consciousness 
shifts its field with every age. Where be­
fore the problem was to raise the emotional 
to the spiritual by means of prayer and as­
piration, now it tends to become the effort 
to conquer desire through analysis. This 
being so, we who directed the old line of 
spiritual endeavor must modify to some ex­
tent our original methods in order to co­
operate with those Adepts and their disci­
ples who are to become associated with the

new. The actual transference from one line 
to the other will cover centuries, for thou­
sands of souls who are not of a self-analy­
tical type still will be in need of that 
healing power which prayer alone can give. 
. . The very act of kneeling itself is of 
great occult significance in that the phy­
sical etheric centers become attuned to cer­
tain currents encircling the Earth, ever 
available to those who desire help from the 
unseen. By associating prayer with kneel­
ing, man is not only aided, but to a certain 
extent guarded from pernicious influences 
liable to dominate him in any other position 
that the body can assume.

In the Middle Ages the average man’s men­
tal body being but elementary, it readily be­
came quiescent at times of prayer, and the 
emotions were free to receive spiritual illumi­
nation. Likewise by gathering together to 
pray, added power was generated enabling a 
group to experience that expansion of con­
sciousness which individuals, praying alone, 
frequently fail to achieve. Great expansion of 
consciousness is generated not only by collec-16

tive prayer, but also by collective sacrifice, 
such as that entailed by war. Patriotism is a 
high ideal, one grossly taken advantage of by 
powerful and unscrupulous men, manipulated 
by the dark forces. The result is that the psy­
chic currents inspiring patriotic emotion have 
become tainted . . The old expansion of con­
sciousness achieved through sacrifice in 
battle is now far outweighed by the devas-

tating effects of modern warfare on mind 
and body alike.

Those who would cast a slur on Christian­
ity for its impotence to stop war should 
bear in mind that it has failed largely be­
cause the teachings have become obscured, 
misapprehensions have arisen, and because 
man has not been great enough to rise to the 
wonderful opportunities afforded him. It is 
to Christianity that the West owes every­
thing that may be termed civilization: The 
care of children and animals; the consider­
ation for others; the first faint begin­
nings of cooperation and brotherhood. In 
the coming cycle it will be raised to a 
higher level, made more scientific . . A new 
religion will be given out, yet it will be 
a facet of the old. There is but ONE reli­
gion, as there is but ONE GOD. Truth itself 
is infinitely greater than ever can be mir­
rored in all the teachings, the philosoph­
ies, and the religions of the world. Each 
of these catch and reflect, as it were, one 

f beam of the Light. Whether the reflection
is a true one or not depends upon the purity 
of the mirror.

Upon those souls who — although mis­
takenly, perhaps — struggle and suffer for the

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THOSE WHO are familiar with the mater­
ialization of “spirit-forms" should be aware 
that in many cases this phenomenon takes 
place by reason of the unconscious projec­
tion of the astral body of the medium.

A projection of the astral body of this 
nature may take on the appearance of some­
one who has passed on because of the mental 
picture of that person in the mind of the 
medium. Even though this is a person the 
medium never has seen, it is possible that 
the minds of the persons present knew that 
person and tend to influence the appearance 
of the nebulous spirit form. In many cases 
the medium is not able to produce this phe­
nomenon without the psychic assistance of 
the sitters.

The fact that the medium usually is in a 
trance condition aids materially in the ease 
with which this phenomenon is produced. 
With the mind stilled, and the subconscious 
mind active, such astral phenomena are pro­
duced with much less trouble than would be 
the case if the medium were in the ordinary 
condition. However, utilizing higher powers, 
it is possible to accomplish materializa­
tion with no one present who knew a partic­
ular spirit form while on Earth. Swami Pan­
chadasi explains this phenomenon fully in 
his book, The Astral World. Here he tells 
about the cast-off shells of souls which 
have moved on to higher planes of the great 
astral world. Many of these astral shells, 
or shades, or other astral semi-entities 
may be materialized, and thus mistaken for 
spirits of departed ones. This would also 
be true of powerful thought-forms. However, 
a good clairvoyant, by reading the records 
of the astral light, is able to give infor­
mation which comes from the departed soul.

