DIVINE HEALING

FEELS LIKE ELECTRICITY

A FORCE RADIATING 
from the hands of spiritual heal­
ers now can be registered on X- 
ray film.

This development confirms 
what many devout people long 
have suspected — that a charge 
similar to electricity often is 
felt in Divine healing.

A retired Radio Corporation 
of America scientist recently 
discovered that this electrical 
charge could be recorded on 
X-ray film. He conducted the 
tests that uncovered this evi­
dence at Wainwright House in 
Rye, New York, international 
headquarters for the Laymen’s 
Movement, a non-sectarian 
men’s organization. For these 
tests he used a specially pre­
pared dental X-ray film, attach­
ing the small packet with ad­
hesive tape to the palms of four 
spiritual healers. In three out of 
four cases, a current was regis­
tered on the film, with varying 
degrees of intensity.

These test cases are de­
scribed in a recent book, The 
Gift of Healing, by Ambrose A. 
and Olga Worrall. Although the 
electronic scientist is fully 
identified in the book, he has re­
quested that his name be with­
held in newspaper and magazine 
stories. If he did not do this, 
he figured that his name would 
become well known to too many 
people who would be calling 
and writing him.

These experimental tests 
were conducted several years

ago on spiritual healers. A series of tests were done, 
each under different circumstances — one of which gave 
a positive register of healing force. This, of course, 
led to further investigations, among which were a large 
number of tests done on people who were not healers. In 
every instance, not one of these registered a reaction on 
the film.

This scientist is now sending other interested scien­
tists a description of the technique he used, with the sug­
gestion that they do their own further experiments with 
it.

The retired scientist said he has improved his tech­
nique since conducting the tests described in the Wor­
rall book. He now places a special type of radiographic 
lead foil inside the packet on top of the X-ray film, 
instead of using a lead bar outside the packet, as for­
merly. A portion of the radiographic lead foil is cut 
out. If the healing force registers, it causes radia­
tion to occur along the edges of the cut-out portion, 
darkening the film. If the lead foil is cut in the form 
of a cross, for example, the edges of the cross will appear 
outlined on the film.

Stressed is the importance of using only radiograph­
ic lead foil which will not react chemically with the 
photographic emulsion. Also emphasized is the impor­
tance of preparing the pack of X-ray film as close to 
the time of the experiment as possible, and that it be de­
veloped immediately afterward. The most sensitive kind 
of film, of course, should be used.

The book, The Gift of Healing, tells the true life 
story of Ambrose A. Worrall and his wife, Olga, both of 
whom are widely known as spiritual healers . . neither 
of whom accept payments or gifts for any healing work 
done. Residents of Baltimore, Maryland, Mrs. Worrall is 
director of the healing clinic at the Mt. Washington 
Methodist Church, and her husband, an engineer, was for 
many years an executive with the Martin (aircraft) Com­
pany.

This is what Hugh Lynn Cayce, son of the famòús clair­
voyant, Edgar Cayce, says of Mrs. Worrall's healing gift 
in his booklet, Gifts of Healing:

ESP AND INVESTMENTS
A recent Los Angeles Times article 

featured what it took “psychologically" 
to be an ace at making money in hand­
ling investments. When all was said 
and done, the analysis concluded that 
decisions that pay off best are made 
quickly and unconsciously based on 
the “aperceptive mass” of one’s intui­
tion. “In short, if you really know what’s 
going on, you don’t even have to know 
what’s going on to know what's going 
on. All you need is a hell of an aper­
ceptive mass, an IQ of 150, and a dollop 
of ESP." Got that ?

MORE TEAMWORK NEEDED
Reviewing the recent writings in 

Theta of British author Paul Beard on 
the survival of death, Dr. Ian Steven­
son, until recently Chairman of the De­
partment of Neurology and Psychiatry 
at the University of Virginia, com­
menting on the need for improved work­
ing relationships of researchers states:

“I am myself very much committed to 
using the scientific method for the 
gathering and analysis of further and 
better evidence as to the survival of 
personality after death. I believe 
that this task will be made easier by 
much closer working relationships be­
tween scientific investigators, spiri­
tualists, and mediums (or other “sensi­
tives") than we have had in the past. 
Indeed, it may be impossible without 
such improved relationships. This 
means that psychical researchers 
should spare no effort to understand 
the point of view of spiritualists and 
mediums and try to learn as much as 
they can from them.”

