FEWER "GLORY-HUNTERS”
Among those predictions for 1968 car­

ried in the January issue of the New 
Age newspaper. The Luminators, were 
statements by Elaine Chambers and Revi 
Raymond Broshears to the effect that 
there would be a great growth in the 
New Age movement, but that there would 
be far fewer groups than in previous 
years . . that the “glory-hunters” and 
sensationalists would fall by the way­
side, leaving only sincere and dedi­
cated groups . . that many would close 
down for various reasons, mostly be­
cause of lack of interest of members 
and due to the many ego-trips taken by 
their founders. This seems to be evi­
dent in the drop of centers now listed 
in the Directory of publications such 
as Chimes. People are learning to seek 
the light within themselves rather than 
looking to others.

Another of The Luminators’ prophe­

cies was taken from the Edgar Cayce 
readings having to do with the rise of 
sections of Atlantis by 1969.

NOTHING ever stands still. There is mo­
tion everywhere . . and this certainly ap­
plies to every one of us in the various de­
partments of our lives. Action is what we 
need all right . . but it is the kind where
— without strain or struggle — we are will­
ing to do our part by letting God work 
through us. This is what is known as the 
Law of Activity.

We receive a wonderful insight into how 
this law works in Dr. Ernest Holmes’ book, 
Creative Mind and Success, particularly in 
applying it to the business world. He re­
minds us of how we all respond to someone 
else’s place of business that has an atmos­
phere of inactivity . . of seeing the same 
things in the same place all the time. It 
makes us drowsy; we lose interest; we have 
no interest in buying, so we go somewhere 
else. We go where there is life, motion, 
activity, enthusiasm. We find just what we 
want there; we feel satisfied and cheerful
— and we buy!

While the thought behind all things comes 
first, writes Dr. Holmes, it has to have its 
outward manifestation in the vigorous, ener­
getic movement that produces a spirit of 
activity, not just in your business activi­
ties, but in everything you undertake. The 
world likes action, change. Action is life!

We must learn to act as though things 
are happening — even though they may not 
appear to be. We must always be alert to 
keep things moving. If we do, we will soon 
have to jump to avoid the rush.

“The man who is active in his thought 
doesn’t have to sit by himself to think; he 
works while he thinks and so complies with 
the Law which has to work through him. The 
thought of activity makes him move, and the 
thought of confidence makes his movements

YOU TELL ME that your belief 
in an after-life is very firm, and that 
you have read many books on the 
subject of after-death conditions. 
You say that the more you read, the 
more confused your mind becomes. 
You ask for some simple description 
of the relation of physical death to 
the hereafter.

I am not an authority on this 
subject and can only tell you the 
result of my own researches and ex­
periences along these lines. First, 
I think it is important to remem­
ber that what we think of as death 
contains within itself a birth or 
a renewal of life in the conditions 
of a wider state of consciousness 
or of awareness. At death we throw 
aside the mantle of our bodily 
form, but we throw off nothing else 
which belongs to us or is a part 
of us.

While we are alive on Earth our 
spirit (the real and eternal self) 
is clothed within the soul, the 
soul is clothed within the mind, 
the mind is clothed (for the time 
being) within the physical body. 
This physical body is surrounded 
by what is sometimes called an 
etheric mould or semi-invisible 
counterpart which has certain func­
tions to perform as an intermediary 
between the body and the soul. 
After the body has disintegrated, 
it gradually disappears, there be­
ing no further use for its ser­
vices. What happens at death, then, 
is the withdrawal of spirit, soul 
and mind — as a trinity — from 
their earthly form and from exter­
nal manifestation in this three di­
mensional world of life.

The “nature of life" which infuses 
our bodily form takes prior place 
in most of our activities on earth, 
but this nature life is not indivi­

dual to ourselves but is the common property of all forms of “life" mani­
festing in this our present world. At death the only part of us that ‘dies' 
(for us) is this nature life or physical vitality, followed by the disinte­
gration of the bodily form which contains it. The value of the experiences 
garnered through the use of the nature life then becomes the property of 
the soul and is taken forward into the next life for use in new conditions.

It is almost impossible to explain what it means to pass at death out 
of a three into a four dimensional state of being. Even our language is 
three dimensional, so it is impossible to use words to explain what is 
meant by a state of living to which one more dimension has been added.

