TRAGEDY STRUCK the Welch coal­
mining town of Aberfan on the morning of 
Oct. 21st, 1966. A huge coal slag heap slid 
down on a school and part of the town.

A total of 144 men, women and children 
died under the nibble. It was one of Brit­
ain’s worse industrial disasters.

In subsequent weeks British newspapers 
discovered that many persons had experi­
enced psychic warnings of the tragedy be­
fore it hit.

The News of the World, a London paper 
with a circulation of eight million, checked 
out more than 200 cases of apparent precog­
nition involving the tragedy. From this total 
the newspaper selected seven examples of 
foreknowledge. The London paper, in pre­
senting the results, said two major ques­
tions were obvious:

1. Could this appalling tragedy, in which
118 children were among those crushed or 
buried alive, have been accurately fore­
seen in sleeping or waking dreams? \

2. If such premonitions do occur, could 
they be harnessed in some way to avert fu­
ture tragedies?

Some of the warnings came in dreams, 
some in waking visions, and others during 
seances in which mediums “saw” clues later 
associated with Aberfan. For example, a 46 
year old telephone operator from Brighton 
had a vivid dream in which she talked help­
lessly to a child coming toward her followed 
by a great billowing cloud of black dust 
or smoke.

A 47 year old dock worker’s wife sat in 
a seance in which she saw clairvoyantly a 
great row of coal heaps and at the same time 
had an overwhelming sense of impending 
doom. She then saw a miner and a small boy 
with a look of terror on his face. She and her 
companions came to the conclusion then that 
a coal mining disaster was about to happen.

Another authenticated case of precogni­
tion involved a 63 year old lay preacher. 
The night before the disaster he dreamed 
he saw spelled out in great brilliant letters 
the word A-B-E-R-F-A-N.

An amateur artist of North Devon felt a 
disaster was going to happen and that it 
would not be too far distant. He tried to 
paint what he felt, but all he could put down 
on canvas was a head surrounded by a sooty 
black background.

A young girl, Eryl Mai Jones, apparently 
had the clearest precognition of anyone. 
She was described by her mother as a highly 
perceptive child who never told a lie. She 
had recurring dreams about which she tried 
to tell her mother on several occasions, 
but her mother dismissed them. Then, just 
before she was killed in the disaster, she 
told her mother: “I am not afraid to die, 
mommy. I shall be with Peter and June 
(two neighbor children who were also killed).

Then she also related that she had had 
a dream in which she went to school and 
there was no school there. Something black 
came down all over it. Two days later she 
was killed in the school building.

There remains this interesting question. 
If there had been some way—some central 
agency—to record and analyze the many 
premonitions . . . could Aberfan have been 
avoided? Then its sequel: Could steps be 
taken to prevent or reduce the impact of 
future tragedies?

But then one remembers that there are 
several authenticated instances of persons 
who had premonitions about President 
Kennedy’s assassination. And some—includ­
ing Jeanne Dixon and Taylor Caldwell — 
tried to warn him.

WHA^ DIE

NO MATTER WHO you are, it is probable that 
you look on the supreme adventure called “DEATH” 
with strong emotion. If you are not actually afraid, 
probably you are apprehensive. In your inmost 
thoughts you are not quite sure. There are ques­
tions you never have had answered . . so much you 
would like to know.

Would it not be wonderful if you had a kindly, 
understanding friend to whom you could turn? One 
who had already “died,” who had adapted to the 
after-life, yet who could converse with you as if he 
were in the same room? One who would, simply and 
understandably, tell you what life would be like to­
morrow if by chance you were to die today? One 
who would answer your many questions about life 
“beyond the veil?”

Many have found such a friend in the person of 
one who prefers to be known only as “Doctor Nava­
jo" since, prior to his passing over some hundred odd 
years ago, he was a Navajo indian. Over the years 
he has been asked and has dealt with many questions 
on this subject. Some of the questions he has been 
asked in the past are given here with his simple 
factual answers:

What are most of us doing here in the astral 
world ? We are active. You ask what we do all day 
long? Well, we most certainly are not sitting on 
a cloud singing hymns, as many might think. We 
are wide-awake and busy, the same as you are. In 
fact, we are not encumbered like many of you have 
been. We do not have to deal with things you have 
to deal with, because there is no necessity for it. 
For one thing, we do not have to struggle to provide 
food and clothing as you do.

