The mature investigators of
telepathy are, of course, no longer working on the problem of whether it exists; they have
shifted to studies of when and how and why it exists. Why should we not then ask if this
sixth sense is evidence of spiritual man as opposed to physical man?

What is the answer to the growing drug problem of our society?

CAN WE FIND GOD IN A PILL?

Allan Y. Cohen, Ph. D,, of Harvard University
speaks out after his experience of thirty "trips"

IS IT POSSIBLE to assess the spiritual
value of a chemically-induced mystical ex-
perience? It cannot yet be measured by
electronic machines, and very few have the
authority to judge another's subjective
consciousness. However, according to
AllanY. Cohen, Ph. D., writing in The A.R.E.
Journal, we do have two guidelines: the ef-
fect on ordinary life and the perspective of
those enlightened souls who know.

LSD—as it is obvious—has not pro-
duced any saints or even more spiritual be-
havior within its ranks. If it had, rea-
sons Dr. Cohen, we would now have many
more successful human beings and subcul-
tures. But even the diehard “acidheads"
and “potheads” admit the failure of this
expectation.

The early and sincere psychedelic users
became aware that the esoteric teachings
of all spiritual systems emphasized the de-
velopment of the God-Force within. Zoro-
aster, Rama, Krishna, Gautama the Buddha,
Mohammed the Prophet, Moses, St. Francis,
Jesus the Christ . . any of the great spiritual
personalities associated with the heights of
consciousness . . none of these talked about
LSD and psychedelic drugs. It is also most
interesting to note that Meher Baba, con-
sidered by the major figures in the psyche-
delic underground to be the world’s leading
authority on consciousness, has written that
chemically-inclined experience is more like-
ly a roadblock than a spur to spiritual
advancement.

In one of his booklets relating to tak-
ing the pill Baba wrote, “The experience of
a semblance of freedom that these drugs
(including marijuana) may temporarily give
to one is in actuality a millstone round
the aspirant's neck in his efforts toward
emancipation from the rounds of birth and
death .. Although LSD is not an addiction-

forming drug, one can become attached to
the experiences rising from its use, and
one gets tempted to use it in increasing
doses, again and again, in the hope of
deeper and deeper experiences. But even-
tually this causes madness or death.”

Calling psychedelic effects a form of
“perverted consciousness”, Baba likened
the spiritual drug trip to a mirage and re-
flected that . . “No matter how much one
pursues the mirage, one will never reach
water; and the search for God through drugs
must end in disillusionment.” He went on
.. "An individual may feel LSD has made
a ‘better’ man of him socially and person-
ally. But one will be a better man through
Love than one can ever be through drugs or
any other artificial aid.”

Meher Baba also gave some of the princi-
pal differences between chemical and au-
thentic spiritual techniques. First, LSD
denies internal worth. Taking drugs creates
the underlying impression that inner hap-
piness must somehow be enhanced from out-
side. The drug approach emphasizes sepa-
rateness and exclusiveness . . yet true mys-
ticism implies oneness and tolerance for
every being.

The drug orientation is passive and leads
to disengagement from active life in so-
ciety. The genuine Path entails real effort
—earned progress that can be retained
as one’s own, and is eternal. Psychedelic
experience is inevitably temporary. Drug
orientation provides insurance of eventual
dependence on the desires of the lower self.
The true mystic learns to trust and sur-
render to a Master who is identical with
his own God-self.. and dependency on God
leads to real freedom.

To solve the drug problem, Dr. Cohen con-
cludes, these people need to be exposed to
the Truth which dispells the fog of illusion.

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NEW RECORDS OF THE PAST

Psi (psychic) phenomena also follow
the conservation and other known phys-
ical principles, contends W. G. Roll in
Theta, Bulletin for the Psychical Re-
search Foundation at Duke University.

