THE ROAD TO SUICIDE

CHIMES

CERTAINLY one of the graver problems confronting a student seeking elevation and 
oneness with God occurs when he despairs in his quest and considers suicide because of 
his apparent failure to achieve this.

One of the more stirring letters I have received as an author and instructor involving 
such a situation was from a mystic seeker named Bob. Let me share this letter with you 
from Bob in which he states his problem:

Dear Mr. Shay:
I am sincerely worried and troubled with a very grave problem. I have been practicing 

psychic and meditation exercises for several months now, trying just as hard as I could . . 
but still I have not developed any psychic powers, nor do I feel any closer to God than when 
I started. Rather than peace, I feel despair and frustration.. that I am just getting nowhere.

I am so determined to succeed that if I do not, life will no longer be worth living. I real­
ize that if I do commit suicide I will have to come back in another life and try all over again. 
But I am weary of this life and am so determined to be with the Father that I will do any­
thing just to be a little closer to Him, even for a short while. Yet, I feel hesitant about do­
ing it. What can I do? Bob

To which I replied . . .
Dear Bob:
Your problem is a very common one, believe it or not. You are by no means the only 

searcher who was tempted (by being denied the nectar of spiritual achievement) into taking 
his own life. While I am sure you feel very strongly about the matter, I hope that in exam­
ining your problem you will realize that this is merely one of the hurdles you must overcome. - 

A young Indian priest—after years of seeking—once felt tempted to take his own life. 
After examining the problem, he overcame it and eventually attained illumination. He 
called himself Ramakrishna, and he became one of the greatest Indian saints. Richard M. 
Bucke, author of that classic. Cosmic Consciousness,*  in desperation —after years of search­
ing-threatened to take his own life. He, too, however, overcame this hurdle and achieved 
illumination, becoming one of the most famous western mystics of the early twentieth 
century.

What you are doing, in fact, by considering suicide, is threatening yourself, Bob. Simply 
because you are desperate does not mean that you want to succeed; rather it means that 
you are disenchanted with this world. This is 
the problem of any student who hears about 
the glorious “Higher Worlds of God,” then — 
when moving about in this world here—is 
confronted with despair rather than faith, 
hatred rather than love, and weakness rath­
er than strength. Like a lot of other mis­
guided students, you find yourself wanting 
to retreat to God.

Strongly disliking their life on Earth, 
many students mistakenly think that by com-

WHAT'S GOING ON BEHIND THE IRON CURTAIN?

BEHIND THE IRON 
CURTAIN parapsychologi­
cal research is conducted in 
an entirely different manner 
and with a different end in 
view than in the free world.

This is what Dr. Milton 
Ryzl found to be true . . 
and he is in a position to know. Dr. Ryzl 
is a physicist, a chemist, and a parapsy­
chologist who has lived and worked in Rus­
sia and its satellite countries for more than 
ten years. He now lives with his family at 
San Jose, California, which made it feasible 
to attend his lecture at Pomona, California 
sponsored by the Spiritual Frontier Fellow­
ship.

According to Dr. Ryzl, in the Iron Coun­
tries the objective is to convert those forms 
of ESP now in the phenomena stage into 
repeatable, practical, usable processes. 
This means that psychical research would 
become suitable for laboratory experiment 
and that in time anyone could be trained 
to produce phenomena at will. At present, 
this is not the case. While there have been 
many notable individuals who could dem­
onstrate extraordinary extrasensory pow­
ers, even these people have been sharply 
limited in their work by their inability to 
produce results that are either measurable 
or repeatable. The work of Dr. Durov, for 
example, who succeeded consistently in 
training dogs telepathically without any 
outside signal, when applied to the train­
ing of porpoises did not produce any not­
able results. The hope was that the por­
poises, once trained, would be able to 
carry explosives to a designated spot under 
water.

A renown Russian clairvoyant, according 
to Dr. Ryzl, had his closely checked and

moned him for an immediate 
conference while at the same 
time gave orders to his per­
sonal guards that no one was 
to be admitted. It was to 
the clairvoyant’s credit, how­
ever, that by concentrated 
thought, he was able to in­

fluence one of the guards to admit him. At 
another time this same clairvoyant took a 
blank piece of paper to the bank, and the 
cashier, thinking he saw a perfectly valid 
check, cashed it and gave him money for it.

