ND NOW THE sad reports of

death premonitions are begin-
ning to come in from the Viet-
nam war as they have come in
from all other wars. They take
many forms. Sometimes they
coincide with the moment of
death, flashing across the thou-
sands of miles between the
stricken soldier and his loved
ones. At other times they appear
to be telepathic communications
between the living.

In March, Lawrence Lyden
waked his daughter Lois, 18, but
before he could deliver his mes-
sage she said, “I know, Dad.
Dennis is dead. I just dreamed
about it.”” Word of the death of
Dennis Lyden, 20, in action in
Vietnam had reached the Ly-
den home in Warren, Mich., only
moments before Lawrence Ly-
den went to tell his sleeping
daughter.

Perhaps Lois’ dream came
about through telepathic commu-
nication with her father. Per-
haps it was triggered by au-
thentic communication with her
dead brother. At this stage of our
knowledge we cannot say.

Some of the soldiers who die
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in Vietnam feel they are
doomed in advance. Their pre-
monitions are so real it is as if
they saw their fate written im-
mutably on the stream of future
events. Such may be the case of
Pfc. Hiram D. Strickland of Gra-
ham, N.C., near Burlington.
Private Strickland was killed
in Vietnam on February 1.
Early in March when his parents
received a package containing
his personal effects they found
a letter written in ink on a pad
of note paper which seems to

AN EXPLOSION OF ENERGY?

SYCHICAL RESEARCHERS

have suggested that the ap-
parently frequent communica-
tions between loved ones at the
instant of death may be caused
by a sudden release of mental
energy from the dying. The dy-
ing person reaches out telepath-
ically to touch the minds of his
dear ones before passing.

It is by no means certain, of
course, whether the communica-
tion takes place while the dying
person is still alive or after his
death, or whether both are true.

burg marked his 88th birth-
day from a sickbed.

When he turned 80, he told a
newspaperman: ‘‘It’s inevitable,
it’s inexorable, it’s written in the
book of fate. I had two great-

Sandburg’s 82-year-old wife,
it’s only fair to say, takes no
stock in this prediction. ‘‘I real-
ly think he’ll live to be 101,”” she
says. ‘“‘He still drinks goat’s
milk.

LIFE OUT THERE

E SOMETIMES wonder if

most astronomers began as
science fiction fans who hope
one day to verify their youthful
dreams. At any rate, the search
for life ““out there” does appear
to remain a prime motivation
for many scientists.

Recently Geochemist Harrison
Brown of the California Insti-
tute of Technology calculated
there must be hundreds of mil-
lions of planets outside our
Milky Way galaxy. Dr. Brown
estimates that for every visible
star in our neighborhood there
are 60 dark objects as big as
Mars or bigger. He calculates
that about 50 of the 60 should be
attached to every visible star —
which means that nearly every
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visible star should have a plane-
tary system.

Many of these planets, Dr.
Brown concludes, are likely to
be bathed by life-giving light
from their own suns and have
temperatures ranging between
the temperatures of Mars and
Earth. Thus, favorable condi-
tions for life may be far more
plentiful than heretofore be-
lieved.

* X *

Meanwhile, Dr. George Wald
of Harvard University has stud-
ied other possible biological sys-
tems and has concluded they
don’t seem to have the potential
of our own. This at least sug-

gests the likelihood that if we’

do find life in other worlds it
will be somewhat similar to life
on earth and based on carbon-
centered molecules.

Dr. Wald discounts the ‘‘exot-
ic’’ biologies, particularly the
proposals that life systems
could be based on silicon or am-
monia. He doubts that silicon
could replace carbon because
it does not readily form a dou-
ble bond with other atoms. The
carbon atom can easily hold
four hydrogen atoms, forming a
methane molecule or two oxy-
gen atoms forming carbon di-
oxide. In silicon dioxide, on the
other hand, the oxygen atoms
having only one bond tend to

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world are concerned with the
tremendous decrease in recent
years of moths and butterflies.
Entomologists have confirmed
the decrease in Europe, Eng-
land and the United States.

Scientists do not know the
cause, although they suggest
three possibilities: (1) atomic
fallout; (2) electromagnetic
sound waves from various
broadcasting sources, including
radar, which upsets the female-
hunting antennae of the males;

vestigators is under way. They
even hope to bring him to this
country for demonstrations un-
der controlled conditions that
would, they believe, leave no
further doubt as to the fact of his
““miracles”.

In January, 1966, William
Henry Belk, president and ex-
ecutive director of the Belk Psy-
chic Research Foundation, Mi-
ami, Fla., and Harold Sherman,
president and executive director
of the ESP Research Associates
Foundation, Little Rock, Ark.,
teamed up for a trip to the Phil-
ippines to see and investigate
the incredible ‘‘psychic sur-
gery’’ being performed by An-
tonio Agpaoa (Dr. Tony) with
his bare hands!

In Manila at the same time
was a second team of investiga-
tors which included Dr. Nelson
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Decker, Chiropractor from San
Clemente, Calif., and a noted
aerospace scientist who, for the
time being, asks that his name
be withheld. He is known to the
present writer and to the editors
of FaTtE and it also is known that
he is working with other out-
standing  scientists — including
medical men —in an effort to
evaluate, to understand and to
duplicate Dr. Tony’s amazing
healings.

This second team conducted
its own research and took excel-
lent, close-up, still and motion
pictures of many operations.
Belk and Sherman also ob-
tained impressive close-up pho-
tos, both stills and movies, of
Dr. Tony’s psychic operations.

Belk, on behalf of the Belk
Psychic Research Foundation,
brought Dr. Hiroshi Motoyama,
head of the Institute of Reli-
_ gious Psychology, Tokyo, Ja-
pan, and, later, Dr. Seymour S.
Wanderman, well-known physi-
cian and surgeon of New York
City to witness Tony’s ‘‘spiritual
surgery’’.

As might be expected, reac-
tions of these qualified individu-
als to what they saw and expe-
rienced were varied; yet all
conceded that they had been in
the presence of phenomena im-
possible to explain or com-
prehend in terms of any known
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standards or medical proce-
dures.

These points were particular-
ly baffling:

(1) How can Tony operate on
hundreds of patients, as he obvi-
ously has done in the past 17
years, observe little or no sani-
tary procedures and yet incur
no single case of infection?

(2) How can he perform these
operations, opening and closing
the human body, without admin-
istering an anaesthetic or em-
ploying hypnosis and without
the patients suffering pain?

(3) What kind of force or in-
telligence, functioning through
him as he claims, gives to his
right hand the mysterious cut-
ting power which enables him to
make incisions without instru-
ments and to close these inci-
sions upon completion of the
operation so that instant healing
occurs without a scar?

These questions were raised
by Harold Sherman, the well-
known and sensitive authority
on extrasensory  perception,
when he reviewed for FaTe his
“unforgettable’ experiences with
the 27-year-old healer.

Sherman said, ‘‘The simplest
answer on the part of many ob-
servers is to deny that any of
these things happen, to doubt
their own senses and to refuse
to accept the fact that Tony ac-
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tually enters the abdomen, for
example, and removes growths
or tumors existing there. But to
deny is to fly in the face of scores
of men and women, former pa-
tients of Tony’s, now in good
health, who bring relatives and
friends to him in a constant daily
stream for similar operations.
Why would they do this if Tony’s
operations were a hoax? Would
they have recovered from ser-
ious illnesses, many of them
diagnosed by medical doctors, if
Tony had employed only sleight
of hand upon them?”’

As many as 20 to 40 ‘“patients”
a day seek Dr. Tony’s help. No

Spiritists' church in Ro-
salles (Dr. Tony's home
town) generally produces
skepticism or even dis-
gust among observers
from western countries,
some of whom hold that
fakery teams with real
healing here.

one is turned away, although
some are not treated immediate-
ly but are told to return later
after dietary or other prepara-
tory procedures have been car-
ried out. These people arrive on
foot or by such transportation as
native ‘‘jeepneys’’ (jeeps con-
verted into small buses) and
turn up at his modest home in
Quezon City near Manila at any
hour of the day or night.

They are brought into a bare
room where a picture of Jesus
gazes down on what passes for
an operating table. It is a crude
structure with ‘slats, some of

them broken, forming the top,
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over which an oilcloth with a
torn corner is thrown. There are
no sanitary precautions taken,
except that alcohol occasionally
is used to cleanse an incision.
Despite this there never has
been a case of infection trace-
able to Dr. Tony’s surgery. If
there had been medical ortho-
doxy would have pounced on him
long ago.

And Dr. Tony never has lost
a case!

Sherman asked him why it is
that infection never complicates
his operations.

“The God-Power does not per-
mit infection,”” Tony responded
with a gesture of finality.

He is a religious man, a Cath-
olic, and although he does not
rely upon the rites and rituals
followed by some other healers
in the Philippines to ‘‘gather
power’’ he attributes all that he
does to the God-Source.

Tony explained, “I do not do
it, Mr. Sherman. The God-Power
working through me does it.”’

Tony Agpaoa heals many pa-
tients by the simple laying-on-of-
hands, a method used by many
other healers. And there have
been other ‘‘psychic’ surgeons”
but their operations have not
been so plainly observable. Dr.
Tony conceals nothing.

Harold Sherman, in describing
an abdominal operation he
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watched Tony perform, said,
“First of all, Tony moved his
hands over portions of the pa-
tient’s body. This was his method
of diagnosis, of finding the af-
fected part or organ. This was
followed by a kneading motion
of Tony’s hands in the center of
the patient’s abdomen. His fin-
gertips were touching the flesh
but the fingers themselves were
spread wide apart. This knead-
ing continued until the flesh be-
gan to part under his touch. As
he drew the opening apart the
skin appeared to fold under,
leaving a gap large enough to
allow Tony to insert his right
hand. With his left hand he re-
tracted the flesh thus allowing
the invisible cutting power of his
right hand to operate.

““All phases of this procedure
were watched closely by Henry
Belk, by me, and other witnes-
ses, as well as recorded by still
and motion picture cameras,”’
Sherman stated.

“In a moment, Tony withdrew
a large tumor which he de-
scribed as a malignant growth
from the patient’s abdomen. It
was about half the size of a base-
ball. Yet obviously the patient
felt no pain. There was some
blood.

“The incision then was closed,
within a matter of seconds. Tony
drew the flesh together in much
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Dr. Tony Agpaoca removes
nasal polyps in gory but
effective fashion. As many
as 20 to 40 persons daily
seek help from Dr. Tony
and he never turns anyone
away.

Eleuterio Terte, another of
the Filipino healers, uses no
instruments except his
hands in entering body.
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the same manner as he had
drawn it apart. After it was
all over,” continued Sherman,
“‘there was no scar, no sign
that an operation had been per-
formed. It was as though the flesh
were putty to be molded without
leaving any trace of the juncture.
The patient, a woman, was then
released to go about her busi-
ness.”’

Some of Dr. Tony’s operations
are less spectacular than others.
In one instance Belk and Sher-
man watched the healer extract
an aching tooth by simply pull-
ing it out with his fingers. As us-
ual, it appeared to be done with-
out effort or strain. What Sher-
man referred to as an ‘‘invisible
grasping power’’ enabled Tony
to remove the tooth with ease,
as though it had been imbedded
in wet clay.

Eye cataracts are no problem
for Dr. Tony either. Sherman
said he talked with a business-
man from Bombay who had been
blind in one eye for 15 years aft-
er an unsuccessful cataract
operation. When Sherman saw
him his eye was still bandaged
following a more recent opera-
tion performed by Dr. Tony. (It
is standard practice for Dr. Tony
to bandage eyes for a few days
after an eye operation.) Later
Sherman was present when the
bandage was removed and
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heard the man exclaim, ‘“Look!
I can see! I canread!”

The almost magical healing
force which seems to flow
through Tony’s fingers has been
the subject of testimonials by
many witnesses. However, it is
the strange “invisible cutting
power’”’ of Tony’s fingers which
seemed to impress the investi-
gating scientists most.

“The fingers appear to have
an intelligence of their own,”
Sherman reports. But this fa-
mous author of such books. as
Thoughts Through Space, How
To Make ESP Work For You,
and The New TNT — Miraculous
Power Within You, finds it dif-
ficult to put his own finger, met-
aphorically speaking, on the kind
of power that Tony manifests.

While watching Tony, Sherman
could sense ‘‘something there’’.
Yet, as sensitive as he is, he
found it ‘‘hard to get hold of”.

If he questioned Tony too
closely about the nature of the
manifested power he was met
with silence. Or Tony might re-
ply, ¢“I cannot say, Mr. Sherman.
I cannot say at this time.”’

Sherman wanted to know
whether Tony hears a voice
(clairaudience) or carries on a
conversation with the unseen
power during the healings. Tony
said that he does not.

“Then how,” asked Sherman,
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“‘do you know what is wrong
with a patient?”

“I just know,” Tony replied.

Nevertheless, the investigating
scientists hope to come up with
some rational answers concern-
ing the nature of the mysterious
healing power, especially the
plainly observable and efficient
cutting force of Tony’s fingers,
which make incisions without
using instruments.

