ONE OF THE fascinating 
things about this job as 

columnist for FATE Magazine is 
that we always are turning up 
startling information that doesn't 
seem to fit into any pattern we 
know. All kinds of things con­
stantly happen that aren't 
understandable in human terms 
perhaps only because we don't 
have the tools or data to under­
stand them. They are beyond our 
ken. They seem like nonsense. 

For example, one day a Nev­
ada State Fish and Game War­
den named Dick Seneker was 
driving through Bullhead City, 
Ariz., on the. Arizona side of the 
Colorado River and he stopped 
at a sporting goods store owned 
by Oran C. Buck, now retired. 

Hanging in the store he saw the 
horns of a mountain sheep that 
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looked bigger than any bighorn 
ram he ever had seen. "They 
just didn't seem right," Seneker 
said. "The curl was different 
from that of the desert bighorn. I 
asked Buck if he would mind if I 
took the horns with me to photo­
graph and study." 

Inquiry disclosed that the 
horns had been found in a small 
cave hidden on the slopes of a 
mile-high barren mountain in a 
remote section of the Nevada des­
ert by a prospector who was 
impressed by their size and gave 
them to Buck in 1957. Dead 
Mountain, where the horns were 
found, is part of the Newberry 
Range. According to Charles Hil­
linger of the Los Angeles Times, 
"There are no roads within miles 
of the cave. Dead Mountain is 
one· of the hottest, driest, loneli­
est spots in America. Desert big-
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horn sheep roam the range. The 
prospector thought the horns 
were just an unusually large set 
from these sheep." 

Dick Seneker, the game war­
den, thought otherwise. He and 
Al Jones of the Nevada Fish and 
Game Commission found the 
outer curve of the right horn was 
54 inches, the left was 54½ 
inches. The spread from tip to tip 
was 44½ inches. No sheep horns 
from the Americas ever have 
been that big. 

Seneker did a wise thing. He 
sent the horns to the Smithsonian 
Institution. They identified them 
as those of a Marco Polo ram 
which is found only in Tibet! 

Now, this raises all kinds of 
questions which we do not pro­
pose even to try to answer. Note 
that there were no sheep bones 
with the horns when they were 
found, although the skull was in­
tact. Maybe there is a simple ex­
planation here which has eluded 
everyone so far but frankly we 
don't know what it is. 

Today if you want to see these 
horns they are hanging in the 
same sporting goods store in 
Bullhead City, Ariz., a store now 
owned by Bill and Shirley Pey­
ton.

human minds is the mass suicide 
of more than 100 false killer 
whales near Fort Pierce, Fla., 
the middle of January. The 
whales ran up onto the beach 
despite frantic efforts by men to 
keep them off. 

''They seemed determined to 
do away with themselves," says 
Weldon Lewis, St. Lucie County 
Administrator. 

Coastguardsmen and conser­
vation officials did everything 
they could to save the animals. 
Using four boats they repeatedly 
hauled them out of shallow water 
into the open sea. Then their 
would-be human benefactors 
tried to make the whales swim in 
circles in the ocean, hoping they 
would lose their sense of direc­
tion. 

"But they just kept pulling 
back," said Jerry Rogers of the 
Palm Beach Office of the Depart­
ment of Natural Resources. "It 
was hopeless." 

False killer whales are from 15 
to 20 feet long. Reports indicate 
that as many as 200 of them may 
have run up onto the beach. 
Whatever the reason for the 
disaster, the remaining whales on 
the following days headed for 
the open sea and were saved. 

No one knows what causes 
such mass beaching of whales. 
Biologists suggest that the slope 
of certain beaches may be such 
as not to reflect back the whales'

echo-locating signals - so the 
whales think they are in open 
water.

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moving at a maximum speed of 
four miles an hour. "I picked up 
the object at a depth of about 500 
feet and tracked it for two min­
utes and 19 seconds," Love ex­
plained. "It moved parallel to 
the boat, moved toward the boat, 
then turned and moved away 
from the boat. We finally lost 
contact when it was at a depth 
of about 400 feet and 825 feet 
away. 

"It had to be animate to move 
as it did through the midwater 
region. It had to be something 
very large. At one point it was 
moving faster than the boat car­
rying our equipment." 

This is the second sonar read­
ing of a large moving object in 
the loch. Love concludes that 
Loch Ness must be the home of a 
large animal that moves about 
underwater. 

And what kind of monster? 
Mackal suggests as a likely can­
didate some non-air-breathing 
animal that feeds on fish. Or it 
could be a giant eel or a giant 
squid or some other giant mol­
lusk. On the other hand, if it is 
air-breathing it could be related 
to the manatee or sea cow, al­
though these animals are vege­
tarians. 

Mackal answers the question 
of why no dead bodies of mon­
sters ever are found by saying 
the loch is too cold for bodies to 
bloat and float.

tains near the South Pole - could 
be as significant as the still 
sought-for Loch Ness monster. 

Officials of the National Sci­
ence Board have verified the 
discovery of the fossil remains of 
a Lystosaurus, a reptile of the 
Triassic Age, in the Alexandra 
Range. 

In addition to raising the ques­
tion of how this hippopotamus­
like reptile could exist on the 
landmass of what is now a fro­
zen continent the discovery 
raises other questions and sug­
gests one answer: 

It provides additional proof 
that all the southern continents 
once were joined in a gigantic 
landmass that broke up and 
whose fragments drifted apart. 
Lystosaurus have been found in 
great numbers in South Africa 
and in part of Asia and it is con­
sidered impossible that this two­
to-four-foot creature could have 
migrated across open ocean. It 
must have lived on Antarctica 
when Antarctica was joined to 
the other southern lands.

other butterflies and moths, have 
extensible brushlike structures 
at the rear of their abdomens. 
The brushes consist of a pair of 
tufted stalks called "hairpen­
cils." Under magnification they 
resemble a beautiful Japanese 
chrysanthemum with its profu­
sion of long narrow petals. 

These "hairpencils" are used 
by the butterfly in mating. In 
normal courtship they produce 
and conduct an aphrodisiac se­
cretion which acts to seduce the 
female. The male overtakes her 
in flight and brushes some of the 
seductive material against her 
antenna and head. She promptly 
alights and he brushes more of 
the material over her. Then he 
alights and they mate. Without 
the aphrodisiac material or 
"hairpenciling" the female will 
not mate. 

Our purpose in describing this 
strange behavior is to suggest 
how widely divergent are the 
acts of mating among the crea­
tures of our earth. Imagine the 
extent of evolutionary develop­
ment that had to go into the 
origins of the "hairpencils" and 
into the glands that produce the 
aphrodisiac secretion. Yet this is 
only one bizarre type of mating 
behavior on our planet and only 
one bizarre type of physical and 
chemical specialization that 
maintains only one kind of in­
sect.

Manip­
ulation of body chemistry and 
neurophysiology will enable mor­
tals to regenerate lost arms or 
legs; aging will be slowed, stop­
ped and perhaps even reversed." 

Potential abuses? 
M. F. Everett suggests such 

possibilities in a Louisiana Cath­
olic newspaper, The Clarion. 

Artificially, he suggests, a dic­
tator could raise a population to 
order. People might be created 
for one particular slave-type job 
- and be happy at it. Humans 
with specially large brains could 
be created. The human genetic 
code might be changed so that 
people could digest cellulose -
thus solving the world's food 
shortage for a time. 

But Everett asks: "When is 
life 'human'? What is a 'human 
being' if genes are altered to pro­
duce strange mutants? What 
may be done by geneticists with­
out 'tampering' wrongfwly with 
human life? 

"There are awesome questions 
like these to be answered, for 
which theologians may not have 
an answer because science has 
outstripped theology."

IN THE NORTH country for 
years the stories of Paul 

Bunyan, the gigantic logger, and 
his blue ox Babe have been great 
fun-myths. For those of you who 
are unfamiliar with the stories 
let us mention that the events 
narrated in them occurred dur­
ing the winter of the blue snow. 
And for those of you who don't 
believe there is such a thing as 
blue snow, just listen ... 

No less an authority than the 
National Geographic Society has 
records of snow variously colored 
black, brown, bluish-green, red 
and yellow. Some of the more 
exotic colors are caused by a 
minute algae, Sphaerella niva­
lis, which reportedly produces 
amazing effects. 

In 1911, for example, a govern­
ment weather forecaster named 
Ford A. Carpenter, reported a 
bank of red snow in Yosemite 
Valley which looked as if "car­
mine ink had been spilled over 
it. Several of the hoofprints from 
our pack train were splotched 
with red as if the snow crust had 
cut the mules' feet and dyed the 
snow with drops of blood." 

In recent years brown snow 
has fallen in Vermont and New 
Hampshire and pink snow has 
fallen on the small town of 
Cuneo, Italy. Blue-green snow 
has fallen in the mountains of 
Northern California.

TEARS OF RESIN 

A UPI report from South Afri­
ca, reaching us after a six­

month delay, tells of a wooden 
cross that is shedding "tears." 

The history of the cross goes 
back to July 13, 1916, when in 
four days of fighting the Second 
South African Infantry Brigade 
was nearly destroyed by the Ger­
man armies. Out of 121 officers 
and 3,032 men, only 143 person­
nel were left in condition for fur­
ther combat. Another 607 were 
wounded, the rest were killed. 

The battle took place in an 
area called Delville Wood and 
after the war a roughhewn cross 
was cut from a tree on the battle 
scene and taken to a memorial 
garden in Pietermaritzburg, the 
capital of Natal Province. 

Although the cross has been 
standing there more than 50

the crossbar where Christ's 
hands were nailed to His Cross. 
By the middle of July, on the an­
niversary of the battle, the resin 
is dripping to the ground. 

Each August the cross is 
cleaned and all the resin re­
moved. But the following year 
the "resin tears" begin again. 

Forestry experts in Pieter­
maritzburg and faculty mem­
bers from the Natal University 
department of agriculture can 
offer no natural explanation. 
They say trees normally dry up 
within a few months of being cut. 
It is rare for even slow-growing 
resinous wood to seep after two 
years. Heat cannot be a cause 
because July is one of the coldest 
months in Pietermaritzburg.

AGAIN AND AGAIN 

WE HAPPEN TO believe the 
most ridiculous archaeolog­

ical search in history is the 
search for Noah's Ark on the 
slopes of Mount Ararat. It seems 
unbelievable that expeditions 
periodically go forth to seek this 
mythical ship, apparently spend­
ing huge sQms in the process. 

Ever since-----FA'fE began publi­
cation these reports have been 
coming in to us. Each time we 
shake our heads in amazement 
that people can be so gullible as 
to believe: 



I SEE BY THE PAPERS 

(1) There literally was a 
Noah's Ark. 

(2) If there ever was a Noah's 
Ark it landed on Mount Ararat. 

(3) If Noah's Ark did exist and 
did land on Mount Ararat any 
part of it still could survive. 

Of course there was a flood. The 
great Sumerian epics assure us 
there was. And there is strong 
evidence that the Biblical story 
is based in part on these epics. It 
may be one single flood caused 
many of the old legends to per­
sist. However, it also may be 
that "the flood" was a huge tidal 
wave such as we know today 
which can wipe out whole areas 
at a time. However, the experts 
estimate that no ship, not even 
Noah's Ark (they say it was 450 
feet long), could survive one of 
these tidal waves. 

In the latest of the searches, 
Ralph E. Crawford, president of 
Search Foundation, Inc., told a 
news conference in Los Angeles 
that an expedition this spring 
will climb the 17,000-foot slopes 
of Mount Ararat to study ways of 
melting a 100 x 450-foot ice field 
where, presumably, the Ark is 
preserved. 

A French explorer named 
Fernand Navarra reputedly 
found timbers in a deep crevasse 
in the ice field and said he be­
lieved they came from the Ark. 
Radiocarbon dating of the wood, 
according to Crawford, dated the 
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wood at 4,000 to 5,000 years old. 
This year the expedition will 

merely reconnoiter the area. In 
1971 they will seek to melt the 
ice field with steam. 

Amazingly enough, the project 
reportedly is being undertaken 
with the approval of the Turkish 
Government.

A WITCH NAMED BEULAH 

THE INFORMATION Center 
on the Massachusetts Turn­

pike in Charlton is a two-story 
brown wooden house which is a 
replica of the John Ward House 
in Salem, Mass. The center was 
opened July 1, 1966, and pres­
ently is staffed by nine persons. 

Last year 161,000 persons 
signed the register at the center 
and probably more than 200,000 
persons visited it. Despite the 
fact that it's so new and despite 
all the traffic through it, some 
mighty strange things are going 
on there, according to Robert L. 
Hassett's report in the Boston 
Herald Traveler. 

Doors slam without apparent 
reason, windows open - and 
once a broom moved from one 
side of a room to the other. 

Mrs. Bess Pursell, an em­
ployee, explains that she and her 
fellow-workers have invented a 
witch named Beulah to whom 
they attribute responsibility for 
the strange occurrences. "Beu-
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lah spends most of her time in 
the storeroom," Mrs. Pursell told 
Hassett. 

"Of course we don't really 
think the house is haunted," said 
Mrs. Pursell. "It's the wind." 

She said several witnesses saw 
the wind - or Beulah - go into 
action one day. "It was a very 
warm day and all of the windows 
were open. There was a box of 
paper towels on the floor of the 
men's room. The door was closed 
and all of a sudden it flew open 
and the paper towels came flying 
out pretty as a picture." 

The wind also has been re­
sponsible for all the creaking 
and door-slamming going on 
since the center opened. "Still, I 
don't think I'd stay here at 
night," Mrs. Pursell said. 
"There's too much creaking."

FATE 

At the lower level of the cave's 
diggings Gorman found pebble 
tools, flakes, pottery, domes­
ticated seeds of peas, beans and 
root plants. They are radio­
carbon dated to 11,690 years ago 
and there is evidence that the 
cave was occupied as long ago 
as 12,500 years. 

At another university dig in 
northeastern Thailand, Donn 
Bayard, another graduate stu­
dent, found an encrusted bronze 
tool that seems at least 1,000 
years older than the oldest 
Chinese bronze tools. The tool is 
a bronze ax with a socket for the 
handle and was cast in a sand­
stone mold consisting of two 
halves. Although bronze tools 
2,500 years old are not as old as 
some made in the Near East this 
one is especially significant be­
cause of the sophisticated way in 
which the mold was made. 

Since 1931 some experts have 
proposed that seed cultivation 
actually began in Southeast 
Asia. Rice is known to have been 
grown there between 3,500 and 
2,500 B. C. - long before it ever 
was grown in India or China. 
Pottery from Japan has been 
dated as early as 10,000 B. C., 
which is much earlier than any­
thing found in the Fertile Cres­
cent. 

Dr. Froelich Rainey, director 
of the University Museum of 
the University of Pennsylvania, 



told the New York Times, "It 
could very well be true that agri­
culture began in Southeast Asia. 
Several of us have been sus­
picious ( of the Middle East ori­
gins) for some time." 

He pointed out that rice, pigs 
and chickens all originated in 
Southeast Asia.

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SHARON TATE'S 
Tragic Preview of

THE MEANING of a psychic 
experience Sharon Tate re­

lated to me some years ago 
seems obvious now - but it 
didn't at the time. The lovely 
starlet understood it not at 
all - but today it is clear she 
foresaw the manner of her own 
death. 

In my capacity as Hollywood 
correspondent for the Newspaper 
Enterprise Association, Inc., a 
news feature syndicate, I visited 
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IJtu1-t/e1-l 
Sharon Tate's pose in hippie headgear 
seems ironic today in light of senseless 
murders allegedly committed by band of 
hippies. Miss Tate and Roman Polanski, 
brilliant young Polish movie director, were 
married on January 20, 1968. 

the set where Sharon Tate was 
working on a feature film on 
August 1, 1968. I had met Miss 
Tate once or twice before so she 
recognized me. Between scenes 
she invited me into her trailer. 

We talked for a half hour or so 
about her film career, her cur­
rent movie and many other 
things. Then I asked if she ever 
had psychic experiences. It 
wasn't an idle question. I always 
ask the stars and celebrities I 
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interview if they have had such 
experiences at any time in their 
lives. 

