IMPORTAl\f'r TO ALL S.AUCERERS ’ .

^As most of you will know, since October 1953 the interest in 
Flying saucers has been greatly stimulated9 and membership of the 
Flying saucer Club has skyrocketed during these last hectic months9 
the ctrculation o:r the Winter issue of the NEWS nearing 1000 copies!

Whilst this is an excellent thing in itself9 and is very 
gratifying to one who founded the Club and nurture.?- tt on its way, 
the fact remains that the running of such an organisation demands 
a greatly increased amount of work, time and money»

Having started the F"S.. Club as an individual effort, and run 
it alone for some eighteen months9 it became clear to me, last 
March, that with this vastly increased membership (and the ensuing 
heavy correspondence and other organisation "machinery") something 
was likely to seize up! It is just fine to be a One-Man organis­
ation with a couple of hundred subscribers, but when this increases 
four - or five-fold virtually overnight9 things are in danger of 
getting out of hand?

As a result of a happy co-operation, it has therefore been 
decided that the BRITISH FLYING SAUCER BUREAU will step into what 
was very nearly a breach, and- since thoy have a Committee9 and 
hold regular meetings -ape to incorporate the Club, and take over 
the administrative part of it, leaving me time to edit9 print and 
produce our magazine - the only British Saucer magazine - which was 
beginning to become an almost feature - publication date
being continually postponed in ‘the 'face*  of ever-increasing 
correspondence?

Final arrangements are not yet completed9 but the general idea 
of the scheme is that the FSC shall continue in much the same way 
es hitherto*  The advisability of local groups forming Flying 
saucer Clubs being considered, and. the FSC badge is to be main-
taincd as the emblem of both organisationso

on the morning of February i5th 1954, a thirteen year old boy, 
Stephen narbishire, began to feel uncomfortable. A nagging, per­
sistent restlessness told him he must go up the hill behind hie home 
at Coniston, Lancashire. He could not tell why; he merely knew he 
had too And so, with his eight year old cousin, Adrian Myers, he 
climbed the small steep hill, taking with him his little Kodak camera 
in the hope of getting a few good bird pictures, for bird-watching 
is one of his favourite pastimes.

soon the boys reached the s^umit, and Stephen 
(or thought he had done so), on 'infinity', and 
pointed it towards the long gleaming strip of 
Lake Coniston, about two miles aviay in the 
floor of the valley - the lake on which the 
famous "Bluebird" speedboats set up world 
records. rt was a cold February day,half 
sunny, half cloudy. The swum it of Coniston 
Old Man (3,000 feet) which rose beyond the 
hill, was lost in cloud.

At eleven a.m• Adrian was looking towards 
the mountain; Stephen was looking in the oppo­
site direction. suddenly, Adrian thumpednrn 
on the back and shouted: "look at that thing!"

set his camera

Down from the direction of the sun a strange silvery round object 
was descending. rt came to earth about a hundred yards away and 
disappeared behind a bit of rising groundo A few seconds later it 
came into view againo suddenly it tipped up on its side and shot
up into the air with a rush of air - a deep swishing sound- but 
until then9 it had been completely silentc
In a few moments it had disappeared in the clouds. •

Just before it went dovm behind the rise9 stephen succeeded in 
obtaining a photo. As tne object came into view again, he took «•
anothero unfortunately, he had not set his camera properly, so the
picture was blurred, but enough appeared on the film for us to make 
several very important observations which will be discussed later.

According to stephen, the object had a silvery, glassy appearance 
- "Like metal or plastic which light goes through but which you can't 
see through" - (the word he was searching for was "translucent"). 
At first it was directly in the sun's rays and very bright, but as it 
began to rise clouds cut off the direct sunlight so the boys were able 
to see it more distinctlyo "It was a solid metal-like thing with a 
dome, portholes, and three humps or landing domes underneath.
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In the centre, the underneath was darker, and pointed like a cone» At 
first three porthoias were visible but then it turned slightly and we 
saw fouro There was what looked)Like a hatch'on top of the cabin domeou

Very excited9 the boys ran down the hill to stephen's home 9 Little 
Arrow Farm, where the tale was breathlessly relayed to noctor So 
Darhishire, stephen's fathero However, being an intelligent and open- 
minded doctor, he made his son sit down, write a statement and draw 

jwhat he had seen, from memory.

It was then decided to take the film to Mro pattison who has a 
- photographic studio in Coniston village (about one and a half miles 

avvay) to be developed, although at the t:i.rne no one thought it very 
likely there would be anything on ito However, some time later, Mro 
pattison rang up very excited vvith the news: "There's something on it 
and it looks like a flying saucero"

sure enough, there is a definmte saucer-shaped object on the 
negative, which although out of focus, is clear enough for the three 
balls, or ’’landing domes" to be distinguished, also a suggestion of 
dark portholes, while the dark cone beneath is clearly visible.

