The recluses wear no clothing
in sub-zero temperatures except
when they visit villages. Then
they wear a thin cloth around
the waist.

Father Eichinger said he saw
a ‘“snowman” recluse cure a
child. He has photographs of
others.

“ The men have no more hair
than normal beings,” the mis-
sionary went on. “The oné I
met spoke the native dialect and
& little Chinese.”

These holy recluses are cap-
able of fasting and not moving
for days. They live on plants
and do not feel the cold.

Without the blessing of the
saints Himalayan peasants be-
lleve crops will not grow.

" Noted Jesuit Astronomer Doubts

Other Planets Can Support Life

WASHINGTON, D. C.—(RNS)—A Jesuit astronomer who reportedly
knows more about conditions on the other planets than any man in history hag
a discouraging word—he doesn’t think there is life on those planets.

This was the observation of Father Francis J. Heyden, S.J., as the Wash-
ington Academy of Science announced it will bestow its 1963 annual award on

{ high dispersion

him for scientific achievement in the teaching of science.

Father Heyden, who has been
observing the planets for more
than 30 years at the George-
town University observatory
here, teaches his students about
the mysteries of the universe in
a challenging way.

His most notable contribution
to research has been photo-
graphy of the planet through
spectroscopy.
This breaks up the light they
emit into a broad spectrum
which can be studied for clues
as to the elements in their at-
'mosphere and on their surface
fand-for provoking temperatures.

contain deadly amounts of
nitric oxide. He expects as-
tronauts to find them “most in-
hospitable.”

NOT LOGICAL

Father Heyden believes that
life follows the same biological
rules elsewhere in the universe
that it does on earth. He does
(not think it logical to expect
srace explorers to find some ex-
traordinary new form of life,
based on ammonia molecules,
for example, or breathing nitric
iacid instead of oxygen.

Father Heyden likes to chal-
lenge his Georgetown students
by starting a lecture on Venus
with this story. Once upon a
time Venus had intelligent be-
ings who developed automo-
biles. They love to drive so

well, they drove themselves to
death, he relates, by creating a
vast smog cloud of nitric oxide,
which is the principal irritant
in Washington’s summer
sSmogs.

By using such techniques
Father Heyden makes astrono-
my one of the most popular

courses at Georgetown and hag
produced some outstanding
graduates in the fleld. The
Academy of Sciences award is
the latest of many sclentifia
honors bestowed on the genial
Priest and scholar for his come
tributions to the furfhering
man’s knowledge.

WASHINGTON, D.C., July 10 --- An actual "fly-model”
of the TELSTAR communications satellite was pr;sented today
to the Smithsonian Institution by the Bell Telephone System,

The satellite given to the Smithsonian is an exact
duplicate and was the standby for TELSTAR I, which was launched
one year ago today. Developed by Bell Telephone Laboratories
and launched by the Natlional Aeronautics and Svace
Mministration, TELSTAR I proved that man can use satellites
to transmit television, telephone calls,telegraph messages
and data signals between continents, Within 15 hours after its
successful launching, TELSTAR I relayed signals across the
Atlantic Ocean and sent live television from this continent to
Europe. A few hours later, it brought sound and pictures
from England and France.

During its six months of successful operation, TELSTAR I
carried out all the experiments originally planned. More than 300
technical tests covered every aspect of transmission and over 40O
public demonstrations proved its capabilities. These demonstrations
included multichannel telephony, telegraphy, data, telephoto and
other facsimile transmissions., Transatlantic television was
demonstrated 50 times and on five of the occasions the transmission

was in color,
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Although it 1s no longer operating, the TELSTAR I
satellite is expected to remain in orbit for many years. When
radiation silenced TELSTAR I, there remained a need for additional
knowledge about satellite commnications. For this reason, a
second TELSTAR was launched this year on May 7. An important
objective of TELSTAR II i1s to learn more about radiation in space and
how to extend a satellite's life by avolding or overcoming
radiation damage. After two months in orbit, TELSTAR II 1s in
excellent condition and 1s performing its communications tests
and other experiments perfectly, AT&T said.

