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SAUCERS ETCETERA

In the following digest of data received Your
Secretary has made a conscientious effort to deter-
mine the source of the original story, from its con-
text, divorced from semantics. As a former reporter,
former publicity man, advertising man and sometime
master of word-twistery, he feels rather competent to
take the syntax apart.

The digest is divided into three sections, |i.
Objects the papers called “saucers”. 2. Objects the
paper called ""meteors”. 3. Objects the papers did not
know what to call, but refrained from calling either
"'saucers” or "‘meteors”.

Some duplication may have crept in, but the aim
has been to supplement the “saucer” data which
appeared in DOUBT No. 23, No. 24, and No. 27,
and to bring it up to date.

The statement is that "flying saucers” or “flying
discs” or "flying disks” were the subject of “news”
stories as follows:
