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EDITORIAL NOTES.

Before this number will be issued there will have
been celebrated all over the world the 64th annivers-
ary of modern spiritualism. It was little suspected
when the Rochester Knockings through the Fox sisters
in 1848 gave the first hint of unseen forces around us
that these contained the embryo of an unrivalled
philosophy destined to entirely change the religious
ideas of the world.  That spiritualism is a very
different thing to what it was even thirty years ago
is due to the fact that we have passed beyond the
initial stages of raps and messages into a scientific
region where the constitution of the universe and our-
selves as integral parts of the mighty scheme is prov-
ing immortality as nothing else can. There is a
time in the history of individuals as well as movements
when there must be a step onward or stagnation is
the result.  After the first glamour that surrounds
the awakening to the possibility of spirit communica
tions it is found that these are limited in character
and run round, as it were, in a circle.  What was
wanted came in the first hints of the latent powers of
the soul and there is no doubt that the announcement
made by a group of scientists in 1888 of a natural
law, which they named telepathy, marks an import-
ant epoch in the world's spiritual development.

It must not be forgotten, however, that but for
modern spiritualism these scientific investigations
would never have been made. It was the time of
Home, Slade, Stainton Moses and other remarkable
mediums.  People were talking of Sir W. Crookes'
experiments with Florence Cook and the marvellous
materialisations of Katie King. Alfred Russel
Wallace had issued his book *“Miracles and Modern
Spiritualism,” and Zollner in Germany, (had as-
tonished the world with his volume “Transcendental
Physics,” which contained the first examples of the
“passage of matter through matter” under the strict-
est test conditions.  So sceptical were these Cam-
bridge investigators—Balfour, Gurney, Barrett, Myers
Sidgwick and others—so afraid, possibly, of being con-
vinced against their will, that they systematically
ignored, the conclusions of every one who had pre-
ceded them, only taking as their text that if such
things had ever occurred as attested by Swedenborg
and others, that they should happen here and now
We all know how Myers became one of the most
earnest of spiritualists, having turned at last to 'the
derided phenomena” and that W. F. Barrett, Oliver
Lodge, Dr. Hyslop and others are all following suit.

Camille Flammarion, the great astronomer, has in
his latest book, “The Mysterious Psychic Force,”
shown that we are only just on the threshold of
psychic development. In this book he gives the
result of his investigation of Spiritualism, and he
says that its manifestations have shown him that
these “psychic forces are worthy of being embraced
within the scope of scientific analysis.................. From

all my experiments in Spiritualism and telepathy, '
he goes on, “l have come to the conclusion that the
soul exists as a real entity, independent of the body.
It is endowed with faculties still unknown to science.
It is able to act at a distance without the interven-
tion of the senses. There exists in nature a myriad
activity, a psychic element, the essential nature of
which is still unknown to us.”

Flammarion says that his study of Spiritualism
began quite accidentally when he was a young man
in 1861, by taking up a book in a public library on
the subject. He sat in circle in Paris with Victorien
Sardou, the great dramatist, got planchette writing
with .Victor Hugo in the isle of Jersey; but all these
things, including table rapping, seemed to him an
extension of the power of the hand and brain, and
he is of opinion that these later scientific develop-
ments are the herald of the higher Spiritualism, des-
tined to be the handmaid of science. “A thousand
years hence,” he says, “our actual condition will
bear no possible comparison with that of even a cul-
tivated mind now. There are properties of matter
which are completely hidden from us, and humanity
is endowed with faculties still unknown to us.”

In a most able address given before the members
and friends of the London Spiritual Alliance by Mr.
Herbert Burrows, he speaks of the wonderful unity
that exists throughout the physical universe. “There
is a unity,” he says, “in the structural basis of all
living beings. Twelve chemical elements enter into
the composition of all living organisms. In the plant

; these elements have a potential energy put there by
the sun's rays. In animals—and here you and | are
included- this power of utilising the suns rays is
wanting, and all animals are therefore dependent for
their life on the co-existence of plants. “Think as
you go into your garden to-morrow,” says Mr.
Burrows, “that but for the existence even of the
humble weed, your physical life would be non-exis-
tent, and in face of this great law you may realise the
unity and brotherhood of the physical universe as
perhaps you have never realised them before. Not
only,” says Mr. Burrows, “are you and | brothers and
sisters to the amoeba—that lowest form of life- -
but the earth and its products, as spectrum analysis
shows, are brother to the sun, and by analogy we also
| in our turn, to every particle of the universe.

To read in this issue Signor Valetti's address on
his “Experiences in Spirit Life” is to put the coping
stone on philosophy such as this. As an exemplifica-
tion of the health-giving force of the permeating

| spirit of the universe, it is a corroboration of Mr
Arthur Hallam's conclusions regarding health as
| given in the review of his book, “The Key to Perfect
Health” on the next page. “The same power,” says
Signor Valetti, “which keeps me filled with life on
the spirit side of life keeps the universe good, .keeps it
from going to chaos and decay. Well might the pealm-
ist say, “Thy mercy endureth for ever.” The denizens
of the spirit world............... retain health and immor-
tal life through this wondrous power which is their
sustenance. This is the power which has existed
throughout eternity, and which can never fail.

to a knowledge of the latent healing forces within
themselves.

Universal Healing Power.

It seems as if the great majority of people and the
medical profession generally have come to ignore the
wonderful restorative power known to the ancients as
vis medicatrix naturte, the elixir of life that heals wounds,
knits broken bones, and whose diminished action in the
human system is the cause of disease and weakness of
every kind. It ii to give this back to the invalid that
healers of every cult are endeavouring to do, but it must
never be forgotten that it is only alleviation, not
permanent cure, that can be effected unless the patient
meets his healer half way, and with returning strength
and ability to do so, puts himself into the track of
receiving direct the spiritual strength that is his for the
asking. Arthur Hallam
well says, “To doubt
the reality and presence
of this vital power is
almost equal to dis-
believing in one's own
very existence; for
without the one there
would assuredly not be
the other, and it is
indeed strange, from one
point of view, having
regard to the innumer-
able well-authenticated
and remarkable cures
effected throughout all
ages, not to mention
those of Christ hiinse'f,
that the great majority
of people should even
to-day fail to realise the
root principle thereof,
instead of attributing
these cures to some
supernatural or abnor-
mal faculty possessed
only by certain rare
individuals. We
are gradually nearing a
fuller and more complete
realisation of the nature
and source of this great
health power—a power
latent in all of us, and
incapable of being
claimed by any section
of the community as their special privilege and gift. . . .
We must come to see that the power which some of us
have already learned to cultivate and exercise for the good
of the community is exactly the same as that which Christ
taught his followers to recognise as part of their spiritual
heritage, and of which throughout all ages there has never
been lacking somemanifestation.”

Healing in the Past

For the general reader, perhaps, the most inter-
esting chapter, as it deals with the history of the
subject, is the one headed *“Mesmerism v. Hypno-
tism.” Dealing with the past the author says, “ We

find that human magnetism—or its equivalent, the
laying on of hands—was practised over 1500 years
B.C., and ever since that time there have been used
magnetic methods similar in many ways to those
employed by modern operators. The British Museum
contains a bas-relief which formed part of a tomb in
Thebes, which depicts a “subject” sitting down,
whilst before him stands a man with hands uplifted,
in the act of making ‘passes’ down the body of a
patient.” A photograph of this forms one of the
illustrations, and as being a rare and curious tablet
is here reproduced. “It is also known,” says the

author, “that among the Clialdseans, the Babylonians,
the Persians, the Hindus, the Egyptians, the Greeks
and the Romans, many of the priests effected cures,

or threw people into deep sleeps in the shades of the !

temples, during which the sleeper sometimes had
prophetic dreams.
to be supernatural, and no doubt they gave power
to the priesthood.” Almost the first magnetiser men-
tioned in English history was Valentine Greatrakes,
of Ireland, born in 1628, and who attracted great
attention in England by his power of curing scro-
fula. Thousands of sufferers crowded to him from
all parts of the kingdom, and distinguished men, such

Such influences were then held |

as Robert Bayle and R. Cudworth, witnessed and |

attested the cures effected by Greatrakes. Other healers
became prominent, including John Joseph Gassner,
a Roman Catholic priest, in the eighteenth century,
in Swabia, who declared that the majority of diseases
arose from demoniacal possession, and could only be
cured by exorcism. But very little attention was
given to the subject until Friedrich Anton Mesmer,
a Viennese doctor, took the matter up in the middle
of the eighteenth century. He became convinced of
the existence of this vital fluid and of its curative
effects, and eventually made public his beliefs. As
all the world knows, Mesmer's discoveries were re-
garded with great disfavour, but his death in 1815
did not stop investigation of the subject. The first
person of eminence to adopt the practice of mes-
merism in England was Dr, John Elliotson, of the
University College Hospital, London, in the year
1837. As is the case with all pioneers of truths new
to the world, he was subjected to the most virulent
abuse. Elliotson was a physician of high attainments
and a perfect gentleman, yet, says Mr. Hallam, "in-
sinuations of a vile and most indecent character were
levelled at him in his attempts to further the scien-
tific investigations of mesmeric phenomena.” He
was eventually prevented from applying it to patients
in the University College Hospital, and at once
resigned in consequence. It must not be forgotten
that these experiments have had results of a most tar-
reaching character which have led to some of the
great leaders in Spiritualism becoming convinced of
the facts of psychic phenomena. It was in 1846 that
Dr. Alfred Russel Wallace, then a school teacher,
began to experiment with some of his pupils with
such extraordinary results that the great fact of spirit
control and communication was eventually attested

by him, and led to his present unassailable position
as a Spiritualist of the most earnest and advanced
type.

