The Editorial Chair.
Try Not to Mourn Unduly.

Mourning for a loved one who has just passed 
beyond the scenes of time and sense, is both natu­
ral and inevitable. It is the painful corollary of 
love, and the deeper the love the intenser the grief. 
Neither the teachings of Spritualism, nor those 
of any other system, can prevent it. The first 
spasm of sorrow must be endured. It is when the 
grief is inordinately protracted by a hopeless aban­
donment to despair that injury is done—not only to 
the one left behind, but also to the one who has 
gone before.

The excessive grief of an anguished heart reacts 
upon the one upon whom the affection was be­
stowed. This fact is not yet generally recognised, 
for the simple reason that comparatively few people 
have discovered the truth that their “lost and dear” 
are often with them and are keenly sensible of the 
distress occasioned to those they have left on earth. 
“Sorrow at their departure is inevitable,” says Sir 
Oliver Lodge, “but grief which is excessive causes 
them pain.” All investigators of the subject are 
well aware of this. They have been told it time 
after time by those in the Beyond, and more than 
once has the writer of these lines been implored to 
urge their loved ones in the flesh not to keenly 
mourn their departure. Acute grief in the family 
circle fills them with a corresponding feeling, and 
keeps them anchored to earth.

A moment’s reflection will show that this must 
be so. Their love for those they have left behind 
is as great as the love of those who mourn on this 
terrestrial plane. Their grief is accordingly pro­
portionate to the grief of the disconsolate here, and 
all the while these aching hearts palpitate in sad­
ness the one who has vanished from their sight is 
chained to their surroundings by the desire to assu­
age their sorrow. This is perfectly natural, seeing 
that they have carried their affection forward and 
cannot experience p.eace of mind until they have 
done their utmost to console the broken-hearted. 
Love, in short, compels them to remain, and doubt­
less their distress is heightened by their inability to 
impress the mourner with a sense of their presence 
and the glorious character of the change they have 
experienced.

It is not sufficiently realised that there are two 
parties to the mourning, and that the grief of the 
one is accentuated by the inordinate grief of the 
other. In view of this fact the mourner, with whom 
we deeply sympathise, may, in all kindness, be in­
vited to endeavour to cultivate a spirit of self- 
effacement, out of consideration for the loved one 

whose happiness is marred by the distressing vibra­
tions emanating from intense sorrow “They did 
their work here, they will do it there.” add's Sir 
Oliver Lodge and in good time reunion may confi­

dently be looked forward to.” It is this knowledge 
that the Spiritual Philosophy imparts.

Let us, then, bid all those who are to-day “weary 
and heavy laden.” be of good cheer, keep their fore­
heads to the stars, and refresh their aching hearts 
with the sweet consolation derivable from the scien­
tifically-ascertained fact that their “lost and dear” 
still survive, that they are precisely the same in 
all essential characteristics as when functioning 
in mortal garb, that they are often very close at 
hand, and that, provided the necessary conditions 
are observed, they can from time to time “report 
progress” and tell us something of their experiences 
in the fuller life beyond. It is. however, only those 
who “seek” that “find” this solace—it is only to 
those who “knock” that the door of the Spiritual 
world swings “open” !

Two Aspects of Death.
There has just been published a book entitled 

“Our Inheritance.” being speeches and addresses 
delivered by the Right Hon. Stanley Baldwin, 
Prime Minister of Great Britain. Its contents in­
clude the oration he delivered in the House of 
Commons on the late Earl of Oxford and Asquith. 
It is both eloquent and simple, but shows that the 
orator knows very little about the nature of death 
and the conditions that await us in the world be­
yond. Thus he concludes:

His voice is silent to-day. A few years, and there 
will be none who will remember it.................but the
character and the spirit remain to fortify the coming 
generations and to illuminate their paths. We turn 
aside to-day for a moment from controversy and from 
business, and, as we leave this chamber, we shall leave 
it for this afternoon to darkness and to silence. 
Into that darkness and into that silence we must all 
go when our time comes. May it be our lot to leave 
behind to our friends as fragrant a memory as Lord 
Oxford.
The sentences set out in black type are the fea­

tures of this extract from our particular point of 
view. The voice of Lord Oxford may be silent 
to-day, but who can say in these clays of Direct- 
voice manifestation that it will never be heard 
again? The probabilities are that it will!

We must also take exception to the declaration: 
“Into that darkness and into that silence we must 
all go when our time comes.” This may sound 
very fine as oratory, but it happens to be incorrect 
in both respects—there is no darkness and there is 
no silence! Spiritualists, at all events, know suffi­
cient of what happens immediately after death to 
justify them in dismissing these obsolete ideas. 
They belong to a bye-gone age and have no place 
in an era in which a new revelation has burst upon 
the world.

To a man of Lord Oxford’s personal character 
his spiritual eyes would open in an ineffable light, 
“such as never was on sea or land,” and instead of 
finding a deadly “silence” awaiting him he would 
feel enraptured by the loving greetings of admir­
ing friends and the celestial music of angelic choirs. 
He would, moreover, at once become suffused with 
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a sense of limitless freedom, and having become 
accommodated to his new surroundings would join 
a band of spiritual Statesmen and cheerfully con­
tinue his work of endeavoring to rightly guide the 
Empire of which he was so proud.

Away, then, with all this talk about the gloom of 
death! The gloom is on this side only. On the 
other side there awaits us inspiring sunshine and a 
life of such congenial activity that we shall never 
want a “rest.” Let us, then, “greet the unseen 
with a cheer.” as Sir Oliver Lodge expresses it. and 
for ever banish the mythical “darkness” and equally 
mythical “s'lence” of an exploded eschatology!

The Dawn of Life.
During the past month the scientific world has 

been greatly excited by important discoveries made 
by Professor Sir Edgeworth David, of the Sydney 
University, in respect to animal life in the dawn of 
the earth’s history. The search for signs of life 
in a geological period earlier than that known as 
the Cambrian period, which has intrigued scientists 
for many years, has been rewarded in these dis­
coveries.

Professor Sir Edgeworth David has found, in 
rocks taken from Mount Lofty and Flinders Ranges, 
in South Australia, perfectly preserved remnants 
of animal life millions of years older than any so 
far classified by science. The principal scientific 
interest of this- discovery is its bearing upon evolu­
tion, which, in the light of the new world that Sir 
Edgeworth Davidi has revealed, must place the 
birth of life millions of years earlier than science 
had supposed.

The Professor states that there can be no doubt 
that ancestors of the Cambrian fossil animals, the 
earliest fossil remains scientists have been able 
definitely to classify, will be found in great numbers. 
in the Adelaide series. He has been searching for 
these remains during the last 30 years, but only 
two months ago, working with a high-powered 
microscope, did he see traces of life in that remote 
period nearly 600.000.000 years ago. His discovery 
of perfect remains, exquisitely coloured, was a sur­
prise, and will change many conceptions of science.

The animals of which the Professor has dis­
covered the remains appear to be entirely new to 
science, and their most wonderful feature is the 
fine state of preservation. The colours range from 
delicate rose madder to pale bronze greens. By 
treating rock known as Tapley’s Hill slate, exten­
sively used in building in Adelaide, he set free in­
numerable beautiful and wonderfully preserved re­
mains of these ancient animals. The specimens 
are so nearly perfect that science will probably 
know more about this remote period than it knows 
of others much more recent.

Addressing the Royal Society of New South 
Wales on the subject the Professor said: “I could 
kick myself to think that I should have over-looked 
this obvious discovery for so long. It only proves 
that you are never too old to learn.” It demonstra­
ted. too, he said, that a man could be blinded by­
facing a problem with preconceived opinions. Look­
ing for white shells and coral skeletons, he had 
passed over, scores and scores of times, the big­
fossils, believing them to be some mineral in the 
rocks. This new world of fossil fauna would, he 
felt sure, provide palaeontologists with material 
sufficient to absorb them for the next 100 years. In 
it was to be found the solution of the ancestry of 
many animals already widely differentiated in the 
Cambrian rocks.

The allusion to “facing a problem with precon­
ceived opinions” is of particular interest to Spiri­
tualists. This is precisely what the general body 
of scientists is doing in respect to the reality of 
psychic manifestations, and the time is approach­
ing when these prejudiced intellectuals will “kick 
themselves” for having “overlooked this obvious 
discovery for so long.” At present thejr are 
“ blinded ” by an unreasoning antagonism ; they 
will not even deign to investigate the facts ; and yet 
the “discovery” is of immeasurably greater impor­
tance than all the rosv-hued fossils found in the 
neighbouring State. They enthuse over new dis­
coveries in the physical sciences, quite oblivious of 
the fact that Psychic Science is destined to domi­
nate the thought of the future and that mankind 
will then be far more concerned about the problem : 
“If a man die, shall he live again?” than about all 
the countless remains of creatures that existed on 
the earth six hundred million years ago!

“Blinded!” Yes, indeed, they are!

Mediumship and “ Conditions.”
We have previously commented on the varying 

results obtained by different sitters through the 
same medium. Some are almost “ staggered,” 
others label their experiences as “very good,” others 
will tell you that the outcome was “only fair,” and 
others, again, declare that they got “nothing at 
all.” Of course, each sitter draws his, or her. own 
conclusions concerning the merits of the medium. 
It does not, as a rule, occur to them to question 
their own fitness in the matter. And yet they are 
quite at a loss to explain why one should succeed 
and another fail.

