THE EDITORIAL CHAIR

“ Coming Back ” before Expected !
It is, of course, quite optional for anyone to either 

believe or disbelieve that Sir Arthur Conan Doyle 
has communicated from his newly-found environ­
ment. But we would point out to certain contro­
versialists in New Zealand journals that they are in 
error in holding that two or three days after his 
passing was much too early for any genuine mess - 
age to have been received. Many cases of such 
early returns are on record. But they are excep­
tional. The enfranchised one usually requires a 
little time in which to accommodate himself to his 
new surroundings and to be instructed in the 
methods of communicating. The length of time 
seems to be mainly determined by the length and 
nature of the physical illness and the degree of spiri­
tual enlightenment attained by the one concerned. 
The illness, if of protracted duration, may exer­
cise a weakening effect on the etheric body, and if, 
in addition to this, the departed friend had little, or 
no knowledge, of the experience that awaited him, 
he would be confused and bewildered and might not 
be able to communicate for a considerable interval. 
Neither of these conditions, however, would apply 
to Sir Arthur. Hence we should expect his return 
at an early date.

******
It will be remembered that on the Sunday follow­

ing the Monday upon which he passed to brighter 
realms, a Memorial Service was held in the Albert 
Hall, London, and that the medium engaged on that 
occasion gave a message to Lady Conan Doyle 
which “she was perfectly convinced came from her 
husband.” It was “a happy, cheering message,” 
she said, and on being subsequently requested by 
the Press to reveal its nature she declared that it 
was much “too sacred and too personal” to be given 
publicity.

A somewhat analogous case to this occurred in 
our own experience a few months ago, when we held 
a very convincing conversation with a friend whose 
physical body had been placed in the grave exactly 
a week previously. In this instance, too, the illness 
was very brief—a matter of two or three days—and 
the friend, like Sir Arthur, was a spiritually-illu­
mined soul. It is these conditions that make all the 
difference. * * * * * *

It generally happens, however, that having estab­
lished contact with certain friends left behind, and 
assured them of his safe arrival on the Other Side, 
the departed one retires to a haven of rest for a 
while, and there equips himself with the qualifica­
tions he needs to engage in work for the enlighten­
ment of humanity. The point, therefore, is that no 
experienced investigator would display surprise on 
being informed that Sir Arthur had demonstrated 
his continued existence within a very short interval 
after his passing. We are even told by cable that 
about a fortnight after the burial of his physical re­
mains he was sufficiently well-established in his 
new conditions to be able to precipitate a likeness of 
himself on to a sensitive plate and are led to infer 
that the photograph was clearly’recognisable. We 
draw this inference from the fact that Lady Doyle 
stated “she is convinced that a psychic photograph 
taken by Mr. Hope, with the Rev. Charles Twee­
dale as sitter, is genuine. Neither Mr. Hope nor his 
assistants touched the plates.”******

If, then, Sir Arthur was at that time so much “at 
home” in his fresh surroundings that he could con­
duct an experiment of this character with success, 
surely we must credit him with the ability to com­
municate at an appreciably earlier date. We do not 
say that he actually did so. We merely assert that 
he is reputed to have done so and that we see no 
reason why the claim should not be well-based. It 
is true that only two days had elapsed between the 
date of his passing and the receipt of the message 
by Mrs. Cottrell, of Napier, New Zealand—the 
message under discussion. But, as a matter of fact, a 
shorter message was received on the previous day. 
The medium, however, acted cautiously, and did 
not announce the fact. It was only when the 
second communication came to hand that she re­
solved to disclose her experience to the public. To 
discountenance the genuineness of a message be­
cause it was received a day or two only after the 
decease of the alleged communicator is not a valid 
objection, for it implies that communication is im­
possible within so brief an interval. Our exper­
ience, however—and the experience of many other 
investigators—is at variance with this contention.******

In one case, in particular, which occurred in the 
course of our investigations not very long ago, we 
were confronted by a personage, quite unknown to 
us personally, who had passed within the Veil not 
more than twelve hours previously. He gave his 
name correctly and was in a very perturbed condi­
tion. He was evidently quite unaware that he had 
“died” and was greatly concerned about the grief 
that, for some unaccountable reason, had overtaken 
his widow and family. He could not understand it 
at all. “What on earth is the matter with them?” 
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he inquired through the mediation of a controlling 
friend. “They are dreadfully agitated about me 
and when I go near them and speak to them, they 
do not reply. They are full of worry and sorrow. 
But I am alright, and am wondering what it all 
means.”

This man had attended a social gathering on the 
previous evening and passed away with tragic sud­
denness before the festivities ended. The medium 
knew nothing of the occurrence and in her entranced 
condition was quite unaware of what had been said 
in our presence. The spirit friends who brought 
the man to the sitting explained that the poor fel­
low did not know that he was “dead” and that they 
had brought him to us to enable them to impress 
him with the fact that he had passed into the un­
seen world. They sought to do this through the 
agency of the coarser vibrations of the earth plane, 
as they had found they were unable to reach his 
spiritual consciousness by utilising the much finer 
vibrations of the spiritual realm. It was, in a 
sense, a very interesting, and yet impressive exper­
ience

Of course we did not tell him bluntly that he was 
“dead.” No thoughtful investigator would make 
that mistake. It might have produced shock and 
done much more harm than good. Besides, in rea­
lity, he never felt so much alive in his life, and 
would probably have concluded that we were be­
reft of our senses, to say nothing of “making con­
fusion worse confounded” by giving expression to 
such a statement. We, therefore, simply assured 
him that there was nothing serious the matter, that 
in a very short time he would understand what had 
happened, and that his family would soon become 
normal again. He then left in the care of his 
guides. 5jc í¡<

New Zealand critics of Mrs. Cottrell will thus see 
that their objection is groundless. If it is possible 
for us—and many others for that matter—to be 
communicated with a few hours after a man’s 
death, why should it be considered impossible for 
Sir Arthur to clairaudiently dictate a message a 
day or two after his transfer to a condition of exis­
tence concerning which he had become more or less 
familiarised, so to speak, years before his transi­
tion? As to whether he was really the invisible 
transmitter of the communication is another matter. 
No one, we presume, questions the integrity of the 
medium. Her work is her own vindication in that 
respect. The main consideration is: “Was the 
message such as might have emanated from this 
source?” The reader must be left to form his, or 
her, opinion on the point.

We can only advance the view that it does not 
contain any direct evidence of identity—nothing in 
the form of a straight-out “test.” That was hardly 
to be expected in the circumstances, and it was 
obviously not intended as such. Any evidence it 
contains, therefore, must necessarily be of an 
internal character. Was it in any way characteris­
tic of the alleged communicator? Was it such as 
one might expect Sir Arthur to deliver in view of 
his recent arrival on the Other Side and the over­
whelming joy he must have felt on discovering from 
personal spiritual experience that the gospel he had 
so zealously proclaimed for years was true—unal­
terably and eternally true !

That, in our opinion, is the way in which the 
message in question should be judged. It should 
be borne in mind, however, that the passage, as 
published in the Press, was merely an extract from 
a comparatively lengthy communication. Else­

where in this issue we reproduce the message in its 
entirety—together with others—and would advise 
the reader to analyse it carefully before coming to 
any definite conclusion. Incidentally, however, we 
may add that a vastly longer communication—a 
communication covering thousands of words—has 
since been received by Mrs. Cottrell and in due 
time may be submitted to the consideration of the . 
world at large. Meanwhile, therefore, it would be 
just as well to suspend judgment.

Don’t be in a Hurry !
One of the New Zealand critics of the message 

said to have been received by Mrs. Cottrell two 
days after the passing of Sir Arthur Conan Doyle 
describes it as “most disappointing” because it 
leaves the reader “in complete ignorance of the 
Other Side.” He adds : “Surely a man with the 
descriptive ability of Doyle, and his eagerness to 
spread a knowledge of what is hidden, would make 
it his first business to put into words the new state 
of being in which he finds himself. But he does 
not.”

Among other questions which this impetuous 
critic considers our departed friend should have 
answered are: “Has the new state a material form?” 
“How do the people of this new state live and em­
ploy themselves?” “Is the new state comparable 
with what we know?” And so on. But why stop 
at this? Why did not Sir Arthur tell us if there 
are real homes in this “new state” in which people 
reside as they do upon earth? And if so, why did 
he not describe their various types of architecture? 
Having told us this, why did he not go on to say 
if it is true that there are what we call Universities, 
Theatres and Churches in the spiritual world, as 
we are taught to believe?

And why was he silent on the problem of the sur­
vival of prematurely-born children—a question in 
which countless bereaved parents are so keenly in­
terested? And why, being such a lover/of Nature 
did he not dilate in detail on the majestic scenery 
in the world beyond? Why, moreover, did he not 
tell us whether animals survive? And seeing that 
he was so keenly interested in all kinds of games 
and sports why did he not say if he had witnessed a 
football contest or a cricket match Over There? In 
short, why did he not say something about every­
thing?

What was the use of coming back just to let us 
know that he had survived the ordeal of death, that 
a condition of exquisite delight awaited every 
straight-living man, and that “words are totally 
inadequate to convey the true happiness and great 
joy that one feels on beholding loved ones long lost 
sight of and friends long removed from physical 
ken?” Who wants to know anything about these 
things ?

Well, perhaps a couple of days’ sojourn in the 
spiritual world hardly affords sufficient time in 
which to find out full particulars about the interest­
ing questions enumerated, especially as Sir Arthur 
says: “I am having to adjust myself to changed con­
ditions, you know,” and that: “I am very unsettled 
as yet.” We will, therefore, excuse his apparent 
remissness and merely ask the writer of the letter 
under review to mentally digest the comment 
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of the invisible communicator that all such irratio­
nal criticism arises “because uninformed minds are 
incapable of sound judgment and clear reasoning on 
this, as on all other subjects!”

