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Mediums in the Early Christian Church.

Ten clays after the passing of her beloved hus-
band to higher realms Lady Conan Doyle partici-,
pated in a controversy in the “Daily Express,”
generated by a leading article in that journal on
“Faith or Spiritualism?” and in which it was stated
that “in spite of the obvious sincerity of so many of
its followers the results of Spiritualist inquiry only
seemed to emphasise the truth that we live by
faith.” The rejoinder of her ladyship was written
in the spirited style of Sir Arthur himself. ~ She
analysed some of the results of living by faith only,
and declared that it was obviously time that “the
faith-fruit should be recognised as being utterly
inadequate as a force in the world” and that “it was
time the Churches should replace it by knowledge
given direct from the higher spheres.” She pro-
ceeded :

We were told to “try the spirits.” The Churches
say they believe in the communion of saints, but they
do not live up to it, and so they are out of touch with
the spirit world, and have been so since the early
Christian days, when they had mediums, called the
angel of the church, attached to every church. Let
them get back to the simple, beautiful teaching of
Christ, and scrap the gorgeous camouflage so often
used to hide the emptiness behind, and then the world

will be more what God meant it to be, and Christ’s

life will not have been lived in vain.
e e e

An attempt to reply to this letter was made by
the Rev. D. Morse-Boycott, of St. Mary the Virgin,
Somers Town, London, who stated :

I have no space to produce evidence here, but a
careful study of the history of the primitive Church

has led me to the conviction that Lady Doyle is in
grave error when she asserts, as many Spiritists do

assert, that the early Church used mediums and was
Spiritistic. Spiritism, in this age, is based upon forged
title deeds.
~So far as this journal is concerned it has very
little to do with “spiritism,” but it has very much
to do with “Spiritualism”—but, perhaps, the rev.
gentleman is unable to distinguish between the
two! That, however, is only a matter of educa-
tion and spiritual discernment, and he may pos-
sibly acquire more knowledge on the point as the
years roll by. The fact remains, as Lady Doyle
phrases it, that there is a deal _of “camouflage”
about what the Church really believes and does not
believe. We hardly know where we are. Robert
Blatchford is one of those who has made this dis-
covery. He says:
The majority of our people are Christians, and as
such profess to believe in the immortality of the soul
I. wonder what percentage of them 00 believe, and
how many only think they believe. We cannot think
there would be so large and so obstinate a body of
people opposed to Spiritualism were the belief in sur-
vival as general as its profession, for once a man
really believes that the dead survive he will not remain
incredulous and hostile to the claim that communion
between the Iivin% argﬁi the dead is ﬁossible.

These are pointed comments, and make one feel
it is just about time we had done with shams and
got down to bed-rock. Things were very different
in the days of the Early Christian Church, although
the Rev. Morse-Boycott is apparently unaware
of the fact, notwithstanding the *“careful study”
which he professes to have made of the subject.
He seems to have been unconsciously influenced
by the suggestiveness of his name. He has accord-
ingly “boycotted” the evidence! In those times
the adherents of Christianity not only believed, but
knew that survival and inter-communication be-
tween the two worlds were indisputable facts. And
they knew it because they were confronted with
similarly convincing phenomena to those which to-
day distinguish what is known as Modern Spiritu-
alism. Every student of the writings of the Early
Fathers will readily endorse this assertion.

Jesus said: “He that believeth in Me, the works
that 1 do shall he do also, and greater works than
these shall he do because | go unto My Father.”
And again He said—“These signs—alluding to
various spiritual manifestations—shall follow them
that believe.” These signs, gifts and demonstra-
tions of the future life did follow the early Chris-
tians for the first three centuries. Mosheim, the
celebrated German theologian of the eighteenth
century, and known as the father of ecclesiastical
history, confirms this view. He says:

It is easier to conceive than to express how much
the spiritual powers and the extraordinary divine gifts
which the early Christians exercised on various occa-
sions, contributed to extend the limits of the Church.

. Though the gift of foreign tongues appeared to
have gradually ceased, yet other spiritual gifts—heal-
ings, prophecies, visions, and the discerning of
spirits—with which God favoured the rising Church,
were, as we learn from numerous testimonies of the

ancients, continued to some extent for several cen-

turies. S A A A A A

St. Ignatius, who holds an important place in the
literature of the Early Church, as the reputed
author of a number of epistles, tells us—
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Some in the Church most certainly have a divine
knowledge of things to come. Some have visions;
others utter prophecies and heal the sick by laying on
of hands, and others still speak in many tongues,
bringing to light the secret things of men; angels
expounding the mysteries of God.

St. Anthony, in one of his vigorous sermons, ex-
claims —

We walk in the midst of demons, who give us evil
thoughts, and also in the midst of good angels, who
give us heavenly thoughts. When these latter are
especially present, there is no disturbance, no conten-
tion, no clamour; but something so calm and gentle
that it fills the soul with gladness. The Lord is my
witness, and after many tears and fastings | have been
surrounded by a band of angels, good spirits, and joy-
fully joined in singing with them. [Apparently a
Direct-voice manifestation.—Ed.]

Then, again, Tertullian, the earliest Latin father
of the Church whose works are extant, informs us
in his work, “De Anima’—

There is a Sister among us who possesses a faculty
of revelations. Commonly during religious service
she falls into a trance, holding communion with the
angels, beholding Jesus Himself, hearing divine
mysteries explained, reading the heart of some person
and administering to such as require it. When the
Scriptures are read or Psalms sung, spiritual beings
minister visions to her.

We were speaking of the soul once, when our Sister
was in the spirit, and the people departing, she then
communicated to us what she had seen in her ecstacy,
which was afterwards closely inquired into and tested.
She declared she had seen a soul in bodily shape, that
appeared to be a spirit neither empty nor formless,
but so substantial that it might be touched. It was
tender, shining, of the color of the air, but in every-
thing resembling the human form. [A materialisa-
tion.—Ed.]

Confirmation of such utterances as these may be
found in the testimonies of Clement of Rome, Bar-
nabas, Papias, Justin, Apollinaris, Cyprian, Lac-

tantius, and others, whilst the Phrygian Montannus-

emphatically affirms that “ these continuous pro-
phecies. healing gifts, tongues, and visions are the
divine inheritance of the true Christian,” quoting in
confirmation the well-known words of Scripture:
“Where there is no vision the people perish.”

These, then, are some of the “forged title deeds”
upon which “Spiritualism is based!” They actu-
ally tell us that there were psychically-endowed
members of the Christian Church through whose
agency were produced all the varied phenomena
we are witnessing to-day. In those times, how-
ever, they were called Sisters—the modern desig-
nation is Mediums. That is the only difference—
the difference of a name!

