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THE EDITORIAL CHAIR *

Objective Features of the Next World.

There is nothing more impressive to the analyti-
cal student of the information declared to have been
received from communicating denizens of the
unseen order of existence than the general consis-
tency of their descriptions of the objective chara-
cteristics of the etheric or spiritual world in which
they live. It does not matter what may be the
nationality of the medium, or in what part of the
globe he or she may reside, we invariably find
practically the same details coming through the
various channels. By “objective characteristics”
we, of course mean things that can be seen and
handled—things that are as real to those who be-
hold them as are the multifarious objects which we
can see and handle here.

The particulars given depict such a real and
natural world that it is little wonder so many people
find difficulty in accepting the descriptions as ex-
pressions of literal truth. They are altogether so
entirely at variance from the traditional concep-
tions of the orthodox Heaven—the Summerland, as
we prefer to call it for the purposes of this article—
that they represent a revolutionary presentation of
the ideas hitherto prevailing concerning the en-
vironment in which we shall find ourselves when
leaving the temporal for the eternal. It is true
Paul tells us that eye hath not seen, nor ear heard,
neither hath it ever entered the consciousness of
man to conceive the marvels that are to be revealed
hereafter.  But these are only vague generalities
and give us no idea of the nature of the glorious
realities to which he refers. We have to look else-
where for that—to the revelations that have been
poured through psychical channels in these modern
times. They are to be found there in abundance.

If any reliance whatever is to be placed on com-
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munications received through mediums in different
parts of the globe, we may rest assured that the
next order of existence—so far as the. right-living
man is concerned—is very different in its external
aspects—and also in its occupations—from the con-
ventional pictures depicted by the imagination of
tradition. It is no longer an intangible, shadowy
realm as regards its surroundings, and no longer a
life in which mystic harps and eternal psalm-sing-
ing will monopolise our ceaseless attention. It has
been revealed as a very real and natural world—a
sublimated duplicate, as it were, of the earth, but
infinitely more beautiful in all its external features,
and certainly immeasurably more attractive as re-
gards its intellectual and spiritual enjoyments.

In short, we are told, that when we “arrive” our
initial wonderment will centre on the similarity to
the material world we have left, and that, unless
informed beforehand, we shall have great difficulty
in realising that we have really “died” at all! It
will seem like a dream—Iike some fantastic fairy
tale which may eventually resolve itself into the
drab realities of earth once more. But the unfold-
ing of our spiritual consciousness will soon dispel
all doubts and then we shall rejoice that we have
really crossed the thgr[FsQolq. §

From what we have written the reader will
doubtless draw the conclusion that the world we are
destined to enter on leaving the physical body
must possess what we call “geographical” features
corresponding in some degree to those of the plane
on which we at present dwell.  That is precisely
what we are told. The informants on the Other
Side refer to the ravishing glories of their environ-
ment, and many of them add most entrancing de-
tails of their objective surroundings. The consis-
tency of the language used in this respect is one of
the most impressive phases of communications
received from the beyond.

They speak of the delightful homes of surpassing
architectural beauty, surrounded by grassy lawns
and charming flower-beds; of majestic trees and
playing fountains; of sweeping mountain ranges,
verdant valleys and rolling plains of eternal green;
of forests of appalling grandeur and landscapes
such as the human eye has never seen; of sparkling
rivers and shimmering lakes; of gorgeous birds and
butterflies, and a host of other attractions, more or
less corresponding to things of earth.  But all
much more exquisite in texture than their terrestrial
correspondences, and consequently vastly more
lovely in every respect—"“beyond expression in the
language of manjfc” as some of the messages read.

Information of this character has been *“coming
through” ever since the advent of Modern Spiri-
tualism, and to-day the revealings seem to be fuller
and more frequent than ever. We could quote
from such records to a quite inordinate length. But
that is not necessary. The testimony is abundant,
and is referred to by Sir Oliver Lodge in his de-
lightfully-written booklet: “The Reality of a Spiri-
tual World.” Let us quote :

On the hypothesis that we can ever enter into com-

munication with those in that order of existence, we
ought to learn from them something of what it is like.
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| consider that we have learnt something; not very

much, but sufficient té carry on with. | do not ex-

pect to be much surprised when | get- there.

So far as it goes, tbe testimony is in favour of a still
continuing full-bodied existence, not indeed of matter,
but of something else, which, though it does not
appeal to our present senses, is otherwise equally real,
equally substantial; freer and less hampered it seems
to be, but not revolutionarily different. We appear to
remain ourselves, and the conditions around us are of
somewhat the same order. That, at any rate, is the
testimony, for what it may be worth. And it seems
to me fairly reasonable that it should be so.

Whatever it may be that has produced this world,
has produced that also; and the mere fact that it is
of a kind which does not appeal to our present animal
senses- is really no argument for its completely dif-
ferent essential character. In so far as we remain
ourselves, we might expect other things to remain
themselves too, or at least to be capable of a some-
what similar interpretation in the light of whatever
faculties we then possess.

It will be noted that Sir Oliver, writing as a phy-
sicist, considers it “fairly reasonable” to assume
that the essential characteristics of the next world
will be very similar to those of this terrestrial mode
of being and that, consequently, he does not expect
to be much surprised when he gets there. We are
often told that the spirit world is the Land of Rea-
lity, and that earth is but a faint reflection of the
original—which reminds us of the dog and the
shadow.

Our own conclusion is that the abode towards
which we are travelling is really a realm of ether,
that everything it contains will be composed of
ether and that we ourselves shall possess etheric
bodies. And inasmuch as the ether of space is de-
scribed by Sir Oliver as being the most solid, most
tangible, substance in the Universe we can quite
understand that our entire environment will appear
to us as incomparably more real than anything we
can either see or handle on this temporal plane of
matter.

The difficulty of realising the existence of such a
world, of course, arises from the fact that it is in-
visible. It is the visible only that appeals to our
physical senses, and it is not easy to associate any-
thing that does not come within the purview of our
natural vision with tangibility or solid form. This,
however, is scientifically explained as being due to
the fact that the ether of space vibrates at such a
rapid rate that it is impossible for the retina of the
human eye to register its vibrations, whereas mat-
ter—which is also, we are told, simply a manifesta-
tion of ether—is on a much lower scale of vibratory
movement: so much so that we are able to see i,
and because we can see and handle it we are apt to
imagine that it is4 th)% only SOI»Ed ;[Khing in existence.

