THE EDITORIAL CHAIR

In

The Golden Age.
There is a lot of loose thought expressed con­

cerning the Golden Age, which is popularly sup­
posed to have come and gone. But has it? 
one sense the present is certainly a very “golden 
age. In no other period of human existence has 
man so fervently worshipped at the shrine of 
material riches. It. is the one absorbing thought 
in the minds of the vast majority of men. We are 
living in an era of unadulterated materialism, 
which has largely smothered the spiritual and sub­
stituted the doctrine of “Let us eat, drink, and be 
merry, for to-morrow we die.” It is a “golden” 
age all right, but not of the kind usually understood 
by the term.

The real Golden Age has not yet emerged. It 
belongs to the future. To-day we are at the dawn ; 
a few years hence the light of Truth will shine with 
added lustre, and years later still it will shed a 
radiant glow throughout the world. Then will be 
realised the Golden Age of humanity—the emanci­
pation of the mind from the thraldom of error, the 
dispelling of the darkness of ignorance, the un­
shackling of the soul from the trammels of cast- 
iron creeds, and a world-wide recognition of the 
Fatherhood of God and the Universal Brotherhood 
of Man. When that time comes we shall have 
got right back to Christianity pure and simple, and 
shall realise the full weight of the Master’s dic­
tum—-“The Truth shall make you free.”

Formal Christianity, with its mechanical methods 
of worship, will then have become supplanted by 
the practical teachings of the Founder of our reli­
gion, and men and women will have begun to 
understand the cogent question put by Micah the 
Prophet—“What doth the Lord require of thee, 
but to do justly, to love mercy, and to walk humbly

Repentance is un­
doubtedly desirable and necessary, but after that 
we shall have to “work out our own salvation,” and 
when we have passed through the purgatorial pro­
cess and atoned for our sins of commission and 
omission, we may hope to spiritually progress until, 
by much striving and holy aspiration, we ultimately 
attain to the glorified condition of “just men made 
perfect.” This is the teaching of Spiritualism—the 
teaching of the Golden Age to be—and, in its ori­
ginal and unadulterated form, it was the teaching 
of the matchless Exemplar whom Spiritualists, of 
all others, should seek to emulate and serve.

8 WAYS! DE NOTES
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The Life Beyond.
It seems a very difficult matter for many men and 

women to realise that what is known as “the next 
life” is really simply a very natural continuation of 
the present existence. They have no definite or 
settled conception whatever as to how they will 
fare when their soul wings its flight from the things 
of sense. All they seem to understand is that they 
are “going to Heaven !” They have no idea of 
what they mean by the term—all is vague and un­
certain.

The Spiritualist has certainly a big advantage 
over such as these. He, at all events, sincerely 
believes he knows something of the nature of the 
experiences awaiting him, and how he should acquit 
himself on the mortal plane if he is to enjoy the 
“heavenly” condition on arriving yonder. The 
question was very well dealt with by the late Dr. 
Alfred Russel Wallace, and for the benefit of those 
of our readers who may not have seen his com­
ments, we will reproduce an extract:—

The uniform and consistent statements, obtained 
through various forms of alleged sniritual communi­
cations, declare that we are. all of us. in every act 
and thought of our lives, helping to build up a men­
tal fabric which will be and constitute ourselves in 
the future life, even more completely than now. Just 
in proportion as we have developed our higher in­
tellectual and moral nature, or starved it by disuse, 
shall we be well or ill fitted for the new life we shall 
enter on.

The Spiritualist who, by repeated experiences, be­
comes convinced of the absolute reality and the com­
plete reasonableness of these facts regarding the 
future state—who knows that, just in proportion as 
he indulges in passion, or selfishness, or the reckless 
pursuit of wealth, and neglects to cultivate his moral 
and intellectual nature, so does he inevitably prepare 
for himself misery in a world in which there are no 
physical wants to be provided for, no struggle to 
maintain mere existence, no sensual enjoyments 
except, those directly associated with sympathy and 
affection, no occupations but those having for their 
object social, moral, and intellectual progress—is im­
pelled towards a pure and moral life by motives far 
stronger than any which either philosophy or religion 
can supply.

An Inspiring Gospel.
It is refreshing to turn from all the doubts and 

vagueness of orthodoxy to the direct and conclusive 
evidence of a progressive spiritual existence sup­
plied by the overwhelming data accumulated in re­
cent years. We know now for a certainty that the 
law of evolution is not arrested by the grave, but 
that it applies as much to our spiritual as to our 
physical development. God is the same yesterday, 

to-day, and for ever. He is unquestionably working 
to-day along what we call the lines of evolution, 
and if His methods obtain “from everlasting to 
everlasting,” it logically follows that the self-same 
principle will operate throughout eternity. It is 
because of the continuance of this law beyond the 
tomb that death makes such an imperceptible 
change in our condition—so imperceptible, in fact, 
that the greatest difficulty is often experienced by 
spirit friends in convincing the new arrival that he 
or she has really “died.” Were the change of a 
violent character—were we transformed into beings 
entirely different from what we were before—it 
would be the very antithesis of this. It would be 
revolution. But that is not the way God works.

The mills of God grind slowly,
But they grind exceeding small.

Let us be thankful for this knowledge of Spiritual 
progression, and for the further knowledge that it 
is literally true that we have to “work out our sal­
vation” by individual effort. There is a big advan­
tage in having gained this knowledge while on the 
physical plane. It lets us know exactly how we 
have to act in order to be “saved,” and will free us 
from arriving in the spiritual world filled with dis­
appointment and chagrin at the unexpected dis­
covery that the life of Jesus was not sacrificed that 
we might escape the consequences of our evil deeds. 
Those who are depending for their salvation on a 
vicarious sacrifice are living in a fool’s paradise. 
No point is more emphatically disclosed in commu­
nications from the Other Side than this, and, it 
may be added, no theory of salvation could possibly 
be more irrational or more inherently absurd. We 
shall and must reap that which we have sown. 
There is no power in the Heavens above or the 
earth beneath that can save us from the operation 
of that law. It is the fiat of the Omnipotent, and 
therefore cannot be escaped.

What is Sudden Death ?
“From sudden death, good Lord, deliver us.” 

These are well-known words contained in the 
Litany embodied in the Prayer-book of the Church 
of England. But what does the petition mean? 
We are all well acquainted with the ordinary mean­
ing of the word, “sudden,” and no doubt the vast 
majority of our readers have applied this inter­
pretation to the word as used in this prayer. But 
we learn from the Rev. F. Fielding-Ould, M.A., 
that “sudden” means merely “unprepared” in the 
Prayer-book.

“The same phrase,” continues the rev. gentleman, 
“is found in the first Ember prayer that “the Bis­
hops may lay hands suddenly on no man, but faith­
fully and wisely make choice.” In view of the in­
calculable spiritual benefits often gathered during 
a last illness, when many for the first time have 
leisure to examine themselves and their true posi­
tion before God, we might well pray against a sud­
den death in the ordinary meaning of the word. 
But a sudden death, for example, on the battlefield, 
is not necessarily an unprepared death, and it is 
this latter that one is to fear. “Oh, spare me a 
little,” says the penitent sinner, “that I may recover 
my strength before I go hence and am no more 
seen.”

MESSAGES IN AN UNKNOWN LANGUAGE.

