Tae worship of
the solar deity Mitfara, In connection
with that of d.vers other gods, formed
a cart of this corrupt Maglsm; but
Mitfara did not oc mpy the place of the
chief or supreme deity, which was Aha
ra Maria. Prom this Impure Maglsm
sprang the later Mitfaralsm, which “was
a HLxxrre of M&gtsm with other myth
oiogies and superstitions of the period;
