How grandly also do they Illustrate
evolution!

Every thought we thtnk, every move
we make Isaccompanied by the death
and breaking down of muscular or ner-
vous tissues as Its necessary physio
logical and pathological condition.
Kvery setion of our corporeal life
from Its beginning to Its close* oc-
curs at the expense of the vttaltty
of an Inappreciable amount of organ-
Ited structure* This Is called molecu*
jlar death, and within proper pathologi*
cal or physiological limits Is necessary

IGeorge and the Rev* Hr* MeGlynn. and
the former is tegiu'ifrtg to be stud ed as
never before, thanks to the philosophy
of Spiritualism*

The world needs such men as Pasteur
tn every department of thought and in-
vestigation. Job's question: "If a
I[man die sha'l he live again?" is hard
Ipressing the scientific world for a de-
cisive answer, inasmuch as emtnent
jrepresentatives of the religious world
have confessed frankly that they know
Inothing about tt, or that they do not
know that death does not end all.

The Indications are, however, that

jscience and philosophy'will transform

Job's Interrogatory Into the exclama-
tory utterance that: Ifa man die he
shall continue to live!l Indeed, the
question of Job is now answered dem-
onstrably In the affirmative. The great-
est» grandest* most momentous scienti-
fic discovery of the ages has been made
if not accepted by the world* Like the
immortal discoveries of Pasteur, tt will
find its way to general acceptance on-
ly by the opposition with which tt
meet*, the process of evolution and the
growth of Intelligence in this hitherto
unexplored field of scientific tnqotry*

Although lately of the fold of mate-
rialistic and agnostic thinkers myself,
| gladly embrace the present occasion
of adding my mite to the .opposition of
Materialism and | do so in the light of
most positive, unanswerable, personal,
scientific experience.

An argument much relied upon by
M aterialists to prove that death ends
all,Is the fact that any Interference
with the function of the bratr* any se-
rious damage done to its substance or
structure or integrity, results In the
prompt arrest of its mentality* Cases
are cited of fracture of the skull result-
ing In compression from depressed
fragments of bone upon the brain, pro-
ducing an absolute lose of conscious-
ness or coma Hut Is this argument
conclusive? Aswell conclude that be
cause the batteries, wires, and instru-
ments of a telegraph line were disabled
or powerless to transmit intelligence,
the intelligence was not there to be
transmitted.

| have observed a number of cases of
fracture of the skull with resulting
coma from compression, and in every
case wheretn the damage done to the
bratn was not too great, the elevation
of the depressed fragments of bone by
the operation known as trephining, was
followed promptly by the return of
consciousness, the mind, the soul the
mentality, the conscious ego, the spirit
again resuming the use of its tool—the
brain*

The mere fact that the expression of
mentality was entirely suspended dur-
ing the period of presence upon the or-
gan through which that mentality Is
expressed in this life, is no evidence at
all that when the brain dies the mind
or soul dies with It* How shall we ac-
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count for the return of consciousness
when the brain vthe tool' by which it Is
expressed. Is repaired? What was the
condition of the spirit or soul during
the period Intervening between the re-
ceipt of the Irjary and the relief of the
pressure? It certainly did not cease
absolutely to exist, else it would not
lhave manifested Itself by returning
consciousness.

Now, suppose nothing had been done
for the relief of a curable case of this
character, and death of the whole body
had supervened. Ifdeath ends all at
what time did the mind, soul spirit or
Intelligence die? Immediately after
coma supervened, or not until the
whole body lied twelve, twenty-four,
or forty-eight hours after?

Is It not jast as phlloA>phioa) to say
that the ml id uses the brain as a tool
as it Is to say that the brain uses the
mind as a toolor that the brain secretes
thought as the liver secretes bile? Is
it not just as rational to conclude that
the brain is a battery in the employ of
the "spiritual body" anl subject to the
environments of the material or phy-
sical body. Its Imperfections, accidents
ete™ until it is no longer fit for u*e?

