I
wondered whoever it was writing me from so far away, and
as I held the packet in my hand and turned it over and
over, Ted said, ¢ Don’t be silly, Cissy, break the seals and
open it,” and I did so when I found a nice little letter in-
side, signed Hector Rumford, and dated Hong Kong,
China, March 1gth, 1901, in which he asks me to accept
the accompanying present of a brooch !

I never saw one like it before, and mother and father
say they have not either, it is made of Chinese gold, and
covered with the feathers of the Kingfisher. Mr. Rumford
says, “the feathers are cut up in such minute pieces that
your ordinary breathing blows them away.” The form of
the brooch is like two wings, and the centrepiece is like
the front of a bird, the feathers being a beautiful mauve in
colour. I am ever so pleased with it and thank my kind
friend heartily for it. I wonder if he could tell my Blue-
bells anything about the manners and ways of Chinese
children? If he can and would do so we shall all be
delighted I am sure. : ;

Ted has just come into the room again and in his hand
he had a page he had torn out of the Pictorial Magazine,
and whenever he finds what he thinks is a good thing for
my page he shouts out, *“ Hold on, Cis, I have got some-

IN, PLACE, OF -THE PILLOW.

There are no pillows in Chinese beds. They have
instead hollow square frames of rattan or bamboo, or
blocks of wood fashioned so that they fit the nape of the'
neck and support the head when lying on the side.

People who have used these substitutes for pillows say
they are much more comfortable than soft, hot feather or
hair pillows, especially in warm weather.

These substitutes for pillows are used even by those
people who have rooms furnished with modern tables and
other European furniture.

I tnink a nice soft pillow must be much more comfor-
table, don’t you think so too ?

CELESTIAL DAYS OF REST.

There is no Sabbath in China, but to make up for this
there are many general and local festival days.

Business is suspended only on the first day of the year,
and then everybody makes merry and celebrates the day
with good eating and drinking.

The first three days of the lunar year and several days
about the middle of April are devoted also to worship at
the tombs.

The days of relaxation and merry-making are the two
solstices and the festival of the dragon boats.

Besides these, every family has its festival days, when
the temple belonging to the family is visited and the an-
cestors remembered.

THE SPORTS OF YOUNG CHINA.

Outdoor amusements for men are few and not popular
in the Chinese Empire.

They fly kites, carry birds on perches and throw seeds
high in the air for them to catch, or row boats in a lazy
fashion on the lagoons or rivers.

They pitch coppers, fight crickets or quails, jiggle balls,
and play games with jackstraws and snapsticks.

Active, manly sports are not in keeping with the notions
of dignity of the Chinese, and if they were they could not
be indulged in because of the inconvenience of dress.

Instead of rowing, ball, tennis, or golf, young men prove
their muscle by lifting beams with heavy stones at each end
like huge dumbbells, or play shuttlecock, using the thick
soles of their shoes as the battledore.

China must be a curious country, and the Chinese, no
doubt, think we are as funny as we think them. Well, after
all I am not sorry I live in dear old England.

My dear little Spirit friend, ‘Wildflower,” came to me
recently, and while she was chatting she mentioned my
Page and said she would try and write me a little piece for
the next June number.

Mr. A. Kitson (secretary). Letters of regret at unavoid-
able absence were received from Messrs. S. S. Chiswell, J.
Venables, and A. E. Sutcliffe (treasurer). 3

After the minutes of the last meeting had been read, the
Secretary stated that the instructions contained in the
same had been duly attended to.

The Secretary read a report of the interview with Mr.

John .-'—\in.sworth at the Lyceum Home on February 25th
with a view to making definite arrangements to work the
same, but being unable so to do, it was decided to refer
the whole matter to the Lyceum Conference.
A vote of condolence and sympathy was accorded Mrs.
Swindlehurst and family in their recent bereavement. A
valuable communication was made to the meeting by Mr.
H. A. Kersey, but as the matter is of a confidential nature
until settled, can only make a passing reference to it.