The above book by Swami Panchadasi and 
The Astral Plane by C. W. Leadbeater can pre­
pare you for what to expect in the astral. 17



MAN’S FORCE CENTERS . . THE CHAKRAS

’ DESCRIBING those “vitality" globules - 
which the Hindus call prana — and how they 
are drawn into the force centers or chakras 
of the etheric human body, we learned a 
little about four of the six radiant color 
rays that pass through these centers in a 
previous article.

Looking now at the orange-red ray and the 
darker reds, including a certain amount of 
dark purple, we see that they flow to the 
base of the spine and then to the generative 
organs. In the normal man this energizes 
the desires of the flesh, and seems to enter 
the blood and helps to keep up the heat of 
the body. However, if one persistently re­
fuses to yield to his lower nature, by long 
and determined effort this ray can be de­
flected up toward the brain where all three of 
its constituents can undergo a remarkable 
modification. The orange raised into a pure 
yellow intensifies the powers of the intel­
lect. The dark red becomes crimson and in­
creases the quality of unselfish affection. 
The dark purple is transmuted into a lovely 
pale violet and quickens the spiritual part 
of man's nature. The person who achieves 
such a transmutation will find that sensual 
desires no longer trouble him.

VITALITY AND HEALTH
In his book on The Chakras,*  C. W. Lead- 

beater describes how these rays passing 
through the various force centers of the body 
regulate the parts of the body with which 
they are concerned, and how one wibh clair­
voyant sight easily can “see” where \t per­
son’s weaknesses occur according to the flow 
of the color stream and if the amount is in 
the right proportion.

For example, he mentions that “where the 
yellow current is strong and full, it indi­
cates or produces strength and regularity in 

18 the action of the heart; it also penetrates 

the blood and is sent all over the body . . 
with enough left to extend also into the 
brain where the power of high philosophical 
and metaphysical thought appears to depend 
to a great extent upon the volume and acti­
vity of this yellow stream, and the corres­
ponding awakening of the force center at 
the top of the head.”

In a further description of the effects 
of the other color rays, Leadbeater contin­
ues: "Thought and emotion of a high spiri­
tual type seem to depend largely upon the 
violet ray, whereas the power of ordinary 
thought is stimulated by the action of the 
blue mingled with the yellow. In some forms 
of idiocy the flow of vitality to the brain 
— both yellow and blue-violet — is almost 
inhibited. Unusual activity or volume of 
the light blue at the throat center is ac­
companied by health and strength of the phys­
ical organs in that part of the body. It gives 
strength and elasticity to the vocal cords 
so that special brilliance and activity are 
noticeable here in the case of a public 
speaker or a great singer. Weakness or 
disease in any part of the body,” he con­
cludes, “is accompanied by a deficiency in 
the flow of vitality to that part."

This flow of vitality into or through any 
center we are discussing here, however, must 
not be confused with the entirely different 
development of a center brought about by the 
awakening of the higher levels of what is 
called the “serpent-fire” at a later stage 
in man's evolution. We all draw in vitality 
and specialize it, but many of us do not 
utilize it to the full, because in various 
ways our lives are not as pure and healthy 
and reasonable as they should be. Right 
thought and right feeling react also on 
the body for increased vitality necessary 
for its well-being. (to be continued)

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soothing, stimulating, or depressing — even 
frightening — according to the mood and in­
terpretation of the listener.

In the therapeutic sense, water heals be­
cause, when one accepts it as a sound, one 
comes face to face with this mysterious ele­
ment, reminding us that it is, indeed, an ele­
ment, and not anything which man has pro­
duced in a test-tube or by any of his own 
mechanical skills. There is much that man can 
do with water, of course, especially when 
he harnesses it to produce light, heat, or

. . how the vibrations of sound can bring 
inspiration and healing . .