MEDITATION has been used throughout 
the ages as the means by which man can link 
his brain, mind and soul together . . can con­
nect them consciously with the Universal In­
telligence, the Mind and Motives of the Cre­
ator of this Solar System.

By this means man learns to concentrate 
and project his attention straight through 
the physical plane to the Fourth Dimension, 
then later to other dimensions. In the 
realms which he may reach, language, color 
and form have quite different expressions 
to those with which he is familiar. Then 
he is getting to the heart of things — to 
underlying causes, the basic truths that 
give their faint, distorted reflection as physi­
cal color, sound and form. In this way man 
learns much that cannot be expressed in 
words, even in physical thought.

Often it is close to impossible for him to 
encompass these unfamiliar aspects of life, 
and, instead, the knowledge is absorbed and 
held in his super-conscious mind. There it 
feeds strength and stability into his charac­
ter without his even being conscious of the 
process. When this happens, man can then 
work in accordance with the Divine Plan and 
be spared the tragedy of wasting his efforts 
in the wrong direction.

One part of him 
suffers and experiences, while at the same time the 
other part enjoys, comments and learns.

To many people the attainment of such a state of knowl­
edge and power has been all-important. They have giv­
en up their lives to it. These are the Yogis, Disciples, 
and Buddhas of all countires. Those of the East draw 
everything inward to themselves and hold it — are com­
paratively inactive. Those of the West are full of action 
and energy, but give little time to studying themselves 
and acquiring deep knowledge before acting. So in the 
East we often find inspired action — resulting in stag­
nation. In the West we find uninspired action — re­
sulting in chaos. When universal love and brotherhood 
eventually spread across the world, East and West will 
learn from each other and pool their best attributes. 
The result will be Inspired Activity. We are seeing the 
earliest beginnings of this, for while Westerners at­
tempt to improve living conditions in the East, oriental 
teachers of philosophy and spiritual laws are gaining 
considerable attention in the West. The ideal seems 
to be Meditation followed by Action.

You might think of meditation like this: A great or­
chestra is playing a powerful symphony in which some­
where one delicate muted violin is playing we cannot 
hear. The louder vibrations, however, swamp its sound, 
and only when they have all ceased can we hear it play­
ing faintly. Our ears gradually accustom themselves to 
it, until finally it seems to be making a clear volume of 
sound we can hear distinctly. The ioud, coarse vibra­
tions, of course, are those atoms of the body and brain. 
The finer, subtler ones are those of the emotions and 
thoughts. The muted violin represents the soul's mes­
sage trying to filter through, and, to hear it, all the rest 
of the orchestra must be silenced.

The soul has been likened to a mirror which can re­
flect the Spirit world into the physical, but is usually 
too clouded over with vibratory disturbances to do so. 
“Now we see through a glass darkly, but then face to 
face." Meditation stills the vibratory disturbances of 
the personality and the mirror clears.

WORKING AS secretaries in a large 
town industrial plant.

Ella offered no comment, but I could feel her attentiveness. I didn't want 
this to be 'too much' for her . . but that it help in her own life.

“I awoke and understood what my Lord was teaching: He was reviving the 
subconscious junk in my soul, that it be cleansed and purged—forgiven and 
then forgotten —not buried deeper and covered by the aid of selfish, fearful 
prayer. He told me in pictures that I must face my nightmares . . that then 
I would grow into freedom from those subconscious terrors. He was telling 
me that forgiveness and understanding of past injustices is essential for men­
tal health, as well as being an integral part of spiritual wholeness. There is no 
room for a schizophrenic in the secret place.'

his one ‘Eye,' which he used to see all non­
solid matter. As the Earth solidified, man 
developed his two physical eyes with which 
to view the solid world. Thus his second 
organ recessed, its etheric sight spreading 
all over the nervous system and having its 
seat in the solar plexus. It is said that 
each of man's five senses eventually will 
spread all over his body in the same way.