Our thoughts (and certainly our dreams) operate in four dimensions, and 
the addition of this further dimension to our experience of living and be­
ing has the effect of destroying for us the bondage of ‘form', ‘time’ and 
‘space' conditions. While we are on Earth, it is as if we were in a cage 
— unable to get outside — whereas this cage disappears at 'death' and 
gives us a freedom that passes our present understanding altogether.

When we are bom into this world it is necessary to learn, step by 
step, how to see and feel and think, and how to move our limbs, and eat 
our food, and how to master all the bodily activities.

When we ‘die’ and are immediately boro into a new habitation, a very 
similar process takes place. For a time we usually remain asleep — de­
pending on one's moral and spiritual development — or we remain quies­
cent and unthinking, preparing for the next step. When we do awake in 
our new surroundings, it should never be forgotten that we are exactly as 
we were before, in so far as our thoughts and feelings and general make­
up are concerned. Any changes that take place as we grow accustomed to 
our new life are gradual, but we never lose our sense of individuality.

Perhaps it would be well also to speak of the Angels of Passing or the 
Angels of Death of whom we have heard. These are not angels in a celes­
tial sense, but human beings who are very advanced in their development 
. . who have elected to return to the frontiers of our earthly realm to per­
form duties somewhat resembling those of a midwife . . to help each soul 
leave its earthly form in an orderly manner and to emerge unscathed into 
the wider region that is encompassed by four dimensional conditions. These 
are the ones who superintend the severing of the silver cord and help to 
free us from our present prison house. They also call for the help of rela­
tives and loved ones who have experienced physical death to assist in 
the transitions of those they had left behind. In this way the new ar­
rival is soon freed from any sense of fear or loneliness and soon welcomes 
his new circumstances as a new and glorious beginning, not as an abrupt 
end without a sequel. Thus we see that it should be our custom to re­
joice when death releases a loved one into a freedom and happiness that 
are quite unknown to us on Earth.

And so when sorrow seems to overwhelm you, keep on saying to yourself: 
Death is the joyful gateway to a new and wider life, and I rejoice in the 
freedom that has now come to my beloved ones.

ALWAYS SOMETHING NEWI
As long as man keeps seeking, some­

thing new always seems to turn up. At 
a series of Review Meetings held at 
the Institute for Parapsychology in 
Durham, N. C., as reported by The Jour­
nal of Parapsychology, these items of 
interest were noted:

Not only can plants be affected by 
the influence of prayer, but research­
er Jean Barry has learned that the 
growth of fungus can be affected by PK, 
or psychokinesis (mind over matter). 
This was noted in nine different experi­
mental sessions.

Another unusual experiment by R. 
Chauvin revealed that PK could influ­
ence the rate of disintegration of a 
radioactive source.

R. A. McConnell and H. Forwald re­
ported on subject's demonstrated abil­
ity via PK to influence electrically re­
leased gambling cubes as they fell on 
a dice table.

While such evidence is not too con­
clusive, it could be a straw in the wind 
of what is yet to be revealed of how man 
molds his world by the power of mind.

MEDITATION is fine . . wonderful . . 
very good for you, most people will agree, 
but have no idea what it really is supposed 
to accomplish for the individual.

In the Spirit teacher White Eagle’s 
book, Meditation,*  by Grace Cooke we learn 
that it is during meditation we achieve 
conscious, willing union and at-one-ment 
with God, our Creator. It is by this 
means the soul comes to the unshakeable, 
indestructible conviction that he is a 
drop in the ocean of universal and eternal 
spiritual life, that he is bom of spirit 
and therefore IS spirit. It is then his 
consciousness awakens, and the fear of 
death forever vanishes. Gradually the in­
dividual expands from within until he be­
comes conscious of nothing but God — un­
til he reaches that stage known as Cosmic 
Consciousness.

How does one learn to meditate? If you 
would like to follow the guidelines of 
White Eagle, here is what he recommends:

Begin by forming a small group com­
posed of friends who are spiritually of one 
mind. Think well over those whom you would 
choose, and pray for guidance in your choice.