If we want to seek in the direction of pleasure, 
we seek in that direction. Nothing is stopping us. 
It might be music, art, literature. It doesn't make 
any difference.

But perhaps one who has awakened to the fact 
that he is in spirit is not interested in literature 
or music. He is interested in his own environment, 
particularly the relatives who had preceded him, 
whom he hasn’t seen for a long time. There they 
are, happy, smiling, and eager to discuss things 
that happened when they were on the earth plane. 
Normally this reunion is a grand experience, for 
they had been waiting for him to come over and 
join them. Petty irritations of the past are all erased

and forgotten.
Is a person immediately conscious of his new en­

vironment? Not always. Does everyone meet the 
astral world in the same manner? No. Suppose, for 
instance, you were driving down the highway and 
you met with an accident. Your arrival might be 
sudden and unexpected. How soon is one freed from 
the earth body after expiration? In as little as twenty 
minutes by your earth time. Does one then go into 
a prolonged state of oblivion? Not necessarily. One 
can be wide awake and even see the scene of the 
accident that took him. He might hover over the 
accident, and might even watch his own body being 
carried away.

Many people have had experiences like this, es­
pecially soldiers on battlefields. There some go 
right on fighting, just the same as if they were 
in the physical body. Many ask: WTiy do they con­
tinue? To explain this simply I shall remind you 
that the astral double becomes temporarily very 
powerful. It is fortified in the astral plane.

I’ve seen people on the way to work be freed 
from the physical body, perhaps by a heart attack. 
They would go right ahead and actually show up at 
the bank or the office or wherever it was. Every­
thing would appear the same as always, yet there 
would be something strange about it. A person 
might say good morning to someone and receive no 
answer. Pretty soon he really begins to wonder. He 
notices the people around him pay no attention to him.

Now he thinks he is dreaming. He says: “Well, 
I am going to wake up soon.” Hie people with whom 
he has associated for months, perhaps years, are 
all around him. Yet there is something strange 
about it all.

Then from somewhere there comes Uncle Joe. Now 
he really thinks he is dreaming because Uncle Joe 
has been gone thirty years. Uncle Joe talks to him 
quietly, calmly, carrying on a normal conversation. 
Then he says: “You come with me.”

Uncle Joe does not want to shock him, because a 
sudden shock is painful—mentally, that is. Every­
thing is mental on the astral plane, because it is 
through your thoughts you create everything.

In reality everything is mental on the earth plane, 
and so it is in the astral world, even more than it 
would seem.

Now the individual becomes aware that he has6



passed out of the physical body. He has been plan­
ning a vacation, and he realizes he will not return 
to the family he left only a few hours ago. He might 
even go into a state of temporary hysteria. Uncle 
Joe, however, manages to calm him and prepare him, 
and they start away together.

This is an illustration of one type of experience. 
There are many different and interesting ways in 
which people depart from the body. Each one finds 
it a little different when he awakens in the astral 
world.

Is it possible to be trained so that one will be 
freed and not have to experience pain? Yes, but 
not very probable. Why ? Pain is given to you by na­
ture as a warning signal that something is wrong.

If you have suffered greviously preceding your 
departure then you will become stronger in the as­
tral world. WTiy is this ? Because you awake released 
from the pain and you are so grateful for the re­
lease. Does suffering have a reaction on the as­
tral body? No. When you are freed from the phys­
ical body it can be cremated and it will have no 
effect on the astral body whatever. In fact this frees 
the spirit and destroys any force that might make 
it linger.

Does one have the same color of hair in the as­
tral world? Yes, probably. You could change it 
or make it longer if you wished, but there is no 
reason to do so. If you desire to wear garments of a 
particular color they can be changed by thought. 
This is an automatic process through the conscious­
ness of the soul.

When my father was killed I was able to see him 
at the exact moment he was freed from the physical 
body. How do you explain this ? This was done by a 
form of astral projection. The soul is the motivat­
ing factor. At that split second your father was 
thinking of you, the fortified astral double was 
made visible to you.

We now have some idea of how the astral world is 
a continuation of life in the physical world. So 
while we are on the earth plane we should do the 
very best we can to learn in all departments of 
our lives and so not allow anything to enter the 
kingdom we take with us to hold us back.

(The Astral Plane by C. W. Leadbeater and The 
Astral World by Swami Panchadasi will give you 
many more fascinating details—both Chimes books.)