According to Mr. Roll—and a good
many other psychic researchers and
writers—people, even inanimate phys-
ical objects, are surrounded by psi
fields. This is why it is possible for a
sensitive to pick up traces imbedded in
an object's or person's psi field pro-
duced by past events, for they leave
their mark in this field.

At a recent Parapsychological Asso-
ciation convention in West Germany, a
Sister Justa Smith also referred to this
psi field concept when describing the ap-
parent influence of the hands of the psy-
chic healer, Mr. O. Estebany, on the ac-
tivity of enzymes placed in bottles. She
found that the increase of activity was
of about the same magnitude that expo-
sure to strong magnetic fields produces.

This area of research applied to an-
thropology and archeology, to name a
few such studies, promises to bring
forth much exciting new information
from the past about man’s life on Earth.

THE VALUE OF TRANCE

Another interesting study referred to
in Theta done by Stewart Wavell, Audrey
Buttand Nina Epton is the “trance™ con-
cept used by mediums, or shamans, of
many of the world’s primitive cultures.
Their findings suggest that trance rites
fulfill basic needs in an unsure and in-
secure existence in the jungle. Wonder
why it wouldn't also help those caught
in the asphalt jungles of the cities.

“SOME PEOPLE never meditate because
they are not worthy, and some, who are
worthy, do not meditate because they do not
know how,” a wise soul once Eommented.

So many people say that they are ‘going
to meditate, but of course most of these
people have not the faintest idea of what
real meditation means. They think that it
is some mystical thing whereas, as in the
case of most metaphysical matters, medita-
tion is simple and is just a means to an end,
a method whereby one can obtain certain
results.

Many people also do not know what medi-
tation is. So, what is meditation? Medi-
tation is a special form of concentration
or directed thinking which disciplines the
mind and which forms a special attitude of
mind. Meditation is that form of directed
thought which enables us to perceive
through the subconscious and other sys-
tems that which would not be possible for
us to perceive in any other way.

The supreme importance of meditation is
that it awakens the mind to higher consci-
ousness; it permits the mind to ‘tap in’
more freely to the subconscious, just as a
person can have a large library and go to
his books for special information. Unless
that person knows where to look, he can
have his large library, but most of it will
be just so much waste paper.

When we speak of discipline in connec-
tion with meditation, let us remember that
it is essential if one is to make any real
progress in spiritual attainment. Just as
an army would be useless without discipline
and without drill, so the human psyche be-
comes a member of the rabble without the
discipline and training of meditation cor-
rectly applied.

It is useless to try to practice medi-
tation by reading a book written by a

person who cannot himself meditate. Many such books
are just indigestible conglomerations of misunder-
stood Eastern parables. It soon becomes clear that
unless one can meditate oneself, one cannot tell others
how to meditate.

In many non-Christian countries those who attend
their temples meditate beforehand so that their minds
are clear and open . . ready to receive Divine revela-
tion and instruction. We quite often do not realize that
it is almost useless to pray anytime if all one does is
give a babble of instructions to God or make a long
list of requests. In commencing a prayer period with
a preliminary time of meditation the mind is cleared
of much confusing thought and is made ready to re-
ceive information from higher planes. Try meditation
first, then.

In practice, meditation can be said to have four dif-
ferent parts:

1. The first part is that meditational practice as-
sists in the development of the true personality of the
meditator. The more one attains to successful medi-
tation, the happier and more successful one’s life will
be .. and the greater the mental capacity.

2. The second stage of meditation is that which
brings the physical body in rapport with the Overself,
and the Overself in rapport with the Manu of the nation.
Before one can meditate to this point, it is essential
that one has a pure and lust-free life.