Such phenomena, however, still remain 
elusive with most sensitives and are not yet 
capable of being summoned up at will.

Another aspect of serious research be­
ing carried on at the University of Lenin­
grad is something for which Dr. Ryzl him­
self has achieved much acclaim . . that of 
enhancing telepathic communication by 
means of hypnosis. It has been found that to 
an appreciable degree it is quite possible 
to hypnotize a subject and so increase his 
sensitivity to telepathic images. The use 
of telepathy for long distance communica­
tion in the space program has stimulated 
high hopes in both the United States and 
Russia. But, as it is with many aspects 
of ESP or psi research, practical results 
are still meager and slow in coming, and 
practical application still seems to be far 
in the future.

One conclusion at which Dr. Ryzl has ar­
rived—as have many others —is that in­
coming telepathic signals are received by 
one’s subconscious mind. Whether the con­
scious mind becomes aware of the signals 
at all, or how much they are distorted, this 
awareness is more a matter of the individ­
ual’s attitude of mind. Interestingly, the 
Russians are partial to using sophis­
ticated electronic equipment for measuring

the physical changes that 
could take place in a person 
receiving such signals. Ir­
onically, in one case where 
a coded message was trans­
mitted by long and short im­
pulses to an encephalograph, 
it was able to detect and re­
cord the dots and ashes received telepathic­
ally with more accuracy than the person 
himself was able to do. This in itself could 
open a whole new line of research, perhaps 
ending in the receipt of telepathic signals by 
instruments of some kind attached to the 
human brain.

Some researchers in Russia also are work­
ing to refine evidence of what they call the 
electrostatic or electric aura. They have 
proven that it exists, and have made some 
progress in charting and measuring it. From 
this research it is hoped that a whole new 
science of diagnosing illness will be forth­
coming in the near future.

It might also be surprising to learn that 
in Moscow a society of engineers permits 
and sponsors rather broad lectures on the 
diverse applications of telepathy. In fact, 
general discussions of telepathy, its develop­
ment and application are encouraged.

Since 1932 the Russian Institute for 
Brain Research founded by Recherev and 
headed by the well-known psychiatrist Pro­
fessor Ossipow have been conducting ex­
perimental studies in telepathy. L. L. Vasi- 
liev, the late noted Russian researcher, 
stated: “Should one or should one not ac­
cept telepathic phenomena as definitely 
true? One thing is obvious; they can no 
longer be ignored, they must be studied. 
Mental suggestion is now being investigat­
ed all over the world. It is necessary for 
people in the Soviet Union to know what 
already has been done and what is be­

ing done abroad, and, above 
all, we must conduct our own 
researches in these matters.” 
Today, as we struggle with 
the many problems that face 
man in the new environment 
of space, self-induced hiber­
nation controlled by the hu­

man will of an astronaut or a cosmonaut is 
bound to solve some very pressing problems. 
The Soviet Union, you can be sure, is busy 
exploring this phenomenon.

Man, of course, has developed all kinds 
of instrumentation for discovering his un­
explored potential. It could also be true, 
as Shafica Karagulla writes in her book. 
Breakthrough to Creativity*,  that “perhaps 
we are approaching a development in the 
human race which will reveal new dimen­
sions of human ability to be explored and 
used. Perhaps man has abilities far beyond 
the instrumentation which he has developed 
in the twentieth century . . and man needs 
to catch up with himself.”

Dr. Ryzl left his audience with some 
rather profound and exciting visions of 
the future. Just as astronomical discover­
ies in the past have triggered revolution­
ary thinking about the place of the planet 
Earth in the solar system, and evolution­
ary theories have triggered revolutions in 
our thinking regarding the origins of hu­
manity, so will the acceptance and under­
standing of parapsychological phenomena 
as proof of the spiritual basis of all mat­
ter trigger a complete revolution in man’s 
thinking regarding his purpose and rela­
tionship to life.

To hear a man of science admit that the 
concept of a psi-field and the concept of a 
Universal unknowable which we call God 
may not be incompatible is encouraging!