This power can be demon-
strated in ways other than ac-
tual surgery on the human body.
Tony can cut through a three-
inch-wide strip of adhesive tape
with one finger as easily as if he
were using a pair of scissors.
As Sherman put it, “His finger
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Dr. Tony's forefinger cuts three-inch-wide adhesive tape as if it were butter.

can pass through the tape as
easily as cutting butter with a
hot knife.”

Furthermore, Tony proves
that the cutting force is not nec-
essarily confined to his fingers by
slicing through the tape with his
tongue!

"After having witnessed some
30 operations in three and a half
weeks and having interviewed
scores of men and women who
previously were operated on by
Tony, Sherman had this to say
about his experiences, ‘‘This
trip has exceeded all our ex-
pectations. I have had an op-
portunity for long private ses-
sions with Tony, discussing his
inexplicable spiritual power.
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“I cannot begin to convey to
you or to anyone the full impact
of what we all experienced.
Tony has given me the exclu-
sive right to write his life story
and I already am at work on the
book which Parker Publishing,
an affiliate of Prentice-Hall, will
bring out. This book will contain
pictorial records of his opera-
tions as well as affidavits and
testimonials of his wonderful
healings.”

Sherman has tentatively titled
his new book Tony — Wonder
Healer of the Philippines.

Henry Belk, on behalf of the
Belk Psychic Research Founda-
tion, hopes to bring Tony
Agpaoa to the United States late
this fall so'that he can demon-
strate his “‘psychic surgery’’ be-
fore a selected group of top phy-
sicians and surgeons. The oper-
ations are to be performed on
patients chosen by the medical
men.

Sherman says, ‘“The ESP Re-
search Associates Foundation of
which Henry Belk is one of the
board of directors, will cooper-
ate in every way possible. I
guess since I happen to be one
of the directors of his foundation
also, it goes without saying we
will attempt to be mutually help-
ful.”

Dr. Motoyama, the Japanese
scientist who has done para-
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psychological testing in Japan
for Dr. J. B. Rhine of Duke Uni-
versity and who participated in
the recent investigation in the
Philippines, is convinced that
Tony possesses ‘‘supernatural
powers’”’. He arranged to take
Tony to the University of the
Philippines Hospital where he
was hooked up to an electroen-
cephalograph to test his brain
waves. In a normal state the
brain waves ran almost in a
straight line but when Tony was
asked to let the God-Power or
Holy Spirit, as he calls it, enter
his body the waves on the graph-
ic chart looked as though an
earthquake had disturbed them,
the needle jumped around so.
Dr. Seymour Wanderman, in
the three days he was able to
spend with the investigators in
the Philippines, did not see the
range of operations he would
like to have seen. Tony intended
to save some of the most difficult
surgery for him to observe but
Dr. Wanderman was delayed for
three days en route by visa trou-
ble and some of the patients
could not return at the Ilater
times. As a consequence Dr.
Wanderman has reserved any
confirmation or endorsement of
Tony’s work. However, he did
observe enough to make him
willing to help sponsor Tony’s
visit to this country and to aid

Filipino Spiritists have reached the
U.S. inevitably leading to scienti-
fic inquiry. These are some of the
investigators who sought hard fact
and documentation, have now
come back with photos, movies
recording Tony Agpoao's unusual
operations.

in supervising further tests of
his extraordinary ability.

Dr. Tony, of course, is not the
only famous healer in the Philip-
pines and, while his psychic sur-
gery is perhaps more impres-
sive for the scientist who wishes
to observe and record what he
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sees, there are other healers
who obtain almost equally
spectacular results.

‘““While in the Philippines,”
Sherman reports, ‘“we attended
religious services of several Espi-
ritista societies, headed by Guil-
lermo Tolentino, the famous
sculptor. These groups engaged
in long sessions of a ritualistic
nature which reached their cli-
max when the God-Power entered
the minds and bodies of their
healers, some of whom then per-
formed operations. They believe
they must go through these cere-
monies in order to invite the
manifestation of healing.

“Tony apparently does not re-
quire this spiritual build-up. He
often meditates silently for a
moment before starting to oper-
ate but he says that if one is
sufficiently dedicated and de-
votes regular time to meditation
and prayer this God-Power re-
mains with him and will function
at any time. Tony never goes
against the ‘Will’ of the Holy
Spirit and will not operate until
and unless he is given the feel-
ing that he will be successful or
that the time is right.”

Tony is not a rich man. The
simple furnishings of his rented,
one-story frame house show this.
He does not charge for his serv-
ices and the donations from his
patients — mostly poor people —
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frequently do not exceed a few
centavos or pesos. The God-Pow-
er, he says, will not allow him
to set fees for his services.

When asked to describe the
personality of ‘Dr. Tony” (he
is, of course, not a doctor but
has been honored with the title
by those patients whom he has
helped) Sherman said, ‘“He is
very quiet, unassuming, sincere,
gracious and personable. He
speaks English with a slight ac-
cent and is a pleasant person to
talk with. He greets everyone the
same regardless of his rank or
station in life and whether they
are adults or children.

‘“He generally dresses plainly.
Usually he wears a short-sleeved
shirt, either white or a flowered
print.”’

Tony says he became aware
of his healing mission at the age
of nine. He was approached by
“‘spiritual beings’’ who told him
that if he would fast and med-
itate and remove himself for a
time from his home the healing
power would be bestowed upon
him. He did this, spending con-
siderable time by himself out in
the country, and soon his power
to heal was revealed in a spec-
tacular way.

A friend, another boy, was
badly injured in an accident.
Tony placed his hands over the
wound and it was healed almost

immediately. From that time on
he has been sought after by those
who need healing aid, many of
them having been given up by
their regular physicians.

It was inevitable that Tony’s
fame should spread beyond his
native islands. Reports of his
fantastic psychic surgery were
brought to the United States by
travelers, and observation of the
unique phenomena by reliable
witnesses prompted further in-
quiries. Sherman says his friend
Henry Belk prevailed on him to
visit the Philippines with him
after recounting his own impres-
sive observations made on a pre-
vious visit.

Sherman was further im-
pressed by Dr. Decker who
called on him in his Ozark Moun-
tain home in north central Ar-
kansas last fall to tell him about
his three months’ stay with Tony
and about the remarkable things
he had witnessed.

“It did not seem to me men
of this calibre could have been
entirely fooled,’”” recalls Sher-
man. “I decided it would be
worth making the 14,000-mile trip
to see for myself, especially if
we took top scientists with us to

add their observations and eval-

uations to our own.”

The aerospace physicist who
accompanied Dr. Decker on his
trip to the Philippines reportedly

is heading a foundation formed
to research thoroughly the phe-
nomena of the Filippino healers.
The physicist is said to have
been deeply moved by what he
saw in Quezon City. He long had
been looking for the ‘“one white
crow”  philosopher-psychologist
William James was referring to
in his often-quoted remark that
a person need observe only ‘‘one
white crow’ to know that all
crows are not black, and he now
considers Dr. Tony’s psychic
surgery may provide the long
sought for evidence that the
mind ‘- possesses unknown pow-
ers.

Meanwhile, Dr. Decker, who
spent long periods with Tony and
assisted in many of the so-called
psychic operations, is studying
the phenomena from both a phys-
iological and spiritual point of
view. His lectures on Dr. Tony
and the other healers he has
watched in the Philippines have
attracted wide attention includ-
ing that of doubting medical men
who nonetheless are interested in
his reports and photographs.

Sherman sums up his own re-
action, saying, ‘““There is much
that we do not know or under-
stand about Tony and the invis-
ible power which manifests
through him. He himself makes
no extravagant claims and attri-
butes whatever he is able to do
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to the God-Power or Holy Spirit
working through him.

“He is willing to submit, un-
der proper conditions, to any
reasonable test which reputable
persons may wish to conduct. It
is my fervent hope that Tony
will soon be brought to this coun-
try to demonstrate his remark-
able powers.

“The Belk Psychic Research
Foundation, as well as the ESP
Research Associates Foundation,
is interested in making this visit
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to the United States possible.”

Such studies by organizations
and foundations should Ilead
eventually to an understanding
of healing powers possessed by
Tony and others like him.

Sherman concludes, ‘‘Those of
us who have seen these mani-
festations urge all who are skep-
tical to assume and maintain
open minds. This is the only way
that new truths ever can be dis-
covered and made available to
man.”

INTUITION FOILS AN INTRUDER

HE STORY of how an intui-

tive sense of danger caused

a Chicago businessman to leave

his office at midday and to be at

home when a robber arrived

was reported recently in the
Chicago newspapers.

George F. McDonald, 48, pres-
ident of McDonald Petroleum Co.,
said that when he arrived at the
15-room house of which he and
his widowed mother were the
only occupants, all seemed to be
well. A short time later, how-
ever, as he relaxed on a screen-
ed porch, he heard his mother
cry out.

Mrs. McDonald, 76, later told
police that a man had appeared
at the house, claiming to be an
employee of a heating company
which had done some work on
the furnace a few days before.

The man explained that he had
come to pick up some forgotten
tools.

Once he gained entry, the man
seized Mrs. McDonald around the
neck and drew a gun. He then
marched her upstairs, demand-
ing money and jewelry.

When McDonald appeared in
response to his mother’s cry, the
intruder shoved the barrel of his
revolver into McDonald’s stom-
ach.

Some houses seem to put their arms around you;

they make you really feel at home. But this one did even more!

N THE FALL of 1959 my
daughter and I both were
working in Ventura, Calif., and
we decided to rent a house to-
gether. It seemed a good idea to
get an old house, one that would
be large enough for my husband
and me and our daughter and
her little boy, and to accommo-
date company, too.

We found a genuine old-timer
on Meta Street, at that time a
main highway. The noise from
passing trucks was a drawback,
but we decided to risk it. The
house was furnished in a man-
ner of speaking, with old-time
velvet couches and chairs in the

living room and a round oak
table with matching chairs and
a couple of easy chairs as well
in the dining room. All sorts of
interesting oddities all but filled
the bedrooms. We had trouble

finding room to fit in our own

belongings when we eventually
moved in.

My husband was working up
the coast and could be home
only two days a week. My
daughter and I were used to his
absence and didn’t mind too
much. Her son was in nursery
school during our working hours
and we all felt quite adventure-
some as we looked forward to
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moving into the old house.

My husband disliked the
house from the first, particular-
Iy the ancient furniture. He
wanted to banish most of it to
the spacious cellar. Somehow
I couldn’t bear to do it. I liked
the house and the old things
seemed part of it. I have won-
dered since if this attitude won
me the friendship of the people
who lived there — because they
really did live there.

An elderly doctor and his sis-
ter had owned the house, had
lived in it for many years and
presumably had loved it. They
both died a short time before we
rented the place. Not many pros-
pective tenants turned up, we
learned, because of the size of
the house, its furniture and a
large colony of squirrels who
lived in a big walnut tree out-
side the back porch and used
the attic for their playground.
We didn’t know about the squir-
rels until later.

As we were making our prep-
arations to move, my oldest
daughter Peggy came down
from her ranch bringing her
teen-aged son, a fine healthy
boy who was afraid of nothing.
He and his mother decided to
put up alone in the newly-rented
house the first two nights until
the rest of us moved in. The
beds were there, needing only
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linen and some covers.

The first evening they ex-
plored the house and came to
share my enthusiasm for our
find. Then, entering the dining
room in the dark, they heard a
strange sound. Dennis switched
on the lights and at that moment
one of those silences rarely ex-
perienced along a major high-
way occurred. For a moment no
trucks were passing and their
ears were assaulted by the still-
ness. Into this silence crept a
sound that chilled Peggy and her
son. They were looking down
the empty hall when they plain-
ly heard a soft swishing — like
someone walking toward them
— but they saw nothing. Then
came a crash and a bang, bang,
bang! They later described it as
the sound of a wooden ball
bouncing downstairs one step at
a time. Then silence ensued.

“Heavens, what was that?”’
said Peggy.

They searched the house and
found nothing but they were cer-
tain the sound had not come
from outside. Later, we came to
know this sound well. It was the
squirrels playing ball in the at-
tic with last year’s walnuts. But
this time it left Peggy and Den-
nis with their hair standing on
end.

They eventually had settled
down to read in the dining room
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and then heard a sound at the
side of the house. Both looked
up as someone came up the
steps to the side door. A heavy
curtain hung over it and a chair
stood against it, so when a knock
came, Dennis had to struggle
with both the chair and the cur-
tain. He found the door was
locked. They had keys to the
other doors but this one was fas-
tened tight.

A knock at the door in the eve-
ning was so ordinary an event
that they thought nothing of it
and when it came again Peggy
called out asking the visitor to
come around to the front door.
She and Dennis went to the
front door and opened it but no
one came. They walked the
length of the porch and tried to
see back along the side of the
house, but the shrubbery inter-
fered with the view. Peggy then
went for the flashlight to light
the way down the front steps and
around to help their caller. But
there wasn’t any caller. No one
was there at all. Moreover, there
was no side porch. There once
had been, as evidenced by the
marks in the paint at the side of
the house, four steps up and a
square porch. They were no
longer there and the door had
been nailed shut.

They went back into the house
faster than they had come out.

I never have found out how they
slept.