I had begun asking that ques­
tion perhaps 15 years ago and I 
find that a surprisingly large 
number of actors and actresses 
recall such experiences. They 
range from simple and common­
place - dija. vu and such - to 
fantastically dramatic stories. 

So I posed my pet question to 
Sharon Tate, one of the most 
beautiful girls to become a 
Hollywood star in many years. 

She answered unhesitatingly, 
"Yes, I have had a psychic ex­
perience - at least I guess that's 
what it was - and it was a ter­
ribly frightening and disturbing 
thing for me. It happened a year 
or so ago. Maybe you can explain 
it." 

I said I wasn't too good an 
"explainer" but I would like to 
hear her story. And this is what 
Sharon Tate related. 

Remember, we talked a year 
before August 8, 1969 - the date 
she, Jay Sebring and the others 
were brutally murdered. 

At the time of her experience 
Sharon Tate was being squired 
around Hollywood by Jay Se­
bring. A steady twosome, both 
exceptionally attractive, they 
made a striking couple. 

Jay was a popular man-about­
town. His profession (he was a 
barber but in Hollywood they

called him a "men's hair sty­
list") might seem a strange one 
to yield a "man-about-town" but 
Jay had made a lot of money" 
styling the hair of the famous 
and near-famous in Hollywood. 
He had become reasonably 
wealthy and had purchased an 
expensive home in an exclusive 
part of the Los Angeles area. 

His house was in Benedict 
Canyon which cuts north from 
Beverly Hills into the mountains. 
The house had been owned years 
earlier by Paul Bern, an agent 
who became famous when he 
married one of his clients, a girl 
named Jean Harlow. 

Bern's house, now belonging to 
Sebring, was located right on 
Benedict Canyon, the street 



that parallels the canyon itself. 
It stood only a mile or so south 
of Cielo Drive, a short street 
that cuts off from Benedict Can­
yon. 

It was in a house at the end of 
Cielo Drive rented by Sharon 
and Roman Polanski, the bril­
liant young Polish director whom 
she married in 1968, the five 
murders took place. 

But Sharon's psychic experi­
ence occurred in Sebring's house. 

Jay had been called to New 
York on business. A New York 
promoter was talking about 
franchising Jay Sebring Hair­
styling Parlors and Sebring was 
there to talk about the deal. 

At that time by sheer coin­
cidence Sharon had no place to 
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live. She had given up her apart­
ment in the expectation that an­
other she had rented would be 
available but there had been a 
delay. She couldn't get into the 
new place for a week or so. She 
was planning to move into a 
hotel when Jay said she could 
stay at his house while he was in 
New York. 

She happily agreed, for she 
was anxious to see the house 
anyway. It was famous in Holly­
wood. Everybody knew that here 
Bern had brought Jean Harlow 
when they first were married. 
Everybody knew, too, that from 
here Jean had walked out on 
him. And here too Bern had com­
mitted suicide. 

* +:· * 
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SHARON MOVED a few things 
into Jay's house in the after­

noon, cooked a little supper, read 
for a while, then went to bed 
early, tired from the moving. 
But she couldn't sleep. 

"I had a funny feeling," she 
told me. There was nothing 
else, nothing external, all in­
ternal. It was just a "funny feel­
ing" that disturbed her and pre­
vented sleep. Every little noise 
- and what house doesn't have 
its little noises? - made her 
jump although she wasn't ordi­
narily skittish or excitable. 

She turned on a bedside lamp, 
mainly to regain a sense of real­
ity. It didn't shed much light but 
enough for her to see something 
stirring outside her bedroom 
door. 

"I saw this creepy little man," 
Sharon said, shuddering involun­
tarily. "He looked like all the 
descriptions I had ever read of 
Paul Bern." 

The vision, or whatever it was, 
made no threatening moves in 
her direction. The figure came 
into the room but did not ap­
proach Sharon's bed. He simply 
prowled around the room, going 
rather fast for what she took to 
be a ghost, and bumping into 
things. He - or it - didn't be­
have as she thought a ghost 
should - nor like a prowler. He 
was moving too fast, he ·was 
clumsy, and he seemed to be 
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almost solid, rather than trans­
parent. 

She didn't like what was going 
on. She jumped out of bed and 
put on a robe and ran down­
stairs. Shortly she wished she 
was back upstairs - for what 
she saw as she ran down the 
flight of stairs was enough to 
make anyone wish to be some­
where else. 

"I saw something or someone 
tied to the staircase," she said. 
"Whoever it was - and I 
couldn't tell if it was a man or 
woman but somehow I knew it 
was either Jay Sebring or 
me - he or she was cut open at 
the throat." 

She said she almost flew past 
this grisly apparition and raced 
into the playroom, wanting a 
drink to steady herself. She was 
sure Jay had a bar somewhere in 
the room or at least a liquor 
cupboard. But she had no way of 
knowing where it was. 

Mysteriously something seem­
ed to tell her - although she 
heard no voice - that she should 
open one of the shelves behind 
the bookcase. She groped around 
and found a tiny button. When 
she pushed it the bookcase open­
ed and behind it was a hidden 
bar. Quickly she poured a stiff 
one and gratefully swallowed the 
liquor. 

She tried to calm down and to 
assess her situation. She told 
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herself the whole thing must be 
just a horrible nightmare. To 
test it she pinched herself - and 
she was delighted to realize she 
had felt nothing. It was only a 
dream. 

Next the same soundless in­
former who had told her how to 
find the bar commanded her -
irrationally it seemed - to tear 
away the wallpaper at the base 
of the bar. This was ridiculous! 
But her curiosity overwhelmed 
her. She tore at the wallpaper 
and it came away easily. Behind 
it was solid copper, a lovely base 
for the bar, which had been pa­
pered over by some boorish for­
mer owner. She peeled away all 
the paper until the beautiful cop­
per was completely revealed. 

Again she reminded herself it 
must all be a dream. The in­
congruity, the apparition up­
stairs, the awful thing on the 
staircase and now the crazy busi­
ness of ripping away wallpaper 
to find solid copper - those are 
the ingredients of dreams. She 
pinched herself again. Still no 
feeling. 

She thought she could go to 
bed now and sleep. She started 
back upstairs. The thing, muti­
lated and gushing blood, still 
was tied to the newel post in the 
downstairs hall. Upstairs the 
creepy little man still prowled 
about. She skirted the former 
and dodged the latter and made 

it safely into the bedroom. Sur­
prisingly, once in bed, she im­
mediately fell into a deep and 
untroubled sleep. 

She awakened, late the next 
morning, to the sound of a male 
voice from below. 

"Hey, Sharon, are you home!" 
She recognized Jay Sebring's 

voice. When she went down­
stairs, he explained the business 
trip had been cut short and he 
was home again. 

As he talked she remembered 
the nightmare and laughed. He 
wondered what she was laughing 
about but she couldn't tell him. It 
would have been too foolish to de­
scribe the two apparitions and 
the crazy business with the bar. 

Then they walked together into 
the playroom and suddenly it all 
became reality again. There was 
the bookcase open and the cop­
per base· shining and the scraps 
of wallpaper on the floor.

SHARON TATE, talking about 
this in the trailer on the 

movie set, laughed again. It was 
the only psychic experience she 
ever had had in her life. Was it a 
dream? Or were there ghosts? 
She asked me what I thought. 

I didn't know what to tell her. 
Perhaps the "creepy little man" 
was a ghost, the troubled spirit 
of Paul Bern. Perhaps the busi­
ness about the bookcase and the 
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wallpaper was feminine intuition 
or an ordinary hunch. But the 
apparition tied to the staircase -
that horrifying figure she felt 
was either Jay or herself- that 
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I couldn't explain at that time. 
Now it seems obvious. What 

could it have been but a preview 
of the horrifying drama to 
come?

LIKE POLICEMEN the world 
over the average New Or­

However, at least one squad on 
the New Orleans force has had 
an eerie experience which has 
given them food for thought. 
. Led by veteran police officer 
Sgt. Derbes Dauphin, the squad 
was called out in the early 
morning hours of November 18, 
1969, to rout burglary suspects 
from the home of Ronald R. 
Sherman. 

Sherman told the officers he 
had arrived home about 1:00 
A.M. from his night's work in a 
French Quarter bar. When he 
attempted to enter his one-room 
apartment he found the door 
locked from the inside. He heard 
voices within so he knocked on 
the door. A man's voice an­
swered and when Sherman 
asked to be admitted into the 
apartment the man inside re­
fused. Sherman couldn't con­
vince the intruders he wanted to 
get into his own apartment. 

When argument failed Sher­
man called the police. Sergeant 
Dauphin knocked on the door 

and called out, "Police!" An an­
gry male voice replied, "Get 
away from that door or I'll shoot 
right through it." 

Dauphin then ordered his men 
to surround the building and 
called for reinforcements. When 
the only window to the upstairs 
apartment was under a patrol­
man's watchful eye Dauphin 
again ordered the intruders to 
come out of the apartment. 
Again a voice refused. 

The sergeant then ordered his 
men to fire tear gas into the 
apartment. After this had been 
done there was no response to 
Dauphin's calls. 

Two husky patrolmen forced 
the door open and found the 
room ransacked. But a search 
for the owner of the voice was 
fruitless. All doors and windows 
leading to the apartment had 
been covered by the police - but 
the trespassers were gone.

Apollo 11 a friend of mine, 
watching the moon spectacular 
on TV, thoughtfully ground out 
the cigarette he was smoking, 
pressed the stub deep into the 
ashtray and said, "If they can 4o 
that, I can do this." 

No one in the room took him 
seriously. He was a two-pack 
smoker. There was nothing 
moralistic about him. He was by 
no means a reformer. At 45 he 
was, to all appearances, a 
healthy specimen of the success­
ful businessman. It turned out, 
however, that he often had tried 
to kick the habit and never had 
made it. But he made it instantly 
when the astronauts set Eagle 
down in the Sea of Tranquility. 

This is not a sermonette 
against cigarette smoking. Nor 
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Has Changed 
Our -Thinking 
By Marcus Bach 

DR. MARCUS BACH, a world­
renowned authority on compar­
ative religions, for many years 
held a professorship at the 
State University of Iowa. 

An eloquent tribute appears 
in the June, 1969, "Congrega­
tionalist": 

"Coming from the German 
Evangelical tradition and or­
dained to its ministry, Bach 
soon wandered far beyond the 
confines of mainstream Protes­
tant denominationalism. Some­
times he speaks of himself as 
a spiritual vagabond ... 

"Many have studied the reli­
gions of the world. Bach is 
almost unique, however, be­
cause of his uncanny ability 
to feel what worshipers experi­
ence under many names and 
in many ways .... " 
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is it a suggestion to wait with 
quitting until the next moon shot. 
It is by way of probing the psi 
factor that represents a fascin­
ating bridge between outer space 
and inner man. Involved in my 
friend's decision was more than 
a mere conscience payment to 
the men who left their bootprints 
in the lunar dust. There is a 
psychic tie in human affairs 
which is becoming more evident 
as man reaches out for new ex­
periences in space. The more we 
expand our outer horizons the 
more we probe within for new 
awarenesses in consciousness. 

You may contend that my 
friend's decision was merely the 
result of suggestibility. The 
daring of an astronaut obviously 
implies that we, too, can be more 
courageous in conquering prob­
lems in our lives. True, but even 
here the element of suggestibili­
ty is subliminal, which is to say 
it is more a matter of subcon­
scious stimulus than direct sug­
gestion. Nothing about the ex­
ploits in outer space say, "Stop 
smoking!" "End the war in Viet­
nam!" "Halt air pollution and 
contamination!" But subliminal­
ly the psi factor impels us more 
than ever to confront these is­
sues with a deepened emotion 
and determination. Nor is this a 
matter of autosuggestion. We 
may think the idea is our own, 
we may contend we are acting 
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volitionally but actually we have 
become clearer channels for 
psychic help in the matter. 

Whoever makes himself an in­
strument of receptivity to this 
hidden stimulus realizes he also 
can be the transmitter of these 
impulses. We live in a highly 
superconscious age. We need to 
speak less because we think and 
feel more. Our attitudes need be 
less obvious because everyone 
seems more highly sensitized 
and catches on faster, and the 
person who remembers this fact 
and who works in the silence, 
recognizing himself as a chan­
nel, sending out his thought­
forms, visualizing end results, is 
bound to be more contemporary 
and more effective than he who 
still insists on living in a four­
dimensional, five-senso"ry world. 

Actually the old four-five world 
is gone. It began to dissolve 
when we first probed the ESP 
factor and started to penetrate 
outer space. It vanished when we 
undertook our journey inward 
and when the moon was brought 
within our reach. 

Three particular changes in 
our thinking have emerged since 
Apollo 11 and each has its para­
normal overview: (1) our think­
ing about God; (2) our thinking 
about the world; (3) our think­
ing about ourselves. Now these 
points have not been written 
about in the press or transmitted 
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vocally or announced via the 
common avenues of communica­
tion. Rather, they are concepts 
recognized and communicated 
parapsychologically. 

Consider the change in our 
thinking about God. When the 
ladder went down on the pock­
marked surface of the moon and 
the white, helmeted figures 
stepped cautiously where man 
never had trod before, God be­
came perceptibly greater in the 
mind of modern man than He 
ever had been before. The psy­
chic wave that flashed through 
the minds of half a billion TV 
watchers was that the Creator of 
the universe, whoever and what­
ever He is and by whatever 
name He is known, is mightier 
than even the Biblical saluta­
tions made Him. One might have 
imagined that just the opposite 
reaction could have occurred. 
After all, when men romp on .the 
moon aren't they beginning to 
catch on to some of God's se­
crets? Wouldn't that make God 
smaller? 

Quite the contrary. The psi 
transmission from the mo.on, 
from the astronauts and from the 
pool of consciousness generated 
a cosmic impact quite apart 
from the dramatic landing. A 
subjective awareness got through 
to us, the universal psyche set up 
new vibrations in the psyche of 
self. We were touching some-

thing far beyond the moon. We 
were responding to forces far 
beyond the range of the sensory 
processes. 

Here's another thing. Stupen­
dous and incredible as the Apollo 
exploit was, and not to rob it of 
its greatness, in the light of the 
magnitude of God's universe it 
was indeed only "one small step 
for man" as Neil Armstrong 
said. The moon is not a star, not 
a planet, but merely a satellite of 
the earth, a short 225,000 miles 
away, and it took us 10,000,000 
years (some say 80,000,000 
years) to take this step. Our 
nearest planet, Venus, is not 
225,000 miles from earth but 
26,000,000. Our most distant 
planets, Neptune and Pluto, are 
not 26,000,000 miles in space but 
2,700,000,000. 

When we talk about these dis­
tances we are still in our own 
solar system and no one yet has 
hazarded a good guess as to how 
many other solar systems there 
may be in the unlimited uni­
verse. All we know is that earth's 
telescopes, straining their ex­
traterrestrial eyes into the heav­
ens have caught hints of gal­
axies beyond our galaxy and 
stars so far away they can be 
measured only in light-years. A 
spaceship traveling 25,000 miles 
per hour would require 150,000 
years to reach our nearest star, 
Alpha Centauri, four-and-a-half 
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light-years from planet earth. 
Most other stars are at least 100 
light-years away. 

Obviously, such speculations 
flashed through our minds when 
we asked, "What next? Where 
next?" Instinctively we said, 
"How great is man! But, 0 God, 
how great Thou art!" The deep­
est impact was supranormal, a 
psi factor induced by the opening 
of a clearer channel with the 
planets themselves and a sudden 
willingness on our part to accept 
cognition as a fact of life. 

Ask my friend. He will tell you 
something struck his soul like a 
flash of light and something, as if 
it were an inner voice, spoke for 
him when he said, "If they can 
do that, I can do this!" 