Before announcing this, Doctor narbishire cross-examined Stephen 
very thoroughly, also Adrian, as he was well aware what trouble a hoax 
could lead to both for himself and his entire familyo However, both 
boys stuck to their story and the Doctor said later: "I know stephen 
pretty well and I realised he was not lyingo Nor do I believe two 
boys of that age could possibly have faked such a negativeo" After 
a family council it was decided that, come what may, this event was 
too important to be suppressed, so Doctor narbishire picked up the 'phoneo

The first press reaction was from the DAILY MAIL9 who sent up an 
investigator. The investigator was perfectly satisfied, as have been 
all investigators, that the picture was genuineo The best the MAIL 
could do to discredit it was a cmoment by their 'scientific corres­
pondent' ,. Jo stubbs wallter (who did not personally go to coniston to 
investigate) that under certain conditions ice crystals might produce 
the appearance of. a solid image.. It Aras not; ho\78Ver, explained how 

c an ice cloud should produce the exact image of a flying saucer complete 
with dome, portholes and three-ball undercarriage - and a loud swish! 
A little later, Al Griffin of- the Lancashire Evenimg Post, devoted a 

■ whole page to a well written and intelligent’ exposition of the occurr­
ence, reproducing both Stephen's and Adamski's photo's. for comparison.

Our ovm investigator travelled up to coniston on pebruary 23rdo 
and was the guest of the narbishires for two and a half dayso During 
that time he was able to assess them pretty thoroughly as an intelli­
gent and responsible family who had long ago passed the stage of 
spiritual adolescenceo our investigator was taken up the mountain 
by stephen and the whole drama was re-enacted, the exact positions 
established and the camera closely eXaminedo
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It soon became apparent that the saucer could not have been more 
than a hundred yards away because immediately beyond the hillock the 
ground dips slightly and then rises almost immediately in a steady 
ascent to the s^umit of the Old Man*  It was into this dip that the 
saucer briefly descendedo

was suspected that he had 
things; either he had not pulled out the bel­
lows sufficiently, and thus produced an out- 
of-focus picture, or he had set his exposure 
on "bulb" instead of nl/25". The latter 
would have been very easy to do, for with 
this che8.p type of camera a small movement of 
shutter at 'T', 'B', '1/25' and '1/50' 
movement between 'B' and '1/25' is about 1/8" 
the shutter properly set when preparing his photoo 
in all the excitement he could easily hRVe moved it that 
To try and establish what had happened, our investigator 
exposures with the same camera, in the same place, using 
different possibilities of shutter and bellows settingso 
results were compared with stephen's original negativeo 
which, in exposure and appearance, most resembles the original, was 
the one taken on 'bulb' at 'infinity* - with about one second
exposureo In this one the foreground was blurred and the sky darkened 
from over-exposure almost identically with stephen's pictureo

A shot taken at 'infinity' atj'1/25' with bellows improperly 
extended produced a blurred effectJbut with a much lighter exposureo 
This confirmed Stephen's view that he was sure he hnd extended the 
bellows properly some minutes before the saucer wns seen in order to 
take a picture of distant Lake conistono certainly it was more likely 
that the sudden excitement caused his finger to slip and alter the 
exposure setting, for, as was said, his original negative matches our 
'bulb'•photoo in its degree of exposureo Therefore, we think we may 
safely Rssume that his cnmera was correctly focussed and the bellows 
were fully extended but that he inadvertently snapped on 'bulb' instead 
of l/25th; a mistake very easily made with this type of cheap camera,;

Our investigator thoroughly toured the district with Stephen and 
explored the mountains both by car over impossible tracks/ and on foot 
when the tracks gave out entirelyo The whole area is riddled with 
old copper mines, deserted shafts Rnd flooded tunnelso MA.ybe these 
copper deposits are relevanto At the moment it is impossible to say*  
But we note them here in case of future developmentso

During the two days our investigator remained with the Darbishires, 
Stephen never once contradicted himself. Although given his head and 
encouraged to prattle to his heart's content, he made no remark or 
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inAdvertent slip suggestive of a hoax. our investigator was Blso 
present during Stephen's questioning by four pressmen, who did their 
subtle best to make him chnnge his story or contrRdict some small 
detail; he did noto

Stephen stated - confirmed by his parents - that he had never 
read the boolc9 ’’Flying Saucors Have Landed" 9 nor oven an abridged 
account of Adamski's experience, but he admitted that he had seen the

• photograph of the Adamski saucer as published in 'Illustrated' on 
September 30th, 1953o He said that although this saucer picture had 
showed a saucer with three portholes in a row, the one he had seen 
had four in a row. In his drawing he hAd only hhown three, but as 
it went aw-у it turned slightly so that a fourth came into viewo 
His guess was that it was a clifferent type of sRucer.

wh.Rt he did not know is thnt in one of the UNPUBLISHED Adamski 
phcto9so (the original of the frontispiece which had to be trimmed on 
the right hRnd side for reproduction) four portholes irt a row are 
clearly shovmo He could not have blown this!