Paul A, Gorman, executive vice president of the American
Telephone and Telegraph Compapy, made the presentation for the
Bell System, ‘The satellite was accepted by Dr. Leonard Carmicheal,
secretary of the Smithsonian Institution. Dr. Carmichael
announced that TELSTAR would be exhibited in the main rotunda of
the Arts and Industries Building durlng July. Later, it will
be installed permanently in the Hall of Electricity in the
Museum of History and Technology when that building is completed.,

Space Men May Avoid Earthmen Because Something Lives Up There! 73

NEW, physical evidence of

outer-space life has been
announced by three American
scientists, after a laboratory
anaolysis of a meteorite which
fell in France nearly a century
ago.

“Wherever this meteorite
originated, something lived,”
agreed the three scientists—
Drs. Bartholomew Nagy and
Douglas J. Hennessy of Ford-
ham University and Dr. War-
ren G. Meinschein of Esso Re-
search Laboratories Linden,
N.J.

The fragments analyzed in
the chemical tests came from
a meteorite which fell near
Orgueil, France, on May 14,
1864. It was provided for the
scientists’ tests by the Ameri-
can Museum of Natural His-
tory. One hydrocarbon ana-
lyzed was found to contain a
chemical compound related to
a sex hormone and another
contained a chemical “cousin”
of cholesterol, a familiar
earth substance believed to
cause blocked arteries and
some heart attacks. Such ma-
terials, the three scientists
stated, may well have been
remnants of living beings-on
another planet,

Independent scientific stud-
ies, as well as official plans
to detect extraterrestrial life,
are rapidly increasing as we
prepare to journey into space.
Scientists’ speculation wvaries
from belief in intelligent life
similar to our own to denials
of this possibility.

In a recent symposium on
“Life in Other Worlds,” a
former White House science
advisor, Dr. George B. Kistia-
kowsky of Harvard, said it is
unlikely any space life is like
ours in external shape.

“It would be still less prob-
able to find intelligent beings
about equal to ourselves if we
just at random visit one or
two planets,” he added. He
stated the chance of finding
such an evolution in nearby
space was very small, but
could be expected elsewhere.
“If we were to visit all the
millions of planets sim
ilar to our own,” he said, “it’s

most probable that we would

find all stages of evolution

here and there, including that

of beings endowed with intel-
ligent processes at least as
good as ours.”

We discovered that the next
Mariner space rocket, scheduled
for launching late this fall or
early next spring, will be aimed
to pass close to Mars and will
contain special equipment ca-
pable of analyzing the light re-
flected from Phobos.

Scientists say that if the moon
reflects light the way aluminum
does, it will prove Phobos is a
space platform, not a natural

moon,

Even if this Mariner probe
misses its target — and three
in a row have missed it so far
— the following rocket will try
again, this time with additional
instruments designed to detect
the existence of life on the planet
or its moons.

Why do the scientists believe
that Phobos might be an arti-
ficial space platform and not a
natural moon?

The ENQUIRER interviewed

astronomers and physicists.
Here is what we found out.

Phobos and the other moon,
Deimos. were discovered by a
U.S. astronomer, Asaph Hall, in
1877. For over 80 years, nobody
paid too much attention to them,
because they were so small —
about 5 miles in diameter.

There haven't even been any
good photographs taken of Pho-
bos or Deimos. The earth's
atmosphere interferes with cam-
eras, and the reflected light of
Mars blanks out Phobos.

Then, in 1959, Russia’s leading
planetary physicist, 1.S. Shklov-
sky, published the results of ob-
servations he had made.

He came to the conclusion that
Phobos is an artificial satellite,
probably made of aluminum.

‘‘We have to assume that Pho-
bos is hollow inside, something

like a tin can from which the
contents have been removed,”’
he said.

“It is an artificial satellite of
Mars."”

Shklovsky based his statement
on four peculiar properties of
Phobos:

1. No other planet has moons
that are as small as Phobos.

2. Both Martian moons. Pho-
bos and Deimos, are extremely
close to the planet, Mars. Pho-
bos is only 5,000 miles from the
planet's surface.