Dr. Braid and Hypnotism.

Just as the "New Psychology,” “Occult Investiga-
tions,” or any other name is used that may relieve people
from the disrepute that still clings about the word
Spiritualism, so Dr. Braid, by adopting a new title,
made use of Mesmer’s discoveries, although Hypno-
tism does not include all that is real and genuine in
the discoveries of Mesmer and his immediate suc-
Cessors.

In Mr. A. P. Sinnett's valuable treatise on “The
Rationale of Mesmerism,” he says, Dr. Braid "was
a person who invented a method of thinking which
enabled people thus inclined to handle and talk about

some of the phenomena of Mesmerism without set-
ting themselves in opposition to medical orthodoxy,
and without giving up the ungrateful cry that Mes-
mer was an impostor. Dr. Braid, by a bold
manoeuvre,” says Mr. Sinnett, “possessed himself of
some, at any rate, of the facts, and by putting a
forged ticket upon them, justified himself before the
world for continuing to villify their real discoveries.”
Mr. Sinnett says that “the reasoning of Braid would
have been blown to atoms by contemporary critics
if it had been opposed to, instead of chiming in with,
conventional prejudice.” Mr. Hallam points out the
great divergence of opinion between the respective
advocates of mesmerism or human magnetism and
hypnotism, and says how necessary it is to explore
the writings of the early magnetists as well as those
of later hypnotists before attempting to arrive at a
conclusion.
A New School of Healing.

All through the book the author endeavours to
show that at the root of the various systems of heal-
ing there is one universal power. “As a matter of
fact,” he says, and all broad-minded people will agree
with him, “all the differing schools, whether they be
Christian Scientist, Mesmeric, Hypnotic, or Faith
Healing, have all more or less of truth in them. As
it is obviously impossible to attach oneself to them
all the idea of a school upon a basis sufficiently broad
and well-balanced to admit of every reasonable and
legitimate phase of the subject was the motive of the
founder in establishing the Psycho-Therapeutic
Society. It was designed to be a school where every
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phase of treatment might be carefully demonstr ited
within its portals, and where all may study without
being pledged to adhere to the varying beliefs exam-
ined and discussed.

Spiritual Healing tiie Highest Goal.

As a practical, common-sensible method, it cannot
be gainsaid that “The Key to Perfect Health” is a
volume of the first rank. It is a powerful plea for
the power of the mind over matter. The author
quotes Aristotle as saying, “The mind has the same
command over the body as the master over ihe
slave,” and in deprecating talking of one's maladies,
surely the most hurtful of all, recalls Emerson's say-
ing in one of his essays, “One topic is peremptorily
forbidden to all rational mortals—distempers. 1f you
have not slept, if you have the headache, or leprosy,
or a thunderstroke, 1 beseech you, by all the angels,
to hold your peace, and not pollute the morning.
Come into the azure and love the day.” It must not
be forgotten, however, that there is something higher
to which we may all aspire--the perfect indwelling
of the spirit which gives us health and joy unspeak-
able. There is no limit to the power of the spirit.
With the gradual spiritual upliftment and develop-
ment of the race, it will grow out of every disease
that sets its seal now on so many sufferers, and learn
at last that to be in perfect tune with the infinite, means

"Health, peace, salvation universal.”

MR. T. W. STANFORD’S SEANCES WITH

It has long been a desire on the part of the conduc-
tor of these circles to have descriptions given of life
in the spiritual spheres. It was, therefore, with much
satisfaction that it was announced on February 22nd
that Signor Valetti, whose addresses have found
sympathetic readers in all these southern lands, in-
cluding South Africa, and also in America and
Europe, would speak that evening on his “Personal
Experiences in Spirit Life.”

Its phenoisena, being
all based upon immutable principles of law, open up
endless arenas for new research for science, and its con-
sensus of revelations being founded upon facts, tend to
place true religion on the basis of science and vitalise
science with all that is true and practical in_ religion.

get well upon the earth plane. | sent then for a
good old padre, that he might administer to me the
last rites and extreme unction, for |1 was connected
with the Roman Catholic Church. | had no fear,
but some regrets that I was leaving so many good
friends. | had but few relatives, and 1 was about
to pass into the entirely unknown. | had never
given much heed to the teaching of the church to
which | belonged, and 1 believe that God, in His
goodness, had given me some light and a little pro-
gress even while I was connected with the orthodox
church.  But, having taken the last sacrament, as
we are directed by the church to do, I felt satisfied.
I remember that it was just growing dark on that
winter’'s day when my nurse came to the bed and
spoke most kindly to me.

I told you that I, in my weakness, became uncon-
scious of all around; but, after that, 1 became con-
scious of several things. | realised that something
that had held me down and fatally gripped me was
gone. | was a free man, and felt that in the place
of weakness and pain and sickness, 1 had a virility
and a vigour which 1 had never known upon the
earth plane. | was also aware that I was in new
surroundings, and that these were most beautiful.
Then | became conscious that. I was in the midst of
a company of spirits, fellow souls, whose voices were
musical with happiness, and who were all welcoming
me. Next | saw my father and my mother ap-
proach, and others that | had lost upon the earth
plane for a while. 1 then knew that some great
change had occurred which had taken from me every-
thing that | had desired to get rid of, and that
someone, or some power, had given to me a de-
lightful experience, which | had often in a measure
imagined, but dared scarcely believe that it could he
possible. | was surrounded by an innumerable
company, and | was quite dazzled with the appear-
ance of some who it was explained to me were ex-
alted personages.  Then there approached one who
seemed to be the chief speaker. He told me that
before me was the universe, that time was for me
no more; that | was henceforth an inhabitant of a
country which had for King and Father the Al-
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mighty God.  You will ask me—was it all pleasant?
Extremely so.  Ah, how can 1 illustrate it so that
you will understand?  Have you ever taken a long
journey, and become extremely tired and weary, and,
at last, after much striving and journeying, you have
come to a house of rest? How you sank down upon
the downy couch; oh, the delight of it! With no
dreams to disturb your rest, you woke like a giant
refreshed.  To me it was something like that; al-
though even that is a weak illustration.  But that
which brought me greatest happiness was the know-
ledge that I had gained what I had once believed |
had lost. 1 had health, strength, vitality, friends,
and relatives restored to me for evermore.

This Earth but a Shadow of the Spirit World.

I have always been fond of the beautiful. 1 have
spent days, weeks, months, and years in the picture
galleries of Europe, looking at the work of the old
masters. Many of them lived hundreds of years
before I came upon the earth plane, and yet | seemed
to have known them all the days of my life. 1 have
dreamed about them.  Da Vinci had always been
Bly companion, Murillo a boon, choice comrade; for
Giotto I had a deep, lasting friendship. 1 loved the
beautiful in all its forms. I loved Nature—the
beautiful lakes of Italy and Switzerland, the glorious
mountains, the everlasting hills. My friends in
spirit life said to me, “Come and see the House
Beautiful.”  Try and understand, if you can, that
the landscapes and the beauty of all that there is
on the other side of life is spiritual, not material.
The material is only the gross copy of the spiritual.
There is no tongue which can describe the beauty
of the spiritual realms, wherein are the souls of those
who have just entered on their progressive exist-
ence—souls who have striven to do their best ac-
cording to their light. | say that there is no tongue
that can describe the beauties of that land. Take
the best that you have and it is poor in comparison.
Then | came next to the spiritual houses, and there
I met with more friends, more relatives, and, greater,
grander still, with those royal souls who had been
my affinities on earth—boon companions, comrades
of the brush and palette, and others whom | had
deeply reverenced in my soul.  But I found them so
much greater, grander, nobler than they ever were
in their earth life, and | was privileged to be one of
their companions.  Still I pressed onward. I came
next to a Rest House.  Ah, that will sound pecu-
liar.  You will say, how can you have rest houses,
if you don't know what it is to be weary?  No, there
is no weariness like that you have experienced on
earth; but there are rest houses, where in the
spiritual life we may rest and have delightful inter-
course with our friends.  The Great Teacher once
said to His followers, “Come ye apart a little while.”
He took them aside, away from the crowd, for He
had something to impart to them which the mass of
people could not understand or receive.