They know very little about that elastic term, 
“conditions,” and are usually quite unconscious of 
the fact that, for some reason or other, they may 
themselves be the cause of failure. We have a 
friend, for instance, who went to a medium through 
whom we had received exceptionally satisfactorv 
results. He brought bai к the report—“a frost!” 
He went again—the verdict was repeated. He went 
a third time—very little improvement. But after 
he had been the fourth time he said “he had re­
ceived some very hard nuts to crack.” He is going 
again.

We questioned the guide of the medium in the 
matter and asked for an explanation. The guide 
replied that the gentleman was “a very fine soul.” 
but his aura was so compact that they could not 
penetrate it. They were, however, beginning to 
“break it down” and in time he would get all he 
wanted. In this case, then, it was clearly the sitter 
who was at fault—if fault it can be called. He 
took with him certain “conditions” which militated 
against the object he sought to attain. He was 
not aware of it. of course, but had he been a les- 
sincere man he might have ceased his investiga­
tions after his second or third failure and have 
formed an unfavorable opinion of the medium. A 
grave injustice has in this way been done to many 
of these channels of communication with the world 
beyohd. and it is just about time that sitters reali­
sed that they may themselves be the cause of the 
blockage.

The foregoing observations apply, of course, to 
mental phenomena as distinguished from physical 
phenomena. Touching the latter we may quote 
from an address delivered many years ago by 
Madame d’Esperance, the world-famous medium in 
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whose presence wonderful materialisations and 
other arresting phenomena occurred and were 
attested by scientific investigators :

It does not occur to many investigators that any 
special preparation on their part is required or neces­
sary, or that one person is naturally better fitted than 
another to contribute to the conditions required, and 
thinking one such experience sufficient, they do not 
try again, but condemn the medium, denounce the 
phenomena as false, and look with pity on those who 
can find satisfaction in such seances.
Here again we find the problem of “conditions” 

emphasised. It seems to be the crux of the whole 
matter, whether the phenomena be of the mental 
or the physical order, and it is gratifying to find 
that much more attention is to-day being devoted 
to this puzzling feature than heretofore.

Mediums and Police Agents.
Mediums are always liable to attempts being 

made by the emissaries of the police to trap them. 
Two women are usually employed for the pur­
pose, and we have frequently been asked how it is 
that the mediums concerned usually fail to detect 
the ruse. This is not an easy question to answer. 
Some people think that the really genuine medium 
has nothing to fear in this respect. But we are 
not so sure of that. There are many instances on 
record which do not substantiate this view. Per­
haps the “conditions” surrounding the medium at 
the time has something to do with the problem. 
The guide may be able to warn the medium on one 
occasion and not on another. A dogmatic answer 
to the question cannot be given.

These comments have been prompted by a state­
ment in the London “Daily Mail” that a woman, 
charged with fortune-telling, was stated in Court 
to have foretold within 3/- the amount she would 
have to pay as fine and costs. This is described 
by our contemporary as “a good guess,” but we 
are told that the magistrate observed that “this 
showed there was something in her art.” “It is 
to be observed, however,” continues the “Mail” 
“ that she was, apparently, unable to forsee the 
arrival of the police-women on whose evidence she 
was convicted, or to guess who they were when 
they did arrive, and that she failed to forsee the 
publication of the nonsense which she gave for 
their money.”

This experience may be contrasted with that of 
a medium with whom we are well acquainted. 
There was a knock at the door, and on opening it 
she was confronted by two women who required a 
“sitting.” On looking down at the mat, however, 
on which the women stood, she clairvoyantly saw 
a trap—like the traps used for catching rats or 
rabbits. This gave her the clue, and she was 
immediately “impressed” how to act.

The women did not bring an “introduction” but 
named a prominent local Spiritualist who, they 
declared, had assured them that the interview 
would be granted. “Well, that’s strange,” replied 
the medium, “that gentleman happens to be a 
friend of mine and I am expecting him any moment. 
Come inside. You won’t have to wait many 
minutes. Then I can give you a sitting.”

The visitors, however, were in a great hurry. 
They must, therefore, have the “sitting” at once! 
As this could not be granted, they lost no time in 
getting out of the front gate and were not seen 
again. The “prominent Spiritualist” was ques­
tioned in the matter and, of course, knew nothing 
about the women. So, you see, mediums are some­
times protected! When they are not, it may be 
due to some temporary defect in themselves.

Forecasting the Future.
Have those on the Other Side the power of 

“forecasting” concerning events that are to tran­
spire on the earth in the more or less remote future? 
A controversy on the subject is appearing in the 
columns of our London contemporary, “Light.” 
Among the contributors we notice the name of Mr 
H. Dennis Bradley whose works, “Towards the 
Stars” and “The Wisdom of the Gods,” have won 
world-wide fame. Replying to one of the corres­
pondents he says :

I wish to state that I am certainly extremely scep­
tical of the powers of communicating spirits to pro­
phesy future events. I am of opinion that, with the 
added sense and the further dimensions of a higher 
sphere of existence, they may naturally acquire an 
added knowledge by which they may logically fore­
cast what is likely to take place. Beyond this, accord­
ing to my own individual philosophy and intelligence, 
if all the events which transpire on earth were pre­
destined, then there would be no object in man’s exis­
tence—no purpose in his efforts for achievement— 
and life would become objectless. There would be 
no emotion, inspiration or creation in fulfilling, like 
puppets, the experiences of pre-ordained events. We, 
who are spirits now, can prophesy and forecast events 
according to our logic. . . .

Spirits upon another sphere—with their added know­
ledge—may be likely to forecast the ordinary events 
of life on earth more correctly than we can. In the 
case of the forecast of the end of the war, since it 
was made in 1915, the odds in selecting a month at 
which it would end were really less than the odds of 
backing a number on the Roulette Table at Monte 
Carlo, and since the date of the end of the war was 
probably forecast by thousands of people upon earth, 
and probably thousands of spirits in another sphere, 
the fact that the correct month was indicated in one 
instance by no means proves that spirits can foretell 
the events which will take place upon earth to any 
extent beyond that which they may acquire by logical 
deduction.
Here we have an interesting problem, and 

although it may be impossible to conclusively 
solve it, the relation of an experience of our own 
may not seem out of place. Five months prior to 
being appointed to a certain professional position— 
the editorship of a daily newspaper—the writer 
was advised, through a well-developed trance me­
dium. to be prepared to fill it, the exact words used 
being: “The position will become vacant; it will be 
offered to you, and we desire you to accept it.” The 
control claimed to be one of a band who were direct­
ing our literary career. Up to that time we were 
not aware we had any “literary guides” ! However, 
eight months subsequent to the unexpected fulfil­
ment of the prediction we again interviewed the 
medium in question. One of the first things said 
by the control was: “Well, my friend, you have 
been wondering in your mind how I was able to 
predict that you would get that position.” Of 
course we had, and said so.

“Well, then,’’ the speaker continued, “there is noth­
ing infallible about it. It is just a nice balancing of 
probabilities. We can, of course, see farther into the 
future than you can. We could see, in your case, 
that certain causes would operate, and would produce 
certain effects, and by what you may call a nice pro­
cess of calculating the probabilities, we knew that 
the position would be yours. It is, therefore, not a 
prediction in the sense you generally understand by 
the use of the term. We could see what was coming', 
and what it was almost certain to lead to. Some­
times things do not occur as we anticipate, but as a 
rule they do.”
It will be seen at once how this explanation 

exactly coincides with Mr. Bradley’s conception that 
certain spirits “may naturally acquire an added 
knowledge by which they may logically forecast 
what is likely to take place.” There is, therefore, 
very little mystery about this form of prophecy. 
It would appear to be just “a nice process of calcu­
lating the probabilities.”

INTERESTING FACTS AND EXPERIENCES.

By SIR ARTHUR CONAN DOYLE.

rpHE difficulty in dealing with the orthodox man of 
science is that we cannot guarantee our results, since 

he is himself, if he is present, one factor in the experi­
ment. I have seen practically 'every possible phenomenon, 
many of them a hundred times, and yet if I were offered 
all the wealth of the world I could not be sure that I could 
demonstrate one of them to another person.

If it was a case of conjuring, one would never miss. 
But as it concerns delicate vibrations and suitable har­
monics in which there are two varying forces, those of the 
sitters and of the unseen intelligences, to be adjusted, no 
man can forsee the result.

We find in practice that there are some men, not neces­
sarily sceptics, who bring all phenomena to an end, and 
there are others, not necessarily believers, who are most 
helpful. All this is most disquieting to the sort of 
scientist who is trained to say that if an acid is added to 
an alkali a salt must result, or two atoms of hydrogen 
and one of oxygen must form a molecule of water. There 
is no “must” about psychic work.

We fumble and grasp in the dark, and then suddenly 
we get our result, but how can we pass it to the man who 
was not there, and who says triumphantly, “Do it again in 
my presence,” which we can never promise to accomplish?

I think that the reputation of all the great Victorian 

thinkers will suffer greatly from their unscientific and 
illogical treatment of the greatest question that ever came 
before them. The “does not interest me” of Huxley has 
become historical.

My friend, General Drayson, told me how in early days 
he and others succeeded in getting Tyndall to come to 
a seance. He sat in a fidgety, impatient manner as one 
who knows that he is wasting his time. Presently there 
came some raps.

“Are those raps?” he asked. “Yes, they are.” He 
sprang up, and put his hand against the wall: “Now rap 
on my hand before I count five. One, two, three, four, 
five! There now, I have shown what nonsense it all is!” 
and with that he stalked out of the room.