A Practically Unanimous Declaration.
There is one phase of the revelations of Spiritu­

alism which, in our opinion, has never been suffi­
ciently emphasised. And that is the fact that 
there are relatively few denizens of the spiritual 
world who would willingly come back to this mun­
dane sphere if they were offered the opportunity. 
You may ask the question through any medium in 
any part of the world, no matter what their nation­
ality, and the reply is almost invariably the same. 
The emancipated one would not come back on any 
account.

This is very significant. It indicates that there 
must be something very attractive, very satisfying, 
in the experiences of the average man on the Other 
Side. If it was not so, he would certainly desire to 
live his earth life over again. But when we hear 
King and peasant, rich and poor, and all the inter­
mediate grades, telling us the one almost-unani- 
mous story we are forced to the conclusion that 
Paul must have been right when he said : “Eye 
hath not seen nor ear heard, neither have entered 
into the heart of man, the things which God hath 
prepared for them that love Him.”

This world-wide testimony to the attitude of our 
unseen friends on the point raised should certainly 
afford us much consolation and cheer when con­
templating all the troubles and difficulties with 
which we have to contend on this terrestrial plane-—• 
especially in these days of economic stress, of liv­
ing from hand to mouth, of daily-increasing taxa­
tion and the hundred and one things which hamper 
us on every hand and make of life a miserable exis­
tence for so many of our fellow-men! We do not 
feel that we deserve these experiences, and declare 
them to be the fruits of a selfish and mis-governed 
world. But we have to suffer all the same. And 
there must be many in these circumstances who 
fervently declare that when once they cross the 
Great Divide they will never come back to stay!

It will be noted that we have qualified our com­
ments by using the words “practically” and “al­
most” unanimous testimony. There are excep­
tions. We have dealt with the average, decent­
living man, the man who has done his best in the 
conditions in which he was placed and has been 
true to himself and his fellows. But there are 
others. We have talked with misguided men, 
whom we call Spirits, who would certainly like to 
come back and participate in another lease of phy­
sical existence. Among these were drunkards, 
utterly cruel, selfish and lustful men, who wished 
to return to enable them to redress the follies of the 
past. And there were clergymen, too, who had 
deliberately suppressed that which they knew to be 
true and who yearned to have another opportunity 
of rectifying their mistakes.

But apart from such as these, who find them­
selves in an almost intolerable purgatory, the ver­
dict is unanimous that they have no desire to live 
the earth-life over again. That, we repeat, is a very 
significant circumstance and offers a prospect 
which should afford much satisfaction to every 
right-living man and woman who is heavily-weigh­
ted with the cares, bereavements and material 
losses of this mundane span of a never-ending life.

The Ministry of Angels.
Since spiritual consciousness dawned, and man 
rose above the beasts of the field in consequence, 
this ministry of angels has always been a part of 
God’s plan for the development of His children.

This is an extract from an exceedingly interesting 
and illuminative communication received clair- 
audiently by Mrs. Cottrell, of Napier, New Zealand, 
and published in our July issue under the heading: 
“The Ministry of Angels.” It was of particular in­
terest to ourselves personally, because it reminded 
us of our youthful days when, despite our immature 
years, we used to wonder how it was that God had 
placed His children on this earth-plane and left 
them to blunder along without any semblance of 
spiritual guidance or directing help of any kind. 
It seemed so unnatural—so unlike one would ex­
pect a loving Father to act.

It was, in short, to us the “missing link” in the 
Divine plan. We could not understand it at all, and 
in those days had no one to whom we could appeal 
for a solution of the problem. Of course we had 
heard nothing of Spiritualism. The subject was 
never mentioned in the home, and when we “went 
to church”—as we did with unerring regularity 
twice every Sunday—the clergyman never men­
tioned anything concerning angels being round 
about us to guide us or protect us through our 
earthly pilgrimage.

They were the days “when all was dark”—to 
quote the title of a well-known book. There was 
no connection between Earth and Heaven. Earth 
was here, and Heaven was “up among the stars!” 
Between the two there was a great gulf fixed—just 
vacant space. That was the great defect in the 
Divine plan. But as the years rolled on we dis­
covered—quite accidentally, as it seemed'-—that there 
was a bridge that spanned that gulf and that God 
had made a complete job of His work after all. 
“We are not alone,” as Sir Oliver Lodge expresses 
it. We are “encompassed about by a great cloud of 
witnesses.” And among those witnesses are our 
own kith and kin who can, and do, come back and 
talk to us and assure us of their continual guidance 
and support.

How different from the days when we used to 
think that God had left us here unaided ! How 
much more inspiring is the conception that “this 
ministry of angels has always been a part of God’s 
plan for the development of His children.” We 
can see it all now—and have done so for many 
years—and it is our privilege to-day to assist others 
in seeing it too and thus free them from the uncer­
tainty and gloom in which wc were ourselves at 
one time immersed.

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RELIGION AND SPIRITUALISM.

THE NEED FOR AN OPEN MIND.

BY BISHOP WELLDON, DURHAM, ENGLAND.

It is worth while to ask, What is the true attitude 
of intelligent religious souls towards Spiritualism?

Religion is so natural to mankind that, if it seems 
at times to fail and even to die, it is sure to revive. 
The enemy of religion, if he aspires to make an end 
of it in the world, must, I think, begin his campaign 
by creating life and by destroying death.

But the Spiritualism of which Sir Oliver Lodge 
and Sir Arthur Conan Doyle are the most popular 
exponents in Great Britain to-day deserves the care­
ful study of all persons who are sincerely anxious 
to learn the full truth of human nature.

It happens that I was rather intimately concerned 
with the Society for Psychical Research in its early 
days, and with the distinguished Cambridge men, 
such as F. W. H. Myers and E. Gurney, who were 
the founders of the Society and the first interpreters 
of its principles.

1 have never been able to understand the deeply- 

rooted prejudice of some Churches or religious 
bodies against Spiritualism. To me it seems that 
the enemy of religion is not Spiritualism, but 
Materialism; that Spiritualism is its friend; for 
Spiritualism rests upon a profound belief in the 
spirit as distinct from the body of man ; and, if 
Spiritualism can supply cogent evidence for the sur­
vival of the spirit after death, it will render an abid­
ing service to religion generally, and no less a ser­
vice to Christianity.

From the Christian point of view, then, there can 
be no “a priori” objection to Spiritualism. For a 
Christian believes that he is both spirit and body ; 
nay, that he is in a sense more truly spirit than 
body. He believes, as, indeed, many persons who 
are not Christians believe, that the spirit does not 
die with the body in the hour of physical death.

But if a person’s spirit survives as a living entity, 
then its appearance after death to those who have 
known the person in life may be said to be probable 
rather than improbable. At all events, it is a pos­
sibility, which may, as a fact, be attested by evi­
dence.

Speaking for myself alone, I do not feel satisfied 
that any appearances of the dead to the living can 
be taken as proved, except appearances of the dead 
at the time of their dying. It is in my eyes difficult 
to resist the testimony in favor of these appearances, 
but of these alone. A committee of experts, whose 
report is published in the 10th volume of the pro­
ceedings of the Society for Psychical Research, came 
some years ago to the conclusion that “between 
death and appearances of the dying person a con­
nection exists which is not due to chance alone.”

and men who keep the windows of their minds and 
their souls wide open, with a full sense of the mys­
tery attaching to human life, may well learn in the 
process of time truths of which neither they nor 
their forefathers had ever dreamed.—“Evening 
World,” Newcastle-on-Tyne.

SEANCE STAGED IN COURT.

SEVERE TESTS FOR CLAIRVOYANT.

A COMPLETE SUCCESS.

The unusual course of staging a seance for the 
purpose of testing the capacity of a clairvoyant was 
adopted by the Leitmeritz (Litomomerice) (Czec­
hoslovakia) Court in the course of a trial which has 
aroused great interest. The accused was Erik Jan 
Hanussen, whose real name is Hermann Steinsch- 
neiler, the charge against him being fraud and ob­
taining money by false pretences. Hanussen had 
appeared in Germany and Czechoslovakia as a clair­
voyant with unusual success. He was, however, 
arrested in Teplitz on a charge of fraud.

As an example of Hanussen’s powers the follow­
ing story was cited : A merchant from Cassel gave 
the clairvoyant a sealed box. Hanussen told him 
that the carton purported to contain flowers taken 
from the coffin of Queen Luise of Prussia, but the 
flowers were not genuine. Only a fragment was 
genuine, the other flowers had been added. The 
sealed box was opened and it was found to contain 
a note on which was written by a Chamberlain of 
the Oueen, “These flowers were taken by me from 
the coffin of Queen Luise.”

The flowers Avere submitted to an examination 
and the clairvoyant’s assertion was found to be cor­
rect, as it was impossible that flowers wrapped 
merely in paper could have been preserved for 120 
years.

A number of witnesses gave other examples in 
court of Hanussen’s remarkable powers, and follow­
ing their stories the court decided to subject him to 
a rigorous test. He was set the following tasks : 
(1) To find a concealed object; (2) to give the 
characteristics of three persons from specimens of 
their writing; (3) to do the same with two speci­
mens of writing in the possession of the court; (4) 
to describe the fate of a man on the strength of an 
object associated with him.
As soon as the object was hidden Hanussen ran out 

of the room and returned within one minute with 
a key which had been concealed. There was loud 
applause, which the presiding judge tried in vain to 
quell. He gave a brilliant description of three well- 
known Leitmeritz personalities when their writing 
was submitted to him, and he succeeded equally 
well with the pieces of writing provided by the 
court. The strict clairvoyant tests also were tri­
umphantly accomplished.