It will thus be seen that the Early Church his-
torians give great prominence to the occurrence of
all kinds of spiritual phenomena. The Church, in
fact, was the great repository of such knowledge.
These occult happenings belonged to the “myster-
ies” of which the Church possessed the Key. In
course of time, however, it lost out this knowledge,
There have been spasmodic revivals since, it is true,
but notwithstanding what the early Fathers taught,
the attitude of the modern Church has hitherto been
one of antagonism towards all those wondrous
manifestations which exercised such a spiritualis-
ing influence on the people in the first few cen-
turies.

With the loss of this knowledge the Church lost
its proof that death was merely a form of evolu-
tionary advancement, that the next stage of exis-
tence was a very real and natural sort of life, and
that the “Communion of Saints” was literally a
grand reality. That knowledge, however, it is
beginning to regain, and in this connection Science
has indeed proved itself to be the hand-maiden of
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Religion, for it is Science that is to-day proving, as
a demonstrable fact, that which the Church has only
been able to ask ys to accept in fajth.

The revelations of Spiritual Science, though de-
rided by the many to-day, will, in time to come,
be recognised as the greatest bulwark the Church
could possibly possess. “Give us proof of your
statements regarding death and the after life,” will
be the demand when the newer views are more
generally propounded from the pulpit, and the
clergy will be able to point with confidence and
convincing force to the declarations of many of the
most eminent scientific minds of the age. The
proof will be found there in abundance—it is over-
whelming and conclusive ; so much so, in fact, that
the day of argument has ended and we have entered
on the dawn of a general recognition of the truth of
these stupendous developments which are revolu-
tionising the religious thought of the twentieth
century.

Justice for the Honest Medium.

In view of his passing, on July 7th, to realms
where Justice reigns supreme, there was something
peculiarly fitting in the part played by Sir Arthur
Conan Doyle a week previously in heading a depu-
tation to the Home Secretary (Mr. Clynes) in fur-
therance of the effort to procure an amendment of
the Witchcraft and Vagrancy Acts in the interests
of genuine mediums who are at present liable to
prosecution for practising their gifts. _

It was the culmination of many years of incessant
protests against this iniquitous injustice and
stamped Sir Arthur as a fighter to the last for the
removal of this particular form of human wrong.
This final public appearance rounded off a career
of consistent struggle against oppression in a man-
ner that can only be described as appropriate in a
pre-eminent degree. All his life he had been a vali-
ant enemy of injustice in every shape and form, and
he died literally raising his voice against the scanda-
lous treatment of so many men and women on the
strength of a Law that came into force centuries
before Modern Spiritualism was thought of and
which therefore has no relation to the present
movement. _

It is, in short, effete, and although we recognise
there are difficulties in the way of the complete
abolition of this repressive legislation—owing to
the existence of charlatans who deserve the most
rigorous suppression—it ought to be so amended
or modified that h'onest mediums should no longer
be victimised by its exercise. This aspect of the
question was frankly recognised by Sir Arthur who,
in addressing the Minister, said:

We realise your difficulties in dealing with the mat-
ter. Fraud and tricks are the difficulties, and are the
greatest enemies we can possibly have. | assure you,
and my words will be corroborated by the experien-
ced Spiritualists present, that the real medium and
the honest medium is in an enormous majority, and
that these people are decent citizens who shed around
them such an atmosphere of human comfort and
consolation, and also a religious assurance, as no other
body in the whole community does. These people,
who are very delicate and sensitive creatures, are
living always under the shadow of the police, and T
would ask you, because here is a matter in which you
can personally be of much help to us, to consider for
the moment the administrative way in which the
police act in these matters. It is always in the same

way. They send policemen and policewomen dis-
guised to the medium, who pretend to be in trouble,
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and ask for consolation, and then they take out a
summons against the medium. This is being an
agent provocateur, and the act, like the word, is not
English; it is against all our feelings and traditions.

The speaker added that, apart from the changes
in the Law they desired to see introduced, the
Home Secretary might send word to the different
Chief Constables requesting them in future to let
those of the public who are aggrieved take action
and not permit the police to “lay traps in the
questionable manner at present adopted.”

The Minister extended a sympathetic reply to
the representatives and suggested that a private
Bill should be introduced embodying the proposals
that had been made. We are given to understand
that this course of action will be adopted in due
course, and it need scarcely be added that- Spiritu-
alists throughout the world will await the fate of
the measure with considerable interest.

A Problem for Sceptics.

A point which we have not seen stressed else-
where, and which is worth bearing in mind when
dealing with sceptics, is this:

If there is no means of communication between this
world and the next, how arr we to account for the
fact that friends and others, still living in'the flesh,
never attempt to communicate with us through a me-
dium in language indicating that they have passed
into a new order of existence, but that as soon as they
have entered the spiritual world they come and ad-
dress us in terms which clearly point to the conclusion
that they have passed within the Veil?

No matter in what country they may have lived
upon earth, these friends come to us, salute us
familiarly, announce their names correctly and ad-
dress us on a variety of themes which leaves no
doubt whatever in the mind of the sitter that he, or
she, has been in conversation with the departed
one. Neither the medium nor the sitter may have
known of their passing, although in the great
majority of cases the sitter, at least, does know.
But the point is that all the while these friends were
with us in mortal form they never came to us
through any psychic channel and represented
themselves as denizens of a spiritual sphere of
being. It is only after their transition that they
come to us and give us this information.

How does the sceptic explain this circumstance if
there is nothing in the hypothesis of inter-com-
munication between the two worlds? He will
doubtless admit that these unseen visitors do not
salute us through a medium all the while they are
encased in the physical body, but will question the
contention that after their demise they can return
to earth conditions and talk to us as of yore. Yet
we find that when once the physical vehicle has
been discarded they are often very promptly on the
scene of spiritual manifestation, describe their state
of mind and tell us something concerning their ex-
periences in the after-life. This is strange, surely,
If communication is impossible !

During our residence in Australia we have lost a
score of relatives and friends who lived in England.
Not one of them came to us through a medium
before they died, but the whole lot of them have
come to us and talked to us freely since they made
the change—mother, father, uncles, aunts, cousins
and more or less casual friends. Does not this fact
serve to demonstrate the truth of survival and the
possibility of re-establishing friendly intercourse
from the Other Side? If not, what alterative ex-
planation has the sceptic to offer?
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Cicero and Socrates.

That the ancients, to whom the term “pagan”
has been popularly applied as an epithet of oppro-
brium, knew much more about the survival of
human personality and the existence of a spirit
world in imminent contact with the earth, than do
the majority of professing Christians to-day, was
exemplified in the case of the great Roman orator,
Cicero, who was familiar with “the divine assembly
of departed spirits” and knew that the soul of his
“dear Cato” did not desert him, but “looked back
on me in its flight to those happy mansions to which
he was assured | should one day follow him.”