To the spiritual eye and spiritual touch, however,
our etheric surroundings—and ourselves, too, for
that matter—in the After-life may appear much
more real, much more substantial, than anything
we have ever seen or touched before, and all the
objects of this material world—ourselves included
—may become mere phantasmal resemblances of
their counterparts in the real world beyond. We
may, in short, presently find that everything will
be reversed in this respect. This would account
for the emphasis laid in many communications on
the reality, the tangibility, and therefore surpris-
ing naturalness of the spirit world—the world from
which we receive the heartening assurance: “We
are the living, and you are the dead!”

It is an intriguing theme, and we may possibly
become more enlightened on the subject when the
means, of communication are perfected. Meanwhile,
in the language of Sir Oliver Lodge: “We hav,e
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learnt something; not much, but sufficient to carry
on with”—Sufficient to enable us to face the future
with confidence and courage and—when our time
comes—t0:“gréet the Unseen with a cheer!”

WAYSIDE NOTES

Problems we are asked to Explain.

We always welcome questions addressed to us by
readers of this journal. We may not be always
able to supply a complete or convincing answer, but,
so far as our knowledge goes-—and it is very, very
limited—we explain mysteries to the best of our
ability and in accordance with our degree of spiri-
tual enlightenment. We have all such a lot to
learn! We are like infants “crying in the night,”
infants groping for the light, and shall never learn
very much concerning spiritual realities all the
while the veil of flesh hides the future from our
mortal gaze.

The wonder is that we have been able to acquire
as much information as we do possess relating to a
world beyond our ken and in which all is governed
by spiritual laws so difficult of apprehension. We
may devote a lifetime to study and investigation
of the conditions which await us in the After-life,
but when we “arrive” we shall be more or less
staggered by the realities which await us and shall
find that in many respects things are so different
from what we had anticipated.

We are assured, however, that the sincere and
truth-seeking Spiritualist will feel less embarrassed
than those whose conception of the world beyond
was based on traditional teachings. But even he
will be confronted by many surprises and will dis-
cover that he has to accommodate himself to many
situations which had been left out of his calcula-
tions whilst trudging along the rugged pathway of
human life. It cannot be otherwise. But he will,
nevertheless, have the advantage of knowing some-
thing, however little, about the changed environ-
ment in which he finds himself and will accordinglv
be able the more readily to accommodate himself
to his novel surroundings. It will be a period of
adjustment and will not be accompanied by that
sense of bewilderment which so many experience.

There are, of course, Spiritualists—and Spiritu-
alists. They vary in their degrees of spiritual en-
lightenment and consequently there will be varia-
tion in their conditions on reaching the Land of
Reality. Some will be able to adapt themselves with
comparative readiness. Others will be almost
stupified with amazement. But we are inclined to
the belief that there are great surprises in store for
ns all—not necessarily painful or even unpleasant,
but surprises all the same, and we shall then realise
how difficult, how impossible, it was for us to fully
gragp the actual whilst masquerading in physical
garb.

“ Dead ” Without Knowing it.

The foregoing comments are intended to lead up
to a question which a correspondent, who has not
had much experience in matters Spiritualistic, asks
us to answer. It relates to an incident mentioned
in our Editorial columns in the September issue.
The lady states:

Tbe..Editorial in your September issue contained
much that interested me, but cannot quite understand.

| refer to the statement concerning a man who re-

turned twelve hours after passing. If this soul could
see his relatives, approach them and sense their grief,
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he must surely have seen the discarded body or shell.

If he could see material objects, one would expect

that he could also hear the voices of his people and

become very well aware of what had happened to him
and caused their sorrow, instead of wondering “what
in the world was the matter.”

This is very natural and very rational criticism
on the part of one who does not profess to have had
any experience in psychical investigation.  The
fact, however, is that the case in point is by no
means rare. It should be borne in mind that the
man in question died very suddenly at a social
gathering.  He would, therefore, not be expecting
the change. For this reason he had no idea that
he had died—he did not know what had happened.

He was still in a body as real and substantial to
him as the one he had just left, and felt as fully
alive as ever. Why, then, should it have occurred
to him that he had died? And, therefore, why
should he look for his physical body? He was still
in possession of that body, from his point of view.

His condition, moreover, would naturally be one
of mental confusion consequent upon his passing.
Even if he had seen his body—and he may have
done so—he would probably have concluded that he
must be dreaming—just a “queer” experience like!
Seeing his relatives, hearing their voices and sens-
ing their grief would, of course, be all a part of the
dream state. He could not realise that he had actu-
ally died, hence: “What in the world was the mat-
ter?” Why all this fuss over what was only a
dream?

There are many cases on record in which people
are utterly unable to believe that they have died, and
they sometimes remain in this condition for a con-
siderable period. Their spirit attendants do all they
can to impress on them the fact that they are
“dead,” but this sounds ridiculous to one who feels
very much alive and they often resort to the expe-
dient of bringing these bewildered souls back to
their earth surroundings and shewing them their
prostrate physical body lying lifeless on the bed in
the hope that the experience may convince them
that they have passed within the Veil. This may
have happened to the man in question at a later
stage.

Material Aid not Forthcoming.

Another correspondent writes on a subject which
is probably puzzling many folk. It used to puzzle
us—years ago! But we understand now. He
wishes to know why so many people who are
“really doing such a lot of good in the world” are
“hampered at every turn for want of funds to carry
on their work?” He goes on to explain that “these
people endure much mental suffering in conse-
quence,” that they “pray for all they are worth,”
and yet there is no reponse from the spirit world.
“How do you account for this?” he asks.

There are, of course, many things we cannot
“account” for. But this is not one of them. The
prayers are heard alright. But we do not expect
our unseen friends to go to a bank, help themselves
to £5 notes, dematerialise them and subsequently
re-materialise them in our pockets. That would
certainly be material help of a very substantial
character, but it involves transgression of the
Moral Law—“Thou shalt not steal.” Therefore, it
is not allowed. It should be borne in mind that the
next world is not a realm of chaos. It is governed
by law and order—“Order is Heaven’s first law"—
and is established on ethical principles. Any mater-
ial assistance to be vouchsafed to one on earth must
therefore be accomplished by other means.
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All our investigations—and the teachings of
Spiritualism generally—go to show that concentra-
ted impression on the minds of men, capable of ren-
dering material aid in such cases as that under
notice, is the method adopted by the bands of spirit
helpers working on our behalf.“ We are not alone,”
as Sir Oliver Lodge tells us. There are plenty of
invisible assistants at the command of those to
whom our correspondent refers, and they are only
too eager to aid the advancement of any useful
enterprise set afoot, not for personal gain, but for
the good of humanity. But-----! they can only
work within certain limitations.