In reply to a correspondent to the London 
“Times,” who asked: “Do “controls” ever commu­
nicate in a language of which the medium has little 
or no knowledge,” Mr. David Gow, the former 
editor of “Light” states:

There is a large number of such cases on re­
cord in the literature of psychical research and 
Spiritualism. My old friend Count Miyatovitch 
(whose death you have lately recorded) told me 
of several instances in which, on visiting me­
diums in London, he held long conversations 
in his own tongue, in French, and in German. A 
Croatian friend, Dr. Hinkovitch, whom the Count 
once took with him, had a talk with his departed 
mother in the Croatian tongue, which, if we 
accept the statement, is rather “a fortiori”—the 
language being so little known in this country. 
The medium was a relatively uneducated woman. 
Such instances are not numerous, but they 
occur.

THE MIRACLE OF SLEEP.

It is a fully admitted, although an absolutely un­
explained fact that the regenerative quality of 
healthy sleep is something “sui generis,” which no 
completeness of waking quiescence can rival or 
approach. A few moments of sleep—a mere blur 
across the field of consciousness—will sometimes 
bring a renovation which hours of lying down in 
darkness and silence would not yield. A mere 
bowing of the head on the breast, if consciousness 
ceases for a second or two, may change a man’s 
outlook on the world. At such moments—and 
many persons, like myself can vouch for their rea­
lity—one feels that what has occurred in one’s 
organism—alteration of blood-pressure, or what­
ever it may be—has been in some sense discontinu­
ous ; that there has been a break in the inward re­
gime, amounting to much more than a mere brief 
ignoring of stimuli from without.—“Human Per­
sonality,” by F. W. H. Myers.

LIVED ON SIXPENCE A DAY.

The “Morning Post” says that Sir Gilbert Parker, 
speaking at the unveiling of a tablet to the memory 
of Sir Arthur Conan Doyle, in the library of the 
Authors’ Club, Whitehall Court, London, recently, 
threw light on Sir Arthur’s early struggles when he 
lived on 6d. a day at Southsea.

His menu, he said, was: Tea, sugar, and Swiss 
milk, Id.; bread, 2|d-; and l-3rd lb. of bacon 2d.

Sometimes he would vary the bacon dish and 
have either two saveloys, fried fish, or a quarter of 
a tin of Chicago tinned meat, but he was always 
within the 6d. a day. He could not afford better. 
At one time Sir Arthur very nearly took the 
Queen’s shilling.

Lord Dorell, Chairman of the Society of Authors, 
performed the unveiling ceremony in the presence 
of a large number of authors, most of whom were 
friends of Sir Arthur Conan Doyle.

Two of Sir Arthur’s sons, Dennis and Adrian, 
were present, and one of them said after the cere­
mony: “I am sure my father was with us. I felt 
his presence very strongly,”

GLASGOW SPIRITUALISTS.
3000 WITNESS CLAIRVOYANCE.

Remarkable interest was shown at the meeting of 
the Glasgow Association of Spiritualists held in 
the St. Andrews Hall, Glasgow, recently. The 
grand hall, which has a seating capacity of 3000, 
was crowded. The principal speaker was Mr. J. 
Arthur Findlay, author of “On the Edge of the 
Etheric,” and his address was followed by a demon­
stration of clairvoyance by Mrs. Estelle Roberts, 
London, who for half-an-hour communicated spirit 
messages to seven people sitting in the gallery. 
Only one woman did not appear to understand the 
purport of the messages, but the medium brought 
home the spirit communications by relating in­
stances which had happened recently in the 
woman’s life. Most of the messages were from re­
latives assuring people in the hall that they were 
well.

Mr. Findlay, in his address, declared that every­
thing in life was different to what it appeared to 
be. They had evidence that life continued after 
death. Death was just a change of appreciation. 
The world in which we lived was mental, and we 
only experienced the world from the point of view 
of imagination. When we died we changed our 
appreciation and experienced a higher range of 
vibrations because we thought in an etheric sense. 
The real world was made up of eight planes, in 
which the world was the centre or core.

There was no question, he said, that the Church 
must decide as to how it would move. If it re­
mained with the old dogmas and creeds, fewer and 
fewer people would attend their services, while 
more and more would attend Spiritualist services. 
In time, he felt, there would be a large proportion 
of the population with mediumistic gifts, and they 
would have to be controlled and educated as to the 
use of their gifts.—“The Scotsman.”

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THE KNOWN AND UNKNOWN 
UNIVERSE.

A CLERGYMAN ON GHOSTS.

“Do you believe in ghosts ” This challenging 
question, asked by the Rev. Leslie Wetherhead, the 
famous pastor and author, preaching in the Gros­
venor Hall, Belfast, Ireland, raised smiles among 
members of the large congregation.

“I can hear you say, ‘Don’t be silly. Of course 
we don’t,’ ” continued Mr. Weatherhead quietly, 
“but I would love to tell you three stories at 11 
p.m.- and send you into a cemetery while midnight 
struck, to see if your hair stood' on end.” This 
caused more pronounced laughter, which ended in 
abrupt silence when Mr. Weatherhead, leaning for­
ward, answered his first question by an equally 
challenging “Of course you do.”

ARE SCIENTISTS FOOLS?

Was Sir Oliver Lodge a fool, and were he and 
other scientific experts talking through their hats? 
“I have not the slightest doubt they are in touch 
with the departed,” said Mr. Weatherhead.

These remarks were part of Mr. Weatherhead’s 
explanation of what he described as an argument 
which had brought his mind into a place of peace 
and had taken all the terror out of life and death.

The discoveries of the scientists, he said, had 
made the universe rather a terrifying and over­
whelming place, but if one looked through all the 
history of scientific discoveries—or revelations per­
mitted by God—it would be found that physically, 
psychically, and spiritually God had never revealed 
anything until man was within sight of power to 
handle the situation created by the discovery. If 
that were not so there would be calamity that 
would scarcely bear thinking about. He did not 
say that man always handled wisely the discover­
ies of science, but he had the power to do so.

A GUARDED UNIVERSE.

That was because we lived in a “guarded” uni­
verse. If we did not the brain would collapse 
under the weight of the discoveries or we should 
be in the position of an express locomotive, speed­
ing at 80 m.p.h., in charge of a child aged five.

Sir Oliver Lodge and others had reached the wall 
of the known universe, on which they had tapped 
and had heard a tap coming back. “But they can­
not get over the wall, and they cannot make a hole 
in it,” added Mr. Weatherhead. “The guardians 
say, ‘Not yet.’ Spiritualistic inquiry is slow not 
only because of superstition, but because it is hard 
to tune in ■the human heart to something it regards 
as uncanny. It is a ‘guarded’ universe.” Jesus, he 
added, believed in that psychic universe.

Just as in the physical and psychic universe 
nothing ever broke through unless we were in a 
position to handle the situation involved, so it was 
in the spiritual universe.

“You say, ‘I cannot understand this human life 
of ours,’” said Mr. Weatherhead. “‘A good man 
loses his business, calamity falls on the best, and 
life is just bewildering, frightening, and over­
whelming.’ Nothing would be allowed to happen 
to you unless God knew that your resources in Him 
were such that you could handle that situation and 
bring a measure of good out of it greater than its 
measure of evil.”

WIDOW AND HUSBAND MEET.

CONVINCING TALKS ACROSS THE GULF.

At every seance that followed, more and more 
evidence came to me. Once I asked permission 
to bring a friend, without mentioning his name.

P I WENT Y-TH REE thousand copies of “On the 
A Edge of the Etheric” were sold in less than 

six months. Sixty-five of the leading newspapers 
of Great Britain reviewed it most favorably, and 
the view has been expressed that “it marks the 
entrance to a new age of thought.”

The author, Mr. J. Arthur Findlay, O.B.E., is 
a chartered accountant and stockbroker, and until 
twelve years ago had no practical acquaintance 
with Spiritualism, his studies being soley connec­
ted with practical matters and physical science.