Is it the brain or Is it the sotrit that
uses the eye to see, the ear to hear, the
nose to smell? Poes the destruction of
the eye destroy also the mental capa-
city to see? Does the loss of hearing
necessarily involve the mental capa-
city to hear? Are not these organs
simply media* tools in the employ of
the mental or "spiritual body"? If so,
then why should a total destruction of
the material brain totally destroy
thought, mind, or mentality? May not
the "spiritual body" spoken of by Paul,
be composed of matter so subtle, so
delicate, so fine as to be entirely In
visible and unrecognisable by any of
our senses in our present state of be-
ing and thus prove a future existence
from the Materialistte own view poUt?
The air we breathe does not impress us
with any very great materiality, and
yet we know It exists. "The wind
bioweth where tt llsteth and thou canst
not tell by the sound thereof whence It
Cometh or whither it goeth." The per
fume of a flower we do not see, hear,
taste, or feel being conscious of its
presence by a single ~?nse only, that of
smell. The more we destroy the in-
tegrity of the flower, its materiality or
organic structure by crushing, the
greater is the manifestation of its per-
fume* Are love, hate, ambition, mem-
ory* envy, pridev desire, lay, sorrow ca-
pable of material manipulation? We
certainlv do not sec, hear, taste, feel
nor smell any of these qualities of
mind. How then do we recognlte
them? It mar be said that we do feel
them but this Is not true in the usual
sense of the term as here employed or
tn the material sense of touch. We are
conscious of them but do not fee) them
by turtle sense, by nalpation* by touch.

A Clairvoyant Instrument.

The reported Invention by Prof. Sul-
vlionl of an Instrument for enabling the
eye to see objects whloh are covered by
materials that were heretofore opaque.
Is confirmed. The Instrument Is said
to consist ui a cylinder of cardboard,
the inner surface of whloh Is coated
with a substance that becomes (lores-
cent under the action of Roentgen's
rays. The other end Is provided with a
lens. The object to be ex «mined and
the cylinder are plaoed before the in-
visible rays developed by a Crookes'
rube, when, by applying the eye to the
lens, the observer sees on the Ilorescent
substance the shadow of the objects
that are Impenetrable to the rays. The
instrument is called a crypt««scope, and
hopes are entertained that it will
shortly be perfected.—Two Worlds.

fife": and it is a remarkable fact tkat
ia her slate message she used it. and
pat it between quotation marks ; thus,
“life eternal.- This putting it between
grotatilo; marks indicates tkat it was
given on the slate as a test of identity.
In eutk life she used to say that she
was proud of Mrs. H.as a pupil, and in
her slate writing she says: ‘Il am as
proud of you as when la Ufo.- This
lady was very particular and precise
In earth life, and she concluded tke
message by apologising for not doing
betterIn what she bad written.

Tke fourth message was signed with
tke fall name of tke ¢unday-school
teacher of Mrs. H.: thus. “Henry Wil-
liamson,- and in it he assured her tkat
immortality was true, tkis being an an-
swer to her unexpressed¥juery.

Her pastor. T. H.told her it was not
irreverent to call upon them as she had
done, and ke and tke others expressed
pleasure In baring the opportunity af-
forded them of addressing her.

Thbe first three— Atm». Buddhl, and
Manas, form the trial or monad, purely
spiritual and formless, and never had a
beginning, and will never have an end-
ing.

At the
death of Madame Blavatshy, Aina Bos
ant succeeded her as secretary.

Rydesville, N. Y. Not the
Birthplace of Modern
Spiritualism.

Coincidence Betw een the Rise of
Spiritualism and Decline of
Materialism in Science
and Philosophy.

| tee It reported that the Psychic Re-
search Society, of Allegheny City, Pa,
celebrated the Forty-Eighth Anniver-
sary of If;dern Spiritualism on the 29th
or March last. Dr.IL T. Stanley ad-
dressed the meeting.

It appears there are two societies In
Allegheny and one In Pittsburg, all In
a flourishing condition. The speaker
gave the number of avowed Spiritual-
lits at the present time In the world at
KyXGJX». according to the moa re la-
ble statistics available, and claims that
no other sect in philosophy or religion
has Increased so rapidly in the put

4 800 years.