The time would not allow of the draft constitution being
finally dealt with, so Mrs. Jessy Greenwood, Mr. A. Wilkin-
son, and the Secretary were deputed as a sub-committee to
deal with the same.

The following items are taken from the Secretary’s
quarterly report :—

Three Lyceums in the Manchester and adjacent districts
had joined the union. Charters of membership had been
issued to six lyceums,

Two lyceums had lapsed, viz., Exeter and Spennymoor.
The fermer for lack of workers; the latter on account of
the society closing,

The Secretary reported a new and serious difficulty,
namely, the lack of “Spiritual Songsters.” The entire
edition is sold out, and new lyceums were placed at a great
dlsadvan.tage and much inconvenience for want of copies.

Secretary’s Report.

To the 12th Annual Conference of the British Spiritu-
alists’ Lyceum Union, in the Pendleton Town
Hall, May 12th, 1901.

MR. PRESIDENT, LADIES, AND GENTLEMEN,—With
vour kind permission I will endeavour to place before
vou a concise report of matters affecting the B.S.L.
Union since your last conference, which, I trust, will
meet with your approval.

In the first place allow me to say that your secretary
has striven to faithfully carry out the instructions
received by your august assembly of May last.

Mr. John Ainsworth, of Blackpool, was duly placed
in possession of a copy of your resolution bearing on
the Lyceum Home. In reply your secretary was
favoured with a copy of Mr. Ainsworth’s original offer
to Mr. Thomas O. Todd, of Sunderland. This was
duly placed before your Executive Committee, who at
once entered into correspondence with Mr. Ainsworth
with a view to effect an early and satisfactory agree-
ment concerning the same. But as all attempts have
proved unsuccessful, your E.C. has decided to lay the
whole matter before you in a special report for your
final decision. So I need not dwell further on the
matter at present.

Your E.C, having due regard for your resolution to
raise funds to enable you to engage a permanent paid
secretary, decided to issue a circular through the
medium of the LycEUM BANNER and the 7wo Worids, ap-
pealing to all societies, lyceums, and readers of the
same for help. The total number of circulars issued
was 10,000, at a cost of 48. The result is as follows :
— 410 donation from Mrs. Smedley, Belper; Halifax
Lyceum, 15s. donation ; Mr. Ernest A. Keeling, Liver-
pool, 5s. donation ; Mr. S. S. Chiswell, Liverpool, 10s.;
The John Lamont Iyceum, Liverpool, 10s. collected ;
Bootle Lyceum, 10s. 6d. collected. Total, £12 10s. 6d.

PROMISES, :

Mr. Thos. ¥. Smedley (Belper) 1os. per year, Mr.
Hy. Gleaves (Newcastle) 1os. per year, Mr. S. S.
Chiswell (Liverpool) ros. per quarter, Mr. and Mrs.
H. A. Kersey (Newcastle) £2 2s. per year if a per-
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manent paid secretary is appointed ; The John Lamont
Lyceum (Liverpool) the proceeds of a- special collec-
tion to be made every quarter in each year ; Bootle
Lyceum ditto, with the guarantee that each collection
be not less than ros. 6d. in amount; Newcastle
Lyceum 41 per year, and Sowerby Bridge Lyceum
promises its approximate portion as soon as the Union
appoints a paid secretary. If we value the latter at
41 per year, and Liverpool at 1os. per quarter, we get
an approximate total of £11 4s.

I should like to draw your attention to the factthat
the expenditure is still in excessof the ificome of the
general fund. 'There is a deficit of nearly £ig,
although /10 has been transferred from the publish-
ing fund to the general fund account, as per resolution
of last conference. These are the facts; I leave them
to be dealt with by your united wisdom.