THE NATURAL WORLD is full of sound. 
It is a symphony played on many chords, in a 
variety of cadences, which man has sought to 
imitate in the harmonies and the discords of 
music. Not all the sounds of nature, of course, 
are pleasing to the ear or to the mind. It is, 
nevertheless, these variations in tone, pitch, 
and degree which add interest and stimulus 
to our ears, the organs and translators of 
hearing.

Perhaps one might not,imagine, at first 
thought, that the discords of natural music 
could be healing. Yet often they 
are, because they express a mood, 
and thus enable the mind, through 
hearing, to ventilate emotions and 
thoughts which would otherwise remain mute 
or frustrated within the mind or soul.

Water is an elemental sound . . and the 
world is full of it. Indeed, without the sound 
of water, the natural symphonies and melo­
dies which come to us on the wave-lengths 
of nature would be, of themselves, inharmo­
nious and lacking in the same kind of heal­
ing balance which would be absent from the 
organic substances of the Earth were water 
suddenly no longer part of these.

If one thinks of nature as a vast organ, 
upon which are played all the sounds which 
fill the world, this voice of water is one of 
the most powerful and yet varied in the whole 
range of natural composition. If we pull 
out all the organ stops, and listen with our 
imaginations, we can hear the soft pitter- 
patter of raindrops, the torrential rush of 
mighty waterfalls, the slow murmur of riv­
ers, the tinkle of small streams, the lap of 
lake waters upon quiet shores, or the thun­
der of the seas as they assault the granite 
rocks or pebbly shores.

All this is the voice of water . . one of 
the most mysterious and yet inspiring and 
evocative of sounds which can be peaceful. 

power . . but as an element, he cannot make 
it . . it is there — like the wind, and the air, 
and that other element, fire.

In the language of the occult, of course, 
water is one of the four cardinal elements, 
of which the other three are earth, fire, 
and air. So there is a certain primeval ma­
gic and mystery about water and, no doubt, 
it is a subconscious awareness of these quali­
ties held in it which is transmuted to the 
sound of water, and thereby gives it a hid­
den therapy of its own. It is both a power 
and a force, and in the sound of water there 
seem, at times, to be voices which trans­
mute to us, the listeners, a kind of ancient 
magic and mystery.

Undoubtedly the sound of water is a thera­
peutic one because it releases the imagina­
tive powers, as well as acts upon the ner­
vous system in a variety of ways. Not all of 
these may be soothing or stimulating; 
they may even be irritating. For instance, 
one thinks of the slow drip-drip of a leak­
ing tap, or of water upon stone from a cave 
or enclosed place, which can be torturing to 
the mind because of its slow, monotonous 
rhythm. The sound of rain, too, when it 19

descends without ceasing, drumming upon 
baked Earth after months of drought, or 
hitting windows or the roof, can be a source 
of nervous irritation to many temperaments. 
The long, slow sound of the tide can be equal­
ly dreary and monotonous, almost dirge-like, 
as all water sounds can be under some cir­
cumstances.

Thus, since water is an element, and plays 
upon the surfaces of the planet in this way, 
through periods of calm and tempest, light 
and dark, winter and summer, it contributes 
to the shaping of the planet in this aural 
sense. It also affects us as human beings, as 
well as the animals, birds, flowers, and all liv­
ing things — in fact shapes our lives and our 
temperaments, because through it, we inter­
pret our own moods and thoughts as we do 
through the other elements which are, after 
all, only physical evidence of the Creative 
Spirit behind all manifested things.

In this creative interpretation of the 
sound of water, musicians, particularly, have 
given us sounds of various kinds which con­
tribute to our healing upon the mental and 
spiritual planes. Handel actually incorpor­
ated the sound of water in the title of one 
of his famous pieces, “Water Music.” There 
are also many other equally noted pieces 
which are an interpretation, in all its moods, 
of this natural element which speaks to us 
through sound.