As physical eyesight developed, the ethe­
ric eye recessed, of course, and — although 
dormant in most people, it only awaits de­
velopment and training to be reawakened. 
This training is a part of deliberate mysti­
cal development . . something well under­
stood and thoroughly provided for in the an­
cient temples. No high ruler or Pharaoh ever 
was eligible without such training. The fact 
of his finished apprenticeship was seen in 
the nob appearing on the forehead of his 
statue, representing the awakened “Third 
Eye,” seen as the serpent's head rearing 
from his own to show that he had raised the 
kundalini or serpent-fire to a state of high­

er consciousness, (see page 20, this issue, 
concerning this phenomenon). The physical 
world, being divided into seven interpene­
trating planes — solid, liquid, gaseous, 
and four kinds of ether, the physical eye 
can see the vibrations only of the first three: 
however, the “Third Eye” can ’see' the vi­
brations of the four ethers. When the 
“Third Eye" is opened the individual begins 
to see all the creatures and activities of the 
ethers, and he approaches nearer to the 
causes and realities of life. Mind can have 
power over everything it can visualize. 
Therefore, while man is studying and learn­
ing to comprehend life in the ethers, he is 
able to develop the power to use and control 
some of this life.

“For several months, this woman had en­
dured severe pain in her right shoulder. 
The condition gradually became worse, until 
she was unable to raise her right arm. It 
became necessary for someone to wash and 
dress her, and to comb her hair for her. 
Pain was intense at the slightest movement.

“This woman had visited her family doctor 
who explained that the only treatment would 
be an operation, if the condition grew worse. 
On the following day . . she went to a meet­
ing of a church prayer group . . held in the 
Sunday School room at the church. Ten wo­
men were present. At the close of the meet­
ing the leader asked the patient to be seat­
ed in a chair in the center of the circle. 
She placed her hands on the patient’s shoul­
ders and prayed. At the close of the prayer 
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she said: Tn the name of our Lord, Jesus 
the Christ, you are healed.’

“The patient reported that she felt a dis­
tinct shock . . like an electric shock, and 
heat.

“The leader said: ‘Raise your arm!’ The 
patient did this — without pain. From that 
time on, she has had complete use of her arm 
without pain, and there has been no return 
of the condition.”

The healing work leader Worrall has 
been doing right along parallels this ex­
perience . . and much of it exceeds this par­
ticular case for dramatic results. Like the 
electric shock itself. Divine healing can, 
indeed, be as sudden and thrilling as it is 
transforming.

GLIMPSES OF THE MASTERS . .

AS WE KNOW from taking a look at his­
tory, man's consciousness shifts its field of 
activity with every age. Because of the influ­
ence of science in this age, we will see the 
world of emotions merge into the world of 
the mind, and then — one day — we will see 
the evolution of education of the race by 
occult or spiritual means.

In this connection. Master Hilarion speaks 
to David Anrias in his book, Through the 
Eyes of the Masters*  as to what future course 
this type of education will take.

While at the present time the average sen­
sitive or medium still functions exclusive­
ly on one of the astral sub-planes, lacking 
the ability to discriminate between the var­
ious types of entities seeking to impress 
him and that which arises in his own sub­
conscious mind — or those around him — by 
degrees will come to realize that, for his 
own sake greater emotional control and 
mental discernment is needed. This is es­
pecially true if findings are to be reliable 
and of the higher type of Spirit manifesta­
tion. The more cultured the sensitive, or 
medium, the wider his field of knowledge 
and the better the results. It only stands 
to reason that the quality of the Spirit and 
of the contact it is to make depends to a 
great measure upon the quality of the vibra­
tion to be found — active or latent — in 
the sensitive. This enhanced discrimina­
tion is also a greater safeguard against con­
fusion. imposture and deception where the 
astral world is concerned. As this lifting 
of the consciousness occurs, it will become 
more apparent that the more intellectual 
types of people will be attracted to study 
the spiritual worlds, and when that happens 
it will be more in the spirit of scientific in­
quiry than it is at the present time.