When you meet for meditation, seat your­
selves in a semi-circle with a clear space 
between each chair. If possible, select 
a room that can be set aside for spiritual 
work, a quiet room that can be a focal 
point for the concentration of spiritual 
power and beauty. In it you might wish to 
place an altar on which are candles or a 
small sanctuary lamp, flowers, or a picture 
of a Master or Saint hanging above it.

When seated, the correct posture should 
be observed, that is . . each person should 
sit with the spine erect, easily and com­
fortably upright. White Eagle here sug­
gests that the right ankle should be loose­
ly crossed over the left, and the hands8

lightly folded in the lap, right under left, with palms 
turned uppermost, the left hand lying above the right 
hand to form a cup, like a lotus or waterlily. Others, 
however, recommend that the feet be placed flat on 
the floor, with the hands, palms turned up, lying 
loosely on the thighs.

Soft music is always a great help, preferably some­
thing with a slow, peaceful rhythm, for this raises 
the consciousness above earthly things and brings 
peace and harmony into the minds of the sitters. 
During the music, gentle rhythmic breathing, slight­
ly deeper and slower than normal, will be a further 
aid to detachment from the earthly self. This must 
remain calm and easy, not suspended, and not heavy 
or stertorous. As you breathe in, think of absorb­
ing the Christ Light or the spiritual sunlight of 
Christ. As you breathe out, feel an outpouring of 
light from your head and heart-centers, accompanied 
by an earnest prayer that the light may bless and 
heal all humanity.

The group leader, or someone designated, may read 
a selected passage from a suitable book . . some­
thing short that will raise the group still higher 
above normal consciousness.

As White Eagle cautions, “It must be remembered 
that the whole object of meditation is to find the 
place of absolute stillness and silence within." Sit­
ters should thus train themselves to sit motion­
less and to restrain any fidgets and coughs that 
will not only disturb themselves but others in the 
group as well.

Many prefer to sit alone in meditation — and 
this is very good to do — but in the beginning it 
may serve a better purpose to join others in this 
practice because a concentration of spiritual pow­
er gathers in a group which each can receive from 
and in turn give help to others. When sitting alone, 
it is well to remember not to be disturbed by any 
sudden knock on the door or entrance of others.

This particular type of meditation is designed 
to encourage the growth and expansion of the Christ

For those who have an interest in how 

cause and effect work, particularly with 
regard to action and reaction out of past 
life experiences, Rev. Zelrun Karsleigh in 
The Voice of Universarius speaks of the 
background for the Robert F. Kennedy assas­
sination.

SEANCES FOR THE BEATLES
According to Dorothy Manners in The 

San Diego Union, the Beatles have been con­
ducting seances to “contact” their late man­
ager and close friend, Brian Epstein. They 
will neither confirm or deny this, however, 
presumably because of not wanting to stir 
up the hornet’s nest of publicity their asso­
ciation with Maharishi Mahesh Yogi brought 
on. They must highly regard their late 
manager’s advice, however, to still seek 
it, for, according to the Manners article, 
they just made a whopping business deal 
. . “bought a building on Saville Row in 
London at a cost of $1,250,000 as a cen­
ter of their various enterprises outside 
the music field, including a chain of bou­
tiques.” This could be seen as a good ex­
ample of seeking advice from the “un­
seen,” from someone considered an expert, 
rather than from just anyone who comes 
through who knows no more than we may.

WHO WILL SURVIVE?
Just as our parents present us many les­

sons from their experiences, so do older 
countries — such as England — present our 
nation object lessons from their experiences. 
Referring to this, Gladys I. Spearman-Cook 
writes in the Occult Gazette, English month­
ly: “This is an Age when sacrifices have 
got to be made that the true man is bom; 
but then what does the present day man 
really know of sacrifice? Fifty years ago 
we really knew what it was to be with­
out money, and even the opportunity to 
earn it. Man now is living in clover; so 
much so that unless he is able to own a 
fleet of cars, he is not satisfied. It will 
only be the man who awakens and becomes 
cosmically conscious to the fact that it

something new. In spite of the fact that 
the Yogin was celibate, forbade the use of 
narcotics, and took a firm stand against 
many of their long entrenched policies, he 
was held in high esteem by the young musi­
cal groups who had become the symbols of 
the hippies — representatives, who, like 
themselves, had evaded no earthly pleasures. 
The Yogin did not represent the generation 
gap, the conformity, of ministers and priests 
whom they had come to distrust. They were 
ripe for the new experience the transcen­
dental meditation of the Yogin promised.



LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

WHAT IS PSYCHIC INFLUENCE?

MOST WRITERS on this subject usually 
answer such a question by saying that it 
is telepathy. While telepathy does play 
an important part in this phenomenon, ast­
ral thought-transference (a higher form of 
telepathy) often is involved in psychic 
influence.

As we know from scientific studies, 
everything has its own rate of vibration 
which it is constantly manifesting — in­
cluding our mental states and our emo­
tional states. These rates of vibration 
manifest just as musical sounds do, pro­
ducing the different notes on a scale. The 
scale of mental and emotional states is 
far more complex, however, and more exten­
sive . . producing thousands of different 
notes and half-notes, all with their har­
monies and discords. Occultists know — 
though science has yet to discover it — 
that the vibrations of mental and emotion­
al states are just as true and regular as 
those of sound or light or heat. But even 
above the plane of physical vibrations 
arising from the brain and nervous system 
are the vibrations of their astral counter­
parts which are much higher in the scale. 
Even the astral faculties and organs — 
while above the physical — are still under 
the universal rule of vibration and have 
their own rate of movement.

Intimately connected with this idea of 
the universality of vibrations is the prin­
ciple of “induction,” also universal, 
which we also find manifesting on all 
planes of energy. “What is induction?” 
you may ask. Defined, it is: That inhe­
rent quality or attribute of energy by 
which the manifestation of energy tends 
to reproduce itself in a second object by 
setting up a corresponding vibration there­
in, though without direct contact with the 
two objects.

Thus, heat in one object tends to induce 
heat in another object within its range of 
induction — the heated object “throws off” 
heat vibrations which set up corresponding 
vibrations in the near-by second object and 
make it hot. Likewise, the vibrations of 
light striking other objects render them 
capable of radiating light. A magnet will 
induce magnetism in a piece of steel sus­
pended nearby, though the two objects do 
not actually touch each other. An object 
which is electrified by induction will elec­
trify another object situated some dis­
tance away. A note sounded on the piano 
or violin will cause a glass or vase in 
some distant part of the room to vibrate 
and “sing,” under certain conditions. In 
every form or phase of the manifestation 
of energy, in other words, we see the prin­
ciple of induction in operation.

On the plane of thought and emotion we 
find many instances of this principle of 
induction. We know that one person vibrat­
ing strongly with happiness or sorrow, 
cheerfulness or anger — as the case may 
be — tends to communicate his feeling 
and emotional state to those with whom he 
comes in contact. A whole room full of 
persons may be affected or influenced in 
this way. You have also seen how a mag­
netic orator, preacher, singer or actor 
is able to induce in his audience a state 
of emotional vibration corresponding to 
that manifested in himself. In the same 
manner the “mental atmosphere” of an en­
tire town, even country, may be induced. 
Thus we see how contagious these states 
may be, and how powerful. (To be continued}

If you will do a little outside reading on 
this subject, its details will become much 
clearer to you. Start with Clairvoyance 
and Occult Powers by Swami Panchadasi

IS IT RIGHT to tell a white lie? Does 
it depend on who is telling it . . and for 
what reason?

tance in daily life? With most people it is a petition, a begging,

an asking. You indulge in this kind of prayer 
when you suffer . . when you feel all alone 
. . when you are depressed and in sorrow 
. . you ask God for help. Do you ever pray 
for more knowledge, for more peace?

The real thing is to understand yourself, to see why you are perpetually asking for 
something, why there is in you this demand, this urge to beg. The more you know your­
self through awareness of what you are thinking, what you are feeling, the more you 
will discover the truth of what is . . and it is this truth that will help you to be free.

unhappy? They may sing, they may dance, but are

they happy? They have insufficient food, 
they have little or no clothing, they cannot 
be clean, they have to work from morning 
till night year after year.

THE NEW CYCLE which is beginning

Its two undulat­
ing lines, if considered horizontally, in­
dicates man bound to the Earth by customs 
of the times through invisible thought cur­
rents that rule humanity. Regarded verti­
cally, however, these same lines represent 
that place on the circle of desire where 
man has left for the spiral . . finished 
with desire, has no more to learn on this 
planet . . and is in his upward ascent to­
wards God.