IN MEDITATION we are refining our 
bodies, connecting them with higher lev­
els, expanding our consciousness. We are, 
in fact, approaching the Central Life. 
When we use consciousness-expanding 
drugs we induce artificial communication 
with these higher planes for which our 
consciousness is not yet ready.

It is as though one suddenly put an un­
trained child on a wild horse and let them 
both run wild. The user may indeed enter 
into a higher consciousness, but he is in 
such a state that he has lost control of 
his analytical, reasoning synthesizing 
instrument. In a way his compass is lost.

Since his consciousness has not been 
prepared for this state, he sees and hears 
a few things, but he interprets his exper­
iences through the understanding of the 
lower planes. Loss of balance and judg­
ment is usually the result.

Those who have had this forbidden ex­
perience usually live an uncertain and un­
real life, perhaps one in which they have 
lost their sense of loyalty, morality or 
respect for law. This is a sign that they 
have made an unlawful entry into high­
er planes, and that they have lost their 
compass for the physical side of life. 
Hence they are lost for all planes and must 
start again from the lowest. A further 
convincing argument against the irrespon­
sible use of so-called mind-expanders if 
one is needed.

NEW HOME FOR ASPR
Headquarters for the American So­

ciety for Psychical Research is now a 
handsome five-story building at 5 West 
73rd Street in downtown New York City. 
This building is to house one of the most 
complete libraries on ESP and related 
fields existing anywhere, plus up-to-date 
experimental equipment including a 
soundproof room connected by closed 
circuit to a TV booth. According to Dr. 
Gardner Murphy, president of the so­
ciety, this marks an important step in 
the history of psychical research. Work 
during a continuous period of over six­
ty years of research is represented. The 
present membership of 2500 represents 
a gain of three times over a scant five 
years ago. At present the ASPR is en­
gaged in laboratory tests of telepathy 
using closed-circuit TV and computer 
analysis of results achieved, long-dis­
tance experiments in ESP, an analysis 
of the source of creativity among Amer­
ican artists and its relationship to ESP, 
and a partially published analysis of 
deathbed visions. Careful studies also 
include mood in successful ESP demon­
strations. Also developed and being 
demonstrated is an intriguing ESP kit. 
ASPR deserves congratulations.

MANY PEOPLE talk about the routine of 
meditation. Many discussions of meditation 
fill many books. Many of them are pretty 
much the same. One thing you must be sure 
of when you meditate. You must lay on the 
altar all petty differences with your neigh­
bor. This is such an important rule, and one 
so often neglected.

One lady begins to meditate, for example, 
but she cannot become tranquil because she 
was cheated by the milk man or she felt 
snubbed at the office. How can one feel tran­
quillity when one cannot equalize these little 
emotional differences—ones which are not 
even full-fledged arguments.

Tranquil people all have an outstanding 
characteristic in common. They hold no re­
sentments. The serene one cannot be so if 
he is boiling inside. He must take the first 
step on the long path that leads to kinship 
with God by overlooking and forgiving his 
foreman or his gossipy neighbor.

No wonder men say they cannot learn to 
be happy. How can anyone be happy and be 
unforgiving? Or, still worse, how can anyone 
expect to be happy who has wronged a 
neighbor and has not yet made amends? I 
realize this seems to be childish talk, yet how 
many marriages have been broken, how 
many families made miserable, how many 
breakdowns suffered just from this simple 
little thing! Let’s call it unfinished business.

Whenever you sit down to meditate, 
first total up your unfinished tasks. Work 
on each of them a little and see if you 
cannot then begin with an inner peace of 
mind you did not have. Flush out of your 
mind all accumulated garbage, and let the 
fresh clean air of love inside. Make it a 
freshly cleaned receptacle so that it may 
hold the inspiration you receive.

Now if you are a conniver or a schemer, 
or one who makes a living outwitting his

fellow man, it may be that you are hopeless. Maybe 
you could not clean up your mind at all. Maybe it is not 
possible to right the number of wrongs you have done. 
In this case do not fool yourself. Go ahead on the path 
you have chosen. Your development must come later 
when you are at last willing to come to grips with your 
life and rectify it. Let us hope this is not too difficult 
for you, or that it does not carry over into another life 
with still greater suffering and hardship.