3. The next stage of meditation gives all the bene-
fits of stages one and two, plus enabling one to have
full occult understanding. At this stage one is able
to comprehend and apperceive .. apperceive being that
condition which is the mind’s

SICILY - Typical of many such organizations, Italian clairvoyants
and occults were unable to agree on the future of their organiza-
tion, according to The San Diego Union. Ilronically uncertain about
what was ahead for them, the report read, the clairvoyants called
the meeting in Palermo to seek social security benefits and health
insurance and to weed out what they call charlatans. One dissident
member walked out of the meeting, Vittorio Scifo, known as the Wi-
zard of Tobruk, with the objection that the group could not pretend
to represent thousands of members throughout the country at a 50-
person meeting. He also criticized plans to establish unified rate
schedules without respect for ability to pay. However, the group
proceeded to establish an Academy of Occultism, with a member, Ma-
dame Rosa,giving these predictions for 1969: “The Italian lira will
be devalued in March . . Aristotle Onassis and his wife will be se-
parated . . Actress Sophia Loren will have no children (she since
had a boy) . . and President Charles de Gaulle will retire from po-
litical life . . Nevertheless," she concluded, "it will NOT be an
unlucky year and there are many surprises in store for us."

U.S.A.- Ralph M. Lewis in the Rosicrucian Digest has a different
view of heart transplants and the psychic. It is his contention
that a heart transplant need not alter the psychic quality of the
individual even though it is a drastic alteration of the physical
body.

Laws of Psychic Attraction (continued)

IN PURSUING FURTHER a study of
the Psychic Law of Attraction, there is one
example that gives us a better idea of how
it can work.

Take the case of a person who strong-
ly desires assistance in his business or some
other activity in which he is engaged. He
has almost given up hope of finding the right
kind of person he seeks, for everyone so far
has failed to measure up in some way to the
requirements of the situation. If such a per-
son will hold a mental picture in his mind —
even though it is in the background of his
mind, when he is attending to details and
planning his affairs—if he will give this
mental picture a prominent place in his men-
tal gallery, taking frequent glances at it,
seeing people coming to him and his enter-
prises as those who will fall in with his plans,
it will seem astonishing how often events,
people, circumstances and things seem to
move in place in actual life as if urged by
some mighty power to serve to materialize
the conditions so imaged in the mind of this
person. There must be active mental effort
behind such imaging, of course. Day dream-
ers do not materialize thought . . they
merely dissipate energy. The person who
converts thought into activity and material
being throws energy into the task, and puts
forth his will-power through the pictured
image. Without the rays of the will there
will be no picture projected, no matter how
beautifully the imagination has projected
it. Thought pictured in mental images,
then vitalized by the force of desire, plus
will, tend to objectify themselves into ma-
terial being. Melvin Powers illustrates in
his booklet, A Practical Guide to Better
Concentration, how this type of concentra-
tion, this imaging power, can be acquired
by anyone with normal intelligence . . but
that you must prove to yourself that you

DO have the ability to do it. The Laws of
Mental Magnetism by John Treadwell is
also a fascinating book showing you how to
use the magnetic forces of your mind to at-
tract all the good things of life to you, with
many practical methods for doing so very
simple to put into daily use.

Many theories and explanations are given
by different writers and teachers on this
subject with which the student should be
familiar to understand the phenomena of
psychic influence. Once he has grasped the
real scientific principles involved, he will
be able to see how in all such cases there is
a certain fundamental principle involved
which explains and accounts for what hap-
pens, no matter how puzzling or mysterious
it may seem. No miracle is worked in these
cases, for it is simply a matter of the work-
ing out of natural laws of cause and effect
—attraction and response to attraction—
on the psychic or astral plane. This hap-
pens when a person accidentally () seems
to run across some other person who will
be led to give him the key to the knowl-
edge he seeks. Perhaps a book is mentioned,
or a reference to some writer, and if the
hint is followed up, entirely new worlds open
up for the seeker. When one becomes ac-
customed to the workings of psychic forces,
these things soon become accepted as a
matter of course and cease to arouse wonder
or surprise.

The workings of the Psychic Law of At-
traction are as natural and invariable as
the law of gravitation, or magnetic attrac-
tion, once one has mastered its principles
and learned the methods of its application.

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a new method of learning we should explore . . .