A JOHNNY-COME-LATELY

In his editorial in the FRNM Bulletin, 
Dr. Joseph B. Rhine answers a question 
posed, “How Is Parapsychology Pro­
gressing?” All in all, he seems encour­
aged by the strides parapsychology has 
made, citing growing memberships in 
organizations associated with this field, 
the number of groups organized for re­
search and study, the increased amount 
of scientific literature on the subject, 
more conventions of a scientific quality 
with better coverage, increased finan­
cial aid to sponsored groups and centers, 
even the use of many new devices and 
techniques from other research fields 
that have contributed much new infor­
mation, such as physiological tech­
niques, dream-study methods, computer 
analyses, and electronic machines.

With all this, however, there is still 
a certain disenchantment with the way 
things are going: Inadequate trained 
personnel—even to meet replacement 
needs, a deteriorating spirit of unity 
among organizations within the field, 
and last, but not least, improvements 
in the status of parapsychology as a 
part of the field of academic psychology 
is still quite limited, local and spotty— 
in fact, in the Western world, losing 
ground as compared to the first half of 
the century. “Nowhere is there the kind 
of growth other sections of the psycho­
logical sciences have experienced, states 
Dr. Rhine. “Scientific recognition,” 
if anything, he feels, “if moving ahead 
at all, is going only at glacial speed." 
Like with most of us, success ac­
corded by the world means little if it 
isn't recognized in our own family.

ONE OF THE five suggestions for forms 
of meditation to practice given by Lobsang 
Rampa in an earlier article in this series, 
which he describes fully in his book. Chap­
ters of life,*  is that in which we attain seren­
ity and tranquillity.

In the meditation of serenity, he says, 
you rise above the mundane plane . . you 
rise above feelings of hate . . you soar 
above even feelings of earthly love because 
earthly love is a very poor substitute for 
the real thing. In the meditation of seren­
ity you are no longer bothered by oppres­
sion, nor do you fear, nor do you want 
wealth for its own sake but only for the good 
which you can bring to others with it.

In the meditation of serenity you can 
regard your own future with tranquillity, 
knowing that you at all times are going to 
do your best to live your life according to 
your own stage of evolution. Those who have 
attained to such a state, says Rampa, are 
well on the way of evolution, and those who 
are can place reliance upon their knowledge 
—their inner knowledge—can free them­
selves from the wheel of birth and death.

This in itself—life and death—is a sub­
ject on which many answers to questions 
held in your mind will be forthcoming when 
approached in the meditation of tranquillity.

The Wise One who speaks to George Lam- 
sa in his book, And the Scroll Opened*,  re­
fers to his meditations on the hereafter.

“You have no remembrance of the place 
from which you came, neither of the day 
when you first saw the light. Aye, you left 
the dark and the unknown and opened your 
eyes unto the known, and you were received 
like the calm water of a long meandering 
stream when it reaches its destination, the 
sea. It knows nothing of its source, but calm­
ly merges with the water from which it came, 
and from which it will emerge again. You

came naked and devoid of knowledge and naked and 
full of knowledge shall you return.

“Now in truth, I say unto you, in my quest for the 
life hereafter, I have found that this mortal life is a re­
plica of the life hereafter. Death is nothing but an etern­
al change, an infinity, and the life hereafter begins 
right now. The little acorn which once was held and 
nourished by the tender bough, is buried in the ground 
and becomes a large oak tree to bear more acorns on 
its boughs.”

And in conclusion, telling us what many have learned 
for themselves, this Wise One went on:

“ . . The riddle is beyond the comprehension of the 
wise and the prudent. The life hereafter is the dream 
of today fulfilled tomorrow, and man, being a spark of 
life, cannot explain the secret of life. How can a vessel 
understand the potter, its maker, or describe the touch 
of his gentle fingers? How can the leaves explain the 
intricate design the roots have woven in the dark and 
hidden chambers of the ground? Only life can disclose 
its secret. Only the sea can feel the weight of the water 
which it contains, and only the wings can measure the 
thinness of the air.