In the morning they were out-
side my door before I was up,
busting to tell the whole bewild-
ering story. We are none of us
superstitious but when we went
and looked at the place where the
side door had been, we could
find no explanation. They were
certain they had heard steps
coming up to the door. I had to
go to my office, and Dennis and
his mother decided the best
thing was to be sane and go fish-
ing!

That evening we had a family
conclave and Peggy and Dennis
decided that since nothing dis-
agreeable actually had hap-
pened to either of them, they
would stay one more night. The
weekend would bring the rest of
us. So they did that and heard
nothing except a rather vague
knock at the back door. They
looked uneasily at each other
and stoutly ignored it.

So we moved in and they went
back to their ranch. We talked
about the odd occurrence and
listened in the evenings to the
squirrels scampering around
the attic. There were lots of oth-
er noises but we told each other
that all old houses creak and
groan.

Then one day I came home
from work with my arms full of
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groceries. As I fumbled in my
purse for the key the front door
slowly swung open. I was cer-
tain that I had been the last one
out and had locked it. Perhaps
my daughter was home and
was playing a trick on me.

I was glad enough to have the
door open, for the groceries
were heavy. I walked down the
hall toward the dining room.
The dining room door obligingly
swung open before me, like
those electrically-controlled
doors in supermarkets. It gave
me an eerie feeling but I walked
through and put the sacks on
the table. The house was abso-
lutely quiet and empty all
around me. I admit to turning
cold as I walked from room to
room, searching every nook and
corner. There was no one there
but me!

I came back to the dining
room and stood in the middle of
the floor and tried to quiet my
nerves. Finally I said, ‘‘Is any-
one here?” No answer came but
I swear I could feel the presence
of people. I never have had an
experience like it in my life. Aft-
er a moment the ‘‘presences’”’
seemed to leave.

When my daughter came
home, I tried to tell her about it
but it was hard to describe. It
had been so unexpected, so
weird and so impossible.
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After that, whenever I was
alone in the house, I was aware
of someone, now here, now
there, particularly in the dining
room or at the bookshelves. I
think the old doctor liked books.
No one else in the family felt
what I felt or heard anything.
They all tried opening the front
door and walking down the hall
to see if a possible draft would
open the dining room door, but
nothing moved or affected it.

My husband did everything he
could think of, treading heavily
on boards on one side or the
other, to see if he could trigger
the door, without success.

The
boy had a cough and I decided to
get the vaporizer for his bed-
side. It was in the kitchen and
the light switch was across
the room. It was a moonlit night,
but the shades were drawn and
I stumbled over a chair as I ad-
vanced. Instantly, a shade went
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up with a bang and I could see
clearly all around the room. A
chill coursed down my spine but
I said softly, ‘“Thank you.” I
walked a little faster to get the
steamer — which was silly, be-
cause I knew by now any pres-
ence there was a friendly one.
We lived there for some months
and I began to feel that I knew
the old people who shared the
house with us. The doctor and his
sister who were so courteous to
me had loved their home, as I
did. I don’t know much about
ghosts but I no longer disbelieve
in life after death. They convinced
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me that people donot change very
much.

When the time came to leave
the house on Meta Street I rath-
er hated moving. However, my
daughter could no longer stand
the squirrels and we had found
that most of the electric wiring
under the house was faulty. I
had to give in.

After we left, the house was
sold and remodeled and the gay
little squirrels were banished. I
don’t know what happened to the
doctor and his sister. Perhaps
they found themselves banished,
too.

“I WILL DIE BEFORE MIDNIGHT”

REMARKABLE case of an
elderly man’s foreknowledge
of death, made known to his en-
tire family, was reported in the
now defunct Pendleton Tribune,
Pendleton, Ore., in April, 1923.
Monrod L. Fix, a pioneer res-
ident of Umatilla County, had
been ill for three weeks, dur-
ing which time he was visited
frequently by his nine children.
In the afternoon of April 5, 1923,
he told a daughter who brought
him food, “You can stuff me
today, but not tomorrow — I'm
going to die tonight.”’

A son, Leo L. Fix, visited the
old man early that evening.
When he finally rose to leave,
his father told him, “I won’t

see you any more, Leo, so I
will say goodbye. I'm going to
die tonight.”

“I don’t think so,”
answered. ‘“You're
pretty well.”

The old man shook his head.
“I'm going to die before mid-
night —I know. You’d better
tell all the other children to
come to the hospital before then
if they want to see me alive.”

The children were summoned
and were with their father un-
til he died at 11:15 that night.

Throughout the night the dep-
uty sheriffs returned to their
headquarters in Ann Arbor to
type reports of the strange col-
ored lights in the sky they had
pursued along winding country



Witnesses galore have versions of year’s

most undeniable UFO sightings — so many, in fact, that

marsh gas explanation won't hold up

roads and in the marshland.
And Dexter local police puzzled
over the weird siren-like noises
and pulsating lights that had
jarred their evening.

Before the week was out, the
United States Air Force would
dispatch a scientific expert from
Project Blue Book — the UFO
investigative operation — to
Dexter, and in Washington there
would be talk of a Congression-
al investigation.

*

T WAS A Sunday night, March
20, when Frank Mannor, 47,
a truck driver, stepped from his
rented house at the end of a dirt
road at 10600 McGuiness. Man-
nor rented the house from the
owner of the 90-acre cattle farm
in which it sat, amidst sparsely
developed farmland, hillocks and
fields.

It was toward 8:00 P.M. when
he saw it.

“I just walked outside and it
looked like a fallen star. It went
to the top of the trees, all red,
and then blue lights, then a
white light rotating,”” Mannor
said.

He shouted for his wife Le-

ona, 19-year old son, Ronald,
his daughter, Diana, 18, and her
husband Donald Merkle to come.

Pulling her robe tightly
around her, Mrs. Mannor later
described the sight: ‘“You could
see it rise from the ground and
hit the treetop awhile and fall
back to the ground. It would get
different colors — white on the
ground, blue then red in the trees
and then come down and change
color again.”"
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After the police were sum-
moned, Manor and his son cau-
tiously left the house to explore.

“It looked like it was trying
to rise up,” Mannor recounted.
“My son and I decided to go
down there.”

“We got to within 500 yards
of that thing and it looked pyra-
mid-like. It had a light here and
a light here and a white light
that looked like a porthole. It
wasn’t like the picture of a sau-
cer. It was pyramid-shaped and
it had a coral surface.”

“I’ve trapped every hole in
this county and I’'ve never seen
anything like it,”” Mannor said.
““The boy said, ‘Look at that hor-
rible thing there, Dad,” and the
lights went out.”’

Mannor had a rough sketch of
a triangular-shaped object drawn
on the page of the notebook. The
few lines behind it represented
" Peach Mountain, and nearby was
Territorial Road.

“The light was there and
there,” Mannor said, pointing to
both ends of the object. ‘““And
here (below it) it looked like a
heat wave. There was a brown-
ish surface.”

“I've always trapped and I
know every pothole in this coun-
try,” he repeated. ‘‘I’ve never
seen anything like it. I’ve been
in Mexico, the Mojave desert.
Everywhere.”’
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Mannor estimated the object
to be the length of an auto, with
what appeared to be a quilted
surface and something turning
underneath. He and his son saw
it because of the lights it gave
off, he said.

When the lights went out,
Mannor said, he and his son
jumped a fence, ran across a
creek and rushed toward the
object as fast as they could cov-
er the swampy ground. Mannor
said they found nothing, but in
seconds they saw a light a half-
mile away.

“There’s nothing wrong with
my eyes and my son has 20-
20 vision; we both can’t be
wrong,”” he said. ‘““You walk
down and there’s no road; you
walk to Territorial Road and
there’s swamp. They couldn’t
rig anything there. There was
no rigging to it.”

Mannor said his son, Ronald,
a high-school track runner, is
“‘one of the fastest around’ and
by the time he got there what
they had seen had vanished.

By this time the police had
surrounded the lights. Dexter
Police Chief Robert Taylor and
Patrolman N. G. Lee had rushed
to the Mannor house when they
heard the report.

“We saw it from the hills and
it looked like it was down in the
swamp,” Taylor said. ‘“We saw
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this red glow down in the
swamp; with binoculars we
could see it. It was a pulsating
red light.”

Lee puffed slowly on his ciga-
rette to illustrate the red glow
the chief described and said,
“Don’t ask me what it was.
Here’s what it looked like.”’

“We couldn’t see anything
but the lights,”” Lee said. ‘“When
we got into the swamp there
wasn’t anything there. When our
flashlights came in toward it, it
disappeared.”

“We heard a noise,”
Taylor said.

Chief

sound: ‘“Waaah. I thought it was
an ambulance. There were four
of us and we all heard it.”

By the time the noise was
audible, Mannor had returned
to the house. His wife recalled,
“We were inside when the sound
went off and we heard a screech-
ing.”

“The only sound we heard,”
Mannor said, ‘“‘was the high fre-
quency sound over the house.
It sounded like the ricochet of a
bullet. Down in the swamp they
said it sounded like a siren. But
it was a real high frequency up
here.”

Lee tried to duplicate the ‘When Washtenaw County

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Sheriff Douglas J. Harvey was
alerted to the Mannor call, he
dispatched all available depu-
ties to the area. Six patrol cars
carrying 12 men and three de-
tectives rushed to Dexter. While
some watched the lights from
the Mannor home and the fa-
ther and son were in the swamp,
the deputy sheriffs moved in
from Territorial Road on the op-
posite side.

A Dexter patrolman later re-
ported that he saw what ap-
peared to be a flying object with
red and green flashing lights
hover close to the ground, hang
above a scout car and then join
another object in the sky, in ap-
parent formation.

Washtenaw Deputy  Sheriff
David Fitzpatrick, 24, said he
responded to the Mannor call
and went on foot into the swamp
with another deputy.

“The only thing we saw was a
brilliant light. By the time we
got there it disappeared,” Fitz-
patrick said. “While we were in
the swamp, we were informed,
it hovered above the car.”

Later, back at the county sher-
iff headquarters, a sketch was
put together, a composite of the
various descriptions. It was a
convexo-convex shape with a
light at each end, a light in the
center, two antennae from the
bottom and a grillwork pattern
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on the surface resembling quilt-
work,

Washtenaw Deputy Sheriff Bu-
Ford Bushroe added® more
strange elements to this hectic
Sunday night. “I didn’t see the
one that landed,” he said. ‘“‘But
at 11:15 P.M. we were heading
back into Ann Arbor from Dex-
ter. I looked up to the south
and saw this bluish-green, bril-
liant red and white light. It
looked like an arc. It was round-
ed. We turned around and start-
ed following it back through
Dexter for five miles.

“It was headed west. We
stopped,” he said. “We lost it in
the trees. Either the lights were
off, or it took off with a tremen-
dous burst of speed. It was
about 1,500 feet from the ground.
It moved along at 100 m.p.h. We
were doing 70 m.p.h. and it
stayed well ahead of us.”

The pursuit took them along
Dexter-Ann Arbor Road and Is-
land Lake Road to the intersec-
tion of Wylie Road.

Robert Douglas Taylor, the 16-
year-old son of Chief Taylor,
was at his home on Island Lake
Road when, at 10:30 P.M. Sun-
day he said, he spotted some-
thing in the sky and watched it
through binoculars.

“It was going off in the east-
ward direction pretty slow. It
sped up and went west. It was
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flashing red and white,”” he said.

Chief Taylor said later, ‘‘There
were a couple of other reports
last week. The midnight patrol-
men saw it. They saw three or
four in formation around the
center of town.”

From her recollection of Sun-
day night, Mrs. Mannor also
said that one of her married
daughters who lives nearby
heard a strange noise like the
roar of a train over the house
at 3:00 A.M. one day the previous
week.

As Frank Mannor put all
these puzzling things together
with the sight he just had wit-
nessed, he said somewhat sad-
ly, “My wife said we’ll move
out of here. I never even used

to lock the doors. Nobody ever
bothered us.”’

On Monday night -curiosity-
seekers converged on Dexter.
One man reportedly played a
fiddle hoping to lure the ‘“‘sau-
cers’”’! A man who said he was
a university professor sat in his
car for an hour blinking the
Morse code sign for “Pi” in
hopes of starting a wuniversal
dialogue. Another came with a
shortwave radio to pick up any
sounds.

During the day detectives
searched the ground around the
sighting but found nothing. Their
Geiger counters registered no ra-
dioactivity.

By now Selfridge Air Force
Base had forwarded reports of
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the Sunday night sighting to a
higher command.

Near the scene of the Dexter
encounter is the University of
Michigan radio telescope. An 85-
foot-diameter antenna scoops ra-
dio waves out of space. But it
was not in use Sunday night.

The Chrysler Corporation op-
erates a missile and space work
complex at Chelsea, west of Dex-
ter, but it reported it had no
activity Sunday night.

On Monday night, the excite-
ment was 65 miles southwest
of Ann Arbor at Hillsdale, Mich.
About 30 co-eds at Hillsdale Col-
lege, along with an assistant
dean and the Hillsdale County
Civil Defense Director William
Van Horn, watched a strange
sight.

From 10:00 P.M. until 2:00
A.M., during a thunderstorm and
thereafter, they observed a pyro-
technic display of changing
lights in a swamp about 1,500
yards from the campus and what
some described as revolving,
shifting shapes.