Our thinking about our world 
and its people also underwent a 
change during the epic invasion 
of the lunar continent. Our social 
consciousness has been eroding 
in certain areas for a long time. 
Most of us have felt a growing 
trend toward depersonalization. 
We have lived in a divided 
world. There seemed no way of 
improving or saving the situa­
tion despite the efforts in the 
field of psychology, political strat­
egy and on the part of our be­
havioral scientists. What was 
needed desperately was some 
supernormal breakthrough into 
man's deeper consciousness. 
Apollo 11 provided at least the 
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beginning of an answer. 
It was not only the impact of 

the fact that some 500,000 scien­
tists and technicians, members 
of management and labor, 
government and people, campus 
and community, people of a wide 
range of racial and cultural 
backgrounds pooled their tal­
ents - we have seen such co­
operative effort in times of 
war - the overriding impact of 
the Apollo program was the re­
sult of something beyond the ob­
vious: the psi factor. Something 
transformed the spirit of man. 
The ontological fact that the 
more universal an idea the 
greater its impact also entered 
the picture. The instant trans­
mission of signals, thoroughly 
defying barriers of space and 
time, made the transmission of 
thought from mind to mind more 
plausible and real. 

As skepticism is removed from 
any field the workability of the 
unseen is heightened. There is a 
mystic force inherent in the rea­
lization that the mind that makes 
the spacecraft is greater than 
the spacecraft which has been 
made, and nothing increases our 
capabilities more than to rid 
ourselves of a sense of limita­
tion. Such thinking, however, is 
in the realm of "spirit" and our 
relationship with the world and 
its people will never be the same 
again since Apollo 11, for a brief 
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period, swept us headlong into 
this awareness. Telepathy is 
easier now and thought transfer­
ence less bizarre since the bar­
riers of doubt have been re­
moved. Doubt always has been 
the static of the mind and dis­
belief our worst kind of local 
interference. 

Shortly after the moon landing 
I attended a seminar in religious 
and social studies at a west coast 
college. One of the students said, 
"Even though we (America) 
were the first to put a man on the 
moon and even though we put 
our flag there, it was as if all 
countries had a part in it. It was 
not so much a matter of getting 
to the moon; it was the one­
ness that we felt with all people 
for a while. Something different 
brought us together." 

The "something different" was 
our response to the Unseen. The 
sense of liberation and cosmic 
union were genuine and per­
suasive even though any attempt 
to explain them with logical pre­
cision would be impossible. We 
still know too little about "psi" 
though we use the term to cover 
the full range of parapsychologi­
cal phenomena. All we know is 
that there are certain periods in 
the individual life and in history 
when the psi "radiation" seems 
to be intensified. 

As a case in point, during the 
Renaissance the scientific revo-

lution and the dramatic dis­
covery of new lands and conti­
nents also induced "something 
different" than the old world had 
known. In those days the psychic 
impact was referred to as "the 
corporate growth in imaginative 
and occult awareness." 

There was, for example, a tre­
mendous resurgence of interest 
in astrology. Some 15th Cen­
tury scholars insisted that the 
stars were aiding men in a 
rebirth of learning. The noted 
astrologer Olomouc was im­
pressed by the fact that men 
were getting knowledge without 
knowing where it came from! 
Students of the speculative 
sciences, men like Alessandro 
Achillini and Tibertus of Cesena 
contributed to the sudden inter­
est in chiromancy and phys­
iognomy and anyone who dips 
into an encyclopaedia of the 
occult sciences will find constant 
references to "astral influence" 
which affected art and architec­
ture· during the Renaissance and 
emphasized the fact that man, 
the microcosm, is inevitably 
guided by the universe, the 
macrocosm. The landing on the 
moon and our current thinking 
reconfirms this dictum. 

The higher we rise in con­
sciousness the greater is our 
spiritual perspective, just as the 
higher we rise in space the 
greater is our vision. That is why 
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our viewpoint and thinking about 
the world never will be the same 
again. In a plane at 30,000 feet, if 
we can ·brush the clouds away, 
villages and cities are intimate 
clusters of people living in 
homes that seem to touch one 
another. Fly higher and a state 
seems as compact as a city. 
Higher still and nations begin to 
merge and blend. But from the 
moon you see ''the earth as one 
country and mankind its citi­
zens" as a metaphysician, 
Baha'u'llah, said nearly a cen­
tury ago. To change our attitude 
we must change our spiritual al­
titude, and the impact of the psi 
factor is prompting us to do just 
that. 

If the mission to the moon 
changed our thinking about God 
and the world, it caused an even 
greater change in ·our insight 
into ourselves. I have received 
numerous letters since Apollo 
Day (July 20, 1969) in which the 
writers describe clairvoyant, 
psychokinetic, precognitive ex­
periences many of which they 
had years ago, often during 
childhood, but which they hesi­
tated to share for fear of ridicule 
and ecclesiastical censure. The 
moon landing changed all this, 
rid them of their reluctance and 
gave them a feeling, not of com­
ing of age, but that the age of 
discovery had finally caught up 
with the world. They decided 
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that their psychic ability to ex­
plore the inner man is as unlim­
ited as our technological capabil­
ities to explore the galactic 
worlds. 

Where did this sudden deter­
minism come from? How is it 
that people in various parts of 
the country arrived at the same 
conclusion? 

It was the result of more than 
just the drama of the Apollo 
event and we certainly can spec­
ulate that it was due to the psi 
quotient generated and released 
as negative psychological pres­
sures were removed. All of this 
is bound to increase for there is 
an ecology of the spirit no less 
than of other living things. 

The letters and their reports 
used phrases such as, "I don't 
know why I am telling you this 
now," "Something prompts me to 
share this with you," "At last I 
feel I should tell someone my 
story." One woman made the 
significant statement, "Up to 
now my family wouldn't have 
anything to do with my FATE 
magazines. Now they are read­
ing all of the back copies!" 

The central control panel in 
most parapsychological phenom­
ena is awareness, innate aware­
ness, an alerted response of the 
individual psyche beyond the 
conscious level. This awareness 
is greatly aided by a sense of 
liberation from both criticism 
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and fear, a kind of psychic 
emancipation which Apollo 11 
apparently triggered. The moon 
had a universal effect in freeing 
us for our own inner probing of 
new planets of the spirit and new 
reaches of the mind. There is a 
growing belief that the courage, 
daring, faith and commitment 
that went into the moon landing 
are qualities that must also be 
incorporated into the new dis­
covery of-self. 

I am talking about the kind of 
insight we experience when, in a 
moment of psychic encounter or 
deep meditation or heightened 
consciousness, we find the kind of 
ecstasy that was indicated when 
the ladder went down in the 
"Tranquil Sea," a moment when 
the soul of man was borne out of 
itself and exalted to a knowledge 
of his unlimited capabilities. 

For a little while as we entered 
into the spirit of that adventure 
we felt ourselves psychically 
united with the spirit of people 
everywhere. We were links in a 
chain of awareness all around 
the world. For a time we shed 
our littleness and our bigotries 
and caught a wider range of un­
derstanding in our relationship 
with God, with the world and 
with ourselves. 

This deepened awareness hap-

pened not because of suggestibil­
ity or solely by the inspiration 
induced by Apollo's fait accom­
pli but rather by virtue of a cog­
nition beyond and above the sen­
sory level. There is a hint here of 
a planetary influence which must 
be seriously considered. Return­
ing again to an analogy between 
our period and that of the Re­
naissance, it will be remembered 
that the great figures of that 
time, a Melanchthon in the field 
of religion, a Columbus ·in 
exploration, a Kepler in the sci­
ences, all held an astrological 
world view and believed that the 
planets and outer space were in­
timately involved with man in 
his relationship with the uni­
verse. This is also true today and 
most scientists are also meta­
physically inclined. 

One thing is certain. We are no 
longer earthbound. We no longer 
ridicule or despise the strange 
and the unusual. We know we 
are channels for the interpene­
tration of psychic forces and 
there actually may be no differ­
entiation between what we call 
inner and outer space. All may 
be pure cosmic experience in 
which the psi factor plays its 
adventurous and exciting part. 
Surely the moon has changed 
our thinking. 



I HAD A strong feeling during 
the week he was lost - it was 

intuitive - that I would know 
when he was dead," said Mrs. 
Diane Pike, widow of the late 
Bishop James A. Pike during a 
recent interview. 

This interview took place at 
the sun-filled Santa Barbara hill­
side home she once shared with

Diane and James Pike disappeared in 
the Judean desert September I, 1969. 
Mrs. Pike walked for ID nighttime 
hours before she was found Septem­
ber 2. The bishop's body was not 
discovered until September 7 and the 
autopsy indicated he had died on 
the day they were lost.

the man who perished in the Ju­
dean wilderness early last Sep­
tember, 1969, and who before his 
passing had won universal re­
spect and acclaim as a seeker 
and contender for freedom and 
truth and as a firm believer in 
survival after death. 

"This is what made me con­
tinue to have hope," she said, 
"even when more and more time 
had passed and everybody knew 
that his chances of surviving 
out there were not great. 

''During the first few days I 
experienced a kind of sensation 
that my energies were being 
drained out of me and were go­
ing to and being received by 
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''I Saw My 
Jim. Again, this is purely intui­
tive and nothing I can verify. 
But I was leaving myself open to 
prayer. I was letting myself be 
open to the receiving of energies 
and to being a channel for their 
passing through me to Jim. 

"So whenever I ate or drank 
water I did so feeling that the 
energies I received were primar­
ily needed and used by Jim rather 
than by me. And I continued to 
have the feeling that this was 
taking place until Friday after­
noon when the feeling stopped. 
Not that I stopped being open but 
the feeling that the energies 
were able to be received by Jim 
- somehow I felt that receiving

had stopped, was not happening. 
"I told my brother who was 

with me, 'Either Jim is in a 
coma and not conscious or able 
to receive anything from me or 
he could be dying.' If he was in a 
coma I felt we could use a sym­
bolic communication to let him 
know that there still was 
strength available to him and 
that was the evening I asked the 
Archbishop of Jerusalem to cele­
brate the mass because the sac­
raments meant so much to Jim. 
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"That was Friday night, Sep­
tember the fifth. All day Satur­
day I left myself open and con­
tinued with the healing prayers 
but I no longer had a sensation of 
the energies being drained out of 
me as I had felt was taking place 
during the past three days." 

Mrs. Pike then told me about 
the evening when the searchers, 
including her brother R. Scott 
Kennedy, 21, returned with their 
first clue, a pair of undershorts 
which she identified as belonging 



to her missing husband and 
which had been found floating in 
a pool of water. This was about 
seven o'clock in the evening. 

"It was the first real evi­
dence," she said, "as to where 
Jim had gone. And it was the 
first time I had real hope they 
would find him alive the next 
day. I was certain we would find 
him then. It seemed reasonable 
and possible that we would find 
him." 

According to Mrs. Pike that 
Saturday was the first day she 
had not gone to Bethlehem to the 
search headquarters. She had 
gone out with them on the first 
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In the early morning hours of September 7 
Diane Pike described to her brother this 
desolate chasm and the ledge on which 
Bishop Pike's body ( in circle) would be 
found by searcher (arrow) later that day. 

two days and had spent the third 
day at the police station there 
waiting for word but now she 
was utterly exhausted and spent 
the entire day at the Inter-Conti­
nental Hotel in Jerusalem where 
her brother had the room next to 
hers and where the search party 
came to make plans for the fol­
lowing .day. 

"I went to bed about midnight. 
I was not planning to go on the 
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next day's search because I was 
too exhausted. So I went to sleep 
- again leaving mys~lf open -
so that if Jim could use my 
energies they were available to 
him. I immediately fell asleep. 

"At 1:30 in the morning I was 
awakened by two very loud 
knocks on the door. I jumped out 
of bed quick as a flash, ran to the 
door and opened it. Nobody was 
there. I locked the door and 
turned around to go back to my 
bed. As I turned toward the bed I 
had the sudden feeling that abso­
lutely every last tiny bit of ener­
gy was absolutely being drained 
out of me - whoosh! I felt it all 
go and I felt completely dehy­
drated. 

"The first thought that came to 
me was 'Jim is dying.' I felt that 
tremendous loss of energy was 
a sign of that. So I went back to 
my bed and sat down. There was 
a glass of water. there and I 
drank it all down. Then I lay 
down and prayed, saying, 'Take 
my energy - don't die - use my 
energy - we will find you 
soon.' " 

At this point Mrs. Pike ex­
plained that while she never had 
experienced a vision before that 
time she has had several "what 
people would call mystical expe­
riences." She told me, too, she is 
a vivid dreamer. "I know the 
feeling of having had a vivid 
dream and that was not a 
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dream. In a dream I am always 
very much in the scene and very 
much a participant, especially in 
terms of my feelings and the 
action of the dream." She also 
said that she already knew what 
it is to "conjure up an image" 
and that her experience did not 
fall into any of the aforemen­
tioned categories. 

"This was like nothing I ever 
experienced before," she in­
sisted. 

After her prayers she tried to 
go back to sleep. "I thought that 
if I were asleep I would be using 
less of my energies and if Jim 
were able to draw on my 
strength he would have more 
strength available to him. All of 
a sudden I saw a woman on the 
right side of my bed toward the 
foot. She was floating about a 
foot above the bed. She was visi­
ble from her head to her waist 
and there was a blank spot be­
tween the end of her and the bed. 
So in effect she was suspended 
above the bed and I wasn't see­
ing her whole body. 

"I could see her face very 
clearly but I couldn't tell what 
she was wearing. She reminded 
me of a Russian peasant woman 
for some reason. She had large 
features, a round rugged-looking 
face, weatherworn, as if she had 
worked out in the open; but it 
was an extremely kind face -
soft in its ruggedness. She had 
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very black hair parted down the 
middle and pulled straight back 
as though in a bun behind her 
head and very dark eyebrows. 
Her shoulders were broad; she 

• was wearing a loose-fitting gar­
ment and holding a huge candle 
in her hands. The candle was so 
large she hardly could get her 
hands around it. I thought it was 
a processional candle. 

"She was holding it quite high 
so that the flame was almost 
directly in front of her face illu­
minating it so that it cast shad­
ows on the robe-like thing she 
was wearing. Behind her was 
another woman whom I could see 
much less clearly but who also 
was carrying a candle. She was 
quite a way behind the first 
woman and it seemed to me they 
were walking in procession. I 
must tell you, when I first saw 
this woman my eyes were closed 
but when I opened them I still 
was seeing all this with my eyes 
wide open. This is totally un­
usual for me. I saw all this detail 
with my eyes open and it was for 
me different. from anything I had 
ever seen before. 

"I realized the women were 
moving toward me very slowly. 
Then I noticed that the first 
woman was smiling at me, a 
smile filled with warmth and 
love. It was an encompassing 
sort of smile that suddenly 
made me think, 'My God! She's 
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death!' And I called out, 'No! 
No! Go away!' and just like that 
they both disappeared. 

"I closed my eyes again and 
began praying, 'Please, don't let 
him die. Use my strength. Use 
all my strength. Don't let him 
die now because in a few hours 
we're going to find him' - and I 
went back to sleep. 

"At 3:30," she continued, "I 
was awakened again, this time 
by voices. I don't really recall 
whether I heard the voices in a 
dream state or whether I heard 
them as I would hear an ordi­
nary person. I do recall they 
seemed to come from the same 
position over my bed where I 
had seen the women - the right 
side of my bed. It was as if a 
whole group of people were 
speaking in unison, saying slow­
ly, 'All the mediums say he is 
dying.' 

"When I heard these words I 
sat up in bed and opened my 
eyes. There was nobody there 
but I said, 'No! Please! Don't let 
him die!' Then, still aloud I 
spoke to Jim, 'Jim, don't die, 
because we're going to find you 
in just a few hours!' 

"As soon as I addressed him 
personally I saw him. With my 
eyes open I saw him lying on a 
ledge deep down in a canyon. It 
was as if I was looking at him 
from a great distance. He was 
lying on his left side on a ledge 
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and I could see the details of the 
scene around him very clearly. 
As soon as I saw him there I 
knew he must be dying. 

"I looked at my watch and it 
was 3:30 in the morning. I got off 
my bed and went to the room 
next door where my brother was 
staying. I woke him up - I was 
still seeing the vision - it moved 
with me. I woke him up saying, 
'Scott, it's Jim. He's dying! And 
I want you to share this with 
me.' 