This, on top of the other evidence, fully convinced our inves­
tigator that stephen was not only telling the truth but also that he 
had seen the snme saucer (or an identical model) as Adamski*

While our investi.gRtor was with the family mn.ny things came out;
-things they were not too willing to disclose.at first*  It appears 
that stephen was urged to go up the hill by an incredibly strong 
impulse; that he hRd no peace of mind until he had done so. His
mother stated that she hRd been exceptionRlly ill at ee that morning, 
and as time went on she felt thP.t "something terribly important was 
going on outside”, that she wns sitting in the house "while the universe 
went byHo She became impatient with tradesmen and callers, with,
-in fact9 everyone and eveything that kept her indoorso Finally she

, could bear it no longer nnd hnd a weeping bout - a thing she very 
seldom experiences, for she is normally of a trnnquil disposition

Now, George Adamski, too, had strange premonitions to go into the 
Californian desert9 and there is a considerable resemblance between

. Adamski's and stephen's experience - that irresistable urge to be at a 
certain remote place - the silent approach of the saucer, its trans­
lucent appearance, its glinting in the sunlight, and its turning up

' on edge when it went away*  (Viz*:Plate  9- FLYING SAUCERS HAVE LANDED)*

There is also that spiritual cnlm, and uncomplicated mentality 
plus a high degree of coon sense and intelligence in the Darbishire 
household as in the Adamski household, again rather pointing to the 
idea thnt it was the saucer that found them and not they the saucer - 
as if perhaps the saucer people are picking certain qdvanced, but 
uncomplicated souls to be their heralds; first an astronomer- 
phi losopher of sixty-two9'now two schoolboys of thirteen and eighto 
Who next?

Finally, both Adnmski's and Stephen's photographs were reduced 
to the snme scale nnd scientifinally analised on the drawing board by
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Mr. Ro CrRmp, М.ЛЛ.9 then made a transparency out of stephen's
photoo and superimposed it upon-a scale peconstructicn of the Adamski 
saucer as it would appear i:e seen from exnctly the same angle - the 
two pictures fitted like a hnnd in a glovc.

Very well. Let's not avoid the all important issue any longero 
If stephen is telling the truth9 so is Adamski. There nre no two 
ways about it. ,.A.nd not one of the experts who has examined Stephen9
his negatives, his family and his story has suggested that he is not.

A second photoo showed him standing 
at the pot where the photoo was taken9 with its position indicated by 
his outstretched arm, and arrows on the printo He told an absorbing
story9 and detailed Ьот it "hissed like hydraulic brakes being.applied.”

On April 22nd the same paper published an item saying that the 
boy's story was a hoax9 and that the object he had photographed' s a 
wooden cigarette box which, suspended from a piece of cotton, he photo­
graphed with the sky in the background. The impression of speed •was
-given by the box being tossed about in the wind whilst the exposure 
was made. He'd sent the photoe as a joke9 not expecting to be inter­
viewed by reporters9 but when he found he as in the news, felt he had 
to carry it offo So he told his story! Finally9 further checks by 
reporters roused suspicions9 and he broke dovm and confessed to the 
boax. The picture was quite cleverly done, with a bright, cloudy sky 
- and the "saucer" was just sufficiently similar to THE one to make it 
interesting!

in that 425 people gained entrance to the hall to hear Mr., Leslie 
speak on the subject, whi1st over 200 were turned away! Following
on an hours absorbing talk, yr. Leslie answered many (].lestions over a 
period of some three-quarters of an hour, in which he proved himself 
more thRn able to cope with a variety of questions fired at him from 
all sidesHe proved not only to have an exhaustive supply of data 
on the subject, but that he possesses an immensG amount of chnrm nnd 
infectious humour. He was also quick to point out that in many cases 
he did not lmow the nnswors, in which case he did not permit himself 
to be drann into senseless discussion*  His urbane mnnnexp chrtrm and 
nntive wit, won him the favours of a lnrge and attentive audience who 
wen t aw а у I feel deeply engrossed with the very fa an i ' ’i ng o ject
Flying saucers.
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Be fore c omp l e ting his talk, Mr*  Le s l i o mentioned that he 
was proceeding straight north the next morning to investigRte the 
Coniston srucgi"9 which received a vepy unsatisfactory handling in 
the London nGWSpRpero, but which he felt sure was worthy of inves- 
tigqtion and thnt he would inform the Bureau as to his findings in 
the near futureo Following the closing down of the meeting Mr.