3. Unlike all natural moons,
Phobos moves in its orbit over
three times as fast as Mars.

This is impossible for a natur-
al moon, according to accepted

astronomical theories.

No natural satellite can move
faster than the planet it circles,
because both planet and satel-
lite were originally made from
the same substance, traveling at
the same speed.

4. Phobos is slowing down and
falling toward Mars.

This duplicates the motions of
all man-made satellites put into
orbit by the U.S. and Russia.

Scientists all over the world
greeted Shklovsky’s theories with
mixed emotions.

Dr. HM. Sinton, an astrono-
mer at Yerkes Observatory,
Williams Bay, Wis., agreed with
Shklovsky, in a statement before
the U.S. National Academy of
Sciences.

“Phobos may be a huge orbit-
ing city filled with men, women
and children,” he said. ‘‘The
other moon, Deimos, might be
one, too.” .

Agreement also came from
one of the world's leading astro-
nomical experts, Dr. Fred Hoyle,
astrophysicist, a professor of
astronomy at Cambridge Uni-
versity, England, and one-time
staff member of both the Mt.
Wilson and the Palomar ob-
servatories in California.

‘“This is the only theory I have
heard that covers the mystery
of these two moons,” he said.

Dr. S. Fred Singer, professor
of astronomy at the University of
Maryland, and a key figure in
the NASA Mars Probe project,
added his agreement.

“If Shklovsky’s figures are ac-
curate, then Phobos could be
artificial, hollow, and therefore
made by living creatures,” he
said.

Other scientists disagreed with
Shklovsky’s theories.

Dr. E.C. Slipher, director
emeritus of the Lowell Obser-
vatory, near Flagstaff, Ariz,
thought it would be physically
impossible to orbit such a satel-
lite.

Astronomer Clyde W. Tom-
baugh, associate professor of

earth sciences at the Research
Center of New Mexico Universi-
ty in Las Cruces, said:

‘“Putting up such a satellite
would severely strain the capa-
bilities of even a world rich in
resources.

“The extreme poverty of min-
eral resources on Mars would
have deprived them of the neces-
sary materials.”

“That’s no argument,’” retort-
ed Dr. Singer.,“That’s like say-
ing the Egyptians couldn’t have
built the pyramids.”

Then he added his own opinion
as to why the huge satellite was
placed in orbit — as a vacuum
cleaner for radiation.

“Their purpose naturally would
be to sweep up the radiation
belts around Mars to enable
Martians to operate without
radiation hazards in the vicinity
of their planet,” he said.

Until the scheduled probe
rockets are fired from Cape
Canaveral and accomplish their
missions of investigating Phobos,
nobody will know for sure wheth-
er the moon is Martian-made.

It could be inhabited by in-
telligent creatures _who have

lived inside it for centuries.

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SILICON SAUCERS

by Dr. B. E. FINCH

CATTERED in various localised and circum-

S scribed areas on the earth’s surface are
smooth, glassy lumps of curious shapes. These
objects, called tektites, are found strewn in fixed
areas called ‘tektite strewn fields’ covering several
miles. The chief ones so far discovered are in
Iraq, Lebanon, Dead Sea areas, Libya, Bohemia,
Texas, Mexico, Peru, Central Australia and else-
where. These strange objects have been the sub-
¢ ject of sharp scientific controversy for many years.

On examining tektites one is first struck by
their smooth aero-dynamic form, suggesting that
they have travelled rapidly through the air in a
softened state. Again, they are chemically differ-
ent from .meteorites and their appearance in
localised fields demands special explanations.

The second striking feature of tektites is their
chemical composition; these glass-like substances
are found to be composed of silica. Some contain
varying quantities of radio-active isotopes of
aluminum and beryllium, some are pure silicone,
others resemble quartz, glass or flint and contain
varying quantities of boron. The interesting thing
about these silicone masses is that they are
powerful insulators of electro-magnetic forces
such as gravity.