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I be a messenger? | thought of some on the earth
plane | had loved so dearly, and remembered that
they were in certain spiritual darkness. | inquired
—where is the heaven of orthodoxy? “It does not
exist,” was the answer. Where is the purgatory of
which | have been told so often?  “It does not
exist."  But my friends are in darkness, and a
yearning came that I might go to them and tell them
what | knew. | wanted to say, “Do not be mis-
taken, there is something better, brighter, grander,
nobler for human souls than the priest has taught
you. He is in darkness himself. In love | wish
to put you straight.” | was told that I could re-
turn, and grew conscious that I could communicate
with those still on earth if | found a certain channel,
an avenue, an instrument. ~ Ah, how should I find
such?  “All things are yours,” is the promise. There-
fore, I would find the way and the instrument. This
I did, and | have spoken not only here and in my
own country, but in England and in Scotland. 1 have
spoken through a very fine lady in Rome, and through
your own sensitive in Australia and in New Zealand,
in Italy, and in Scotland, and you have helped me.
That is the work that I am doing, and it gives me
increased happiness.
An lllimitable Universe.

I was told that there were greater beauties of the
spiritual landscape which 1 had not yet seen, and
which 1 could not yet understand, because the
universe is illimitable.  There is something over-
poweringly grand in the thought that you are not
cramped or shut up in a small space of a few mil-
lions of miles.  No, this universe is illimitable and
vast, and this field was mine to explore. It became

mine by right. | had a right to it because it be-
longed to my Father, and | was His heir. | bad
worked for it, and | had yet to work for it.  Take

special note of that. | was not to sit down and
play upon a harp, I was to work and earn the right
to explore my Father’s dominions, and get happiness
from every place, state, and condition of my spiritual
existence. Do you like grand architecture? From
where do you think that the old Greeks got their
first designs?  Phidias and Praxiteles were, no doubt,
the greatest of Greek sculptors.  There were won-
derful architects in those days. When | was upon
the earth plane I made a nine months' tour of Greece,
Rome, and Sicily, to make a study of the architecture
of the ancients. | visited every temple, whether in
ruins or in perfect order, and | tell you they are a
heap of stones, they are utterly beneath contempt
compared with the spiritual architecture of the homes
and houses in the spirit world.  If you have a spiri-
tual body, there is no reason why you should not
have a spiritual house.  Get rid of the idea, signore,
that you are a puff of wind in the life hereafter.
Even wind may be solidified, for wind is atmosphere
in motion, and it is possible to solidify the atmo-
sphere.  Then | come to the inhabitants of that
spiritual world. I had never previously believed
or dreamed that these could exist in such beautiful
forms.  To most people beauty of form is a source
of joy and comfort.  The Greeks and the Romans
loved beauty of form, and | know that you do like-
wise. I saw the most exquisite forms as | pro-
gressed, and every day, to use language which you
will understand, 1 met with some that | had pre-
viously known upon the earth plane, and what words
pan tell the joy of it! To some of them 1 had done
little acts of kindness.  And let me impress upon
you that of all the pleasure | received on the spirit
side of life, | received the most from those to whom
I had done some act of kindness. If I had my earth
life again, | would spend every hour in doing good—
I would spend my life in doing acts of kindness.
Appointed to do a Certain Work

In these spiritual rest houses that | have been
speaking of we frequently met, not only with loved
ones, but with those whom we reverenced and adored.
We make also fresh acquaintances. We get a know-
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ledge of great and grand souls, and come in contact
with them.  After a time, | was appointed by an
Intelligence to do a certain work, and the work I
was to do was to help others to see the light, and |
had permission to come back to the earth again.
Then my instructor said, “That which will give you
the greatest pleasure, do.” Then | came back. |
am told that there is a certain channel, an opening
at Signor Stanford’s. | decide to go; Signor Stan-
ford makes me welcome, and my message is given
to the world through the Signora’s wonderful paper,
and | am happy.

Relationships in Spirit Life.

I have met with many great and noble characters,
who lived upon the earth plane. 1 am frequently
in the companionship of those whom 1 loved and
adored, and | have never yet found cause of offence,
and never will.  No one has entered into my sur-
roundings who has caused me a moment of sadness.
On the earth plane even your best moments are
clouded because someone in your midst was objec-
tionable to you; but each one on the spirit side has
gravitated to a certain spiritual level. If lie be
good, then his spiritual status is good, his affinities
will be good, and those who come in immediate con-
tact with him will be good also.  There will be no
one to offend. It has been often asked, when we
meet our relatives in heaven—say, our wives, because
some people have more than one wife—how shall we
feel? 1 am going to tell you. When you get to
the spirit side- of life, there is a feeling which takes
possession of you in regard to earth existence some-
thing like this—that was an existence in which 1 was
like a little child. 1 formed certain acquaintances.
Some of them were beautiful, and I love to continue
them.  Some of them were not so, for | formed
them in ignorance, as | had a certain love for the
beautiful. It was a sensual love, perhaps, that I
experienced.  That lias passed with the old flesh,
but if it were a love of souls, that love continues on
the spirit side.  Hence the feeling which sometimes
would promote jealousy or discord has gone.  On the
spirit side of life, if you were as David, having any
number of wives, you would simply regard them as
soul mates you had dwelt with on the earth plane.

There is a certain work given
for you to do; people have different work and occu-
pation, but all work.  Some are building a spiritual
house, and on the earth plane you are building a
spiritual house through your deeds.  You will be
working, but even in lieaven there are periods of
rest, just a cessation from work, so that there might
be variety in your existence. | have met one whom
you knew—NMr. James Smith. The King of Italy,
Victor Emmanuel, conferred an honour upon him,

| so be has informed me, on the earth plane. He was
' a gifted writer, a member of the Dantean Society.
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Your friend, Mr. Smith, tells me that lie lias met
many noted writers, men of many different shades
of thought on the earth plane.

No Acrimonious Discussions in Spirit Life

I also have met with many people whom 1 rever-
ence of different shades of thought.  There are no
acrimonious discussions here, for we are all brought
to a certain standard, which we know is the truth
concerning every matter, but it must be by a per-
sonal experience. If you pass to the other side be-
lieving in the teaching of the Roman Catholic
Church, or the Anglican Church, you will meet
with people diametrically opposed in their lives to
such beliefs.  But the sting of it all is gone. They
stand face to face with the great truth that it took
all sorts of people to make a world upon the earth
plane, but on the spirit side of life there was one
great and holy spiritual Being, who was truthful—
and that is God.  His ministering spirits were ready
to give information upon subjects which they did
not understand, or were in doubt about, and their
verdict was final. It was the truth.  Ah, is that
not grand? Can you suggest anything better to
me?  Supposing you with a friend on the earth
plane have been at loggerheads over something. On
the other side, if you choose, you can come to the
Court of Appeal, you can place it there, and the
answer will be the truth, and the one who is right
passes on to greater, grander knowledge, and he who
was wrong lias learned his lesson, and also passes to
greater knowledge.

Spiritual Sustenance

I could go cn for some considerable time, for there
is so much to tell you about the inhabitants of the
spirit world, but I must stop in a few minutes. The
question has often been asked—Do you eat and drink
in spirit life?

You
have, therefore, the assurance that you will live eter-
nally.

Y More Beyond Present Knowledge.

What there is beyond | know not yet. Even cn
our side of life we are not given more knowledge
than we can make use of for the time. It is all a
matter of progression. 1 have told you that you
all have to work. There are no drones in the king-
dom of heaven. But it is work that is congenial
and satisfactory; it is a labour of love. It is ap-
pointed by a Higher Intelligence; it is given to you
to do; and if you do it your progress and happiness
is assured. Realise that there is no coercion on
the spirit side of life, but the spiritual eyes are
opened to their responsibility. They see everything
at a glance. In the spirit side of life you are not
left in any doubt. You have full knowledge that
to obey is better than sacrifice, and to do the will
of God is to bring happiness in your progressive
existence throughout eternity. Mothers have had
their children taken away by death, and the be-
reaved ones say, “We have lost our children.”

Is it not worth striving for? There is no con-
demnation to those who are in God, those who are
living the life, those who are seeking to do that
which is right. Let me tell you, friends, that the
time is coming when all earth problems, religions,
and theology, will pass away.

They are sick in their soul of being told
to trust to another, they cannot fathom the
scheme or plan of salvation, but they do

know that round about them is a world of misery, of
unhappiness, of shortcomings. It is only the true
spiritual philosophy which teaches man to rely upon
himself and become his own saviour by being true
to himself. There is no religion higher than truth.
To serve God he must serve man. That pleases the
Father and continues eternally.  We must become
servants of each other and the Master Christian
set us the example when He became the meek and
lowly one who sat at meat with his brethren. These
are my experiences on the spirit side of life. |
could go on much longer. 1 wish to add my testi-
mony that my condition of life is perfectly satis-
fying to me. If there be any unsatisfactory feeling
it is that 1 had not true spiritual knowledge on the
earth plane but now | know the truth, the way, and
the life 1 am going to work and do that which is
set before me. It is my Father's business, it is a
labour of love, and at last I will meet you and take
you to the beautiful homes and the storehouses of
knowledge prepared for you. You have to get rid
of a lot of things yet which would prevent you from
enjoying the kingdom of heaven. With some it is
selfishness, with others pride. There is always some-
thing that must be thrown to one side, for “by
Love, ye must serve one another.”

pertaining to this world, Professor Hare propounded
sixty-four questions and submitted them to a con-
vocation, of notable spirits who werie associated in
the introduction of Spiritualism to humanity. As
they are calculated to simplify the relationship of
mankind to the other world, we present a few of
the most prominent for the consideration of our
readers, the first of which relates to the verity of
the account of his sister's and others' transition
(previously presented), and the accounts are con-
firmed. The following are aome of thp questions
submitted, and the answers—

“Is it true that within a space lying between the
earth and the lunar orbit, there are seven concentric
regions, denominated spheres, which may be called the
country @®f SPIrItS; that this country has ‘all the features
of terrestrial scenery, but with a much greater beauty,
even in the third sphere, while the beauty of the other
four spheres is greater in proportion as they are higher?
Answer—Yes.