There is no intolerance which religion of old has shown 
to science, which science so-called has not in turn shown 
to modern psychic phenomena. The refusal of Professor 
Stokes, when secretary of the Royal Society, to accept 
Crookes’ invitation to come and see a materialisation is 
the exact counterpart of that of the Cardinals when they 
refused to look through the telescope of Galileo at the 
moons of Jupiter. “Plus il change le plus il est la meme

Most people who are outside the psychic movement are 
of opinion that the more remarkable physical phenomena 
are associated with professional mediums, who may or 
may not be honest. At the present moment there is a 
great dearth of good physical mediums to whom an 
inquirer can gain access.

On the other hand, I know at least four amateur private 
circles in London in which the most advanced phenomena 
may be observed. One has its centre in Trafalgar-square, 
one in Convent Garden, one in Walthamstow, and one in 
Hendon.

In each case, without a professional medium, there is 
the direct voice, levitation of heavy objects or of the 
sitters, movement without contact, lights, and other signs 
of invisible power. I had an opportunity of attending one 
of these rather jealously-guarded circles.

The sittings were held, as is usual, in the dark. There 
was so much power present, however, that it was possible 
to carry the phenomena on into the light. When we 
had lit the candles and risen from our seats, a round 
platter of wood, six or eight inches across, which was 
in the centre of the table, began suddenly to move, much 
as the lid of a kettle moves when it begins to boil.

It was an amazing sight to see it chattering there, with 
no one within six feet of it. Presently, with considerable 
effort, it reared itself upon its edge and stood erect. Then, 
in answer to questions, it gave us answers by the usual 
code of three tilts for “yes,” and one for “no”—per­

fectly intelligent answers. Finally, the wooden disc fell 
over and lay still.

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I value those phychic evidences which can be actually 
exhibited to the public. Chief of these, of course, are 
photographs produced under test conditions and .showing- 
abnormal results.

But next to these, and more pleasing to the eye, are 
those paintings which would appear in many cases to be 
the result of direct obsession, since they are produced 
by people who have no normal artistic power and who 
do the work in a trance or semi-trance condition.

Herr Nusslein, of Nuremberg, works under these con­
ditions and produces wonderful pictures, the most 
elaborate of which are executed within thirty minutes. 
I am afraid to enter one of Nusslein’s exhibitions for my 
desire is always to purchase every picture upon the walls.

My last two visits have cost me a hundred pounds, but 
any one who sees the results, which are on view in Vic­
toria Street, will not think that I spent the money in 
vain. There is some glamour, some hint of the “ light 
that never was on sea or land,” in Nusslein’s best work, 
which is unique. Some of his colour effects leave Gauguin 
in the shade.

For some reason I have observed that great soldiers 
are more open to psychic knowledge, and less perverse 
in their objections than any other limited class. They 
are practical men, and they understand proof when it is 
put before them. Lord Haig and Lord French were both 
sympathetic to our cause. The late General Turner was 
a strong Spiritualist. I believe that I am right in saying 
that General Braithwaite is aware of psychic truth.

And now we have the testimony of General E. Crozier, 
who at the end of the war commanded the 40th Division 
and was afterwards military adviser to- the Latvian 
Republic. General Crozier is a D.S.O., who was seven 
times mentioned in despatches, so he is not a victim to 
that nervousness which is supposed by the ignorant to un­
settle our judgment of facts.

In a single sitting with a medium who could not have 
known his name, the general had evidential messages not 
only from very intimate family sources, but also from the 
lady who brought him up when his people were in India, 
from an old family servant, and from others. Telepathy 
was excluded, for one message told the general of a 
photograph which actually existed but which he thought 
had been destroyed.

Brother officers, too, long “dead,” came through and 
greeted him, giving their names, and joking in the merry 
way that spirit people do. If there were no proof of 
survival in the whole world save the case of General 
Crozier it should be adequate. And yet it is but one of 
countless thousands—one more brick added to the great 
temple of truth.—“Sunday Express, ’ London.

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AMAZING MATERIALISATIONS.----- - .» —
TWENTY-FIVE FORMS APPEAR.

PROMINENT SPIRITUALISTS PRESENT.

We have several times referred to Mr. Charles 
Victor Miller as probably the greatest materialis­
ing medium at present living. Mr. Miller was born 
in France, but spent most of his time in America, 
until a few years before the war, when he returned 
to the country of his birth to reside. Mr. Miller’s 
mediumship, however, was developed in America, 
and for many years was exercised there, and it is 
his custom to visit the United States every year, 
and to invite his friends to meet him at a seance in 
celebation of his birthday.

On March 11th last Mr. Miller’s annual birth­
day seance was held at his apartment at East 55th 
Street, New York, in the presence of some sixty 
persons, including Mrs. J. Hewat McKenzie, of the 
British College of Psychic Science, London ; Mrs. 
Florence Haven, Secretary of the American Psychic 
Research Society ; Mrs. M. E. Cadwallader. Editor 
of “The Progressive Thinker,” Mr. George Valian- 
tine and his wife, and some fifty other prominent 
persons.

At the commencement of the seance Mr. Miller 
sat in front of a cabinet consisting of a thin cur­
tain strung across the front of the bay-window of 
his apartment, which is on the third floor. The 
impromptu cabinet was carefully inspected by a 
number of the sitters, and Mr. Miller had not taken 
a seat in front of the cabinet many minutes before 
forms began to appear in rapid succession. They 
stood out clearly, giving their names and calling 
for their friends amongst the audience. Mr. Miller 
was not in the trance state, and the spirit visitors 
repeatedly held conversations with him. The 
materialised forms and the medium could both be 
plainly seen by the light of a lamp in the room, 
which was quite sufficient for the purpose of re­
cognition.

Later, however. Mr. Miller entered the cabinet, 
and this appeared to enable the forms to show to 
the best advantage. Many of them came through 
the curtains, robed in flowing white garments of 
great brilliancy, and caused a feeling of reverence 
and wonder amongst the sitters. In particular, the 
three Fox Sisters showed themselves together, the 
three forms standing in a row, and held a conversa­
tion with Mrs. M. E. Cadwallader, the Editor of 
“The Progressive Thinker.” Our readers will re­
member that Mrs. Cadwallader is largely respon­
sible for the monument which has recently been 
erected at Hydesville to the memory of these three 
[pioneers of Modern Spiritualism, and they were 
able to assure Mrs. Cadwallader of their gratitude, 
and of their continued interest in all that goes on 
here on earth in this great cause.

One beautiful spirit, a guide of Mr. Miller’s, gave 
a short, but remarkable, address on the value of 
love and harmony; and insisting that death is but 
the gateway to a higher life. In all some 25 mater­
ialised forms appeared and showed themselves 
during the sitting, many of them being clearly re­
cognised by the friends to whom they came. Such 
a sitting would be enough to tax the strength of the 
strongest medium, but immediately the seance was 
over Mr. Miller played host and served an elabor­
ate dinner, which he had personally prepared.

Mr. Miller has long ceased to be a professional 
medium and to-day very rarely sits, save on the 

occasion of his annual birthday party. He is in the 
position of one who gives all and seeks no return. 
He is highly respected and beloved by many of his 
French colleagues, and the Government of France, 
some two years ago, bestowed upon him the 
honour of a “Knight Chevalier of the Legion of 
Honour” for services rendered during the late war. 
Mr. Miller is a quiet, unassuming man of genial 
disposition, who is decidedly averse to publicity or 
hero-worship. He looks upon his gift as a very 
sacred one, to be used as evidence of the spiritua­
lity of life, and of the necessity of preparing here for 
a great hereafter. He has ever avoided everything 
which savours of showmanship or sensationalism, 
and his seances have always been conducted with 
a degree of reverence, which proved no barrier to 
genuine fun and real happiness.—“The Two 
Worlds.”

MEDIUMS FROM ABROAD.
WORLD BUREAU TO STOP TRICKERY.

Spiritualists have again had to take steps to com­
bat organised effort to exploit their beliefs. The 
recent menace to those who are believers in Spiri­
tualism comes from abroad—our own Dominions 
and the United States.

The “Empire News” is informed that the Spiri­
tualist leaders are preparing for the seasonal influx 
of bogus mediums from the States in particular, 
and at the moment they have compiled matter in 
the course of their investigations which, if accur­
ate, will be awkward for an individual who claims 
to come from a town in one of our Dominions.

By the system of inquiry which the Spiritualist 
leaders of this country have now elaborated, so that 
there is a constant exchange of information regard­
ing Spiritualists and bogus mediums from all parts 
of the world, it is going to be much more difficult 
for the bogus medium to succeed.

Through this principle of a world-wide informa­
tion bureau Spiritualists in this country claim that 
they have discovered that one man from overseas 
who has made some success here is not only not 
known in the town which he claims to be his place 
of domicile but in any part of the country.

Spiritualists warn ali persons interested in the 
belief of bogus mediums who are behind schemes 
that tend one way only, and that to enrich the 
people operating them under the cloak of Spiritual­
ism.

“Inspirational” claims had better be carefully 
avoided unless the claimant can produce references 
that will stand investigating. Genuine Spiritual­
istic mediums will not hesitate to submit to the 
inquiry which organised Spiritualism might insti­
tute along lines now officially prepared.—“Empire 
News,” Manchester.

through whom very remarkable psychic happenings had 
occurred: “The Countess Wassilko-Serecki informs me 
that Eleonore Zugun is now firmly established in the 
salon of a fashionable Vienna hair-dresser, and that all 
her psychic power has left her. . . .

THE GREAT PYRAMID AND THE BIBLE.