The news of Hanussen’s success spread like light­
ning through the town, and he was given a great 
ovation as he returned to his hotel. The next morn­
ing he was acquitted.—“Morning Post,” London.

SHOULD DIE.

Since the publication of our August issue, in 
which full particulars were given concerning the 
passing of Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, we have re­
ceived through an English Press Agency an abun­
dance of newspaper cuttings commenting on the 
demise of our beloved friend. They, however, con­
tained very little fresh matter of interest to our 
readers. The notices were mainly concerned with 
“Sherlock Holmes” and the paying of very appre­
ciative references to Sir Arthur’s character and 
career. Personal incidents, such as most people 
like to read, concerning the last moments of such a 
celebrity and how he faced the inevitable end were 
“few and far between”—probably because the 
papers had no representative on the spot. The 
London “Daily Herald,” however, was an excep­
tion to the rule. It has a Special Correspondent at 
Crowborough and he succeeded in gathering a few 
interesting facts. Writing from the home he said:

LAUGHING AS HE PASSED.

“ THEM HAD NEVER BEEN GREATER LOVERS THAN 
THESE TWO.”

Sir Arthur Conan Doyle died at 9.15 a.m. to-day, 
(Monday, July 7th) at his home here. Sir Arthur, 
who was aged 71, had been ill since November. 
There is no gloom in the house. Lady Doyle, who 
sat by his bedside continuously for two days and 
nights, is mercifully sleeping. His last words be­
fore he fell into final unconsciousness were to her 
—“You are wonderful.”

Before that, every time he became conscious for a 
few moments, he had made a joke. And the two 
sons, the daughter and the wife who were with him 
laughed, too, although they guessed he was going 
to die.

* * ж * * *
Miss Mary Doyle, Sir Arthur’s daughter by his 

first wife, went away for the week-end, before Sir 
Arthur was suddenly taken worse. She spent the 
last three days in complete ignorance of the serious­
ness of his illness. The remainder of the family 
could not get in touch with her, even with the help 
of the police.

This afternoon Miss Doyle went to London, and 
there saw a news bill announcing her father’s death.

She caught the next train here, and collapsed as 
soon as she reached home. But nobody else is 
showing grief. No blinds are drawn. For every 
member of the family is convinced that the head of 
the house will remain with them, that they will be 
able to talk to him and feel his presence and love 
just as before he died.

******
Mr. Denis Conan Doyle talked to me about his 

father, not in a hushed voice, but normally, glad and 
proud to talk about him.

“He was the most wonderful husband and father 
that ever lived,” he said, “and one of the greatest 
men. He was greater than most people knew, be­
cause he was so modest. In sport alone, he played 
first-class cricket, was a good footballer, a good 

golfer, and almost in the championship class at 
billiards.

“His brain and courage were tremendous, and he 
had the most lovable character it is possible for any­
one to have. He and my mother were lovers to 
the end. When she heard him coming she would 
jump up like a girl and pat her hair and run to meet 
him. There had never been greater lovers than 
these two.

“If it had not been for our knowledge that wa 
have not lost him, I am certain that my mother 
would have been dead within an hour.

******
“It will be terrible for her, as it is. We shall all 

have to concentrate on trying to find something to 
occupy her mind. She was so brave. Every time 
he opened his eyes, even though she knew he was 
dying, she smiled and appeared bright. They wor­
shipped each other.

“My father became ill after over-working himself 
on a Spiritualist lecture tour in Scandinavia. When 
he came back he was taken from the boat on a 
stretcher. The doctor told him it was angina pec­
toris (heart disease], and he was not to move from 
his bed in any circumstances. But he had promised 
to speak at an Armistice Day meeting the next day. 
We could not stop his going. As we drew up at 
the Albert Hall he had an attack, and nearly died in 
the taxi. But he went on the platform and spoke, 
and at night kept another promise to speak at the 
Queen’s Hall. He had been ill ever since.”

NO CODE ARRANGED.

“It is believed that the late Sir Arthur Conan 
Doyle had his finger-prints taken some time ago 
with the object of having them used for identifica­
tion purposes in any psychic communication,” states 
the “Daily News and Chronicle.”

At Lady Conan Doyle’s residence last night our 
reporter was informed that Sir Arthur had not left 
a “code” by which the family might know when he 
communicated. There were certain signs and 
mannerisms, it was added, by which they would be 
aware of his spiritual presence.”

THE problem of clothes in the next stage of 
existence has long exercised the minds and 

intrigued the imaginations of earth folk. With 
the realisation of the fact that spirit folk inhabit 
bodies that are fully tangible to themselves—and 
to others also in like condition—comes the ques­
tion of their outer covering.

How are they clothed, if at all, and by what means 
do spirit garments become available for individual 
use?

These are pertinent questions and ones which re­
quire serious answers. But some explanation is 
necessary before the actual truth of the matter can 
be conveyed to the minds of those still in the flesh. 
We possess bodies that 
are fully adequate to our 
requirements, and which 
are as solid and substan­
tial to our changed per­
ceptions as yours are to 
you. But the clothes pro­
blem is not so acute in 
some ways as it is on 
your side of life, though 
it is no less an actuality 
in our lives for all that.

* * * *
What we require and 

are able to procure here 
differs considerably at 
times, however, from our 
earthly needs and desires 
in this direction. But 
we are not always able 
to provide ourselves im­
mediately with beautiful 
garments to clothe our 
nakedness here, any more 
than poor people on earth 
are able to possess rich 
raiment for their own 
adornment.

The whole system for 
the acquisition of spiri­
tual wealth is very dif­
ferent from that which 
prevails for the amassing 
of earthly riches. Here each separate individual is 
entirely dependent upon his, or her, own efforts. 
Hence there is no sweated labour, no lucky chances, 
no unmerited rewards and no get-rich-quick 
schemes to enable folk to possess, even temporarily, 
that which is not rightfully theirs.if: * # fl:

As individual effort is the only means of acquir­
ing that which we desire, each spirit entity must 
learn first of all to use his, or her, inner powers and 
hidden capacities. For by this means only are we 
enabled to realise our most cherished ambitions 
and to cause our dreams of success, along spiritual

lines, to become real and actual to us. This is be­
cause we must first learn to clearly visualise such 
things as we desire to possess before they can take 
shape, form and substance before our eyes.

Newcomers here usually find themselves clothed 
in the garments most habitual to them while in the 
flesh. This is because their idea of themselves, in 
their normal, waking condition includes a certain 
type of clothes. So long as they hold to this defi­
nite picture of their own outward appearance, so 
long will they be clothed in garments closely re­
sembling their ordinary earthly apparel.

The same rule applies, to a certain extent, to their 
personal appearance also. For as spiritual unfold- 

ment advances in the in­
dividual he becomes ever 
more etherialised and 
more pleasing to look 
upon, whilst retaining his 
individual characteristic 
appearance sufficiently to 
make recognition possible.

Hence it will be clearly 

seen that clothes are an 
entirely personal matter 
here, where thought is 
the only substance and 
reality in our lives. The 
homes, gardens, public 
buildings, parks and cities 
that seers become con­
scious of as their spirit­
sight reveals the wonders 
and glories of the Sum­
merland to their delighted 
gaze, have all been 
brought into being 
through individual and 
collective thought. So it 
is with clothes, which are 
to be found in every con­
ceivable kind and variety 
here, changing in like 
ratio as spiritual unfold- 
ment advances.

* * * *
Bright, beautiful, richly adorned robes are only 

possible here to those whose thoughts are invariably 
pure and whose inner powers are fully released. 
Such garments of light are not designed to cover 
up the beauty, grace and symmetry of the bodies 
of their possessors, but to add to their glory and 
majesty by lending to them a charm and radiance 
that they could not otherwise possess. Such wond­
rous robes are as rich in texture as they are beau­
tiful in appearance and clearly denote the high 
grade of spiritual unfoldment already achieved.

As we lesser lights in the spiritual firmament 
gradually overcome the fear and ignorance in our 
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own minds by substituting faith and knowledge, we 
gain in personality and power. Our increasing 
spiritual unfoldment, and growing usefulness, are 
as faithfully portrayed in our outer garments as 
they are in our minds and bodies.

* * * * * *
As the development of our inner selves—the real, 

integral part of us—advances, we become conscious 
of an ever-increasing keenness of perception, and a 
growing breadth of vision, which reveals new and 
amazing vistas of life and experience to our astoni­
shed gaze. Then it is that we become conscious of 
our true value in the mighty scheme of things, and 
of the wonderful possibilities of advancement along 
spiritual lines that are latent within each human 
being.

Armed with this new knowledge, which engend­
ers in us an added respect for, and a greater appre­
ciation of, human nature at its highest and best, we 
proceed to explore our own natures in search of 
treasures of the mind and spirit hitherto undreamed 
of by most of us.

Thus working and playing we go upon our way, 
clad in the constantly changing attire that is the 
outcome of, and the index to, our individual charac­
ters and achievements. We sigh at times because 
we still fall so far short of realising our highest 
hopes and loftiest aspirations, but our hearts sing 
with gladness as our most cherished dreams and 
heartfelt desires become manifest in our own affairs 
and in the lives of those whom we are seeking to 
help and benefit.

******
Rational living consists in that proper admixture 

of work and play which, when combined with right 
thinking, is a sure guarantee of health of body, mind 
and spirit. The same unfailing rule applies equ­
ally well on the spirit side of life, for we have those 
three-fold needs to supply still, though our bodily 
requirements differ considerably from yours. Spiri­
tual bodies are merely the outward semblance of our 
inner selves and, being etherial in character and 
attributes, require neither light, heat nor food of a 
material nature for their guidance, comfort and 
sustenance.