Turning from this enlightened Roman to a still
more ancient and more celebrated Greek, the wise
and truth-disseminating Socrates, we find he was
psychically developed in a marked degree, parti-
cularly in the direction of clairaudience, and when
arraigned before his judges, 399 B.C., for “corrupt-
ing” the people of his day by proclaiming truths
which no civil tribunal could gainsay, he told his
judges plainly of “the voice” which guided his daily
conduct. In the course of his defence, he said

Perhaps it may seem strange that | go about and

interfere in other people’s affairs to give this advice
in private, but do not venture to come before your
Assembly and advise the State. But the reason for
this, as you have heard me say at many times and
places, is that something divine and spiritual comes to
me—the very thing which Meletus ridiculed in his
indictment. | have had this from my childhood:
it is a sort of voice that comes to me, and when it
comes it always holds me back from what | am think-
ing of doing, but never urges me forward.

Socrates, as every student knows, was found
“guilty,” and it is a matter of history with what
utter fearlessness this faithful champion of truth
and exponent of “the divine sign” faced the end.
To him it was merely an incident in an intermin-

able career. He knew that, in reality, there
was no such thing as death, and when re-
ference was made to his Dburial, he jocu-

larly remarked to those about him that they could
bury him “if they could catch him.” His enemies
could destroy his physical body, but he knew that
the real Socrates would live on unscathed, and that
he would have immensely greater opportunities of
doing good after he had joined “the divine assembly
of departed spirits,” to which Cicero referred. What
proportion of Christians enjoys greater assurance
than that?

SIR ARTHUR STILL BUSY.
25,000 WORDS RECORDED.

We stated in our September number that as soon
as the series of Messages published in that issue,
presumably from Sir Arthur Conan IDoyle, had
been completed through the clairaudient medium-
ship of Mrs. Horace C-ottrell, of Napier, New Zea-
land, he commenced to dictate a book on his “First
Impressions of the Spirit World.”

LADY CONAN DOYLE CONVINCED.

SEALED ENVELOPE TEST.

Lady Conan Dogle is convinced that Sir Arthur
has definitely established communication with his
family on earth. He has also, she says, made his
presence manifest through a psychic photograph.

In a “Daily Herald” interview she made some
sensational statements.

Mr. Peter Powell, of Chester, has professed to
have received at second-hand—that is, through a
spirit guide—-a message from Sir Arthur in which
he declared that his bonafides could be tested by
asking Lady Conan Doyle about a sealed envelope
which he had left with her, not to be opened before
he had stated what it contains.

Lady Conan Doyle said there is such an enve-
lope, and it would be opened only when her hus-
band asks her to open it. Already, she said, there
had been wonderful evidence of communication;
the family had had marvellous experiences.

Asked if she would give a hint of what was con-
tained in the communications, she said: “l am so
sorry | cannot. | am not sure that | would be justi-
fied in speaking of them now, and my family thinks
the same. At present it is private.”

She is also convinced that the psychic photograph
is genuine. “It was taken under test conditions by
Mr. Hope, of Crewe, who has been subjected to the
rrﬁost _roilgorous investigations hundreds of times,”
she said.

“Tt is certainly a photograph of my husband,”
Lady Doyle declared.

A CANADIAN MESSAGE.

ACCEPTED AS AUTHENTIC.

Mrs. Mary Heron, of Peterborough (Ontario)
received “a remarkable and evidential” spirit mess-
age from the late Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, says a
Toronto newspaper.

The newspaper says that Mrs. Heron claims to
have received a message from Sir Arthur which
speaks of “angels which hover comfortingly about
my wife.”

The message asks Lady Doyle to be careful of
the papers entrusted to her, and tells her “to go
into the small room. | will be there, as | always
was when we discussed anything appertaining to
our great faith.”

The medium added that the spirit in control of
her had asked what Lady Doyle was doing on
Thursday morning (July 17th) at 11 o’clock.

This message, says the newspaper, was com-
municated by cable to Lady Doyle who replied that
she was looking over her husband’s papers in the
room described at the time stated by Mrs. Heron.
She added that this was the first time she had gone
into the study or “small room” to inspect her hus-
band’s papers since his death.

LADY DOYLE’S COMMENT.

BOGUS MESSAGES.

A WORD OF WARNING.

Lady Conan Doyle has issued a word of warning
to the public regarding the messages that are pur-
ported to come from Sir Arthur Conan Doyle. She
says

We must expect to have messages received all
over the world described as coming from my dear
husband, but which may not be in the least re-
spect authentic. When | hear from him direct,
as one day | shall, I shall obey his wishes as to
whether what he says shall be made public or
not. Anything | get will be naturally a private
family message unless he makes it clear to me
that he wishes it to be otherwise. If he feels that
he can tell me anything that will be helpful if
published, anything that will help to break down
the scepticism that is still so widespread, it shall
be published. There must be many people on
the other side who might try to send communi-
cations as coming from him, and who might use
honest mediums for that purpose. Such mess-
ages create sceptics. If my dear husband ap-
peared to people in a public street the people at
the other end of the road would refuse to believe
the testimony of those who saw him. | hope
there will be no Widesloread publishing of mess-
ages that can do no real good.

NO CODE WORD.

“There is no need for a code, Surely | can judge
whether messages come from my husband or are
false.” Lady Conan Doyle made this statement to
a “Daily Herald” representative.

She denied a widely-published report that Sir
Arthur Conan Doyle arranged a code with her be-
fore his death to enable her to authenticate spirit
messages.

“No special code word was arranged between
my husband and myself,” she said emphatically. “I
have no message from Sir Arthur for publication
yet, but when a message of public interest is re-
ceived by me it shall be published.”

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Impressive Psychic Photographs.
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W LADY DOYLE EXCLAIMS:

HE first psychic photographs of the late Sir
Arthur Conan Doyle are claimed, according
to the “Bristol Times and Mirror,” to have been
obtained by the Rev. Charles L. Tweedale, Vicar
of Weston, near Otley, Yorkshire, the well-known
psychical investigator whose voluminous work,
“Man’s Survival After Death,” is an accepted
standard book which has been largely circulated in
Australia and New Zealand. These pictures were
taken on July 14th—-just seven days after the pass-
ing of Sir Arthur—when the rev. gentleman sat
with Mr. William Hope, of Crewe, the world-famed
psychic photographer. Mr. Tweedale had a new,
unopened packet of plates.  After the sitting he
developed the plates himself, and Mr. Hope was
never allowed to touch them.