They may endeavour to impress the minds of
well-to-do folk to send a cheque to one engaged in
philanthropic or spiritual work. But it is quite
another thing to succeed in the effort! There are
plenty on the Other Side trying to “work out their
salvation” by this means. When on earth they were
selfish and kept their pockets buttoned when they
ought to have been opened. They have now to
atone for this misguided conduct by trying to im-
press others to do what they ought to have done
themselves. And they find it quite as difficult to
impress those still in the flesh as others in the spirit
world found it difficult to impress them when they
were thinking mainly of self in the physical life.
They turned a deaf ear to the “still small voice” and
now they find others equally deaf to their entreaties.
Exquisite justice! It is their hell.

“ Whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also
reap.”

Our Own Attitude.

Following on the foregoing comments, we are
open to confess that we ourselves sometimes call
upon our spiritual colleagues to bring their influence
to bear upon those who are in a position to help in a
practical way in the work in which we are engaged,
and we have sometimes reason to believe that these
petitions are answered.

“The way we do it,” said an invisible friend on
one occasion, “is by taking advantage of our op-
portunities. When we see a man or woman read-
ing your paper we try to impress them with the
thought that they ought to help. They then begin
to think, and we keep on impressing them.  There
may be quite a number of us concentrating on the
mind of the reader, and sometimes we are able to
induce them to respond. At other times we fail.
Then we are disappointed and feel more sorry for
them than for ourselves, or for you, because we
Iﬁnow how they will regret it when they come over

ere.”

This is all very rational, and is probably the pro-
cess involved in the maintainance of the Mueller
Orphanage for waifs and strays in England, the
authorities of which claim that it has been kept in
existence wholly and solely as the direct result of
prayer. The funds have sometimes been reduced
to Infinitisimal proportions, but no public appeal is
made—prayer is offered more urgently than ever,
sometimes for a specified sum, and it is little short
of miraculous how the cheques come to hand at the
crucial moment.

A full account of this modern “miracle” is given
in the second volume of Dr. Eugene Crowell’s com-
prehensive and inspiring work, “The Identity of
Primitive Christianity and Modern Spiritualism,”
which we fear is now out of print.

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SEANCE AT SINGAPORE.

CHINESE PRIESTS AS SPIRITUALISTS.

During my employment as an engineer-inspector
on large public works at Singapore some years ago,
it was my privilege to be introduced by a Chinese
friend, who was well acquainted with psychic mat-
ters, to the priests of a Chinese temple. | found to
my surprise that these priests had an extensive
knowledge and experience of spirit manifestations.
They, in their turn, appeared equally astonished
that I, a European, and, from their point of view, a
heathen, could also claim to know, and to have ex-
perienced these things.

There were five priests at the temple, each one a
Medium. | learned that they could see and con-
verse with spirits. The chief priest was a healing
Medium, and had cured my Chinese friend of almost
complete blindness (without payment.).

| visited this temple many times, and on one occa-
sion was permitted to be present at a ceremony
which was, in effect, a seance, held in their private
apartments. They treated me with great hospita-
lity, gave me of their best, and seemed to regard me
as almost a brother. | felt more at home with them
than | have done with many of my own country-
men, ignorant of psychic matters.

| explained to my hosts the wvarious forms of
supernormal manifestations with which Spiritual-
ists and psychic students in my country are familiar.
They were well acquainted with all these matters.
I discussed certain aspects of the human aura,
whereupon they produced a sacred Chinese book,
illustrated with pictures in colour, some represent-
ing men and women surrounded with auras. We
had a long and intergsting talk op this subject.

I then put certain direct questions to the chief
priest, to try to elicit the extent of their knowledge
of the unseen world, and their general attitude to-
wards the subject. Some of these questions, with
the answers, are given below.

Question : “After you have ended this life will you
try to come back?”

Answer: “Yes, | shall come back to the priests;
they will expect me.” ,

“Do you agree with me that all spirits cannot be
teachers?”

“Yes, | agree with you.”

“Do you pray to Confucius?”

“No, we pray to Chuan Hood Choo.
than Confucius and above him.”

“Have you seen this spirit?”

“Yes, | have seen him walk in, and have spoken
to him.  Although old, he does not appear old.”

“Have you actually seen spirits in solid form?”

“Yes, seen and felt them.”

“Are they all Chinese spirits that you see?”

“No, some are foreign spirits. The priest who
has just come from China can also see spirits.”

“Do you have a special room for meeting spirit
people? And do you sit in the form of a circle?”

“Yes. In China we have three very large priest
houses; Thien Leng Chee, Teng Thong and Cheng
Sun.

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CONAN DOYLE MEMORIAL.

PROJECT FOR RAISING £100,000.

The Spiritualists of Great Britain have, at the
time of writing, under consideration an ambitious
project whereby it is hoped to raise £100,000 for the
establishment of a Memorial to the late Sir Arthur
Conan Doyle. A strong and influential committee
has the matter in hand, and it is understood that the
scheme most favored involves the establishment
and endowment of a College at which mediums and
public speakers would be trained, rooms provided
for holding seances, a commodious Hall supplied
for public meetings, and every facility furnished for
meeting the needs of enquirers from all parts of the
world.

It was such an institution as this that Sir Arthur
had for years in mind—an imposing concrete ex-
pression of Spiritualism in the very centre of Lon-
don. This was “the dream of his heart,” says Lady
Conan Doyle, who adds:

My husband’s dream was to see a great build-

ing with a fine Hall in it, to have in the building a

training college for mediums, seance rooms,

rooms for enquirers to come to for advice and
help, and that it should be a centre for training
speakers. On the ground floor his idea was to
have a fine bookshop and a psychic museum.

Such a building would represent every branch of

Spiritualism under the one roof. It would be a

powerful ally to the other existing Spiritualist

Societies, and meet the demand of the great new

influx as the whole movement expands.

Although we had not received definite word to the
time of going to fpress as to what would be the pre-
cise character of the undertaking, it seems fairly
certain that it will follow closely on the lines de-
scribed. Some very substantial sums have already
been contributed and it is anticipated that not only.
Spiritualists, but many other admirers of Sir
Arthur in various portions of the globe will readily
come forward and assist in translating what was
only a dream to this great and loving soul into a
solid and permanent reality.

GROWING LIGHT ON

HUMAN SURVIVAL

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE NEXT LIFE
By SIR OLIVER LODGE.

PHILOSOPHER is one who takes all know-
A ledge under his supervision, if not as an indi-
vidual then as a group, and no fact can be outside
his scope. He must make sure that it is a fact, and
then be thankful that he has found something which
has hitherto eluded his system, and which may
possibly contain the key to the whole.

Let us see what sort of testimony has so far been
obtained.

The testimony so far obtained, or purporting to
be obtained, from departed human beings is to the
effect that memory continues after bodily death;
for reminiscences are employed as one means of
proving identity.