“When the pupil is ready, the teacher appears” 
was verified in his case, for on one Sunday night 
in Glasgow, when his wife was in a nursing home, 
Mr. Findlay was about to pass a Spiritualist 
Church but stepped inside as a matter of curiosity. 
He heard the preacher make such extraordinary 
claims with regard to communication with the de­
parted that he asked him afterwards if it were 
possible to have any confirmation of his state­
ments. The speaker said, “Certainly, and if you 
will- meet me to-morrow night I shall take you to 
what we call a direct-voice seance. You will then 
have objective proof that what I have been telling 
you is true.”

Mr. Findlay met the speaker at a street corner 
at the time arranged, and walked with him to the 
house of a Mr. Sloan, a direct-voice medium, where 
about twelve people were gathered. Mr. Findlay 
was quite unknown either to the man who intro­
duced him or to anybody else present. During the 
seance a voice claiming to be that of his father 

spoke giving his full name, and it referred to an 
incident which only his father, he himself, and one 
other person knew, the last-mentioned being on 
the other side of life. That was astonishing 
enough, but what was more surprising was that 
after his father had finished speaking the conver­
sation was carried on by the other person who 
knew of the incident, who also gave his name. 
That was the beginning of a systematic and scien­
tific investigation of the subject which lasted five 
years.

* * * * *
Then, Mr. Findlay, being of a practical turn of 

mind, came to the conclusion that what was 
needed to convert the general public was a book 
that would make the phenomena understandable to 
those men in the street who had never been to a 
seance. He brings his fund of sound common­
sense to the study of questions that had generally 
been regarded as elusive and abstruse, and his 
book certainly places psychical research on a 
firmer basis than many other treatises of the kind.

Briefly, he shows that physical matter is a very 
small part of the universe, and that it is reasonable 
to believe that life and mind exist outside the range 
of the physical as well as within. He explains 
how etheric voices are produced, gives incontestible 
evidence of their reality, and finally makes his de­
ductions, showing how humanity is for ever press­
ing onwards through the physical and psychical to 
a far-off goal.

SOME PROOFS OF SURVIVAL

In an interview given to the “International Psy­
chic Gazette,” Mr. Findlay, inter alia, gave some 
of the most striking evidence for survival that he 
had personally received. He said :

The most impressive experience I have ever 
had was when a lady friend of ours manifested 
who did not realise that she had already passed 
into the other world. She had died, after a long 
illness, from cancer, and I was at her funeral. 
About a week later, when we were not thinking 
of her at all, she came to us in a seance Sloan 
gave us at the rooms of the Glasgow Society for 
Psychical Research. Only our personal friends 
were present. It was a direct-voice seance.

First of all this lady’s son, who had been killed 
in the war, spoke to my brother. He gave his 
name and said he was very happy because his 
mother was now with him. I said, “Is she here 
now with you?” and he replied, “Yes, but she 
does not recognise me yet?”

Then the lady herself came, giving us her full 
name, and asked us what had happened to her. I 
explained to her that she was now an inhabitant 
of the world of spirit, and did no longer live on 
earth. She said she could not understand that, 
and wanted to know where her husband was. 
She said, “Where is Will? Where is Will?” in a 
most emotional way. She seemed to be awak­
ing from an unconscious condition, and kept re­
peating, “I am not dead; I am not dead.” When 
I had convinced her that she was not now living
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on the earth, she said, “Well, well, well!”
I said to her, “Do you not recognise who is 

standing beside you?” She replied, “No I see no 
one.” Then her son said, “Mother cannot re­
cognise me yet.” Then the lady’s father and 
brother spoke, telling me things I afterwards 
found to be correct, and the lady came again. I 
asked her, “Have you not seen Cecil?” (her son), 
and she replied, “No, where is he?” Then her 
voice suddenly changed from sadness to joy, and 
we heard her exclaim, “Oh, Cecil, my darling; 
my own darling boy!”

Then another voice said he was taking the lady 
away with him and that soon she would be all 
right.

We had known that lady well. She had had a 
horror at the thought of dying. Mr. Sloan, the 
medium, knew nothing at all about her,>■< i}: э*г jjí

Mrs. Findlay then mentioned an interesting case 
proving survival as follows:

A young mother died and left behind her c 
child, a girl, when she was quite tiny. We in­
terested ourselves in the child and got some 
friends to make a home for her and care for her. 
We had not spoken of this incident to anyone; 
there was no occasion. But within a year the 
mother came back to us at a seance of Sloan’s 
and thanked us for having taken care of her child. 
She gave us her name and seemed glad to have 
an opportunity to express her gratitude.

Mr. Findlay, resuming, said:
My father had a great habit of coming up lie­

hind a person and giving him a friendly tap on 
the shoulder. Long after his passing, at one of 
Sloan’s seances, I got just such a tap on my 
shoulder and heard a voice say, “Your father!” 
There was no mistaking my father’s voice, for I 
had heard it on other occasions since his pass­
ing. Once he referred to a text of Scripture, 
giving me the book, chapter and verse, and said 
it had reference to his grave. I had no idea 
what this text might be, but on looking it up in 
the Bible found it was the text, chosen by my 
mother, which had been engraved on fiis tomb­
stone. #

Speaking of the future of the Spiritualist move­
ment, Mr. Findlay said that to-day, after all the 
investigations and testimonies of scientific men, 
there could be no doubt that psychical phenomena 
were real facts, but this knowledge was only gra­
dually becoming appreciated by the public at large.

However, the people were becoming daily more 
and more interested, and their knowledge was sur­
passing that of the clergy who remained entrenched 
in their disdain of psychical experiences, though 
claiming that all divine revelations had been en­
trusted to their care. The facts, however, would 
tell in time and the day must come when divinity 
students would find psychical research among the 
subjects in the university curricula, and when 
churches would employ sensitives both for spiri­
tual healing and trance utterances. And then me­
diums would come to be recognised as honest ser­
vants of society.

Orthodox science, Mr. Findlay says, has still 
got its head in the sands so far as psychical pheno­
mena are concerned, and it might be many years 
before these were admitted to the region of recog­
nised science, but he knew some leading scientists 
now attending seances on the quiet, it being stipula­
ted that their names must not on any account be 
mentioned. Many scientists and clergymen, he

DROWNED COMMANDER GIVES WARNING.

A strange story of a British submarine being 
saved by a dead man’s warning was told at the 
Duchess Theatre, London, recently. After Mr. 
Clifford Bax, author of “The Rose Without a 
Thorn,” the play then running at the theatre, had 
spoken on “Why I am a Buddhist,” a man in the 
stalls asked whether Buddhism could explain the 
following incident:

During the war, a submarine sent on listening 
patrol to the German coast did not return when 
expected, and was written off as lost.

Six months later the second-in-command of 
another submarine at the same spot was looking 
through the periscope when he saw the officer 
commanding the submarine which did not re­
turn waving his arms from the surface of the sea.

Origin of Spiritualism in France.—A lecture was given 
the other day to the French Academy of Inscriptions and 
Belles-Lettres, on the origins of Spiritualism in France. 
Therein it was stated that “Spiritualist magnetisers” exis­
ted in that country from the year 1818, who claimed to 
have relations with angels. In January, 1846, Angelique 
Cottin, a young woman, practised- table-turning in Paris, 
that is to say, about two years before the Fox Sisters’ 
manifestations began in America.—“International Psy­
chic Gazette.”