Ttls number Is limited to those who
are avowed Spiritualists and does not
Include the hundreds of thousands wh >
are only Investigating and have not
made up their minds on the subject
And It Is surprising the vast numbers
who are investigating, chiefly of the
educated and professional classes. Pri-
vate circles for the purpose are found
In almost every neighborhood; often
waere they are least expected.

Professional men and educatire shun
the notoriety and distrust which pub-
licity of the study of anything regard
ed as occult creates In the mind of the
common, vulgar. Hence resort Is had
to ortvate circles.

There la one fact connected with psy-
cblc research more peculiar to It than
to any other philosophic or religious
subject; that Is. that no one who exam-
ines far enough to be alie to rightly
understand It fails to discover that
such ph-nomena does really exist or
will treat It slightingly *f:erwards.
Tue revelation of the Roentgen rays
ar* wonderful, but the revelations af
forded nv Spiritual sm totally ec Ipse
th-m. It is only men like Dr. Talmage,
wro adm t ts-*y never lovestlga ed It
and don’t know or want to know any-
thing about It. who can afford to assert
p»ltlvely there Is nothing In psychic
foree or Spiritualism, as It U commonly
called. In regard to It particularly
Pope’s lines are of special application:

"A littto Im m iu Ma fuferoofl (lug,
DriiA tetp, or uaM not that Pirr u spring.”

A’tending public seances or lectures
occasionally can never render full aat-
tsfact'on to the mind of a critical In-
vestigator. Tae Investigation moat go
far enough to dispell all possibility of
fraud or deception, and must be under
conditions affording every opportunity
for close personal observation and In
giiry. Not that much fraud Is attem pt-
ed. but in order that all doubtor uncer-
tainty may be dispelled from the Inves-
tigator’s mind. Dr. Stanley, perhaps,
went too far In saylig of Spiritualism
that It Isthe only sect that possesses
any deflulte knowledge of a future life.
He eould more accurately have said, it
Is the only sect which professes to af-
ford direct personal knowledge of a
future life, and the mancer and condi-
tions of that life.

Ortbodcx Christianity rests oo the
same foundation as Spiritualism; that
Is. a fu ure life to all eternity, and Use
SpirltaaJUm depends oo miracles for
proo'. The only difference being that
the miracles of orthod- x Christianity
depend on hearsay evidence, whilst
Spiritualism presents the mlratles of
tae actual nodity senses of the living.
The Scriptures of the 0 4 and New Tea
taskfnts are fall o' Spiritualism.

Dr. Stanley, as is customary, speak*
of It a* Modern Spiritualism and I>W
as the period of its alveof. hut is this
he IssstU eo.

friends of the family in which the phe-
nomena occurred. It was In the family
of Hon. John Young, of Greensburg.and
the judge and his estimable wife were
themselves the mediums. Perhaps
some of bis children are alive yet.If nor,
many of bis grandchildren reside In and
about Greensburg, and the ctrcum

stances are known to many old resi-
dents of that 'own.

Judge Young was for upwards of
twenty years or more the law judge of
W estmoreland County and one of the
ablest and most scholarly judges that
county has ever bad, and his descend-
enta are among the best families of
Greersburg to-day. His wife was a
highly educated Scotch lady, and the
strongest attachment -xlIsted between
them by reason of their congeniality of
literary taste md sentiments.

In 1827 It became noised abont In the
town that Mr. and Mrs Yonng had be
come much interested in the doctrines
of Emannel Swedenborg, even to the
extent of believing In the possibility of
spirit communlcn with friends on earth.
The belief In Swedenborg was not con-
sidered so very extraordinary.however,
as Swedenborglanlsm was popular and
prevalent then among the edacated
classes everywhere, and among the
Hplrltnallsts of to day Swedenborg Is
still regarded In the same light as the
oithod x regard John the Baptist.