Your secretary has delivered addresses since your
last conference at the following lyceums for out-of-
pocket expenses, namely: — Bradford (St. Paul’s),
Heckmondwike, along with Mrs. Jessy Greenwood,
Blackburn (Freckleton Street), Heywood, Sheffield
(Langsett Road and Hollis Hall), Pendleton (Cobden
Hall), Southport (Forester’'s Hall), Rochdale (Penn
Street), Blackpool, Newcastle-on-Tyne, Ashton-under-
Lyne, assisted by Miss Burton, who also assisted at
Patricroft, Middleton, and Hollinwood (where her
services as D.V., her pleadings on behalf of the
children, and supported by good clairvoyance, were
highly appreciated), Hyde, Cleckheaton, and Oldham
(Bartlam Place).

Your Executive Committee has held four ordinary
meetings and a special one. The members and
officials have attended as follows;—Mr. A. Smedley,
president, 4; Mr. J. J. Morse, past-president, 3; Mr.
J. Venables, 4; Mr. A, Wilkinson, 5; Mr. S. S.
Chiswell, 3; Mrs. Jessy Greenwogd, 4; Mr. A. E.
Sutcliffe, treasurer, 4; A. Kitson, secretary, 3.

: THE CHILDREN'S HOME.

Your secretary wrote Mr. Thomas O, Todd 7¢ the
books issued for the Daisy Dimple Home, and he
kindly promised to issue a circular to all who had had
the books sent them instructing them to send their
monies to vour secretary, and he would make out his
account and send it on. On the strength of this
promise your secretary appealed through the official
organ, the LycrEuM BANNER for the sums collected to be
sent to him, a receipt being given for all sums
received. 'This children’s effort has raised the amount
of £20 18s. 8d. Mrs. S. Smedley, the beloved wife of
our esteemed president, generously donated £10 to
the fund, and the late society at Middlesbrough sent
a donation of £2 5s. 2d., making a total of £33 3s. 10d.
This fund is kept separate and distinct from the
general fund, so as to be available when required.

NEW MEMBERS.

I am pleased to inform you that 19 charters of
membership have been applied for and issued since
last conference. The applicants are as follows :—
Barnsley, Heaton and Byker, Horwich, near Bolton,
Accrington (Bridge Street and Albion Street), Roch-
dale (Summer Street), Southport, Blackburn (North-
gate), Sheffleld (Hillsboro’), New Hirst, near Morpeth,
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Middlesbrough (Newport Road), Dukinfield, Middle-
ton, Todmorden, Manchester (New Ardwick), Brad-
ford (Parkside), Leeds (Castle Street), and Castleford.
There are 118 lyceums on the register as compared
with 104 last year, and 12 non-federated lyceums as
compared with 19 last year.

A MUNIFICENT GIFET.

I have already referred to Mrs. Smedley’s generous
donations of 410 each, and our esteemed president
made a gift of 5,000 copies of his book, entitled,
“ Reminiscences,” published at 2s. each. This muni-
ficent gift is unconditional. As the benefit to be
derived from this generous act will be shared by all, I
would suggest that each officer purchase a copy as a
memento of the donor’s generosity, and that each
lyceum endeavours to sell as many copies as possible,
so that they may be doing good throughout the land,
and the money realised on the sales may be available
for other publications. With a view to this end they
are being offered at 18s. per dozen carriage paid.

Propaganda meetings are always a source of new
life, energy, and enthusiasm in the districts visited
Three have been held since last conference, as
follows ;— Bradford (St. Paul’s), Blackburn (Freckleton
Street), and Belper. ILyceums who are desirous of
these visits should make early application either by
letter or at the conference.

OUR STATISTICS

Are again incomplete, though I have spent much
time in trying to induce secretaries of the various
lyceums to favour me with their returns, I also
appealed to them through the colums of the Zwo
Worlds, hoping thereby to attract the attention of
other officers, and interest them in the matter. ‘This
plan succeeded in a few instances. The rest appear
to be quite indifferent to all appeals, either public or
private, This incompleteness is far from satisfactory
to your Secretary.