The most therapeutic way in which this 
element works is to soothe the mind, because 
there is in the sound of it, at times, a qual­
ity of hypnosis. It is a natural narcotic, 
more powerful and beneficial than any kind 
of drug. Most of us have, at some time 
or another, sat on a bench by the sea, or 

20 upon the cliffs above it, or beside» a moun­

tain stream, or tinkling rivulet, and suc­
cumbed to this spell of water. The sea has 
a rhythm to it, and a beat, speaking to us 
of the marvelous order of the moon and the 
planets as they keep their appointed stations 
in the element of air.

Water is a mirror in which, at times, we 
see the Universe reflected, and thus it 
evokes the psychic qualities in man. The 
sound of a raindrop falling upon a rose­
bud — a gentle sound that has to be listen­
ed for — can be infinitely healing because 
it arouses in the mind that sense of mysteri­
ous wonder which fills the listening soul 
with marvelous healing.

In the sound of water — however it comes 
to us — God speaks. On a visit to Switzer­
land some years ago I stood by a famous 
waterfall, watching it cascade down over 
the rocky ravine below. As I heard the thun­
der of it all, my senses were filled with 
awe. Then, up over the tumbling and clam­
orous waters, a rainbow rose and lighted 
the spray. Here was water, in sound, em- 
phazing another interpretive function, giv­
ing fuller depth and meaning to vision.

A planet without the sound of water would 
be a static, silent world. The sound of rain 
reassures us that the Earth’s physical needs 
will be met, that man and animal will not 
starve. Floods and tempests may come, 
frightening with the sound of elemental fury, 
but it is in this manner that nature restores 
the terrestrial balance.

No human ear hears the dewdrop form, yet 
it has a sound as it swings upon its blade 
of grass or delicate flower moulding. It is 
a psychic sound . . assuring us that we are 
provided for, that behind all this created 
Universe a Mind plans our way and plots 
our course.

American parapsychology's most 
respected team of scholarly re­
searchers in extrasensory per­
ception.

WHENEVER PEOPLE are confronted with 
challenging new ideas — such as those which 
parapsychology presents — their first re­
action is a defensive one, according to long 
experience by Dr. Louisa E. Rhine. They try 
to make fun of it. When that wears out, 
they try to make sense ot if. After a cer­
tain amount of that, they try to make use 
of it. In fields like engineering or medi­
cine, this may take a few years — at most, 
a generation — but in the sciences of mind, 
history is not very encouraging. Much de­
pends upon how difficult it is to make sense 
of the new discoveries . . on how well they 
fit in.

In parapsychology, practical usage requires 
a measure of control over the abilities 
involved. But this is easier said than done 
— as every researcher knows — for it 
depends upon more knowledge about them 
than thus far has been secured. If ESP abili­
ties were more controllable, its acceptance 
as a science by the other sciences would in­
deed be accelerated. It would also mean 
that fantastic new ranges of application 
could be ushered in as perhaps no other dis­
covery has done. From her own background of 
research, Dr. Rhine feels reasonably certain 

that control of psi (ESP) abilities will come 
. . with what limitations and qualifica­
tions, no one knows yet.

Those who will do the most to advance a 
research program in this field, Dr. Rhine 
feels, will not be from neighboring profes­
sional fields, for they are too bound by ex­
isting belief systems. Instead, professional 
groups farthest away from parapsychology are 
showing the greatest and most uninhibited 
interest in psi investigation. Among the 
space sciences, for example, technological 
people are interested in it as an independent 
mode of communication. Among the other 
sciences, however, since no different kind of 
basic causal principle — beside the physi­
cal — has been claimed, finding that man is 
not wholly physical, nor the processes con­
cerned with him, is revolutionary in the ex­
treme. This is the kind of revolution, how­
ever, that should be considered as the highest 
form of usefulness in a scientific discovery. 
Time will tell — how long we do not know.

could 1 have remained in that temple while 
he was there without undergoing the almost 
crushing consciousness that I was low, very 
low upon the scale of spiritual evolution 
and progression.