As Master Hilarion sees it, contemporary 
16 research tends more and more to revolve

around the concept of a unity underlying 
all things, and the desire to discover the 
primary source of manifestation. Scientists 
— even men like Einstein — stand only on 
the threshold of great cosmic revelations. 
Their great love of absolute Truth inevit­
ably will draw them upward to that realm 
of pure science where they will see and 
comprehend at last the workings of that 
great Law of Causation, known to those in 
the East as the Law of Karma. Once this 
Law is understood, it will be accepted even 
by the ordinary man as an integral part of 
his being. Then he will realize that even 
his smallest act, all his thoughts, and those 
events he now believes happen by pure 
chance or due to the work of some vague 
entity that doles out punishments and re­
wards . . all are subject to this Law of Cause 
and Effect. Once there is an understand­
ing of how this Law works with relation to 
the Past, the Present and the Future, it will 
become a recognized principle taken into 
proper consideration by all the administra­
tors of public life.

By his own statement, it is Master Hilar­
ion who overshadows those interested in the 
Spirit side of life, as well as the scien-

tists, both being led toward common conclu­
sions through their common desire to find 
Truth. Books that have been published re­
lating to the Unseen side of life, some writ­
ten by scientists and some by lay investiga­
tors, though seemingly in apparent conflict 
as to their findings, before long will be 
reconciled and revealed to be but facets of 
the One reality.

Many novelists, playrights — even paint­
ers — who specialize in the analysis of 
emotions also are under the guidance of the 
Master Hilarion. They, too, will be subject 
to and feel the upward surge towards the 
mental plane as the evolution of the race 
progresses into its next age.

THE GREATEST ADVENTURE OF ALL

DEATH long has been pictured to those of 
the Christian world as a terrible experience 
. . one in which the "unsaved soul" under­
goes a horrible, twisting, writhing, gasp­
ing, choking sensation during the last mo­
ments on Earth. Such a “lost soul” is sup­
posed to leave this world in a condition of 
torture and go to another condition of eter­
nal fire and brimstone, eternal punishment 
or damnation where the Devil supposedly re­
ceives him into hell. Very few ever claim 
they are “saved”.

Those I have been with at the moment of 
passing went out of their bodies peacefully. 
The expression of peace on their faces was 
much deeper than had ever been seen in their 
daily lives. At the last moment, all whom 
1 knew let go of the physical form gladly 
and easily.

However, those who have taught fear of 
hell are not to be criticized or judged. In 
the past, fear may have had its use in help­
ing to keep man on the right track. Fear 
of some kind of punishment after death un­
doubtedly has had its place in man's evolu­
tion.

We should look upon death of the physical 
body as something not to be resisted nor in­
vited. It is to be accepted . . without fear, 
with no resistance. Resistance and fear 
would only cause a struggle.

We should think of death the way the per­
son from a small town looks forward with an­
ticipation to that first visit to a large city. 
We should delight in release from our old 
forms into higher bodies and into new con­
ditions. Just as to the small town person 
all the sights, sounds and smells of the big 
city — even the touch of people and objects 
— seem entirely different, so does Spirit 
life seem entirely different from the famil­
iar Earth environment. In Spirit we are free 

18 from the dense physical forms, and we find 

our astral bodies much finer and lighter, 
with a greater sense of freedom than we have 
ever known before.

Most of humanity is like the small town 
visitor to the big city, or the child at 
Christmas looking at its new toys, delight­
ed with the many new things, playing first with 
one, then the other. Yes, we would enjoy 
those new scenes in Spirit . . those we had 
never seen before, or had not remembered 
seeing. But just as the child soon tires of 
all that surrounds and distracts it, be­
fore long more constructive activities are 
needed to hold its attention, those with a 
purpose. The time this might take would 
depend upon the strength of purpose we had 
while on Earth, and the degree of interest 
in our own progression. Events there, how­
ever, would occur more rapidly, and achieve­
ment would come more easily than when 
we were on Earth. We must keep in mind, 
though, that the same conditions experi­
enced in the body on Earth might be re­
peated in Spirit unless there is enough un­
derstanding and foresight to prepare for 
this interesting journey.