The possibilities of spiritual develop­

ment are so vast and comprehensive under 
the sway of Uranus in this new era as to 
precipitate an immense change in the future 
of the whole race. For one thing, a new 
religion will be evolved uniting the spiri­
tual and scientific elements. The outstand­
ing minds of this new era will be daring 
and experimental, ready to risk much to 
create new standards for the welfare of 
their fellow men, as well as those who are 
to come after them. One of the reasons for 
this is their response to the vibrations of 
Uranus, and to Neptune and Pluto, planets 
which are differentiated from other members 
of our Solar system by their axial rotation.

FIRST OF ALL . . what are auras, and 
what good is the ability to see them?

To see an aura is to be able to link your­
self to the unseen world . . the world of 
reality. Everything that exists in the 
three dimensional world has an aura. It 
must come into existence in the real world 
of light before it is bom into this sha­
dow world of manifestation. We are en­
slaved by the shadows we falsely label 
reality, until we learn this truth. That 
is the meaning of the Master's words: You 
shall know the truth, and the truth shall 
set you free. (John 8:32)

What good does it do to see it? It con­
firms to your lower self the truth of the 
higher existence. The aura is light, and 
that light is the essence of your very 
livingness. It is a product of conscious 
evolution. If you want to, you can see 
your aura every morning as you brush your 
teeth . living evidence of the state of 
your health and spiritual progress.

Let’s try to see your aura now. Sit 
before a mirror in a soft light, almost 
semi-dark to begin with. Applying the 
principle of night vision, stare at the 
point approximating the center of your 
forehead, but look at the area immediately 
surrounding your head just above the hair. 
If you keep from blinking, very shortly 
you will see that your head is actually 
surrounded by a filmy, but definite, light. 
You may get the sensation of color, or it 
may appear as a plain white light . . but 
light it is!

With a little practice you will become 
proficient enough to see your aura after 
just a second or so. You can also do this 
to see the aura around your fingers. A 
solid background, preferably white, replaces

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MAN'S FORCE CENTERS . . THE CHAKRAS

IN PREVIOUS lessons, we learned that 
the astral and etheric centers of the human 
body are in very close correspondence. Ac­
cording to C. W. Leadbeater in his book, 
The Chakras*  in describing their inter­
action we learn of an “interpenetrating 
sheath or web of closely woven texture, 
composed of a single layer of physical 
atoms, much compressed and permeated by 
a special form of vital force. ” Although Di­
vine life normally descends with perfect 
ease through this shield from the astral 
to the physical body, it is actually pro­
vided as a protection by Nature to prevent 
a premature opening of communication be­
tween the planes.

It is this shield that, under normal con­
ditions, prevents clear recollection of what 
has happened during sleep, and also causes 
the momentary unconsciousness which al­
ways occurs at death of the physical body. 
If it were not for this merciful provi­
sion of Nature, the ordinary man who 
knows nothing at all about the influence 
of the “unseen” realms could be brought 
under the influence of forces to cope with 
which would be entirely beyond his strength. 
He would, in fact, be liable to constant 
obsession by any being on the astral plane 
desirous of doing so. Any injury to this 
shield, or web, therefore, could be disas­
trous. Such injuries could come by acci­
dent, by continued malpractice, or by any 
great shock to the astral body, such as a 
sudden terrible fright or even a tremen­
dous outburst of anger. Injury, of course, 
may follow upon any exceedingly strong 
emotion of an evil character which produces 
a kind of explosion in the astral body.

In a gradual way, certain drugs, alco­
holic drinks and tobacco can injure this 
protective web. According to Leadbeater, 

20 these substances contain matter which, on 

breaking up, volatizes, some of it passing 
from the physical plane to the astral. 
When this takes place, the constituents 
rush out through the chakras in the op­
posite direction to that for which they 
are intended. In doing this they serious­
ly injure and finally destroy the delicate 
web. What actually happens is that the 
volatization of these substances burns away 
the web and leaves the door open to all 
sorts of irregular forces and evil influ­
ences. Another thing that can take place 
with these substances is a kind of ossifi­
cation of the web, so that instead of hav­
ing too much coming through from one plane 
to another, very little of anything comes 
through.