This may sound like old-time preaching. It is not. 
It is merely the first practical step in a very practical 
approach to metaphysical development. It must be 
done! Now is the earliest you can begin to do it. 
Karma is the practical weapon with which you can ac­
complish it. Do not aspire to be like Buddha, sitting 
on a silk cushion contemplating and thinking thoughts 
of unutterable goodness. First, dirty your hands in 
the sordid world, cleaning up what you can of your life. 
Then, tired, beaten, but with an inner spark of seren­
ity, begin your contemplation by laying on the altar 
not petty violences but deeds of honor and good and 
sacrifice. Only then will your contemplation begin 
to have significance.

There are many paths to knowing. The simplest is 
the knowledge of karma. The Golden Rule also will 
do more than make you happy. It will enlighten you. 
It is the path to all wisdom. There is also the path of 
analogy, by which every flower and bush and rock 
becomes a blue-print for the universe. It too can teach 
you much if you try it.

The simplest path to knowing is, of course, medi­
tation and gradually it can change your life. Proper 
meditation, carefully practiced, can be the cause of 
revelation that will make you self-sufficient in all 
things. Meditation must not be thought of as nega­
tive, or as a void. Man first makes himself empty, 
yes. Then, consciously, he uses the emptiness to build 
an inner core of understanding. Meditation elevates, 
simplifies, educates. It teaches as well as disciplines 
the mind. When it begins, reverie ceases.

UNITED STATES - Careful analysis of the Edgar Cayce "Life Readings" 
given for over one hundred sixty infants seems to establish beyond 
a doubt that there are chosen paths which exist at birth for all. 
Only now, twenty five years later, is it possible to evaluate these 
readings. As yet no statistical information is available, yet many 
of the readings have worked out as they were supposed to have done. 
One boy whose father wanted him to succeed him in business grew up 
to be a psychiatrist, just as Cayce foretold. In Cayce's interpre- 
tion, a soul entering the body already has decided what life work he 
will do, carrying out a plan begun in prior incarnations. The truth 
of this and other theories soon can be shown by study and by statis­
tical analysis. .

BRITAIN - Researchers studying the faculty of precognition are 
struck by the, at least at present, untamed character of premoni­
tions.

CANADA - Perhaps the robot-computer age is upon us more rapidly than 
we thought possible.

Laws of Psychic Attraction

HERE WE ARE going to take up briefly the LAW 
OF INDIRECT PSYCHIC INFLUENCE and the 
PSYCHIC LAW OF ATTRACTION. Since they are 
so similar in their workings, they may be considered 
together.

The fundamental principle of this phase of psy­
chic influence is that mental and emotional states 
not only induce similar states in those similarly 
attuned, but also tend to attract and draw to the 
person other persons who are vibrating along sim­
ilar lines, and tend to repel those who are opposite 
on the psychic scale.

We tend by induction to arouse in others mental 
and emotional states which are similar to our own. 
There is a law in effect here which should be under­
stood. Roughly it is this: If а person’s habitual 
thoughts and emotions are like those we are trying 
to induce in him, we will find it easy to induce the 
same in him. If they are of an opposing nature, 
we will find it very difficult to do this.

For instance, if a person is normally calm and 
quiet, it will be very difficult to arouse in him psy­
chically the vibrations of anger, fight, and excite­
ment. If he is of a violent, combative nature, it 
will be comparatively easy.

In indirect psychic induction, by which I mean 
the induction without deliberate attempt to influ­
ence any particular person or persons, there is a 
peculiar psychic law. It operates by attracting to 
ourselves other persons who, either actively or 
passively, are in general harmony, and repels those 
who are in general discord or lack of harmony to 
ourselves. So, in short, we go through life attract­
ing or repelling psychically those who are harmon­
ious or inharmonious in relation to us. If we un­
derstand this law and how it works we can under­
stand many things in our life which we have not 
understood previously.

We know that we are constantly radiating currents 
of psychic vibrations, some of which flow to great 
distances from us and affect others far removed from 
us in space. We may not know, however, that on the 
astral plane there is manifesting a similar sequence 
of cause and effect. A strong desire or will tends 
to manifest on the astral plane by attracting or 
repelling others in psychic harmony or disharmony 
with us. This phenomenon is not as common as the 
transference of ordinary thought vibrations from 

brain to brain, but it is far more common than gen­
erally supposed. These vibrations awakening re­
sponse in the minds of those in harmony with them 
tend to draw to us those other persons whose gener­
al character will fit in with our desires or ideas or 
to repel those who are not harmonious therewith. 
This explains the phenomenon of strong men in busi­
ness, politics and other walks of life drawing and 
attracting to them other men who will fit in with 
their general plans and aims.