AUTOMATIC WRITING is a rare and wonderful
gift, but one that often is abused and misunderstood.

The first thing to realize is that this writing
is intended to increase our spiritual knowledge.
The arm of the writer is controlled by a spiritual
intelligence wishing to convey information and
teach us more of the spiritual laws. Lessons fre-
quently are given concerning the other side of life,
information so badly needed to further our spirit-
ual growth.

Unfortunately, in many instances as this gift
is unfolding, the physical instrument—the me-
dium—begins to ask material questions concern-
ing business and family life, and sometimes stoops
to asking questions about neighbors and friends.

What kind of entity would give such information?
How can it be reliable? Friends knowing this per-
son is developing automatic writing ask for infor-
mation such as . . “See what you can get for me."
"Are we going to take this trip?” "Are we going
to sell our house?"

The result can be only chaos and, in the end,
as | have seen many times, worry and poor health
for the writer. It stands to reason that any Spir-
it of a high order is not going to answer such ques-
tions, for in order to grow as individuals we must
learn to solve our own material problems.

Asking questions about other people, trying to
find out about their personal affairs—which
certainly are not our concern—can only attract
a Spirit who is ignorant and still tied to material
things. After all, the law of attraction holds
good on all planes for everything. However, in
most instances of this kind, Spirit has noth-
ing to do with it. The writer's arm moves sub-
ject to his OWN wishes and imagination; the sub-
conscious mind takes the place of a controlling
Spirit.

| have met the individual who has the honest
belief he possesses this gift just because the pen-
cil has moved, and will scarcely undertake any-
thing of importance, even trivial business, unless
he *'sits for writing." Sometimes such an individ-
ual becomes the slave of his own imagination. Once
I knew a lady who would not even go shopping un-
less “the pencil said she could,” and the result was
a nervous breakdown.

When sitting for this phase of mediumship,

one should become absolutely impersonal. When |
had this phase of mediumship some years ago |
could read a book and my arm would still write in-
dependently, but | never knew what was being
written. When the writing was finished, the pencil
just dropped from my fingers.

Chimes was kind enough to publish quite a hum-
ber of these writings, all lessons given by Spirit.
Not once in the three years that | was used as an
instrument for these writings did | receive a per-
sonal message. Several entities used my arm; when
they had completed their work through this au-
tomatic writing, that phase of mediumship sud-
denly ceased entirely. No matter when or where
| sat to see if it would return, to this day it never
has. At the time of its usage | always sat at a cer-
tain time on certain days. My arm was controlled
by a powerful force, and as soon as the subject
was finished, my hand then relaxed and the pencil
fell on the paper.

| have met people who sit for this writing every
day, several times a day, but this is most unwise.
Usually our Spirit friends will be there waiting,
so we must not fail them; but it is best not to
overdo.

Then, too, we must prove that the writing is
coming from Spirit. "By their fruits ye shall know
them.” Are we getting worthwhile information?
Are we receiving something that benefits us spir-
itually? If it is not something spiritual we can
pass on to others, it is best left alone.

Often it takes weeks, and even months, to es-
tablish contact with our Spirit friends. Once es-
tablished, we must be certain we are attracting the
right kind. We are particular whom we invite into
our homes; we should be just as particular whom
we allow to control our hand to write.

Just because the pencil moves does not prove
we have automatic writing. At first the pencil will
wander across the paper making lines and
scratches, but this is often muscular reaction.
Once the arm is controlled, there can be no mis-
take about it. | would like to make this compari-
son: When one is fishing, the hook is baited and
thrown into the water. Nothing happens as
we sit and wait for a fish to bite. The line
floats limply in the water. Suddenly a fish
takes the bait. There is no mistaking it; a force

is there pulling on the line.