“Aye, the hereafter is hidden in the bygone yester­
day, and the secret of today in the unborn tomorrow, 
and the riddle of eternity is hidden in the beginning. 
Life lives with those who know how to live, and dies 
with those who know how to die, and is bom with those 
who are bom, and sleeps with those who sleep in the 
dust, to raise them again to life.”

Finally, the holy man who speaks closes his scroll 
after he has reminded us:

“The Cup of Life is full 
and running over; its suns 
never set, its dawns never 
darken, and its horizons are 
limitless. ”

In the stillness and soli­
tude of our own inner shrine, 
we, too, may “put on our spiritual wings”—and losing 
our sense of flesh, with the inner eye see a glimpse of 
reality, and with the inner ear hear the voice of God.

ANTARCTICA . . The major project for 1968 at Byrd Station has been 
the extraction of a core from a hole drilled down to bedrock through 
a layer of ice over a mile thick.

LESSONS FOR STUDENTS

UNDERSTANDING PSYCHIC HEALING (cont.)

TO GET THE SIGNIFICANCE of the statement made 
previously that all psychic healing is accomplished on the 
ASTRAL BODY first, then the physical body responds to 
the renewed activities of its astral counterpart, one must 
first realize what the astral body really is.

The astral body is the precise etheric counterpart of the 
physical body . . its organs, its parts, its centers, and its 
cells. It is the astral body which is the pattern upon which 
the physical body is materialized, although the astral 
body is composed of an etheric substance of a very high 
rate of vibration. In one sense it may be consid­
ered a very subtle form of matter, a semi-materialized 
form of energy, one more subtle and finer than the rarest 
vapors or gases known to science. Even so, it has a strong 
degree of tenacity and cohesiveness that enables it to re­
sist attacks from the material side of nature.

Whenever the functioning or activity of the physical 
body is impaired in some way, if the activities of the astral 
body can be roused, it will re-materialize or re-energize 
the physical body in such a way as to restore it to normal 
health and activity. Thus we see why psychic healing work 
is performed on the astral plane before it manifests on 
the physical.

From the earliest days of history there have been re­
corded instances of some form of psychic healing. Usually 
this was entirely in the hands of the priesthood of the 
various religions who claimed to have divine sanction to 
perform the work, as well as to perform the ceremonies, 
rites, and incantations to obtain the results. In many cases 
these priests were ignorant of the real psychic forces in­
voked and merely practiced methods handed down to them 
by their predecessors. In other cases, of course, the priests 
were skilled occultists with full knowledge of the forces 
they were using but made no attempt to educate the ig­
norant masses as to these things, preferring to maintain 
their power and influence over them through the use of 
healing forces under the guise of religion.

As civilization progressed, people outside the priest­
hood also worked cures. Whoever did it, however, the ef­
ficacy of their cures depended on the strong idea in their 
own mind, coupled with the strong faith and confidence in 
the mind of the patient. This is described in Clairvoyance 
& Occult Powers by Swami Panchadasi — a Chimes book.

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Does the conscious mind die with the physical body?

WHAT IS THE FATE OF THE

A NEW BORN BABY certainly doesn’t 
seem to be capable of any thinking, but very 
soon after birth we note how it begins to 
use its mind by its response to the sense 
impressions of its immediate environment.

A subconscious record also begins at 
birth, and it isn’t long before the infant 
knows its father and mother by drawing on 
its memories of faces and sounds. As this 
record is being established, it increases 
vastly as the child advances toward maturity.

Since conscious thought alone is incap­
able of making logical conclusions without 
access to memory tracts in the subconscious, 
its functions are restricted to receiving 
sense impressions from the physical body. 
You meet someone you feel you know. 
Why? Past associations, through sense 
impressions, such as the sound of a voice 
or a familiar manner or personality, all 
imprint a photographic image on the sub­
conscious mind.

Logical thinking, of course, involves 
many processes. Everything we have ever 
experienced, read, heard or seen is regis­
tered in a vast storehouse of memories 
known as the subconscious mind. This be­
comes a vast reservoir of knowledge that 
the conscious mind draws from enabling it 
to think with intelligence. The conscious 
mind, however, is capable of drawing con­
clusions only after contact with the high­
est source of mind, the Over-Self or super­
conscious. It is this invisible connection 
that separates us from the lower kingdoms 
of Nature and bathes the carnal nature with 
love, humility and kindness. The Bible 
terms it the High Spirit, or that part made 
in the image and likeness of God.