By Tuesday, March 22, the Air
Force announced that Dr. J. Al-
len Hynek, scientific consultant
to Project Blue Book, would in-
vestigate the Dexter sightings.
He also would check the Hills-
dale sighting. The bearded as-
trophysicist from Northwestern
University has checked over 100
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sightings for the Air Force in
the last 18 years.

In the next few days newspa-
pers carried the reports of new
sightings in southeastern Michi-
gan. Oakland County deputies
received calls from Milford res-
idents of red, white and orange-
colored objects in the sky.

Washtenaw  County  Sheriff

deputies said they watched a fly-

ing object for 45 minutes four
miles west of Ann Arbor on
Thursday night. Amateur pho-
tos of purported sightings were
published but the streaks and
smudges only added to the mys-
tery.

The Detroit Press Club was
jammed with newsmen on Fri-
day, March 25, when Dr. Hynek
faced a battery of television
cameras and presented his find-
ings on the Dexter and Hillsdale
sightings.

“I have had time to deter-
mine that in Hillsdale, over and
above the sincere and honest re-
porting of the young ladies at
Hillsdale College of a very puz-
zling sighting, certain young
men have played pranks with
flares,”” he said.

And as to photographs pub-
lished the previous day of a
sighting at Milan, Mich., on
March 17, he said, ‘“They were
trails made as the result of a
time exposure of the rising cres-
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cent moon and the planet Ve-
nus.”

He then commented on the
Dexter and Hillsdale sightings
in detail:

“The majority of observers in
both cases have reported only
lights — red, yellow and green,
silent glowing lights near the

ground. They have not de-
scribed an object. Even the
only two observers who did

describe an object have stated
they were no closer than 500
" yards — better than a quarter
of a mile away —a distance
which does not allow details to
be determined.”

Dr. Hynek said witnesses pin-
pointed the glowing lights in
both cases in swamps and he re-
marked, ‘“A dismal swamp is
a most unlikely place for visi-
tors from outer space! It is not
a place where a helicopter
would hover for several hours,
or where a soundless secret de-
vice would be likely to be test-
ed.”

The astrophysicist quoted
from the Dutch astronomer
Minnaert’s Light and Color in
the Open Air in which he de-
scribes lights resembling tiny
flames, sometimes on the ground,
sometimes floating above it.
Sometimes red, yellow or blue-
green, he said, they are flames
that go out in one place and ap-

pear in another, giving the ap-
pearance of motion. They give
off no heat and do not char the
ground. They may stay the whole
night, he said, with ‘“usually no
sound, except the popping sound
of little explosions, such as when
a gas burner ignites.”

Dr. Hynek’s written statement
did not explain the screeching
and siren-like noises reported
by witnesses. And the Mannor
description of the spacecraft, or
whatever, was dismissed in the
statement by the conclusion
that 500 yards was too great a
distance from which to see any-
thing in detail.

The scientist said rotting veg-
etation in the swamp produces a
marsh gas which can be trapped
by ice and released when a
spring thaw occurs. The flame
that sometimes results is a
chemical luminescence and of
low temperature. :

“The glowing lights on the
swamp near Dexter and Hillsdale
were observed for two to three
hours. No sounds were heard,
except for popping sounds. The
lights were red, green or yellow
and they appeared to move side-
ways and to rise a short dis-
tance,” the Air Force investiga-
tor reported.

“It seems likely that as the
present spring thaw came, the
trapped gases, CHy, H,S and
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PH,, resulting from decomposi-
tion of organic materials, were
released.”

Dr. Hynek, quoting from a
chemistry book, said'the phos-
phine (PH;) in air wusually
bursts into flame, apparently ig-
nited by a spontaneous oxida-
tion of the impurity P, Hy, and
that other gases in the swamp
could then be ignited.

“It would seem to me that the
association of the sightings with
the swamps, in these particular
cases, is more than coinci~
dence,” he said. ‘“No group of
witnesses observed any craft
coming to or going away from
the swamps. The glow was local-
ized there.

“Deputy Fitzpatrick described
the glow from beyond a rise ad-
jacent to the swamp as visible
through the trees. He stated that
the lights brightened and
dimmed much as stage lights do
— smoothly and slowly. The
girls at Hillsdale described the
identical thing. This could have
been due to the release of varia-
ble quantities of marsh gas.”

The scientist theorized that
the disappearance of the lights
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when people approached with
flashlights indicated ‘‘that the
glow seemed bright to dark-
adapted eyes.”

“The night was dark — there
was no moon. The Hillsdale
girls kept their rooms dark in or-
der to see the swamp lights,’” he
said.

Dr. Hynek said it appeared
likely ‘‘that the combination of
the conditions of this particular
winter, an unusually mild one
in this area, and the particular
weather conditions that night —
there was little wind at either
location — were such as to pro-
duce this unusual and puzzling
display.”’

But even as he gave his re-
sults there was the suggestion
made in Washington by Michi-
gan Republican Congressman
Gerald R. Ford, House Minority
leader, that a Congressional
committee should check the
UFO question.

And even Dr. Hynek, in pre-
senting his opinions, said, “I
emphasize in conclusion that I
cannot prove in a court of law
that this is a full explanation of
these sightings.”

GREW UP knowing something

evil was sunk in the River
Thames near the Old Windsor
lock. In fact, in our teens we
children would dare each other
to stay out late near the old lock
and although nothing ever hap-
pened to any of us, no one of us
braved the dark for very long. I
do remember an indefinable but
uneasy feeling that lingered near
that part of the Thames.

Some 70 years ago a local boy
named Eric Thompson had en-
listed as a soldier and in the
course of his service was sent out
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East. That much was undeniable.
So was the fact that when he
came home again he was the
proud possessor of a magnificent
statue of the Buddha. My father
had seen it. He said it was a
lovely figure made of alabaster
sitting cross-legged on a teak
pedestal.

It was not clear just how he
came by it. Eastern temples do
not give their idols away, or
even sell them, and it generally
was believed that he had stolen
it.

One thing was very certain:
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whether it was due to the influ-
ence of the Buddha or not, Eric
Thompson and his family began
to know uncanny bad luck. They
suffered one disaster after an-
other. Unemployment, ill health
and even death moved into the
Thompson home near ours in
Green Lane, Datchet, and gossip
began to attribute all these ca-
lamities to the brooding statue of
the Buddha. Neighbors spoke
about the curses of heathen gods.

“Get rid of it,”” they advised.
“It’s bad luck!”’

Slowly fear grew, doubtless
coupled with a guilty conscience,
and the Thompsons listened. At
last Eric took the Buddha into
Windsor, where its tale was not
known, and sold it to an antique
dealer, whose shop still stands in
King’s Road. From then on the
Thompsons’ fortunes improved.

However, Mr. Hoy, the antique
dealer, now began to have bad
luck. His child was hurt by a
stone in the school playground;
his wife fell down the stairs and
dislocated her leg; fire broke out
in his warehouse and he lost a lot
of uninsured stock.

‘““There’s a curse on that Bud-
dha if you ask me,”” someone
finally said to him. ‘“You would
do well to get rid of it.”

The dealer had bought it for
resale anyway and was ready
enough to sell it, but by now
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rumors of its malevolent influ-
ence were too well-known. No
one would buy it. In despair Mr.
Hoy took the beautiful thing
down to the river and, near the
lock, he threw it in.

We all knew it was there and
gave it a wide berth. We feared
it. Perhaps it was our imagina-
tions, but it seemed to cast an
eerie spell over the dark eddies
of the waters as they swirled
against Old Windsor’s old lock
gates.

The years passed. We grew up
and many of us moved on.

John Thorpe, the young work-
man who had found it, laughed
at our warnings as old wives’
tales. He was a casual laborer,
newly married and hard up.

“It should be worth a packet,”
he said, buckling it onto the car-
rier of his motorcycle. But he
never got it home. For no appar-
ent reason, his machine skidded
on a perfectly straight stretch of
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road and he ended up in the
hospital with severe and multiple
injuries. The wreck of his motor-
cycle and the statue — miracu-
lously undamaged — were taken
to his home.

John Thorpe was so ill that at
first they did not tell him his wife
had a miscarriage, caused by
the shock of his accident. Or
was the Buddha’s curse striking
again?

One thing was true. In John’s
delirium the Buddha haunted
him. He called out in his dreams
until the very hospital ward
seemed haunted by its baleful
influence. Even as he grew bet-
ter he dreamed night after night

of the unblinking, expressionless
stare of the Buddha’s alabaster
face. It had become a ghastly
obsession with him and he finally
begged his friends to throw it
back into the Thames whence it
had come.

I watched them do it.

Today the Old Windsor lock
gates are freshly painted and the
summer river traffic — replete
with holiday gaiety and transis-
tor radios — pours through them
on its way down the Thames. But
in the evenings the dark waters
at the head of the lock are as
eerie as ever they were when I
was a child. Underneath them
the Buddha still lies.

PEPE, the TALKING DOG

of Torrance, Lalifornia

ID YOU ever hear a dog
talk?

I did! I saw him and heard
‘him speak. He is a little Chihua-
hua named Pepe, with light tan
sleek short hair.

On the front page of a local
trade newspaper, Gas News, in
the spring of 1965 was a picture
of a man laughing and holding
up a small dog. The -caption
read: “Pepe, The Talking Dog.”’

The man pictured was Rudy
Gallucci, a service man working
for the gas company.

He was quoted as saying, “I

was called to service Mrs. Geno-
va’s furnace. As I stepped out of
my car I saw a small Chihuahua
dog sitting on the porch. I rang
the bell and a pretty woman an-
swered smiling.

“ ‘Will your dog nip me?’ I
asked, having been nipped be-
fore.

¢ ‘Oh, no,” she said, as if my
query were an insult. ‘Pepe’s
very friendly.’

‘““Not to waste time in conver-
sation I asked her where the fur-
nace was and she directed me to
a small basement.

Then they show you
who’s boss by nipping you. I
know.

“Thinking I had better try out
this dog’s friendliness, I said to
him, ‘Hello, Pepe.

After reading this story my in-
terest was so aroused I tele-
phoned Pepe’s owner, Mrs. Ge-
nova, to ask her about Pepe. Her
conversation intrigued me and I
blurted out, ‘‘Oh, I just must see
him! I just must, Mrs. Genova.”’

She said, ‘“Then why not come
over to visit us?”’

The next day shortly after
noon my friend Martha and I
made the long bus trip to Mrs.
Genova’s home in Torrance.
Eventually we found ourselves
far out at the end of the line with
many blocks to walk on country
sidewalks, uneven and over-

grown by grass.

Serviceman Rudy Gallucci said that
at first it stood his hair on end
to hear Pepe say, "l love you!"
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The countryside was green
from recent rains, and little pud-
dles here and there refused to
dry up. Flowering shrubs grew
in wild profusion under an occa-
sional huge tree, its leaves shin-
ing from their recent bath. Some
mockingbirds, disturbed by our
presence, gave life to the land-
scape as they flew before us. The
blocks were long and not well
defined until we came to the
edge of a community of pretty,
well-kept homes.

I tell you all this to give an
idea of the kind of people who
own Pepe and how they live. I
found them to be working folk of
the better class, sociable and
happy, not seeking publicity be-
cause of Pepe but wanting to
share his talents with those who
are interested. They are friendly
with their neighbors who drop in
for a cup of coffee occasionally
and of course everyone knows
Pepe.

Mrs. Genova is medium-sized,
pretty and. dark-haired. She
greeted us cordially outside the
house where she had been talk-
ing with a young boy. She led us
through the doorway to where
several persons were standing to
greet us. Foremost was little
Pepe, dancing on his hind feet,
reaching up to be greeted and
cuddled, and saying in a high
excited voice, ‘“Hel-loo, hel-loo,
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how are you?’’ I couldn’t believe
my senses.

Stooping down I gathered the
quivering, excited little dog in
my arms. He kept up a high
happy kind of singing.

I hugged him, saying
Pepe, you sweet puppy.”’
captured my heart.

We all went into the sunny
kitchen and sat down. I still car-
ried Pepe. Mrs. Genova put on
the kettle for coffee. When she
joined us I asked, “Do you mind
my asking questions?”’

“Oh no,” she said happily. “I
want you to know all about
Pepe.”

“Why did you select a Chihua-
hua?”’ I wanted to know.

A little sadly she answered, “I
had one when I was a girl but it
was run over and died. I always

- hoped I'd get another but it was

not convenient until now. I mar-
ried and had five children but
the oldest is 18 so now I can
indulge myself.”

“Did you get him locally?’’

She mentioned a kennel some-
where in Downey where a wom-
an breeds Chihuahuas. Pepe is
pedigreed and registered as Ge-
nova’s Pepe, she told us. “He
was born on August 21, 1964,
which makes him less than two
years old. My birthday is shortly
after,”” she said.

‘““He is very fussy about eating
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and I give him cut up or ground
steak, veal cutlets, tuna of a cer-
tain Italian brand, dry cereal
with milk on it, but no prepared
dog foods. He won’t eat them. He
sleeps with me in a spot on the
bed. I’'m taking no chances on
his being stolen.”’