"Naturally, being waked out 
of a deep sleep Scott didn't 
understand me but he sat up in 
bed, put a pillow behind him and 
listened to me. Now I closed my 
eyes in order not miss anything 
but I think it wouldn't have 
made any difference if I had left 
them open. When I walked into 
the other room it didn't disturb 
anything - but the vision was in 
black and white and not in color, 
which is strange. I still don't 
understand it at all. But I closed 
my eyes and described the whole 
scene to Scott as I was seeing it 
so clearly. 

"I could see Jim lying on a 
large ledge under an overhang­
ing rock. A crevice near his head 
extended up to the top of the 
canyon where another over­
hanging rock jutted out toward 
me. A sheer cliff rose on the 
right with a ledge or hill above. 

"I described all this to Scott. I 
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could tell that Jim had his glass­
es on although I couldn't tell 
whether he wore his shirt. I could 
see he had on his trousers and 
his shoes. After I had described 
all this very carefully to Scott I 
began to see Jim's spirit depart 
from his body. 

"The rest of the vision was 
very strange. I can tell you ex­
actly how it was but I should 
preface this by saying, were I 
consciously to have constructed 
Jim's death I wouldn't have made 
it anything like this. It was like 
all of the things I have thought of 
as being symbolic descriptions 
but not literal descriptions of 
death. It was very strange to me 
and I kept commenting to Scott 
on how strange it was to see it 
the way I was seeing it. 

"I saw his spirit begin to pull 
itself out of his body. I saw a 
white vaporous cloud-like sub­
stance that reminded me of 
fleecy white clouds against a 
blue sky, although in my vision 
the surrounding air was dark, 
not light. It was as if this was 
taking place in the dark. I don't 
know whether that means any­
thing literally or not. We don't 
know when Jim died nor do we 
know when his spirit departed 
from his body. These occurred 
probably at two different times. 

"In any case this cloud-like 
substance was formless as it 
pulled itself out of his body. It 
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came out from the base of his 
head where the neck joins the 
shoulders, sort of stretched itself 
out until it reached the full 
length of his body and then it 
took on the outer shape of a 
human body. 

"And strangely I could recog­
nize the spirit as Jim although 
I could not perceive any char­
acteristics or features. I could 
not see eyes, nose or mouth, 
arms or legs, or anything like 
that; yet I could see it was 
Jim - he was recognizable to 
me. I don't understand this 
either. And I could also tell that 
he was smiling even though I 
couldn't see his mouth. 

''Again, I don't know how I 
knew but it was very definite 
that he was smiling, that he was 
at peace and feeling fine about 
this - and that it definitely was 
Jim I was seeing. 

"After his spirit had gotten out 
of his body it started moving up 
this crevice that I could see 
there. The spirit stayed con­
nected to the body by a kind of 
column of this same substance 
which was still attached to the 
back of his head the last time I 
saw it and as he moved up the 
crevice I could see this column -
sort of loose-moving but attached 
nevertheless - trail where his 
spirit had moved. 

"The whole thing occurred 
very slowly and it took the spirit 
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a long time to get to the top of 
the canyon. I told Scott the can­
yon must have been very deep 
because it took Jim such a long 
time to get to the top. Finally, 
when he got to the top of the 
canyon he moved along to the 
right until he came to where he 
could go no farther; h~ stayed 
there a long time looking down 
toward the Dead Sea end of the 
canyon. I commented on it to 
Scott. 

"I said, 'He's just standing 
there looking down the canyon.' 

"Scott said, 'Of course, he's 
looking for you.' 

"By this time Scott was abso­
lutely convinced that Jim had 
gone to the bottom of the canyon 
looking for me because I had 
said I was going to the bottom of 
the canyon. 

"After Jim had stood there for 
a long time he walked back in 
the other direction and now stood 
looking down to where he must 
have come from. Finally, appar­
ently reluctantly, he turned 
around so that now the back of 
his spirit 'body was toward me 
and he started rising upward. 

"I told Scott it was paradoxi­
cal, ironical that Jim appeared 
to be ascending when Jim and I 
both had made so much fun of 
the fact that all followers of 
every great religious figure in 
literature always have him as­
cending to heaven. 
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"We always said, 'they have 
given him an "ascension" -
like they have given him a grad­
uation certificate.' But here I 
was seeing Jim ascending which 
seemed ludicrous to me because 
I never would have thought of 
giving him 'an ascension.' 

"But that's what it looked like. 
He started rising up into the air. 
Then the canyon disappeared and 
I became aware of a huge crowd 
of people waiting for him up in 
the sky. I also had another feel­
ing as soon as he started ascend­
ing, a feeling that for him this 
was a joy-filled and victorious 
experience. I felt he was experi­
encing a tremendous sense of 
victory over death and I felt the 
joy this was giving him. 

"This huge crowd of people 
that filled the air were made of 
the same cloud-like substance as 
Jim's spirit and it looked as 
though they were standing on a 
platform but of course there was 
no platform there and they real­
ly were suspended in the air and 
all together they looked like a 
cloud- except I could see they 
were persons and I remembered 
that passage in the Bible, in He­
brews, where the author talks 
about the great cloud of witness­
es that surrounds us.• 

"I also noticed it was taking 

*"We also are compassed about with so 
great a cloud of witnesses." - Hebrews 
12:l. 
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Jim a long time to get up as high 
as these people were and I re­
called a passage from Paul in 
which he writes about the final 
resurrection when the Messiah 
urges his followers not to be dis­
couraged because, although peo­
ple are dying, when He returns 
He will raise up all those who 
have died before us and we all 
will meet Him in the air. I 
thought, isn't that strange be­
cause this is like that. Jesus was 
not in my vision but in fact Jim 
was meeting all these people in 
the air - that's what it looked 
like to me. I always had thought 
of that passage in Paul as being 
purely symbolic and perhaps my 
vision was symbolic too but it 
isn't something I would have 
thought of as a portrayal of how 
it would be. 

''When he got up to their level 
in the air this cloud-like column 
which was attached to his feet 
just blew away. Like clouds in 
the sky that blow away, it was 
gone. As Jim approached the 
group in the sky his son Jim 
Junior stepped out from among 
them. Again I don't know how I 
knew but it was very definitely 
he. I remember noting that he 
was taller than his dad and 
seemed strong, vigorous and joy­
ful. The two of them embraced 
and this experience was second 
only to my own cosmic break­
through some years ago in terms 
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of the joy and ecstasy it filled me 
with. • 

"When they embraced their 
bodies completely merged ex­
cept I could see there were two 
of them and I could feel the fan­
tastic joy and love that filled 
them. It was incredible! I myself 
felt filled with it and I kept say­
ing to Scott, 'I just wish you 
could see it because it's just fan­
tastic.' Finally reluctantly, they 
parted. 

Jim turned and faced the 
crowd again and an older man 
stepped out from the right side of 
the group. This man, who was 
shorter and older than Jim, was 
not anybody I recognized but 
when I returned to Santa Barbara 
and eventually described him to 
some of Jim's people they said 
he greatly resembled someone in 
the family called Elias. Jim evi­
dently knew him well because 
they also embraced warmly and 
with joy. 

"When they separated the 
group parted as though to leave 
a corridor for Jim to enter their 
midst and Jim started to walk 
into the group very slowly. I had 
the feeling throughout this vision 
that he was taking everything in 
and therefore going very slowly. 

"I never thought about it be­
fore this moment but that was 
how we had approached every­
thing from the time we reached 
Israel, from the time we left the 
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airport. Jim would say, 'Now 
drive very slowly, I want to take 
everything in.' I never thought 
about that before! 

"As he was proceeding very 
slowly the third person on his 
right was Paul Tillich and again 
I don't know how I recognized 
him. He stepped out from the 
crowd to greet Jim. Jim sort of 
lit up in recognition and turned 
toward.- him. Paul Tillich had 
been a 'very good friend of Jim's 
and his teacher for many years. 
Jim loved and respected him. 
Interestingly this greeting was 
very different from the other two 
- there was so much respect in 
it. It was almost a formal greet­
ing and yet it also was filled with 
love. 

"I got the impression that Jim 
put his hands on Tillich's should­
ers and greeted him first on one 
side and then on the other like 
they do in foreign countries. I 
also got the impression that Til­
lich had gray hair and wore 
round glasses and a little mous­
tache. I did not remember ever 
seeing a picture of him so when I 
got back to Santa Barbara I 
looked among Jim's things and 
found a picture of Tillich. In that 
picture Tillich was quite bald but 
his remaining hair was gray and 
he did wear round glasses but he 
did not have a moustache. 

"I don't know what any of this 
means. I didn't get any impres-
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sion of the features of any of the 
other people and with Tillich it 
wasn't like seeing the glasses but 
like sensing them. After Jim 
greeted Tillich he moved on into 
the crowd and I saw for the first 
time there were hundreds and 
hundreds of people. I've never 
seen such a huge crowd - way 
back on the right side I saw 
Bobby Kennedy. I knew it was 
he. He made no effort to move 
toward Jim but he was the only 
person in the crowd beside Jim 
Junior and Tillich that I recog­
nized. 

"By the time I turned my at­
tention back to Jim he had 
moved into the middle of the 
group. The group closed around 
him and was gone - the whole 
thing was gone! 

"I told Scott this and I opened 
my eyes. He asked if I could 
draw a sketch of it and I said I 
could. So he got me a pad of 
paper and I sketched out what I 
had seen. I just had finished 
sketching when the phone rang. 
It was the operator telling Scott 
it was 4:15 and he had to leave 
for Bethlehem to join in the 
search. 

"The vision had lasted 45 min­
utes and during that entire time 
I had been describing what was 
happening to Scott. It left me 
feeling fantastically full of joy 
and that feeling of joy and vic­
tory, of Jim's being at peace and 
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everything being fine and beauti­
ful stayed with me for weeks 
afterwards. So much so that it 
was hard for me to enter into my 
own grief because every time I 
started to feel something for my­
self I would think it was selfish 
because it was such a fantastic 
experience for Jim. Each time 
my thoughts were pulled back to 
him I was almost envious. I 
would think about him and all 
the experiences he was having 
and all the people he was seeing 
and what a victorious kind of 
event it was and I would think 
you hardly can ask for more 
than that! 

"I had a strictly intuitive feel­
ing which accompanied the vi­
sion, that Jim's spirit hovered 
near his body for three days af­
ter he died. The draining I exper­
ienced had lasted about three 
days so if Jim's body died on 
Tuesday as the autopsy seemed 
to show and if his spirit hovered 
near his body for three days 
after his body died it is entirely 
possible that the spirit was draw­
ing on my energies during that 
time. I sensed that. I felt the 
draining of energy. 

"It also is interesting in terms 
of Ena Twigg. When Canon John 
Pierce Higgins first introduced 
my husband to Ena Twigg he 
asked her if they could have a 
sitting on a Thursday night. On 
another Thursday night in Lon-
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don Canon Pierce Higgins sat 
with Mrs. Twigg, hoping to con­
tact Jim Junior to ask him where 
his dad was. Instead apparently 
they got Jim, contacting him 
while his spirit was still with his 
body. Although he was aware 
that his body was dead he hadn't 
made the transition yet. He was 
confused and didn't understand 
what was happening. I heard the 
tape of this sitting. I feel there 
isn't anything in it that would 
prove anything to a real icono­
clast, to a real skeptic, but sev­
eral rather impressive things 
came through that the Rev. 
Pierce Higgins and Mrs. Twigg 
didn't understand but which 
make it seem to me that the 
spirit they contacted very well 
could have been Jim's. 

"Moreover, it fits the chro­
nology of things because Jim 
knew his body was dead but he 
hadn't gone anywhere. He could 
hear people calling him, he said, 
but he couldn't see anybody and 
he didn't understand what was 
happening. He said he hadn't 
been afraid to die but nobody 
told him it would be like this. 

"Pierce Higgins tried to help 
him adjust to the fact of death. 
Now, that was on Thursday night 
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and my vision did not come until 
Saturday night or Sunday morn­
ing, a full day and a half later. 

"I had sensed the end of the 
draining process and a day and 
a half later had this vision. I 
don't know how we can account 
for this except I have a feeling it 
can be accounted for by the fact 
that because they had found a 
clue, Jim's undershorts, I was 
almost certain we would find 
Jim. I hoped he would be alive 
and it's as though psychological­
ly this made me able to receive 
this vision. Probably my psyche 
had received the knowledge 
earlier. 

"This vision did two things. It 
prepared me for finding Jim 
dead and it gave me the great 
spiritual uplift that made it pos­
sible for me to go through what 
followed.

SPIRIT 
"POSSESSION" 

A STRANGE sickness is 
abroad in the land today. 

Certainly poverty, starvation, 
overpopulation, racial prejudice, 
our decaying environment and 
lack of faith in God have con­
tributed to the troubled history of 
this decade which we well may 
call the "sick sixties." But could 
there be something beyond these 
material causes, a "psychic 
cause" which tends to amplify 
the mental and emotional dis­
turbances afflicting many of us·? 

"I don't know what possessed 
me to do it," says a man who 
has committed a rash or irra­
tional act, even a crime, and 
regrets it. 

"I wasn't myself. Something 
inside me made me do it!" say 
others, testifying to "compul­
sions" that seize them in mo­
ments of stress and lead them to 
do and say things they would not 
"normally" have done or said.

At year's end news commentators 

called the sixties "sick" and could 

not account for the mass violence 

prevalent today. "It is as if the 

minds of men have been polluted," 

said CBS-TV's Mike Wallace, per­

haps nearer truth than he knew. 

ter "Communication with the 
Earthbound" which has brought 
an avalanche of letters confirm­
ing my case histories and citing 
similar cases of persons whose 
minds apparently have been 
invaded by discarnate entities 
through indiscriminate use of the 
Ouija board and automatic writ­
ing. 

"It started when I thought I 
had made contact with a loved 
one or highly developed spirit. 
The messages seemed authentic 
and inspirational in nature and 
won my complete confidence. I 



did everything to make my mind 
receptive and to surrender to 
these spiritual influences. Grad­
ually I began to hear voices in­
side my head and I could sense 
things without having to write 
them down. Then, after a trusted 
spirit had gained control of my 
consciousness and I let him di­
rect me to do and say things, his 

psychic dilemma in which they 
are trapped, a dilemma doctors, 
psychiatrists, ministers and even 
worried relatives and friends in 
the main refuse to accept. 

"I don't dare reveal to my hus­
band (or wife) what is happening 
to me,'' many persons have writ­
ten, "for fear they will put me 
away as 'hopelessly off my rock-
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character suddenly changed. His 
'talk' became vulgar, suggestive 
and obscene. I was commanded 
to say and do unsavory things, to 
submit to sexual stimulation, to 
renounce my friends and loved 
ones, even urged to commit sui­
cide so I could be with the 'pos­
sessor,' or to kill those who were 
opposing my 'changed attitude 
and conduct.' " 

This pattern is repeated time 
and again in,/butpourings from 
men and women relieved to feel 
that at last they have found 
someone who can understand the 
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er.' It seems incredible that I 
could be in the grip of this evil 
influence which won't let me 
alone day or night. 'It' keeps 
talking to me in my mind, ac­
companying me in my most in­
timate moments, trying to keep 
my mind on sex, sex, sex. I hope 
you will believe that it has not 
been my nature to think in ob­
scenities, vulgarisms and pro­
fanities. I sometimes catch 
glimpses of this fiend in visions 
or dreams. Could this be hallu­
cination? I wake up from sensual 
dreams and nightmares and the 
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'voice' expresses satisfaction, 
laughs at me, taunts me, boasts 
of its power over me. 

''I am a respected person in 
my community. If friends and 
loved ones lmew what I am going 
through it would be the end for 
me - but how much longer can I 
hold out? How can I get free?" 

These are extreme cases to be 
sure, but many other persons re­
port they have encountered what 
seem to be "psychic" attempts 
to influence their thoughts and 
conduct. Although they are less 
affected they are just as 
concerned. 

As a consequence of these psy­
chic entanglements, so alarm­
ingly prevalent today, I feel it 
incumbent on me - and on 
others who are aware of these 
dangers - to warn the now vast 
numbers of people, young and 
old, against proceeding too far, 
too fast, in investigating the 
deeper phases of extrasensory 
perception. 