Major Donald E.Keyhoe was a special guest on Frank Edwards' 
feature, on May 1-5bh., and stated that in the closing week of March 
the Secretary of the Air Force, Harcld E. Tal bott, was on a flight to 
P8lm Springs whGn a round silver disc was sighted, about 1,000 feet 
below the plane, and 1,000 ft away. Secretary Tal bott ordered the 
pilot to turn and 8.pproach the disc, but as they started to approach 
the disc it streal:Hd away out of sjght. The sighting took place in 
broad daylight, said Koyhoe, who added that up till then it had been 
kept secret.

Keyhoe also stated that two A RI'IFICIAL SATELLITES are in orbit 
around the earth, and tha.t Government scientists are 'trying to find 
out what is going on' - !

THAT '^'the Moon is being used as a "way station" for interplanet­
ary travellers is a suggestjon that has been made by a number of 
Saucer-scribes. Here Mr.Wilkins goes into more detail than the mere 
suggestion, however, and asserts that such is indeed the case. He 
provides a wealth of detailed and documented evidence of weird mani­
festations on our satellite to back up his statement. Although this 
is the section from which the book takes its name, it is, in fact 
only part of one chapter in a work which is very wide in scope and 
covers an enormous amount of ground - much of which has been hither­
to little mentioned. The various mysteries between the world wars, 
the coming of the "Foe-fighters" in 1944, the question of whether 
the Saucerites have "spies" on the earth - and host of other fas­
cinating facets of the ever-deepening saucer-mystery.

The author also seems to have been able to obtain on-the-spot 
reports of a number of sightings not before published, and eye­
witness accounts with much greater detail than hitherto of even the 
well-known ones, such as the Maury Island mystery, the Mante].1 affair 
and so forth.

The inevitable chapter ''Flying Saucers of Other Days" is sur­
prising - and refreshing - in that, here again, new instances are 
brought to light, and a large number of Ancient Roman writings are 
chronicled, some of which describe incidents of astounding s milar- 
ity to some of our 'modern' saucers.

An unusual asoect is that we are warned that "one certain type
of 'saucer'" is NOT friendly, but definitely hostile! This is the
cigar- or spindle-shaped visitor which, says Mr.Wilkins, has been 
responsible for various unexplained fires and other strange phenom­
ena, both in England and the United States.

After briefly mentioning "negative" or "contraterrene" matter, 
and worlds of possibly another etheric type (we wish he had said 
more - but possibly this aspect itself would be material enough for 
another book) - again a rather sinister note is struck - and played 
on, to some extent, throughout the book, in the chapters dealing 
with odd and - to the purist - apparently extraneous matters. Es­
pecial attention is given to the mysterious air disasters of recent 
times, notably the "Comets". The whole tone of the book is, indeed 
markedly less lig.hthe8.rted than other saucer chronicles, and it is 
climaxed at the end by the suggestion that we earthians may not be 
allowed to enter space in our ovvn clumsy way••••

A book to be read - several times - and well digested, by 
every "Saucerer", this is a very fine addition to the growing mass 
of literature on 'our' subject - and one that in the space of one 
brief page, it cannot be hoped fully to do justice.

Air-line and ex-RAF pilots discussed the saucers they had seen, 

before an audience^ of 300 people, at Islington Central Library, in 
London, on March 23rd. It was organised by Mr.Colin Hodgkinson, 
Conservative Candidate for S.W.Islington.

Two pilots described the cigar-shaped objects they had seen 
(with illuminated windows, of the type that is now becoming so well 
known to researchers) - and another told of how, when flying from 
Cheltenham to Croydon, he was over Esher ("missTh.-le-mile" area) when 
his compass glass shattered. Later another pilot had told him that 
there was a shiny disc above his plane at .the time.

Mr.Desmond Leslie spoke on the subject of early sightings, and 
also said that since 1946 there had been 10,000 sightings, of which 
only 40% came from America - less than was genreally supposed.

Young Stephen Darbishire, who photographed the Coniston Saucer 
( shovm on our cover page) gave an ace ount of the inc-ident, and came 
througp a barrage of cross-examination with his evidence quite -
shaken. His younger cousin, Adrian - •.aged eight - came forward, 
and sa d in a clear voice: "I did see it, with Stephen".

Mr.L.G. Cramp, M.S.I.A.*  ( incidentally a member of the FS Club), 
showed some of his drawings, comparing the Coniston and Adamski 
ships, which (as mentioned in the Coniston report) he deduced by 
analysis were the same model, if not the j_dentical craft.