Is it true that in these regions there are mountains,
plains, rivers, lakes, brooks, rills, flowers, birds, beasts,
and every attribute of the most admired portions of this
lower sphere? Answer—Yes.

Is it true that, by the higher spirits, music,
and all the sciences and fine arts, are highly and
zealously cultivated, and that pleasures of " social
intercourse are more highly enjoyed than upon earth?
Answer—Yes.

Are the atmospheres of the spheres more rare in pro-
portion as they are more elevated?—VYes.

Do they increase in beauty as they are higher in
the series? Answer—Yes.

Are spirits in the lowest level of the second sphere
destitute of effulgence?—VYes.

Is reformation indicated by diminished darkness, and
subsequently by augmented effulgence? Answer—Yes.

Is the sphere of a spirit known by the relative bright-
ness or darkness of his halo? Answer—Yes.

What designates the boundaries of the spheres, so as
to make spirits perceive when they are passing through
the partition between one and “another?  Answer—
Diversity of impression made upon the spirit.

What confines a spirit to his proper level, so that
none can mount above it into a sphere to which it
does not belong? Answer—A moral specific_gravity, in

oetry,

which the weight is inverselﬁ_ as the merit, prevents
the spirit from rising above his proper level.

Has the most dense of undeveloped spirits any weight?
If not, how are they densei' than those who have pro-

ressed further? Answer—They are in the spheres,

eavy as compared with other spirits, but their weight
would not influence a scale beam in this mundane
sphere.

If the lowest have no weight, wherefore are they more
competent to give physical manifestations by moving
Bonderable bodies? Answer—They do not act by weight,

ut all spirits under favourable conditions, and with
certain means, possess in a minute degree, a portion of
that power possessed in an infinite extent b%/ the Deity
of annulling gravitation and vis-inertiae ; and though they
cannot exercise such power without the aid of a medium,
the medium is to them as an implement in the hands
of a human being.

How are such ,movements produced consistently with
the law that action and reaction are equal and con-
trary? Answer—Gravity and vis-inertise being neutral-
ised, the physical law of ‘action and reaction does not pre-
vail against the spirit volition.

The foregoing are sufficient to illustrate the tenor

These considerations being premised, it would seem
that punishment in the spirit world is only the carry-
ing out of the same system, excepting that while the
deficiencies or. vices which have arisen in this world
become a punishment in the next, they also operate as
the means of improvement or “progression.” It may
be inferred that as in this world the power of the
Deity, although commensurate with the all but infinite
universe in which we exist, was so restricted by con-
ditions as to induce that enormous diversity of p.osition
in the scale of humanlt%/ which has been presented, to
view. Yet in the world to come, these defects and vices
are liable to be remedied; and, though they re-act upon
their victim, it is with a view to his own ultimate
benefit.  There is not_a malevolent devil to seize the
oor miscreant, and like the savage Indian, _torture

im with fiend-like pleasure. He is regarded with com-
passion, and as soon as contrition is induced, treated
with compassion by the higher spirits, and assisted by
counsel and enlightened by instruction. Unable any
longer to indulge his bad propensities, the desire of
rising to_a higher level becomes a passion. Intellectual
and social pleasures begin to be enjoyed. So long as
he remains under the influence of his mundane appetites,
he has to consort with spirits who are similarly actuated;
they read each other’s mind, and thus are made ac-
uainted with the deformity _of their own, they eventually
thus become _instrumental” in reciprocal correction. So
soon as an inspiration for a better state is awakened,
they rise to the next plane or circle above that in
which they may have been existing: the only dlfflCU_ltK
is in taking the first step. _Progression grows wit
each step, and strengthens with its strength, so that
all beings may sooner or later attain to the hhghest sphere
in the spirit world. It should be understood that there
is no pardon for existing sin. Pardon can 0n|¥ exist as
a consequence of reform, and in proportion thereto.

In the spirit world, all are seen through and justly
estimated, so that degradation and_ vice or elevation and
virtue are justly estimated by spiritual intuition. Yet
there is, in mg opinion, far more satisfactory proof of
the truth of Spiritualism than of any other creed in-
volving immortality; while, so far as "adopted, it must
tend to do away with priestcraft, sectarian malevolence,
and religious intolerance. Man will go to the spirits
of his ancestors for his_religion, not to a fanatical,
bigoted, oi- interested priest.

Should spirits actually exist, as supposed, and convey
the same religious knowledge all over the world, all men
will agree that virtue is to be the means of salvation,
not bigotry under the name of faith.

It is conceived that Spiritualism has all the desirable
attributes of religion. It sanctions the idea of the
existence of one Supreme Being, who is represented as
all love to His creatures; while His powers are made
known to us by sublimity, profundity, magnificence, and
inconceivable extent of the creation which He rules. It
does not represent Him as selfishly creatln? us for the
purpose of worshipping Him, as capable of jealousy or
implacable wrath for the resultof errors which his alleged
omnipotence could by a correct. On the contrary, we
have been created 'to be happy sooner or later; evil
existing not through design, but in consequence of con-
ditions which He cannot control or cure unless through
the operation of general principles. With a view to
mutual happiness, reciprocal beneficence is enjoined.

We are required to obey the precepts of acting towards
others as we would have them act towards us.

This innate law is apBeaIed to instinctively by an
child who is oppressed by another larger than ‘itself,
and was consecrated by Confucius six hundred years
before its judicious sanction by Christ.

Spiritualism has the merit pre-eminently not only of
furnishing a knowledge of immortality  beyond the
f]rave, but a precise knowledge of the spirit ‘world, in
leu of the silence of the pentateuch and the vagueness
and inconsistency of the gospel.

By tlie last American mail came t-lie following ar-
ticle, specially written for the ‘'Harbinger,” from
Edgar Lucien Larkin, on the recent visit of the Rev.
R. J. Campbell, of the City Temple, London, to
Los Angeles, California.  There is not much detail
of this great speaker's addresses, but it seems that
.the prevailing idea, was the "Immanence of God;”
this wholly scientific deduction that all discoveries
as to the constitution of the universe are forcing our
great thinkers to accept. It is this which is at the
heart of the newer spiritualism, destined to lift that
great name from the dust to which unworthy hands
have relegated it. Everything shows signs of a
resuscitation of failing beliefs which the scientific
.study of psychic phenomena can alone bring about.
There is at present no real faith among the professed
religionists of the Life Beyond, such as is given in the
supplement to this issue of the “Harbinger"” by Signor
Valetii at Mr. Stanford's circle.  With those who
inquire into these things it is no longer a matter of
belief, but knowledge.

Professor Larkin Says .—

This observatory and myself have both been
honoured by a visit from Mr. Campbell, the great
preacher of the City Temple, London.  This world-
renowned man is indeed a true minister, as well as
author of that able and now historic book, “The
New Theology. He has been up here, stood upon
this summit, and looked upon the shining instruments
in the Observatory.  And his vision has rested upon
the mighty panorama below, over all southern Cali-
fornia, and far out across the bar to the distant
ocean.  Plains, flower and fruit laden even in mid-
winter, and cities spread before him.  There was the
deep green of orange tree leaves, adorned with white
and gold, for the trees are both bearing and bloom-
ing.  There may not be a more animated scene on
earth just now, than this wondrous plain. Thous-
ands are at work gathering oranges and lemons,
packing and lading long railway trains, which rush
away to Chicago and New York. And as the minis-
ter looked, long rows of graceful eucalyptus trees
waved in the gentle wind, while magnolias, acacia,
pepper and the lovely camphor trees gave their beauty
to- make one of the earth's grandest panoramas. And
all the wide domain of the United States, save
‘Southern California and Florida, was meanwhile in
the clutch of snow and ice, and unprecedented cold.
And the Master Mind of the Teacher of Men was
equal to the occasion, for this scene of terrestrial
splendour was appreciated, comprehended, and assi-
milated by him.  This requires a high order of
mind, for the faculties must encompass and sense the
majesty of colossal peaks and lightning-scarred sum-
mits, and 900 square miles of paradise below, with
its great cities and beyond the sea.  Many thous-
ands of visitors ascend to these heights and fail ut-
terly to grasp the combined magnitude and beauty.