[Our readers are by this time familiar with the cata­
logue of prophecies concerning the time of tribulation 
through which, we are told, the world will pass during 
the present and subsequent years. Many references 
have been made to the theme by writers and speakers 
in Great Britain, and in the accompanying article Mr. 
Victor Cromer—whose healing work in Sydney is 
attracting much attention—deals more particularly 
with the evidence provided by the Great Pyramid 
and the Bible. He writes: “I have studied the teach­
ings of all the various prophetic schools, and, being 
myself a seer, I am able to test the accuracy or other­
wise of the statements made.”

In a book just published-from the pen of the Rev. 
Walter Wynn, whose name is well-known as the 
author of various Spiritualistic and other works, he 
deals with the subject in a very outspoken manner. 
The book is entitled, “Christ and a Mad World,” and 
the warnings he utters are presented with character­
istic vigor. The writer reviews the political condi­
tion of Europe and quotes at length from highly- 
placed officials, the frightfulness of the next war, 
which he declares is immanent. One puts the book 
down with the conviction that the world, indeed, is 
mad! The hope, almost a remote hope, of deliver­
ance from the threatened peril, lies in living according 
to the teaching of the Christ. This, of course, is what 
Sir Arthup Conan Doyle is constantly repeating. 
Certainly the world seems “upside down” and, so far 
as we are concerned, we. should not be taken by sur­
prise, whatever happens—we have received far too 
many warnings for that!—Ed.]

According to the symbology of the Great Pyra­
mid (as interpreted by D. Davidson and H. Alder­
smith in their book “The Great Pyramid; Its Divine 
Message,’’) the world will enter the Second Low 
Passage, on 29th May, 1928, and will not emerge 
from it Until 15-16 September, 1936.

The First Low Passage, (corresponding to the 
period between 4-5 August, 1914, and 10-11 Novem­
ber, 1918,) coincided with the duration of the Great 
War; so we may infer that the Second Low Pass­
age also indicates war, or tribulation of which war 
is the symbol. And, too, the symbol in the second, 
is even stronger than in the first instance ; for the 
First Low Passage is constructed of limestone, 
whereas granite is the material of which the Second 
Low Passage is built, indicating even a greater 
degree of hardness in the coming tribulation than 
that associated with the War of 1914-18.

It would seem that the period from 29th May, 
1928, to 15-16 September 1936, fits in with the bibli­
cal “time of trouble, such as never was since there- 
was a nation” (Dan. 12.1). This “time of trouble” 
has been spoken of as lasting “seven years.” Actu­
ally the Pyramid makes its duration eight years and 
five months; but towards the end of that period the 
goal will be in sight, to be heralded by the great 
Feast of Trumpets in September, 1936, when the 
New Age will dawn for the world.

What, then, does prophecy say about this year, 
1928?

Before 1917 A.D. there was perhaps a certain 
amount of reason in doubting the possibility of a 
strict interpretation of biblical chronological pro­
phecy, but the great event that happened in that 
year so fully substantiated a certain line of prophe­
tical reasoning, that it gave us the certain key to 
the whole system of prophetic chronology. The 
capture of Jerusalem by Lord Allenby in 1917 
exactly fulfilled Daniel’s prophecy, which reads, 
“Blessed is he that cometh to the thousand three 
hundred and five and thirty days” (Dan. 12. 12) ; for 
by using the biblical key of “a day for a year” (Eze­
kiel 4. 6). we find that 1917 A.D. was the 1335th 
year of the Mohammedan Hegira, and that the 
Mohammedans adopted the European calendar after 
that year, there being, therefore, no 1336th year 
of the Hegira.

Also the Covenant with Abraham was confirmed 
in 1917 B.C. ; and its fulfilment was in 1917 A.D. in 
the capture of Jerusalem, thus ending “the times of 
the Gentiles” (Luke 21. 24), Jesus being born “in 
the midst of the times.”

Ж Ж Ж Ж
If then these prophecies have proven correct, what 

of Daniel’s reference (Dan. 4. 16) to “the seven 
times”, that is to seven periods each of 360 years, 
or twice “time, times and a half,” equalling, in all. 
2520 years dating from the captivity era? The end 
of the Jewish Kingdom was in 593 B.C. ; and 2520 
years from that date brings us to 1928 A.D.

The year 637 saw the setting up of “the abomina­
tion that maketh desolate” (Dan. 12. 11) or, in other 
words, the building of the Mosque of Omar on the 
site of the Temple at Jerusalem. If we add to that 
date 1290 years, the figure given by Daniel (Chap. 
12. 11), it brings us again to 1928.
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The year 1928 has also been referred to as the 
time of the “treading of the wine-press of the fierce­
ness and wrath of Almighty God” (Rev. 19. 15), and 
as the time of the “putting in of the sickle” (Joel 
3. 13).

Ж Ж Ж Ж
Who, then, are the main contestants in the great 

struggle that is coming?
The Bible informs us that on the one side will be 

ranged Rosh, Moshek and Tubal, (Ezek. 38. 2: 
Moffatt’s Translation) ; or, in other words, Russia, 
Moscow, and Tobolsk, and on the opposing side 
“Tarshish, with all the young lions thereof,” (Ezek. 
38. 13), which, by interpretation, become Great Bri­
tain and the oversea dominions. Both these main 
groups of contestants are to have allies, and it is not 
difficult to see that the whole world will eventually 
be drawn into such a struggle. The United States 
will join Great Britain in the conflict.

European politics at the moment are so upset that 
it is difficult to see upon which side some of the 
nations will range themselves. At present there is 
a definite cleavage between Great Britain and 
Russia, while Germany and Japan have joined 
Russia in a trade alliance. France and Italy are 
not too well disposed towards each other, while the 
little Entente may go either way in such a titanic 
imbroglio.

What is Australia’s position in this mighty up­
heaval? Apart from supporting Great Britain in the 
rvar which is coming, Australia has a remarkable 
destiny to fulfil. Owing to the disturbed state of 
the world. Australia will be a land of refuge to 
which will come people of many nations, fleeing 
from the wars, revolutions, earthquakes, tidal 
waves and other disturbances which will break out 
during the next seven years.

We believe, too, that a public event of remark­

able character will occur about the time of the com­
mencement of the great Armageddon war. This 
will be the revealing of the Messiah by a mighty 
and visible outpouring of spiritual power. “As the 
bright shining cometh from the East even unto the 
West, so shall the revealing of the Son of Man be.” 
This event will attract spiritually-minded people in 
large numbers from all over the world to take part 
in the formative processes of the New Age and we 
believe that the initial organisation of the New Age 
conditions will be carried out in the new world.

So will it come about that Australia will fulfil the 
destiny prophesied of her in the words:—“I will 
make her that halted a remnant ; and her that was 
cast far-off a strong nation” (Micah 4. 7), and “a 
little one shall become a thousand and a small one 
a strong nation.” (Isa. 60. 22).

TRANCE EVIDENCE IN COURT.

“SIMPLY DUMFOUNDING,” SAYS MAGISTRATE.

A Berlin message states that Frau Elsa Gunther- 
Geffers, who is being tried in the Appeal Court at 
Insterburg, on a charge of fraud, gave in the pre­
sence of all the Court a remarkable demonstration 
of her mediumistic powers.

A police sergeant was brought from a remote 
village, to whom alone of those present in court, 
were known the details of a theft committed re­
cently in his district. The thief has not yet been 
discovered, and his name is still unknown to the 
police.

The problem given to the medium was to re­
construct the crime and to name the criminal. 
After the Court had been cleared of the public she 
was given a seat in the centre of the hall, into 
which the sun was shining brightly, so that the en­
vironment was not exactly favourable for occult 
operations.

She began by staring for some minutes at a match 
which she held between her eyes. Presently her 
head sank back, her eyes glared vacantly upward. 
The experts were satisfied that she had fallen into 
a genuine trance.

Dr. Thoma, a Viennese hypnotist, who was in 
charge of the experiment, asked her, “Do you 
hear me?”

“I do,” she replied. Whereupon the police ser­
geant began questioning her.

“When was the theft?” The medium, whose 
replies were given in a weird, stuttering voice, 
answered, “February.”

“What do you see?” inquired Dr. Thoma.
“Silver objects. Glitter,” was the reply.
The Police Sergeant—Where was it?—Last 

building.
Dr. Thoma—Go, go on !—Several entrances and 

exits.
Dr. Thoma—Quite right, but go on !—-Where are 

you taking me? Large hall. High chairs. Much 
dark furniture. Furniture carved.

Police Sergeant—What is the name of the owner? 
-—Prefix “Von.” Quite dark furniture. Deep 
chairs. Seat in front of long object. Middle size.

How old is he?—‘Nearly seventy.

During further questions and answers the me­
dium was seen to thrust her hands forward like a 
blind person groping.

She stated that in additions to the silver objects 
a fur had been stolen ; that the thief had entered by 
a window; that the room contained food and re­
galia; that the thief ate some meat there and drank 
something.

At length Dr. Thoma asked, “Can you give us 
the name of the thief?”

“Two syllables,” was the reply.
Dr. Thoma—Well, then.
Medium, with much difficulty—Dumke. (This 

she wrote down).
Police Sergeant—Who owns the property?—Two 

syllables.
The medium then muttered vaguely, and finally 

wrote down, rather indistinctly, “Von Reibnitz.”
Then she was gradually awakened from her 

trance.
Her statement had been almost without excep­

tion true. The stolen objects were fur and twelve 
marks in silver. The thief had entered, through a 
window, a room decked with regalia and had eaten 
a sausage. The owner is Herr Von Reibnitz. and 
though he is not 70, but 89, he still takes a daily 
ride.

The only thing to be discovered is whether a 
man named Dumke was the thief.