Whilst living in a perfectly real, natural and 
tangible world we are subject to none of those 
hampering restrictions imposed upon human beings 
by the possession of a cumbersome physical body. 
Nor are either time or space of any appreciable con­
sequence to us in our journeyings to and fro. The 
magic of wireless communication has opened 
people’s eyes to the fact that it is possible to eli­
minate these two important factors in human affairs 
given adequate means to that end.

Each individual is automatically provided with 

the means of instantaneous locomotion when phy­
sical dissolution takes place, for consciousness on 
the spirit side of life begins the moment the silver 
cord is broken and material existence is at an end. 
That is how it is possible for people to appear in 
spirit to friends and relatives at great distances, at 
the very moment of passing from one state of being 
to another.

Such apparitions are invariably clothed in their 
ordinary, everyday garb, but if their passing has 
been sudden, unexpected, or due to accident or 
physical violence of any kind, the nature of their 
injury, or mode of passing, is very often indicated 
also. This is due to the fact that such happenings 
make such a deep and clear-cut impression upon the 
consciousness of their victims that their effects 
upon the bodily structure of these people are faith­
fully pourtrayed in the spirit form, in much the 

same way as an image is reflected on a screen. 
And, though the injuries are no longer real and 
actual, they often appear so to onlookers, and to 
the people concerned also at times.

When this happens it becomes necessary for 
helpers on this side to awaken them gradually to 
their changed condition and to enlighten them con­
cerning the unreality of their injuries. This is 
accomplished as kindly as possible, so as to avoid 
shock. Sometimes this awakening to reality is de­
layed indefinitely, however, because of some fixed 
idea or set purpose that is dominating the mind of 
the spirit entity, to the exclusion of all else. Hate 
and a desire for vengeance are the most potent 
factors in the production of earth-bound conditions, 
making release difficult and well-nigh impossible at 
times. ******

Herein lies the real explanation of much puzzling 
phenomena. Apparitions have been known to 
appear at the same place, garbed in exactly the same 
style and apparently suffering from the same 
injuries, or afflicted by the same sorrows and dis­
tresses, for centuries. These adverse conditions 
are no longer real or actual, but they still control 
the mentalities of these unfortunate people to such 
an extent that they are unable to visualize anything 
better or more worth while. It is the very power 
and intensity of the mental image, thus produced, 
that makes these apparitions visible, under certain 
conditions, to folk still in the flesh.

Spirit entities thus afflicted are totally un­
conscious of the flight of time, therefore their plight 
is not nearly so terrible as it might at first appear 
to earth folk, who are wont to measure the duration 
of their own personal experiences in minutes, hours, 
days and years. But under the stress of great 
emotion, or very alarming or unusal happenings, 
even earth dwellers lose all sense of time, and it is 
only on their return to more mundane affairs that 
time becomes a real factor in their lives once more.

Time has no actual reality, for the one eternal 
NOW, in which we all dwell continually, is incap­
able of division. The purely mechanical measure­
ments of it, which men have devised for their own 
convenience, have no actual reality here. Strange 
and incomprehensible as this may seem, it is never- 
the-less true. ******

Hence the spirit folk who are earth-bound suffer 
neither more nor less, whether their unfortunate 
condition is of brief duration or of long standing. 
It is the intensity of their thought, the power of 
their imagination, the extent of their visualization 
and their capacity for suffering which alone de­
termine the extent of their woes. Time is of no 
consequence whatever in the matter, for it is a 
change of consciousness only that can bring release 
to hardened souls in any sphere.

The time factor has come to assume such para­
mount importance in everyday affairs on earth that 
it is difficult indeed to disassociate continuity of 
life here from the popular, erronous idea of the lapse 
of time. To the average mind time appears to be 
a swiftly flowing stream, bearing all humanity re­
lentlessly along towards some unknown, mysterious 
goal. Whereas time is non-existent to us and 
eternity ours to grow and develop in, unhampered 
by the self-imposed restrictions, and the false con­
ceptions of life and mind, with which man hedges 
himself around so continually during his more 
material existence.******

If a man cuts himself off completely from his 
fellows, and from all contact with human affairs, 
so as to lose all cognizance of days and seasons,
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time ceases to be for him, even during his earth 
life. And so it is with his brethren in spirit, who 
are totally unaffected by the purely physical pheno­
mena that govern and control the lives of earth 
dwellers to such an appreciable extent. Being no 
longer subject to material laws they are no longer 
bound by them and so are free to live fuller and 
nobler lives.

Those who are earth-bound are actually free to 
take their own way also, but they are unable to 
realise this fact for themselves, because of the 
darkened nature of their minds. Hence it is only 
as new light comes to them, from more enlightened 
minds, that they, are enabled to break those mental 
fetters of their own forging that tend ever to bind 
them to their old life. It is only as they do this 
persistently that the spirit life becomes real and 
actual to them.

Those apparitions that continue to manifest in 
costumes of a bye-gone day are spirit entities whose 
minds still retain too definite a picture of their 
earth selves, and a too clear-cut impression of their 
own tragic earth experiences, to enable them to 
visualize, at all clearly, healthier and happier cir­
cumstances and more cheerful environments.

******
Hence it is as if these people continued to live 

for an indefinite period in a single fraction of time, 
wherein hundreds or even thousands of years are 
of no moment to them, and where both retrogression 
and progression are unknown quantities in their 
lives. The word static — meaning, in this instance, 
without conscious volition—is most nearly des­
criptive of their state of being. But not entirely 
so, because thejr become capable of independent 
thought and voluntary action immediately they are 
aroused from their self-obsessing dream-condition to 
real, conscious, active life once more.

When this happens they become free agents once 
again, capable of controlling their own lives, to the 
very best of their ability, which is the inalienable 
right of all human beings everywhere. Such ap­
parently endless reiterations of bye-gone events in 
the lives of certain people—sometimes so clearly 
observable to folk in the flesh —are due to the out­
ward visualization of the obsessing dream in which 
they live so continually. That is why every detail 
of clothing, sequences of events and particular cir­
cumstances, are so faithfully reproduced as to 
appear real and actual, at times, even to the least 
sensitive observer of these peculiar and baffling 
phenomena

******
Those who desire to help these people must first 

of all break the evil spell which keeps them bound 
and helpless thus— the sad victims of their own 
fixed and futile ideas. Only earth folk who 
thoroughly understand the position are capable of 
helping such as they, for folk thus bound are totally 
unconscious of the spirit world and of its more 
spiritually evolved inhabitants. Such spirit entities 
as they have any cognizance of are in like case as 
themselves and, therefore, utterly useless as guides 
and instructors. Much patience, kindness, under­
standing and skill is required to bring release to 
these poor burdened souls. But it is work that is 
infinitely worth-while, because of the happiness 
that comes as the glad new light of truth dawns in 
their sad, fear-darkened minds.

Wherever spirit entities are observed enacting old 
tragedies, seeking to revenge real or fancied injuries, 
or sorrowfully and vainly striving to right wrongs, 
or to undo harm done while on earth, there is work 

in plenty for earnest, sincere and lovingly sympa­
thetic psychic helpers. Such needy people are 
helped wherever possible by spirit workers, but 
there are millions who require help and wise counsel 
from the more material side of life. This is be­
cause the material nature of their own thoughts and 
ideas blinds them to all but ordinary earth condi­
tions. When this is the case it is utterly impossible 
for spirit helpers to gain access to their minds in 
order to guide, comfort and help them.

Hence the growing need for able, strong, self- 
sacrificing workers on the earth plane — that mental 
health may come to folk so afflicted. True sanity 
can only come to people and abide with them as fear 
and harmful impressions of all kinds are banished 
from their minds. This is the main aim and object 
of the vast army of spirit workers in the cause of 
truth — to bring health to stricken bodies, joy and 
peace to suffering hearts, knowledge to ignorant, 
fear-darkened minds, and inspiration and uplift to 
wounded spirits, so that happiness instead of sorrow 
may be the portion of human beings, np matter 
where they may dwell.

Co-operation in this great work of regeneration is 

what we most earnestly desire and constantly seek 
from our fellows still in the flesh. That this is 
now being accorded to us in ever-increasing measure 
rejoices us greatly and will presently speed up the 
work tremendously.

Hail! then comrades all, Hail! Our heartfelt 
greetings to all earnest, faithful workers in the 
great cause of truth and righteousness, whether 
they are conscious of spirit guidance or not. Our 
hearts go out in gratitude and love to these kindly- 
disposed folk because of the great desire in their 
hearts for human betterment, and because of their 
unceasing labours towards that end also.

We are immensely heartened by the present trend 
of world affairs, because of the gradual spiritual 
awakening that is becoming so increasingly ap­
parent to us, despite serious and obvious set-backs 
and numerous misleading retrogressive appearances. 
Joy is our portion as we apprehend the inner mean­
ing and real purport of much that is occurring and 
visualise the probable healthy, happy outcome of 
it.

But the beauty of the simple and realistic 
account of Samuel’s first psychic experience is lost 
upon us, because our teachers have no knowledge 
of CLAIRAUDIENCE as an every day psychic 
possibility, and we therefore thrust the incident 
into the curiosity cupboard of Bible miracles, 
which can be looked at only through a glass 
case . . .