Mr. Tweedale states
that he was certain
that Sir Arthur, whom
he knew very well,
would manifest himself
soon after his death,
and that on July 8th
and 9th messages were
received at three sitt-
ings in his house, the
first of which was held
by Mrs. M. E. Twee-
dale and Dorothy M.
Tweedale. the second
by Mrs. Tweedale and
himself, and the third
by Miss Tweedale,
Mrs. Tweedale, and
Mr. Tweedale.

At the first sitting a
spirit communicator
called “A” said “Doyle
is resting by the river
bank,” and promised
to try to get him to
send a message the
next day.

“At-a sitting at 12.30 am. on July 9,” wrote Mr.
Tweedale, “ ‘A’ came and said that my mother and
Sir Arthur would try to show themselves photo-
graphically together next week.”

At a later sitting the same day “A” gave a writ-
ten message from Sir Arthur, through communica-
tor “B” (because “B’s” writing was smaller), in
which Sir Arthur said:

“Well, Tweedale, | have arrived here in Para-
dise. That is not heaven. Oh, no! But what we
should call a dumping place, for we all come here
as we pass on to rest. Paradise means not heaven,
but ‘a park—~Persian.word. | am still resting. |
will from time to time give you descriptions of my
surroundings.”

“B,” concluding, said: “Sir Arthur will be able
to write himself soon, as he has sat (when on earth)
under the same conditions, and is used to it.”

Mr. Tweedale takes up the narrative at this point.

HISTORY OF THE PHOTOGRAPHS.

STRICT TEST CONDITIONS APPLIED.
By the Rev. Charles L. Tweedale.

Friday, July 11, 440 am.—I awoke, as did my
wife, and we exchanged a few words and composed
ourselves for sleep again. My mind reverted to
the Doyle message, and there and then | prayed
earnestly that God would bless the manifestations
and the evidence to the furtherance of the truth.

The moment my prayer ended, the door of the
room where we sit for spirit communication, and
which is a few feet to the left of our bedroom and
on the other side of the passage, to which it forms

a ‘“cul-de-sac,” began
to be forcibly closed.
Owing to the door
frame being twisted it
needs a strong pull
which causes it to make
a grinding noise. Then
it suddenly goes home
into the frame with a

loud bang.
The door closed in
this manner with a

loud noise (which was
heard by both of us)
the moment my prayer

was ended, and as
though in immediate
answer.

It was daylight; our
room door was open,
and no one passed it.
The room where we
sit for the messages
has no fireplace, the
window was closed,
and the air outside a
dead calm.

Monday, July 14—Sat with that wonderful psy-
chic, Mr. William Hope, of Crewe, under good test
conditions. | took a new, unopened packet of
plates, loaded the slides and signed the plates my-
self, carefully inspected the camera, lens, slide, and
background. After loading the slide, | put it in
my pocket and proceeded to use the camera and
thence back to the darkroom after the exposure,
where | developed the plates myself, and Hope was
never allowed to touch them or place his hands
over them.

Four plates were exposed, and two bear clearly
recognisable pictures of Sir Arthur.

On the first plate are four faces in cloudy banks
of ectoplasm around my head, upon which one face
is partly superimposed. They are all pictures of
the same person, and two of them are clearly recog-
nisable as pictures of Sir Arthur, the drooping
moustache and bold, upward sweep of the hair on

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the right being plainly apparent, thus fulfilling the

After the exposure and development of the first
pair of plates a remarkable thing happened. See-
ing that the faces were in a cloudy band of ecto-
plasm and that one was superimposed on my own
head, before the second pair of plates were exposed
| cried aloud the moment before the exposures were
made: “Will the manifesting personality take care
not to show up on my face.”

On developing these exposures | found that the
face had left the ring of ectoplasm above me, as
requested, and thrown itself as a small but more
distinct face close to but not touching my head.

This picture shows Sir Arthur as a much younger
man, but comparison with the photograph facing
pages 96 and 72, and also with the frontispiece, in
his book, "Wanderings of a Spiritualist,” show the
identity of features beyond question.

Representing, as they do, Sir Arthur's first
attempts to show himself photographically, these
pictures are remarkable, seeing that he only passed
over a few days ago. The pictures are rather faint,
though clearly recognisable. 1 hope they will be
strong enough to reproduce for Press illustration.

These first psychic pictures are wonderful as re-
presenting Sir Arthur’s first attempts to show
himself in this way, he having only been a few
days in the spirit world, and, in the words of a
message received from him last night: “Only just
beginning to know his way about.”

| sat with the famous novelist's widow in a tiny
room, fragrant with beautiful flowers. Time and
again she looked at the photograph of the Rev.
Charles L. Tweedale, Vicar of Weston, Otley, and
the three “extras” on it of Sir Arthur. Then she
said, with great enthusiasm. *“Yes, these are un-
doubtedly pictures of my husband. 1 know Mr.
Tweedale and also Mr. Hope, and my husband, too,
met them on many occasions. It is perfectly natu-
ral that he should appear on a plate exposed at a
seance conducted by the two well-known Spiritua-
lists.

“I think the photograph is simply wonderful, and
it is the first since he passed over. | have great
faith in Mr. Hope as a psychic photographer, and
my husband, on one occasion, put him to a severe
test. He bought a packet of plates, marked the
package, put the plates in the camera, and fastened
the camera up.

“Mr. Hope removed the catch exposing the
plates, then my husband developed them, and there
were several spirits recorded very clearly.  This
photograph you show me is very interesting for
another reason. On the date mentioned, when the
seance conducted by Mr. Tweedale and Mr. Hope
was held, my husband was not in the house. Ever
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since he passed over he has been my constant com-
panion, but on one or two days | have missed him.

“Isn’'t it just remarkable, mother? We knew he
would come through, didn't we? We are convinced
that the photograph is completely genuine, knowing
as we do Mr. Hope and Mr. Tweedale. Surely this
picture should do more than anything else to dis-
arm sceptics and prove to them that Spiritualism is
a vital phenomenon which is bound to change the
fate of the world within a few generations?”

During the lunch Lady Doyle told me that it was
her intention to carry on her husband’s Spiritual-
istic work. “First of all, I am rebuilding our home
in the New Forest which was burnt down last
year. | know that my husband is anxious for the
work to be finished so that he can go there. When
on the earth plane Sir Arthur was always fond of
the New Forest, and he is very anxious to be there
again.

"As soon as that is finished I shall go upon the
public platform, although | have never addressed a
meeting in my life. | feel, however, the urge to
engage in preaching and lecturing, and, if necess-
ary, | shall preach the faith in Hyde Park and other
open places where | feel that the message ought to
be delivered.