This, if accepted, shows that memory does not
effectively reside in the brain, although habitual
usage of certain nerve tracts no doubt makes re-
covery of memory more easy than when the mater-
ial instrument has been lost.

Habits may be weakened by that loss, but mem-
ory need not be impaired. We find that incidents
that have made an impression on the mind of
deceased personalities are remembered, and can be
recalled under proper stimulus.

INTELLECT CONTINUES.

Intellect continues also. Literary quotations are
often ingeniously applied, so as to convey informa-
tion in a curious, characteristic and evidential
manner.

Aptitudes for learning and for artistic production
seem also to continue.  Innate, and probably also
acquired, faculties and tastes belong to the indi-
vidual, and are retained.

Indeed, the evidence is that the whole personality
survives, with a character and powers similar to
those displayed by the bodily organism.

Above all, family affection continues strong; the
desire to help friends and relatives is perhaps the
most prominent feature, and indeed often consti-
tutes the motive power that stimulated the effort
to communicate.

A wider knowledge, especially a keener apprecia-
tion of the future, is sometimes shown, though the
knowledge in general remains subject to human
imitations, and only in a few (sometimes unexpec-
ted) directions does it exceed our own in quality.

Those on the other side of the veil say that they
progress in higher knowledge, but apparently that
higher knowledge, acquired out of contact with
earth, seems but little accessible to them when they
make the effort to return into material conditions in
order to have communion with us.

They seem then partially dazed by temporary re-
incarnation—if their momentary return to a mater-
ial body may be so called. The brain is an inhibit-
ing or screening organ, and our own habitual use
of it may be rather dazzling too. Few can use that
instrument effectively.

CLAIRVOYANCE.

Even so they see further than we can, they pos-
sess what we call clairvoyance ; they are not so sub-

ject to the limitations of space and time as we are.
And so it is that when they again try to use a brain
they feel a strain, and make lapses from which at
their normal state they may be free.

They sometimes make an effort to tell us about
their surroundings, but we have no means of verify-
ing the information given; its general tenor is that
their power of interpreting the universe has re-
mained unaltered or but little changed, and that
accordingly their environment appeals to them
under much the same guise, and with the same gen-
eral kind of appearance as they had been familiar
with here.

So far, then, as their own present conditions are
concerned, they testify that there are many grades
of existence ; they are not all in one place or in one
state. The vicious are not with them; nor presum-
ably are the saints constantly accessible. There is,
so to speak, plenty of room, and each appears to
enter the state or condition for which he is fitted.

SORTING-OUT PROCESS.

Diversity of tastes, diversity of interests, of
powers, and of intelligence, still exist, just as they
do down here. And there is a sorting-out process,
probably more complete than it is here, whereby we
associate mainly with those of our own kind.

Those who frequently communicate with us are
evidently happy, amid gracious surroundings, sur-
rounded by beauty like that of terrestrial landscapes
and under conditions which do not feel strange or
unnatural. So uniform is this testimony that |
have imagined that perhaps they see the etheric
aspect of the very things of which we see the mater-
ial aspect.

Whatever the explanation, they certainly tell us
that they are in a state where they can feel at home,
can keep in touch for a time with those they loved
on earth, can be of service in many ways; and,
though they see opportunities of progress ahead,
they are well satisfied to bide their time, and do
their duty in that state of life to which they have
been called. ,

FIVE MINUTES AFTER DEATH.

They are not suddenly transmuted into beings of
another order. They remain themselves, and
changes, like all changes in the universe, are grad-
ual.  Five minutes after death, as the Bishop of
London has said, they are much the same as they
were five minutes before, except that they arc rid
of the burden of the flesh.

It is difficult to realise what it all means, but they
certainly say that they have music, that they can
paint, that they can carry on their studies.

Literature is somehow not closed to them, they
do not seem deprived of any of the intellectual plea-
sures which they enjoyed here. It seems that we
are never too old to learn, and to enlarge our
powers of appreciation; for that knowledge, those
powers and aptitudes, are a permanent benefit.

The next world—a personal and subjective
phrase—seems to be very much what we make it.
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We seem to be building our future surroundings in
terms of character. Those who attend only to
themselves will have only themselves to attend to.
Those who have cultivated wide sympathies and
have been of service to their brethren will find their
joy and scope in service enlarged and exalted.

In brief, most of the departed rejoice at the condi-
tion they find waiting for them, and are happy and
content. They do indeed occasionally testity that
there are far higher beings in existence, and that
they find they themselves are in the course of pro-
gressing towards higher states. They also claim
that from time to time they can inspire those left
behind, and help them to achieve results, to gain
ideas, to make discoveries, and that to this power
we owe much of value that comes through what we
call genius.

All this and much more testimony about condi-
tions on the other side will be available as soon as
the facts of survival of individual character and per-
sonality are effectively admitted as true. As a mat-
ter of fact, many bereaved people already take com-
fort in the reception of clear and characteristic mes-
sages from their loved ones.

“THE VEIL IS WEABIN» THIN.”

The veil is wearing thin, and we are beginning to
realize that the separation into two states and condi-
tions of being is an artificial separation, due mainly
to the limitation of our animal senses, and that a
unity, a continuity, dominates the whole.

We are welded together in the bonds of love, as
the heavenly bodies are welded together by the
united bonds of gravitation, and as separate atoms
are grouped into solids and held together by the
ether of space. There need be no isolation, no be-
wilderment; the universe is more perfect than has
yet been conceived, even by our poets; and the en-
largement of conception gained by emancipation
from the material body leads to yet keener appre-
ciation of the grandeur and beauty of existence.

MEDIUM STRIPPED AND BOUND.

PHENOMENA WITNESSED IN LONDON.

From an official report published in *“Psychic
Research”—the representative organ of the Ameri-
can Society for Psychical Research—of the seances
held in London in December last with “Margery”—
the wife of Dr. L. R. G. Crandon, of Boston, U.S.A.
-—we reproduce the following summary of the phe-
nomena witnessed :

The medium “was entirely stripped and examined by
Lady Barrett, and then clad in a one-piece garment
(tights), and then in a searched gown and stockings.”
Her wrists were fastened by surgeon’s tape to the arm
of a chair, her ankles were similarly fastened, and the
“upper torso was tied by rope harness to back of chair
and ends of knots sealed by marked surgeon’s tape.”
Thus held, the medium could only move forward, at
most, two or three inches.

With the medium thus controlled, the spirit Walter
manifested, described correctly, after all the lights had
been put out, various objects placed in a basket by the
sitters, played the xylophone and zither, floated the
tambourine, moved a bell on the table, and whistled,
among other remarkable things.