Central Spiritualist Bureau.—An effort is being made to 
unite the local forces of Spiritualism by establishing a 
central headquarters in Manchester. It is hoped to take 
over premises within 50 yards of Deansgate, where there 
will be accommodation for a reference library, lending 
library, reading and seance rooms, which will be used as 
a central bureau for the Spiritualists’ National Union, the 
British Spiritualists' Lyceum Union, and the Britten 
Memorial.—“Evening Chronicle.”

Uncontrovertable Evidence.—Dr. Ashburner (one of 
the Queen’s physicians) says, “I have myself so often 
witnessed spiritual manifestations that I could not, if I 
were inclined, put aside the evidences that have come to 
me.”

Sir William Crookes and the Home Circle.—“The 
strength of Spiritualism in this country rests upon the 
fact that there are thousands of homes in which one or 
more members of the family are mediums, and in which 
regular services are held week by week for communica­
tion with the Spirit World.”

Sir Oliver Lodge on Mediumship.—“Physiological re­
sponse to stimulus from another mind: that is what 
mediumship is; but whether it is a real faculty or not is 
a question of evidence.”

Spiritualists are not Uncritical.—There is no justifica­
tion for saying that Spiritualists are uncritical. The 
truth is the exact opposite. It can be ’ confidently stated 
that they are on the whole much more critical than the 
average Churchman, and that the psychic and spiritual 
phenomena of the present day are more scientifically evi­
denced than those of New Testament times. The sooner 
the Church recognises that the objective psychic pheno­
mena termed Spiritualism are fundamental to Christian­
ity—with its visions and apparitions, its voices and mess­
ages, and its evidence of human survival—the better. 
The lack of this recognition and this knowledge consti­
tutes a grave menace to the Church at the present day.— 
Rev. Charles L. Tweedale.

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Ц Spiritualism and the Church. 
Д VIEWS OF VARIOUS AUTHORITIES.

r I THROUGHOUT Western civilisation to-day 
-*■ two powerful forces are in operation, each 

of which authoritatively claims to embody and ex­
pound a revelation of superlative interest and im­
portance—a revelation relating to humanity’s 
spiritual and eternal welfare. These two forces 
are Spiritualism and the Church, and in view of 
their respective claims, it may prove instructive to 
examine the credentials of each, and to endeavour 
to reach definite conclusions concerning them.

At the outset, it is well to remember that, strictly 
speaking, Spiritualism in excelsis is a system of 
philosophy, while the Church, on the other hand, 
is or embodies a system of religion. The writer, 
of course, is perfectly cognizant of the fact that 
there is in existence, especially in America and 
England, a very definite Spiritualistic movement 
which has resolved itself into what is, in effect, 
another Church. Particularly in America, an 
organization, with ordained ministers, has emerged, 
which is an obvious imitation of what is usually 
and universally designated the Church.

In this regard, while conscious of, and sympa­
thetic towards, the motives prompting such action, 
the writer heartily endorses the views of Sir Oliver 
Lodge, who states: “ . . . for the most part, those 
Spiritualists who hold aloof from religious services 
and seek to found a religion of their own, have 
been repelled not by the genuine essence of Chris­
tianity, but by superimposed ecclesiasticism and 
dogma, and other forms of human organization. 
I think they are unwise.”

SPIRITUALISM AS THE BASIS OF ALL RELIGIONS.

The London Spiritualist Alliance, which of well- 
known societies, is assuredly one of the most re­
spected and enlightened Spiritualistic centres in the 
world, supports this attitude. It will be remem­
bered that the London Spiritualist Alliance was 
founded largely through the indefatigable labours 
of the Rev. W. Stainton Moses, M.A., while Sir 
Arthur Conan Doyle, also, was for years its Presi­
dent. This is, too, one of the few Spiritualistic 
societies with which Sir Oliver Lodge has frankly 
associated himself. Now in many published state­
ments the London Spiritualist Alliance, through 
its President, Dr. Robert Fielding-Ould, M.Á., has 
averred that its members regard psychical and 
Spiritualistic phenomena as “the preamble of all 
religions, and not in themselves the basis for a new 
religion.”

The same attitude is adopted by another great 
Spiritualistic centre, the British College of Psychic 
Science—through which several distinguished 
English scientists have manifested an intelligent 
interest in Spiritualistic research. In a recent ad­
dress, the talented Principal of this College, Mrs. 
P. Champion de Crespigny—whose evidence lat­
terly given in a London Court in support of Mrs. 
Meurig Morris, the gifted English medium, was so 
impressive—said : “I do not regard Spiritualism as 
a religion. It is a foundation of all religions.”

One recalls too, in this connection the words of 
one of the noblest of English Spiritualistic pioneers 

Mr. F. W. H. Myers, M.A., who wrote: “I alto­
gether dissent from the conversion into a sectarian 
creed of what should be a branch of scientific in­
quiry;” while Dr. Alfred Russel Wallace, also 
wrote : “Spiritualism is an experimental science . ”

SPIRITUALISM A SCIENCE AND A PHILOSOPHY.

With these and similar statements the writer is 
in perfect accord. The Higher Spiritualism is a 
science and a philosophy, not a religion; and as 
such, needs home-circles, evolved mediums, seance 
rooms, lecture-halls, lyceums, academies, libraries, 
cultured exponents, but not churches. There are 
already too many religions in the world, too many 
churches, and certainly too much theology. The 
writer, therefore, finds himself in agreement with 
that gifted poetess and Spiritualist, Ella Wheeler 
Wilcox, when she wrote:

So many gods! so many creeds!
So many paths that wind and wind! 
While just the art of being kind 
Is all the sad world needs.

Now, as already stated, ancl as is generally 
known, both Spiritualism and the Church claim to 
be in possession of supremely important knowledge 
relating to the spiritual universe, and the continu­
ity of personal existence, for, as Plutarch states, 
“The hope of immortality and the hope of exis­
tence is the most venerable and the mightiest of all 
affections.”

Spiritualism, basing its claims upon contempor­
ary scientific research, derives its authoritative 
statements from proof afforded by the 20th cen­
tury. The Church, contemptuously disregarding 
these modern avenues of knowledge, draws its in­
spiration from, and is guided by information sup­
plied by documents and manuscripts, written by 
not particularly enlightened men, many of whom 
lived nearly 2,000 years ago, in a not conspicuously 
intellectual age. Spiritualism, in making its great 
affirmations, offers, therefore as its credentials, 
modern research ; the Church quotes ancient auth­
ority. Spiritualism, in its statements, is supported 
by distinguished scientists; the Church by the 
Church Fathers.

THE ENLIGHTENMENT OF HUMANITY.

It is, however, becoming increasingly evident 
that humanity is now so enlightened that it does 
not regard as satisfactory evidence of spiritual rea­
lities, mere authoritative and oracular utterances, 
one of whose chief merits seems to be that they 
are hoary with age. The humanity of. the 20th 
century—or at least that substantial section known 
as Western civilization demands modern proof that 
the teachings of the Church embody the Truth. 
And it is because such proof cannot be given by 
ecclesiastics, that orthodox religion, that the 
Church, has ceased to appeal to an ever increasing 
number of earnest intelligent people.

As Sir Oliver Lodge pertinently remarks: “At 
the present time, there is a real demand for truth 
and reality. People do not wish to be in ignorance 
about higher things, or uninformed about the des­
tiny of man. But if they have to depend entirely 
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on the inspiration of the past, if there is no living 
spirit active and alert to-day, if inspiration has 
ceased, and truth has to be dug out of ancient 
documents—with no other vital channels open— 
then numbers will drift away, some to Materialism, 
some to Spiritualism.”