Many old citizens of Pittsburg will
remember when in the 30’s a handsome
little white frame chnrcb stood on the
southeast corner of Smit field street
and Strawberry alley, known as tbe
Swedenborglan Chnrcb, freqaented by
many of the leading lawyers and medi-
cal doctors and literary men of the city.
Batafter Spiritualism was Inaugurated,
It seemed to absorb Swedenborglanism
and the preachers aDd medical doctors
began to oppose Splritnallsm, tbe
preachers on the ground that it denied
the >quality of the Son with tbe Father
and Holy Spirit, holding that the Son
was only a great and good man, Imbaed
with the spirit of God is other great
and good men are, and that happiness
In a future life depended on a Ife well
spent on earth or purity and good
deeds, and disbelieved that Peter or his
descendents or any of the modern cler-
gy were given the keys of heaven to
admit or txclude whom they pleased.

And many of the medical doctors are
unfriendly, it is said, becaase they can
keep none of thelr cares secret from
tbe public; that every deceased pbysl
elao, having lost Interest In worldly af
fairs. Is ready and willing to go on pre
scribing for diseases as accurately as
when In earth life, and free methods it
treatment to any without charge.

It was even claimed that old Dr.
Marchbaod, of Westmoreland County,
Pa., bad. as a spirit, published his cele-
brated bydropaobla cure. However
this may be, Spiritualism superceded
Swedeoborglaulrm nearly everywhere
between 1830 and 1840.

I have had mqfumes made lately of
the Judge himself, through a spirit'me-
dium, to see what he might have to say
Inregard to the story and | found he
was Free to communicate all about it,
iving particulars and relating Incl
ents, and how the IgrPora_nt public
about Greensburg thought him crazy.
He said further that his wife was more
mediumistlc than he was and that they
had found out long before her death by
raps on the furniture and movement of
books and the like that spirits could re-
turn and communicate. And it was on
that account they had arranged that
when one or the other died communica-
tlé)ns between them should be attempt-
ed.

The purpose of relating these Inci-
dents is to show that Spiritualism Is
neither new nor modern. Its revival
in 1848 occurred in the fulness of time
under the natural law of evolution, in
the very nick of time, too, when it was
most needed. Its revival wa* needed
to re establish a beliefin a future life
just when arrogant science almost uni-
versally denied It and planted Mate-
rialism in its place on an Impregnable
basis as was generally claimed.

Butsince the advent of Spiritualism
scientists have begun to hedge, and are
getting back as speedily as possible
to the old standpoint of a perishable
body and an Imperishable soul. Spencer
in the lead, and his disciple, Fitch, and
others opened up a way for retreat by
pointing out the posslbll ty of contin-
ued, personal rxlIstence or life of the
spirit after death, and since then a
stampede has taken place from the
camps of Berkely and Hume and Mill
and Comte.

The pendulum of scientific belief Is
now likely to swing even further to-
ward Spiritualism In 1898 than it had
toward Materialism In 1848. It Israp-
idly coming to the fore that the spirit
uallstlc doctrine of continued, personal
existence beyond the grave, and spirit
communication with friends on the
earth plane become orthodox science,
founded on the same realistic basis as
the Roentgen rays and other facts of
nature.

Even already the swing of the sci-
entific pendulum Is going so far as to
assure us that matter is not a real enti-
ty, but only phenomenal, and that the
reality is spirit, and that the totality
of spirit la. Ged, in other word», that
“God Is the spirit, infinite, eternal and
unchangeable.** and according to the
8cripture Is “All and In AH* The peri-
odicals are full of It. 8ee “Failure of
Scientific Materialism** in the 4Popular
Science Monthly** of March last.

Bu*; my furpose |In this regard
la merely to indicate to 8plritual-
Kts themselves the significance of
the fact that as Spiritualism revived
In the early part of the present cen-
tury Materialism declined, and that
Indications of |Its revival in West
moreland County, P*, antedated those
at Hydesvllle, N. at least twenty
years.

The writer possesses no mediumistlc
qualities In his own composition, and
has no Interest in promoting Spiritual-
ism, but In satisfying his natural curl
odty be has investigated every known
phase of spiritual phenomena, and has
no hesitation In acknowledging their
truth and r 'RIllty. No ftlr-minded man,
who has gone far enough and experi-
mented under conditions well enough
protected against Imposition or mis-
take can decide otherwise.