One may choose to be like the butterfly — 
flitting about from one place to another — 
with no aim, no purpose, contacting many 
people and conditions, having many experi­
ences, but achieving little. Such a person 
may have had no plan or purpose while in the 
body, except that of satisfying the senses, 
and in that case would be bound by such 
conditions unless helped to see his errors, and 
sincerely wanted to change his ways.

Most of us, of course, have much to cor­
rect — each of us something different — and, 
until it is corrected, we will continue to 
find ourselves in an environment similar to 
that which we left.. only one much more real. 
The solution, then, seems to be to have an 
objective toward which to work. If we
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started a worthwhile project while here on 
Earth, it could be continued and finished 
“over there," should we go before it was done. 
Most people have unfinished projects in 
mind, especially when leaving the body, and 
they seem to take with them the memory of 
those things left unfinished. It is a little 
like the housewife, with her many cares and 
duties, remembering just before she goes to 
sleep her unfinished tasks.

One example of the confusion that can per­
sist after passing on is that of the suicide. 
One young man, ten years after he had killed 
himself, in communicating through a trance 
medium told his sister that he had been liv­
ing in darkness for many of those years — 
until she, the sister, had become interested 
in life-after-death and kindred subjects . . 
then he, too, read all the books on these 
subjects she had read. Such years of dark­
ness must indeed be hell for anyone. So 
just think of WHAT YOU CAN DO — not 
only for yourself — but for others here, as 
well as hereafter, by lifting yourself up out 
of ignorance and darkness!

Others out of the body, we are told, live 
in constant fear of having their possessions 
taken from them. They do not know yet that 
they own nothing . . that what appear to 
be material possessions are of astral sub­
stance, lasting only as long as they cling 
to them, . . as long as they exist in their 
consciousness . . that in Spirit they are 
possessed by that which they worshipped 
while on the Earth plane.

Countless souls continue to live in the 
lower astral realms until such time that 
they ask for light from Higher Intelligences 
who are always ready to offer assistance. 
We who have some light on this subject as­
sume the responsibility of passing on to 
others that light and the assurance that we 
all have the privilege of making a choice. 

We are all helped every step of the way, so 
we, in turn, are obligated to offer help to 
others who come after us on the Path.

If we have not given up earthly ambitions, 
desires and things, after death we will learn 
that they have no value. We will learn of 
the evanescence of everything we prized 
on Earth, that it is all worthless on the 
higher planes. Only then will we find our­
selves “building more stately mansions.”

The life after this one can be a much 
more rapidly progressive step than life in 
the physical body on Earth. Then the gross 
material body does not have to be cared for, 
and the many hours spent each day support­
ing it are no longer necessary. We would be 
able to see clearly that we would not be 
benefitted by clinging to our desires. We 
would find complete freedom from any strug­
gle for that which once had seemed so de­
sirable. Then we would be entering into plans 
already formed. We would be drawn into 
groups with which we might have been work­
ing while in the physical body, even though 
unawares . . “invisible helpers" some call 
them. These helpers may range from a loved 
friend, a relative, or a great training school 
where, once released from the body, we may 
train to prepare ourselves for serving that 
part of humanity left on Earth or yet to 
come. We will probably find ourselves look­
ing for something to do, happily doing it, and 
going on to greater and greater accomplish­
ments. Certainly nothing is left unfinished 
in the Great Kingdom.