In the case of alcohol, this manifests as 
delirium tremens, obsession or insanity, 
but more common is a general deadening 
down of the person’s qualities, resulting in 
gross materialism, brutality and animalism, 
a loss of all finer feelings and the power of 
self-control or a sense of responsibility.

In the case of tobacco, we can see a 
beginning of the deadening of a person’s 
finer feelings for it is the only practice 
in which their persistent self-indulgence 
causes nausea and misery to others. The 
hold this noxious habit gains on its vic­
tim appears to be so great that he is utter­
ly incapable of resisting it, and all kind­
ly instincts are forgotten in this mad and 
horrible selfishness. Its evil effects are 
quite obviously seen in the physical, as­
tral and mental bodies of the person. Not 
only does it permeate the physical body 
with impure particles, but also the astral 
body, tending to deaden many of the vi­
brations. It is for this reason that it is 
found to “soothe the nerves.” For spi-

based on the writings of Anthony Borgia PART XVII.

IT IS commonly thought by people of the 
Earth plane that in the Spirit world time 
and space do not exist. “That is wrong,” 
Monsignor Benson tells us as he writes to 
Anthony Borgia from Spirit. “We have both, 
but our conception of them differs from 
that of the Earth world.”

Here are some of the reasons we are told 
why this is so: On Earth, time has its 
source in the revolution of the Earth upon 
its axis — giving us night and day — in 
its orbit around the Sun — providing re­
currence of the four seasons. From this 
clocks and calendars evolved bringing us a 
means of measuring time on Earth. There 
are also the personal reminders each indi­
vidual knows of hunger, thirst, fatigue, 
pain, aging of the body — none of which 
prevail in the Spirit realms.

Time does not hang heavily in the Spirit 
realms of happiness and perpetual summer, 
but in the darker realms time seems inter­
minable. However much souls there yearn 
for a coming of the light, it never comes 
to them. They must take that first step 
towards the light that awaits them in the 
higher realms. It is these souls who are 
conscious of time after leaving the Earth 
plane, for existence in these dark regions 
— while nothing more than a year or two 
of earthly time — will seem like an eter­
nity. Some people in the realms of light 
do return to Earth, however, for the sole 
purpose of satisfying their curiosity as to 
how long they have been in the Spirit world. 
Usually they are amazed at the number of 
years that have passed since their transi­
tion to Spirit.

Earth time does extend its influence in­
to the Spirit world, however. For example, 
the festival of Christmas is celebrated just 
as here, on the same day. In Spirit, how­
ever, they are not dependent on clocks 

and calendars to know this, but often pick 
up its coming by the thoughts of pleasant 
anticipation and friendliness generated. 
Also on this special occasion in Spirit 
there are visits from great souls in the 
higher realms. Innumerable other occasions 
based on Earth time also are observed in 
Spirit, but this is easy to do by tuning 
in on the thought emanations coming from 
Earth. Those in the higher realms have 
no difficulty whatever, of course, in pin­
pointing any moment of time they wish, 
therefore time is not to be considered con­
fined to realms of a less exalted state of 
spiritual progression.

As with time, space, too, is infinite but 
also exists in the Spirit world. Stand­
ing at a window one can see across huge 
distances or see houses and buildings near­
by, or woods, meadows, rivers and streams, 
gardens and orchards . . all occupying 
space just as they do on Earth. They do 
not interpenetrate any more than they 
would on the Earth plane . . each filling its 
own portion of space. Far beyond the range 
of one’s vision, however, there are realms 
beyond realms that constitute the infinity 
of space. While on Earth Travel through 
such spaces would be limited by the means 
of transportation, thought alters the situ­
ation, for then one can travel through 
space instantaneously in one’s spirit 
body. While the space traveled remains, 
there is no recognition of the pas­
sage of time when in transit. In Spirit 
time can be made to stand still. Even so, 
those in Spirit are extremely punctual in 
keeping appointments with Earthlings.

Light. Search for that spark of light with­
in yourself. If necessary, use your pow­
er of imagination and create this light in 
your consciousness. See it shine out like 
a great jewel, like a many-faceted dia­
mond glistening and pulsating with lovely 
color and radiance. If and when you can 
do this, it is only the beginning of the 
real awakening and development of your 
spiritual vision, or clairvoyance. Accept 
this light as your starting point, and as 
you do, its gleam will grow larger and 
brighter until it expands to a sun-like 
disc of glowing radiance and beauty.