The law works two ways. Not only do we draw 
such persons to us as will fit in with our purposes 
and plans, but we are attracted to them by the same 
law. We find that even things and circumstances, 
as well as persons, will seem to be molded by our 
desires and ideas, providing our psychic vibrations 
are sufficiently strong and clear. To many who do 
not understand this great law, these things seem to 
be uncanny and mysterious, but more and more peo­
ple are coming to understand and use it.

Here in America there are a number of teachers 
and writers devoting attention to this particular 
phase of the general subject of psychic influence. 
Cults and schools have been formed on this general 
basis, the main idea being that of attracting finan­
cial and other success by using this phase of psy­
chic force. Indeed it is astonishing to witness how 
events, people, circumstances and things seem to 
move in actual life as if urged to materialize the 
conditions so imaged in the mind of the man who 
invokes the law.

Understand, however, there must be mental effort 
and strong will behind the imaging. Daydreaming 
merely dissipates energy. Without the rays of the 
will there will be no picture projected, no matter 
how imagination-stirring it was. Thoughts pictured 
in mental images, and then vitalized by the force of 
nature, will tend to objectify themselves into ma­
terial being.

One can read various theories and explanations to 
account for the phenomena of psychic influence. 
Once he has grasped the basic principles involved, 
however, he will be able to see them in operation 
in all the cases cited and will find the fundament­
al principle fully accounts for all the cases, no mat­
ter how puzzling they may seem.

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THE BREATH OF LIFE

By Denis Barnes

OUR VERY FIRST ACT, on entering this 
world is to take p breath. This we continue 
to do, day and night, year in and year out, 
until our course here is run and we "take 
our last breath.” Since for the whole of our 
earthly lives we are breathing, it is surpris­
ing that we in the West give so little con­
sideration to this vital aspect of our 
health.

In the East it has been known for thou­
sands of years that correct and proper breath­
ing is important not only from the physical 
standpoint, but that as well as breathing 
in air we are also breathing in actual life 
force, or prana, to use the Indian word.

The prana, or vital force, is superphys­
ical. Mention of it is found in many ancient 
writings, an instance of which is the Ka­
hunas of Polynesia who used this force 
and named it Mana. In the Bible it is 
said poetically that God, having formed 
man, "breathed into his nostrils the breath 
of life." The Tibetan monks also stress 
breathing disciplines as a way of learning 
mystical techniques.

These brief references demonstrate the 
paramount importance of breathing, yet it 
is sad to say that few people breathe prop­
erly. We have, in our chests, a beautifully 
designed pair of bellows, intended to in­
flate and deflate fully from fourteen to 
seventeen times a minute. It is essential, 
therefore, that we not stoop or get round- 
shouldered, but keep a straight back, as 
nature intended we should. Thus we insure 
that the proper and necessary fresh air is 
inhaled and that the bad air in the lungs 
is exhaled.

There is a simple way by which you can 
sustain the correct and natural position. 
Imagine that there is some sort of harness 
about your neck, pulling it directly up- 

12 wards. Try it now!

As this imaginary harness pulls you up 
you find your backbone straightening and 
your lungs expanding. Think of this when­
ever you can, either when walking, stand­
ing, or even while sitting. You will bene­
fit profoundly.

There is a word of warning about deep 
breathing. Do not labor or force it. That 
will do no good. The aim is to assist na­
ture by breathing naturally and as she in­
tended us to breathe.

The whole of the body requires oxygen, 
and this is supplied by the blood, all of 
which passes through the lungs about every 
three minutes. The blood takes in oxygen 
through the walls of the lungs by a pro­
cess called osmosis, and it gives out, by 
the same method, carbon dioxide, which is 
exhaled. When we exercise violently we re­
quire more oxygen and so we pant. When 
we are tired more oxygen is required and 
so we yawn. When we are sitting, not so 
much oxygen is required and so we breathe 
more slowly.

From this it will be appreciated that 
emptying the lungs is just as necessary as 
filling them. One should do this several 
times a day, preferably once in the morning 
upon arising: exhale completely—few peo­
ple ever do this—breathe in through the 
nose, filling the lungs completely, hold 
the breath a couple of seconds, then ex­
hale rapidly through the lips, holding them 
as though whistling. Do this only a few 
times to start with. There are very few 
things you can do which will give you great­
er reward in the form of refreshment.

If you are a sedentary worker, you should 
make a special effort to sit upright and, 
occasionally work the shoulders up and down 
and back. Those who spend time on their

After the Spirit messages . . .