So it is with automatic writing. We cannot mis-
take the power that at last controls the arm and
makes the pencil write. The handwriting is differ-
ent from our own in automatic writing, for a dif-
ferent personality is asserting itself. Very often
at that time we become conscious of a Spir-
it presence near us. We are not always controlled
by the same Spirit. Let us open our minds to re-
ceive lessons from any good source. There are
many teachers in the great beyond willing and
anxious to help us once we open the door for them.
We are the pupils. They are the teachers.

For the guidance of newcomers to this work
wishing to unfold the various psychic senses,
Clairvoyance and Occult Powers by Swami Pancha-
dasi, Genuine Mediumship by Swami Vishita, and
How to Develop Your ESP Power by Jane Roberts
provide much valuable material which give a good
basis for understanding HOW and WHERE to
begin.

And so it goes, and probably al-
ways has gone. Women are still the
most skilled practitioners of this art
of cryptic conversation.

Other than knowing that telepathy
is an actuality, however, we really
know very little about it. Some of
the best and most reliable work be-
ing done on this subject comes from
Drs. J. B. and Louisa Rhine, former-
ly of Duke University, now heading
the Foundation for Research on the
Nature of Man. The best known of
several decades of the Rhines' work
are the telepathic experiments con-
ducted by means of their famous ESP
cards. The Rhine experiments in-
volved using the cards to see to what
extent a person can transmit or
receive information through the
powers of the mind alone. Some of
the most sensitive subjects have
had scores so high that the odds
against their records were four mil-
lion to one. The Rhine deck experi-
ments with telepathy do not in them-
selves have a great deal of signif-
icance, however, unless they are in-
terpreted in a broad sense.

For me the proof which telepathy
offers is significant in this respect:
If the mind is wholly dependent on
a physical brain in order to express
or experience consciousness and
memory, the dissolution of the
physical brain (or death) would
mean the end of all conscious exis-
tence. As William James has told us
.. While we are in these physical
bodies, we need to make use of the
physical brain to express the thoughts
of the mind, but it cannot be
disproved that mind will be able
to express itself better through
some other means once we are freed
from "'the body of this death™ as St.
Paul puts it.

To me telepathy is proof that mind
is not dependent upon the physical
brain for the transmission of
thoughts througfh space.

THIS DOWSER BUSINESS

IT APPEARS there is no agreed-upon solution to the mystery
of how a divining rod works . . providing that it does. | am not
trying to discredit those who claim to use a divining rod in lo-
cating water or what have you. In my personal experience locating
an underground stream with the aid of a forked peach branch
has proved successful in a number of cases. | believe dowsing
works, but | do not know how it works.

I have experimented with several kinds of rods . . a live willow
branch . . copper wire . . aluminum wire. | found all of these
worked for me. The only difference was that with some it was
more difficult to detect the pull toward the thing being sought.
When | learned of others who could use a divining rod to locate
things other than water, this made the dowsing business even
more interesting for me. One experiment | tried along these
lines was to have someone hide a coin. Then, by the pull on the
divining rod, | was guided in the direction of the hidden coin.
This mystified me even more than ever.

| had heard of automatic writing . . a kind of communication
thought to be accomplished by a force which moves the hand of
someone merely holding a pencil on paper. This gave me some
idea as to how the dowser might work. Not everyone, however,
can do automatic writing. Neither can all people be successful
at dowsing. So | tried the coin hiding trick again, this time us-
ing one of an assortment of divining rods which | chose as be-
ing sensitive to the lightest pull. It led me right to the hid-
den coin.

Then | experimented by asking a friend to hide an object
without disclosing to me what it was he hid. This time the
rod failed to work.

The only conclusion about this | have reached so far is that
if one thinks forcefully enough upon what is being sought, a
guiding force will, in some unknown way, point to it. This
might be expressed in whatever code you have agreed upon. If
you agree upon the forked stick bending toward what you seek —
and if this is water, and there is water—the code will make the
rod respond.

I was told of a certain man who could tell the approximate
distance down to an underground stream by an established code
with the divining rod. In his case the rod pulsated over the lo-
cation after it had reached it, dipping once for every ten feet
below the surface. | did not get to see this myself, It is only
his story . . not mine.