Man’s concept of God has changed vastly 
over the years. We now know our Creator as 
a portion of ourselves, resident within our 

12 Over-Self.

In this respect it can be said we all have 
a “personal God.” This is quite a change 
from the theology of yesteryear that vi­
sioned a God as apart and separate from 
humanity . . one of vengeance and wrath 
capable of torture, one who loved only His 
own elect.

The vital reason why we come to have a 
life on Earth is to study and learn, to ex­
perience life in an area of time and space 
where we can observe events apart from 
ourselves. The knowledge and experiences 
garnered here are absorbed by the sub­
conscious mind where everything is regis­
tered. So the conscious mind, like the phys­
ical body, becomes most necessary equip­
ment in helping us to accomplish our pur­
pose for being on Earth.

The conscious mind does indeed pass 
away with the physical body at death, but 
it is then that the Higher Mind comes into 
control, that which we call the supercon­
scious, the Over-Self or Spirit. We are still 
in possession of all we have ever experi­
enced recorded in the subconscious, but 
we also come to know an even greater layer 
of Mind, one that is logical.

When we enter post-natal life, we are 
first confronted with a sorting process. 
All the trash that has been collected in 
the subconscious must be eliminated and 
only that which is beneficial and worth­
while is retained. This can be a very real 
hell to go through, but all beings go 
through this process of elimination until 
the memory tracts are purified. This is 
not a matter of some Being punishing you. 
You do that yourself. The ancient alchemists 
described this process as the transmuting 
of dross metals into pure gold.

The point is, we arrive in the invisible

WHY EGYPT EMBALMED ITS DEAD

WHILE WE HAVE ample evidence of the Egyptian belief in eternal 
life, nowhere are we told that man's corruptible body will rise again. 
Why, then, one might ask, did the Egyptians embalm the bodies of 
the dead to preserve them?

All the sacred writings uncovered to date indicate the idea prevailed 
that the body lay in the earth while the soul or spirit lived in heav­
en. There is no doubt, however, that the Egyptians firmly believed 
that, besides the soul, some other element of man would rise again. 
The preservation of man's corruptible body was in some way con­
nected with the life to come, and its preservation was necessary to 
ensure eternal life —otherwise prayers recited to this end would have 
been futile, and the time honored system of mummifying the dead 
would have had no meaning or purpose.

All down through the centuries man has felt the need for the as­
sistance of prayer . . both here and hereafter . . the Egyptian feel­
ing about it being that the body does not lie in the tomb inoper­
ative. By prayers and ceremonies on the day of burial, it is endowed 
with the power of changing into a sahu or spiritual body. In becom­
ing a sahu, the Egyptians of old felt that it obtained a degree of 
knowledge and power and glory whereby it became lasting and in­
corruptible, and that it had the power of associating with the soul 
and of holding converse with it. In this form it could ascend into 
heaven and dwell with the gods, with the sahu of the gods and the 
souls of the righteous.

The whole man, with which the Egyptians were primarily concern­
ed, consisted of a natural body, a spiritual body, a heart, a double, 
a soul, a shadow, an intangible ethereal casing or spirit, a form, 
and a name. All these were bound together inseparably, and the wel­
fare of any single one of them concerned the welfare of all. For the 
well-being of the spiritual parts it was necessary to preserve from 
decay the natural body; and certain passages in the pyramid texts 
show that a belief in the resurrection of the natural body existed in 
the earliest dynasties. These texts are silent as to when the immortal 
part of man began its beatified existence, but it is probable that it 
was only after the funeral ceremonies had been performed and the 
ritual prayers were recited. What is declared in the ancient Egyptian 
writings is the promise that neither men nor gods can conceive what 
great glory has been laid up for Man in his existence in the next world, 
and that his life therein shall be for millions of years.