““Tell us when you first knew
Pepe could talk. It must have
been a thrilling moment,”’ I said.

“It certainly was,” she said
quickly. “I’Il never forget it. I
was out in the yard hanging out
a few things on the line. I heard
an unusual commotion and when
I looked I saw it was Pepe. I
couldn’t believe my ears. He was
talking through the wire fence to
his girl friend, Ranie. I distinctly
heard the words, ‘I love you-oo, I
love you-o0o, I need you-00,’ in a
high singing vgice and repeated
over and over.”’

I ran into the house to find my
husband. ‘““Come quickly, Jerry.
Pepe’s talking to Ranie,” I said,
“really saying words.”’

“Jerry looked at me and said
something under his breath
which I’'m sure wasn’t nice but
he came out to listen. Pepe
turned to Jerry and said, ‘How
are you? How are you?’ and I
thought Jerry would pass out. It
was a shock but a pleasant one.

‘“He has been examined by
veterinarians,’”” Mrs. Genova told
us. “Some say it’s the extra
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length of his palate and others
say it’s a peculiar formation of
his larynx, that the flexibility
and mobility of his throat mus-
cles give him the ability to pro-
duce sounds.”

Pepe has had no training other
than Mrs. Genova’s. Let me ex-
plain how she gets him to speak.
She holds him up close to her
face. They look each other in the
eye and she coaxes, ‘“‘Pepe, I
love you, I love you.”

She exaggerates her mouth
and tongue movements as she
repeats these words.

A little singing sound starts in
Pepe’s throat as his muscles be-
gin to move. In about six seconds
he lifts his head high, opens his
mouth wide and sings the words
after her, repeating each phrase
a couple of times. Pepe has a
loud voice for so small an ani-
mal.

I bent close to watch his throat
muscles move and I saw his
tongue turn toward the roof of
his mouth as he made a con-
scious effort to form syllables.
This tongue movement is most
unusual. Dogs keep their tongues
down on their lower jaw when
emitting sounds.

Pepe does not speak in a mon-
otone. He sings rather than
talks, although really it is a
combination of both. With each
phrase he goes up and down the
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scale using three or more tones.
It is difficult to describe. You
have to hear it. Pepe is not a
show-off. Indeed, he is a modest
little animal and seldom speaks
unless he is spoken to.

During my stay (a couple of
hours) I did not hear him bark or
whine. This seems unusual as
most Chihuahuas are noisy and
yap a great deal. When Pepe
wants to attract your attention
he makes a low musical sound as
he comes toward you, walking on
his hind legs, pawing the air and
looking at you pleadingly.

Mrs. Genova believes he has
learned by listening and imitat-
ing. Besides the phrases ‘I love
you,” “I want you,” ‘how are
you?” ‘‘not now,” ‘‘hello” or
“hello, there,” he also says “Ed
Sullivan.” He acquired these
words only recently.

“I put Pepe on my lap and
when Ed Sullivan comes on I
point at him and repeat ‘Ed Sul-
livan’ many times. In this way
he has learned to say Ed’s name.
I suppose he learns other words
the same way, by mimicking
me. I hope he will add more as
time goes on.”

Mrs. Genova’s daughter, a girl
of about six, and other members
of the family pick up the dog and
speak to him as if he were a
child instead of an animal. Ap-
parently they regard him as
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more human than canine. In this
way he manages to live in two
worlds at the same time.

When Pepe speaks he seems to
be functioning like a human be-
ing. When left to himself he is
just a dog, acting the way a dog
is expected to act. He eats as a
dog, grooms himself by licking
his fur as all dogs do, and in all
other ways leads a dog’s life.

When someone picks him up
and talks to him Pepe’s whole
interest is concentrated on that
person. His attention does not
waver; he does not look around
but listens attentively with his
eyes fastened thoughtfully on
that one person. Perhaps he en-
joys learning.

Of course, animals do not have
the pliant lips of a human being
so the letters b, f, » and p are
not rounded as are o, I, and other
sounds.

I asked Mrs. Genova, ‘“Would
you sell Pepe in the event he
becomes famous and of course
brings a large price?’”’

She answered definitely, ‘“No,
indeed. He’s more to me than
money.’”’

“Would you travel with him
should the opportunity come?’’ I
asked.

“I don’t know,”” she answered.
“I’d have to talk to my husband
about that. I know I’d never en-
trust him to anyone but myself. I
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believe he’d be homesick in
strange places without me just
as a child would and I love him
too dearly to subject him to such
suffering.”’

““Some people think I am a
ventriloquist,” Mrs. Genova
laughed, ‘‘but that is not so.
Surely all my family and the
people who come to see Pepe are
not so gifted. We can’t all be
fooling each other. Pepe will talk
for any one.”

I wanted to hear him speak to
me once more before I left. I
took him in my arms, held him
as Mrs. Genova did and followed
her example. Soon the singing
sound in his throat began and
the loud voice said, ‘I love you-
oo, I love you-00.”

I watched his tongue curl up
and move, saw his throat con-
strict and felt his little body vi-
brate as he spoke. I was con-
vinced.

I felt we had tired Pepe so I
just held him closely as the other
ladies continued to talk. His little
head rested sidewise on my
breast and his big eyes closed in
sleep just as a baby’s do. No
doubt he was emotionally weary,
having tried his best to please.

Mrs. Genova says, ‘“‘Owning a
talking dog has provided us with
some amusing incidents. My
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husband and I go to a local
nightspot occasionally and when
we mention we have a talking
dog people raise their eyebrows
and shnug tas i to say, ‘Oh,
they’ve been drinking too much.’
We took Pepe with us one night.
I was sitting beside a man who is
a regular customer. When he
heard Pepe talk he hurried away
leaving a half-filled glass. He
must have thought he was hear-
ing and seeing things supernat-
ural. That’s not good for business
so we don’t take him anymore.

‘““Pepe has been on the Louis
Lomax television show twice and
has received quite a bit of fan
mail,”” she said. ‘One Iletter
came to me addressed: Pepe Ge-
nova, Torrance, Calif. It had no
street name or number on it but
I got it just the same. That shows
Pepe is getting known. But be-
fore we think of making a show
dog of Pepe, we want him to
have more training, to take him
around more socially so he will
feel at ease among strangers and
in strange places. I feel that
some day Pepe’s unusual talent
will be discovered. That will
make me very happy.”’

It was a most unusual thrilling
experience to be welcomed with
words by Pepe, who really is a
dog even if he can talk.

REINCARNATION
FACT OR FANCY?

ILLIONS THROUGHOUT

the world cherish a belief in
rebirth. This conception in its
variations is perhaps one of the
most universally held religious
doctrines. It is undoubtedly as
ancient as the belief in immor-
tality. Certain religious sects de-
mean reincarnation because it is
not compatible with their own
exegetical interpretation, or be-
cause it is condemned by their
theologians.

Yet reincarnation has postula-
tions equally as plausible as
other beliefs in the afterlife.
Most religious doctrines are
founded upon faith and personal
experience. They are not in the
same category as the empirical
laws of science which are de-
monstrable. Consequently, two
doctrines, even though dia-
metrically opposed, may have
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equal claim upon the beliefs of
men if each is to be accepted on
faith and not upon objective
evidence.

The continuation of life after
death has intrigued the imagina-
tion since the earliest known
records. It has been the domi-
nant mystery of life which has
challenged the human mind. The
instinctive impulse to survive
has caused both a fear of death
and a hope of immortality.

The early conception of the
duality of man — the association
of air and breath with an intan-
gible spirit — suggested that an
element of man survives the
apparent destruction of his body.
But where and how would this
incorporeal, invisible entity of
the duality of man survive, if
the animating force related to
breath departed with death?



There was no evidence that it
was destroyed, however. It was
simple for the primitive mind to
believe that perhaps this imma-
nent entity soared on invisible
wings like a bird to another
realm high above the clouds. Or
perhaps it entered a nether
world beneath earth as the sun
seemed to do each day in the
west. In fact, early forms of the
soul, such as the Egyptian Ba,
were depicted as birds.

What constituted this other life
after death? What the experi-
ences were assumed to be varied
with the cultures of different
civilizations. Some adherents
presumed the next life to be a
virtual paradise as do some reli-
gious devotees today. Man’s en-
trance into this paradise, of
course, was to be determined by
whether or not he had observed
a certain moral code on earth.

Most such beliefs required that
the soul first be judged for its
conduct. This paradise usually
was a place of ecstatic pleasures
similar to those on earth but
more intense and within the
moral restrictions of the reli-
gious sect. The tedious and mean
labor and suffering of earth were
excluded from this other-world
paradise. Conversely, the sinner
was condemned te a region
where all humanly imaginable
tortures would be imposed.
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In the Koran the devout Mos-
lem was promised in the afterlife
a world where he might recline
on a silken couch and be sur-
rounded by surpassingly beauti-
ful maidens whose eyes were like
‘“hidden pearls.”” Though the
Moslem was forbidden stimulat-
ing drinks in this mortal life, in
this afterlife he was to have
wines that would neither cause
his head to ache nor confuse his
mind.

Along with the conception of
the continuation of life after
death was the belief in rebirth in
some form on earth. How this
notion arose among primitive
people, even anthropologists,
ethnologists, and philosophers
can only speculate. In plant life,
there is every indication of res-
urrection, or rebirth. Certain
species seem to wither and die
and then to revive or be born
again at a later period.

The vernal equinox in the
northern hemisphere is a time
when plant life is renewed after
the barren, moribund appear-
ance of nature in winter. Per-
haps man, too, is reborn to live
again among mortals in some
other living form. At least, na-
ture would seem to suggest it.

Psychologically, the desire to
live again among one’s friends
and family and continue the
familiar ways of life one has

enjoyed certainly would have as
strong an appeal as a promise of
life in another world which never
had been experienced personal-
ly. A cursory examination of the
history of this subject reveals
that the belief in re-embodiment
on earth has been accepted by
millions for centuries.

Today, the words reincarna-
tion, transmigration, and meta-
morphosis are commonly and
erroneously interchanged. There
is, in fact, quite a technical
difference between their mean-
ings. The doctrine of transmigra-
tion supposes the possibility of
the soul of man after death
entering a plant, a bird, a reptile,
or a bull; in fact, anything that
is animate.

HEREVER IT has been a

religious doctrine transmi-
gration has been governed by
certain assumed supernatural
laws: a form in which the soul
incarnated being dependent
upon its personal development
and the experience to be gained
dependent upon the form in
which it is placed or the punish-
ments imposed upon it. Usually,
the transmigration of the soul
into an animal has been ac-
cepted as an act of regression.

Primitive peoples are keen ob-
servers of animal life and behav-
ior because of being contiguous
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to it in their own living. They
presume to see a certain similar-
ity between the characteristics of
animals and the behavior of
humans. By the law of similari-
ty, then, there was to the primi-
tive mind an actual bond or
relationship to the human per-
sonality. Consequently, it was
not difficult for such minds to
assume that a particular species
of living things possessed souls
of humans that passed into them
at death.

The Egyptians had three ideas
regarding the human personality
after death. One was the mysti-
cal union with God; the second,
transmigration into an animal;
and third, metamorphosis, or the
voluntary entering of the soul
into another form. In the concep-
tion of the mystical union, the
soul was returned to merge with
God. It became one with the di-
vine essence.

In this idea we find an ancient
expression, which prevails in
many esoteric teachings today,
of the highest form of mystical
pantheism. In the famous Book
of the Dead, a collection of
religious liturgies and descrip-
tions of life after death, we find
such statements as “I am Ra (a
god)” or, “I am Thoth.” It was
believed that when the soul had
union with God it was a complete
apotheosis, the absorption con-
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ferring on the soul a divine
power equal to that of God.

Some Egyptologists are in
doubt as to what extent the
Egyptians believed in transmi-
gration, or the passing of the
soul into animals. Some inscrip-
tions seem to-imply transmigra-
tion. There are scenes showing
Egyptians driving swine before a
god for judgment to be passed on
them as if they possessed a
rational soul.

On the other hand, there are
examples of a metamorphosis —
the belief that humans attempt
to transform into other living
forms. There also are indications
that they believed that inani-
mate objects could be trans-
formed into living ones, as the
metamorphosis of a wax model
into a crocodile.

The Book of the Dead has
several chapters of magical
formulas which give the dead the
power to be transformed into
whatever he pleases — a hawk, a
god, a flower, or a reptile: I am
the swallow; I am the swallow. I
am the Scorpion Bird (or white
bird), the daughter of Ra.”

Since the civilization of Egypt
covered a period of thousands of
years, its culture advanced and
declined at different times. Pre-
vailing religious conceptions dur-
ing such a long period of civiliza~
tion were both primitive and

representative of advanced ab-
straction. As in many lands to-
day crude polytheistic beliefs
and animism were concomitant
with illuminated mystical and
philosophical beliefs.

Theoretically, Buddhism
teaches neither the existence of
reincarnation nor, in fact, the
soul of man. However, it does
refer to a ‘‘stream of existence.”
There can be in Buddhistic doc-
trine a continual renewal of
births. This ‘‘turning of the
wheel,” or rebirth, is dependent
upon man’s deeds on earth. Re-
birth in the strict sense of the
Buddhist meaning actually is an
act of retribution, a punishment,
for not having attained a certain
state of consciousness and moral
values.