Almost every mail brings 
tragic evidence that a percent­
age of those who make a parlor 
game of Ouija board experi­
ments and automatic writing 
have "opened mental and psy­
chic doors" so that "tramp 
spirits," masquerading as loved 
ones or high spiritual beings, can 
enter and take over. Once estab­
lishing residence in conscious­
ness, such beings cling parasi-
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tically and tenaciously resist 
efforts to dislodge them. 

If you accept the fact that 
under certain conditions, mind 
can communicate with mind, 
and if you accept the likelihood 
of an existence after death, then 
you probably would accept the 
possibility that the mind of a 
discarnate entity still could in­
fluence the mind of a living in­
dividual. 

It has been demonstrated 
pretty well that the Ouiji board, 
for example, is not just an in­
nocent toy but a means of focus­
ing one's attention in such a 
manner that not only one's sub­
conscious can be freed of cons­
cious control but the mind can be 
made receptive to possible at­
tunement with other minds, liv­
ing or so-called dead. 

Many reports that come to me 
from persons who think they are 
in touch with loved ones or 
"spiritual masters" are recog­
nizably products of imagination, 
wishful thinking, the creative 
dramatization of the subcon­
scious or evidence of fear or de­
sire. My correspondents consider 
their experiences remarkable 
because they say they never 
could have thought of such 
things or received such "mes­
sages" or inspirational material 
in their "normal" consciousness. 

I heartily agree. It is amazing 
what the subconscious can 
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dredge up - drawing upon all 
stored past experiences, feelings, 
memories, hopes and aspirations 
and personalizing them as if this 
material comes through some 
''Higher Source." 

To distinguish between work of 
the subconscious mind and the 
point at which "outside spirit 
influences" enter in requires the 
evaluation of researchers who 
have studied deeply these phe­
nomena, who carefully weigh the 
evidence and observe whether 
physiological and psychological 
changes have occurred in the 
body and mind of the subject. 
Self-delusion and self-induced 
hallucination do exist and must 
be recognized. 

* * * 

MANY DANGEROUS channels 
are available through which 

persons can become "possessed." 
Think of the number of persons 
who use sedatives, pain-killers, 
tranquilizers and liquor to soothe 
or deaden nerves and mind, to 
make life, they hope, more bear­
able or sensually exciting or en­
joyable. 

Marijuana, LSD, heroin, pey­
ote and other psychedelic deriv­
atives for "blowing the mind" 
often disorient the personality. 
They do physical and mental 
damage and open the conscious­
ness to invasion by all manner of 
influences. 

"Possession" is not a respecter 
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of person, age or sex - once 
conditions have been· created, 
wittingly or unwittingly, to at­
tract and permit involvement 
with an earthbound discarnate 
entity. A typical case has just 
come to me: 

"About five years ago," writes 
Mrs. R. M. W., 67, of Florida, 
''my married daughter came to 
visit and brought an Ouija board 
with her. I discovered I had 
clairaudienc·e. I tried automatic 
writing and someone always was 
ready to communicate. I was 
told not to but you know how it 
is. I was raised with an interest 
in psychic things since my moth­
er (now long since dead) was a 
medium and went into trances. 

"I couldn't see any evil in it. 
At first I had very fine spirits 
come and speak to me and I was 
taken on astral trips ... With my 
eyes open or closed I could see 
visions and what looked to me to 
be angels. (I have always been 
very religious.) Some of these 
spirits were just like friends. I 
trusted them and they helped me 
give healings to friends. 

"I might mention that my hus­
band is quite a few years older 
than I. He has lost his vision due 
to glaucoma and I have been car­
ing for him day and night. We 
have been married for 42 years 
and love each other very much. 
I have always lived a refined re­
spectable life. 
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"Now comes the hard part to 
confess. I know that I am posses­
sed! 

"When I realized I couldn't get 
rid of this presence and that it 
had gained control of my mind I 
spent money we couldn't afford 
(we are living on welfare) in an 
effort to get free of this uncouth 
spirit. Psychiatrists wanted $40 
to $50 and I soon discovered they 
couldn't help me. I am now 
going to a free mental clinic. 
They are trying to understand 
my difficulty but they are not 
getting anywhere either and I 
am being driven to thoughts of 
suicide - anything to get away 
from this evil influence. 

"The spirit won't give his real 
name or where he has lived and 
he obsesses my every waking 
moment. He used to wake me, 
too, and I would hear other 
spirits in the background at 
times, as if there were more than 
one. My worst time is from mid­
night to 4:00 A.M. He cusses me 
and calls me nasty names and 
talks sex and tries to make me 
feel sex. When I go to the bath­
room he always follows me. He 
makes fun of me and tells me 
what a bitch I am and uses 
many four-letter words. When I 
want to think of something else 
he takes it away, then gives it 
back to me as though he is doing 
me a favor. 

"Time and again I tell him to 
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go, real loud, and ask God to 
take him away. Then he cusses 
God and Jesus and won't let me 
alone when I read my Bible or 
anything like it. Every time I 
start to say anything he gets in 
and says it first to show me he 
knows what I'm thinking. I have 
fought him all over the place. I 
try not to think of him but I can't 
help it as he is always there. 

''He refuses to let anyone good 
in, though I hear a voice now 
and then that is not his, calling 
my name, as if trying to get my 
attention. He gets my thoughts 
and won't let me respond, and he 
seems to know all about my past 
and won't permit me any pri­
vacy. I am afraid sometime he 
will bedevil me so much and 
make me so nervous, I might 
commit suicide by taking all my 
pills to keep from feeling all his 
feelings. 

"If I don't do what he wants he 
gets angry and makes me cry 
when I don't want to and laugh 
when I don't want to. He tries to 
make me hate my husband and 
makes me feel mean when I am 
really a very friendly person and 
love people. I seem to be living 
both in and out of this world. 

"Nothing I have been able to 
do has made him go. He has 
bothered me so much, causing 
me to spend money I cannot 
afford. When he talks sex and 
tries to arouse me, I call on God 
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and get my cross. He then lets 
me alone though he laughs and 
says he hopes my husband will 
die so he can have me to himself. 

"Mr. Sherman, I am writing 
you as a last resort since he says 
he won't leave me no matter 
what. I am going to the hospital 
soon to have an operation for her­
nia and I'd like to ask - when I 
go under pentothal, will he have 
to leave then or is there someone 
on the 'other side' who will take 
care of him? He can't stay when 
I am out, can he? 

"He keeps saying he loves me 
but he is trying to mess up my 
writing to you. He says no one 
can take him from me, that you 
are no better than the others and 
that he isn't afraid of anything 
you can do. 

"Prayer? I've tried it - every­
thing I've been told - nothing 
works. Please, please help me!" 

As incredible as this account 
may sound it is an absolutely 
accurate transcript of her letter 
and quite a number like it come 
from other tormented men and 
women. 

What do you say to people so 
plagued? What does a doctor or 
psychiatrist do except give tran­
quilizers, drugs designed to dull 
the senses and keep persons 
from reacting to these feelings 
which medical men interpret as 
imaginary or hallucinatory? 

A scientific study should be 
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made of effective ways and 
means for exorcising a so-called 
"spirit possession." 

Early in this century, Dr. 
James Hyslop, professor of logic 
and ethics at Columbia Univer­
sity and one of the most dis­
tinguished American psychical 
researchers, said: "I fought 
against acceptance of the idea of 
obsession after I was convinced 
that survival after death had 
been proved. But several cases 
of possession forced upon me the 
consideration of the question. 
The chief interest in such cases 
is their revolutionary effect in 
the field of medicine . . . It is 
high time for the medical world 
to wake up and learn some­
thing." 

* * * 

ALONG WITH case histories of 
"possession" in my book, 

Your Mysterious Powers of ESP, 
I reported methods I have used 
successfully in a number of in­
stances to enable afflicted men 
and women to free themselves 
from evil influences. The basical­
ly simple technique has demon­
strated its potency when put into 
practice by the "possessed" sub­
ject. 

I usually instruct such persons 
to strive to analyze themselves 
- to determine whether he or 
she is suffering from an "obses­
sion" or a "possession." These 
terms often are used inter-

changeably but a distinction can 
be made. 

An "obsession" might be de­
fined as a condition wherein a 
person represses strong sex 
urges due to religiou~ conflict 
and guilt feelings which build up 
in him or her until what I call a 
"secondary personality" de­
velops. It tries to assert itself 
and to get the true personality to 
give outward expression to these 
"unholy" or "profane" desires. 
This causes a constant battle in 
consciousness - "Do it! Don't do 
it!" - partly because the true 
personality really likes to hear 
the obscene words and vulgar 
suggestions although protesting 
it does not. The person does not 
want to give up the sensations 
because this is the only outlet he 
or she has for such feelings. 

Once established, a "secon­
dary personality" can seem like 
another entity existing in con­
sciousness when actually it is the 
personalization of repressed de­
sires behind which the true per­
sonality can hide. If eventually 
tempted to give in a person may 
excuse his or her external ex­
pression of these basic sexual 
urges by saying, "Something 
made me do it." 

In cases like these the cause is 
obviously internal. The condition 
has not been brought about by 
the opening of the mind through 
automatic writing, hypnotism, 
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recourse to drugs or alcohol, or 
through nervous breakdown or 
other emotional experiences 
which could invite invasion of 
psychic influences from without. 

Whenever people involved in 
the same way, however, undergo 
changes of personality and re­
port an awareness of some out­
side entity attempting to dictate 
their thoughts and feelings, fill 
their consciousness with evil 
suggestions and lewd mental 
images, the possibility of actual 
"spiritual possession" should be 
seriously considered. 

It is not pleasant to contem­
plate that an area in the next 
dimension of existence can be 
peopled by earthbound spirit en­
tities so carnally-minded as to 
wish to take up residence again 
in a living mortal as the only 
way to get back into this life and 
continue to experience, even vi­
cariously, pleasurable bodily 
sensations. 

Since there is a great mental 
law - "like always attracts like 
in the realm of mind" - our 
greatest protection against any 
entity, living or dead, achieving 
attunement with our conscious­
ness and influencing it in any 
way, is to guard the nature of 
our thinking. 

For those who are struggling 
against any form of obsession or 
possession or who are concerned 
for friends or loved ones with 
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this problem let me offer this 
assurance: It has been demon­
strated that it is impossible for 
any evil entity to remain at­
tached to any human conscious­
ness in the presence of the High­
er or God Power within, once 
this Power is reached through 
meditation and prayer. 

I am offering here a medita­
tion I have given to hundreds of 
persons beset with mental and 
emotional problems. It has 
proved extremely effective in 
cases of "possession." I suggest 
that you repeat these words 
aloud, as often as you feel the 
need, day or night, until you de­
velop a conscious awareness of 
the presence of God within you. 
This awareness will demagnetize 
the hold any discarnate entity or 
other influence may have upon 
you. But you must make this 
meditation a vital part of you. 
Lip service alone won't do; you 
must feel these thoughts and 
mean them: 

I am never alone. God, the 
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Father, is always with me. 
My soul, my identity - that 

something which says "I am I" 
to me - is an eternal gift from 
God, the Great Intelligence. 

I never can lose myself be­
cause this self is a part of God. I 
am part of God and God has a 
great purpose in life for me 
which He is revealing day by 
day as I grow in strength of 
body, mind and spirit. 

I am well and strong. I have 
the power to overcome all things 
within me. In God's care no 
harm can befall me. 

I now give myself over to 
God's protection and I will follow 
His guidance day by day. 

After this meditation all pos­
sessed or obsessed persons must 
issue this order, in these or simi­
lar words, with all the faith and 
force at their command: 

"Get out and stay out! I won't 
have • any more to do with you 
any time, anywhere. I call upon 
the God presence in me to throw 
you out. You are no more!"

but we believe our own senses."

WHAT HAPPENED to us in 
the house in Yucaipa, 

Calif., which we rented for six 
months in 1966, might not hap­
pen to other tenants so it would 
be unfair to its owner to disclose 
its exact location. For us, how­
ever, it was a haunted house -
filled with strange odors and an . 
enervating force which sapped 
my wife's strength, a force which 
also affected other women who 
visited us. 

Ina and I had been married in 
the spring and we felt it was a 
stroke of luck to find such a nice 
house completely furnished, es­
pecially when we learned the 
rent was well within our means. 
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All we had to do was move in 
and this we did early in April. 
The small house had one bed­
room, a large living room with a 
dining area at one end, a modern 
kitchen and a large screened-in 
porch off the kitchen. 

We were delighted at first but 
after a few weeks Ina began to 
complain of lacking energy. Her 
daughter Tia and her sister 
Helen often visited us and after a 
short stay Helen would remark 
that she was very tired. No one 
could understand it. The feeling 
of weariness never seemed to 
affect the men who came to the 
house, only the women. 

We had lived in the house 



about a month when Ina waken­
ed me one night and said she 
could smell cleaning fluid. Fear­
ful of fire she insisted we search 
the house for the source of the 
odor. I could not detect the odor 
but I went along with her. She 
said it pervaded the whole house 
and when we could find no cause 
for it I suggested it might be 
coming from outside. We donned 
robes and went out but there Ina 
said the smell was gone. We 
made a complete circuit around 
the house but still she could not 
detect the odor. Once again in­
side it was as strong as ever. 

This happened on several oc­
casions and each time we 
searched but with no success. All 
this time only Ina smelled the 
cleaning fluid but then one night 
I too caught the scent. The next 
day I literally tore the house 
apart searching in vain for the 
source of the odor. 

About two weeks after Ina 
began smelling the cleaning fluid 
she awakened one night and 
smelled cologne - a disagree­
able experience for her because 
she does not like scent of any 
kind and owns neither cologne 
nor perfume, Again we arose 
and searched the house and 
since I had not smelled the 
cologne I thought it might be my 
shaving lotion. 

"No," she said, "it's dif­
ferent." 
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Several times the cologne odor 
awakened her in the middle of 
the night. 

"It's always the same fra­
grance," she said. "But it's only 
in the bedroom - nowhere else 
in the house." 

By September Ina was very 
tired. She said she felt as if 
something were draining her 
strength. Being awakened so fre­
quently by these strange odors 
wasn't helping either. She decid­
ed to visit her sister for a week 
to see if she could get some rest. 

* * * 

WHEN I WAS alone in the 
house I began to be awak­

ened by strange odors. The sec­
ond night Ina was gone I awoke 
to the smell of freshly-ironed 
clothes although no ironing had 
been done since Ina left. I got up 
and searched the house again 
and found the odor strongest 
near the screened-in porch. Still 
I could find no reason for it. 

The next night I smelled clean­
ing fluid. This time I didn't even 
bother to investigate. I had con­
cluded it was useless. After that 
I was awakened every night un­
til my wife returned by the odor 
of cleaning fluid or fresh ironing. 

The first night Ina was back 
the odor of cologne awakened us 
both. This was the first time I 
had smelled the fragrance. It 
was very strong over the bed 
and grew fainter toward the 
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edges of the room. It seemed as 
if someone wearing the cologne 
were leaning over the bed look­
ing down at us. We both are very 
sensitive to this and will awaken 
almost immediately if it actually 
happens. 

We concluded that it was hap­
pening and we decided to ignore 
whoever or whatever it was. 
Somehow we learned to go back 
to sleep. I think this made our 
"haunt" angry and led to the 
ensuing events. 

One night we had retired and 
put out the light but we still were 
sitting up in bed talking 
drowsily. Suddenly Ina stiffened 
in terror. From her side of the 
bed she could see a mirror in the 
dining area in which the whole 
living room was visible in the 
dim light filtering in from the 
street. From my side of the bed 
I couldn't see the mirror but Ina 
was staring at it in horror. She 
grabbed my arm and screamed, 
"What was that? Who was 
that?" 

After I managed to calm her 
down she told me what she had 
seen. While she looked into the 
mirror the form of an elderly 
woman materialized, apparently 
standing in the middle of the 
living room. No, it was no one 
she knew or even vaguely like 
any of her friends or relatives. 
When she collected her senses 
sufficiently she looked back at 
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the mirror. The apparition had 
vanished. 

We got out of bed and searched 
the house, of course finding no 
one. All the doors and windows 
were locked - but at the spot 
where Ina had said the appari­
tion stood the odor of that now­
familiar cologne was very 
strong. 