The New Theology.

At first | thought of going to the library, taking
down huge dictionaries and lexicons, and rows of
yellow leather-bound commentaries—these latter
now completely obsolete—-to search out definitions
.and terms to use in describing Mr. Campbell’s ser-
mons, preached while in California, and his won-
drous book “The New Theology.” |1 did start to
get a book, but I thought of two words that saved
me from the work of taking down the tomes and
putting them back.  Here are the two words which
explain  his popularity—common sense.  Every
theological and religious subject since AD. 1 s
treated by this wideawake minister by the mighty
rules of plain, rigid common sense.  The appalling
horrors of old-time orthodoxy are annihilated. Here
let me say, before | speak of Mr. Campbell’s books
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and sermons, that | cannot see one reason why the
truth about the real meaning of the books called the
Bible, the Hebrew Scriptures, should not be given
to the people.  Nothing can now be gained by any
church by longer withholding the great store of
truth in these venerable writings.  To begin with,
they are Eber, not Hebrew, Scriptures. I went
twice to Los Angeles, and twice to Pasadena, to hear
Mr. Campbell. In Los Angeles, 1 heard two lec-
tures; in Pasadena, on Sundays, two sermons.  As
I write | recall what is to me a new, strange fact,
the word doubt never once entered my mind when
listening to this great preacher.  Each word was
true to me.  For | have seen the face of Campbell,
the exact manifestation of the perfect mind within,
the fascinating personality.  This is a strange sen-
tence—mind within the personality.  Since the na-
ture of both is totally unknown at present, | will
not change the words as written. I watched the
faces of the vast audience, and failed to detect doubt

-all believed.  This faculty of inspiring assent is
the secret of his power. He was at times at a loss
for words to express the new and true, and he was
obliged to use old discarded words and terms. Would
that a new world’s congress of linguists, including
scholars,—descendants of Eber—could render a rig-
idly exact translation of these ancient books, begin-
ning with Genesis.  Let the congress continue work
until every word has been rendered into absolute
English. ~ Then let the rulers of mankind, kings,
emperors, and presidents, stop war, call together a
real world’'s council of scholars; that is, every kind
of true scholar, and keep the sessions at work until
an accurate commentary had been completed.  For
the Eber Scriptures with the Immanence’ of the Cre-
ator, and mystic, occult, and still hidden Christ
Ideas have by no means declined by advent of a
new theology. These are all quadrupled in in-
tensity.

These ideas have scarcely made a beginning so far
in the erratic career of Christendom.  Stupendous
world events are handled by the great minister as
one would sticks and stones. A nation is not very
great in his sight.  Nor a mighty hierarchy. A
gigantic change in a historic hierarchy is a little
thing to him.  He simply lifts his entire audience
to a summit somewhat nearer the Creator. “Im-
manence” is in the very room, the building, the air.
Ten nations joining into a compact fellowship is a
little event to Campbell. The solidification of hier-
archies soon to occur, likewise.  Immanence of the
Creator, here with us, is the majestic thought of
Campbell.  This is deeply involved and interwoven
with the true Christ-Tdea. At present, this is al-
most entirely unknown.  Would that an absolutely
accurate rendering could be made of the New Testa-
ment, and then explained in rigid adamantine truth.
If the scholars of the world will longer refuse to do
this; or, if upon making trial to translate into Eng-
lish, and then explain the exact truth they FAIL, then
the religious literature of man must speedily become
obsolete.  Th¢n let man depend on new revelation,
just like Campbell.

Since the new teacher came up to the observatory,
I have made a search over the library, and was sur-
prised to see the many books received and accu-
mulated from all parts of the world, “The Christ
Myth,” “Jesus not Historical,” “Early Christian
Mythology,” “Hebrew Myths,” “Creation Myths,”
and many more. It does not make any difference
what these books say, the Christ Idea must and will
expand until a clue as to what the wondrous thing
is, is discovered. =~ My letters alone, to say nothing
of floods of literature revealing the tossing and un-
rest, make humanity appear to be a troubled sea.
This is a strange thing, one would think, that the
literature of astronomy and mathematics, of chemistry
spectroscopy and electricity, would predominate; but
not so; theology?, higher criticism, modernism’s dis-
putations, polemical discussions, statements of be-
liefs, new creeds, theories on all manner and kinds of
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religious questions, mind problems, and a hundred
others like them, take the lead.  This within the
last seven years, however. This mass induced me to
write my recent book, “The Mind Maze." The
truth is, Campbell is the precursor and harbinger of
many new revelations soon to appear.  Books now
being published by the hierarchies of England and
Rome are simply fascinating to me.  Some mighty
force is acting upon these great organisms. Shall |
write this; they are both more alive than ever? Thev
are both awaiting revelations. | have read some-
where, and | wish | knew positively if it is true, that
the eminent scholar, Cardinal Newman, has said
that “The hope of Rome lies in a new revelation.”
If this saying is actually that of Newman, the words
are of exceeding import.  Wholesale changes are
now almost due in the British hierarchy—the Angli-
can Church—and these for the better.

And in the United States, one cannot follow the
rapid changes now on. And all for the better. But
there are ripples.  Christendom would “rock like a
cradle” if the real, very ancient records and revela-
tions of Eber could now be given to modern man.
And the New Testament translated and then re-
vealed, that is, explained. @~ What is this thing
started by Renan, with the German scholiasts? Noth-
ing but a forcing of the revelation of the exact truths
at first, the new Testament, and then the Old.

Immanence of God.

In world-wide passings there is a sure rock of foun-
dation, the immanence of Creative Mind; and the
growing immanence of the just now inexplicable
Christ-ldea. ~ And whether historic or not, has
nothing to do with the question; for the newest of
the new modern liberalism is intensely Christocentric.
I heard Mr. Campbell's classic lecture before the Club
of Congregational Churches in Los Angeles.  One
hundred intellectual men and women were present.
All could see the approach from deep mists ; the dim
outlines of mighty world events.  Campbell, along
with all world-advanced students, is well aware of
the cosmic immanence of feminine power. 1 assert
that there exists what in the paucity of language is
expressed imperfectly by Father and Mother. Be-
hold this supreme mystery, sexless or androgynous,
are these mighty creative powers.  True, but beyond
our mental scope at present.  Thus, the feminine in
nature is imminent in the career of Christendom.
And the Chamber of the Queen in the interior of
the Pyramid of Sophia may resound with spoken
words.

The great preacher talked to an immense gather-
ing of toilers on a week-day night.  The magic
eloguence did not contain a threat against any ruler,
or fomenter of war.  His language was mild, but it
pierced the war-obsessed rulers of nations, the taxers
of the people, to secure the means of war.  Our
employers of little children in death-dealing factories
would have léft the room in terror. Waning attend-
ance at church could not last a month with ministers
like Campbell.  When he was about to go, | took
the December (1911) issue of the “Harbinger,”
wrapped it around my new book, “Within the Mind
Maze," and gave to him to read on board ship on
the Atlantic as he returned to England. 1 told

him that his name appeared in column 2. He
asked, “What have | been doing that the ‘'Har-
binger' should publish my name?” | replied, “You

have been preaching.” He has high esteem for the
gifted editor, Annie Bright.  On the blank page of
my book. “Within the Mind Maze,” | wrote this
wonderful quotation from “New Theology,” p. 220:
—*“For after all that body was but a thought-form.”
This is a mystery of the Christ-ldea, and of the yet
generally unexplained mystery of the post-crucific-
tion appearances, say in Galilee and along the Be-
thany Way. And | hope that he will read this as
a sealed letter- when far out at sea.  When listening
intently in the midst of the seimon in Pasadena, this
idea came to me with force; what an inspiring pre-
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sident would Mr. Campbell be for the Leland Stan-
ford University in Palo Alto, California, He could
touch the lips of the thousands of students as with coals
of living fire, and send them as teachers and preachers
to the races of the earth.  For | am perfectly aware
that California is to be a searchlight of radiation to
all parts of the globe. 1 took Mr. Campbell to a
point of view, and showed him the outlines and
corners of a city greater than London, now forming
everywhere over an area of 576 square miles, the
colossal world city, Los Angeles. A city whose
wealth will double that of the ancient empire—Rome.
The one hundred million dollar University of Los
Angeles that is to be will be modern.  The object
now is to get him away from London, and bring
him to Palo Alto or Los Angeles, with side vacation
trips over to Melbourne.  And all this for the new
education, the new civilisation—the new sociology.

THAUMAT-OAHSPE.

War.
By J. Nelson Jones.

The apologists for war are many.  Some maintain
it to be an absolute necessity; others qualify this by
saying it is not right, but a necessity ; others, again,
say that aggressive war is wrong, but that defensive
war is proper, or, at least, that it is admissible. All
of these buttress their opinions by arguments, more
or less plausible.