Photographs were taken of the medium during 
the sitting, and it remains for the experts to con­
sult upon their conclusions and advise the court 
accordingly.

Other remarkable evidence of the feat of second 
sight performed by the alleged clairvoyante was 
heard from highly credible witnesses, amid the 
breathless astonishment of the court.

After a vivid description, during which the me­
dium had described the complicated wanderings of 
a watch lost on the parade ground by a Reichswher 
Colonel, the President of the Court shook his head 
and exclaimed, “Simply dumbfounding.”—“Morn­
ing Post,” London.

A NOVELIST ON PHENOMENA.

In a recent issue of the “Daily Chronicle,” Lon­
don is an article by Mr. E. F. Benson, the well- 
known novelist, on “Why I Believe in Spooks.” Mr. 
Benson writes critically but intelligently about the 
phenomena commonly classed under the term tele­
pathy, recognising clearly the difficulty of dis­
criminating between different phases of it, and con­
cludes :—

Let us hold our seances in 
the light, and apply the most rigid restrictions 
on the medium, let us investigate our ghost­
stories with the cruellest cross-examination, but 
if, after that, something remains, which it un­
doubtedly does, let us admit that behind “this 
muddy vesture of decay” there is the imperish­
able.

CREATION STILL GOING ON.
One of the greatest physicists in America, Dr. 

Robert A. Millikan, who is a member of the Royal 
Institution of Great Britain and was awarded the 
Nobel prize for physics in 1923, at a meeting of the 
Californian Institute of Technology recently an­
nounced experiments of his which indicate that 
universal creation is still going on : “The birth of 
the elements seems now to be taking place.” new 
ones coming into existence.

The present experiments constitute the first 
discovery of such evidence.

•THE FASCINATION OF PSYCHICAL INVESTIGATION. 

IMPRESSIVE EVIDENCE OF IDENTITY.

A LL sorts of surprises are in store for the sys- 
tematic investigator of the psychical. I 

have had scores of them. Scarcely a week passes, 
in fact, but what I am confronted with some un­
expected development. Let me relate one of the 
latest which occurred at the beginning of May dur­
ing a sitting with the medium through whom I 
have been “probing into the unseen” almost weekly 
during the past fifteen months. I will treat the 
case as briefly as possible as time is pressing and 
space limited.

The central figure of the narrative is a lady who 
passed to the higher life some twelve months ago. 
Her name was Mrs. Hosford-Herbert—better 
known, perhaps, by her former name, Mrs. Sadie 
Morrison. She was “a wonderful little medium” 
—short of stature, had lustrous black eyes and a 
wealth of jet-black hair, tinged with grey in later 
years. She was full of vivacity before her fatal ill­
ness and possessed abounding energy. I knew her 
well and received many a convincing test through 
her instrumentality. But she always considered 
me a difficult nut to crack and used to suspect I 
ivas a direct descendant of Thomas the Doubter!

FIFTEEN YEARS AGO!

Fifteen years ago I was editing a daily paper at 
Warrnambool, a provincial city in the State of Vic­
toria, Australia. Mrs. Morrison, as she was then 
named, held a week’s Spiritualist mission there and 
I had a couple of private sittings with her. What 
she told me was astounding. But that is another 
story. The Melbourne medium, of whose services 
I am availing myself for the present, knows noth­
ing of that visit and my experiences with Mrs. 
Morrison there. On May 2nd last, however, I had 
my weekly interview with this lady, who was deeply 
entranced, and during the proceedings was saluted 
with the exclamation :

“Ah! Mrs. Herbert—Mrs. Morrison.”
I had no sooner returned the greeting that she 

began to speak about the Warrnambool “Stand­
ard”—of which paper I was editor at the time of 
her visit to that city-—alluded by name to the prin­
cipal proprietor who passed away towards the end 
of last year, and also made reference to the present 
editor whose name was also correctly given. “I 
think he is about the oldest one on that paper now,” 
she added. And she was not very far out, although 
she had never met him and he probably knows 
even less of her and certainly nothing about the 
medium.

“Well, don’t you think I was plucky to go up 
there (Warrnambool) at that time? she exclaimed. 
“We were the pioneers, weren’t we? I remember 
the sittings I had with you. My word you were a 
hard case! But you have learnt a lot since then, 
Mr. Harvey, haven’t you?”

MY HUSBAND ALWAYS CALLED ME “SIS.”

She proceeded to chat away on matters about 
which the medium knew nothing whatever, and 

eventually furnished the following information of 
which both the medium and I were totally ignor­
ant :

“You know my dear one is up the country, and 
it is better for his health and everything altogether 
. . . My husband doesn’t like Sophie or Sadie. 
But I gave it over there. I built myself up there, 
and they saw me, (meaning, presumably*  New 
Zealand, to which reference will be made later) 
My husband always called me Sis. That is the 
pass-word. But don’t tell anyone else, as we don’t 
want it to get out.”

Then she drifted back to Warrnambool again, and 
said : “I wonder we weren’t stoned out of it. T 
think we were ‘bricks’ ! But some of them got 
something to make them think, didn’t they?”

The references to the husband, of course, requi­
red verification. They were all foreign, both to 
the medium and myself. I therefore communica­
ted with him by letter and he kindly called at my 
office.

“It is all correct,” he said. “At the date of your 
interview I was away in the wilds of Gippsland— 
up country, as my wife expresses it—and I was cer­
tainly improved in health and in other respects, 
too. It is also true that I greatly dislike Sophie, 
but I ‘passed’ Sadie, as that was her platform 
name and she wished to use it. In our home, how­
ever, I always called her Sis. It was Sis this, and 
Sis that. She has given me that name since her 
passing, and it doesn’t matter now about anyone 
else knowing that was what she calls our ‘pass­
word.’ ”

The verification was thus complete. And there 
is no room for the telepathic hypothesis or for the 
impish vagaries of the sub-conscious mind !

NEW ZEALAND EPISODE

MRS. MORRISON IN MATERIALISED FORM.

REMARKABLE CORROBORATIVE EVIDENCE.

If, at a private sitting in Melbourne, you receive 
corroborative evidence of what occurred at a Circle 
held in New Zealand a month previously, you at 
once find yourself up against a problem that re­
quires a lot of explaining away !

It was like this: During the first week in May I 
received a lengthy letter, dated April 27th, from 
Mr. T. N. Brocas, of Rawene, Hokianga. New Zea­
land. It was not sent for publication. Briefly 
summarised, the writer stated :

I had been told by my wife, who is on the Other 
Side, that if I would attend a Circle conducted by 
Mrs. Hope, of Hamilton, she and '‘Rosebud” would 
do their best to, at least, speak to me, "Rosebud” 
being especially anxious as I had never seen her in 
bodily form, or heard her voice. 1 accordingly went 
to Hamilton, staying at the same house as Mrs. Hope, 
so that I had a good opportunity to study her and I 
believe her to be the genuine medium she claims to 
be. :
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I went with Mrs. Hope to the private house where 
the sitting was held, and sat in the room by myself 
for some time before the proceedings commenced. 
I, therefore, knew there was no one hidden in the 
room. Before the light was'put out Mrs. Hope asked 
me to examine the cabinet, which was merely two 
pieces of calico hung across a corner of the room. 
There was only a chair in it, and a picture hung on the 
wall.

There were eight sitters and the door was locked. 
The room was in darkness, except for two large lumi­
nous cards on the wall and two smaller ones, placed 
face downwards in the Circle, which the forms used 
to light up their faces by holding one on each side 
of the face.

After the Invocation, the recital of the Lord’s 
Prayer and some singing, a form appeared. She was 
evidently struggling to speak, as I could see her 
throat moving. By nods of the head she said she 
had come for me. I said: “Are you Rose?”-—mean­
ing my wife. The nods indicated that she was not. I 
then said. “Are you Rosebud?” This was followed 
by great excitement and many nods indicating “Yes.” 
I said, "Is little mother here?” The nods told me that 
she was and then, as the face vanished, I heard the 
words: “We have kept our promise.”

A moment or two later another face appeared and 
a voice said “Rose”—the name of my wife. The form 
held out to me a bunch of violets and said: “Not 
lilies, but violets for remembrance.” I quite under­
stand the reference to lilies. Then she suddenly bent 
forward and kissed me full on the lips. The cards 
then fell, and she was gone. I cannot say I saw the 
face clear enough to swear that it really was my wife, 
but it certainly was not the medium.

Several other forms afterwards came through. One 
of them I knew well. It was Mrs. Sadie Morrison, 
who died some time ago. She came straight to me, 
mentioned an oneration I had and the help she gave 
me (about 1915), asked me to take her hand, and 
when she was going gave me a few violets. During 
her presence with us she walked around the Circle, 
spoke to the sitters, laughed when some one said she 
had feet, and replied: “Yes, and toes too!” She wore 
a quantity of white drapery, but as she stood close to 
me I could see her bare feet and legs nearly up to the 
knees.

In all, I think seven forms materialised, and some 
were very easily recognised by different sitters. To­
wards the close we had a little speaking through the 
trumpet. The first voice claimed to be my wife. She 
sent a message to the children, and then another voice 
interrupted with—“I want you to give a message to 
Britton Harvey.” She said it was Annie Bright speak­
ing. The message was: “Tell him he is sitting in my 
chair and that he is filling my place worthily, and that 
he is to continue to carry on the good work.” Then 
she added in a faint voice: “Send him a few of your 1 
violets!” I therefore enclose a few violets for your 
acceptance.
I received the violets—about a dozen of them. 