And it is interesting to note that the Lord re­
vealed himself to Samuel in Shiloh by the word of 
the Lord—that is to say by Clairaudience. We 
have no evidence that Samuel ever said the Lord 
materialised, as did Moses and others before him;

that is to say, chiefly clairaudient. But this faculty 
was highly developed, and it was presumably on 
this account that he, too, like other prophets 
before him, became not a priest but a ruler and a 
judge in Israel.

MESSAGES RECEIVED
INTERESTING BOOK

THE reproduction in Australian and New Zea­
land journals of an extract from a message 

purporting to have come from Sir Arthur Conan 
Doyle through the clairaudient mediumship of Mrs. 
Horace S. Cottrell, of Napier, New Zealand—a fre­
quent and much-appreciated contributor to “The 
Harbinger of Light”'—aroused considerable public 
interest in both countries, particularly in New Zea­
land where the question was raised as to the like­
lihood of our beloved friend and leader communi­
cating at such an early date. It will be remem­
bered that Sir Arthur quietly passed into the Be­
yond on July 7th and that the message under com­
ment came to hand on the 9th of that month—only 
two days after his passing. The extract reads as 
follows :

ing been recorded on the previous day—'July 8th. 
The medium, however—in a personal letter addres­
sed to us—explains that on that day, she was not at 
all in the humor for writing and would have pre­
ferred postponing the operation till a “more con­
venient season.” Her exact words are :

I had heard of Sir Arthur’s passing yesterday morn­
ing (July 8th) and it seemed to me that he came and 
talked to me in the afternoon and urged me to let 
him write, sometime. I was very busy all the after­
noon with domestic affairs and also tired and sort of 
weary of well-doing. But in the evening I did the 
best I could and went on again next day. I am just 
sending the message on to you, as I thought you 
might be interested.
In these circumstances the message—the first

If the reader has not already done so, he, or she,

Although it originally appeared that the message 
under consideration was the first one received by 
Mrs. Cottrell, as from Sir Arthur, we have since 
learned that it was really the second, the first hav- 

his passing—was comparatively short, and was con­
tinued the next day. It was in this continued por­
tion that the extract which arrested public attention 
appeared in the Press. Mrs. Cottrell subsequently 
received two other messages, and after that a very 
lengthy communication was commenced and deve­
loped into sufficient matter to fill a book! “And it 
is most interesting material,” says her husband.

******
In view of this development, and the interest 

which our readers will doubtless feel in the various 
messages, we are reproducing them for their peru­
sal, so that they may be in a position to draw their 
own conclusions as to their possible, or probable, 
origin. Certain strictly personal portions, however, 
have, at the suggestion of the amanuensis, been 
eliminated. But these omissions represent a very 
few sentences and in no way affect the general 
tenor of the remainder.
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It may be explained that Mrs. Cottrell does not 
use any instrument—no planchette or ouija board 
or any other contrivance. She is gifted with the 
faculty of clairaudience—which simply means clear­
hearing—to a remarkable degree. It may be called 
a psychic, or spiritual, sense. Quite a number of 
people possess it, in a more or less developed de­
gree, and they all tell us that they can hear the 
words dictated as distinctly as when talking to 
friends in physical form. If the dictating intelli­
gence is going too fast, Mrs. Cottrell asks him to 
“slow down,” or if she is not quite sure of having 
caught a certain word correctly she asks for it to be 
repeated. Such requests are readily complied with. 
It is the one gift which we should find very con­
venient if developed in ourselves. It would be a 
very easy way of producing Editorials !

******
Mr. and Mrs. Cottrell are engaged in business in 

Napier and are both highly esteemed. Nearly ten 
years have elapsed since the lady first discovered 
that she possessed psychic power. She took no in­
terest whatever in Spiritualism at the time, and for 
a considerable period later wrote to us in tones 
which clearly indicated that she was a doubting 
Thomas of a very pronounced type. We well re­
member that when, some eight years ago, she for­
warded to us a manuscript on “Children in the 
Spiritual World.” She said it was so much at vari­
ance with her preconceptions that she could not 
credit that it represented truth. She had never 
heard or read of any such “fantastic notions” and 
had never taken the slightest interest in Spiritualis­
tic literature.

In short she was quite ignorant of the teachings 
of Spiritualism, and in submitting the afore-men­
tioned manuscript to our perusal asked for our can­
did opinion as to whether there was anything in 
“this stuff!” It did not take us long to arrive at a 
verdict—it was all in conformity with the teachings 
from the Beyond on the theme, and was subse 
quently reproduced in this journal.

******
From that time onwards her development pro­

ceeded apace, and to-day the voluminous matter 
that flows from her pen is readily accepted by the 
leading psychic journals of the world. She has 
never associated herself publicly with Spiritualism, 
and practically all her published writings have been 
supplied gratuitously to the Press. She may, how­
ever, find presently that “the tide will turn” and 
that she will be adequately rewarded for all that 
she has endured in equipping herself, under adverse 
circumstances, for a work which, in our opinion, 
will necessitate her removal from New Zealand 
into a much wider field of influence.

Personally, she is “a child of Nature”—full of 
energy and vim, of fun and laughter, a lover of the 
sunshine and the sea, delights in bathing and capers 
about on the sands of Napier with all the frolic­
some spirit of a “two-year-old.” To one of her 
vivacious temperament, the recording of messages 
is sometimes a drudgery. She would much rather 
be out-of-doors. She had a “bad time” at the 
beginning of- the present year when writing the 
dictated contribution published in our columns in 
the February issue under the title: “Greater than 
Electricity.” It filled two pages-and-a-half and was 
an erudite thesis on the influence of the mind. The 
recording of that message bored her dreadfully, and 
when it was finished, she tells us, she “kicked up her 
heels and went off to enjoy herself.” That was 
characteristic. She is a comparatively young 
woman— as will be seen from her photograph re­
produced in connection with another article from 

her pen in this issue—enjoys life to the full and is 
abundantly blessed with the “bump of humor.”

These particulars are related for the reason that 
some of our readers may naturally wonder: “What 
sort of woman is this that is causing such a stir?” 
We now append the four messages said to have 
come from Sir Arthur under the dates upon which 
they were clairaudiently received :

FIRST MESSAGE.

July 8th, 1930.
I know you would rather rest quietly just now, but 

your guide says I had better keep to our earlier 
arrangement made over here, and get some of my 
thoughts on paper. He seems to think it is advisable 
for me to do so, though, truth to tell, my thoughts 
are still somewhat confused. My transition came sud­
denly in the end, for although it was not altogether 
unexpected by myself and family, I hardly expected 
to leave the earth plane so soon.

I am feeling rather sad at leaving all my dear ones, 
even though I know that I will be able to get into 
touch with them presently. Separation is hard on 
both sides of the veil, I am learning. But I must not 
repine or sadden you with my longing for a heart to 
heart chat with my own folk. I will achieve that later 
I have no doubt. In the meantime I am very glad 
and grateful to you for affording me this opportunity 
of getting some of my thoughts through.

I am thankful indeed that I knew as much as I did, 
before passing, of conditions here, for what knowledge 
I possess has already helped me considerably. You 
are doing a great work, they tell me, in spreading such 
helpful knowledge far and wide. I can only wish you 
the best possible success in this worthy undertaking. 
I can assure you also that the need for the broadcast­
ing of information concerning conditions in the next 
stage of existence is very great indeed.

You are not working as easily and quickly as usual, 
they tell me, because you are weary and rather low- 
spirited, so I will stop now and dictate more at a later 
date, if you will be so kind as to allow me the privi­
lege of writing through you. I am much obliged to 
you.

SECOND MESSAGE.

July 9th, 1930.
Well, now that you are rested, shall we continue? 

You are rather chary of me, I know, and not at all 
convinced of my genuineness. You need have no 
doubt on that score, however, for I am very much 
here, within you circle of consciousness, which is 
amazingly wide, they tell me. That is to say that 
your mind reaches out and contacts other minds on 
this side of life with an ease and certainty that is truly 
remarkable. Information concerning all manner of 
things is conveyed to your conscious mind in this 
way. That is how it is that you are enabled to write 
so easily, accurately and convincingly on all sorts of 
subjects.

Never doubt the information that comes to you 
through this means, because you are so carefully 
guarded and protected—on this side by your guides, 
and on your own side by the quality of your thoughts, 
desires and aspirations—that it is seldom indeed that 
false information comes to you, I am told.

I am having to adjust myself to changed conditions, 
you know. After having been such an active worker 
in the cause of Spiritualism I will have to stand by 
now and watch others carry on the good work. Oh! 
yes, I will be able to help too, I expect, but that is not 
quite the same as being the leader in any movement, 
is it?

I’m afraid I don’t seem very cheerful to you, but I 
am very unsettled as yet.

Well, you need have no doubts on that score, none 
whatever, for your work is immensely productive of 
good, I am told, and that fact is already clearly ap­
parent to me also.

I am most happy to meet my beloved son face to 
face once more, and many other relatives and friends 
also. These reunions are far more wonderful and 
soul-satisfying than I can possibly describe. Words 
are totally inadequate to convey the true happiness 
and great joy that one feels on beholding loved ones 
long lost sight of, and friends long removed from 
physical ken. As hand-clasp follows hand-clasp I am 
overwhelmed with gladness, and my heart overflows 
with thankfulness because now I KNOW, from won­
derful personal experience, that that which I so firmly 
believed myself and expounded to others for so long, 
is an actual, marvellous, indisputable fact. It is true, 
gloriously true, that there is no death—only transition 
from one state of being to another.

I am thankful that I was spared much of the phy­
sical suffering that might easily have fallen to my lot 
as a result of my heart trouble. My family are thank­
ful for this also. For though they are grieved at my 
going, and will miss me sorely from the home circle— 
which is a very united and harmonious one—they are 
glad that the end came as easily and painlessly as it 
did. I slept, or so it seemed to me, and wakened to 
somewhat new conditions—that is all.