“l know that my darling husband will help me
all he can and | do believe that his passing will do
more for Spiritualism than if he had continued to
live another 20 years. My sons, Adrian and Den-
nis, have finished their University careers and are
going to follow in their father’s footsteps and de-
}/%te their lives to the spread of psychic know-
edge.”

Lady Doyle mentioned that last evening all the
family were engaged in a seance and established
close contact with Sir Arthur, but said that the in-
formation gleaned was too sacred and personal to
reveal to the general public.

“THE SEEKERS” AND “BEYOND.”

RECORDS OF IMPRESSIVE CURES.

Vastly increased interest has been aroused of late in
spiritual healing and the many impressive cures that hav«
been effected through this agency. The attention, in
fact, that is now being given to the subject may be descri-
bed as world-wide. Among the various works published
dealing with this beneficent form of human labor is “The
Seekers,” the contents of which are familiar to many of
our readers, and it is still in steady demand in this part of
the world.

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Telepathy Superseded.

(To the Editor of The Harbinger of Light).

Sir—In the September issue of your journal appears an
article under the above heading by Sir Arthur Conan
Doyle. Perhaps the following may interest readers.

Over 50 years ago a young lady, Mr Terry and myself,
in conjunction with three others, brought to a successful
issue a series of experiments in Thought Transference.
It was arranged that we should sit at a given time—three
in Melbourne, three in Albury. Mr. Terry having put the
sensitive into the hypnotic state, recited certain sentences
which the medium repeated. When, as we found later,
these were immediately received by the other sensitive 300
miles away and at once declaimed—the process was then
reversed. These seances were held bi-weekly for about
two months, the somewhat sudden death of one of the
sensitives bringing them to a standstill. Viewed clair-
voyantly, it shewed a series of various colored waves of
light passing from the operator to the sensitive, thence
along a bee line to the other sensitive.  This happened
years before the term Telepathy had risen above the
horizon and long before thought transference had recei-
ved serious attention in the Western world.

Naturally we thought we had stumbled upon a new dis-
covery, only to find later that with changed details it had
been in operation in Tibet and parts of India for centuries,
having been extensively used by the natives to convey
information during the mutiny.

With regard to the quick response upon the part of Sir
Arthur Conan Doyle in manifesting, the experience of a
lifetime’s investigation of not only the phenomenal—
which is really not Spiritualism any more than the alpha-
bet is the English language—but the philosophical and
esoteric phases which do represent it, | am forced to con-
clude that it is inadvisable to call the spirits from their
golden day, except under special and appropriate condi-
tions which allow for a given time to elapse after death.
Otherwise it tends to injure the newly-liberated ego and
may be dangerous to the medium, as, through the usual
burial system, the astral body, not being really free, may
carry with it disease germs which could affect the latter.

The Editorial Note to the article in question saying the
writer had gone where all such mysteries are understood
is true, with reservations. Ultimately it will be so, but
judged by earthly standards the process is indeed slow.
In my clairvoyant wanderings, | have come across, on the
other side, spirits who, although they passed over during
the first century of the Christian era, still await the final
trump. Others who have been there for fully 1,500 years
still look upon England as a land of savages and are in-
credulous regarding America and Awustralia, while some
who lived here during the Elizabethian era are puzzled
over modern discoveries, especially gas and the electric
light.—Yours, etc.,

[As will be gathered from his letter, our corres-
pondent has been an investigator of the psychical for
half-a-century, and consequently his conclusions are
based on a wide range of experiences.

The return should always be voluntary
and should be left entirely to the one who has gone
before—as was the case with the reported manifesta-
tion of Sir Arthur Conan Doyle through the clair-
audient mediumship of Mrs. Cottrell.-—Ed.]

Sir Arthur had captained an M.C.C. team, been
runner-up in the amateur billiards championship,
hunted big game, been whaling in the Northern
seas, and was the first to introduce the ski into
Switzerland. 1 still think somewhat ruefully of his
challengening me to play him at billiards, losing a
game in which he gave me a start of 25, a third in
which he gave me 50, and then conceding me 75
in 100. When my score was 82 and his was 11 he
made a break of 140, and roared with laughter on
my saying: “Excuse me, but is your name

His connection
with the movement must have cost him at least a
thousand pounds a year, and when | was in con-
sultation with him about the founding of a psychic
bookshop, and pointed out that it would probably
mean a loss of a thousand pounds, he merely said:
“If my neighbours can spend £3,000 a year on
running a yacht for their pleasure, 1 can spend a
thousand on a book-shop to extend human know-

churches, he answered: “l have interests which
bring me in a sufficient income. | am prepared to
spend all, so long as my capital is kept intact, to
provide for my wife and family.”

“Walk more and talk less” would be an excellent slo-
gan for the lazy and garrulous of both sexes.

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SPIRIT OBSESSION

THE PROBLEM

ELIEF in Spirit-Possession is age-old, and is
B to be found in the literature of practically

every country. In the days of the overwhelmingly
materialised science of the late nineteenth and early
twentieth centuries it was relegated to the domain
of ignorant superstition. To-day, the position is
very different. The problem is exercising quite a
few minds, and intelligent minds at that! An at-
tempt to give anything more than the briefest sur-
vey is impossible in this article, but it may be in-
teresting to note the observations made from both
the psychological and the metaphysical aspects.

Spiritualism and Psychic Science are occupying
each day a more important position in human
thought and action. Each is advancing in its con-
ception of the ultimate truth. Upon the validity
of their findings rests the practical application of
the spirit-influence theory to the psychopathology
of human activity. There are many cases of ner-
vous and mental derangement which can be ex-
plained on a psychological basis, and many also,
which, in our present state of knowledge, can be
explained only by the assumption of spirit inter-
ference.

| do not propose to enter here into the question
of spirit existence. | have never quite appreciated
the mentality of the individual who refuses to be-
lieve in the future existence of the personality. It
seems to me that a person who thinks that the
accumulated experience of the mental and spiritual
endeavours of mundane evolution is so valueless
as to be cast upon the scrap-heap of complete dis-
solution, has either an extremely limited compre-
hension of Life, or a very poor opinion of his own
worth. To credit the Creative Intelligence with
such a wasteful and futile disposition admits abys-
mal ignorance of natural laws, and, possibly, an
actively unconscious dread of what used to be
termed the Judgment Day. That our spiritual
mentalities, after our physical death, function in
some part of the universe, is, to my mind, a reason-
able supposition.

WHAT SPIRITUALISM SEEKS TO ESTABLISH.