"What do you say if we make finger-prints?” he

asked at one sitting. He immediately proceeded to

make two of his own prints on the dental wax provided
and made hot, for the purpose. At the final sitting the
finger prints of the spirit of a well-known lady weére
taken, copies of which are in the possession of Sir

Oliver Lodge, Dr. Woolley, and Dr. Crandon.

Examination of the straps around the ankles and
wrists of the medium, and the harness around the
shoulders, “showed them all to be as they were at the
beginning of the seance.” The notes of this sitting
were signed by Dr. F. C. S. Schiller, Lord Charles
Hope, Sir E. N. Bennett, M.P., Major C. H. Mowbray,
Mr. and Mrs. Ashton-Jonson, Miss M. J. A. Hyde,
Mr. Stanley de Brath, Mrs. de Crespigny, Lady Bar-
fett, Mrs. Barbara McKenzie, Miss Phillimore, Dr.
William Brown, the Rev. Drayton Thomas, Dr. Cran-
don, and Dr. V. J. Woolley.

Over a hundred and twenty prints have now been
taken of Walter’s thumb, and there are seventeen other
(stranger) prints. The Walter print can be, and has
been obtained, through a medium other than Margery.

“It seems now,” Dr. Crandon concludes, “as if the
ultimate achievement to be desired may be the repro-
duction, in the seance room, of prints on wax of per-
sons who, before death, leave in proper custody (as it
may be recalled Sir Arthur Conan Doyle did) their
prints on paper for ‘post mortem’' comparison.”

“TRIFLES” AS EVIDENCE.

The Marylebone Spiritualist Association—the
most active and certainly the most popular, body of
its kind in London—recently commenced holding
regular Sunday evening services in Queen’s Hall.
On the opening night there was a congregation of
2,700, and among those on the platform were Lady
Conan Doyle, Miss Mary Doyle, Mr. Dennis Doyle
and Mr. Adrian Doyle.

Special significance was claimed to attach to the
service in that it fulfilled the late Sir Arthur Conan
Doyle’s prophecy, made at a morning service in
Queen’s Hall in 1923, that one day regular Spiritu-
alist services would be held there.

Lady Doyle said that she had received a personal
message from her husband earlier in the evening be-
fore entering the hall. Mrs. Estelle Roberts, a me-
dium, through whom the message was given, had
described in detail Sir Arthur's appearance and
attire, as well as “something he was holding in his
hand.” This “something,” which was unknown to
Mrs. Roberts, is in the possession of Lady Doyle.

IMPRESSIVE EXPERIENCES

rs. E. Roberts Johnson is one of. the most

highly-gifted direct-voice mediums in Eng-
land and though she is now in her sixtieth- year her
powers are as effective as ever, states the ““Inter-
national Psychic Gazette.” She was born at New-
castle-on-Tyne in 1870 and her parents were un-
doubtedly psychic, but were not associated with
Spiritualism.  Her father was Welsh and her
mother a Lancashire woman.

Mrs. Johnson holds seances in London, and fre-
quent reference has been made in various Spiritu-
alist journals to her wonderful mediumship. In a
recent interview she related a number of interest-
ing experiences to the editor of our contemporary,
from which we take the liberty of culling the fol-
lowing items:

SOLDIERS BY THE

When the war began the
whole thing became tre-
mendous. | would get as
many as twenty or thirty
soldiers through at a sitt-
ing. They used to give us
their names and addresses
and ask us to write to
their relatives to assure
them that they were as
alive as ever.

A young captain asked
us to let his mother in
Sunderland  know that
though he was out of his
physical body he was not
dead. | did not do so at
once, not knowing how
the mother might take it.
He was very indignant
and said he would follow
me about until | did.

Two ladies in the circle
said they would go to
Sunderland and find the
mother. They did so, and
thereafter the  mother
came to our circle and
brought her son’s fiancee.
They had quite a long
conversation  with  the
spirit of the captain, and
were very pleased. The
captain settled down after
that and did not bother
me again.

On another occasion | was sitting in Birmingham when
a young man came and gave his name. A gentleman in
the circle said, “Do we know you?” He replied, “No.”

It would be impossible, in the space permitted, to
give a full report of the many hundreds of seances
held since Mr. Brice developed the direct-voice, but
a brief description of the medium ; how the seances
are conducted ; and a report picked at random, will,
| hope, prove of interest to “Harbinger” readers.

Besides being a very wonderful medium, Mr.
Brice is also a successful business man, thus giving
the lie to the erroneous idea of the uninitiated, that
if one delves into things psychic, one’s mentality
and business suffer. Personally, the writer, an
advertising specialist of some note, has received
nought but great help and inspiration in his work
from the other side of life. Of course one must not
abuse natural laws, or one naturally suffers.
Moderation in all things is a law unto itself, which
must be obeyed.

In psychic research—as in all other phases of
science—the investigator who does not make a reli-
gion of his subject, iIs the one who must ultimately
meet with the greatest success. The reason is ob-
vious. During the writer’s several years of investi-
gating, he is loth to state that he has found that the
greatest deterrents to spreading the truth of mental
survival after physical death is the neurotic type of
Spiritualist—he who does not control his imagina-
tion; a victim of self-hypnosis, automatic writing
being particularly harmful to this unfortunate type.
But this is not intended for a homily on medium-
ship. It is a brief account of our very estimable
friend and medium, Mr. Brice.

Mr. Brice is a tall New Zealander of thirty-four
years of age, of a reserved nature and full of charity
for the faults of others. He began his mediumship
at nine years of age. The “voices” came to him
in full light, without the aid of darkness, or trumpet,
or music, or any other help. To Mr. Brice and his
circle psychic investigation is a religion. He holds
his mediumship as a great gift from God, to be used

These seances are strictly
private, and every member,
mor visitor, is chosen carefully by the medium him-
self, or by his guides, the result being harmony in
the circle, and better results than are obtained at
any other seance in Australasia. At nearly every
meeting there are a few who have never sat before,
who have been recommended by a member of the
circle and accepted by the guides, but only if they
already believe in spirit communication or are
honest seekers who are not quite satisfied.

We always sit in a circle, every person in his
usual seat, or as near to it as possible. Hands are
not held, but are kept on the knees, with the feet
flat on the floor and apart. The trumpets, five of
them, three metal and two cardboard, are then
passed round the circle, each sitter handling each
trumpet in turn, to get his or her vibrations, and
then they are passed back to the medium, who
then pours a little water through them and stands
them upright upon the floor. Nobody is allowed

to touch the trumpets_after_the medium.