The Rev. Charles Tweedale, F.R.A.S., one of the 
few enlightened clerics of contemporary religion, 
endorses Sir Oliver’s strictures in the following 
words : “The outcome is a humiliating situation, 
for if any seeker goes to the accredited exponents 
of religion, and asks for objective evidence of the 
present-day existence of . . . spiritual beings or 
(a) spirit world ... he finds, to his astonishment, 
that the accredited ministers of the Churches are, 
as a body, and in their official capacity, unable to 
give him any proof whatsoever.”

Even assuming that the Church has at least some 
justification for drawing its inspiration primarily, 
if not exclusively, from ancient sources, a careful 
and critical study of early Christianity discloses 
the startling, yet salutary and significant fact, that 
many of the beliefs, practices and teachings of the 
primitive Christian religionists were a remarkable 
anticipation of those of modern Spiritualism. As 
the Rev. Arthur Chambers, M.A., states : “Do you 
know that you cannot really accept the statements 
of the Bible, without believing in Spiritualism?”

THE UGLY SHADOW OF WESTERN THEOLOGY.

It is, in fact, only since the advent of priestcraft 
and theology that the supremely rational and beau­
tiful teachings of Jesus have become overlaid by 
disfiguring excrescences and misleading doctrines 
and dogmas. As Mr. Chambers again states : “ . . 
the ugly shadows of Western theology have 
obscured the light of God while Professor S. 
Angus writes : “After the first creative outburst, 
Christianity yielded more and more to the unscien­
tific outlook, and readily adopted current super­
stitions.”

It must, of course, be rendered perfectly clear 
that the teaching of the Higher Spiritualism—the 
writer is not concerned with its other phases— 
differs profoundly from the Church in regard to 
the unique personality of Jesus. To Spiritual­
ists, Jesus was simply the loveliest and loftiest 
spirit who has ever become incarnate. He was the 
perfect embodiment of humanity—;God’s ideal 
man. Spiritualists, therefore, are in complete 
accord with that distinguished Egyptologist, Mr. 
Arthur Weigall, who recently wrote: “Brief as was 
the time of His ministry, and meagre and garbled 
as are the accounts of it which have come down to 
us, the character of Jesus stands as the most God­
like in history, while His teaching, delivered in the 
First Century, A.D., is such as to satisfy both the 
demands of the highest intellects, and the aspira­
tions of the most cultured minds of the Twentieth 
Century. But around this historic figure, a mass 
of pagan legends and a great theological structure 
grew up, and to-day these have to be removed . . ” 
And the Higher Spiritualism is ceaselessly urging 
the Church to take heed, and thus arrest its further 
decline.

OFFICIAL SCIENCE AND SPIRITUALISM.

Dr. R. J. Tillyard, F.R.S., recently stated that 
official science could only disregard the evidence 
and importance of the phenomena of Spiritualism 
at the very peril of its own existence, and the Rev. 
Charles Tweedale is similarly outspoken in regard 
to the Church, for he, too, writes in reference to 
Spiritualistic phenomena: “ . . while they do not 
of themselves constitute a religion, they are funda­

mentally associated with all revealed religion, and 
no system of religion, based on revelation, can con­
tinue to live and ignore them.”

Dean Inge has referred to Spiritualism as being 
merely the recrudescence of superstition, while the 
Bishop of London has stated that he is opposed to 
Spiritualistic research because mediums are em­
ployed, and because the alleged communications 
from the spiritual world are either fraudulent or 
susceptible of other explanation.

Many of the clergy, of course, are inclnied to re­
gard Spiritualism as a kind of rival religious organi­
zation, and its mediums as usurpers of their own 
exclusive domain. One would refer Dean Inge to 
another of the prelates of the Church, the Rev. 
Norman Maclean, D.D., who recently in Edinburgh 
advised a large congregation to study some of the 
beautiful literature of Spiritualism ; while yet ano­
ther clergyman, the Rev. Frederic C. Spurr, writes: 
“The Spiritualistic movement is a challenge to the 
Church to recover the full Christian teaching about 
the future life. The traditional dogmas of heaven 
and hell have entirely lost their hold upon thinking 
people. Why? Because the forms in which they 
are clothed do not, in any way, fit the inner reali­
ties.” They, with other dogmas, are too obviously 
but barbarous relics of theological superstition.

The Bishop of London, also, would do well to 
ponder another frank and refreshing statement by 
Mr. Spurr, who again writes: “Communications do 
come, at times, from the other side. It is not a 
question of hypothesis; it is a question of fact. 
When the heaviest allowance has been made for 
fraud and mistake, the assured residuum is so over­
whelming that it is fatuous to deny it.” And what 
of the mediums whom this Anglican dignitary, and 
many others, distrust? Is it not possible that 
such human channels of communication are just 
as necessary, just as important and just as reliable, 
as the clergy themselves?

THE APOSTLES PSYCHICALLY ENDOWED.

Sir Arthur Conan Doyle has suggested that 
Jesus chose his disciples, not because they were, or 
would become, good theologians or ecclesiastics, 
but simply because they were psychically endowed, 
and were thus excellent mediums. Jesus, as a mat­
ter of fact, was not at all concerned about a church 
and a priesthood. His various experiences and 
encounters with those of his own race were doubt­
less to him an enduring lesson. And so, as that'' 
rare and singularly enlightened Australian theolo­
gian, Professor Angus, states : “The Divine Master 
recognised among His followers, disciples and 
teachers, apostles, prophets and cross-bearers, but 
no priests; and the priest, in the course of Chris­
tian history, has taken an ample revenge for hav­
ing been so slighted.”

For too long has the Church been the sole cus­
todian of the spiritual world. For too long has the 
Church constituted itself the sole trustee of per­
sonal immortality. For too long has the Church 
enshrouded the grave in gloom, and the life beyond 
in uncertainty. In walking by a Sydney suburban 
cemetery recently, the writer saw many elaborate 
graves and imposing tombstones, many of which 
contained epitaphs permeated with the spirit of 
pathetic vagueness or of unutterable sadness ; 
while in the centre of this mournful assemblage of 
misdirected art was an unpretentious grave, 
covered with green grass and wild-flowers, and con­
taining only a small wooden cross, on which was 
printed the solitary but expressive word “Dawn.” 
Surely the latter conception of death and the grave 
is that which more nearly approximates the truth.
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The Rev. Arthur Chambers—with whom, since 
his decease, the writer has had frequent conversa­
tions—may well write, when on earth : “What 
mean the skulls and crossbones on Christian tomb­
stones; the broken columns; the funeral urns; the 
epitaphs eloquent on death, but significantly silent 
on life? What mean the black clothes, and the 
other gloomy symbols of pagan despair? What 
mean these religious services in which figure black 
altar-frontals, and the monotonous chanting of dis­
mal dirges and requiems by sombrely-vested 
priests? What means the custom of speaking of 
the departed as if they did not exist?” Yes, with 
the march of progress, humanity is becoming en­
lightened, and will no longer be satisfied with 
sombre practices, pious platitudes and vague in­
nuendoes concerning spiritual realities.

For centuries the Church sedulously endeavoured 
to arrest the imposing progress of science. Spiri­
tualism, soon after its advent, recognised in science 
a potential ally, and in consequence, the history of 
Spiritualism has been enriched and ennobled by the 
names of many of the illustrious sons of science. 
With what result? As Dr. J. M. Peebles, M.A.,— 
another former cleric states: “Verily, science and 
Spiritualism shake hands across the once dreaded 
chasm—death.”

THE PHILOSOPHY OF Abb PHIEOSOPHIES.