If friends and relatives could be shown 
that there is no death, just a short parting, 
it seems to me there would be a release, a 
relief such as one may feel when freed from 
chains, a feeling of great freedom and a 
joy. yes . . a rejoicing! This is something

THE DEITY sends forth from Himself vari­
ous forms of energy . . hundreds of which we 
know nothing . . but some few of which have 
been observed. One of them is exhibited as 
electricity, another as the serpent-fire, an­
other as vitality, and yet another as the life­
force. Many of these are described, with ques­
tions answered about them in C. W. Lead- 
beater’s book. The Hidden Side of Things. *

For now, let us take a look at that mys­
terious force that wells up from the interi­
or of the human body called kundalini, or 
the serpent-fire.

This does not seem to be a force affected 
in any way by any other forms of physical 
energy. Illustrating this in his book, The 
Chakras*  Leadbeater writes:

“I have seen as much as a million and a 
quarter volts of electricity put into a hu­
man body, so that when the man held out his 
arm towards the wall, huge flames rushed out 
from his fingers, yet he felt nothing unusu­
al, nor would he be in the least burnt under 
these circumstances unless he actually touch­
ed some external object; but even this enor­
mous display of power had no effect what­
ever upon the serpent-fire.”

We hear much of this strange fire, and 
of the danger of prematurely arousing it . . 
and much of what we hear undoubtedly is 
true. There is indeed most serious peril in 
awakening the higher aspects of this furious 
energy in man before he has gained the strength 
to control it, before he has acquired the 
purity of life and thought which alone can 
make it safe for him to unleash potency so 
tremendous. Kundalini, however, plays a 
much larger part in daily life than most of us 
would suppose . . carrying on its appointed 
work day and night while we are entirely un­
conscious of its presence and activity.

Like all other forces, kundalini is itself 
20 invisible. In the etheric body of the 

human it clothes itself in a nest of seven hol­
low concentric spheres, one within another, 
resting within the root chakra, in and around 
the hollow of the spine, close to the coccyx. 
Only in the outermost of these spheres is 
the force active in the ordinary man. In 
the others it is “sleeping." Only when man 
attempts to arouse the latent energy in those 
inner layers do the dangerous phenomena 
of the fires begin to show themselves.

Three currents flow in and around the 
spinal cord of every human being. Madam 
H. P. Blavatsky writes of them in her book. 
The Secret Doctrine*  pointing out their im­
portance as channels along which the kunda­
lini or serpent-fire is set in motion. An­
other reference to these forces that might 
be interesting to the student of Masonry 
is Leadbeater’s description of them in his 
book, The Hidden Life in Freemasonry,*  as 
stimulants for the quickening of evolution.

This fiery power is in very truth like 
liquid fire as it rushes through the body 
when it has been aroused by will . . its usu­
al course a spiral, like the coils of a serpent. 
In its awakened state it may be called the 
World’s Mother because through it our 
various vehicles may be vivified so that 
the higher worlds may open before us. 
NO ONE should experiment with it without 
definite instruction from a teacher who 
thoroughly understands the subject — pre­
ferably a Master — for the dangers connect­
ed with it are very real and terribly seri­
ous. Its uncontrolled movement often pro­
duces intense physical pain, may readily 
tear the tissues, even destroy physical life. 
One very common effect of rousing it prema­
turely is that it rushes downwards in the 
body instead of upwards, thus excites and 
intensifies the most undesirable passions, 
impossible for man to resist.

KEEPING UP WITH
THE RHINES

American parapsychology's most 
respected team of scholarly re­
searchers in extrasensory per­
ception.

EVERY DAY those who are in contact 
with parapsychology seem to be hearing more 
and more about the relation between ESP 
scoring and such things as “brain waves," 
the electrical resistance of the skin, or cir­
culatory changes of the body, according to 
conclusions by Rex G. Stanford as to work in 
process at the Duke University Parapsychol­
ogy Lab.

One of the key reasons that research along 
these lines is being given precedence over 
other studies, he maintains, is that much can 
be learned that will enable us to bring ESP 
under our conscious control. These studies 
may also give good clues as to what bodily 
systems are involved in the ESP process, how 
ESP is brought into conscious experience and 
action, and how we may more directly encour­
age or control ESP processes . . a most im­
portant goal in such research.