All this will take place within your­
self, with your inner vision, not your 
physical eyes. You will next be able to 
project yourself into and through this 
disc of light, and then — using your gift 
of spiritual imagination —■ be able to 
visualize yourself entering another world, 
a new world created out of finer ether, 
which is itself a kind of rarefied light. 
Remember, it is written: God said: Let 
there be light: and there was light! And 
out of light everything that has form 
was made. ’(Learn more of this from White 
Eagle’s books, available from Chimes.)

Don’t be surprised when you find assorted 
colors, sizes and shapes of auras on differ­
ent people. Be careful not to jump to con­
clusions or pass judgment as to what you 
think you see in auras, however, for a whole 
science must be mastered before you can do 
something like that. To guide you in unfold­
ing your faculties, read such books as The 
Auras (p) by Edgar Cayce and The Mirac­
ulous Laws of Universal Dynamics (from ex­
cerpts taken here) by Al.

KEEPING UP WITH

EVEN THOUGH it is gradually dawning 
upon us all that parapsychology is becom­
ing a much more difficult area of research 
than it used to be, there also comes the 
realization that what it is uncovering is 
much more dramatic, more far-reaching in 
its effects than ever before. Special train­
ing or collaboration with specialists in para­
psychology dealing with animals, with psy­
chological and medical studies . . with 
those in just about all the sciences . . 
is demonstrating to us that there are no 
boundary lines to the application of man’s 
mind. This, in turn, points up the magni­
tude of service a diligent worker in this 
field can render to the greater understand­
ing of man himself.

According to Dr. J. B. Rhine, it is para­
psychology that will bridge the gaps be­
tween all the sciences, that will estab­
lish exchanges, and integrate them all. 
One big difference Dr. Rhine sees in the 
development of this science — in contrast 
to what the others have been — is that 
its leaders, its researchers, dare to speak 
out about the far-reaching implications of 

parapsychology findings without waiting for 
the later stage of full understanding, con­
trolled application, and reasonable devel­
opments. Its very nature . . the fact that 
it does occur . . requires a different ap­
proach, and the urge today is to spell 
out more forthrightly what these findings 
mean — and to let the chips fall where 
they may. As Dr. Rhine says: “It’s about 
time. There has never been a greater need 
to know what man has within his nature for 
use in self-understanding and self-regula­
tion . . Forthright action is fully as essen­
tial as the knowledge itself. Let us re­
member that most of us would not be alive 
today had medicine, at a similar stage in its 
history, remained as indifferent to the 
first claims of the germ theory of disease 
as the disciplines of today have been to 
the findings about psi (ESP). But the ini­
tiative is always with the explorers and 
their sense of urgency in reaching their 
goals.” How important is it that we ex­
plore further this unknown side of the hu­
man personality? Do read Dr. Rhine’s books 
for more on this, available from Chimes.

ritual progress, however, we do not want 
to deaden the vibrations, nor weigh the 
astral body down with foul and poisonous 
particles, but to increase the answer in­
stantly to all wave-lengths, exercising per­
fect control so that our desires shall be 
as horses guided by the intelligent mind, 
taking us where we intended to go, not 
where the horses run away wildly with us. 
Also of great importance to know is that 
after death this habit causes an ossifi­
cation and paralysis of the astral body 
so that for a long time (perhaps weeks or 

months) the person remains helpless, su­
pine, scarcely conscious, shut up as though 
in a prison, unable to communicate with 
friends, dead for the time to all higher 
influences. It’s something to think about, 
to consider whether the penalties for this 
petty indulgence are worth it. For any per­
son who really means to develop along the 
spiritual path, to awaken his chakras, to­
bacco is an evil thing to be scrupulous­
ly avoided.

tain did so in spite of and in the face 
of all these delaying traps inter­
fering with man's progress on Earth. 
No one can bring another closer to 
the Source of his life and being, that 
most call God, than he had always 
been, and still is. Those who say 
otherwise are ignorant of the laws of 
life and existence, or they are lying. 
Each must know his soul, or mind, is 
his own, and that the directing of 
his destiny is in his own hands.