WHERE DO WE GO FROM THERE?

THERE IS an axiom, in Spiritualism at 
least, that “the establishment" is the ex­
clusive property of greying-templed men and 
women over forty. This became an exploded 
myth in England recently, along with the no­
tion of “never trust anyone over thirty," 
when ten practicing mediums, all under thir­
ty years old, met at a Psychic News spon­
sored dinner in London to discuss their mu­
tual problems and try to find some solutions.

These were young people who spoke of 
what was nearest to their hearts, and from 
their discussions emerged this remarkable 
composite picture of what they think of the 
Spirit movement:

TONY ASHENDEN, 26, practicing me­
dium for four years: “We need neutral 
ground on which we can stand. There are 
many forms of Spiritualism within the move­
ment, just as there are many forms of Chris­
tianity." To put it within a boundary, he 
feels .. as many do .. would only be to kill it.

ROMAN DIAKOW, 22: "I was pushed on 
to the public platform too soon,” this young 
person avowed, and he soon learned he was 
expected to entertain instead of care for peo­
ple and help them. He also observed too 
many petty jealousies that marred the move­
ment, and more than enough of the egotism 
that causes dissension.

PETER BARNEY, 29: This young man 
stated that he had been welcome at most 
churches, but that comparing those which 
taught Spirit communication, most could 
be in a far better position than they are 
today. Their principal fault, he observed, 
was “the desire for individual greatness on 
the part of some mediums.”

ROY STENMAN, 26, Psychic News as­
sistant editor, the only non-psychic member 
of the group: “We must find a different 
framework for presenting Spiritualism to 

18 people. Receiving Spirit messages is the 

first stage in a person’s psychic quest. But 
where do we go from there? How do we put 
Spiritualism into practice?” He was also 
concerned about presenting demonstrations 
of psychic phenomena and spiritual phil­
osophy together. He felt this was attempt­
ing too much and that they should be separ­
ated in their presentation to the public.

DAVID YOUNG, 25, an active medium 
for three years: “Providing survival is our 
main task. There should be discussion groups 
in churches. As it is now, most of them just 
put on a show. It’s like show business.”

TINA WALKER, 25: “I don’t like to see 
orthodox trapping and trimmings . . crosses, 
altars, candles . . in Spiritualist churches.”

JOHN WALKER (Tina’s husband), 24: 
“I suggest a board of examiners to test medi­
ums before they are permitted on a platform. 
I have seen many mediums demonstrate, 
and eighty percent or so are just proving 
extrasensory perception . . not survival."

ROBIN STEVENS, 26: “Part of our prob­
lem is what we have inherited.” Older Spirit 
mediums, he contends, all believe you have 
to be forty or more before you can know any­
thing about this subject. “We must educate 
our public and do away with so much hypo­
crisy,” Stevens believes.

SCIENCE AND PSYCHIC ABILITY 
do mix but at times the mixture is difficult 
to refine. It is understandable that they 
might not. Science, after all, is methodical, 
plodding and prone to eliminate what it can 
not tag and bottle and repeat. Scientists, 
however, are more and more frequently try­
ing to pin down the quick-silver like and 
illusory fragments of intuition that are 
involved in ESP and clairvoyance and take 
them apart within the laboratory. In the 
process precious bits of knowledge are be­
ing gleaned.

One example of such a pinning down and 
classifying came about with the work of two 
men in the Parapsychology laboratory at 
Duke University. These men, Mr. Martin 
Johnson and Mr. James Carpenter, strongly 
suspected there was a relationship between 
that elusive factor the Freudians call "anx­
iety,” and ESP ability.

Given the initial question they proceeded 
to set up conditions by which it could be 
answered. A hitherto reliable test was ap­
plied to the subjects to determine which 
were at ease within and which were subject 
to psychological feelings of fear and tur­
moil which accompany an inner lack of ad­
justment to conditions.

Having classified the test subjects in 
this respect the two went on to have them 
demonstrate ESP ability by tests already 
found to be effective.

The results were surprising. While other 
experiments were relatively inconclusive, 
lending some doubt as to the positiveness of 
the results, there was no doubt whatever in 
this area. A high degree of inner anxiety 
led unmistakably to a low ESP score while 
an inner calm and lack of fear led to high 
ability. Here is a lesson everyone can take 
out of the laboratory and put in use in our 
own lives today.