Experimenting a little further, | asked a group of friends
to try their luck at dowsing. They were sent over a location |
had previously selected and where | had located and secretly
marked a stream. One of the party successfully spotted the lo-

cation. The others did not. Then it occurred to
me that perhaps they were holding the thought too
strongly that it could not work, and was not go-
ing to work. | wondered if they might be concen-
trating on the rod working for them with no thought
of what it was they were trying to locate. So | in-
structed them on this, and had them try again.

This time two more felt the pull on the rod.
One spotted the correct location and the other dip-
ped about twenty feet too soon. This test did not
prove anything, but it did lead me to some other
avenues of thought.

Suppose | gave you a stick and told you to
point to a certain object in plain view and told
you what the object was. What would take place?
Without any conscious thought, your arm would
raise and point the stick to the object. However,
suppose you were told to point the stick but not
told to point it at any particular object. The re-
sult would be inner confusion.

prayer. This is of great help to the de-
parted and should never be neglected
by loved ones. Next to the Christian
burial, it is the greatest service we
can render those who pass to Spirit.

Burning incense in the death
chamber is not always considered a
good thing as the fumes lend them-
selves too easily to materialization.
We do not want to encourage this if
we are sincere in wanting to assist
the departing soul to pass quickly
and easily to a higher environment.

Drawing the blinds where someone
has passed on is another custom that
has its roots in psychic fact. Nothing
disperses an etheric double so quick-
ly as sunlight, according to Dion For-
tune. It is so that the processes that
follow immediately upon the with-
drawal of the soul from the body may
not be unduly hastened that the
blinds are drawn, the sunlight shut
out, and the light from the living
flames of the candles alone is used.
Where a debilitating disease has
caused partial death of the body
tissues, the sooner the etheric sub-
stance returns to the soul of Nature,
the better.

The wearing of black has a very
marked psychic effect in that it insu-
lates the wearer from etheric vibra-
tions. A person so clad is more read-
ily able to get in touch with the subt-
ler planes than one clad in colors,
each of which attracts its own corres-
ponding vibrations.

The custom of tolling the church
bell, however, is one custom falling
within the pagan ranks for it is in-
tended to drive away evil spirits. It
is best this have no place at a Christ-
ian burial.

The custom of returning our loved
ones to earth, associating them with
the dust from whence they came, of
thinking of them as dead is a great
mistake. We should think of the vital
mind, the Ever-living and aspiring
spirit, going up and on in eternal evo-



lution. For this reason cremation is
so much better than burial, for it
frees not only the soul of the de-
parted but the living too. We cannot
cling to a handful of dust flying in
the wind as we can to a body commit-
ted to the ground that we can return
to ponder over as it slowly returns to
Mother Earth.

The last earthly service of love
should be to take the ashes of the be-
loved one to some spot sacred to the
memory of happiness, and there scat-
ter them on the wind, giving back to
Nature that which Nature gave. In
this way we may re-establish our con-
tact not only with the dead, but with
the Ever-living, sending forth our
thoughts like birds into the Unseen.
It is seldom they will return to us
without the green leaf of hope.

We cannot do this, however, as
long as we identify, in thought, our
loved one with the dead body. Let us
then return that body to the elements
at the earliest possible moment in
order that we may free our love from
the sense of death. Where cremation
is not possible, see if it is possible to
plant on the grave a strong-growing
tree or shrub that shall draw up the
etheric life from the earth and give
it to the air. Wheat sown on the bare
earth also symbolizes the life that is
given of God.

Let any cross that might be placed
on the gravestone or coffin be the
Keltic Cross (arms superimposed on
a circle), rather than the Calvary
Cross. This is the sign of Life Tri-
umphant unto Salvation rather than
sacrifice and renunciation, the cross
beneath which all that is mortal of
an initiate takes its rest.