The entire meaning of the resurrection, as the Egyptians see it, 
is contained in what is unquestionably one of the most influential 
books in all history, The Egyptian Book of the Dead, with text trans­
literation and translation by Dr. E. A. Wallis Budge, one-time pur­
chasing agent for the British Museum who later became the world's 
foremost Egyptologist. Formerly available only in cloth editions at

leader, someone suffering from 
hardship, even someone who has 
passed on under unfortunate cir­
cumstances, and whisper, “Lord, 
this soul is hungry for Thee. May 
Thy Light and Love illumine and 
guide him (or her) in all ways." 
If it becomes a habit, soon you will 
be spreading thousands of secret 
blessings the the world over.

PRAY WHILE LISTENING 
TO MUSIC

While sitting quietly listen­
ing to music, try this prayer: 
“What do You have to say to me 
now, Lord? Think Your thoughts 
in my mind. Use me as Your chan­
nel to reach the person who needs 
you now." Then believe that God 
is using you to reach a son, a 
daughter, a mother, a father, a

“It is 
not essential to close or raise your 
eyes, to kneel or stand, to fold 
your hands or lower your head," 
he states, “and some positions 
are valuable primarily because they 
relax your mind and body."

USE THOSE FRAGMENTS 
OF IDLE TIME

During the day every one wastes 
dozens of small time segments: in 
the bath, dressing, walking down­
stairs, riding or walking to a des­
tination, or in an elevator. Such 
moments can be filled with a 
prayer ten seconds to a minute 
long. Dr. Laubach calls these "flash 
prayer."

When you climb into your auto­
mobile and remember that a friend 
is soon going into surgery, the 
thought may come, "Lord, be with 
Janet and guide the doctor's hand.” 
Dr. Laubach describes how he sits 
in a bus and looks around at the 
other riders. He picks a face that 

20 seems discouraged and aims a pray- 

netic field around a magnet.”
To skeptics who consider such 

prayer pointless, Dr. Laubach 
states that if it raises the spirits 
of a few people on a bus, lifts the 
atmosphere in a roomful of tense 
people, or simply changes one per­
son’s thinking from negative to 
positive, then it is real prayer at 
work. If enough people did it in 
and about our tense city areas, 
it might change the whole mental 
climate in a neighborhood.

PRAY WITH PENCIL 
AND PAPER AT HAND

Find some time each day for med­
itation. When God sends you a 
thought, write it down and keep it 
visible until it can be carried into 
action. Pray for individuals by 
name. For your own benefit, to 
see what can be done, you might 
like to use a notebook in which 
you can record any results from 
your prayers.

PRAY WHILE YOU READ
When reading a newspaper or 

other current literature, pause for 
a second over the name of a world 

friend, a mate, or an enemy.
PRAY WHILE WALKING

Walking and exercise can be a 
very definite aid to prayer. As you 
walk, talk to Him in the rhythm 
or cadence of your steps . . or sing 
a little song to Him if you feel 
like it. Dr. Laubach says he finds 
it exhilerating to stride into 
a crowd and “waft prayer” in all 
directions. “This communing with 
Him — just as we commune with 
Nature — helps to strengthen 
your soul, just as victims of pa­
ralysis strengthen their weak mus­
cles by physical exercise,” he 
tells us.
PRAY WHEN FALLING ASLEEP

When people have trouble sleep­
ing at night, they waste endless 
hours. Try putting those sleep­
less hours to good use simply by 
turning those fragments of thought 
into prayers for the people who 
come into your mind. For example, 
“Lord, help the President to real­
ize his need for You . . “Lord, be 
with Jim . . ”

vent where I had never been . . a 
part with writing tables, writing 
tools, shelves of books, and candles. 
TTiere my education in philosophy 
and literature began.

Occasionally at first it was hard. 
I would brush against the tough 
coarse cloth of my robe and re­
member fleetingly tinseled silk. 
I would stop when I saw an illumi­
nated manuscript, and the colors 
and gold leaf would have a kind of 
message for me. Soon, however, I 
forgot what it was. Gradually my 
perspective changed. I began to 
have that insight so valuable to 
humanity. I learned to be honest. 
I appreciated sincere philosophy, 
sincere art, sincere behavior. I 
hated anything else. I could not 
tell you why. It was just the way 
I felt.