Rebirth is a retributive act of
karma, the consequence of cer-
tain human deeds. Therefore, in
effect, Buddhism conforms to the
doctrine of reincarnation. In
fact, Buddhism in some of its
literature recalls how certain
persons remember their former
lives. Buddha, it is related, said
that this recalling was one of the
supernormal  attainments of
Buddhistic sainthood.

The ancient Celts had a defi-
nite belief in reincarnation, but
not transmigration in that word’s
true meaning. The soul after
death was thought to await its
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reincarnation. It continued to
live during this interval but in a
manner quite unlike that on
earth. After such a period of
waiting and purgation the soul
passed into another human body.
The Druids so firmly believed
that man reincarnated into hu-
man form again that their burial
rites required that they burn and
bury with the dead the things
that the deceased could use
again in this new life.

There is a Jewish type of
esoteric mysticism that includes
references that can be definitely
construed as pertaining to rein-
carnation. It is believed that the
ideas are syncretic, that is, bor-
rowed from early Egyptian and
Indian teachings. This mysti-
cism seems to be based on the
following abstractions: ‘‘God is
the creator of everything; there-
fore, souls are his creation. But
does God continue an act of
creation? Does he create souls as
soon as men are born?”’

This system of thought con-
tends that God does not create
new souls. He ceased creation at
the end of the sixth day. Souls of
the dead, it is implied, after a
certain peregrination in para-
dise, return again to the lower
world. However, from this sys-
tem of thought there would ap-
pear to be, in addition, a reser-
voir of unborn souls. More souls
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were created by God than there
were human forms at first. This
paradise to which the souls go
after death is a kind of world in
which there is a realization of
the glory of the Divine. There
they remain with those souls who
are created but have not yet
been born. It is also said that
‘““Moses in ascent to heaven sees
the souls of the great and pious
and those who live on earth . . .
and those who are to come to life
hereafter.”

Herodotus, the celebrated
Greek historian, says that the
Greeks (Pythagoras, for ex-
ample) gained their ideas of
reincarnation and transmigra-
tion from the Egyptians. The

-Orphic school of Greece taught

that the soul is imprisoned in the
body as in a dungeon. It con-
tinues to return to earthly impris-
onment until it finally attains
the virtue of perfection. Plato, in
his Dialogues, makes reference
to this notion.
* % 9%

HE MYTH OF Persephone,

the daughter of Demeter, re-
lated that she sent souls back to
the earth from the underworld in
the ninth year when they were
purified. After three such incar-
nations on earth, they continued
an immortal existence ‘‘in the
island of the blest.” A purified
soul is said to have remarked, ‘I
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have flown out of the sorrowful
weary wheel; I have passed with
eager feet to the circle desired.”
The wheel refers to the mystical
wheel of fortune. Its revolution
symbolizes the cycle of success-
ful lives, the termination being
the end of incarnations.

Heraclides Ponticus says that
Pythagoras was permitted to re-
tain the memory of his previous
incarnations. He proved it, it is
related, on the occasion of a visit
to the Heraeum at Argolis. There
he identified as his own the
shield of Euphorbus before see-
ing the inscription upon it. Py-
thagoras implied that he had
been Euphorbus, who had been
killed before the walls of Troy.

It also is indicated from an-
cient writings that Pythagoras
apparently believed in transmi-
gration. Once he took pity on a
dog being beaten. He said, ‘‘Beat
him no more; for his soul is my
friend’s, as I recognized when I
heard his voice.” Pythagoras
also declared that the essence of
soul is in animals but, their
reasoning being inadequate, its
activity is impeded.

Plato proclaims that those who
fail to emancipate themselves
from the burden of corporeal
things cannot rise to the pure
elements above. They are
dragged down into an under-
world where they live as appari-

tions. Later, their souls again
are imprisoned in some form,
the very sensual being transmi-
grated into lower animals such
as wolves, jackals, etc. Those
who lack philosophical virtue but
live respectable lives become
bees or even men in their next
existence. Only those who devote
themselves to philosophy and the
exalted reason — which in man
is considered divine — are en-
tirely exempt from further in-
carnations.

Orthodox Christians most often
abhor the belief in reincarnation,
either because of their unfamil-
iarity with the subject or because
of religious dogmatic prejudice.
They wilfully or otherwise identi-
fy it with transmigration and
metamorphosis. There are nu-
merous references in the Bible,
however, that can be properly
understood only in terms of the
reincarnation of the soul. Such
quotations are too numerous to
consider here; however, in his
excellent book, Mansions of the
Soul, a treatise on reincarnation,
Dr. H. Spencer Lewis has cited
many of them.

To many intelligent persons
the doctrine of reincarnation
seems to be more in accord with
what they consider divine jus-
tice. To them, rebirth affords the
opportunity for man properly to
expiate for his mistakes — or
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sins, if you wish to call them
that. To such thinkers reincarna-
tion is a compassionate principle
which allows man more than just
one short span of mortal life in
which to learn how to achieve a
harmony with cosmic and divine
laws. It is contended that if
spiritual truths are more pro-
found and more vital than mor-
tal knowledge, souls should be
allowed a greater span for learn-
ing than that provided the mor-
tal mind.

Certainly, a belief in reincar-
nation cannot detract from the
development of the moral sense

. cannot be

FATE

or an appreciation of spiritual
values; nor does it lessen man’s
mystical unity with whatever he
considers to be the initial and
infinite cause. The charge that it
substantiated — so
often leveled at the doctrine of
reincarnation — could likewise
be laid by perverted personali-
ties against the belief that the
soul exists in a paradise or
heavenly state for eternity.
There are traditional and sacer-
dotal authorities for and against
all of the different human con-
ceptions of the immortality of
the soul.

THE BARN THAT VANISHED

HE DISAPPEARANCE of a

barn during a rainstorm still
is vivid in the memories of
Harry Davis, 86, a Maine resi-
dent. In a recent letter to the
column “On the Maine Street,”
which appears in Maine’s Ban-
gor Daily News, Davis gave
details of the mystery, which he
recalled occurred early in the
month of June, about 1924.
. One day a heavy thunder-
shower broke, and David wrote
he had occasion to remember it
because his children were in
school and he drove there to
bring them home. About a mile
out of the town of Monson, in
which he lived at the time, was
a large barn, known locally as
‘““Sprague’s Barn,” which had
been built years before from
heavy, hand-sawn timbers. The

barn stood in a large field and
was used to store the hay cut in
the field each year.

The next morning, Davis re-
lated, he was informed that
Sprague’s Barn had vanished in
the thundershower. He at once
drove out to the field and found
that the report was true — not so
much as a board or a shingle of
the barn remained. Since there
were no houses for half a mile
around, there were no eye-
witnesses to what had happened.

Davis theorized that the thun-
dershow developed a “twister”
powerful enough to pick up the
barn and carry it away in one
piece. Although construction has
spread over the country for over
60 years, Davis pointed out, no
trace of the barn ever has been
reported.

N JANUARY, 1965, I survived

three serious brain operations
for the removal of a cancerous
brain tumor. My story of this ex-
perience, The Night I Died, ap-
peared in the March, 1966, FATE.

Recently the doctors believed
my recovery so complete that
they could operate again to re-
place the large piece of skull
that had been removed to facili-
tate the previous operations. I
dreaded the ordeal but my hus-
band Hugh helped me pray for
strength. We made arrange-
ments for the care of our three
little girls during my stay in the

hospital and I resigned myself

to it.

The doctors termed the four-
hour operation successful and
we settled down to await the
healing. But for some reason,
my body rejected the plastic
plate they had wired to my skull
and a fluid built up, a condition
that gave me agonizing head-
aches. The pains were relieved
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only when the doctor inserted
what I called a ‘“horse needle’’
to withdraw the fluid. A further
problem developed when the
stitches failed to heal. Soft and
soggy from cobalt treatments,
my skin simply would not heal.

One Saturday I felt particular-
ly agonizing pain. When the doc-
tor came, his concern was great,
for he had hoped that healing
would have started. He said we
must give it another week, and
then probably I could go home.

“But what if the stitches don’t
heal and the fluid continues?’”’
I asked.

He gently told me another op-
eration would be necessary to
remove the offending plate.

When the doctor left my hus-
band came in and took me in
his arms. I wept in despair.

““Not another operation,” I
wailed. ‘“‘I've had four in one
year already. I just can’t stand
a2

My husband, always calm and
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sympathetic, soothed me with
words of love and assurance. To-
gether we prayed that God
would look upon us and through
his mercy heal my head.

That evening when my hus-
band went home, he gathered
our little girls in his arms and
prayed with them ‘‘for Mommy’s
healing.” Hugh then phoned
several friends who in turn
phoned their friends. We learned
later than many hundreds of per-
sons prayed that night for my
healing! One friend even called
Hawaii and another sent a cable
to Haifa! :

The next day the doctor came
to check my progress. As he
gently removed the bandages he
tried to prepare me for the
worst. His exclamation, ‘I don’t
believe it!”’ was my first intima-
tion that something had hap-
pened.

He looked at me in disbelief
and said, ‘““The fluid is gone,
your skin is firm and the stitches
have healed. This just doesn’t
happen overnight! If I hadn’t
seen it with my own eyes, I
wouldn’t believe it.”’

I was overjoyed. I wanted to
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throw my arms around him. Ex-

_travagantly I tried to thank him.

“Don’t thank me,”” he said.
‘“You thank your praying
friends. I didn’t have anything
to do with this.”

The healing was complete.
Then and there he took out the
stitches and told my husband to
take me home. My happy Hugh
put his arms around me, saying,
“God is great.”

The doctor smiled and picked
up his little black bag, but he
paused at the door. ‘“You know
something? I’'ve always believed
in the power of faith, but this
experience has certainly in-
creased and strengthened that
belief.”

Now, again, life is back to
normal. I do all my own house-
work and cook all the meals.
Only a bit of dizziness or a
slight headache occasionally re-
minds me of my experience.

Daily I thank God for the gift
of life and the joy of rising to
greet the morning sun. If my
experience and the telling of it
have increased even one other
person’s faith, it has all been
worth it.

Y THATCHED HOUSE, with

walls made of woven strips
of bamboo, was perched on a
hillock about 300 feet from a lit-
tle river called the Tjidjenkol. All
around me were acres of felled
trees, the dying remnants of a
once proud primeval forest
which had been mercilessly cut
to make way for a plantation.
This was in 1927, and about 60
miles south of the provincial cap-
ital of Bandung, Java, in what

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was then the Dutch East Indies.
Only along the banks of the little
river a few trees remained
standing.

On a beautiful clear night, with
a rising moon in its first quarter,
I was reading in bed about 11:30
when I decided to turn out the
kerosene lamp, my only source
of light, and lie quietly listening
to the whirring of the night in-
sects and watching the feathery,
tree-fern fronds swaying gently

in the moonlight. I was born and
brought up in Java but I never
became blasé about the beauty
of this magnificent tropical is-
land — even during the tortured
years spent in a Japanese pris-
oner-of-war camp. There is rap-
ture in a tropic night.

Suddenly a' loud, clear, melo-
dious call came, right from
above! ‘““Ah-ooll.”

Silence followed for a few mo-
ments before the strange call
came again, now from many
yards distant.

I grabbed my flashlight,
leaped out of bed and onto the
verandah. The second call had
come from above the kampong
beside the river where our local
laborers and my boss lived.
About 15 seconds later it came
for the third time, far off and
downstream. I stood tranfixed,
not because I didn’t know what it
was but because I did!

As I have said, I was born and
brought up in what is now Indo-
nesia. My father was, I take
pride in saying, a very famous
ornithologist, the late M. E. G.
Bartels. At about age five, with
my two brothers, I began my
training as a naturalist in the
primeval rain-forest that sur-
rounded our tea estate, Pasir
Datar, on the slopes of the great
twin volcano, Pangarango Gédé,
in western Java. This training
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was supervised by Father’s de-
voted Sundanese assistant. My
father maintained a whole staff
of ‘“preparators’” whom he had
trained to skin, stuff, and other-
wise preserve the animal and
plant specimens he devoted his
life to collecting. When I was not
away at school I spent my time
roaming the forests with one of
these companions; through them
I came to know the forest work-
ers who gathered rattan from the
climbing palm of that name, or
burned wood for charcoal. They
were fine people who usually
spent many days at a time alone
in the forest and who knew all its
animals and plants intimately.

One day when I was about 10
years old Sando, one of my fath-
er’s preparators, became very
angry because I had run off into
the jungle by myself. It was his
responsibility to see that I was
returned safely home each day.
In order to scare me he told me,
half teasing, about a jungle crea-
ture called the Ahool. This, he
said, was a female ghost that
would pick up a young man and
take him to a waterfall . . .

I was not impressed. This was
a standard local myth. So Sando,
in a hushed voice, reiterated that
the Ahool is female, adding,
“She is very wicked. Her arms
are flat from the elbow down,
and her back is a-bristle with
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sharp spines like those of a por-
cupine.”

I was somewhat impressed this
time. However, being the son of
a zoologist, I pointed out to him
that no race of backboned ani-
mals could be all females. Sando
never forgave me.