The next day Ina's daughter 
came over and found her mother 
very upset. When Tia heard the 
story of events of the night be­
fore she went into the living 
room (which Ina that day pre­
ferred to stay out of! ) and found 
the heavy sweetish odor still re­
mained in the center of the 
room. She went to the windows 
and the smell was not there. 
She then told her mother, "You 
know, when I bring Aunt Helen 
over here, she always complains 
afterward of being extremely 
sleepy. She says the house makes 
her tired and she doesn't like it." 

Now we thought we could un­
derstand why every woman who 
entered the house became so 
tired. The spirit was gathering 
energy from them and Ina was 
getting the worst of it because 
she was there all the time. As 
much as we liked the place we 
started talking about finding an­
other house. 

* * * 

I WAS NOT fully ready to ac­
cept the reality of our unwel-
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come guest (or hostess) until I 
had my own experience with her. 
She didn't appear for me but she 
sat down on my side of the bed 
next to me. The bedclothes sud­
denly were pulled tight across 
me and I could not pull them 
loose. How could I find out what 
she wanted? No matter how I 
tried I couldn't seem to get 
through to her. 

Finally I thought it was time to 
let her know where she stood. 
Aloud I said, "You may have 
frightened my wife but you don't 
frighten me one bit so you might 
as well leave!" 

The tension on the bedclothes 
slackened and evidently she left. 
That night she didn't bother Ina 
at all and this was her last visit 
for a week. I thought we were rid 
of her for good but I soon learned 
she was only building up energy 
for another maneuver. 

One morning Ina was sitting 
on the couch in the living room 
and I was on the floor at her feet. 
In the middle of a sentence she 
stopped talking and a strange 
expression came over her face. 
Slowly her features changed 
until she didn't look like my Ina. 
She spoke in a voice I never had 
heard before . 

"I'm going to kill that silly 
little wife of yours." 

"Why are you going to kill 
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her?" I asked in surprise. 
She replied, "Because I want 

her body, that's why." 
"Who are you?" 
"You know who I am," she 

countered. 
Then I asked if she had been 

visiting us almost every night. 
She replied that she had but still 
refused to identify herself. 

I was quite alarmed, for as 
much as I wanted to continue the 
contact with this being I was 
afraid of what it ·was doing to 
Ina. Suddenly, whoever or what­
ever had taken possession of her 
body left and Ina's face and 
voice returned to normal. She 
had no memory of the conversa­
tion when I reported it to her. 

Only one indication that I had 
not imagined the whole thing re­
mained. Ina's skin carried the 
odor of that cologne we so often 
had smelled in the house. No 
matter how often she bathed she 
could not rid herself of the scent. 

That afternoon we started 
looking for another place to live. 
As soon as we had moved Ina 
became well and strong again 
and the detested odor of the 
cologne disappeared. 

Now we know that the spirit 
was imprisoned in the house we 
left and could not follow us. 
Maybe she didn't like us any­
way. 



Aired for first time, seers' "psych-in" touches all bases: war, the

ON JANUARY 10, 1970, radio 
station WWCA, Gary, Ind., 

hosted a "psychic psych-in" at 
which many of the nation's lead­
ing seers were invited to give 
their predictions for the year 
during a live broadcast. Pro­
gram hostess Bess Krigei, her­
self a psychic who each Saturday 
cond1:1cts "ESP with Bess," sug­
gested that such a broadcast 
might be an ideal way for the 
seers to receive official "publica­
tion" of their prognostications, 
thereby qualifying them for as­
sessment in FATE'S annual evalu-
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ation of the seers' psychic score­
board. 

I was asked to attend the 
broadcast in order to chronicle 
the predictions firsthand and it 
now seems FATE's readers may 
wish to keep their own box score 
of the seers' hits and misses for 
1970. 

Harold Schroeppel, President 
of Haly's Psychic Self Improve­
ment, Oak Park, Ill., spread the 
Tarot cards and reported the 
following impressions of 1970:

We will discover 
that many of the mysteries sur­
rounding such objects are real­
ity. 

• Big businesses will become big­
ger and small business will be 
swallowed up by them or go 
out of business. 

• There will be scandals and di­
vorces in high places which 
will continue through 1975. 

• There will be medical break­
throughs concerning muscular 
dystrophy, the common cold, 
liver ailments and some new 
sex regenerative methods. Un­
usual methods of performing 
surgery will come to the fore. 

• The Japanese will bring out a 
new type of airplane. The econ­
omy will boom there and more 
American companies will settle 
in Japan. 

• Art and jewelry thefts will in-

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DEATH LIGHTS

ONLY IN MY own family 
have I heard of "death 

lights." When I was growing up I 
heard my parents Sterling and 
Hattie Payne speak of them 
often. Too timid then to ask 
questions I could only wonder. I 
was a mature woman before I 
garnered their tales of the death 
lights. 

In 1908, they told me, my 
father's parents John and Delia 
and Dad's younger brother lived 
only a mile away from my 
parents' home in Cole County, 
Mo. I was an infant then. My 
Uncle "Ham" (short for Hamil• 
ton) Payne fell ill with typhoid 
fever in November that year. 
One evening when my parents 
went over to visit Ham it was 
growing dark and they carried a 
kerosene lantern. But it wasn't 
dark around the home they ap­
proached! It was surrounded by 
an unusual light. 

"Oh, Sterling," Mother ex• 
claimed, "Ham must be dead! 
That's the death light." It was; 
Ham had died. 

I asked Mother and Father 
what the light was like and Dad 
said, "Well, sort of like an area 
lit up by auto lights." (In 1908 
these country people had not yet 
seen either a car or electric 
lights.) 

During the 1950's I was visiting 
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my parents who then lived in 
Jefferson City, Mo. Sitting on the 
front porch one evening they told 
me their neighbor, a Mr. Phil­
lips, recently had died at a 
hospital in Columbia. His wife 
had been there with him so no 
one was at home on the evening 
he died. Only my parents had 
seen the death lights on the 
porch of the Phillips' home, 
lights which gave them instant 
knowledge of their neighbor's 
passing. 

A few days after our father 
died in May, 1962, my sister and 
her husband, Ruby and Charley 
Reed, admitted they too had 
seen the lights. Passing through 
the dark dining room in their 
Jefferson City home they saw "a 
glow all over and around the 
dining table." 

So I have heard about the 
"death. lights" all these years 
but it has not been given to me to 
see them - up to now, any­
way.

Christmas, 1968, was no excep­
tion and shaped up like all the 
others. 

That holiday season all my 
family was going to be together. 
We had people coming from 
Miami and from Germany -
and four weeks before Christ­
mas I had no house to put them 
in. My husband Lee and I had 
decided to sell our old house 
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and buy a new one. The former 
proved easier than the latter. We 
had looked at big houses, little 
houses, dirty houses - all kinds 
of houses - until we were sick of 
looking. We had become quite 
desperate when finally, two 
weeks before Christmas, we 
found the house we wanted. We 
moved in as fast as we could. 

On the evening of December 
19, having wrestled with packing 
boxes and dishes all day, Lee 
and I were having sandwiches 
and coffee for supper and trying 
to rest before going on. My 
weariness got the best of me and 
I lay down on the couch and fell 
asleep. I think I slept not more 
than five minutes but in that 
brief time I dreamed. 

In my dream the doorbell was 
ringing. No one knew we were in 
the new house; how could any­
one be at our door? When I 
opened it I found my sister Pat 
standing there, deathly pale with 
tears streaming down her face. 
She was crying so hard she 
couldn't talk. I took her inside 
and tried to find out what was 
wrong. Still no words came. All 
she could do was cry. 

Suddenly wide-awake I jump­
ed up. I had a hurtful lump in 
my throat and I was scared. 

"Lee," I said, "something has 
happened to my sister. I know 
something is wrong!" 

Covering the distance to my 
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sister's home Lee kept telling me 
this was crazy. • "They'll think 
you flipped your lid rushing out 
here at 10 o'clock at night!" 

When we arrived Pat was sur­
prised but not as surprised as 
you might think. 

"Frances, you heard me!" She 
kept repeating this until I told 
her about my dream and that we 
had come because we thought 
she needed us. Then she told the 
story: 

Mrs. Gonzales, an old family 
friend, had called Pat asking if 
she knew anything of our Aunt 
Mary Cortes. Had any of us 
talked to her that day? When my 
sister replied that we had not 
talked to nor heard from Aunt 
Mary for several days Mrs. Gon­
zales said someone had called 
her and told her our Aunt Mary 
had been killed in an auto acci­
dent. 

Pat panicked. She tried to call 
Aunt Mary at home but received 
no answer.

In sheer 
desperation, she said, she sat 
near the phone, closed her eyes 
and silently repeated, "Frances, 
please, please call me!" 

This had happened about nine 
o'clock in the evening, exactly 
the time that I, 10 miles away, 
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had had my short nap and 
frightening dream.

Consequently 
she keeps late hours. She never 
calls me late because she knows 
I have to get up early to get to 
my office. But that night quite 
late she called to ask if I were 
OK. 

''I'm sorry to bother you at 
this hour, dear," she said, "but 
I've had a feeling that something 
was wrong. It was either call you 
or not get any rest myself!"

Aircraft hired me immediately 
and I worked on PB4Y2's install­
ing gaskets and brackets for fuel 
lines. 

At first we lived in dormitories 
Consolidated had built for wom­
en workers. The factory also 
provided a cafeteria and recrea­
tion room for the women and 
servicemen who were our 
"dates." Before long Bethel and 
I were in love with two Marines, 
both named John. My sister was 
first to get married to John Har­
well and a short time later John 
Rutan and I were married. 
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Bethel then went to work for 
the Navy on North Island as a 
mail carrier and an apartment 
on Twiggs Street in San Diego 
was provided for her and John. 
We knew our husbands would be 
going overseas before the end of 
the year and when their orders 
came, once again Bethel and I 
lived together. I moved into her 
apartment which consisted of 
only two rooms, a combined 
kitchen and living room and a 
bedroom. On the bureau in the 
bedroom stood our husbands' 
pictures in five-by-seven-inch 
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frames. Over the bureau hung a 
large mirror. 

Bethel and I were company for 
each other through the trying 
weeks when no mail came and 
we were lonely and worried -
but the nameless dread I felt 
that February morning was out 
of the ordinary. 

I said nothing about it, how­
ever, and as we had a little time 
that morning we busied our­
selves cleaning the apartment. I 
was working in the bedroom 
when the large mirror fell to the 
floor with a resounding crash. 
My sister heard the noise and 
came on the run. We both 
reached the mirror at the same 
time and together lifted it from 
the floor. It had fallen forward 
over the bureau and carried with 
it our husbands' pictures. 

To our astonishment the mir­
ror was intact. The pictures lay 
face down and when Bethel 
picked up her John's picture she 
found the glass smashed to 
smithereens. I was almost afraid 
to pick up my husband's picture, 
for it seemed to me that mirror 
simply shouldn't have fallen. It 
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had been well- and sturdily­
mounted. In my apprehensive 
mood I felt its crash was an evil 
omen - but my husband's pic­
ture was as intact as the mirror. 

If Bethel was wondering what I 
was thinking she didn't ask. But 
I think we both felt there was 
more to this than one smashed 
picture. We noticed the date -
February 19 - and with a sink­
ing heart I realized it had been 
months since we had heard from 
our husbands. 

Finally a letter came for Beth­
el from her brother-in-law, Tom 
Harwell, who had gone overseas 
with our husbands. Bethel wasn't 
home but she had told me to 
open any mail that came and 
call her if there was any news at 
all. There was news in Tom's 
letter all right - all about how 
John had died. 

About three weeks later the 
government telegram came for 
Bethel telling her John Harwell 
had been killed on the first day 
the Marines invaded Iwo Jima, 
February 19, 1945, the day the 
mirror had fallen, the day his 
picture was smashed.

"THE THIRD FORCE" 
A Fresh Approach to 

PARAPSYCHOLOGY 
It begins to look like the overcautious parapsychologists 

are being left at the post by some enthusiastic young psychologists. 

THERE IS A fresh breeze 
blowing through parapsy­

chology - a whole new look is 
being taken at this stepchild of 
science by men of impeccable 
reputations, imaginative gifts 
and fearless attitudes. 

These new scientists are a 
group of nationally known psy­
chologists involved in a move­
ment called "The Third Force" 
which is now about 10 years 
old. Its name is an attempt to 
distinguish it from the two main 
and long-established forces of 
psychology. 

Any person interested in para­
psychology and the whole range 
of psychic phenomena will be 
interested in The Third Force. 
My own opportunity to learn 
about this came at the Seventh 
Annual Meeting of the American 
Association for Humanistic Psy­
chology last August 28 to 30 in 
Washington, D.C. The Associa­
tion is the organization of those 
persons who belong to The Third 
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By Felix Morrow 

Force and the program was 
organized along four "major 
program tracks." 

The fourth of these tracks is of 
prime interest to FATE readers 
and was defined in the program 
as ''rv. TRANSPERSONAL AND PARA· 
NORMAL. A searching look at var­
ious psychic phenomena and al­
tered states of consciousness and 
their relationship to a more hu­
manistic society." 

Now here was refreshing and 
daring material. The panelists in 
these psychic sessions usually 
were persons in academic life. 
But there was a refreshing 
difference between them and the 
hesitant and fear-ridden bodies 
to be heard at meetings of the 
Parapsychological Association 
who also are academics. The 
humanists were fresh, enthusias­
tic, even excited, confident they 
are on the track of important 
discoveries. 

They were not at all subser­
vient to the conventional scienti-



fie-materialist tradition. One of 
them, Charles Tart, who will be 
mentioned later, even found it 
necessary to appeal to his fellow 
Third Forcers not to be too 
scornful of scientific criteria of 
validity! But he too shared their 
readiness to fly in the face of the 
Scientific Establishment. 

All this was very different 
from the weary, uncreative, 
hangdog atmosphere of the Para­
psychological Association and 
its subservient wooing of the 
Scientific Establishment - or of 
the less subservient but no less 
weary and uncreative approach 
of the .American Society for Psy­
chical Research. 

If there is to be a promising 
near-future for psychic research 
in America it appears likely to 
come from these transpersonal 
and paranormal studies by 
members of the American Asso­
ciation for Humanistic Psycho­
logy. I hope to report on these 
developments from time to time 
in the pages of FATE. 

Meanwhile, interested persons 
should be aware that member­
ship in the Association is open 
to both professional and lay per­
sons even though the leaders and 
informed core are academic. 
They include medical school pro­
fessors of psychiatry and psycho­
logy, psychotherapists and clini­
cal psychologists in private prac­
tice. 
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FELIX MORROW is a lifelong student of 
religion and psychical research. He ma­
jored in philosophy at New York University 
and did post graduate work at Columbia. 

After a decade of work for the radical 
labor movement he turned in the forties 
to book publishing, founding University 
Books which specializes in books on occult 
and psychic subjects, and Mystic Arts Book 
Society, which distributes such books. He 
sold his interests in these organizations 
a few years ago and now acts as sales 
representative and consultant for book 
publishers. 

Before we discuss some of the 
exciting sessions of the Associ­
ation's August meeting, let's re­
view a bit more precisely who 
these remarkable people of The 
Third Force are. 

Two main and long-established 
forces have dominated psycholo­
gy in America for years. One 
force is behavioristic and experi­
mental psychology, much of 
which has been devoted to ani­
mal behavior. The human part 
of behavioristic and experimen­
tal psychology has been oriented 
to laboratory techniques and 
testing. Curiously enough, be­
haviorism has had much to say 
about education but very little 
about the cure of mental and 
emotional illness. 

The second force is clinical 
psychology, most of which is 
Freudian and dominates the 
American Psychoanalytic Asso-
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ciation and the American Psy­
chiatric Association. It is very 
powerful in the medical schools 
and centers for the mentally ill 
or those persons neurotic enough 
to require treatment. It has had 
surprisingly little to say about 
our vast problems in education 
and industry- that is, about the 
problems of the healthier por­
tions of our population. 

About a decade ago The Third 
Force began to take shape in 
reaction to these two forces. It 
now is commonly referred to as 
humanistic psychology. It ad­
dresses itself to the problems of 
education, industry and the 
healthier persons and institutions 
in our society as clinical psychol­
ogy does not. It is deeply com­
mitted to the cure of mental and 
emotional ills as experimental 
psychology is not. 