We venture to think that war is not a necessity,
in the true full sense of the word, because it
springs out of human brutality, and could be abol-
ished, and will be the moment men subdue their
brutality and institute a Court of Nations, whose
business it should be to adjudicate in all international
disputes.  The details of establishment of such an
institution would, of course, be difficult and com-
plex, but it could be done if the wisdom of the
nations were engaged in the effort.

We are not fully in accord with any of the fore-
named apologists, because we hold that war is abso-
lutely wrong. It may be forced upon the world by
the exercise of human brutality, but it ought not to
be. It will be a happy day for the world when men
set about to abolish it, and find a sensible means of
settling disputes ; as each nation dees in its civil life.
The financial burden put upon all nations to main-
tain immense armaments is something beyond con-
ception, draining the very life-blood from the indus-
trial classes, to such an extent that, if it be not
stopped, national atrophy must ensue.

Let us try and present the subject from an Oahs-
pian point of view.

It has already been pointed out in former papers
that Oahspe gives account of a succession of eras,
and the following quotation will explain the origin
of war:—*“And the angels of Jehovih taught the
peoples of the earth to dwell together in cities -and
nations.  This "Was the third era.  And in that
same time the beast (Self, Satan) rose up before men,
and spake to him, saying: “Possess thou whatsoever
thou wilt, for all things are thine, and are good for
thee.  And man obeyed the Beast, and war came
into the world.” Oah: p. I ;y. 5-7.

Here is a plain intimation of the origin of war
and its latest cause—the selfhood of humanity, and
its manifestation in the desire to possess all things,
regardless of the rights of others. But to proceed.

“And man ate fish and flesh, becoming carnivorous,
and darkness came upon him, neither yet heard he
the voice of Jehovih.” Oah: p. 1, v. 10.  The nar-
rative then recounts how the Beast, (brutality) par-
titioned the earth and its false religions, and how

. these were enforced by war, “choosing soldiers and

standing armies for the maintenance of their earthly
aggrandisement,” and: “The Brahmins had seven
million soldiers, the Buddhists twenty millions, the
Christians seven million, and the Mohammedans two
million, whose trade was killing man.  And man,
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in service of the Beast, gave one-sixth of his life and
his labour to war and standing armies: and one-third
of his life lie gave to dissipation and drunkenness.
This was the sixth era.’ Oah: p. 1, v. 13.  This
era closed about 1848, from which time the seventh
or “Kosmon Era” dates.

It is strange that the Christian nations who ajl
profess to serve Jehovih, under one or another of
His names, should be the most militant and mili-
tary nations upon earth, and each one to-day arm-
ing to the teeth with the most deadly engines of
destruction the world has ever seen, and imposing
upon the peoples a tax for the production and main-
tenance of them; which must eventuate in national
financial disaster.  Can these Christian nations be
worshippers of Jehovih in spirit and in truth? From
the Oahspian standpoint, most assuredly not.  The
following quotations will show this:—“Never, O Je-
hovih, will | raise up my hand against any man
nor will 1 war for the king, nor chief ruler, nor for
any man, nor for any land, nor house, nor earthly
thing. And although 1 be placed in front of battle,
yet will 1 not take any man’s life. So help me, O
Father in heaven.” Oah: p. 633, v. 29.

Duty of Faithists (worshippers of Jehovih):—
“Practising good for evil, non-resistance to persecu-
tion and abuse.  And abjure war ; even, if necessary,
by submitting to death rather than take part there-
in.” Oah: p. 754, v. 39-40.

“And by the inspiration of Tliotli, these warriors
were induced to call themselves Kriste-ya.ns (Chris-
tians).  God said:—“That man may know, this is
true, behold, the followers of Jehovih are not war-
riors, nor have they ever been.” Jehovih said:—
“This mark put 1 upon man from the time of Cain
to the present day, that whoso raiseth his hand
against his brother, raiseth his hand against Me also.
And this mark shall distinguish my servants to the
end of the world.”

The absurdity of apologistss—*“The false Gods and
false Lords said —‘It is well that there be a war and
destruction in heaven; otherwise it would soon be
too full | For they saw not the higher heavens; their
arguments were framed in a dark corner.  And, be-
cause of their evil inspiration, they gave mortals the
same philosophy, saying: “War is justifiable, lest the
earth becomes too full. For these dark angels shut
out from mortals the higher light of Faith in Jeho-
vih.  Justifying themselves in war, and the slaying
of whom Jehovih created alive; by their behaviour,
thrusting condemnation in Jehovih’s face, for what
Jehovih had done! Neither knew these mortal phil-
osophers that they were under the inspiration of
spirits of darkness, nor would they wait till the earth
was full of people, to prove whether their philosophy
was true or false.”

War is opposed to the divine order of things—
“Judgment is rendered against every nation and all
people in the world who carry on war, or are acces-
sory to war, whereby any man, created alive by Je-
hovih, is slain, in defence of any king or other ruler,
or in defence of any country or government in all the
world.  And whether war be offensive or defensive,
my judgment is against its aiders and abettors, and
against the kings and queens, or other rulers who are
parties to the war, willingly, knowingly, or other-
wise.  And | judge him guilty also who is general,
commodore, captain, sergeant, or private that en-
gageth in war, or taketh part therein, aiding, abet-
ting, or otherwise, whereby any man created alive
by Jehovih, is slain or caused to suffer death.” Oah:
p. 784, V. 13-15.

“And this is the bondage | put upon all such as
obey not my judgments, and conform thereto:—They
shall not rise above the first resurrection in heaven,
whilst war remaineth upon the earth.  Even though
their bondage be a hundred or a thousand years, 3/et
this, my judgment against them, shall not be put aside.”

Tf this Oahspian revelation from the etherean
realms has any weight and validity, here is a most
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decided prohibition of even defensive war. It will
be observed, the penalty is bondage in the first re-
surrection. It will be of use to explain that this
expression means that, those adjudged cannot rise
above the lowest heavens, so long as war continues
on earth.

It is, however, cheering to turn from the sad pic-
tures presented by war and its terrible accompani-
ments, to contemplate the prophecy that Oahspe gives
concerning its abolition during this present era of
Kosmon.  Already are there signs of its truth in
the yearnings of humanity, peace conferences and
general desire to avoid war, which is becoming more
and more evident amongst the masses of the
peoples.  Here is the promise and prediction :—* Je-
hovih calleth unto His angels in heaven, saying:—
“Go ye down to the earth once more, to man, whom
I created to inhabit the earth and enjoy it, and say
ye to man :—

Thus saith Jehovih:—*“Behold, the seventh era is
at hand. Thy Creator commandeth thy change
from a carnivorous man of contention to an herbi-
vorous man of peace.  The four heads of the Beast
shall be put away, and war shall be no more on the
earth. Thy armies shall be disbanded. And, from
this time forth, whosoever desireth not to war, thou
halt not impress; for it is the commandment of thy
Creator.” Oah: p. 1, v. 15-16.

The four heads of the Beast are the four great
systems of religious falsity that have overspread the
eartli, and which have ever been the cause of war,
and these wars have been by a strange irony denomin-
ated “Holy wars.”

DR. ALFRED RUSSEL WALLACE.

In an able lecture given by W. J. Colville at Wash-
ington lately and reported in the Chicago' “Progressive
Thinker" he points out how Alfred Russel Wallace is a
staunch believer in a God-directed Universe (as all
spiritual minded scientists are coming to see) as well as
a. spiritualist of the most pronounced type. The
lecturer quoted fully from Alfred Russel Wallace's
great book “The World of Life” in support of this, and
it is given to readers of the “Harbinger” as one of
the most valuable contributions to a subject worthy
the attention of every intelligent believer in the in-
ter-communication of the etherean and mundane ex-
istences.  Dr. Wallace says:—

“My first point is that the organizing mind which
actually carries out the development of the life-world
need not be infinite in any of its attributes, need not
be what, is usually meant by the term God or Deity.
The main cause of the antagonism between religion
and science seems to me to be the assumption by both
that there are no existences capable of taking part in
the work of creation other than blind forces on the
one hand, and the infinite, eternal, omnipotent- God
on the other.  The apparently gratuitous creation by
theologians of a hierarchy of angels and archangels,
with no defined duties but that of attendants and mes-
sengers of the Deity, perhaps increases this antagon-
ism, but it seems to me that both ideas are irrational.
If, as | contend, we are forced to the assumption of
an infinite God by the fact that our earth has de-
veloped life and mind and ourselves, it seems only
logical to assume that the vast, the infinite chasm
between ourselves and the Deity is to some extent
occupied by an almost infinite series of graded beings,
each successive grade having higher and higher
powers in regard to the origination, the development,
and the control of the universe.”