They were small blooms and were somewhat 
withered. They looked like wild violets and the 
stems were all attached to the root as though pul­
led out of the ground, root and all ! I have received 
messages from Mrs. Bright—my predecessor in the 
editorial chair of the “Harbinger of Light”—from 
several sources, and they all contain an exhorta­
tion to “keep on with the work,” as though she 
suspected I was growing discouraged and might 
possibly “throw up the sponge!”

She has spoken to me many times through a Mel­
bourne medium. On one of these occasions she 
seemed to be in a very jocular mood and remarked : 
“You are not filling the chair as well as I did.” 
But she quickly added: “Of course, I mean in a 
physical sense!” Those of our readers who re­
member the portly form of the lady will readily 
appreciate the. joke!

WHAT HAPPENED TO THE SYDNEY LADY?

Well, now, I have stated that I received this 
letter from Mr. Brocasi—who, by the way, is a well- 
known and much respected Spiritualist in New 
Zealand—during the first week in May last. On 
the 23rd of that month I was having my usual 
weekly sittiilg in Melbourne when “Annie Bright” 
announced herself. She at once said :

“Chief! I had to leave you for a week or two. 
What happened to the Sydney lady?”

I said I was at a loss to understand what she 
meant.

She replied : “The lady who won’t take any more 
books.”

I said: “I cannot follow you at all.”
She replied: “I mean the one who has stopped 

taking the ‘Harbinger’ for her Society.”
“Good gracious,” I exclaimed, “what on earth do 

you know about that?”
“Oh,” she rejoined, “I know all about it.”
“And what about the members?” I asked, “Don’t 

they want the ‘Harbinger?’”
“Yes,” was the reply, “they are getting it at other 

places. I think it is ridiculous ! I don’t think I 
should have taken it so quietly as you did !”

“But how do you know I took it quietly?” I 
asked.

“Because I saw what you wrote. You know, I 
am often at the office, although you do not see me.” 
she answered, and added: “Of course it doesn’t 
affect this ‘channel’ because she doesn’t know any­
thing about it. But I could not let this little inci­
dent pass.”

There was much more said, and the comments 
were not of a very complimentary character. I 
just record the incident as evidence of the close 
watch that is kept on the affairs of this journal. 
They tell me they are banded together to defend 
and uphold it, and that those who dare to thwart 
them will live to regret their action.

I CROSS-EXAMINE MRS. BRIGHT.

After this unexpected interlude I asked Mrs. 
Bright if she had manifested elsewhere lately.

“Yes,” she replied. “I have another little instru­
ment I speak through. I use her sometimes of a 
Sunday afternoon in Melbourne.”

“Have you sent a message to me through anyone 
recently?” I asked.

“Yes,” she replied, “I sent a message telling you 
I was helping you and to go on in this good work.”

“Did you send anything beside this message?” I 
inquired.

“Wait a minute! Wait a minute! Wait a 
minute, now.” She paused and seemed to be try­
ing to collect her thoughts. Then she said: “But 
that is quite a while ago as you count time (about 
a month) but to us it only seems as yesterday. 
Did you get them from that gentleman.

“Get what?” I replied.
“Wait a minute (pause) Noises. What do you 

call them ?”
She tried hard to remember the name, and at last 

I said “Never mind.” I felt sure that if I had said 
violets she would have at once replied. “Yes.” 
The reader must really pardon me if he, or she, 
thinks I am too exacting. I simply cannot help it. 
If I receive a correct reply as the result of putting 
a leading question it possesses no value for me 
whatever. It' is significant, however, that Mrs. 
Bright knew that, whatever it was she sent, there 
was more than one, for she used the plural 
number. She said them, and she also knew the 
violets had been sent by “that gentleman.” It 
might have been a lady!

Now, can you make anything of “Noises?” Is 
there any connection between that word and 
“Violets?” In “Noises” you have the vowels “oi,” 
and in “Violets,” “io.” Is there anything in that? 
Did she get the vowels “mixed up?” She knew 
she had not used the right word. I could tell that 
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bv the way she spoke. And she immediately 
asked, “What do you call them?” 1 leave it at 
that and will proceed to the remainder of the in­
terview.

“Do you remember when or where this took 
place?” I asked.

“I was there when Mrs. Herbert was there,” she 
replied.

This reply seems to identify the occasion to which 
Mr. Brocas refers. Both Mrs. Bright and Mrs. 
Herbert, he tells us were there. T tried again to 
get the name of the gift, but after thinking for a 
while. Mrs. Bright said she could not remember and 
retired from the medium.

CLINCHING EXPLANATIONS BY THE GUIDE.

A relative who lived in England was the next to 
have a conversation and at the close the Indian 
guide, who persists in using the personal pronoun, 
“me” for “I,” related a conversation he had just 
overheard between “the big Chief lady” (Mrs. 
Bright) and the “little dark lady” (Mrs. Herbert— 
formerly, and better known as Mrs. Morrison). 
He said in his peculiar, and yet very interesting, 
way :

That big Chief lady says the flowers were lovely. 
She means the flowers that were gathered on the 
earth plane and which they carried through for 
those people. The big Chief lady said to the little 
dark lady: ‘What was he talking about? What 
did he want me to say?’ The little dark lady 
said: ‘You great silly! He was talking about the 
flowers we brought to Mrs. Hope’s place.’ The 
big Chief lady said: ‘Is that what he was talking 
about?’ She was so wrapped up in the talk she had 
about your paper that she forgot all the other. 
They didn’t expect me to listen to their conversa­
tion. But me did. That is how me know.

This seems to be a pretty good specimen of cor­
roborative evidence. We know very little about 
the great difficulties of communication encountered 
on the Other Side. Memory often fails a commu­
nicator when in control of a medium. The wonder 
is we get as much as we do. Mrs. Bright knew 
there was some particular point I wanted explained, 
but could not recall either “violets” or “flowers.” 
But as soon as Mrs. Morrison reminds her of the 
New Zealand experience she says through the 
guide, “the flowers were lovely.” as though she 
wished me to know that she had at last recollected 
the nature of the gift.

It may, moreover, be noted that we are told the 
flowers were what is known as an apport—they 
were grown on the earth plane and “carried through 
for those people,” which is quite correct. Then, 
again, the reference to “Mrs. Hope’s place” is de­
cidedly good, and there is a humorous touch about 
the confession of “eavesdropping” on the part of 
the guide. It was a private conversation and he 
was not supposed to be listening—“but me did. 
That is how me know !”

If Mrs. Morrison herself could have “ come 
through” she might have been more explicit. But. 
presumably, the “power” was exhausted and she 
was unable to manifest. Anyway, a considerable 
measure of success was achieved, and the sitting 
throughout was of a strikingly evidential character.

The “Harbinger” for June.—As anticipated, there was 
"a great run” on our June issue, which contained a ver­
batim report of the very convincing speech recently deli­
vered by Mr. H. Dennis Bradley at the Queen’s Hall, Lon­
don, on Direct-voice experiences. Some of our suppor­
ters forwarded orders varying from a dozen to twenty 
copies, and we have not many left of the extra number 
printed.

“ THE BLUE ROOM.”

This is the title of the book reviewed in our May 
issue, being a record of the direct-voice and other 
experiences of a Circle in New Zealand conducted 
by Mr. Clive Chapman, the medium being his niece. 
Miss Pearl Judd. Readers of the volume have 
been amazed by its contents and seem to realise that 
it has genuineness stamped on every page.

Seances are still being held in different parts of 
the Dominion, and a subscriber to this journal assu­
res us that the phenomena are becoming more re­
markable than ever. He has attended several of 
late and informs us that “the music was absolutely 
beautiful” and that Charlie, one of the unseen 
vocalists, sang Schubert’s ‘Ave Maria’ better than 
even Caruso could have done.”

In addition to the singing there were “laughing, 
joking and talking on almost every subject.” In 
fact, he adds, “we cannot speak of our experiences 
to our friends without raising doubts as to our 
sanity.”

It may be explained that the book takes its title 
from the fact that in Mr. Chapman’s home the 
seances are held in a room in which the color 
scheme is blue. We have still a few copies on 
hand, but the demand is increasing and we shall 
soon be out of stock.

THE “ MARGERY ” SEANCES.

A contributor to “The Banner of Life,” Boston, 
writes : “In passing, I might also remark that, to 
my mind, the most wonderful, the most convincing, 
the absolutely irrefutable and crowning phenomena 
of the “Margery” experiments have recently been 
obtained, and, I understand, are shortly to be pub­
lished.

And some of these books are thought-arresting to a 
marked degree and are expressed in language to which no 
literary critic can take' exception.

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THE GREAT PROBLEM. “THE SCRIPTS OF CLEOPHAS.”

DR. LINDSAY JOHNSON’S CONVINCING BOOK.
A CHALLENGING DOCUMENT THAT IMPRESSES

The scholarly and comprehensive work of I)r. 
G. Lindsay Johnson, M.A., M.D., F.R.C.S.—“The 
Great Problem and the Evidence for its Solution” 
—which has been previously noticed in our 
columns, has met with general appreciation at the 
hands of the reviewers, and is considered by them 
to be one of the most impressive and unanswer­
able books published on this enthralling subject. 
“The Natal Mercury”—one of the leading daily 
papers published in South Africa—grows markedly 
enthusiastic over the contents, and in the course 
of a notice extending over a column states :

An amazing book has just been published by one of 
Durban’s best known medical men. It is of so 
astounding a character as to deserve special notice.

The whole book teems with 
thrilling anecdotes, and we may truthfully declare that 
there is hardly a dull page in the whole work. One 
doubts if the reader will be able to tear himself from 
its perusal until he has finished the last page 
Scarcely, if he has a logical mind, can he fail to be 
convinced of the reality of a spirit world around us.