There is no need to fear death, for it is not at all 
the horror that it is so often represented as being. 
It is merely a sleep and an awakening. The separa­
tion it entails is the hardest part for all concerned. 
That is where honest, sincere mediums can be so help­
ful in bringing comfort and assurance to sorrowing 
folk. My own people will be able to get into touch 
with me very easily presently, as my wife is medium- 
istic and, besides, we have been much associated with 
mediums of reputs, both in England and abroad.

But it is a help and comfort to me, at this stage, to 
be allowed to write through you. Your guides assure 
me that it will prove helpful to you also, and beneficial 
to the movement that is so very dear to me. But I 
know no more about the latter need for inscribing this 
seemingly unimportant message than you do. I thank 
you most sincerely for allowing me the privilege of 
using your mind and hand in this way. Yours is a 
marvellous gift.

Though I was much struck and deeply impressed 
by communications through your pen, published in 
psychic journals, I did not realise till now the really 
remarkable nature of your medinumship. Had I done 
so I would have made a more determined effort to 
convince others of the unique nature of your psychic 
development.

Both your husband and yourself are working under 
great handicaps . . Well, I admire the spirit that 
keeps on and on in spite of difficulties, discourage­
ments and disappointements, and I will be the first to 
congratulate you when your reward comes, as it must 
eventually. Your guides tell me that the wonderful 
new health and happiness that you have both achieved 
is part of that reward and that, out of the new powers 
that are being realeased in both of you, is coming the 
financial success that is so essential to the furtherance 
of the great work that you are engaged upon. I am 
indeed pleased for your sake that this is so and will 
do everything in my power to hasten the coming of 
that financial independence that will bring a new self 
respect and confidence to both of you.

It has been suggested to me by your guides, that I 
prepare a book—a popular tale embodying psychic 
teachings—for you to record. I will be most happy 
to do so, for by this means I will be able to help you 
and also the cause that is so dear to me still. Much of 
what you have written latterly will meet with almost 
immediate success, bringing monetary return for 
labour expended, I am told. This will be good news 
to both your husband and yourself, I am sure. 
Please accept my most sincere congratulations.

You have recorded all this easily and quickly 
enough. That is because you have conquered the 
doubts and fears that were worrying you last night. 
I am sure we will be able to work well together and 
oroduce, between us, something really worth-while— 
in story form—later on.

I will use the word, В  [Note:—We have sup­
pressed the word for special reasons—Ed.] as a signal, 
as that is the usual method of attracting your atten­
tion, I believe. The reiteration of a given word, 
directed towards your consciousness, awakes an 
answering chord in your mind, in much the same way
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as particular wireless signals attract the attention of 
certain wireless operators.

Thanking you once more for your patience and 
courtesy in allowing me this opportunity of expressing 
myself thus—at some length be it noted—

rise to the Press controversy in New Zealand. This 
circumstance is referred to in the opening lines of 
the next message.

THIRD MESSAGE.

July 16th, 1930.
You are upset and inclined to regret your action in 

sending out my message, now that you are the centre 
of an agitation that is stirring New Zealand from end 
to end. You are unused to such wide-spread publicity 
and alarmed by it—quite unduly as it happens. Yes, 
it is A.C.D. speaking to you. I come as a friend this 
time, to help you as you helped me this time last week, 
you will remember.

You are not hardened to satire and the facetious 
comments of ignorant, misinformed and dull-witted 
members of the community. I, as a public worker in 
the cause of truth, became completely immured to such 
senseless attacks in a very short time. You will 
accomplish this impartial attitude of mind towards 
your detractors presently You have been subjected to 
personal annoyance also, I know, your private tele­
phone bringing facetious questionings that are becom­
ing monotonous through constant repetition.

Well, such passing annoyances are unavoidable 
where ignorance abounds and where good manners 
are conspicuous by their absence. You may rely on 
what your guide, Zonia, tells you. He would never 
mislead you or place you in a false position. He is 
planning and perfecting, with the help of Harmsworth 
and yourselves, a w/onderful campaign which will 
arouse interest in psychic matters more quickly and 
effectively than anything else has ever done..

Do not worry so much about London and its doings. 
You are doing a wonderful thing for your own coun­
try in arousing a real, vital interest in psychic matters. 
New Zealand is a long way behind the older countries 
in even an elementary knowledge of the subject of 
spirit communication. What you are doing will do 
more to dispel ignorance concerning this vital matter 
than years of propaganda could hope to accomplish. 
Your husband realises this and rejoices that it is so. 
Place your hand in his and face the world without 
fear and without apology for your fine action.

You are tempted to think that the promises made in 
recent communications are impossible of fulfilment. 
But you will soon find that this is not so by any means. 
They are not the delirious ravings of Unbalanced 
minds, but the accurate, reliable forecasts of cool, 
level-headed and adequately-informed spirit workers— 
folk whose most earnest desire it is to bring light and 
hope to fear-darkened minds and comfort to sorrow­
ing hearts.

Do not let anyone persuade you that you were not 
in communication with me, or take any of the balder­
dash that may be written about the pair of us—you 
and me—at all seriously. Anyone who steps out of 
the usual rut, be it ever so little, is always a butt for 
the so-called humour of the masses. But that is no 
indication whatever that their doings go unapplauded 
or unsung by the more serious and thoughtful mem­
bers of the community. Neither is it any proof what­
ever that the jokers themselves are entirely unappre­
ciative or totally unaffected by the subject of their 
ironical jeers.

Your action in recording a message from me, and 
giving it out to your fellows as you have done, has 
placed you on an eminence. So much so indeed, that 
you have become a “personage.” For whereas you 
were merely a private individual hitherto, living and 
working quietly and unostentatiously in a small town, 
now you are a public character. As such you must 
be prepared to face what all those who arouse public 
notice and wide-spread interest must ever face—ridi­
cule and adverse criticism.

Does not the very ease and certainty with which 
you are recording this reassure you?

Such piffle as is appearing in your local papers con­
cerning us both is of no moment whatever. It is the 
usual outcome of unusual happenings and extraordin­

ary events. This is because uninformed minds are 
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incapable of sound judgment and clear reasoning on 
this, as on all other subjects. Work on cheerfully and 
happily, completely ignoring such adverse criticism as 
comes your way. Everyone who accomplishes any­
thing really worth-while encounters it constantly and 
must learn to disregard it entirely in order to do good 
work.

The very quietness of your life, and lack of all social 
engagements, has made it possible for you to develop 
your psychic powers so wonderfully. You were war­
ned long ago of the new paths you would be called 
upon to tread presently, and your spirit friends urged 
you repeatedly to “ have courage to light the torch of 
truth” and place it in the hands of your fellows.. .Well, 
you have lit the torch of truth with a vengeance this 
time—so much so, indeed, that the blaze of it is visible 
far and wide.

You are wondering how it is that I know so much 
about you, personally. Well, naturally I have made 
it my business to find out. There are plenty here who 
were only too eager to inform me concerning you and 
your doings. I have been given accurate information 
concerning your unusual gifts and a complete survey 
of your life, showing how the development of your 
amazing psychic faculties has been accomplished to. 
date. I found this of obsorbing interest as a study in 
psychology, though it is not as a mere “specimen” that 
I regard you, but as a true friend.

Your struggles were long and arduous but your re­
ward is near. . . Have no doubts on that score. If you 
were not so unversed in the ways of the world you 
would realise this readily enough. Your name has 
become a household word through having been linked 
with mine so soon after my passing. Does that con­
vey nothing to you in the way of desirable publicity? 
You have been so worried by the undesirable features 
in connection with recent happenings that you are apt 
to miss their true significance and real import for 
yourselves and others.

Many will bless you and praise you presently for 
what you have done for the cause, not only just 
recently but during the ten years of your psychic de­
velopment. For you gave out the light as it came to 
you. Your husband was mainly responsible for this, 
I know. He realised, very early, the possible value to 
humanity of your work and so he has done his utmost 
to send it forth to the world, at great cost to himself 
oftentimes. His reward is as sure and certain as 
yours is, and presently he will find himself in a posi­
tion where his unusual gifts will be recognised and 
utilised to the full. He will yet achieve a place of 
honour and authority on matters of sex and psychic 
subjects, just as he has already achieved this in con­
nection with his Nature studies.

This is no idle fancy but sober fact, as I can now 
clearly see for myself, and which coming events will 
clearly prove to both of you. . . . Well, the waiting 
period is nearly ended for him also, for although he 
has nothing whatever in prospect at present, he will 
slip into his proper place soon as easily and naturally 
as he acquired the position of lecturer after studying 
the life and habits of the gannets. He has a keen in­
telligence, an optimistic outlook, initiative, a healthy 
disregard for the opinions of others, a brave spirit and 
an unfaltering faith in the reality and integrity of your 
spirit helpers.

Given all these fine attributes of character and dis­
position, unusual developments are to be confidently 
expected. Your husband is as different from the ordi­
nary rank and file of men as you are different from the 
usual run of women. I am not saying this in the spirit 
of flattery, but merely as a statement of fact. It is 
because of the unusual qualities in both of you that 
you have been chosen to undertake this great work, 
and because of the true love and real comradeship that 
exists between you. It is this growing bond of affec­
tion and understanding that makes it possible for you 
both to co-operate so wonderfully with your spirit 
helpers.

You are wondering how it is possible for me to 
write so confidently concerning your affairs on so 
short an acquaintance. Well, I have learnt a very 
great deal concerning you both, and of your amazing 
activities, in a very short time. I can assure you that 
I now know whereof I write because of the accurate 
information I have received concerning you. Your 
guides are fine fellows and extremely practical in their 
planning and logical in the deductions.