Spiritualism endeavours to go further and to
prove that contact with mortals is possible to
spirits under certain conditions.  An enormous
mass of trustworthy evidence of the reality of psy-
chic phenomena has been compiled. The day has
long passed when these occurrences can be lightly
dismissed as mere superstitions or frauds. These
manifestations, whether of spirit or subliminal ori-
gin, have a tremendous significance for the future
thought of humanity. As all psychic investigators
realise, the great problem is to define the limits of
the unconscious.  In postulating a cosmic con-
sciousness William James probably was very near
the truth. | believe that our spiritual unconscious-
ness is illimitable in its range when freed, and can
not only attune, under certain circumstances, to
etheric influences, but also to the psycho-mental
radiations of human beings. In the study of psy-
chic phenomena and obsession, this is an important
point to bear in mind.

IMPARTIALLY DISCUSSED.

Psychic philosophy, like every other doctrine re-
quiring change of human thought and habit, has
been, when not absolutely and ignorantly refuted,
subjected to severe and hostile criticism. It has
been decried as being trifling in content and de-
structive to the individuality. Certainly, it may at
times be so. But, looking at the matter broadly,
Spiritualistic endeavour is slowly achieving great
ends.

It is helping to combat the insanely selfish and
short-sighted, destructive materialism which has
permeated so-called civilization.

It is focussing attention on the infant sciences of
psychology and psycho-analysis. Each is neces-
sary to a fuller understanding of the other, and
both, by virtue of demanding complete self-realis-
ation, advance the individual towards the distant
goal of perfection.

It is seeking to rehabilitate belief in the immut-
able Law of Cause and Effect.

It is proclaiming the doctrine of Personal Re-
sponsibility, for actions, and even thoughts, of
commission and omission, but in a much broader
sense than that determined by social law.

It is teaching the continuity of existence of the
human spirit, in circumstances which depend solely
upon the degree of self-knowledge and self-deve-
II_(])cpment achieved by the individual during earth
ife.

Should Spiritualism or Psychic Science success-
fully accomplish these aims it will have proved to
be the greatest factor of harmonious mental and
moral evolution that the world has yet seen.

THE PHENOMENON OP OBSESSION.

Once the foregoing fundamentals have been re-
cognised, it is not difficult to appreciate the exten-
sion of metaphysical theories into the fields of psy-
chological medicine, sociology and even crimino-
logy. Here the problem of obsession enters.

Is the eccentric, asocial, or criminal behaviour of
an individual due to deliberate conscious ideation,
to unconscious motivation, or to the influence of a
correspondingly perverted discarnate entity?

The restorative measures taken to correct such
abnormalities must necessarily depend for success
upon accurate realisation of the specific cause.
Moreover it is unscientific to treat the effect with-
out adjustment of the cause.

Generally speaking, it is easy to eliminate cases
of conscious premeditation, although there is a
marked tendency in our society to attribute far
more to reasoned action than is actually the case.
Psychological insight has not yet been incorpora-
ted into our legal system. The argument, there-
fore, is resolved into one between psychopathology
and spirit influence.

Psychology being as yet in a state of compara-
tive flux, claims amongst its professors adherents
of both the spirit influence and the unconscious
mechanism theories.  One of the difficulties in
presenting a clear, unbiassed outline is the impos-
sibility of applying exact terminological definitions
to the varying pathological conditions, many of
which overlap in their symptoms.
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“Obsession” is described by the French school as
covering all the states of compulsion. “Possess-
ion” is used to define two states—so-called demo-
niacal somnambulism, and a state of inner conflict
in which the subject imagines the existence of a
demon as a distinct personality within him. Ob-
session and possession very often merge into each
other.

In obsession, as known to Spiritualists, the sub-
ject is conscious of the inner urging to behave in an
irrational manner, but his conscious mind finds
more or less difficulty in resisting the impulses.
Very often the obsessing thoughts appear to the
victim as coming from without himself—sometimes
apparently from a great distance.

THE MYSTERY OF MULTIPLE PERSONALITY.

Complete possession is the state in which the in-
dividual’'s normal, everyday personality is dis-
placed, and a character, either partly or completely
foreign in type to the normal, assumes control.
The facial expression, tone of voice, mode of speak-
ing, actual language, mental content and range,
disposition, behaviour, habits and likes and dislikes
may be so completely altered, that, were it not for
the physical form, the person would be scarcely
recognisable. The secondary personality may be
that of man, woman or child, irrespective of the
age and sex. of the sufferer. This obtruding per-
sonality'may occasionally inflict bodily injury, even
amounting to death, upon the subject, or upon
friends, relatives or strangers.

When this secondary personality vanishes, as it
may do instantaneously, and the normal person-
ality returns, the latter usually has complete lack
of memory of the existence of the former, and is
often unaware that there has been any discontinuity
of the normal life.

In several cases which came under my notice, and
in which the resumption of normal took several
minutes, during which the subject was in a partial
trance, the latter claimed knowledge of all the pro-
ceedings. On another occasion the normal per-
sonality complained bitterly of being kept out of
its own body by the secondary personality, and this
memory persisted into normal consciousness.

There may be more than one supernumerary per-
sonality, as in, for example, Morton Prince’s case
of “Miss Beauchamp’’; Pierre Janet’s “Leonie”;
Walter Prince and Flodgson's “Doris Fischer’”; and
Albert Wilson’s “Mary Barnes.” The latter, a
child of thirteen years, following an attack of in-
fluenzal meningitis, exhibited as many as sixteen
different personalities, which came and went over
a period of five years, eventually settling more or
less permanently on the seventh as the normal.

| have observed no fewer than eleven distinct
personalities in the one subject in the course of one
day, delineating such varying types as, an utterly
imbecile boy; a melancholic, suicidal American
salesmon; a Dblasphemously obscene, maniacal
ship’s fireman; a gentle old Scottish spinster; a
delightfully naive spiali boy; and a very intelligent
and superior being, who was aware of all the other
characters, and withdrew or controlled them as he
pleased. During seven-an-a-half hours the subject
never recovered consciousness, and, when the wak-
ing state supervened, which it did almost instan-
taneously, was in no way affected, save for some
fatigue. No memory of the occurrences was car-
tied over into the waking mind.

VARIOUS THEORIES ADVANCED.

A very brief resume of the psychological theories
of Multipile Personality will show that some diver-
gence of opinion exists.
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The usual explanation is that they are levels of
unconsciousness, which are split off from the ordi-
nary conscious control by some sudden psychic
shock, and which manifest as dissociated entities,
including, in their memory-content, part or none of
the experiences and capabilities of the normal con-
sciousness.  Occasionally, they may represent
stages in the development of the individual. The
strange feelings of unreality and depersonalization,
Pierre Janet ascribes to disturbance of what he
calls the psychological tension, such as may be seen
in hysterical dissociation following neurasthenia.
Janet considers that most cases of alternating per-
sonality are due to hysteria. This is true as far as
it goes, but, it is necessary to comprehend the
actual psychic changes which eventuate in hysteria.