After the light has been turned out, a verse of
“Lead, Kindly Light,” is sung; then a prayer is
offered, after which the rest of Newman’s fine old
hymn is sung, and finally the Lord’s Prayer is
chanted. By that time, Unison, one of the guides,
has the trumpets up, and moves round the circle
touching each sitter with the smallest cardboard
trumpet on the head, hands, or shoulder, in greet-
ing. We welcome her as she comes to each of us,
but continue the singing, Unison and George Jones
joining in—the former in soprano, and the latter in
a fine baritone voice.  Unison, when on earth, was
a little slave girl, born in North Africa. At first
she could speak only very broken English, but now
speaks very fluently and beautifully. She has taken
to herself the unenviable task of helping weak en-
tities manifest and speak to their earth friends.

George Jones, whep on garth,_yvas a clergyman.

At every sitting our personal friends come for a
chat, but in addition to this we are often favored
with a visit by some well-known entity, as W. T.
Stead; Raymond Lodge; W. E. Gladstone; Lord
Northcliffe ; Sir William Crookes and others. Many
languages are spoken at times, including French,
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German, Chinese, North American Indian, Hindus-
tani, and Russian. One member of our circle is a
Jugo-Slovakian, who holds long conversations with
his sister in that language. Of course the medium
has no knowledge of any of the above languages.
In some cases the foreign entity has an interpreter.
It sounds most strange to hear the conversation
between visitor and interpreter.

On occasions we have fastened two slates to-
gether, placed a small piece of pencil between them,
and asked George Jones to write something on
them. At one time on the slates was written: “Lo!
these are parts of His ways, but how little a portion
is heard of Him.” A small bird is brought at other
times which chirps and flutters round the room.
Flowers are also brought and given to each sitter.
In the medium’s home things are sometimes trans-
ported from one place to another. These pheno-
mena are accepted, but not encouraged. It is the
voice and mental proof which is so wonderful.

Miraculous healing goes on at the circle, under
the treatment of spirit doctors, Forbes Winslow,
Abdul Latif and assisting medicos. For example
a chronic goitre disappeared ; a hardened heart was
treated ; diabetes relieved; and many other cures
brought about by Divine help through the doctors.
The writer’s little boy had a very serious illness
which was cured overnight by the doctors, much to
the earth doctor’s amazement. As many as forty
spirits have spoken at one of these private seances.
We never have less than twenty—at least, not to
the writer’s knowledge.

The medium and his guides are always most
willing to help one in any experiment. For ex-
ample: On two occasions the writer took a small
Amberola Recording machine to the circle and
asked to be permitted to use it. Not only was this
allowed, but the guides gave him every assistance
by speaking through the recording horn of the
phonograph, and helping other spirits to do like-
wise. The writer was able to secure, among others,
a wax record of the voice of Lord Northcliffe. This
was carefully wraloped and sent home to a friend,
who held a special meeting of well-known Spiritu-
alists. A psychic who attended the meeting stated
that Northcliffe materialised while the record was
being played. The time is not far distant when it
will be a recognised thing for spirit friends to speak
over the Radio. In fact it has already been done in
the United States. Broadcasting seances is quite a
common occurrence in that country.

The writer has so many wonderful reports at his
finger tips that he finds difficulty in making a selec-
tion. Here is a portion of one dated July 24th,
1929:

Twenty-six sitters were present, and thirty-five
spirit voices manifested, speaking in English,
Maori, Scotch, Hindustani and North American
Indian.

There were many loving reunions between
friends and relatives. Unison was untiring in her
efforts in helping weak or undeveloped spirit voices
to manifest. George Jones was his usual cheery
self and rendered an inspiring lecturette. The out-
standing feature of the evening was a visit from
our old friend W. T. Stead, who spoke for some

twenty minutes in his soft and educated manner :
Good evening, friends. It is W. T. Stead. | am
pleased to be with you all to-night. | come to try
and assist you with the wonderful spiritual work being
done in this part of the world. We are continually
trying to further the work for the cause of this great
truth, which has established itself in the world, and
through which 1 received such wonderful manifesta-
tions from my beloved assistant, Julia. Passing into
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this side of life, after 1 went down under those tragic
circumstances, Julia was here to help and guide me.
Julia visits me often, but she is, of course, in a much
higher sphere than I.

For a long time | could not understand the condi-
tions. To-day | know that to progress here spiri-
tually one must leave the earth conditions, because
the nearer one remains to earth the cruder the forces
—the heavier the atmosphere. The higher one rises
from the earth’s surface one experiences more spiri-
tual conditions. | want you to discriminate between
the spiritual forces and the material forces, and you
will be able to enter into conditions—while still on
earth—which the majority of mankind cannot pos-
sibly conceive . . . Will you tell my daughter that |
have manifested to-night?

H. M. Crane: I will be pleased to write to your
daughter, Mr. Stegd. ,_ _,_ s

W. T. Stead: Thank you, sir. | want you to tell
Estelle that | am just the same as always—that | come
to her with spiritual love to help and guide her. Tell
her that I want her to continue the work she has

You will understand my presence here to-night.
I wanted to give you some evidence that my daughter
will verify when you write to her. You will find that
the work being done in this circle is of great value,
and we want to help and establish evidence across the
world. It has come to my notice that my name has
been impersonated. Spirits have come through at
some circles representing themselves to be W. T.
Stead. There are people here, the same as on earth,
who like to assume that they are important personali-
ties. | was here earlier in the evening and caught the
thought vibrations of one of your sitters. That is
why | refer to the matter.

There are great demands upon the thought of my
presence in many circles, but it is absolutely impos-
sible for me to be present everywhere. There are
times when the thought is created by the sitters them-
selves: “l wonder if that is Mr. Stead?” and, ever on
the watch, some entity will manifest and say: “Yes, |
am W. T. Stead.” Be very careful of this my friends.
These impersonators do their work so unsatisfactorily,
and all can.be easily explained when the genuine entity
manifests. No impersonation is without explanation,
friends. You must guard against any bad influence
by your attitude of thought. @~ When you pray for
your circle, ask in the name of all that is good to be
protected. Only allow the channels of truth to issue
through your forces.

Now, friends, | will have to end my little talk to-
night with the wish that you will all go forward for
the good cause of truth—not only in your little coun-
try. but all over the world. When people ask you:
“Of what good is Spiritualism?” Tell them, on the
authority of W. T. Stead, from the higher side of life,
that Spiritualism is the seeking and finding of the
spirit of mankind; to live a Christ-like life; that spirit
phenomena will lead people to a greater understand-
ing of the wondrous works of the Creator; that
Spiritualism gives a better, truer conception of reli-
gion—a religion of love, so that men may live better,
cleaner, more spiritual lives; that the governments of
the countries may be well-ordered and at peace; and
that all men may live one for the other, helping their
brothers, no matter what colour, race or creed. What

He has many working with him, and under
him, and these keep in touch with the work going on
in many circles where he is unable to be present in
actual person, and is thus able to help and guide a
great number. But from the report of your sitting |
gather that he was actually with you in person. He is
particularly interested in the direct-voice.