And Spiritualism, like science, has come to stay, 
and just as science has survived the hostility of the 
Church, so, too, will Spiritualism. In the course 
of time, Spiritualism will assuredly become, as it 
is now in process of becoming, a recognised and 
respected branch of official science.

But, Spiritualism will also become, and that in 
the near future, a great philosophy—the philosophy 
of all philosophies. Its contribution towards re­
ligion and towards the Church will then be gladly 
acknowledged, for as that scholarly divine, Pro­
fessor G. Henslow, states : “We must not only have 
mental, but objective evidence of the survival of the 
human personality. The solution of this problem 
seems to be vital to the continued well-being of the 
Christian Church ; and therefore the best friends 
the Church possesses to-day are those who, for the 
time being, may be derided, but are nevertheless 
working assiduously to supply the unanswerable 
demonstative proofs which will hurl the Materia­
list from his pedestal, and give a new and irresis­
tible impulse to the spread of spiritual truths.”

Early Passing to the Light.—“Yet why should I call it 
sad—to die young? Often I wonder whether that is not 
the happiest thing of all. To be given just a little taste 
of the world, with its joys and its sorrows, its loveliness 
and its dimness, and then a passing out into the Light. 
I think that such a passing is only sad for those who are 
left behind. For the one taken it must surely be all 
brightness and joy. ...” “The Lady Asphodel,” by 
Cecil Adair.

CHURCH OF SCOTLAND AND 
SPIRITUALISM.

PETITION FOR INQUIRY REJECTED.

An effort to get the General Assembly of the 
Church of Scotland, at their sitting at Edinburgh, 
to appoint a committee to consider the attitude of 
the Church towards Spiritualism was made in June 
last, by the Rev. W. A. Reid, of Glasgow.

Mr. Reid, who has raised the question on several 
occasions, presented a petition asking the Assembly 
to make “some clear pronouncement”—that should 
hasten a revival of spirit communion and the exer­
cise of spiritual gifts within the Church, as prac­
tised by our Lord and His early disciples.” Spiri­
tualism, he said, was an admirable ally of the 
Church.

The Rev. Dr. John White moved that the Assem­
bly receive the petition, but said he believed that 
no useful purpose would be served by a fresh in­
vestigation. The subject was raised by Mr. Reid 
in 1920 and closely inquired into by a special com­
mittee for two years.

Dr. White’s- motion was carried without dis­
cussion.—“The Daily Mail.”

TRANSITION OF COUNT MIYATO- 
VITCH.

DIPLOMATIST AND SPIRITUALIST.

The transition of Count Cheddo Miyatovitch, 
which occurred at a London nursing home on the 
14th May, marks the passing of a charming man 
and a brilliant diplomat. The Count was 90 years 
of age. He was three times Serbian Minister to 
Great Britain, and one time the Chancellor of the 
Exchequer for Serbia, whilst he numbered many 
of the crowned heads of Europe amongst his 
friends. He was a convinced Spiritualist, and had 
lectured for the Movement both in London and 
the provinces. Many of our readers will recall his 
association with W. T. Stead at the time of the 
assassination of King Carol and Queen Draga, 
which event was foretold at a seance in London. 
Count Miyatovitch had known many of the leading 
statesmen of his time, and was a personal friend of 
Prince Bismark.—“Two Worlds.”

SPIRITUALISM AND THE LAW.

Mr. Justice McCardie in his summing-up in the 
Meurig Morris libel action expressed a perfectly 
understandable dislike of the case because it 
touched “the very gravities of life and death.” 
These matters are best left outside the Law Courts, 
for the law, wise and powerful though it be, cannot 
give a man or woman exact guidance on his or her 
personal faith. It cannot weigh a belief in the 
balance and judge it to be sufficient or insufficient 
for the needs of any particular person. The 
trouble is that Spiritualism appears to afford com­
paratively numerous opportunities for unscrupu­
lous people to prey on the credulity of others and 
enrich themselves by cruel deception in the prac­
tice of alleged mediumship. That is not to say, 
however, that it must therefore be condemned as a 
religious belief.—“Edinburgh Evening News.”

ГI ^HE Epilogue in Shaw’s Saint Joan proves that 
A he has a thorough working knowledge of the 

Psychic and Occult laws, particularly regarding 
some phases of life after death. Those who knew 
most concerning death, also knew that death being 
inevitable, should be welcomed rather than feared, 
and Shaw in the Epilogue demonstrates fairly cor­
rectly the naturalness of life in the Beyond.

This part of the play opens with the King of 
France reading in his bedchamber, twenty-five 
years after the burning of The Maid; most of the 
characters who take part in this remarkable scene 
are dead, but materialise for the purpose of being 
present on the anniversary of the burning of Joan. 
The first thing to attract our attention is that, with 
one or two exceptions, each retain their particular 
characteristics, so much so, that we would not 
gather from the general atmosphere that they were 
“down among the dead men.”

Joan speaks to “Charlie” just as when she was on 
earth, and when he asks her if she is really dead, 
Shaw makes her speak a positive truth when she 
replies : “As dead as anybody ever is ! I am out of 
the body,” thus implying that to be separated from 
one’s body does not necessarily mean that one is 
dead. Soon after this Shaw touches on a point 
that I have frequently stressed; the King asks Joan 
“if it hurt much when being burned?” to which 
she replied : “I can’t remember very well, I think 
it did at first, but then it all got mixed up and I 
was not in my right mind until I was free of the 
body.” This statement, I have every solemn rea­
son to believe to be in harmony with fact.

* * * *
I estimate that during my twelve years study 

regarding the Higher Spiritualism (of which we 
have little in Australia, we being mostly pheno- 
mena-hunters) I have had the pleasure (and some­
times pain) of speaking with almost three hundred 
entities dwelling in the Beyond—and beyond the 
Beyond. I have been told many times by those 
who claimed to have been burnt to death; tortured 
to death by the Inquisition (and those put to death 
by the Protestants also), thrown by Romans to the 
lions, hanged for crimes for which they were inno­
cent, etc., that (in most cases) their sufferings were 
comparatively slight, that they heard or saw pro­
tecting forces near them, and that their senses 
were rendered senseless, or that death came very 
quickly. This is probably the explanation of 
Joan’s statement.

I have frequently been impressed that those who 
were innocent, and those who died for the sake of 
their principles (wrong or otherwise) most of them 
died a painless death, but that those who were put 
to death because of their frightful crimes, their 
deaths were usually terrible indeed. The' materi­
alised Joan is just the same, and I have had many 
unique opportunities to observe that death makes 
usually not the slightest difference to personality 
or characteristics, because I have found the disem­
bodied who were liars, murderers, etc., just the 
same after death as while on the earth.

Regarding this aspect, I must state that the 
human being has not yet been born (and never will 
be born) who has the power to absolve us from our 
sins. This “saving” business is purely a matter of 
individual spiritual evolution, and no one but our­
selves can do this for us. Cauchen knew that the 
Church had excommunicated him, but Joan knew 
very little concerning herself since her death. This 
point is illustrated further by my father telling me 
that he was “asleep” for fully six months (accord­
ing to our time) ; but a former Lord Mayor of Mel­
bourne told me that he was at his own funeral, 
heard the remarks passed concerning himself, and 
was unhappy only because of the grief of those who 
mourned him.

I do not know of anything so filled with life as 
death is! As a rule we are the same when we pass 
over; Shaw indicates this clearly through Stegum- 
ber. When he ran out after witnessing the burn­
ing of Joan, he cried out that he would hang him­
self, thereby showing that he was on the verge of 
madness (no one is quite sane who kills either him­
self or others), and when he joins the gathering in 
the King’s bedchamber, he introduces himself by 
stating that “he is not in his right mind, perhaps.” 
Here we observe that as he truly repented before 
his death for his part in the burning of Joan, he is 
not suffering the torments of hell, but is loved and 
is “doing a little good to those around him.