The electroencephalogram — so-called 
"brain wave recorder, ” or EEG — first creat­
ed and used by Hans Berger in Germany in 
1929, records on graph paper minute electri­
cal changes occurring in the brain. Berger 
was interested in the EEG as possibly reveal­
ing an initial source of energy that is some­
how transformed into what he called “psychic 
energy.” He thought this “psychic energy" 
was responsible for telepathy. It was Berger 

who discovered within the brain certain 
relatively large 10-cycle-per-second 
rhythms, usually called alpha rhythms, now 
thought to be related to ESP scoring. This 
rhythm occurs when a person is relaxed, 
yet not drowsing, and has his eyes closed, or 
is placed in a dark room and not trying to 
“see his way in the dark." Many persons who 
have tested ESP experimentally would prob­
ably agree that a relaxed frame of mind, yet 
one fixed upon a task and devoid of any 
drowsiness, often is conducive to good ESP 
results, especially if proper motivation is 
present. Physiological tests show that there 
will be a greater abundance of alpha rhythms 
when a subject is doing well on an ESP test, 
provided this is associated with a relaxed 
frame of mind.

As early as 1934. Dr. J. B. Rhine pointed 
out in Extra-Sensory Perception and later in 
New World of the Mind*  the need to study 
the physiological aspects of ESP. Perhaps the 
EEG, with its shuttling, rapidly shifting pat­
terns, will be quick enough to ensnare 
the phantom ESP at work which so cunning­
ly has eluded the usual paper-and-pencil 
type questionnaires. The need for some 
new tool or method of studying and utilizing 
ESP processes certainly cries out to be 
filled. (’Available from Chimes.)

WHY ARE YOU SO ALONE?

I WAS a small child, living on a farm 
when my mother passed away. It was 
then that my aunt and uncle came to 
live with and care for us. bringing 
with them their daughter. Bertha.

Soon I learned that the death of 
their son. Lark, had caused my uncle 
to become a heavy drinker. This was 
also about the time some dear friends 
of ours came for a visit. Their daugh­
ter. Anna. Bertha and I used to enjoy 
getting together for some table-tipp­
ing sessions (Bertha being a born me­
dium). We were quite interested in 
boys then, and used to get quite a few 
answers to our questions about them 
this way.

My uncle objected to our doing this, 
however, telling Bertha he believed in 
God. and that he felt she was making 
sport of what some believed in as a 
religion. She quickly denied, this, of 
course, and. Anna's father — trying 
to stop a hot argument from ensuing 
— asked my uncle if he would believe 
that Bertha was sincere in her inter­
est if she could tip the table with 
him (all of two hundred pounds) stand­
ing on top of it. He laughed, but said 
.. yes, he would.

Then, placing both her hands flat 
on the top of the table — with not 
even her thumbs touching the edges — 
the table raised up at least two feet 
off the floor, stayed there for a little 
while, then gently settled back down 
to the floor.

Asked what he thought of Bertha 
now, he said he was wrong about her. 
and wondered if she could bring a mes­
sage through for him. Using the alpha­
bet, the table would tip when it came 
to the right letter, spelling out a mes­
sage for him which said:

"Father, quit drinking!" and it was 
signed by the name Lark. My uncle liv­
ed many years after that, but never 
again did he ever take another drink.
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A LONG TIME ago a wise man 
wrote to a group of Romans:

“For 1 am sure that neither death, 
nor life, nor angels, nor principal­
ities, nor things present, nor things 
to come, nor powers, nor height, nor 
depth, nor anything else in all crea­
tion. will be able to separate me 
from the love of God in Christ Jesus 
our Lord."

If none of these things can sepa­
rate one from the love of God. how 
is it that man can feel so alone? 
Why is he sometimes seemingly so iso­
lated from all that God is and all 
the good that God represents? Why 
does he call, and then report back 
that God doesn't answer?

There is only one power that can 
possibly come between man and his 
Creator, and that is the power and 
direction of his own thought and 
feeling. Man often thinks of him­
self as separate and apart. In his 
own mind (and only in his mind) is 
he separated from God.