Years passed. I ate in the large, 
rough dining hall, and spent my 
hours in the study . . reading and 
writing.

planes with all memories intact. The Over­
Self then takes control (that part of us which 
always is immersed in harmony and perfec­
tion) and all unpleasant memories gradu­
ally are destroyed. However, even as here 
on Earth, it is the individual who must 
desire this, who must want to turn away 
from the destructive. Free will still reigns 
as the factor which determines if contact 
with the Over-Self will be made.

If an individual has been consumed to­
tally with evil during a mortal life, he may 
possibly lose his Soul Record, since little 
or no good remains to carry over into his 
post-natal experiences.

OCCASIONAL ESP EXPERIENCES may involve a strong 
feeling of conviction, but, even so, if they don't make sense to 
the person having them they are apt to be ignored. The actual 
point of the experience might even be disguised when it happens, 
as was true in a case reported by a New York woman that came 
to the attention of Dr. Louisa E. Rhine reported in the FRNM 
Bulletin.

According to the account, it was just time to leave for her job 
one day when this particular lady was seized with a strong urge 
to go and take some clothes off the line before leaving. She wasn't 
actually eager to do this as it meant making a trip downstairs 
through the landlady's basement kitchen and out across the back 
yard to get them down from the line. As she was short on time 
right then, she felt the clothes could wait until later.

“But,” she says, "with each such excuse the feeling was more 
urgent . . until I said, ’ALL RIGHT!"

“I went downstairs quickly. The landlady, sitting at the table, 
was singing, waving a glass, and surrounded by empty beer 
bottles. And then I became aware of water splashing in the kitch­
en tub, but no one was over there nor was water running. I felt the 
terrible urgency again.

‘“What's that splashing?' I asked, and she looked at me in 
drunken stupidity, and I screamed, ‘The water! The water! Why 
is it splashing?' and 1 ran over to the tub which was half full and 
her 10-month baby was lying at the bottom, completely covered 
except for his feet, which were splashing the water.

"Mrs. X, said. ‘Oh, 1 forgot about the baby. I was giving him 
a bath. How i^psy he looks. What is he doing?' I screamed. 'He's 
drowning!' I got him out, and tried to get the water out of him. 
I rolled him over a flour canister. But she still didn't realize what 
was happening and kept asking what I was doing to the baby 
until she saw the water coming out. Then she was suddenly sober.

“The baby recovered quickly, though he was much subdued 
(so was she); but I didn't leave him alone with her until I was 
sure she was completely sober.

“Then I went through the motion of getting the clothes, and ran 
all the way to the subway not even noticing my wet dress.”

Though this woman had an unconscious ESP impression of 
danger to the baby, then a consequent compulsion to do some­
thing about it, first it had to “make sense” to her, according to 
Dr. Rhine, She couldn’t make herself do something without a 
consciously acceptable reason.

mitting suicide they will at least 
get a "vacation” in between incar­
nations in the afterlife.

Unfortunately, most do not real­
ize that usually they are the first 
ones to come back, that when they 
do, all they had achieved in their 
last life will have been lost . . a very 
costly investment needlessly thrown 
away.

A little bit impatient, they are 
often despaired with failure, yet 
they do not want to face the fact 
that their opportunities are in THIS 
LIFE. Unless these poor souls real­
ize that this is their problem, they 
form the habit of taking their lives 
over and over again, each time mak­
ing the same mistake, each time go­
ing through more and more suffering, 
until finally they open their eyes 
and see that they are getting no­
where by taking this way out.

The majority of seekers, fortu­
nately, do not seek elevation as a 
retreat. However, this is your prob­
lem, Bob. You have failed to look 
around you at the world and see the 
beauty of a spring day, the joy and 
fulfillment of doing God's work, or 
the faith and the love that is in ALL 
of your fellow humans. You fail to 
realize that THIS WORLD is God’s 
world as well as any other, and un­
til you do accept this, until you have 
recognized the good side of life on 
this Earth, you will not be granted 
the good side of spiritual elevation 
you have been seeking.

You can meditate and practice 
psychic exercises twenty-four hours 
a day, Bob, but because you cannot 
see the beauty of this world for all 
the ugliness in it, you will not find 
yourself any closer to God . . least 
of all by taking your life.