Many years later when after
high school in Holland I was
back in my homeland of Java,
one of my particular interests
was a bird known as the Spine-
tailed Swift whose nesting habits
were not then known. I fancied
that it might nest behind water-
falls like its relative, the Giant
Swift. There were over 100 water-
falls in the valleys fanning out on
our side of the mountain peaks
and many of these poured over
cliffs that formed overhangs, so
that there were galleries behind
them.

Knowing that the best and
longest rattan palms grow up
vertical cliffs, especially near
waterfalls, I put out a call for the
most experienced collector of
this material and a wonderful
old gentleman, PaHaltam, final-
ly came to me. He must have
been 80 years old and he smelled
of all the aromatic resins and
other jungle products he col-
lected and sold. He told me he
did know where the Spine-tailed
Swift were breeding. As the best
place he named ‘‘The Waterfall
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of the Gong,” about a day’s
journey distant on foot.

The following Friday, which
PaHaltam pronounced auspj-
cious, we made the trek and ar-
rived about 200 yards above the
falls an hour before sundown.
We made camp and cut a path
through the jungle to the crest
of this gong-sounding cascade.
That evening at sundown I took
up my stand in company with
my assistant preparator, Akik,
and another local helper. Sure
enough, swifts came swooping
right through the falling water
into their safe hideaway behind.
But those we saw were Giant
Swifts. After dark, we returned
to camp.

Old PaHaltam handed me a
steaming cup of local coffee and
asked in a most matter-of-fact
way if I had heard the Ahool. I
nearly dropped my coffee cup
and Sando actually squirmed.
He still had not forgiven me for
ridiculing his mention of this
matter years before. There was
a prolonged silence while we
stared open-mouthed at old Pa-
Haltam.

“The Ahool,” he repeated, it
flew right over you, Gamparan
(Sir). Did you hear it too, San-
do?”’

‘“Most certainly, Gan. It called
three times as it flew by, follow-
ing the river upstream,’” Sando
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replied rather apathetically.

“How did it call?’’ I asked.

““AH-O00o000l,” PaHaltam im-
itated.

‘““PaHaltam,” I asked,
you ever see an Ahool?”’

“Sumuhun dawuh” (yes, with
your permission), he replied.

““When I had three children, I
camped somewhere along this
same river bank to gather rat-
tan. I had not yet lost my eye. As
usual, I was alone. I worked till
dusk. Then I would cook my
meal and after eating it stretch
out until about midnight because
the fire had to be tended once
more. The waking coincided with
my wanting to urinate. One night
when I woke up I found that
there was company. I saw a dark
form the size of a child of about
one-year-old faintly outlined by
the light of the glowing embers. I
half rose, shoved smouldering
logs on the heap and presently
there were little flames. Now I
saw what sat there — Ahool. It
had gray hair. Its head looked
like a monkey’s. The strangest
thing was that its feet were ma-
lik katukang (turned backward),
showing the heels in front. It was
a male. I saw its sex organ plain-
ly. Do not believe the silly stories
of Ahools being female! I saw a
male one, no mistaking, with
both my eyes!”

“What did you do?’’ I asked.

“did
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“I did not stir. I only stared.
But the visitor grew uneasy. It
shuffled clumsily backward,”’—
PaHaltam made a slightly wob-
bling movement with his behind
— “and suddenly spread its
wings, which had claws as I had
seen, and it disappeared from

sight, uttering its call, ‘Ah-
0OOo0000!’!”* S

Our companions shivered but
PaHaltam insisted, ‘“There is

nothing to fear. Believe an old
man!”’

I was very impressed and,
anxious to learn more, asked the
first question that came to my
lips. “What does the Ahool feed
on, PaHaltam?”’

“Big fish,” came the immedi-
ate reply, ‘‘and especially the
soro.” (This is a fair-sized river
fish which inhabits some of the
streams of this region.)

PaHaltam continued, ‘“Gam-
paran, let me explain. The Ahool
has forearms that are flat with
claws on top of them. It grabs
fish from underneath the stones
of the river bed. For that reason
it lives only along rivers which,
like this one, have plenty of fish
— big fish.”’

This I did not quite believe but
I pressed on with my questions.
“Where does it hide or sleep dur-
ing the day?’’ I asked.

‘“In caves, mostly beneath or
behind waterfalls,”” he answered
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without the least hesitation.

I had time for only one more
question before PaHaltam decid-
ed, as is the way of the ancient,
that he had enough of the sub-
ject. “You mean, PaHaltam,
that the Ahools do not frequent
river valleys where there are
only small fish in the waters?”’

“That is correct, Gamparan.
I never heard of an Ahool east of
this river.” And the discussion
was closed.

Sometime later I brought up
the subject with my father’s
chief ‘‘preparator,” Pakih, who
had been with us for over 10
years. He personally had not
seen an Ahool but a cousin of his
had. His cousin was a profes-
sional hunter and had reported
the incident as follows:

“The River Tjiletuh divides
the basin roughly in two; the
east side is cultivated, the west
side is virgin forest.”’” (This basin
lies on Java’s south coast and is
surrounded by a great horseshoe
of steep moutain walls. Two wa-
terfalls tumble into this.) ‘“Last
year (1925) there raged a fright-
ful rain and lightning storm.
That afternoon I wanted to visit
a friend living beyond the wood-
ed west side but stayed at home
to let the storm tide over. About
an hour after the rains stopped
the water of the Tjiletuh had
fallen sufficiently to venture a

crossing. Being in a- hurry, I
borrowed a horse and, being a
hunter, took my gun along. By
means of a raft hooked onto a
steel cable I made the crossing
in safety and soon was riding
under a canopy of great thorny
bamboos.

“I had traveled about half-a-
mile when I saw an animal land
on the road not more than 50 feet
ahead. It sat upright, with folded
wings. The pony stopped abrupt-
ly. It quivered, whinnied and
snorted. I was so frightened I
could not move for the first mo-
ments while the creature stared
at me. It refrained from any sort
of action. When I had recovered
from my bewilderment I reached
for my gun. This movement in-
duced the creature to shift back-
ward. It then spread its great
wings and flew away, crying, ‘Ah-
00O0o000l1!’ It disappeared around
the curve of the road. I sent a
round of buckshot after it but it
must have gone wild. Having
had enough, I turned my mount
and galloped homeward.”

Pakih’s cousin said that the
Ahool was the size of a one-year-
old child. The face was like a
man’s and that was what fright-
ened him. The feet were stubby.
He said the eyes were black and
large.

I wondered aloud if Pakih’s
cousin had not seen a large local
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owl called a Hinkik (Ketupa ja-
vanica) one of a group known as
fish-owls. Pakih was as nearly
insulted as I had ever seen him.

“A Hinkik!”> he spat. “My
cousin is an experienced hunter.
He never would mistake a Hin~
kil for an Ahool!”

This story from Pakih whom I
had known and trusted most of
my life finally brought me to my
senses. Just because this crea-
ture was unknown to science did
not mean it did not exist. After
all, my father had discovered
many birds previously unknown
to science and my brothers and I
had helped him. Western Java in
those days still was interlaced
with primeval forests. So what
was so extraordinary about an
unknown flying animal?

In 1932 a boyhood friend and I
took a week off and went on a
hunt in the game reserve at a
small place called Tjeuri. We
were lucky enough to have two
experienced, local hunters start
out with us at 2:00 A.M. It was an
unfruitful hunt but that night,
while waiting for our supper in
the house of the headman of the
village, I asked our new friends
to tell us their hunting experi-
ences. We were well rewarded.
An old and wise professional
hunter who was sitting opposite
me, his emaciated, angular face
chiseled by the glow of the fire,
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suddenly came alive when I
asked as casually as possible
whether he ever had heard of the
Ahool.

‘“Yes, Gamparan,” he said.

“Did you ever see it?”’ I asked.

‘“Yes, Gamparan. I met it
once.”’

““Would you tell us about it?”’

A younger member of the
household lit a lantern and hung
it from the rafters. Smoke curled
up from the fire. The womenfolk
went quietly about their busi-
ness. We sat silent and expectant
and the hunter told us this story:

“Some years ago we went on a
hunt for banteng (a kind of
wild buffalo) which had retired
into an almost inaccessible
thicket of wild cane. We set our
dogs on them but we could not
move about fast enough and we
never saw more than the tips of
their horns. During all this the
sky turned blue-black and then
came that storm. We gave up
hunting and hurried back to the
Tjilaki river but we found it a
tearing flood with whole trees
hurtling past and boulders thun-
dering along the river bed below.
We were soaked to the skin and
it was too wet to make a fire for
the night, and there were many
tigers thereabouts. It was mnot
good.

“Then somebody remembered
that there was a lelés tree (a kind
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of giant fig) that spanned the
gorge somewhat downstream.
We headed for this and, after
some rough going, found it span-
ning the torrent with its roots
still engaged in one bank but
now only a spear’s height above
the waters. Luckily, since the
tree was still alive, strong
branches had grown upward
from its fallen trunk and these
made good handholds for us. We
started to cross in single file, I
being the second in line, and the
dogs being hauled over on short
leashes. Suddenly the lead man
stopped and pointed.

““ ‘Ahool,” he said. I came up
and peered over his shoulder.

“There, only a few yards
ahead of us stood a creature with
a body about the size of a one-
year-old child; bulu hiris (dark
gray) in color, with a head like a
macaque monkey or a gibbon
(ape). It was on our tree-trunk
bridge and, at first, it did not
budge but just stared at us. The
men behind were yelling over the
uproar of the river. Then one of
the dogs yelped. The Ahool rose a
little on its feet, leaned over,
hopped off the tree trunk, opened
its wings, and flew off ngajapak
(cumbersomely) downstream.
Some spearlengths off it called
out, only once, ‘AH-O0Qoo00l.” I
never saw another one but I
heard them some other times.”’
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The hunter’s lean jaws literal-
ly clicked shut. The crowd which
had gathered was silent. I just
had to say something.

“Wasn’t it a big owl?”’ I asked
lamely.

“No!” The hunter regarded
me with real contempt. ‘“An owl
is an owl. The Ahool is unmis-
takable, for sure! Besides,” he
continued, ‘‘no animal has its
feet turned backwards like the
Ahool, and all of us saw that
distinetly.”’

Subdued, I asked meekly how
it flew.

“Tjara kalong” (like a flying
fox, one of the large fruit bats
that inhabit the Orient), came
the answer. For a zoologist this
was a significant statement;
things began to fall into place in
my mind.

This was by no means the last
of the stories I heard firsthand
from hunters and even from Eu-
ropeans resident in western
Java. In the Japanese prison
camp I met a Reverend Kuchen-
ius. He was bedridden and I
spent hours talking with him. He
was a man of culture, of science,
and of the heart. Once I men-
tioned the call of the Ahool and
I was startled to see him heave
himself up on his litter.

‘At last, I hear a white man
say that he heard it, too!”’

He was very excited and took
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my hand. I asked him to tell me
of if.

It transpired he and his family
had lived on the western foothills
of the Pangarango, whereas I
had lived on the southern foot-
hills. He was enchanted with na-
ture and one day it was reported
to him that a rare blue orchid
was blooming on the crest of a
nearby waterfall. With some
friends and helpers he went
there and camped for the night.
The entire party heard the Ahool
call three times in the late eve-
ning. None of them ever got
over it.

In 1962 I published an invitation
in a bi-weekly magazine in Hol-
land asking for information on
the Ahool from anyone who had
encountered the creature in
western Java. I received two in-
teresting replies.

Mr. E. H. Mielatz wrote at
considerable length about Ileg-
ends and folklore connected with
the Ahool which he had gath-
ered. He went on to say he and
his chauffeur once had stopped
at the crest of the divide between
Tjibeber and Tjiharum, one mid-
night in 1937. It was a clear
moonlight night and a deep dark
ravine lay below them. Suddenly
the chauffeur, Otong, gestured
for silence as an eerie call rose
from below. ‘“That sounds like
the Ahool,” he whispered.
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They heard it again and again.

Mr. Mielatz said he tried to
dismiss this as the wail of a
kampong dog or of an owl but,
he wrote, I stood there listening
until I felt my western-trained
mind crumble and the ‘myster-
ious East’ crept cold up my
spine, stirring the hairs on my
neck.”

He wrote that, like everybody
else who has heard this call, he
was convinced it was the cry of a
mammal, not of a bird.

The other respondent whose
communication impressed me
was a Mr. G. J. van Maars-
seveen now resident of the
Hague. He related that many
years ago he had met a Sundan-
ese in the forest near Tjisondari,
in our same area, who was badly
wounded on both arms. When
asked what had happened the
man’s companions said, “Dika-
dek aul” which means, literally,
“hacked by an Ahool.”” There
are adequate words for ‘‘cut,”
“chop,” ‘‘slash,” and so on but
this means ‘‘hack’ and only
hack, which means with a flat
thing. Note that the Ahool’s fore-
arms are said to be ‘‘flat.”

I could go on relating reports
from all manner of observers
whom I consider reliable. But
does all this have any relation-
ship to anything similar else-
where? The surprising answer is
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that the Ahool of western Java
is not, it appears, alone in the
world.