But humanistic psychology is 
active not only in fields where 
the other two forces are weak, it 
is deeply critical of the other two 
in their own areas of activity. It 
doubts the value of most of what 
is being done by experimental 
psychology. It owes a great deal 
to Freudian psychology but be­
lieves that the new group thera­
pies being evolved in humanistic 
psychology are superior as tech­
niques for curing the mentally ill 
and the neurotics, take far less 
time and money and provide 
hitherto unavailable methods of 
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personal growth for the healthier 
members of society. 

These are large claims for 
humanistic psychology and the 
proof of them would take more 
than a journalistic article and is 
indeed beyond my powers. The 
main purpose of this article is 
more modest - to ring out the 
fascinating news that this rapid­
ly growing force in psychology is 
genuinely interested in and fa­
vorably inclined toward the 
realm of the paranormal, super­
normal, psychic. 

This is news indeed in the 
world of psychology. Few disci­
plines and professions have been 
more averse to believing in any, 
thing beyond the five senses. For 
instance, the history of experi­
mental psychology finds an im­
portant place among its founders 
for William James but no place 
for his lifelong interest in psych­
ical research, mediumship and 
telepathy. 

The Freudian psychologists 
share James' conviction that or­
dinary consciousness is only a 
tiny part of psychological life but 
don't share his interest in other 
states of consciousness such as 
hypnosis, trance mediumship, 
telepathy, precognition, hallu­
cinogenic states and the like. 
Their idea of the individual un­
conscious is a clearly defined 
and determined area very unlike 
the vast mother-sea of mind 
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which William James envi­
sioned. For him this mother-sea 
of mind included a large part of 
all our minds and (not certainly 
but very likely) parts of the 
minds of all who have gone 
before us. 

Unlike founding father James, 
the mainstream of psychology -
whether behaviorist or Freudian 
- has been bitterly and unre­
lentingly opposed to psychical re­
search, parapsychology or any­
thing deviating in any way from 
the scientific-materialist tradi­
tion. There have been a few hon­
orable exceptions but to this day 
the paranormal is given no rec­
ognition and much denigration in 
psychology departments and 
medical schools. 

The recent Washington, D. C., 
meeting dramatized the differ­
ence in outlook between the be­
haviorists and Freudians on the 
one hand and the humanists on 
the other. The following week, 
professional psychologists among 
them attended the annual meet­
ing of the American Psychologi­
cal Association in the same city. 

Meeting rooms of the humanis­
tic group were jammed. An­
nouncements warned that limit­
ed facilities required an absolute 
top limit of 1250 participants. My 
impresson is that 200 to 300 more 
managed to squeeze or steal in. 

I attended nearly all the ses­
sions on the TRANSPERSONAL AND 
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PARANORMAL track and I shall de­
scribe briefly the various speak­
ers and their subjects. 

Dr. Jean Houston, a philosophy 
teacher, and her husband, R. L. 
Masters, coauthors of The Vari­
ety of Psychedelic Experience, 
discussed altered states of con­
sciousness: hypnosis, trance, hal­
lucinogens, and an enormously 
interesting device for sensory 
deprivation which they call the 
"witches' cradle." I hope to 
write about their work at length 
in a future issue of FATE or to 
persuade them to write about it. 

Richard Alpert, formerly Tim­
othy Leary's principal associate, 
devoted his session largely to 
frank autobiography. He no 
longer is interested in LSD and 
other psychedelics. He has 
changed his name to Baba Ram 
Dass and devotes himself to 
Ashtanga Yoga which he studied 
in India. 

Charles T. Tart, who teaches 
psychology at the University of 
California in Davis, trained with 
Dr. Ian Stevenson at the Univer­
sity of Virginia Medical School. 
Tart's subject was out-of-body 
travel, a term which he prefers 
(and so do I) to the traditional 
name of astral projection. Tart 
is convinced it is not merely a 
psychological phenomenon, that 
there is scientifically validated 
evidence that persons experienc­
ing this phenomena "come 
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back" with information not oth­
erwise explainable. Dr. Tart 
brought to this session "Robert 
Moore" (pseudonym), a substan­
tial businessman who reported 
his own experiences covering 
many years of out-of-body travel 
and suggested ways and means 
of training oneself to do it. 

From Lawrence LeShan, se­
nior research scientist at the 
Center for the Study of Psychic 
Phenomena, Rockland State Hos­
pital, Orangeburg, N.Y., I learn­
ed for the first time of the 
existence of this center. Dr. Le­
Shan delivered a very ambitious 
paper: "Toward a General 
Theory of the Paranormal." It 
was, in my opinion, a profound 
contribution and has been pub­
lished by the Parapsychology 
Foundation, 29 West 57th St., 
New York, N.Y. 10019. A panel 
of five scientists commented on 
the paper. One of them, Stanley 
Krippner, I long have admired. 

Stanley Krippner is that rare 
thing, an experimental psycholo­
gist who is completely open to 
the reality of psychic pheno­
mena. He is now director of the 
William Menninger Dream Lab­
oratory, Montefiore Hospital, 
Brooklyn, N.Y., and has been 
doing the most painstaking re­
search into paranormal aspects 
of dreams, especially telepathic 
dreams. 

Another panelist was Henry 
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Margenau, the physicist from 
Yale University, who often has 
appeared on parapsychology and 
psychical research platforms; 
his bold readiness to tear apart 
existing scientific models in 
order to revamp them to make 
room for psychical phenomena, 
coupled with the fact that he is 
rated among the most important 
theoretical physicists in the 
world, makes him perhaps the 
most powerful supporter of the 
study of psychical phenomena in 
America. 

"Altered States of Conscious­
ness: A New Science" was the 
title of a three-hour panel that 
was particularly noteworthy. 
The altered states of conscious­
ness referred to are first, the 
classical Western ones: hypnosis, 
dreams, sensory deprivation, 
telepathy, out-of-body travel and 
trance. Then there are the 
chemical ones achieved through 
the hallucinogens. There also 
are electronically-induced altered 
states of consciousness. And 
there are the Eastern states of 
mind induced by meditation and 
other practices of Zen Bud­
dhism, Tibetan mysticism, Yoga, 
Sufism, etc. The importance at­
tributed to this "new science" 
became evident when the Ameri­
can Association for Humanistic 
Psychology and the Menninger 
Foundation cosponsored a con­
ference on "Altered States of 
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Consciousness" on April 7 to 11, 
1969, at Council Grove, Kans. At­
tendance at that conference was 
by invitation only. 

The two main questions dealt 
with at Council Grove were: (1) 
"What are the similarities and 
differences between the altered 
states of consciousness reached 
through drugs, meditation, Yoga, 
physical isolation (sensory de­
privation), autogenic training 
(trance), hypnotism and feed­
back training?" (2) "What are 
the implications of altered states 
of consciousness for creativity 
and education?" 

The Washington panelists all 
had been at the Council Grove 
conference and they made clear 
their conviction that there is a 
new science in the making in the 
work on altered states of con­
sciousness. The chairman of the 
panel, Willis W. Harman, an elec­
trical engineer who now devotes 
himself to directing the Educa­
tional Policy Research Center 
Stanford Research Institute, 
Menlo Park, Calif., is ordinarily 
a modest, self-effacing, hard­
working teamworker. But the 
implications of this new work 
have driven him to describe it as 
"The New Copernican Revolu­
tion" in an article by that title 
published in Stanford Today, 
February, 1969. 

The first issue of a new maga­
zine devoted to altered states of 
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consciousness has been issued 
under the name Journal of 
Transpersonal Psychology, Box 
4437, Stanford, Calif. 94305. 

For me the most startling infor­
mation came from panelist .Dr. 
Joe Kamiya, Langley Porter 
Neurological Clinic, San Fran­
cisco. He has been studying the 
different kinds of electrical 
waves produced by the brain as 
they correspond to different 
states of feeling and thinking. He 
and other experimenters now 
have isolated and identified the 
particular wave accompanying 
our feeling of well-being - and 
can produce it in us at will! 

Walter Pahnke, now chief of 
psychiatric research, Maryland 
Psychiatric Research Center, 
convinced me anew of the impor­
tance for research of free access 
by qualified people to LSD and 
other hallucinogens. Most of us 
over 30 and a lot of college stu­
dents now, too, want LSD kept 
out of ordinary use but this 
should not confuse the para• 
mount need for research. 

The other panelists were Stan­
ley Krippner and Charles Tart. 
This time Dr. Tart spoke of his 
research with hypnosis. I should 
note that he and other humanis­
tic psychologists studying hyp­
nosis do so not in the narrow 
framework to which hypnosis 
has been reduced since it quite 
recently became respectable in 
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medicine, but they experiment 
with hypnosis also with refer­
ence to paranormal phenomena: 
hypnosis at a distance, telepathy, 
precognition, "eyeless sight." 
These are what the hypnotists of 
the 19th Century called "the 
higher phenomena" of hypnosis. 

Two main themes seem to be 
implied in the work on altered 
states of consciousness. On the 
practical side we can hope that 
the systematic use of these other 
states will vastly increase the 
creativity and enjoyment of hu­
man life. On the theoretical side 
the states of consciousness other 
than ordinary consciousness 
may constitute a vast sea of 
mind, providing links and sup­
port for our individual minds. 
Perhaps they are not yet aware 
of it but the workers in this field 
appear to be returning to the con­
cept of mind of Frederick W. H. 
Myers, author of the great classic 
Human Personality and its Sur­
vival of Bodily Death. 

Another very interesting panel 
was on "Unconventional Heal­
ing." Two nuns, scientists who 
teach at Rosary Hill College, 
Buffalo N.Y., (which houses the 
Human Dimensions Institute, a 
personal growth and psychical 
research center), reported on sci­
entifically measurable changes 
resulting from laying on of 
hands. Unabashedly old-fash­
ioned faith healing was reported 
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on by two practitioners, Olga 
Worrall and her husband Am­
brose, an industrial engineer as 
well as a healer. And corrobora­
tion of similar successes in non­
medical healing came from two 
scientific observers, Dr. John 
Pierrakos, psychiatrist, and Dr. 
Henry K. Puharich, neurologist. 

Most interesting of all for me 
was the distinguished veteran 
psychiatrist Dr. Robert Laidlaw, 
who told unpublished stories (I 
never had heard them) of his 
witnessing Eileen Garrett, now 
president of the Parapsychology 
Foundation, successfully healing 
sick people through trance me­
diumship. Dr. Laidlaw added to 
my conviction that, despite two 
autobiographical books by Mrs. 
Garrett and a biography of her, 
in none of these books do we get 
sufficient details of her medium­
ship. I believe the full story of 
her powers, as attested to by 
scientists of the stature of Dr. 
Laidlaw, has yet to be told. 

There were other panels on 
paranormal subjects which I 
could not attend because of time 
conflicts. One on astrology con­
flicted with the one on unconven­
tional healing but in any event I 
remain cold to astrology and 
think it does not have a place in 
psychical research. Timothy 
Leary's former associate, Ralph 
Metzner, appears to be special­
izing now in astrology and he 
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was joined in the session by a 
physicist, a psychologist and by 
the well-known New York astrol-
oger Zoltan S. Mason. . 

Another session was devoted to 
the visual use of mandalas for 
altering consciousness. 

There was a session on "The 
Spiritual Master: Is He a Psy­
chotherapist?" which sought to 
find the similarities and differ­
ences between the two and also 
to deal with such nonpersonal 
spiritual guides as I Ching and 
the Tarot. 

The distinguished psychiatrist 
Jan Ehrenwald led a session 
suggesting that the mother-child 
relation is the cradle of ESP and 
that ESP then reemerges in 
therapy and in peak experi­
ences.

All members 
receive a journal and newslet­
ters. 

Members in many vicinities 
also can join the Growth Centers 
( usually nonprofit associations) 
which are springing up rapidly 
under the inspiration of human­
istic psychology. The main activ­
ity of these centers is encounter 
groups ( also called sensitivity 
training groups and T-Groups). 
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The aim of these groups may 
be as modest as making people 
comfortable with each other 
and as ambitious as self-actuali­
zation - profound and perma­
nent personal change - of the 
participants. These groups vary 
greatly but tend to employ the 
same combination of methods: 
meditation, physical movement, 
fantasy, role-playing, confronta­
tion techniques. Above all, they 
are based on the participants 
being honest and open with each 
other. There are now about 80 
cities and towns in which growth 
centers are functioning. 

I should like to emphasize that 
the spirit of these encounter 
groups is one in which anyone 
interested in psychic phenomena 
will feel at home. The techniques 
of these groups are deeply in­
fluenced by Eastern religion and 
techniques which share the out­
look of those who believe in psy­
chic phenomena. 

In addition the centers usually 
have formal programs dealing 
with transpersonal and paranor­
mal studies. For example, 
Aureon Institute in New York, at 
71 Park Avenue, has courses or 
lectures in the following: I Ching 
and T'ai-chi (the latter is medi­
tation in movement); Awakening 
the Serpent (Kundalini Yoga); 
the symbolism of astrology;

THE GIFT OF LIFE

WHEN I LEFT MY father Charles 
E. Nall at the Veterans' Hospital 

in Dallas on June 17, 1953, he was in 
good spirits; bantering and gaily say­
ing good-bye. We even had planned a 
trip - with a false good humor on 
my part. I doubted I would be going 
anywhere for pleasure. A large cavi­
ty in my left lung would not heal and 
just the day before Father's heart 
attack two weeks previously I had 
received notice that a bed was avail­
able in the Tyler (Texas) Sanatorium 
for Tuberculars.

As if in a dream I found 
myself attending to funeral arrange­
ments, listening to friends' condo­
lences - and then suddenly I was 
completely alone in the house we had 
shared together since Mother's early 
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death. She had succumbed to tuber­
culosis and in my depression and 
grief it seemed the same fate await­
ed me. My bed at the sanatorium 
had been taken during the busy inter­
im and I would have to wait for the 
next vacancy. In the meantime I was 
to rest as much as possible. 

Several weeks passed and due to 
this delay Doctor Armstrong, a spe­
cialist in chest diseases, asked me to 
come in September 23 for another X­
ray. The night before, although dis­
turbed and apprehensive, I fell 
asleep quickly, knowing I'd have to 
be in the doctor's office early.

My mother, Margaret Stock­
ton Bacon, who died September 11, 
1948, had known him in his youth but 
he was a stranger to younger mem­
bers of the family. 

At Easter time in 1967 as the 
"family historian" I was asked to 
help settle Alexander's meager es­
tate - most of which he had be­
queathed to charity except for a 
bundle of documents left to Samuel 
Stockton, my grandfather. In this 
bundle we found a sales account 
book covering a period in the mid-
1850's. Its front pages listed sales in 
a general store but the back pages 
recorded invaluable family history. 

As much of this genealogy had 
not been found elsewhere and the 
recorder had neglected to sign his 
name we speculated endlessly as to 
who could have collected the infor­
mation and written it in the back of 
such an account book. 

I was especially intrigued, for in 
my study of the family archives I 
could locate no one who might fit the 
picture. Our forbears had been 
farmers with little or no schooling­
but the handwriting in the account 
book was almost a work of art and 
correctly punctuated. To me this 
meant the writer had considerable 
education. The enigma was often in 
my mind until the morning of May 6, 
1969. 

I wakened early and recalled fog-

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gily this day would have been my 
mother's 98th birthday, were she still 
living. Mother died after a series of 
strokes covering a period of five and 
a half years. Each stroke left her fur­
ther impaired and various members 
of the family cared for her. She was 
with me during her last year. 

As I lay in the dim light of break­
ing day recalling those sad times 
Mother suddenly appeared to me, 
seated in the low rocking chair she 
had occupied much of the time dur­
ing. her illness. To my astonishment 
she began to speak in the halting 
way that followed her first stroke: 

"That account book belonged to 
Uncle John Stockton who was a 
schoolmaster until his eyes got bad. 
Then he kept a store in Gypsum 
Mines which was far away and we 
lost track of him. But when he was 
old he sent the book to my father. It 
came by stagecoach." 