“If, as | here suggest, the whole purport of the
material universe (our universe) is the development of
spiritual beings, who, in the infinite variety of their
natures—what we term their characters—shall to
some extent reflect that infinite variety of the whole
inorganic and organic worlds through which they have
been developed ; and if we further suppose (as we must
suppose if we owe our existence to Deity) that such
variety of character could have been produced in no
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other way, then we may reasonably suppose that there
may have been a vast system of co-operation of such
grades of being, from: a- very high grade of power and
intelligence down to those unconscious or almost un-
conscious “cell-souls” posited by Haeckel, and which
I quite admit, seem to be essential coadjutors in the
process of life-development. Now, granting all this,
and granting further, that each grade of being would
be, for such a purpose as this, supreme over all beings
of lower grade, who would carry out their orders or
ideas with the most delighted and intelligent obedience,
I can imagine the Supreme, the Infinite Being, fore-
seeing and determining the broad outlines of a uni-
verse which would, in due course and with efficient
guidance, produce the required result. He might,
for instance, impress a sufficient number of his highest
angels to create by their will-power the primal uni-
verse of ether, with all those inherent properties and
forces necessary for what was to follow.  Using this
as a vehicle, the next subordinate association of angels
would so act upon the ether as to: develop from it, in
suitable masses and at suitable distances, the various
elements of matter, which, under the influence of such
laws and forces as gravitation, heat, and electricity,
would thenceforth begin to form those vast systems of
nebulae and suns which constitute our stellar uni-
verse.

“Then we may imagine those hosts of angels, toi
whom a thousand years are as one day, watching the
development of this vast system of suns and planets
until some one or more of them combined in itself all
those conditions of size, of elementary constitution,
of atmosphere, of mass of water and requisite distance
from its source of heat, as to ensure a stability of con-
stitution and uniformity of temperature for a given
minimum of millions of years or of ages, as would be
required for the full development of a life-world from
Amoeba, to Man, with a surplus of a few hundred mil-
lions for his adequate development.”

W. J. Colville sums up as follows:—

Astounding though such a statement may appear to
the materialistically inclined, coming, as it does, from
a man of high scientific attainment, it is but one out
of many startling and convincing proofs that modern
science is moving very rapidly and surely in the direc-
tion of the Wisdom Religion which lies at the root of
all these systems, now in more or less perverted form,
which at present are undergoing a very decided pro-
cess of reconstruction. It has always seemed strange,
as it is utterly illogical, for any professing Spiritual-
ists to endeavour toi build a spiritual edifice upon
a material foundation, and any such attempt must
always end in ultimate disaster. Materialism is
logical, as its conclusions agree with its premises; but
as Wallace has very clearly shown, Haeckel and his
school involve themselves in many flagrant contradic-
tions in their desperate endeavours to prove that in-
telligence proceeds from non-intelligence, and human
life from a mere aggregation of cells which are utterly
inadequate to account for it. It is probably a reaction
from certain theological nightmares which has led to
the strenuous endeavours of Materialists to> prove their
soul-starving negations, for it seems incredible that
anyone should prefer a lifeless to a living and intelli-
gent origin for conscious human existence.

In Wallace’s theory of our universe, there is cer-
tainly ample opportunity for the interplay of myriad
finite forces, as it is a playground for the exercise of
progressive finite intelligences, experimenting with
worlds as we all experiment with smaller bodies. Were
there no place for the activity of beings with limited
and constantly increasing intelligence then there
cou'd be no profitable experiences to be gained, and
no theatre for the display of growing beings.  Con-
sidered as a school, a workshop, and a laboratory, this
earth of ours is quite explicable, but looked at either
as the playground of simply blind forces or as under
immediate control of Absolute Deity, it is quite in-
comprehensible to a person of intelligence.

“TWO EYES OF GREY.”
A SONG OF DIRECT INSPIRATION.

In a recent issue of “The Strand Magazine” a
number of successful composers were asked to say
“How | wrote my most popular song.” Among them
Daisy McGeoch told how a “spirit collaborator,” as
she calls him, writes her songs. After telling how
she wrote the words of “Two Eyes of Grey,” starting
backwards, as she says, when writing lyrics, Daisy
McGeoch gives the following account of how the
music came to her, quite as remarkable, though in a
lesser degree, as Mozart relates how his great compo-
Isitions were given to him. Her account runs as fol-
ows —

“Very ‘material-minded people,” says Miss Mc-
Geoch, “will probably scoff at my remarks on this sub-
ject. Still, a love of truth compels me to say that
I honestly do not believe that | write the music of
my songs—in any case | am quite unconscious of
any originating process, but suddenly find the song
is written! Not a mere skeleton idea- of the song,
mark you, but the complete song in identically the
same form in which it is published. 1 will not
attempt to try to explain how this happens, for I
feel sure that any arguments I might use would lack
conviction. My own idea, however, is that 1 am the
material agent for some dead and gone composer.
In fine, 1 write the words and my ghostly collaborator
writes the music.

“With regard to ‘Two Eyes of Grey, | wrote the
words at a little hotel at Corrie, Arran, N.B., which,
by the way, in my opinion, is by far the most beauti-
ful spot in this picturesque island. The following
day 1 was out fishing alone some distance from the
shore, when | suddenly heard the melody perfectly
distinctly. Whence it came 1 know not; what 1 do
know is that | felt compelled to go home and write it
down!

REV. DOUGLAS PRICE, M.A., BRISBANE,
Late Clergyman of the Anglican Church.
OPENING LECTURE.

Considerable interest was manifested recently in
the Progressive Christianity services held by Rev.
Douglas Price, M.A., in the Protestant Hall. The
first of these took place at 11 o’clock, and was numer-
ously attended, and the second at 7.30 o'clock, when
the hall was not only crowded, but many were unable
to obtain admission. The order of service was simple,
and differed scarcely at all from that adopted in non-
Anglican Protestant Churches. As yet there was no
choir, though Mr. Price made an appeal to musicians
to help him to make the beauty of the music atone
for the poverty of the architecture of the hall. There
were hymns, selected for their harmony with the Pro
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gressive Christianity movement, prayers, lessons, and
an address, and these combined to make a very
earnest and impressive service. In the morning Mr.
Price spoke on "God or the Bible, and in the even-
ing he told his large congregation why he became a
"heretic." In dealing with the latter subject he ex-
plained why he was ejected from the Church of Eng-
land. He indicated that he could nave remained in
that old and venerable body without any particular
difficulty so far as he himself was concerned, but it
left him. Brought up in the atmosphere of quaker-
ism, at the age of 18 he felt compelled to become a
member of the Anglican Church. He could not analyse
why he felt so, because he knew not a single member.
Possibly the colour and the music made him think
that those who used those things had a fuller percep-
tion of the revelation of God. Four years later he
felt it his duty to leave his business and prepare for
Holy Orders in the Anglican Church. After his ordi-
nation there were six years of curacy in Leicester, and
then he found himself in Brisbane, lecturer at the
Anglican Theological College.  To qualify himself
the better to (teach others he studied afresh the
historical evidences of Christianity, and read widely.
His studies took him far from the orthodox views of
the Trinity, the Atonement, and the Divinity of
Christ, and led him to base his lectures not on the
records of history, but on the Spiritual nature of man
and his natural intuition of things Divine. Heresy
was scented out by the Bishops of the Province, and
when Dr. Donaldson came out they told him that
if the college was to continue to receive their support
the unorthodox lecturer must be compelled to resign.
He might then have been ejected; but Dr. Donald-
son did not want so soon to take drastic steps, and the
parishioners of All Saints' wished him to become their
rector. The intervening years had confirmed his
opinions. More or less they were all heretics in these
days. No educated clergyman in the English Church
really believed in, say, the resurrection of the body
in the same way as it was believed when first put into
the creed. It seemed to him that his position was that
of a large body of educated people. They were un-
orthodox, and the spirit of modern times was un-
orthodox and tremendously heretical. Having entered
the house of heresy he found it well peopled, and
among the heretics were the chief leaders of mankind
in literature and science. The tendency was away
from the confining limits of creeds and nearer to the
ideal of the brotherhood of faiths-and the common
Fatherhood of God. Fie had no quarrel with the old
churches; his belief was that they would go on
broadening as they had done in the past, and that
they would be stirred to think on questions that had
long lain asleep. It was God whom they all sought,
and so that they found Him it mattered little by what
road they travelled.

SCIENCE AND SPIRITUALISM.

London “Standard” of February 6th says: —

"Spiritualism in various forms is an increasingly
common element in social life in Paris, in some cases
as a mere pastime, in others presented as a science.
A well-known spiritualist, M. Fernand Girod, has
now offered to show six sceptical scientists how he can
raise tables without any physical or material aid, and
the challenge has been accepted.  There are some
provisos about the conditions under which the experi-
ment is to; be carried out, but these are not apparently
a real obstacle to the satisfactory arrangement of the
experiments.

M. Girod makes his offerin order to overcome the
philosophical doubts of Dr. Albert Charpentier. M.
Charpentier stipulates that the experiments shall be
given in a doctor's laboratory, with doors and windows
closed and sealed, and under as strong a light as pos-
sible.  As for the table, he wishes it to be without
overlapping edges, and to be placed at least sixteen
inches from the medium.  Cameras are to be placed
.opposite the table in order to record the success of the |
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experiment in a manner beyond dispute. M. Char-
pentier also asks whether M. Girod would agree
that his medium should undertake to change the equi-
librium of a pair of scales placed underneath a glass
cover with an electric register attached to the pointer
on the adjustment.