It is a remarkable sign of the times that the 
Catholic Clergy at Oudtshoorn and Uniondale were 
so delighted with the Doctor’s concluding chapter 
that they requested his permission to copy it verbatim, 
and use it for teaching in the Church. One feels this 
work to be unique, for hitherto no book one can recall 
can compare with it in apparent scientific accuracy, 
in clearness of diction, or in charm of style. One 
must congratulate the author on its production, and 
feel no small pleasure in the fact that a citizen of 
South Africa has produced a work which will adorn 
the literature of the momentous subject so compre­
hensively discussed.

cal research or the honest endeavour to elucidate1 the ap­
parently marvellous, but they were always ‘up against’ the 
fraudulent medium and the charlatan.”

Not Fit for a Gentleman.—At the National Union of 
Students, held at Oxford, Sir Oliver Lodge, quoting from 
a bay’s essay on war by machinery, read:—“An inhuman 
thing, dropping bombs on .everybody, with submarines 
crawling about under the water and sinking fishing boats. 
It is not an occupation for a gentleman.” (Laughter).

The publication of these now famous scripts, after a 
long and unavoidable delay, may be regarded as not only 
a literary but also a religious event of great importance 
in connection with the history of Spiritualism.

It will be remembered that at the time of their first 
appearance the scripts came under the attention of some 
distinguished authorities on ecclesiastical history, and 
tradition, and made a great impression. For the internal 
evidences of the writings bore out very cogently the claim 
made for them, viz., that they represent the reconstruction 
of a document destroyed during the time of the persecu­
tion of the early Christian Church.

It supplements and illuminates the Acts of the Apostles 
in an extraordinary way. It adds a multitude of details to 
the story of the early Church recorded in the Acts of the 
Apostles; it solves some of the problems arising out of 
the brevity with which the episodes are recorded in the 
Biblical account. Thus there is a full account of the or­
deals of several of the Apostles—Peter and James and 
John. Mark and Luke.

The stoning of Stephen and the events which led up to 
his martyrdom, the adventures of Paul and Barnabas, all 
these and other matters connected with the history of the 
early Church are set out with a dignity and a particularity 
that make the book one of fascinating interest.

As those who are acquainted with the case are aware, 
the script came through the hand of Miss Geraldine D. 
Cummins, being produced with extraordinary rapidity— 
some 2,000 words an hour—the dictator or inspirer of the 
writings claiming to be that Cleophas who supped with 
the risen Christ at Emmaus.

Before its publication the document was submitted to 
acute analysis, and some delicate points of scholarship 
and authenticity were observed quite beyond the possible 
powers of any forger. It is by authorities on psychical 
writings regarded as possessing the most evident signs of 
au/henticitv in the whole history of automatic writing.

It would be difficult to convey in a brief description 
any clear idea of the vivid and picturesaue way in which 
the story of the Apostles their trials and sufferings, their 
dealings with their Jewish and Roman enemies, their 
travels and conversations are depicted in the book. It 
is the Epic of the early Christian Church. It is a book 
brimful of interest to the general reader as well as to the 
Biblical student and the theologian. . . .

We regard it as one of the most challenging documents 
which have ever been produced by mediumship. It mav 
well throw a flood of new light on the inner meaning of 
the Christian revelation and its psychic origins. Mean­
time, we mav commend the able and scholarly Introduc­
tion to the Scripts: it bears the stamp of authority, is 
highly instructive, restrained and impartial, and cannot fail 
to be of service to the reader.—“Light.”

“Might Offend Listeners.”—The B.B.C. have declined 
an offer made by the Temple of Light, the psychic centre 
in Southwark Bridge-road, S.E., to broadcast a Spiritua­
list service from the Temple. In a letter to the secretary, 
the B.B.C. said: “Although the ban on controversy has 
been officially removed, our policy in religious matters is 
still not to broadcast any matter which might offend any 
of our listeners.”—“Evening Standard,” London.

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ANTIQUITY UNVEILED.

“FINDS” DATING BACK 5,000 YEARS.

UNRIVALLED SPECIMENS OP ART.

Ur of the Chaldees, the city of Abraham, has 
yielded the archaeologist fresh treasures rivalling 
those discovered in the grave of Mes-kalam-dug, 
“the good hero of the land.” The new finds, made 
by the joint expedition of the British Museum, and 
the Museum and the University of Pennsylvania, 
include objects which have lain buried for more 
than five millenniums. They are described in a 
report issued on January 11 from the British 
Museum, which states that “this period, which until 
last year was completely unknown to archaeology, 
is now illustrated by examples of art unrivalled by 
those of any later period in Mesopotamian history.” 
The report continues

In the second half of November the joint expedition 
was no less successful than in the first weeks of the 
month. We had then found the grave of the Prince 
Mes-kalam-dug, with its treasures of silver and gold; 
the work of recording it was scarcely finished when 
we hit upon another grave equally rich and even 
more remarkable. The area to be excavated was 
large, some 40ft. by 17ft., and the work took a long 
time. Fortune reserved until the last day the most 
precious of the offerings dedicated to the dead man. 
Right against the earth wall at the back of the shaft 
we found four magnificent gold vessels, two of them 
plain, two decorated all over with fluting and engrav­
ing.

These four pieces must rank with those from the 
grave of Mes-kalam-dug as the finest examples of gold 
work ever yet unearthed in Mesopotamia. They lay 
together, almost hidden by a mass of cups and vases 
of silver, here were fifteen silver tumblers arranged 
in sets of five, one inside the other, and bowls simil­
arly nested, a flat paten, a libation jug, curious bottle 
shaped something like a Russian samovar; and close 
by were copper vessels whose types repeated those of 
the more precious metals. All these lay at one end of 
a big wooden box which we found empty; it may have 
contained clothes, but no trace of such remained.

There was a little toilet set in gold, and a small semi­
circular silver box, the lid of which was a mosaic jn 
lapis and shell, the finest example of this technique 
that we have yet unearthed, representing a lion crouch­
ing over its prey. The figure of the beast—white 
picked out in red—stands.out boldly against the blue 
background, and is far more realistic than the normal 
lion of Sumerian art. Close to this lay a set of chisels 
in gold and a gold saw, with two axes of copper 
bound with gold; presumably these were ceremonial 
tools, not intended for practical use as must also have 
been four throwing spears with long gold heads and 
shafts bound with gold and silver. Even our work­
men protested against the likelihood of any one throw­
ing away weapons so precious!

Next to the golden saw was a gaming-board of inlay 
work, made more interesting by the fact that with it 
had been placed two sets of ‘men’—one set of finely 
engraved shell plaques bearing scenes of animals—and 
the dice with which the game was played. One set 
was of shell inlaid with lapis, the other of lapis inlaid 
with gold. We have now three such gaming boards, 
and it should be possible to recover the rules of the 
game.

But the most remarkable objects in the grave lay 
apart from those already described, and. unlike them, 
had no parallel in any grave discovered before; they 
were a twelve-stringed harp and a chariot. Both had 
been made of wood, and the wood had decayed away 
entirely, but in each case the woodwork had been out­
lined with borders of inlay, which still kept its place 
in the soil.

The chariot is most ornate. Not only are its out­
lines all emphasised by bands of mosaic, but the upper 
rail is decorated with 12 heads of lions and bulls in 
gold; the body has on either side three gold lions’ 
heads, with waving manes of lapis and shell: from the 
front uprights project panthers’ heads of silver, and 

two more silver heads, this time of lions, adorn the 
front bar. It is, indeed, a regal chariot. It was drawn 
by two asses (the horse was not known in Mesopo­
tamia until 1500 years later), whose bodies lay in front 
of it on either side of the pole; they wore collars of 
copper decorated with an eye pattern. On the pole 
was the rein-ring of silver, surmounted by an electrum 
figure of a donkey, which, as a piece of realistic art 
is unsurpassed by any sculpture yet found in this 
country.

Ж Ж Ж Ж
The grave belongs to the oldest series, though it 

need not come very early in that series, i.e., it need not 
be earlier than 3500 B.C., and might be a century 
later. The character of the objects so closely re­
sembles that of those belonging to Mes-kalam-dug 
that one might well assume the two graves to be 
strictly contemporary were it not also true that con­
ventions persisted so long as to make the purely stylis­
tic argument dangerous. In any case, we can say that 
this period, which, until last year, was completely un­
known to archaeology, is now illustrated by examples 
of art unrivalled by those of any later period of Meso­
potamian history.

The September British Conference.

To the Editor of “The Harbinger of Light.”

Sir.—I note that Mr. J. M. Moorey has written to the 
“Harbinger” re the sending of an Australian representa­
tive to the above Conference, and I quite agree with his 
suggestion.

With reference to this matter, I would like it known 
that T brought it before the Council three months ágó, and 
it was decided to agree that I (as its President) should 
send a letter to the Conference embodying our ideals, as I 
did previously when the French Conference met.

Also, I have been approached and asked as to whether 
I would be prepared to attend the Conference in a repre­
sentative capacity myself, and have been seriously con­
sidering the matter. While it would be possible, it does 
not seem probable that the Spiritualists of Melbourne 
would be prepared to finance a Delegate’s trip to England, 
desirable as the object is. but if any reasonable amount 
could be raised, I would be prepared to finance the bal­
ance myself.

A suggestion has been made that as Mr. S. Foster is in 
England he might be willing to act as representative. 
This he could do well as a propagandist, but there are 
other matters much more important to be dealt with which 
have not eventuated within the scope of his experience— 
that is, if the status of Spiritualism here is to benefit by 
the visit of our representative to England. However, this 
is a matter for the “rank and file” to- decide, therefore I 
leave it in their hands.