You are wondering what my object is in telling you 
all this. Well, it is to help you to understand the real 
position somewhat, in the first place. Later, this 

message will prove extremely evidential to others 
besides yourselves, not only because the truth and 
accuracy of its subject-matter will then be proven, 
but because of the characteristic style in which it is 
expressed.

Believe me when I say that my personality breathes 
through every line of this script, in a truly amazing 
fashion. Never having made my acquaintance, you 
are compelled to take my word for this. But I can 
confidently assure you that many of my earthly friends 
and associates will agree that I am perfectly justified 
in making such a statement.

I thank you very much indeed for this opportunity 
of expressing myself thus, and of conveying to you my 
heartfelt thanks for what you have done for me and 
for the cause what means so much to me. You have 
helped me, more than you can possibly realise, to ad­
just myself to the changed conditions of my life. For 
this I am deeply indebted to you and will seek to re­
pay this debt by every means in my power.

I 
wanted to thank you and bless you for what you have 
done for me, and for others also, and I knew that you 
could continue your article later.

A BOOK OF 20,000 WORDS.

It will have been noted that in our introductory 
remarks we stated that subsequent to the receipt of 
the foregoing Messages Mrs. Cottrell began to re­
cord a book professedly dictated by Sir Arthur 
Conan Doyle. She was then writing at the rate of 
about 1,500 words a day, and up to August 5th—■ 
according to a personal letter received under that 
date from Mr. Cottrell—she had written 14,000 
words and expected the total to run into fully 20,000 
words. She may have been notified to that effect 
by the invisible communicator, otherwise she could 
not have known to what length the matter would 
extend.

The volume deals with the inspirer’s first impres­
sions of the Spirit World and, as Mr. Cottrell ex­
plains, is expressed in “a plain, matter-of-fact style, 
quite different from the other Scripts we have re­
ceived from time to time.” It has been our privi­
lege to read the typed copy of the first section, and 
incidentally we may offer the comment that its liter­
ary style and strength of expression are not incon­
sistent with its alleged authorship. We shall look 
forward to the publication of the book with in­
tense eagerness.

ACTION TAKEN IN ENGLAND.

Efforts have been made for many years by the 
Spiritualists of Great Britain to induce “the powers 
that be” to so modify the Witchcraft and Vagrancy 
Acts that genuine mediums shall no longer be pro­
secuted for practising their gifts.

A further step in this direction was taken on July 
1st when a deputation waited on the Home Secre­
tary (Mr. Clynes) and presented their case. The 
delegates were introduced by Sir Arthur Conan 
Doyle, and the principal speaker was Mr. Ernest 
Oaten, editor of “The Two Worlds” who was sup­
ported by Mrs. Champion de Crespigny, the Rev. C. 
Drayton Thomas, and Mr. Hannen Swaffer.

The Home Secretary promised to give the matter 
sympathetic consideration.

THE LOST AVIATORS.
SEANCE BEPOKT CRITICISED.

Commenting on the item reproduced in our 
August issue from the “Daily Guardian,” Sydney, 
concerning the aviators, Flight Captain Hood and 
Lieut. Moncrieff, who were lost in an attempt to 
cross the Tasman Sea—between Australia and 
New Zealand—-in 1928, and from whom a message 
was alleged to have been received at a seance in 
Marrickville, Sydney—portion of it in Morse code 
—the Wellington (New Zealand) correspondent of 
the “Evening News,” Sydney, says:

Inquiries among settlers south of Ward indicate 
that nothing has ever been seen to substantiate 
the story of the Marrickville Spiritualist that 
Hood and Moncrieff, who were lost when they at­
tempted to fly from Sydney to New Zealand, had 
landed in New Zealand. The locality four miles 
south of Ward corresponds with the properties of 
Mr. Andrews or Mr. Wooding.

Mr. Andrews says that his place is fairly open, 
with numerous gullies, some of which were very 
steep, but were not obscured by bush. He had 
mustered all over his property repeatedly, and if a 
’plane had been wrecked there he would have 
found some traces of it.

Mr. Wooding, however, is not so certain. His 
country includes numerous scrub-obscured gul­
lies, into some of which he has never penetrated. 
He says that there would be plenty of places 
where a dozen ’planes might have crashed with­
out his knowledge. “I will go and have a look 
when I get time,” he said.

“There is nothing in that story,” said Flight 
Lieutenant Buckley, of Wigram Aerodrome, who 
conducted an aerial search along the coast and 
over the spot mentioned on the morning follow­
ing the day of the flight. “The place is right on 
the air route between Christchurch and Blenheim, 
and is flown over every day or so. More than 200 
’planes must have passed over there since the 
Tasman flight was attempted. It’s practically 
impossible that a wrecked ’plane could have been 
missed.”

“ Our African Winter.”
This is a book by Sir Arthur Conan Doyle that is diffi­

cult to lay aside until it is finished. Written in a chatty 
style, there is not an uninteresting page in the whole 
volume. Sir Arthur’s charm in descriptive writing is well 
known, and without the expense or discomfort of travel, 
one is able to see through the author’s eyes the amazing 
wild life of Africa.

The shrewd comments on the economic and social con­
ditions were only possible to one possessed of wide ex­
perience, the gift of keen observation, combined with a 
logical mind. For those desiring to visit or to settle in 
Africa the information is especially valuable.

The mind that gave us Sherlock Holmes peeps out in the 
accounts given of two unsolved murders. They are “mys­
tery” stories in a nutshell. But it is the record of his 
work as a Spiritualist lecturer that the book is of special 
value. Not only is there shown the method of carrying 
out such a campaign, but valuable contributions are made 
with respect to our apologetics. Several criticisms of 
Spiritualism are answered completely, and the unfair and 
dishonest methods of the traducers are unmasked and 
dealt with.—F.T.H.

IN HONOR OF THE LATE MR. W. H. TERRY. W

SOME five months’ ago readers of this journal 
were informed that the Victorian Association 

of Spiritualists and the Melbourne Progressive 
Spiritualistic Lyceum had decided to amalgamate. 
It was with pleasure that we commended this deve­
lopment at the time, and it is now gratifying to re­
cord that the work is proceeding for the erection of 
an attractive and commodious building to house the 
combined Societies on the site of the original Hall 
of the V.A.S. in Victoria Street, Melbourne. The 
“wrecker” has completed his work by demolishing 
the old structure and the contractor is now busily 
engaged in substituting the new building. It will 
be known as the W. H. Terry Memorial Hall or 
Temple, and will constitute a fitting concrete ex­
pression of the admiration and esteem in which this 
noble pioneer and 
promulgator of rat­
ional Modern Spiri­
tualism was held by 
Australian Spiritual­
ists generally.

He may, in fact, 

be regarded as the 
“father” of Modern 
Spiritualism in this 
country, and in those 
early clays was well 
to the front in cham­
pioning with voice 
and pen the cause for 
which this journal 
stands. He not only 
founded both of the 
Societies which have 
taken steps to per­
petuate his memory, 
but also founded 
“The Harbinger of
Light” some sixty years ago, and at that time was 
able to command the support of intellectual contri­
butors which largely aided the success of the ven­
ture. As its first Editor, Mr. Terry applied him­
self with enthusiasm and energy to the work he had 
taken in hand, and his zeal in promoting the enter­
prise was loyally maintained to the date when he 
finally laid down his pen and entered that higher 
life in which thought-force takes the place of the 
cumbersome process of writing.

******
In the appeal they have issued to Spiritualists in 

general, the promoters of the undertaking now 
assuming tangible form pay a sincere and well- 
deserved tribute to our departed friend in stating:

W. H. Terry was the founder of both the Societies 
which have now been combined, and took the liveliest 
interest in their welfare right up to the time of his 
entering the higher life. As the founder and Editor 
of the “Harbinger of Light,” our only Spiritualistic 
monthly publication in Australia, he stimulated the 
research in our Spiritualistic Phenomena, and was a 
rational advocate of Modern Spiritualism as a Science, 
Philosophy and a Religion. Modest, loving and true,

a noble mind and honest Spiritualist was he, and justly 
called “The Father of Modern Spiritualism in Aus­
tralia.”

The “Harbinger of Light” of the present day is still 
in the forefront of Spiritualistic Thought, and in Mr. 
Britton Harvey, the present owner and Editor, we have . 
a real live-wire, who ably keeps the flag flying, and has 
proved himself a worthy successor to our much- 
beloved and highly-esteemed friend, W. H. Terry. 
To all Spiritualists and well-wishers of our Movement, 
whoever and wherever they are, we appeal for assis­
tance to enable us to complete the work now begun. 
We are still short of funds, so we rely on your genero­
sity and support, confidently trusting our appeal will 
not be in vain.

This tribute to Mr 
Terry and his work 
will be cordially en­
dorsed by all Spiri­
tualists who are in 
any way acquainted 
with his incessant 
labors for the cause 
and honesty of pur­
pose, and it is hoped 
the appeal for dona­
tions will be re­
sponded to on a suffi­
ciently liberal scale 
to ensure the new 
building being open­
ed towards the end 
of the year free from 
debt. If this much- 
to-be desired con­
summation is reali­
sed it will be a 
source of gratifica­

tion to all interested in the promotion of the teach­
ings of Spiritualism—the cause which our friend 
so valiantly espoused and fought for with an enthu­
siastic determination worthy of a veritable refor­
mer. This anticipation should not be difficult of 
realisation, seeing that the major portion of the cost 
has been provided by the united efforts of the V.A.S. 
and the M.P.S.L. (Incorporated) assisted by the 
Trustees of the W. Layley Trust and the bequest 
of the late Mr. F. W. Petterson, of Sydney. A 
substantial debit balance, however, still remains, 
and it is this balance which the promoters desire to 
liquidate before the Opening ceremony is perfor­
med.