In my experience, any personality which may
appear in hysterical dissociation is usually a mani-
festation of the lower physical unconscious, or
inore rarely, the higher spiritual unconscious. This
lower unconscious, which approximates to Freud’s
conception of the unconscious, is far from being
always the placid, suggestible mentality, which
some writers appear to believe. True, it is capable
of little logical reasoning, but its function is pri-
marily the maintenance of bodily health, and the
harmonious correlation of physical and mental
energies.

Equally important, from the aspect of the dis-
position and character of the possessor, is the fact
that it harbours the primitive emotions, such as,
fear, anger, hatred, lust, jealousy, greed, and con-
sequently may at times be a very obstinate and
malevolent influence. In passing, it may be men-
tioned that the unceasing conflict between the sup-
pressed emotions of the subconscious and the altru-
istic ideals of the higher conscious is the root-cause
of most of the ills of mind and body to which our
half-civilised humanity is heir.

VIEWS OF EXFERT INVESTIGATORS.

Babinski lays stress on suggestibility as being
the cause of secondary personalities, but Morton
Prince found nothing in his case of Miss Beauchamp
to justify this assertion. Incidentally, one of the
personalities in this case, —"“Sally”—declared that
she was a spirit. Prince appears to have ignored
this hypothesis, for he says:

“Sally” was a persistent dissociation of conscious-
ness—a persistent subconsciousness, co-existing with'
waking consciousness, and indicating a veritable
doubling of the mind. A subconsciousness of this
kind is not identical with the hypnotic consciousness.
The subconscious, so long as it is sub-conscious, has
a much narrower field. It does not, except in crises,
have control of the arms, legs, or speech faculties,
and is not possessed of the intellectual capacities
which the subject in hypnosis possesses.

When the subject is hypnotised and put into a par-
ticular state, the subconscious may then become
fused with the particular hypnotic consciousness, and
if so, its contents are then remembered, and the
whole may then form an alternating personality.

Although one may not quite agree with these
views, they are interesting when compared with
the phenomena of trance.

Coriat, on the contrary, believes that secondary
personalities may develop as hypnotic phenomena.

The psycho-analytic view, which has been proved
many times, is that, owing to repression of the
normal energies in childhood, either sex or power
principles, according to whether one follows Freud
or Adler, a lasting mental unconscious conflict is
produced, which, although remaining submerged
for many years, may erupt suddenly upon the indi-
vidual experiencing some nervous strain or shock.
It then emerges as a psychically-dissociated un-
conscious identification of a more or less composite
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character, embodying in an exaggerated form those
tendencies or their opposites, which were origin-
ﬁllydsuppressed into the unconscious in early child-
ood.

It will be seen that there is no uniform explana-
tion of the origin of these peculiar mental states.
Some cases are encountered which are amenable to
treatment based on one theory; others are amen-
able to another treatment, and some cases entirely
fail to respond to anything and gradually drift over
the borderline into the realms of insanity.

DR. AND MRS. WICKLANDS EXPERIMENTS.

The theory of spirit-obsession has quite a number
of adherents, and more than is generally supposed,
even in the medical profession, but the difficulties
of dealing with an unknown quantity without the
help of a trained obsession sensitive have been so
great as to prohibit any definite hypothesis being
formulated.

Two of the earliest exponents of this method, in
modern times, has been Dr. Carl Wickland of Los
Angeles. Dr. Wickland has been particularly for-
tunate in having the unselfish co-operation of Mrs.
Wickland, who engages in what must be the most
dangerous and strenuous task ever undertaken by
a human being. They have worked together in the
treatment of neurotics and the insane for over
thirty-five years. Their methods, which | had the
privilege of observing, are, briefly, as follows:

The insane patient, who may be maniacal, is
treated for a few minutes with static electricity, on
the theory that this will dispel the invading spirit.
The sensitive, who may, or may not be, in the pre-
sence of the patient, is, if necessary, strapped to a
chair, and is possessed by the driven-out spirit.
Dr. Wickland then argues patiently with the spirit,
who speaks through, and more or less completely
controls, the sensitive’s body, until such time as the
entity recognises its true condition, or else is remo-
ved, until a later occasion, by a band of higher
spirits. The treatment is repeated as often as neces-
sary, as sometimes there may be a group of spirits
obsessing the patient.

Dr. Bull, of New York, has been using the same
method for several years, and has reported success-
ful results, especially in cases of paranoia (delu-
sional insanity).

In contra-distinction it may be mentioned that
Dr. Walter F. Prince cured two cases of paranoia
by the following means: Assuming a spirit-influ-
ence hypothesis, he created by suggestion a double
personality in the patient—this personality being
the presumed obsessing spirit—and engaged him in
conversation, either directly or through automatic
writing. Symptoms abated progressively.

THE OBSESSION THEORY OPPOSED.

Opponents of the obsession theory usually put
forward several arguments

First, that suggestion, direct or indirect, given
during treatment causes recovery.

Second, that there is always a marked similarity
between the characters of tbe entities which con-
trol the sensitive.  This similarity would imply
that the various phases exhibited are modified pro-
ducts of the medinm’s unconscious mind.

Third, that the sensitive, by virtue of being a
sensitive, is a hysteric or neurotic, and, as such, un-
consciously assumes, during trance, superficial
characteristics which may be distorted by the ob-
server to agree with those exhibited by the patient.

In reply to the first objection, it may be allowed
that suggestion is one of the most powerful factors
in our daily life, either in health or disease. It is
quite true that complete faith in a method, or in an
individual of personality, may lead to complete re-
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covery. But suggestion of one kind or another is
used by every therapist, orthodox or not, and most
patients have been treated by many means. | can
recall one instance in which the patient had under-
gone many kinds of treatment over a period of
fourteen years, without relief.

Again, many patients have been treated, who
have no belief in spirits, who did not have the sub-
ject mentioned to them or their relatives, who, for
test purposes, were kept in absolute ignorance of
the rationale of the treatment, and who received no
more than a few minutes’ electrical application,
which some had had before at the hands of a for-
mer adviser.

Familiarity with the unconscious mentality of
the sensitive, and the varying discourses, types,
and characteristics exhibited by the different per-
sonalities, will satisfy the most sceptical enquirer
upon the second point.

THE VALUE OF PSYCHO-ANALYSIS.

In this connection, it seems opportune to em-
phasise the value of psycho-analysis in exploring
the content of the medium’s unconscious mind, in-
sofar as it is humanly possible, enabling the obser-
ver to assess correctly trance utterances. If this
were carried out as a routine measure, it seems
most probable that a large percentage of doubtful
communications would be eliminated.