A DOCTOR

At the Church of St. Bartholomew the Great,
London, on a recent Sunday morning, Dr. Gilbert
Scott delivered a sermon dealing with Psychic Re-
search. In the evening Dr. Scott resumed his theme
and referred to the experiments of Crawford,
Crookes, Osty and Geley. He showed how these
experiments formulated a totally new conception of
the human make-up, and said that vast fields for in-
vestigation loomed in the distance for the explorers
of the future.

Dr. Scott claimed that the Margery-Walter
thumb-prints emphatically proved even to the dul-
lest mind the persistence of human life beyond the
veil.  He had himself commenced his enquiries
thirty years ago as a rank materialist. He had
stretched the possibilities of the subconscious mind
to the utmost limits, and at last had to confess him-
self beaten on his own ground. He acknowledged
a great debt of gratitude to Sir Arthur Conan Doyle
who had given him much sage advice. He had
gained great happiness as a result of his enquiries,
and was now resolved to continue the work of in-
vestigation. The crude faith and hope in a future
life had now been repaaogﬁggewy knowledge.

SIR ARTHUR AND GRAMOPHONE RECORDS.

Speaking on a remarkable double-sided record
just issued by His Master's Voice Company, Sir
Arthur Conan Doyle tells how Sherlock Holmes
was created, and how he himself began his Spiritu-
alistic work, states the “Daily Sketch,” Manchester.
The record was made long before Sir Arthur's
death.

During his talk on Sherlock Holmes Sir Arthur
revealed that since the appearance of the first of the
famous detective stories he had received letters
from all parts of the world addressed to Sherlock
Holmes. There were a large number of requests
for Holmes’s autograph, and one letter contains an
offer of marriage.

Finally Sir Arthur reviews the case for Spiritual-
ism, and recounts briefly his associations with it.

A “monastery” for mediums is to be established
in Berlin, says the “Exchange,” and financed by two
wealthy women and a man who are interested in
Spiritualism.

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THE GREAT REALITY.

SIR OMVEB LODGE AND THE SPIBITUAL WORLD.

Notwithstanding the fact that he is in his
eightieth year, Sir Oliver Lodge continues his pub-
lic work of proclaiming the nearness and reality of
the spiritual world with all the energy and enthus-
iasm of a young man. His latest appearance, at
the time of writing, was at the David Thomas
Memorial Church, Bristol, when he referred to the
meeting of the British Association and compared
the efforts of scientists to discover the truth con-
cerning material things with the efforts of other
investigators who were trying to understand the
spiritual meaning of the universe.

“So far,” Sir Oliver continued, “I have spoken im-
personally. | will now say a word on the personal
side, and state the general conclusions to which |
have been led by the facts known to me. First,
that we are incarnations of spirit here and now,
spiritual beings in contact with inert matter for a
time, and so living on this planet for something
under a century. Earth life appears to be an epi-
sode of considerable importance in the history of
the soul, and in many cases appears to be the begin-
ning of an individual existepcemor personality.

“ Certainly the individual continues thereafter,
and carries with him his power, his memory and his
affection.  These have developed in connection
with matter, and have become the property chara-
cteristic of the individual. These are his inalien-
able possessions, and all else of the material order
he has perforce to abandon and leave behind. The
process of growth continues, continues apparently
without limit; and so long as his friends continue
their struggle with a material organism, he is able
to help them, and occasionally under certain condi-
tions communicates with them.

“The universe is a more spiritual entity than we
had thought. We are surrounded by a cloud of
witnesses and helpers beyond the range of our sense
organs, and our terrestrial activities form but an
insignificant portion of the whole existence. We
have concentrated too much upon matter, and have
attended too little to the possibilities of space. Al-
ready science is discovering that all activity, all
energy, all spontaneity is to be traced to the pro-
perties possessed by what we call empty space, and
that the matter that appeals to our senses Is a com-
paratively trivial interruption of its continuity,
with a function pyrely Qen;onsshtra&(ive.

“The real fact is that we are in the midst of a
spiritual world, that it dominates the material. It
constitutes the great and omnipresent reality whose
powers we are only beginning to realise, whose pro-
perties and functions exhaust all our admiration.
They might indeed be terrifying had we not been
assured, for our consolation, that these tremendous
energies are all controlled by a beneficent Fatherly
Power whose name is Love. In that faith we can
face any destiny that may befall us in the infinite
future.”

The Spoken Voice.—Before he passed over Sir Arthur
Conan Doyle made a record (H.M.V. C1983, 4/6) on which
he answered the question, “Why 1| wrote Sherlock
Holmes, and Why | Became a Spiritualist.” His lucid
discourse makes this a most valuable record of the voice
of the man, all the peculiarities of diction and character
being truly reproduced.—“The Gramophone."

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VIEWS OF BISHOP WELLDON.

SPIRIT COMMUNICATION NOT IMPOSSIBLE.

Bishop Welldon, the Dean of Durham, had an in-
teresting conversation with the Rev. H. T. Lovejoy,
a Sunderland Vicar, on the subject of Spiritualism,
with special reference to the book written by Mr.
Lovejoy entitled “Talks with the Invisible.”

Mr. Lovejoy recounted his own spiritualistic ex-
periences which, said the Dean afterwards to a
Press representative, might well be convincing to
the person who enjoys them without being equally
or in any degree convincing to persons who do not
enjoy them.

“There is no doubt,” said Dr. Welldon, “that be-
lief in communication between the living and the
dead does often bring comfort to bereaved souls,
and Mr Lovejoy may well claim to have played the
part of .comforter.”

The Dean went on to remark .

If the spirits of the dead survive physical death
their communications with the living are not im-
possible or incredible. 1 believe that the appear-
ance of spirits at the time of death to friends in
life deserve credence upon the ground of the evi-
dence that is available, but beyond that point of
belief I am not able to go. | can only add that
life is a great mystery. Its laws are as yet too
imperfectly known. Every mystery has a great
possibility, and the business of all wise and
honest men, whether in the interest of religion or
science, is to be ready for all new truth which may
flow in on them from Fleaven—not to believe a
new truth because they wish'to beliévé it, but
only on the ground of adequate evidence.—
“Newcastle Journal.”

A PROPHECY FULFILLED.