In the case of Duneis we have an instance of 
what is scientifically described as “the projection 
of the Astral Body.” In answer to Joan’s question 
he says : “I am not dead. My body is very com­
fortable in bed asleep at Chateaundin, but my spirit 
is called here by yours.” This aspect of Spiritu­
alism or Occult science is well known, and it is 
very clearly expounded in that remarkable book, 
“The Projection of the Astral Body,” by Muldoon 
and Carrington.

Shaw speaks truly indeed when he makes Cau- 
chon say : “that the world is saved neither by its 
priests nor its soldiers” I would say that the 
World will be saved by its thinkers. The soldier 
tells the party that he has a “day off from Hell” 
Shaw has certainly “put one over” me here.

An interesting point is revealed when Joan asks 

Stegumber if he thinks she is the one who was 
burned, to which he answers : “Oh no, not you, she 
was burned to a cinder!” He did not see how Joan 
under those circumstances could come to life again. 
Can the Church explain the Resurrection of the 
Body under similar circumstances?

It is very curious, but very true, that the majo­
rity of the dead do not, know that they are dead ! 
On more than one occasion I have had the strange 
experience of conversing with a friend whom I did 
not know had passed over, and, stranger still, he 
did 'not know what had happened to him—that he 
was dead ! Death is a matter of only a second or 
two at times, and under these circumstances, how 
can one know (especially when most of us know 
nothing of death) what has happened to us?
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Shaw proves again that he knows something of 
life after death when his Soldier from Hell says: 
“Well, what do they all amount to, these kings, 
captains, bishops and lawyers? They just leave 
you in the ditch to bleed to death ; and the next 
thing is, you meet them down there, for all the airs 
they give themselves.” The pleasures of Death 
are wonderful indeed, but the Hell of it is terrible 
indeed also. One of the greatest Hells is that 
when we pass over, we are stripped of all the cloaks 
and coverings we have used here, and our true 
selves are visible to all the millions of other souls, 
and many a king, pope, president and chief will 
find it necessary to serve at the feet of their 
meanest servant and slave. If this will not be 
Hell enough for some of us, we are unreasonably 
hard to please.

“SPIRIT PA3NTING” IN SHEFFIELD.

MEDIUM CLAIMS GUIDANCE OF 1557 ARTIST.

A medium, who claimed to be controlled by an 
Italian artist, Signor Mantray, who lived in 1557, 
attended a meeting of the Sheffield Society for 
Psychic Research recently, says the “Sheffield 
Independent.”

The medium, Mrs. Walter Gilbert, of Derby, in 
the course of painting a tapestry design before the 
eyes of the audience, gave a message to the effect 
that when Mantray died “his work was not fini­
shed.” The medium was found to have artistic 
gifts which were developed through the spirit.

Mrs. Gilbert was seen to be going “under con­
trol,” and she constantly massaged her arm as 
though suffering from cramp. Then she started 
mixing colours, and on a large sheet of black paper, 
totally devoid of any guiding lines, set to work 
painting in various colours.

As the work proceeded it had to be allowed to 
dry before the next stage could be carried forward, 
but in the end a remarkable tapestry design had 
been transferred to the paper, which could scarcely 
have been completed in the time in an ordinary 
way.

This was signed “Mantray” and bore the date 
“27 June, 1557.”

In between times Mrs. Gilbert gave a number of 
messages, some of which were advice as to the use 
of certain herbs, together with how they should be 
mixed and taken for various ailments. In all some 
36 of these messages were given during the even­
ing.

Mrs. Gilbert claimed to have no knowledge of 
art until she became a Spiritualist seven years ago, 
and since then she has been doing these designs 
when “under control.” She had had no artistic 
training but was formerly a nurse.

MARVELS OF THE INFRA-RED RAYS.

In the scientific work by the “Metapsychika- 
lisches Institut” in Berlin startling results of tre­
mendous importance have been attained. Not only 
have been obtained there genuine test objects of 
occult origin possessing structural peculiarities 
impossible to duplicate under any trick conditions ; 
not only is that Institute the first to work out a 
method of filming sittings in absolute darkness ; but

At that moment the medium said: “I see 
the spirit of an old lady standing near someone in 
the back seats. She has a rosary in her hand. She 
has a message to give to Lila Sheehan. Will the 
lady acknowledge her by holding up her hand and 
receiving the message?”

I was on the point of holding up my hand when 
my friend caught it and hauled me out of the room. 
“But I am sure that was my mother,” I exclaimed, 
not knowing then .that my dear mother, thousands 
of miles away, had just died. Weeks after, I got 
that very message and a rosary through the post 
from my sister. “Before mother died,” she wrote, 
“she gave me this message for you : 'When I am 
laid out, take this rosary off my cold hands and 
send it to Lila. Ask her to say the prayer some­
times for my sake.’ ” No one outside the family 
knew that I had shirked using that particular 
rosary.

II
1 was married when quite young, and my hus­

band and I went to a small military station abroad. 
Every day of my life there I sat on the garden 
verandah in one particular deck-chair, the nurse, 
with my baby, seated on a bench opposite. One 
evening I came out as usual to sit in my own chair, 
when some psychic force guided me away from 
that chair and I found myself seated in one I had 
never sat in before.

Presently my little kitten came out and went to 
the usual seat. I looked on, amused at her antics, 
as, with arched back, she hissed angrily at what I 
thought was nothing but her own shadow.

I called my husband to come out and watch the 
fun. He came out, hurriedly pushed the kitten 
aside, and looked over the back of the chair. A 
huge cobra raised his head defiantly. “Good God,” 
my husband cried, ‘“it’s a cobra! Fetch my gun!” 
He shot it. The bite of a cobra means death.

III
One night recently, in a London hotel, on retir­

ing to sleep I put out the light and got into bed, 
when some mysterious force impelled me to get out 
again. First I turned a deaf ear, saying to myself, 
“I have only one match and I can’t waste it for 
nothing.” Suddenly I heard within me a voice 
saying, “Isn’t your life worth a match? Get up.” 
I got up, still sceptical and unwilling, and decided 
to sit and read. I knelt before the gas fire and 

struck a match to light it, when I was sent head 
over heels by an explosion—not a very great one, 
for the tap was only half on. The escape was quite 
sufficient, however, to have gradually let out 
enough gas during the night to have killed me in 
my sleep. A cold in the head had limited my 
sense of smell.

IV
The next incident, like the first, happened in 

South Africa during the Boer’ War. We were 
stationed in Tin Town, Ladysmith. My husband 
was out on business. Dinner having been announ­
ced by my Dutch servant, I walked in and sat at the 
table as he placed the soup before me. At that 
moment I distinctly saw my husband lying hurt 
on the ground, his horse near by. I jumped up, 
crying, “Run and fetch the assistant officer! My 
husband is calling me! He is hurt! Be quick! 
Fetch lanterns and help!” Poor old Christian 
looked quizzingly at me, doubting my sanity.

On my insisting that my instructions be carried 
out, however, he fetched the assistant officer, and 
men with lanterns. About a mile from Tin Town 
we found my husband exactly as I had seen him on 
the cinema of my mind. He had been set upon, rob­
bed, and badly hurt. But for the providential 
message, the timely rescue, and the speedy doctor’s 
attendance, he would certainly have lost an eye.