You are eternally a part of God. 
as God is a part of you. If you 
feel alone and think of yourself as 
separate, deserted by God, then for 
you this thought becomes a reality; 

but it exists only in YOUR mind. 
And your mind can be changed! Dis­
covering the presence of God in any 
place or at any time is as simple 
as opening yourself to the reality 
that He is already there. God did 
not go away — you did! Return to 
God in your own mind, and you will 
find Him right where He always has 
been — everywhere, awaiting man's 
discovery and acceptance of Him.

Death cannot separate you from 
God; neither does it bring you any 
closer to Him. Death is not an aim 
or an achievement. Neither is it a 
torment to be dreaded. It is simply 
a part of living, and wherever life is 
God is.

None of the principalities or pow­
ers of the world can separate you for 
one moment from the love of God. If 
you become completely absorbed in 
material considerations, you may for­
get about God. and live (in your own 
mind) apart from God. But God is in 
everything — money, homes, lands, 
or whatever you allow to possess your 
thinking. When you seek, you will 
find Him.

Nothing in the present . . no 
events to come . . can separate you 
from the love of God — unless you 
leave Him behind in your thinking. 
Nothing that you fear or dread or 
allow to monopolize your thinking 
has any power, except the power that 
YOU give to it. When you withdraw 
your thought from the condition that 
you fear or dread, you'll discover 
that it wasn't all-powerful after 
all. God was there all the time!

“AFTER I HAD passed into the Spirit 
world, one of my earliest experiences was the 
consciousness of a feeling of sadness — not 
of my own sadness — for 1 was supremely 
happy, but of the sadness of others, and I 
was greatly puzzled to know whence it came."

Speaking further of his reaction to the 
different conditions he found in the Spirit 
world after he passed on. Monsignor Benson 
describes the sadness he felt that was sur­
rounding him when he himself was quite 
happy to be in his new environment. His 
Spirit companion and guide, Edwin, then told 
him that this sadness was rising from the 
Earth caused by the sorrow others felt at his 
passing. It soon ceased, however, and he 
learned how quickly forgetfulness by Earth 
people sets in. That experience alone, he as­
sures us, can be relied upon to induce feel­
ings of humility . . if no humility existed be­
fore. He saw this happen to others whose 
public favor had been considerable when on 
Earth, but upon shedding their bodies learned 
that their earthly fame did not precede them 
into the world of Spirit, and that the admira­
tion that had been their everyday experi­
ence was no more. When the world quickly 
forgot about them, it saddened them, and it 
produced a sense of loneliness. Many who 
had been considered great on Earth were 
very small in Spirit. But many who were un­
known upon Earth found themselves so well 
received in Spirit upon their arrival that 
they were almost overcome by it. Not all, 

by any means, are destined for the beauti­
ful realms of eternal sunshine and summer 
. . only those who have earned it.

There are, of course, many souls upon 
the Earth plane who probe the manifold mys­
teries of life, propounding theories of all 
sorts that sometimes come to be looked upon 
as great truths. Some are as remote from 
the truth as is possible to imagine; others 
are merely nonsensical. Many simply re­
fuse to think for themselves, holding to the 
belief that they are not meant to know any­
thing of Spirit life while on Earth . . that 
it is not God’s will they should be told of 
such matters, and that they will know all 
things when they arrive in Spirit.

There are extremes of thought on every­
thing, of course, and those who hold them 
often receive quite a shock to find their 
theories demolished when they arrive in Spi­
rit and find themselves faced with the abso­
lute truth. They discover, for one thing, 
that life in the Spirit world is not nearly 
so complex as they would have it be. In 
so many ways it is vastly simpler than life 
upon on Earth .. with no religion and politics, 
for example, to cause social upheavals.

Monsignor Benson felt he had learned 
much in a short time from some of the great 
souls he had met in Spirit, however he was 
content to wait until his intelligence was 
more advanced to grasp some of the greater 
truths awaiting him.