Similar, if not identical, crea-
tures have been widely reported
throughout the Old World equa-
torial belt, and this distribution
is of particular significance be-
cause it coincides with the distri-
bution of another group of mam-
mals which closely resemble
the Ahool — namely the Greater
Bats, sometimes called the Fruit
Bats or, precisely, Megachirop-
tera. Ahool-like creatures have
been reported from the moun-
tains of Vietnam, Samoa, Mad-
agascar, the region of southern
Tanganyika and northern Mo-
zambique, and from the Came-
roon in West Africa.

My belief that these animals
are huge bats is based on a num-
ber of odd features that have re-
peatedly cropped up in the now
numerous reports that I have
collected over nearly half a cen-
tury.

First is the matter of the ani-
mal having its feet pointing
backwards. The only mammals
having this characteristic are
the bats, as any photograph will
show. Most bats, when not in
flight, hang upside down, which
is the reason for this orientation
of their hind feet. Now, the
Ahool is said to stand upright,
like a bird. Should a large bat be
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able to do this its feet would
naturally turn backwards, show-
ing its heels in front. That the
Ahool is a mammal and not a bird
is, I think, amply suggested by
the fact that it is said to have
visible sex organs and a face like
a monkey. The gliding mammals
— Flying Squirrels, Kolugos,
Anomalures, etc. —never make
a noise while in flight. Only bats
do so, and then mostly for direc-
tion-finding by their ‘‘sonar’ ap-
paratus.

The Ahool often is reported as
having ‘flat forearms.’”” This
seems odd but if you will look at
a bat at rest, with its flight arms
folded, you will note that the
combined surfaces of the two
arm bones, with the backward
directed closed fingers, do form
a flat-looking appendage. More-
over, the Ahool is said to have
claws on its arms. This is anoth-
er bat-like feature. In the case in
which a human was said to have
been “hacked” by an Ahool, the
word used in Sudanese would fit
exactly ‘‘striking by a claw’ on
the tip of the folded wing of a
giant bat.

Many bats, especially of the
group known as the Molossidae
as well as the famous Blood-lap-
ping Bat, can run about on all
fours like other mammals. Some
Molossus have been seen to rise
up on their hind legs, using their
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somewhat forwardly extended
wings as props, to reach food
with their mouths. It is only one
stage from this to sitting up or
adopting an erect position when
on the ground, like a penguin.
Several times I have found ex-
tended pairs of scrape marks on
broad paths in the forests. These
may have been caused by an
Ahool’s using its inversely hooked
claws to brake its landing speed.

The Ahool is said to live behind
waterfalls, to be nocturnal, and
to feed on fish. These notions
may sound ridiculous but many
bats dwell in caves behind wa-
terfalls and skip in and out round
the side of the cascades. The
room or ‘‘gallery’ behind the
upper part of a high waterfall
very well may be among the few
sanctuaries remaining.

There are fish-eating bats;
most notably the tropical Amer-
ican Hare-lipped Bats (Noctilion-
idae) that have excessively long
claws on their hind feet with
which they scoop shrimp and
small fish from rivers and lakes.

The only other suggestion as to
the =zoological nature of the
Ahool and its possible relatives
in other countries is that they
may be reptiles — left-over Pter-
odactyls, some of which are
known from fossil remains to
have had wingspans of over 12
feet. This suggestion was made
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first by Frank Lane when he was
discussing Ivan Sanderson’s
firsthand account of a large fly-
ing creature he and his compan-
ions observed sailing down a riv-
er in the Assumbo Mountains in
the Cameroon, West Africa.
However, reptiles for the most
part are silent. Also, we have no
fossil skulls of Pterodactyls that
show a short muzzle and flat-
tened face; we have no evidence
that any of them ever stood on
their hind legs.

My contention, therefore, is
that there are kinds of large bats
now scattered sparsely over the
Old World tropical areas that
may be about the size of a one-
year-old human child with a
wingspan of 10 to 12 feet.

They must be considerably con-
fined in their present distribution
by having chosen, as it seems, to
dwell behind cataracts and to eat
fish. Being nocturnal, they must
have safe retreats for daytime
rest and breeding purposes.

Because of their rather grue-
some appearance and because
they are seen so seldom they have
become a myth among local peo-
ples. Clearing of forests will
bring them into the open and
cause their extinction.

If only my fellow zoologists
will not scoff at the tales about
this creature, perhaps it will be
possible to capture an Ahool.

projecting one’s mental conceptions
and imagination into the outer world
of reality; mastering the laws of
psychic phenomena; wresting from
nature her dynamic secrets, thus
changing frustration, failure and fear
into achievement and abundance;
discovering new richness in life by
attuning one’s mind to the Cosmic
Mind, divine guidance; changing
one’'s patterns of thinking from
negative to positive, thus attaining
almost unbelievable powers.

Those who are mainly interested in
money and material possessions will
find the book of great value, for on

these matters it places repeated
emphasis. Those, however, who seek
spiritual development, to fulfill the
injunction of Socrates — “know thy-
self” — should be aware that stu-
dents in the Orient, notably India,
long have practiced what they call
Vairagya, which means etymologi-
cally “without color,” referring to the
emotional content in ‘‘desire” or
“attachment.””

SUGGESTIVE OF EXTRA-CEREBRAL MEM-
ORY, by H. N. Banerjee, P. K. Mathur, &
S. C. Mukherjee. Department of Parapsy-
chology, University of Rajasthan, Jaipur,
India, 1965. 159 pages, $3.50.

‘“Extra-cerebral memory’’ is Ban-
erjee’s rather cumbersome designa-
tion for cases suggestive of reincar-
nation. His previously-published
monographs have been concerned
with contemporary instances of chil-
dren who claim to recall a previous
life. Here, however, he and his co-
workers present a case already 40
years old. Its importance lies in the
fact that Prabhu’s statements con-
cerning his alleged life as Hurbux all
were recorded by investigators be-
fore any attempt was made to verify
them, A goodly percentage of the
details turned out to be accurate.
Prabhu then was taken to the village
where Hurbux had lived, and he
correctly led the way to Hurbux’'s
house unaided.

As the documentation for the case
previously had been available only in
Hindi and French, the authors have
performed a useful service in mak-
ing the facts available in English.
They furthermore have undertaken
the seemingly hopeless task of find-
ing still-living witnesses, with sur-
prising success.

One can appreciate the difficulty —
approaching total frustration — of
trying to establish facts in a land
where birth, marriage and death
certificates are nonexistent. The
testimony of extant witnesses tends
partly to confirm, partly to refute the
findings of the original investigators.
Even allowing for discrepancies and
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the favorable attitude towards rein-
carnation on the part of most of the
witnesses, one cannot help being
impressed by the Prabhu case as a
whole.

The authors have promised simi-
larly to present the noted case of
Shanti Devi (who is still living,
incidentally). This reviewer looks for-
ward eagerly to further studies of
this sort, certainly one of the most
exciting and fruitful areas of investi-
gation in present-day psychic re-
search. — David Techter.

contact with the eternal -creative
sound current, called variously the
“Word,” Holy Spirit, Logos or Nam.

10, and the quality is holding up very
well. Judging by the present book it
is even improving, which is saying a
good deal.

This is a book that helps one to get
below the surface of things and to
see life in three dimensions, maybe
four. In a word, it promotes aware-
ness, the essence of conscious living.
What more can I say about a book of
thoughtful essays, all very good?
You either like that kind of writing
or you don’t. If you do, here is very
good fare loaded with well-told
human incidents — and one that is
simian.

Marcus Bach is so skilled a
literary craftsman that I wish he
would try his hand at a philosophical
novel — it should be good. So far as I
know he hasn’t, yet, but there’s
always hope. For the present, we can
ponder with him the words that are
the theme of this book — words of a
Buddhist monk: “What do you see
when you look at a rose?

These are
words around which a perceptive
soul could write an inspiring book —
and that is what Marcus Bach has
done.

THE WAY OF THE MYSTIC, by Evan
Teller. Exposition Press, New York, N.Y.,
1965. 194 pages, $5.00.

This little book with the relatively
large price tag is a synthesis of the
author’s thoughts on virtually every
topic one might name, from “intui- .

But
unlike Charles Fort, Mr. Teller
breaks down his thoughts into cate-
gories of about a page each — these,
incidentally, taking the place of
chapters per se.

MONK, by Daisetz Teitaro Suzuki. Univer-
sity Books, Inc., New Hyde Park, N.Y., 1965.

ANCIENT MAN OR HOAX?

My husband and I recently attend-
ed a carnival owned by the Gooding
Amusement Company and we viewed
an exhibit that left us both amazed
and perplexed. This exhibit showed
the remains of a petrified, nine-foot
giant in a glass-topped coffin.

This creature, according to the
blown-up newspaper clipping mount-
ed on the front of the exhibit, was
discovered in the Ural Mountains in
Siberia in 1900. It isn’t clear who
found the body but a man in New
Orleans (no name given) owned it
until recently (‘‘recently” wasn’t de-

fined and there was no dateline on
the clipping). It was exhibited at the
New York World’s Fair in 1937 and
scientists have examined it but for
some reason can’t determine if it is
really the remains of some ancient
man or if it is a man-made hoax.

I must admit it looks authentic
except for three things:

First, the abdominal cavity is
open and one rib partially exposed.
This bone doesn’t seem to be petri-
fied as is the rest of the body. It is
white and looks too “fresh”.

Second, the wrinkles on the fore-
head are deep and well-defined like
those of a living man. The skin on
the forehead, although darkened and
hard-looking, does not appear to be
dehydrated as does the body.

Third, the upper teeth which are
visible under the blackened lips all
seem to be incisors, even where the
canine teeth should be.

Aside from these points, the rest of
the body seems to be authentic.

No mention was made in the clip-
ping about the carbon 14 test. This
test would reveal the true age of the
creature and whether it is a hoax or
not. It seems that so important a
discovery as a nine-foot giant should
have been placed in the Smithsonian
or some other scientific institute.

There has been a great deal of
doubt about the Abominable Snow-
man and the enormous human foot-
prints discovered on the bottom of
the Arctic Ocean by Columbia Uni-
versity scientists. If more evidence
could be gathered to prove the petri-
fied giant in the carnival exhibit is
actually the remains of a once-living
human, perhaps some of the doubt
about the existence of other possi-
ble giants could be dispelled and
more time and effort spent on dis-
covering where they came from and
whether or not they still exist some-
place in the world.

FREIGHT INCIDENT

The article on “car no. 3” in the
October, 1965, issue of FATE is inter-
esting. Eighteen years before that in-
cident, in 1901, the Buffalo & Susque-
hanna R.R. had extended its tracks
from Wharton, Potter Co., to Duboise
and the coal fields westward. The
track was finished and heavy trains
were running daily.

Just before President McKinley
was shot at the Pan American
Exposition, an excursion train was
run from the lumber towns to
Buffalo. On its return it was running
30 miles an hour up the first fork of
the Sinnemahoning Creek. A train of
29 boxcars loaded with lumber was
coming down the same track. Obvi-
ously a mistake had been made: the
excursion train was to have passed
at Birges Run while the freight was
to pass at Lusbaugh, six miles below.
Instead, the freight was making 60
miles per hour running down the first
fork. The trains met on a blind
curve.

A 20-year-old Negro from the deep
south was riding on the second
boxcar behind the engine at the time
of collision. The two boxcars jack-
knifed upward and the Negro was
hurled 40 feet and over a fence,
landing in six inches of dust — unin-
jured.

The boxcars and lumber were
smashed to splinters when the freight
jackknifed outward in the curve.

Just before the crash the engineer
on the passenger-engine applied the
air brakes. The smaller passenger-
engine telescoped all the way into the
cab of the larger freight-engine.

SHIPBOARD GHOST

The picture on page 57 of the
January, 1966, issue of FATE show-
ing the ghost on the old Constellation
interests me very much. As a boy I
visited the Constellation while she
was anchored in the Patapsco River
near Ft. McHenry.

While serving in the Coast Guard
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in 1926 I was given a general court-
martial aboard -the cutter Apache,
berthed at the same pier as the
Constellation where the picture was
taken. My counsel, then the lieuten-
ant-commander in charge of that dis-
trict of the Naval Reserve, was part
Cherokee. I am part Cherokee. I was
talking to another part-Cherokee in
my hotel this morning about the
Constellation article when my land-
lord walked in. He is half Choctaw. A
few moments ago I looked out my
window and saw a friend, an Apache,
walking by. An Indian from Mexico
lives in the next room. There are so
many coincidences involving Indians
here that it would not surprise me if
the officer in the picture was of
Indian blood. Why not have the Navy
Department check the names and
records of the officers of that period
to ascertain if any were of Indian
blood ?

Years later I was employed at
night at Fort McHenry as a watch-
man and a few feet from the pier
where the picture of the ghost was
taken was a key with which I
punched my time-clock at 12 mid-
night. After that I would pass the
pier, then enter a building to punch
at another key station on the second
floor. In a large room on that floor
there seemed to be a strange silence
which affected me considerably. A
dog that accompanied me on my
rounds hated to go through that
room. He stayed close to me and
many times barked for no apparent
reason. In the other buildings I felt
very much at ease and the dog would
romp and play and scamper around
with no sign of fear.