The vision faded but her words 
rang in my mind . 

Immediately I started searching 
into the life of my grandfather's 
brother John.

A TRIPLE LOSS 

CURTIS FULLER recently com­
mented on the passing of Bishop 

James Pike, the controversial author 
of The Other Side. The accidental 
death of the good clergyman made 
front-page headlines across the na­
tion. Actually Pike's fame , can be 
attributed more to his forthright 
theological arguments than to his 
more recent interest in the psychic 
field. In contrast, it was only in the 
back pages of a recent Parapsychol­
ogy Foundation Newsietter that I 
learned of the deaths of two other 
giants in the psychic field: C. J. 
Ducasse and Geraldine Cummins. 

Perhaps the least known of the 
three, Curt John Ducasse was a high­
ly respected figure in philosophy and 
former chairman of that department 
at Brown University. His active in­
terest in the psychic field covered 
many years. Indeed, he was the most 
prominent American philosopher to 
champion paranormal phenomena 
and seek to incorporate them into his 
philosophical system. I had the privi­
lege of meeting Dr. Ducasse a few 
years ago at a convention of the 
Parapsychological Association and I 
was impressed by the affection and 
regard with which he was held. It 
was highly fitting that just before 
his passing Parapsychology Founda­
tion should have issued a monograph 
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By

by him, Paranormai Phenomena, 
Science and Life After Death. 

Miss Cummins became widely 
known through her many books, 
most of them received through auto­
matic writing, a gift she discovered 
in 1914. She also was well known in 
Ireland for her short stories, novels 
and plays. Psychic rsearchers who 
worked with Miss Cummins were im­
pressed with her obvious sincerity 
and integrity. Her book, Swan on a 
Btack Sea, a record of communica­
tions allegedly from the equally fa­
mous automatist, Mrs. Willett, is re­
garded by many as the most impor­
tant evidence for survival to appear 
in decades. A fitting memorial to 
Miss Cummins would be the long 
overdue publication of this book in 
the United States. 

By an interesting coincidence (or 
perhaps an example of Jungian syn­
chronicity) Pike, Ducasse and Cum­
mins all are most noted for their 
interest in the question of survival 
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after death. If any surviving spirits 
should have an interest in communi­
cating it should be these three. And 
if mediums were available what a 
splendid opportunity for a modern 
series of "cross-correspondences," 
those complex series of messages 
allegedly arranged by the postmor­
tem collaboration of a group of psy­
chic researchers. Alas, I personally 
do not know even one American me­
dium of the caliber of that original 
band of automatists (including Mrs. 
Willett). Perhaps FATE readers can 
recommend some sensitives (ideally 
three or four in different locations 
and unknown to one another) who 
might be willing to undertake such a 
project. 

PRATT REPRINTED 

ONE OF THE problems.in study­
ing a medium is evaluating the 

evidentiality of verbal material. 
While the score achieved at ESP 
card-calling can be assigned a math­
ematical probability no such mea­
sure can be applied to the typical 
mediumistic "message." One of the 
researchers who has tried to come to 
grips with this problem is J. G. 
Pratt, now associated with the Uni­
versity of Virginia Medical School. 
His first publishea paper in para­
psychology, in 1936, dealt with his 
investigations of the mediumship of 
Mrs. Garrett which then were being 
conducted at the Duke Parapsychol­
ogy Laboratory. The method of sta­
t1Stical evaluation proposed then was 
later refined in a 1948 paper coau­
thored with W. R. Birge and has 
become known in parapsychology as 
the Pratt-Birge method. Briefly, it 
involves the evaluation of a series of 
communications intended for partic­
ular persons by the persons for 
whom tl\e messages were intended 
and by a group of unrelated persons 
who deal with the messages as if 

they had been intended for them. 
Ideally, by comparison the commun-

ications should prove far more ap­
plicable to the intended individuals 
then to the unrelated persons. 

Both of these long-out-of-print pa­
pers have been reprinted in a new 
monograph by the Parapsychology 
Foundation entitled On the Evalua­
tion of Verbal Material in Para­
psychology (Parapsychology Founda­
tion, 29 West 57th St., New York, 
N.Y. 10019. 78 pages, $2.00) They are 
supplemented by a new introduction 
and a concluding section that dis­
cusses published reports of the use of 
the Pratt-Birge method. It is good to 
have these available again. Certain 
recent experiments in the psychic 
field (such as the dream research at 
Maimonides Hospital) again have 
brought up the problem of evaluating 
verbal material. None of the sug­
gested procedures, including the 
Pratt-Birge method, is ideal. Most of 
them are cumbersome and wasteful 
of data. All of them rely on human 
beings who notoriously deny what 
they don't want to believe and agree 
with what they want to hear. Pratt 
raises the question of whether there 
are verbal materials so striking that 
they are evidential without cumber­
some evaluation and he decides that 
there are. As an example he cites 
Swan on a Black Sea. 

But perhaps for the nonresearcher 
the most interesting portion of this 
monograph will be an appendix to 
Pratt's 1936 paper which prints ver­
batim a sitting with Mrs. Garrett to 
illustrate how the material received 
from her was reorganized for eval­
uation. One is amazed at the wealth 
of detailed information produced by 
this medium at the height of her 
powers. Is there her equal in the 
world today?

I since have read the first 
two years - there are two issues per 
year - of this periodical and am 
much impressed. The material var­
ies widely. Not everyone ·wm be 
"turned on" by such articles as 
"Helical Structure of Experienced 
Temporal Dimension at the Level of 
Life-Trajectory or "The Noetic 
Relevance of Psychotropic Mole­
cules." (To save a fruitless search in 
the dictionary I will tell you "noe­
tics" is Editor Muses' coined term for 
"the study of consciousness.")

THE SECOND GENESIS: THE COMING 
CONTROL OF LIFE by Albert Rosenfeld, 
Prentice-Hall, Inc., Englewood, N.J., 1969, 
327 pages, $6.95. 

Albert Rosenfeld, Science Editor 
for Life Magazine, is one of the 
nation's most respected writers on 
science. 

In The Second Genesis he dis­
cusses the incredible possibilities of 
artificial breeding, psychochemicals 
and cybernetics in ·the science-fiction 
world man is entering. He develops 
the term "biosocioprolepsis" to de­
scribe the anticipation and assess­
ment of biomedical research and de­
velopment on society. 

Part I deals with "Refabrication of 
the Individual" focusing on such sub­
jects as resuscitation from clinical 
death, prolonging life, body-freezing 
for eventual earth resurrection and 
related accomplishments of present 
and future technology. Part II, "The 
Exploration of Prenativity," treats 
the prospects of biomedical tamper­
ing before birth and the sweeping 
connotations of asexual reproduction

SENSORY DEPRIVATION: FIFTEEN YEARS 
OF RESEARCH, edited by John P. Zubek, 
Appleton-Century-Crofts, New York, N.Y., 
1969, 522 pages, $9.50. 

Sensory Deprivation is a technical 
handbook, the most comprehensive 
review available of the research 
dealing with sensory, perceptual and 
social deprivation, written in a 
scholarly fashion and well-indexed 
and documented. To assist the reader 
in further study, 37 pages of refer­
ences and a 23-page supplementary 
bibliography are included. The book 
is intended primarily for the psy­
chologist or graduate student in psy­
chology but may be of interest to 
persons seeking knowledge of the. 
specific psychological and physiolog­
ical effects of restricted sensory in­
put and social isolation. 

The book is divided into 13 chap­
ters. The first reviews the historical 
background of sensory deprivation 
research as it developed following 
the well-known pioneering work con­
ducted at McGill University in the 
early 1950's. The second chapter is 
devoted to methodological considera­
tions. The next nine chapters are 
detailed reviews of experimental 
findings relating to specific areas of 
interest.

sensory phenomena, and perceptual­
motor effects of deprivation; physio­
logical and biochemical effects of 
deprivation; factors affecting indi­
vidual tolerance for deprivation; de­
privation in eye surgery patients; 
and studies of behavioral changes 
occurring in small groups during con­
finement. The remaining two chap­
ters discuss the findings presented in 
relation to physiological, psycho­
analytical, optimal stimulus level 
and expectancy theory. 

In general, it seems well estab­
lished that sensory and perceptual 
deprivation frequently facilitates re­
ports of hallucinations and percep­
tual distortions. Most complex sen­
sory phenomena seem to be reported 
only after a period of deprivation in 
excess of one day. The occurrence of 
these sensory phenomena is affected 
by numerous situational factors in­
cluding the motives and expectations 
of the subject. Anxiety facilitates 
these reports and there is some un­
confirmed evidence suggesting meas­
urable personality differences be­
tween subjects who report such ex­
periences and those who do not. In 
any event there are measurable per- -
sonality variables related to toler­
ance for sensory deprivation. The 
sensory phenomena reported during 
deprivation are not regarded as phy­
siologically or psychologically equiv­
alent to those reported by persons 
under the influence of hallucinogenic 
drugs. The relationship between 
brainwashing and sensory depriva­
tion is considered, at best, as tenu­
ous. Persuasability does appear to be 
increased under deprivation but 
effects extending beyond the period 
of deprivation probably do no occur. 

This book is a major contribution 
to our knowledge of the effects of 
monotonous environments and abso­
lutely essential reading for anyone 
who is concerned in any way with the 
effects of restricted sensory expe­
rience.

Eben, World Publishing Co., New York, 
N.Y., 1969, 226 pages, $4.95. 

The Psychic Reader is one of sev­
eral collections of articles edited by 
Martin Ebon on diverse aspects of 
parapsychology. As editor, Mr. Ebon 
combines several talents: he has 
served as an administrator with the 
Parapsychology Foundation and as 
editor of several periodicals; he has 
written on both psychics and public 
affairs and he is an able and excel­
lent book reviewer (as readers of the 
Journal of the American Society for 
Psychical Research are aware). 

The new collection offers a wide 
assortment of topics, authors and 
sources. The list of contributors in­
cludes Dr. Gertrude Schmeidler of 
the City College of New York, pop­
ular writers Archie Jarman and Susy 
Smith and one writer laconically 
identified as "a frustrated cookbook 
author." 

The Psychic Reader consists of 
three sections: clairvoyance, mind 
over matter, and survival of death. 

Of the three sections "Clairvoy­
ance in Action" fares best. Although 
the spontaneous cases mostly are 
pure anecdotal matter (with the ex­
ception of a contribution from the 
British investigator Rosalind Hey­
wood) they all have the ring of truth . 
Unfortunately an article on Helen 
Blavatsky, the foundress of the The­
osophical Society, seems out of place 
in this section but on the other hand 
a fine article on the Viennese clair­
voyant Raphael Schermann is most 
welcome, especially since .the experi­
ments with Schermann have not been 
translated into English. Rounding out 
the section are articles on attempts 
to pool and verify predictions and 
telepathic dream research. 

As the section of clairvoyance 
fares best, "Mind Over Matter" -
consisting of only four papers -
fares worst. The first paper deals

with the levitating monk, St. Joseph 
of Copertino. This much-abbreviated 
account, although it has pedagogic 
value, could have been replaced by 
something of more current interest. 
Readers can find a scholarly account 
of the 17th-Century monk's life in 
Eric Dingwall's Some Human Oddi­
ties. The article on Ted Serios in this 
section well may be the most inter­
esting part of the book. However, the 
main portion of "Mind Over Matter" 
is devoted to psychic surgery, which 
after the recent fiasco in the Philip­
pines has left a bad taste in every­
one's mouth. 

The final and longest section, 
"Survival of Death," presents two 
main topics, "ghosts" and mediums. 
The "ghosts" figure in a series of 
tearoom stories which are hardly 
impressive- even when teamed 
with an article by Gertrude Schmei­
dler. Most of the material on medi­
ums concerns Arthur Ford, Bishop 
Pike and an overly-melancholy re­
membrance of the mishandled case 
of Margery Crandon. The latter, like 
the article on Madame Blavatsky, 
seems out of place. 

Mr. Ebon has presented a pleasant 
readable book which gives the gener­
al public a full, fair and unsensation­
al view of parapsychology. Despite 
the u11Pvenness I have noted, The 
Psychic Reader does have something 
to say. - D. Scott Rogo.

Can it be by chance, or did 
those architects of the Great Pyra­
mid actually possess a sixth sense 
virtually unknown today? Can it be 
that humanity is subject to a Super­
ior Plan impossible to escape? Can 
it be that history is unfolding accord­
ing to immutable laws?" 

In more than 400 pages of writing 
following this statement the posed 
questions are not answered any more 
conclusively than they have been by 
the dozens of pyramidologists who 
wrote this story in the past. 

It would seem that the pyramid 
fans might have deserted their altars 
after application of the pyramid inch 
measurement of the inner passages 
established definitely that the world 
would end on August 20, 1953. The 
passage ended; there simply was no 
more to measure. The more desper­
ate adherents insisted that the blank 
wall suddenly would open in 1953 and 
further prophecies would be dis­
closed. It just didn't happen.

an extremely imaginative maneuver 
and Sr. Benavides did come up with 
one. He speculates that for all prac­
tical purposes the world did end in 
1953. Since that year we have been 
living under a judgment then passed 
upon us. Our current tribulations all 
are part of the sentence meted out. 
He predicts that it all will come to 
an end in about 20 years by which 
time the Catholic Church, the Jews 
and much of the geophysical form of 
the continents will be gone. The sur­
viving remnant of humanity at that 
time will face the task of designing, 
rebuilding and repopulating a truly 
spiritual Nirvana. 
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A major share of Part III of Sr. 
Benavides' book is reminiscent of a 
Machiavellian commentary. He re­
counts a procession of history's dire 
predictions, each guaranteeing the 
untimely and heinous destruction of 
all mankind. The dates specified in 
most of these solemn promises of 
retribution are long past and the few 
remaining seem no nearer fulfillment 
than when they were pronounced. 

The dust jacket just hints that 
most of this author's previous 
writings have been novels. Is it pos­
sible that one of our good neighbors 
to the south is pulling our American 
leg? -Tom C. Lyle.

Katherine Dunham first went to 
Haiti in 1935 on grants from the 
Rosenwald and Guggenheim Founda­
tions given to her as a graduate 
student (Ph.D.) in anthropology from 
the University of Chicago. She al­
ready was a successful dancer and 
choreographer at the time she went 
to the island and of course she found 
there endless variations in both fields 
of interest. 

In Island Possessed she writes of 
the island's bloody history, its politics 
in which she managed not to become 
involved even though she knew per­
sonally many of the political leaders. 
She writes of Haiti's great natural 
beauty and in part explains why she 
came to feel the land is her spiritual 
home. 

But more interesting for FATE 
readers, Katherine Dunham de­
scribes in detail Haiti's native cui­
ture which is built on the ancient 
customs and traditions of black Afri­
ca. She describes her participation in 
and interpretation of the rites of 
Haiti. She tells of her own initiation 
into vaudun (voodoo). 

Katherine Dunham has been one of 
the world's best-known dancers since 
her appearance at the Chicago 
World's Fair in 1934. She has trav­
eled around the world dancing, both 
as guest artist and in shows for her 
own company. She currently is artist­
in-residence at the East Saint Louis 
campus of Southern Illinois Universi­
ty. 

In her book she explains her ap­
proach to vaudun, which she finds

Unfortunately, I lost the clipping 
after keeping it for months. When I 
went through the Bulletin's morgue 
to locate the original I discovered 
that oddly enough the issue that pre­
sumably had the story in it was 
missing. No one on the staff could 
explain what had happened to it. 

Nevertheless, I persevered. Last 
summer I began, as before, at the 
newspaper office but I was informed 
by a library clerk that there was no 
such story in their file. This time I 
came up with an idea I should have 
had previously. I went directly from 
the Bulletin offices to the Philadel­
phia Public Library and after a dili­
gent search of their micro-files of old 
Philadelphia Bulletins . . . Eureka! 

I am enclosing a photocopy of the 
clipping for your files. It is dated 
Wednesday, December 30, 1964, and 
the story ran in only one edition 
before it was pulled. Written by Karl 
Abraham, a Bulletin reporter, it was 
not picked up by the wire services. 
At that time I was a newspaper 
representative working for a firm 
representing some 30 newspapers in 
the United States and abroad.