M. Girod’s acceptance of these conditions has raised
the greatest expectations. Through his medium,
Mme. Demange, he promises to raise a small round
table under the conditions fixed by M. Charpentier,
provided that (1) the experiments are made in three
sections, namely, in darkness, with a red light, and
with a moderate light of ordinary quality and ar-
rangement, and (2) that all those present shall join
hands in a circle, taking places according to the draw-
ing oif lots. If the witnesses will consent to sign
separate affidavits stating what they see, M. Girod
promises to attempt an experiment in broad day-
light, though he says that he cannot promise success
here.  Broad daylight, he says, militates against the
success of experiments in spiritualism. It is now for
M. Charpentier to fix a date and name his witnesses.

Arthur Hallam's just published volume, "The Key
to Perfect Health," noticed in full in this issue, will be
found of immense service to healers generally. There
are not only full directions of how to put people on the
way to health, but the value of these is greatly en-
hanced by illustrations. It is published by the St.
Clement's Press Ltd., London, as notified in the
article, and the price is 4s. net.

Herbert Burrows, who although nominally a Theo-
sophist, is one of the broad-minded thinkers not bound
by any artificial limits, gave one of the most illumin-
ating addresses lately before the members and friends
of the London Spiritual Alliance at the Salon of the
Royal Society of British Artists.  His subject was
"The Social Problem and the Spiritual Universe." In
his opening remarks Mr. Burrows said that “forty
years ago when an undergraduate at Cambridge he
had investigated Spiritualism with John Page Hopps,
and from then onwards to the day of his passing away
not a shadow had crossed theii' close and unbroken
friendship.”  "Brotherhood' was the keynote of Mr.
Burrows' address, and he showed that in the physical
as well as the spiritual universe, unity prevailed. In
Editorial Notes a few striking quotations will be
found showing, as it is the aim of this paper to do,
that we are in a wonderful way partakers of this
divine unity.

Sir Oliver Lodge has a noteworthy article in the
current number of the "Hibbert Journal™ on “Balfour
and Bergson."  This article is an outcome of two
on "Creative Evolution™ which have appeared in the
"Hibbert. Journal” from these two writers.  Sir
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Oliver's article must be read in its entirety, but the
closing sentence shows as “Light” points out the high
note taken. He says:—

“l am impressed with two thin%s—first, with  the
reality and activity of powerful, but not almighty
helpers, to whom we owe guidance and management and
reasonable control; and next with the fearful majesty
of still higher asgegts of the universe infinitely beyond
our utmost possibility of thought.”

Dr. Alfred Russel Wallace has much the same to
say in his book "The World of Life” on the grades of
archangels and angels who are the agents of creative
power in the universe.  He also says in this remark-
able volume that

“Spiritualism brought him out of the darkness of
Agnosticism and made him a better man—charitable
and sympathetic, and full of hope” In a touching
passage he says: “I feel myself that my character has
continually improved, and that is owing chiefly to the
teachings of Spiritualism that we are in every act and
thought of our lives here building up a charaCter which
will Tlargely determine our happiness or misery here-
after ; and also that we obtain the greatest happiness our-
selves by doing all we can to make those around us

happy.”

Rev. W. M. Scott, M.A., of Congregational
Church, Croydon, England, has a valuable article on
“Devotion and Devotional Literature” in the fourth
volume of the “ Encyclopedia of Religion and Ethics.”
He says that every true book of devotion involves the
pre-existence of a true devotion; and mentions “The
Pilgrim's Progress,” Baxter's “Everlasting Rest” and
others in illustration.  They “owe their persistent
power,” he says, “to the presence in them of an un-
conscious self-revelation of spiritual insight. . . . We
believe,” he goes one, “that greater works than these
can be achieved by the soul following the Supreme
Spiritual Director who guides into all truth. ' This
is what is meant by saying that “prayer is the great
spiritual lever of the universe” which it is the con-
stant aim of the editor of this paper to emphasise.

Mr. Alfred Rowe, Hon. General Secretary of the
Newcastle Psychic Research Society, England, has
one of the most valuable articles showing the trend of
the newer Spiritualism in the “Two Worlds,” begin-
ning on February 9th. It is called “The New Psycho-
logy,” and Mr. Rowe shows how Spiritualism did not
appeal to himself until Myers’ great work “Human
Personality” brought an absolutely new element into
the study. “To him, therefore,” Mr. Rowe goes on,
“alone do I owe my emancipation into fuller spiritual
truth. . . . His new theory” fully exemplified in this
great book, “has put psychology for the first time on
a scientific basis.”  This is the effect that the reading
of this book had on the editor of this paper. From
the first issue under her control the scientific basis of
all phenomena was brought under notice beginning
with Sir W. Croo-ke’s “Law of Vibrations,” which
led up naturally to the wonderful phase of medium-
ship, “the passage of matter through matter,” which
is simply the result of vibrations at a higher rate than
those to which our five senses are accustomed. The
future of Spiritualism as fore-figured by articles like
Mr. Rowe’s is beyond compeer.

Rev. Lloyd-Jones, speaking at Anniversary meeting
of the Methodist Church at Southport, said that he
had observed for a good many years that “Methodism
was not holding its own.... He wanted to be very
cautious when he said that things were not ideal. But
hundreds: of chapels that were full forty, even twenty
years ago, were almost empty to-day. He was told
that they were no worse than other churches. He
was sorry that they were not; it was no comfort to
know that other people were as badly off as they were.
He could mention churches in Manchester that within
his memory had 1500 people attending which now had
forty. Rev. Lloyd-Jones is one of the most promin-
ent Methodist ministers. His church is in Man-
chester.  He concluded by saying “he had not the
slightest hope of Methodism living without the class
meeting.”  These dwindle everywhere, simply be-
cause there is no living faith in a future life and old
dogmas have lost their hold on the rising generation.
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J. Arthur Hill’'s new volume “Religion and
Modern Psychology” is reviewed with four others in
the “Westminster Gazette." “Books on psychic
phenomena,” says the writer, “are constantly, before
us now, but it seems that the truth can neither be
proved or disproved on paper.”  Yet, he says that
Arthur Hill’s book gives an indication of one. field
which might well furnish material for the investiga-
tor.  “Through mediums of various kinds and
places,” says Mr. Hill, “and of various degrees of
position and education . . . there comes a body of
teaching as to the conditions of the after life, and as
to the proper aims of life, which is consistent and
harmonious to quite a remarkable degree.” To all
such we would commend addresses like the one in this
issue of the “Harbinger” given at Mr. Stanford's
circle by Signor Valetti through the mediumship of
Charles Bailey on “Experiences in Spirit Life."

Mr. and Mrs. J. Wilson, of England, are leaving Mel-
bourne for Christchurch, New Zealand, where they
will be delegates to the Convention of the "National
Association of Spiritualists” meeting there in Easter
week. Afterwards they will fulfil engagements to the
Christchurch Spiritualists and elsewhere where their
work last year has made for them many friends. It
is the same during their six montns’ stay in Melbourne.
Mrs. Wilson's quite remarkable spiritual development
is devoted to the higher phases of spiritual teaching
and has met with a hearty and sympathetic response.

Mrs. G. Il. Hyams, of America, has an advertise-
ment in this issue of the “Harbinger” relative to
her proposed visit to Australia.  She is now speaking
for the Progressive Spiritualists of Auckland, and
encloses letters from Dr. Peebles, Dr. Adah, S. H.
Patterson, late President of the California State
Spiritualist Association; and several other prominent
American worker's.

M. L, Lefrano, director of the “Institute for Psychi-
cal Research in France,” whose president is M.
Albert de Rochas, sends the February number of “Le
Monde Psychique,” the organ of the association, as it
contains details of the founding of a “Julia’s
Bureau” in Paris, but on what is considered more
purely scientific lines' than the celebrated one in-
stituted in London by Mr. Stead.  After outlining
the rules of the London Bureau they give
four main features of the Parisian bureau, which
are considered more favourable to scientific veri-

fication: 1, partial or entire materialisation: 2,
direct writing: 3, cross communications; 4,
photography. In connection with the first and

fourth experiments there is a portrait of a remarkable
French medium, Mme. Lambert, whose etheric body
has been photographed as shown in “Phantoms of the
Living” by M. Durville.  She is the medium, for
materialisations at the “Bureau Julia” in Paris, and
it is a logical conclusion that if a spirit can be photo-
graphed by leaving an earthly body, it should also be
able to show itself on the photographic plate when it
has crossed the Borderland.

There have been many native dresses brought to this circle
all made of various fibres and varlx_lng in manufacture accord-
ing to the tribe who wore them. For the first time, however,
one has been brought with a_ waist-band of _Pz_ipyrus worn hy
the native women at special times. It was difficult to show in
the photograph exactly as worn as it needed to be displayed on
a figure, but the result is excellent. In this part of the world
there are as yet many unexplored tracts of country, and, as a
reason for itS novelty, it was stated that it had been obtained
with some difficulty from the north of New Guinea and in a
region not yet visited by the white man.