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ARE YOU MEDIUMISTIC?

THE WAY TO PROCEED.

By HORACE LEAF, F.B.G.S., Author of “The Psychology 
and Development of Mediumship.”

People are often perplexed about the psychic gifts 
they ought to develop. They are evidently under 
the impression that it is possible to develop any 
supernormal faculty they desire. This is a mistake. 
Mediumistic powers are natural endowments. Me­
diumship cannot be made; it can only be unfolded. 
Some individuals are qualified to develop mental 
forms ; others, physical.

The first object of the would-be medium should 
be to discover the kind of gifts he has and then 
carefully to cultivate them. If they can be dis­
covered before commencing to “sit,” a great deal of 
time may be saved, as different conditions suit dif­
ferent faculties. No serious difficulty is likely to 
arise in this direction in connection with mental 
faculties such as clairvoyance, clairaudience, psy- 
chometry and impressions. These can, as a rule, 
be as easily developed in light as in darkness. But 
difficulties will arise if a person of the physical order 
sits in the light, especially if the light is strong. 
In the great majority of cases of physical medium­
ship complete darkness during the early stages of 
unfoldment is best.

Ж Ж Ж rl-
I have known many individuals who have faith­

fully and consistently sat in ordinary developing 
circles for years without result. The explanation 
of their failure is that they were physical mediums 
and the presence of light helped to render their 
efforts abortive—they had been wasting time. For­
tunately, most people have some form of mental 
mediumship and so obtain a reward for their labour. 
But if they are more endowed with physical power 
the result is not likely to be commensurate with the 
efforts made. The best way to obtain an idea of 
the general nature of one’s psychic gifts is to con­
sult reliable mediums. More than one should be 
consulted so that confirmation may be obtained. 
There is, of course, always liability to error ; but 
the average experienced control is able to judge 
whether a person belongs to the mental or to the 
physical order, and can usually tell what specific 
form the gifts will take.

The question of physical and psychological con­
stitution must then be considered, so as to know 
whether to sit always with other people or some­
times alone. Advancement may be considerably 
accelerated by sometimes sitting alone; possibly be­
cause it enables the invisible operators to act 
directly on the medium’s psychic forces without 
interference from those of other people. To do this 
effectively the individual needs to be confident and 
with a strong nervous system, as nothing retards 
progress more than fear. I have never known a 
consistently nervous person to develop a useful 
degree of mediumship. To sit with other people is 
in any case essential to enable the medium to be­
come familiar with the psychic forces generated by 
others, especially if desirous of publicly utilising the 
gifts. To sit alone occasionally doubtless enables 
the controls to insulate the medium sufficiently to 
enable him to act, as it were, successfully within 
his own psychic sphere.

Ж Ж Ж *
There is no reason why people who are unable to 

join a circle should not sit always alone so long as 
they can obtain the constant advice of a highly qua­

lified medium. The advantage of such assistance 
extends beyond the practical experience of the me­
dium to his guides and controls, who usually share 
his interests and render assistance to the spirits 
developing the student. That is one of the advan­
tages of a reliable postal system of tuition, the chief 
guarantee of which is the experience and psychic 
qualifications of the principal.

VALE OWEN’S GREAT BOOKS.

The original edition of the Rev. G. Vale Owen’s 
great works—“The Lowlands of Heaven,” “The 
Highlands of Heaven.” “The Ministry of Heaven” 
and “The Battalions of Heaven”—has long since 
been exhausted. But the continued demand for 
them in all parts of the world eventually led to the 
re-publication of the two former some months ago, 
and now the remaining two have just been re-issued.

The set is, therefore, once more complete, and 
seeing that the price is little more than one half of 
that formerly charged, the volumes will be brought 
within the financial means of many who have 
hitherto been debarred from purchasing them. Not­
withstanding this great reduction in price, how­
ever, the books are clearly printed on good paper 
and strongly bound in cloth.

STEPPING STONES.
EARTH LIFE AND ITS LESSONS.

M ) all, among the varying experiences of life, 
comes sooner or later, that solemn occasion, 

when, from the beyond, the call is heard that parts 
us from some one dearly loved. Then more defini­
tely than at other times interest is concentrated on 
the ever-recurring problem inseparable from that 
heart-felt loss.

If the usual assurance offered gives solace, deep 
grief is not assuaged so easily and seeks to find, 
through all available channels, a more certain 
answer to its eager cry. The literature of past days 
contains much that is a measure of response more 
or less satisfying, and both its fiction and philosophy 
are imbued with the tradition of a future life. But 
modern volumes are more concerned with worldly 
topics, and it is perhaps correct to say that the bulk 
of recent fiction is permeated with materialistic 
ideas, and the possibility that individuality has other 
fields than the physical has scarcely any bearing on 
the thought of authors whose Active creations com­
plete their brief span of activity between the cradle 
and the grave.

That character is developed in this period to form 
the introduction into a fresh phase of existence is 
not considered. Nevertheless, beneath the joys 
and sorrows of those with whom we sympathise, 
because they express the emotions of the majority 
who cannot voice them, is a spiritual under-current, 
seeking, even if slowly and uncertainly, conjunc­
tion with that far-distant ocean which all desire to 
reach.

Halted on some muddy backwater, it may seem 
impossible, but out in tbe midstream some of the 
refreshing tang and salt savor in store may be en­
joyed in anticipation. For the deeper waters are 
charged with the purity and strength of that which 
is beyond, and who would stay while each mile com­
passed brings increasing vigor and enhanced enjoy­
ment.

Mental activity of the more earnest sort is an en­
deavour to infuse into the narrower channels of in­
dividual mind the higher quality of that divine in­
flow which we know as inspiration. Its ebb and 
flow have always been the factors determining per­
sonal effort, but Spiritualists rightly claim that 
fresh evidence of the process, and known, instead of 
haphazard direction, would be termed detrimental 
only by the antagonistic and illogical.

For all of us, with perhaps few exceptions, destiny 
is a path whose course is determined by character 
compacted of ideas, impulses, and emotions which 
we possess in common with others, yet with reac­
tions that are peculiar and individual, suffering in 
varying degrees for the exactions of our physical 
environment ; yet without affording other than 
occasional and feeble indications of that profounder 
region with which it co-exists. Seeking with the 
perception born of experience, it is obvious that its 
margin has been approached, often unknowingly, 
through the actions of other faculties more parti­
cularly beneath’the dominion of soul. By sw'h, 
especially clairvoyace, the physical limitations may 

be transcended, affording here a greater smpathy 
and understanding wth our fellows, and providing 
access at times to that fairer land where so many 
have preceded us, and to which we. in our turn, 
must pass.

The exercise of these soul faculties is in some 
quarters deprecated as likely to bring delusion to 
those so gifted, but to the sincere delusion is but a 
fog on the road to reality. Through the knowledge 
those gifts confer there is one deep-rooted error that 
we may be delivered from—“the delusion of final­
ity, when the earthly life of the individual soul falls 
into its true and reasoned relation to the term of 
things, as but a single lap in the eternal race, a 
single stage of the eternal journey; as but one 
dwelling, and that how a small one, in a city of 
measureless dimensions.”

The claims of the world may be urgent but they 
need not be so insistent that the sweet murmur of 
spiritual voices shall be unheeded. It is no siren 
song they sing, but a paen of praise and thanks­
giving whose refrain we may catch, if attuned, and 
a soul satisfaction, denied amongst the jarring dis­
cords of ambition concerned with purposes exclu­
sively material. If those discords are obvious at 
the present time it is also apparent that the more 
subdued, though vibrant, spiritual tone is not with­
out its appeal and to many has more promise than 
appears on its surface.

That its range, though wide, has personal and 
friendly- echoes, is to them part of its charm, for 
while the messages ring with the strength of the 
love of other days, they gladden, with the assur­
ance of its continuation in the bright morning of 
eternal life, and breathe of the peace beneath cloud­
less skies that may be eventually won by the most 
backward of our erring fellows. In the meanwhile 
the helping hand extended may be safely grasped, 
apprehension and unworthy fear discarded, the 
better to help build the bridge, so unselfishly desig­
ned, across the gulf which is generally thought of 
as gloomy and forbidding.

Perhaps in time we may come to regard this 
event, which now seems so summary and final, as 
merely the culmination on earth of a thousand 
initiatory experiences, each of which is a step in ad­
vance of its fellow, and thus realise that in these 
slow and gradual processes, Nature, ever wise and 
kindly, is adapting our limited vision to the wider 
outlook that should be the accompaniment of the 
life beyond the grave.

For while, rightly, all religious quest concerns 
itself with the wonder of final purpose, our nar­
rower comprehension is only brought to this great 
realisation by degrees ; and the removal of that 
which has clouded all thought of the future with a 
fear both sombre and unfounded must of necessity 
be wholesome and enlightening.

In any case it were idle to deny that it is pre­
cisely this uncertainty that the great majority re­
quire to have allayed, and that without an answer 
moral issues to them are not so essential as to the
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gifted few, who know intuitively that the eventual 
superiority of truth and righteousness is established, 
beyond doubt or cavil, as the complete vindication 
of the Creator’s love. In response to this need from 
many different sources, placed often as jewels in a 
plain setting, come repeated affirmation of the sur­
vival of all the loved and temporarily lost, and in 
the song of their happiness our grief is merged in 
an echoing note of hope to be fulfilled when—

Swift as an arrow’s flight
Shot from an Indian bow
The Spirit like a beam of light
Will soar from earth below.