The Hall, or Temple—as will be seen by the 
accompanying illustration—will be an imposing 
structure of three storeys, will certainly be a credit 
to Spiritualism in Melbourne, and will doubtless 
give a much-needed stimulus to the cause and 
greatly improve its local status. The architect is 
Mr. A. A, Fritsçh, F.R.V.I.A., whose design, both 
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externally and internally, embodies ornate finish 
with solidity, and provides ample accommodation 
to meet all the requirements of the combined 
Societies for many years to come.

It will be of fireproof construction in brick and 
concrete. The design is an adaptation of the Classic. 
Bold Ionic pilasters, supporting an entablature 
and cornice, will lend dignity and impressiveness to 
the facade. The ground floor of the building will 
be let for showroom purposes, the frontage to Vic­
toria Street being finished with plate-glass windows 
and showcases. An entrance on either side of the 
building gives access to the staircases leading to the 
auditorium above, which is spacious and lofty, and 
includes a raised platform. The proscenium open­
ing is ornate and flanked with Ionic columns rest­
ing on pedestals. The ceiling behind the proscen­
ium opening will be coved to project the speaker’s 
voice into the main body of the hall.

On the floor above, overlooking Victoria Street, 
will be situated the committee room, library and 
kitchen. Cloak rooms will be provided on the 
ground and first floors. Steel frame windows will 
be used throughout, and the building will be mech­
anically ventilated.

TELEPATHY RULED OUT.

SPIRITISTIC HYPOTHESIS THE ONLY ALTER­
NATIVE.

WOKDEBFUL POSSIBILITIES INVOLVED.

[The attached communication is the last letter writ­
ten by Sir Arthur Conan Doyle to “The Times,” 
London. It appeared on June 3rd. A month later 
he departed for the Realm of Realities, where all such 
mysteries as those dealt with in this narrative will be 
explained.—Ed.].

TO THE EDITOR OF THE “TIMES”.

Sir,—A psychic experiment was tried last year 
which has attracted very much less notice than it 
deserved. The full account of it, however, is to be 
found in the official report of the American Psychi­
cal Society, which has only just been issued, and a 
synopsis of it might interest your readers.

Two psychic groups, the one conducted by Count 
Bon in Venice, the other the well-known Crandon 
group in Boston, endeavored to transmit a message. 
The suggestion came from Venice and the arrange­
ment was that the two groups should assemble, the 
Italian at 11 p.m. and the American group at 5 p.m., 
upon the same date, taking Italian time. That 
would synchronize the two assemblies. Both 
groups included scientific and responsible people, 
whose names are given. The transmission from 
America was entrusted to the psychic powers of 
Mrs. Crandon, the wife of Dr. Crandon, the well- 
known investigator, the reception in Venice to the 
psychic perceptions of Valiantine, an experienced 
sensitive.

* * * * * 5k
The procedure was as follows : Mr. Bligh Bond, 

secretary of the American society, tore off from the 
calendar certain numbers, holding them face down­
wards, so that neither he nor any of the group was 
allowed to see what the numbers were. They were 
placed inside an envelope, which was sealed. Pre­
sently the room ivas darkened and Mr. Bligh Bond, 
acting upon instructions from the entranced me­
dium, unsealed his envelope and took out three of 
the slips, one by one, leaving them for some minutes 
in the dark upturned upon the table. The three 
slips were then replaced in his pocket.

This concluded the proceedings so far as the 
American group was concerned. At the conclusion 
the lights were turned up and the three numbers 
were taken. They proved to be three, five, and ten. 
A letter was at once written to the Venice group 
stating the numbers. This letter crossed one from 
Venice written upon the same evening and giving 
the same numbers, which had been duly recorded 
by Valiantine. ******

Three days later a modification of the experiment 
was tried. Valiantine had, in the meantime, left 
Venice, but the Italian group contained two Vene­
tian ladies both of whom had psychic powers. On 
this occasion there was a greater delay and some 
difficulty at the Italian end, but finally the three 
numbers, four, two, and nine, were duly recorded. 
These proved to be the next three numbers on the 
slips in the envelope.

I have left out a great deal of detail which would 
have caused my letter to have been unduly long. I 
have, however, given the essential points. The 
interest of the experiment lies in the fact that it 
rules out the idea of telepathy, since the numbers 
transmitted were unknown to any of the Boston 
group. The only alternative seems to lie in the 
spiritistic hypothesis which assumes an invisible 
intelligence, capable of manifesting at far distant 
points at approximately the same hour. It may 
be added that the experiment was carried out on the 
presumption that such a power existed, each step 
being taken at the direction of an unseen super­
visor. Such an experiment opens up a vista of the 
wonderful possibilities which the future may bring.

SPIRITUAL AID IN THE WAR.
----- ?>——

Sir Frank Benson, the noted Shakesperean actor 
and producer, speaking at Kensington Town Hall, 
London, under the auspices of the Community of 
Helpers, described Shakespeare as a “great Spiritu­
alist.” It was clear, from an examination of his 
plays, that the Immortal Bard knew of spiritual 
realities, of the continuity of life and communi­
cation with those who had passed into a higher 
state of being.

The lecturer described some super-normal ex­
periences—his own and those of personal friends. 
One of them concerned an attack by a small British 
force against an enemy strong-point on the Western 
front during the war. As they marched up to the 
line, the “Tommies” spoke of the reserves whom 
they saw accompanying them, expressing a natural 
gratification that they would be supported in their 
attack. But the officer commanding knew of no re­
serves. The strong-point was captured and the 
enemy commander, who surrendered, asked where 
was the reserve force which he and his garrison had 
seen supporting the attack. There were -no such 
reserves, however.

Sir Frank added that after relating this story to 
members of a philosophical society a gentleman in 
the audience had approached him saying “I am glad 
you told that story, which is quite true; I was the 
British commander of the attacking force.”

MR. W. B. HODGSON, of Sydney, New South Wales

Was this Sir Arthur Conan Doyle?

To the Editor of “The Harbinger of Light.”

With the passing to the higher life of Mr. W. B. Hodg­
son, late of Dulwich Hill, Sydney, the cause of Spiritual­
ism has lost one of its most earnest enquirers and ardent 
supporters. The deceased gentleman, for perhaps the last 
50 years, had been greatly interested in all matters relat­
ing to psychic phenomena, and followed with great close­
ness the researches and enquiries of the many eminent 
men in the scientific and religious worlds who have inves­
tigated the claims and phenomena of Spiritualism during 
that period; and the ultimate conclusions at which they 
arrived after those investigations.

Possessing a happy combination of a keenly-analytical 
mind, capable of accurately weighing and appraising the 
true value of the phenomena observed, whilst at the same 
time being open to conviction by all reasonable evidence, 
the opinion of Mr. Hodgson upon psychic problems and 
phenomena generally was always reliable and well worth 
the hav:ng; and the loss sustained by his relatives and in­
timate friends by his passing on to the higher state will 
be very great.

For some years prior to his demise Mr. Hodgson was 
engaged in teaching; and had made many lasting friend­
ships in various parts of New South Wales. The many 
messages of appreciation and sympathy received by his 
relatives from all parts of the State testified to that. Arriv­
ing in Sydney some 40 years ago from Cape Town, South 
Africa, where he was born, Mr. Hodgson was accompanied 
bv his wife and their infant daughter. Mrs. Hodgson is 
the daughter of the late Mr. T. Mills Brown, who was a 
very well-known trance medium in England, and subse- 
ouently in Sydney, N.S.W. Mrs. Hodgson herself was one 
of the earlv pioneers of Spiritualism here in Australia and 
can probably truthfully lay claim to be, perhaps, the only 
surviving one of the original five pioneer mediums 
through whom Spiritual phenomena were obtained in Eng­
land fifty or more years ago.

Mr. Hodgson is survived by Mrs. Hodgson, and a son 
and daughter: and, though their loss is great, in the pass­
ing away of their loved one, it yet can be truly said of him 
that: “To live in the hearts of those we leave behind us, is 
not to die.”

Sir,—It is reported in one of our local papers that Sir 
Arthur Conan Doyle has communicated through a medium 
in Napier, and that some of the Spiritualists in Dunedin 
have expressed their doubt about it being true, as they 
thought it was too soon for him to come back. At our 
seance in Wellington on Thursday, 10th July, we had the 
great pleasure of an address from him likewise.

There seems to be a great misunderstnading amongst 
.so many Spiritualists about how long it takes, after transi­
tion , before one can come back and communicate. 
Through the many experiences gained through my father, 
Wi R. Rough, who was one of the foremost trance me­
diums in New Zealand for many years, and who did a great 
service for the cause of Spiritualism by his platform 
work, I and many others have had first-hand experiences 
of departed friends making themselves known within a 
few hours, and others within a day or two of passing over.

Most of us are familiar with what is termed upliftment 
work, or Rescue Circles, when the guides of a medium 
often bring many poor souls who have passed over in a 
state of darkness and who do not realise that they have 
left their earthly bodies. These beings are assisted to 
control the medium, and so pass through the change con­
sciously when they are able to make greater progress. 
During the war period, and at times of great catastrophies, 
we have had many experiences of beings who have not 
been many hours out of the mortal body brought to our 
circles.

There is also another aspect of this great subject: One 
who has overcome the lesser vibrations when in the 
earthly body and has reached a conscious state of develop­
ment, does not need the rest that so many do when death 
takes place.