The third objection may be answered by the fact
that in many cases the sensitive never saw the
patient, in some instances was not aware that a
patient was being treated, and in these cases very
often no trance was allowed until four or five
hours had elapsed. Yet in the trance, the sensitive
assumed the characteristics of the patient’s men-
tality, speech, gestures and physical symptoms.

And lastly, the incontrovertible argument that
recovery was the rule, be the solution what it
might !

These observations do not apply to hysterics
only, as might be presumed. Such varied condi-
tions as the numerous compulsions and fears, delu-
sional insanity, mania and melancholia, sexual per-
versions, and cases of epilepsy, homicidal and
suicidal tendencies, drink and drug habits, auditory,
sensory and visual hallucinations, neurasthenia,
and many emotional disturbances have been repor-
ted as having been treated on these lines.

Assuming, for the sake of argument, denial of
the possibility of transference of spirit from one
individual to another. How does the medium, out
of sight and hearing, take on the symptoms of the
afflicted individual ?

EXPERIMENTAL INSTITUTE NEEDED.

Enough has been said to show the absorbing in-
terest as well as the practical importance of the
subject.

It is likely that in those cases in which psycho-
logical methods fail, the solution will be mater-
ially advanced by visualisation of the subject’s aura.
This technique, which was first employed by Dr.
Kilner of London, has apparently lapsed since his
death, and the importance of carrying on his work
does not seem to have been sufficiently realised.
What is urgently needed is the formation of an In-
stitution, incorporating the services of a trained and
analysed sensitive, a physicist, a radio-electrical
expert, a psychiatrist and a physician. It is pos-
sible that the matter might then be placed on a
scientific basis, and valuable information acquired.

N1 blessing which is compulsory is not 100% good. The
best that can be said of it is that it is fairly good as a
police system.

We know the world is bad enough, but it is our business
to make it a little better; not to withdraw and let it alone.

of his splendid work. The British press has been
stirred to admiration by his funeral. In life he
struck, among his illustrious peers, a new note, and
in death the joyful tune has been continued.

The absence of funeral pomp and the presence of
a spirit of joy and thankfulness at an interment is
new to the great public, to whom death is still a
fearful event. The burial of Sir Arthur’s body was
marked by an air of quiet calm and joyfulness by
the hundreds of people who had come to pay re-
spect to one of the noblest of men. Even Lady
Doyle and her children were dressed as if going to
a party where everyone was expected to be happy,
notwithstanding that the physical loss of the be-
loved husband and father must have left a void
nothing could well fill.

No one who stood with that impres-
sive throng in the garden of Sir Arthur’s house,
gazing upon the casket containing his earthly re-
mains, will forget that solemn yet pleasing hour.
From all parts admirers of the great novelist, his-
torian and Spiritualist had come to say, “Well
done,” and to wish him happiness and power in his
new life.

Mr. E. W. Oaten, speaking at the graveside after
the casket had been lowered into the earth, voiced
our feelings well when he said that all Spiritualists
believed that great as had been olir departed
friend’s service for Truth and Justice on earth, in
the Beyond he would be an even greater influence
for good because he had passed from a world of
effects to a world of causes.
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_The service was conducted at the express wish of
Sir Arthur by the Rev. Charles Drayton Thomas, a
Wesleyan minister who is also a Spiritualist. The
first portion was held on the lawn in front of the
house when Mr. Thomas read the opening sen-
tences of an inspiring tribute to Sir Arthur written
by Lady Conan Doyle:

Sir Arthur will continue his work for the spreading
of this great knowledge which soothes the mourner’s
heart, which proves immortality, and which will
eventually alter the whole human outlook upon human
affairs and so uplift the world. His great spirit will
help all those who are trying to open the people’s eyes
to this God-given, God-sent knowledge.

He is not dead, but living in a bigger, higher and
more wonderfull vibration of Life and able always to
come to this vibration. God bless him for his beau-
tiful and unselfish life, for his courage and fearless-
ness, for his never-failing championship of justice,
and for helping those who were in need or in sorrow.

The remainder of the tribute was read at the
graveside as follows:

| was standing with a group of journalists, busy

men of the world, used to such scenes as funerals
usually give rise to, and, as a rule, untouched by
sentiment; but these men forgot their wonted
brusquesness to join quietly in that song, because
of the noble example set by this representative of
the literary profession whose body lay encased be-
fore them. This in itself was no small compliment
to Spiritualism and Sir Arthur.

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Later Adrian and Lady Doyle dropped roses on the
coffin after it had been lowered into the flower-
lined grave dug beneath the window of the little
wooden hut in which Sir Arthur wrote many of his
stories and articles.

It was a fitting burial place, this grave in the
garden which Sir Arthur loved so much and in
which he had received so many inspirations and
spent such happy hours with his family and friends.
Around the grave had been hung scores of wreaths,
tokens of affection from hundreds of admirers,
many of the wreaths having been sent by different
organisations.

| looked into the hut and saw lying there upon
the table, writing material, pencil and pen, with the
chair in which the famous author used to sit, drawn
up as if awaiting him. About this little unpreten-
tious building there hung an air of friendly empti-
ness, as if the invisible presence of the man who
gave it character and meaning was still there.

Among the many interesting personalities that |
met during my recent tour through America none
was more arresting than John Henry Remmers,
Treasurer of the Cincinnati Society for Psychical
Research, states Mr. Horace Leaf, F.R.G.S. Mr.
Remmers is the author of the well-known book : “Is
Death the End?” and if he did no more for mankind
than publish this attractive account of his remark-
able experiences in supernormal phenomena, he
would be justified in concluding that he will leave
the world richer for his having lived in it.

RUDI SCHNEIDER TO VISIT LONDON

Rudi Schneider, the most famous of all mediums,
whose recent seances in London attracted world-
wide attention, is to return from Austria for new
tests in the early autumn, states the *“Daily
Herald.”

This is disclosed by Mr. Harry Price, honorary
director of the National Laboratory of Psychical
Research, in his book, “Rudi Schneider: A Scienti-
fic Examination of His Mediumship.”

The new tests of this 21-year-old boy are likely
to lead to unparalleled controversy between Spiri-
tualists and stage magicians, in view of remarkable
challenges held out to them by Mr. Price.

The national organisations of stage magicians
may attempt to reproduce the Austrian medium’s
phenomena under similar conditions. Mr. Harry
Price states that a casual remark made by him that
he would give £1,000 to any person who could pro-
duce the same effects as Rudi under identical con-
ditions was conveyed to the magicians, but a week
elapsed before any inquiry was received.