3 HER PUBLIC MEDIUMS LEAD THE WORLD.
By HORACE LEAF, F.R.G.S., Author of “The Psychology and Development of Mediumship.”

J HAVE just completed a series of lectures and
psychic demonstrations at the Annual Mass

Meetings conducted by the State Spiritualists’
Association of Minnesota.  They have been charac-
teristic of this class of meeting in U.S.A., arous-
ing considerable interest in the press and among
the public. The audiences were typical, and there-
fore very attentive and enthusiastic.

There is nocjolace in the world so good for the
practice of mediumship as America, and no people
so easy to “read” for as Americans. Far from being
as hard-headed and sceptical as they pride them-
selves on being, they are sentimental, considerate
and easily convinced. This makes them excellent
“sitters.”  The result is the percentage of veridical
tests is high, although their very attitude makes it
possible for the fraudulent to trade on them.

It may be safely said that there are better me-
diums and more frauds in this country than in any
other. The cheats who “get over” here would stand
no chance elsewhere. They are so successful that
people resent their exposure, and one can only sup-
pose that they work by systems beneficial to them-
selves but harmful to Spiritualism.

PHENOMENA VEBSUS PHILOSOPHY,

I have witnessed so many extraordinary public
demonstrations of clairvoyance and clairauclience
that it is safe to say that American public mediums
lead the world, and this very fact has made the
Americans such great lovers of supernormal pheno-
mena that it has weakened their appreciation of
psychic philosophy. But the desire for what is
popularly called in U.S.A., “teaching”, is by no
means dead. Good lecturers are sure of a big fol-
lowing, and there is every inducement through this
for would-be public workers to pay attention to the
intellectual and philosophical side of Spiritualism
and Psychic Science.

I have made a speciality of conducting class lec-
tures in practically every city that | have visited
and have been gratified at the interest aroused. It
is easy to form large classes dealing with the psy-
chology and development of mediumship three
evenings a week in the same hall, and the same
students will attend them all. This is a fine testi-
mony to the desire for knowledge which prevails
when it is remembered that most of the students are
ordinary business folk. There is just as much in-
terest, however,, among the more cultured.

| have received an invitation to deliver a series of
twelve lectures on mediumship and another series
on mental, spiritual and magnetic healing under the
auspices of a branch of the American Society for
Psychical Research next August, and already a
large number of students have signified their desire
to attend them. Some of these applicants belong
to one of the most conservative of American col-
leges and others are students at a well-known
Christian seminary for the training of clergymen.

UNANIMITY OF BELIEF

There is less unanimity of belief among American
Spiritualists than among, say, British Spiritualists.
This is doubtless the result of the philosophical
situation ; but on the whole they move step by step

in the same direction as ourselves. Great respect is
paid to European opinion. American Spiritualists
are much less dogmatic than one would suppose
them to be. This is excellent for the interchange of
thought, and is in strict keeping with the traditions
of the country. The reason why America is usually
the home of new religions and philosophical thought
is because of a singular open-mindedness not to be
found in older countries. Age makes for conserva-
tism. In no other land would it have been possible
for Modern Spiritualism, Christian Science, Unity,
and a host of less progressive systems to have ob-
tained their initial footing. Of course the illogical
and bizarre flourish alongside of the more rational,
but it is well worth it.

| am strong for the interchange of ideas. While
Europe has much it can teach America the compli-
ment need not be all on one side. That is why effort
should be made to invite the most representative
American workers to England and the Continent. |
have recently been privileged to see the work of the
best all-round worker that | have yet seen in Ame-
rican Spiritualism—the Reverend Will J. Erwood
—and have obtained an expression of willingness
from him to visit Europe. Nothing could be better
for the cause. An excellent speaker and fine
thinker, he is endowed with most remarkable psy-
chic powers of the clairaudient, clairvoyant and
psychometric kind. As a ballot-reader—a form of
psychism much favoured in America—he has no
peer, as his work bears all the marks of pure me-
diumship. He does not even open the ballots, al-
though he frequently gets the correct contents of
them. | have observed this sterling worker on
several occasions, always with increasing admira-
tion.

TWENTY THOUSAND MILES COVERED.

So large is America that | have already travelled
about twenty thousand miles in it—including
Canada—and have seldom visited the same city
twice. | shall cover at least five thousand more
miles before finishing this tour, visiting more than
thirty States, enjoying every moment of the time.
Americans are exceedingly generous people and
have a fine idea of a person’s economic value. There
is no attempt to exploit workers unfairly. This
should be an inducement to a higher standard of
lecturers, and no young man or woman with proper
qualifications should regard this field of activity as
undeserving of their efforts.

The average American is by no means a Funda-
mentalist. True, Christian faiths, as primitive as
anyone can imagine, flourish in communities here,
but they are usuall?/ far too much concerned in
establishing themselves economically to make much
effort spiritually. 1 have met all kinds of Chris-
tians, some of whom waore their hair long in the firm
belief that to do so had “saving grace,” and all of
them had sold their goods and had all things in
common. This appeared to degenerate into hard
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work for a mere livelihood, while the head of the
community lived in luxury as the chosen of God.
It seems impossible that otherwise intelligent men
and women can be so foolish, but in the name of re-
ligion almost anything is justified.

The average American treats these “strange
guys” with respect, and even resents criticism of
them on the ground that, after all. no one can be
quite sure what true religion is if it must be based
upon the Bible. There is some truth in this; the
Bible can prove anything, including Spiritualism.
This fact alone wins Spiritualism considerable re-
spect in this country.

“NO MESSAGE FOR THE DEATH-CHAMBER.”

A few weeks ago | made the acquaintance of a
New Jersey newspaper editor who had been a Pres-
byterian minister. He retired from the ministry
on the grounds that Christianity had no suitable
message for the death-chamber. I hated visiting
the dying and conducting funerals for that reason,”
he assured me, and added :

I could offer no reasonable consolation. To place
one’s faith in survival on an isolated incident said
to have happened nineteen hundred years aero seemed
insufficient and too uncertain to me. Something more
substantial was necessary. Then | heard of osychic
science and Sp ritualism, began to investigate the phe-
nomena of mediumship and received convincing proof
of survival.  With this glorious news | went into
the death-chamber feeling that at least | could console
the dying and their friends. Imagine my surprise
when | found my message only aroused resentment,
wh:ch resulted finally in threats on the part of my con-
gregation that if 1 continued to assure them and their
sick ones of a rational reunion in the beyond they
would drive me from the church!

This gentleman did not wait to be expelled but
retired and became a force in literature and politics,
quickly making a fortune. He is to-day one of
Spiritualism’s best friends in his locality. His ex-
perience shows the effect of the popular notion of
the after-life from a new angle. On the whole
America is as unbelieving as most other countries ;
religious tolerance must not be confused with reli-

gious belief.