V
Many years ago,' while I was in England, I 

dreamed I saw someone I loved in a small storm- 
tossed boat surrounded by huge muddy waves, 
holding his hand out to me. I was in a large ship, 
and. with dreamland strength, I caught the bul­
warks, pushed the ship up to him, caught his hand 
and pulled him up to my ship. Then I saw blood 
on his shirtfront. I prayed that night, as I had 
never prayed before, that whatever disaster was to 
be should be delayed. Then, against all advice 
and kindly-meant ridicule, I wired to book a pass­
age on the first ship home. “One leaving this 
afternoon,” came the reply. Just before I left, I 
received news of an accident to the one about 
whom I had dreamed, and cabled the date of my 
return. A month after my arrival, he died. I 
thank God to this day for that dream.

VI
I was driving in a cape-cart, hurrying home for 

lunch, when I saw a friend, a teacher of the child­
ren of war prisoners, standing under a tree crying. 
I pulled up and invited her to jump in. She told 
me she had been given the cold shoulder by a rela­
tive, who thought her too plain and uninteresting 
for h er smart party.

After lunch, the other teachers came over and 
begged for “fortune telling.” I took the hand of 
the sad little one first. “Good gracious, girl ; cheer 
up!” I said. “You have a fine future before you, 
and will marry a man of title.” Thinking it was 
but my “kind blarney” to cheer her up, the by­
standers smiled.

Some time after, the girls came running in.
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“A-----  has got her proposal all right,” they cried,
"and is engaged, but only to a prisoner of war, a 
foreigner! So your titled individual has failed to 
materialise!” Just then, the young couple entered 
arm in arm. The young man saluted my husband, 
and the girl sat by me to give me the news. “Well, 
if he is a good and honourable man, that is better 
than a title,” I said. “I am sure my husband will 
grant him leave on parole to get the banns pub­
lished.”

My husband was reading the man’s identifica­
tion papers. “Hallo ! So you are Count-----  ”
“I am, sir,” he said, smiling. “I came from Hol­
land to fight for the Dutch against the English.” 
They were married, and the Count and Countess 
called on me to say good-bye before their honey­
moon.

VII
While living in a small military station in India, 

we had not had the pleasure of meeting the Viceroy 
or any of his family. I was asked to tell fortunes 
at a charity fete. Disguised as a formidable Italian 
fortune-teller, I and my attendant, Capt. В----- ,
dressed as a Turk, took up our positions in the 
gipsy tent.

Presently in walked two young ladies I had 
never seen before. I first took the hand of the tall 
one. My reading caused much blushing, amuse­
ment, and not a little anxiety. Then I took my 
other “client’s” hand. “You, young lady," I said, 
“will be married very shortly. But I see some 
sort of hindrance ahead.”

“Really?” she said anxiously. “In what way?”
“Well, I see here that you will cross the waters.” 
“Yes, that is true,” she said.
“But then there seems to be some obstacle,” I

A NOTED ANGLICAN’S CHANGED VIEWS.

The Rev. Patterson Smythe recently passed 
from the scene of his earthly labours, and the reli­
gious periodicals gave great prominence to his 
worth and to the fact that he has written a book, 
which passed through many editions called “The 
Gospel of the Hereafter.” This work has been a 
great favorite with the heads of the Church, and 
widely recommended. I well remember one of the 
leaders of the Anglican Church strongly recom­
mending it to me.

A copy of this book lies before me as I write. It 
is written in beautiful prose, and that is undoubt­
edly the secret of its popularity, for otherwise it 
contains not one particle of present-day evidence 
of the reality of the spirit world or of human sur- 
vial after death. Whatever it may contain of 
“Gospel,” it certainly contains no present evidence 
or proof of “Hereafter.”

For this reason—because it is so very “safe,” it 
has been warmly recommended and put in the fore­
front by our leaders as just the book to put into the 
hands of those who develop an inconvenient desire 
to know the truth and the facts concerning the 
spirit-world and the hereafter.

Some little time ago a Wesleyan minister resi­
dent near London called upon me at Weston and 
stayed the afternoon discussing these subjects and 
the attitude of the churches. Patterson Smythe’s 
book was mentioned, and I expressed my opinion 
much as above. He agreed but said, “Ah, but he 
has changed. If ever he writes another book on 
the subject it will be very different.” Surprised at 
this, I asked him to explain and he replied, “He has 
become a Spiritualist, and I personally know those 
who accompanied him when in London to several 
good psychics, where he obtained evidence of the 
survival and return of his own relatives and 
friends.”

This was indeed news, and one more evidence, of 
which I have had many, of the power of the facts 
to overcome all opposition.

Now, I happened to know the rector of the parish 
adjoining that of Patterson Smythe in Montreal 
(the Rev. Edward Bushell) and I at once wrote to 
him and asked if it were true that his neighbour 
had changed his views and obtained conviction of 
survival through psychics ; and in due course I re­
ceived a letter from the Rev. Edward Bushell say­
ing that it was perfectly true, and that he had per­
sonally accompanied him to seances with some of 
the best psychics and been present when Patterson 
Smythe obtained proof of the return and survival 
of his departed relatives and friends. And so he 
“Met his Waterloo.” “Magna est veritas.”

I have brought these facts to the notice of reli­
gious papers which have published warm commen­
dations of Smythe’s book, but they had nothing to 
say.

What is the Explanation?

To the Editor of “The Harbinger of Light.”

Sir—Your Editorial notes frequently contain explana­
tions which appear, to be given in reply to questions from 
vour readers. There is a matter that has puzzled tfie for 
long, and neither reading nor enquiry has given me the 
desired information. I will explain as shortly as possible.

One gathers from many sources, that upon death man 
carries forward his mental and spiritual development, and 
starts on the other side from the position he has reached 
here. Let us deal with mental progression, although the 
argument applies to both.

Now, the African Bushman, the average intelligent 
Australian, and Sir Oliver Lodge are on three very dif­
ferent grades of mentality. Yet if the information is 
correct they will all start again from the point each has 
reached. If we leave out the question of justice, the 
arrangement is an entirely normal one which we can 
understand from the workings of this world. Had the 
bushman had any say in the matter, however, he might 
have elected to start with the mental equipment and ad­
vantages of a Lodge, but, so far as we know, he was 
arbitrarily put on earth as very little above an animal. 
One need hardly apologise for believing this to be most 
unfair to the savage, and yet apparently that unfairness 
is t.o be perpetuated through perhaps millions of years. 
(“Reincarnation” would supply an explanation, but, so 
far as my enquiry goes, that appears merely to be an in­
teresting theory).

I think it is fairly universally accepted now that each 
man’s possibility of mental development is strictly limi­
ted by his initial equipment. Stoddart’s “Revolt of Civi­
lisation” deals fully with this; indeed our own observa­
tion would assure us of the truth. Then why should one 
“soul” be penalised through time and eternity by not 
being allowed to “choose his own ancestors,” and another 
be arbitrarily equipped with great advantages? Curie, 
in “This World First” comes to the conclusion that there 
is no personal God, that God is a Spirit in a Spirit world 
entirely removed from ¡mundane affairs, and although 
he does not definitely say so, leaves one with the impres­
sion that the world is run more or less by chance, he being 
quite satisfied as his lot was an exceptionally good one.

Have I made the difficulty clear? Tt is a very real one, 
and I believe, as a subject for discussion would interest 
both Spiritualists and others.—Yours, etc.,

In his newspaper articles, Prof. A. M. Low 
covers a wide variety of subjects and occasionally 
makes reference to Spiritualism—with which, un­
fortunately, he is not too well acquainted.
